There has been quite a number of+
letters received by our people from
our member, Mr. Downey, asking
their opinion about last year's service.
No doubt there will be a differénce of
opinions, as those who had nothing to
do with the service will say it was
all right for them. But I can assure
you that those who had freight to
handle by her would-say differently.

The boat that was on last year, The
Amphitrite, was a nice little boat, and
could be made suitable, but as long as
a small beat like the Amphitrite is
full of coal there will be no satisfac-
tion with freight, and as long as the
captain has to act as purser, mail
clerk and sailor there will be nothing
go right, hecause there is no system.
What Bay St. George wants is a nice
little boat, say from -90 to 100 tons
nett with mail officer in addition to
éaptain and pursér, and shduld- have
sleeping aceommodation for say ten
passengers indeépendent of the crew.

PROTESTS from certain employees
of the Ford Motor Company at At-
lanta because their salaries ‘under
the profit sharing system were . re-
duced, were answered recently by
James R. Lee, chief of the sociologi-
cal research department of the con-
cern. The Atlanta' investigators cut
certain salaries when they learned
that the recipients were not properly
sharing their pay with their families
or making no effort " to save their
money. “The policy of the Ford Com-
pany is uniform all over its system,”
said -Mr. Lee. - “Phe minimum wage
scale at our plants for eight hours’
work is $2.72. When an employee
comes under the profit sharing plan
$2.28 a day is added to his earnings.”
“We expect the recipient of the extra
salary to be a credit to himself and
the community and to do the best by
those dependent upon him. We have
found in all cases that men who de-
sired to come under the plan started
out well enough. But there have
been some lapses in Atlanta and else-
where. Continuing to pay them the
high rate would defeat the ends we
are trying to reach. When such cas-
es arise we withhold the extra am-
ount which would be paid under the
prefit sharing plan. When an indivi-
dual has once been taken off the pro-
fit sharing list he is placed upon the
ordinary wage scale for the class of
work he does. That scale is about 15
per cent. higher than his work could
command anywhere else. But there
is nothing whatever to preyent him
from once more enjoying the profit
sharing plan if he satisfies us that he
will qualify irr the futuxe and live up
to. the safeguaxds we ha\e placed
around this system.”

President Wilson in his talk on the
British note intimating that it was the
intention of the enente allies to sup-
press all sea traffic with Germany
says he will probably send a note of
enquiry, asking how Britain and
France intend to carry out their new
policy. This was -only what might
have been expected. The Americans
are after the dollars and they will
awatch closely any policy which affects
the earnings of these dollars, and_will
strongly protest if they can find any
possible ground for doing so. There
is, however, a proper way of carrying
out such a policy. which is recognized
as legitimate under International law,
and that is by instituting a blotkade
of the ports of Germany and Austria
and carrying it out rigorously. Such
a course would aveid any question of
the character of the cargoes shipped.
It would be perfectly proper to stop
all goods, whether they. are listed
usually as contraband, conditional
contraband, or non-contraband. More-
over, the policy would be proper re-
prisals to the German attempts by
submarines to stop the overseas traf-
fic with Britain and France and would
cut away from neutral countries like
America any foothold for a legitimate
protest as to interference with their
trade. Britajn and France have suf-
ficient warships to carry out the pol-
icy and we have no doubt they will
carry it out vigorously and rigorously.
The limitations to such a policy are
shipments to Germany and Austria by
way of* neutral ports. Contraband and
conditional contraband may Alegiti-
mately be stopped shipped via neutral
ports, but Great Britain and France
could not legitimately stop non-con-
traband goods shipped in such a way.

War News.

OFFICIAL.
LUNDON, Marco 2.

'The Governor, Newfoundland:

Sir John French reports enemy ac-
tivities near Ypres checked. An at-
tack yesterday morning on a porticn
of the line was repulsed. A party of
Princess Patricia’s Canadian Light
Infantry captured and blew up a
German trench, killing eleven occu-
pants, and driving off the remainder.
Ground was gained near La Basse.
The French Government reports
gains in Champagne secured, and a
strong counter attack repulsed north
of Mesnil, and further 'pmgress made.
Prisoners were tapteured both there
and in the Vosges.

The Russian Government reports
cperations round Przasnysz conclud-
ed by the defeat of two German army
corps. Ten thousand prisoners were
captured, also rich booty.

The Admiralty reports Dardanelles
cperations again delayed owing to un-
favorable weather.

HARCOURT.

ON THE WEST FRONT.

LONDON, March 2.

The following report from the head-
quarters of Sir John French, was giv-
cn out to-day by the Official Informa-
tion Bureau: Enemy’s activities in
the neighborhood of Ypres, reported
in last communication, have been
checked. During the last three nights
patrols, which have been active in
front of our trenches, have found that
the enemy has not ventured to leave
Lis lines. Early this morning an at-
tack, preceded by a heavy bombard-
nient on a portion of our lines, was
repulsed. On our left a partv of
Princess Patricia’s Canadian Light
Infantry captured a German trench
with great dash. After killing eleven
of the occupants and driving off the
remainder, they succeeded in blowing
up the trench. Our losses were tri-
fling. On our right near La Bassee
we gained ground by skillful trench
work, and in this zone we obtained
ccmplete mastery over the enemy’s
snipers, and in consequence our casu-
clties were .greatly reduced. On sev-
eral positions along our front our ar-
tillery forced the enemy’s batteries to
change position, and increased the
¢scendancy cver the opposing guns
which has been observable for some
time past.

PEACE TO PREVENT
CATASTROPHE.

ATHENS, March 2.
According to reports received from
Constantinople, to-day, Prince Saban
Ed Din has telegraphed the Sultan,
urging him to conclude peace with the
Allies quickly in order to prevent a
catastrophe to Turkey.

URGING

EXCHANGING INVALIDS.

GENEVA, March 2.

The exchange of maimed prisonvers,
through Geneva, began to-day, with
the arrival of 1,800 Frenchmen and
800 Germans. 'The transfer was made
under the auspices of the Swiss Red
Cross Society. The soldiers travel-
led in special coaches, which were
guarded by the military. Approxi-
mately tons of gifts are here await-

ing the unfortunates, who probably
will number from 4,000 to 5,007 men
from each country. The Geneva Red
Cross Society have begun negotia-
tions with the German authorities
with the object of opening up postal
services through Switzerland with
the French territory now occunied Ly
the Germans. The Society is in daily
1'e@im of pathetic appeals from
French families for the openinz of
such a service.
QUIET IN EGYPT.
LONDON, March 2.

A statement given out by the Offi-
cial Press Bureau this evening, says:
The fcllowing was officially issued at
Cairo to-day: Since last official com-
munication, there has been nothing
fresh to report. There are no signs
of any renewed advance on the part
of the Turks. Reports from Syria
show that there is mo likelihood of
any famine. Prices of foodstuffs
have risen, but stocks are fairly plen-
tiful in most of the districts. Im-
ported articles are naturally very
dear. Relations between the Moham-
medan and Christian elements ~con-
tinue excellent.

THE GERMAN REPLY.

BERLIN, March 2.

In its reply to the American notes
concerning the German naval war
zones, the -~ German Government
dgrees that, under certain conditions,
its submarines will halt and investi-
gate merchantmen,, and will proceed
cnly against such vessels found to be
carrying contraband, or are owned by
nations hostile to Germany. The re-
ply declares Germany’s readiness to
accept virtually , 2ll the American
proposals, except one, which would
restrict the use of anchored mines for
purely defensive purposes. The Ger-
man Government expresses the belief
that belligerents cannot afford to
abandon entirely the use of anchored
mines for offensive operations, though
it is willing to consider the abandon-
raent of floating mines. In case Ger-
man submarines take action, after in-
vestigation, against merchantmen
carrying contraband or owned in hos-
tile countries, it is agreed such action
will be in accordance with the gener-
al rules of international law. This
presupposes, however, the abandon-
ment and use of neutral flags by mer-
chantmen of hostile nations, or the
arming of such merchantmen. If
such tactics were employed, Germany
contends, it would . be impossible ‘to
restrict the operations of submarines
in this manner. The reply suggests
that there be constituted, in the coun-
tries concerned, American commis-
sions, to which supplies of foodstuffs
for use of civilian populations could
be consigned. This plan, it is said,
is contemplated in the American pro-
posals. The reply also suggests that
these commissions should be allowed
to import and control the distribution
of other articles, especially fodder,
which are on conditional contraband
list of the . Declaration of London.
Germany-; states that the interference
with articles on the absolute free list
in the Declaration of London should
be abandoned.

Such action, it was said, probably will
be deferred until replies are received
from Britain and Germany to the Am-
erican proposals, looking.to the aban-
donqnent of submarine warfare . .on
merchant ships and unrestricted pas-
sage of foodstuffs to the civilian popu-
lation of belligerents. Germany’s re-
ply as described in press deshpatches
created a favorable impression among
officials, but until the text is officially
received no comment will be made.
The attitude of Germany gave rise to
the belief in some official quarters that
a basis for the solution of the mari-
time situation might yet be reached
through a new note. What Britain’s
reply will be is dependent to some
extent on the attitude of her ‘Allies,
whom she is consulting. There have
been official intimations, however, that
England would flatly reject the pro-
posals for the shipment of foodstuffs
and conditional contraband to Ger-
many. The Anglo-French notes out-

stop all commerce between Germany
and neutral countries occupied the at-
tention of official Washington to-day.
President Wilson told inquirers he
could not define . the attitude of the
American Government because he had
not thoroughly digested the contents
of the communications. He pointed
out the note merely defined in ge\neral
terms the policy to be pursued by the
Allies, without stating the means of
enforcing that policy. To make this
clear for the United States, the Pre-
sident added, might necessitate fur-
ther correspondence with Britain and
France. It is generally inferred that
the American Government would in-
sist on the position frequently ex-
pressed by its officials that whatever
might be the violations of the customs
of war as between belligerents, this
could not affect the status in inter-
national law as between the States and
countries with which she was at peace.
Some high officials thought England
proclaimed a blockade and would
make it effective. There could be no
legal objection from the United States
no matter how much its commerce
suffered.

ANARCHISTS BUSY IN NEW YORK
: CITY.
NEW YORK, March 2.

An attempt to blow up St. Patrick’s
Cathedral with a bomb this mcrning
and the arrest of two men by the de-
tectives, who had been informed for
months of their activities, was fol-
lowed by an announcement made at
police headquarters that the arrests
had balked an anarchistic plot to kill
Andrew Carnegie, John D. Rockefel-
ler, John D. Rockefeller, jr., and
cther wealthy' men with bombs there-
after. The anarchists, according to
the police, were to inaugurate in New
York City, a reign of terror, com-
parable only to the days of the
French revolution. It was part of the
plot, the police assert, for gangs of
men armed with rifles and revolvers
to appear simultaneously in various
paf‘ts-of the city, to shoot and to pil-
lage. The biggest banks of New
York City were to be blown up with
bombs and many wealthy men were
to be slain. The wrecking of the Ca-
thedral was to be the signal for
carrying out an elaborate programme
of murder and looting. The police as-
ert the next move was to place
bombs in the houses of Andrew Car-
negie, Rockefellers, and Cornelius
Vanderbilt. So far had the plot pro-
gressed that the manufacture of the
bombs had already been started.
With these and other capitalists dis-
pesed of, the anarchists planned, ac-
cording to the police, to invade the
financial district and lay their bombs
in the city’s biggest banks. There-
after a general programme of lcoting
was to be inaugurated. For months
a central office detective had worked
in the inner circles of anarchistg, ac-
cording to the police, and had kept
the detective bureau advised of all
their plans and of every move made
by the alleged conspirators. 'This
detective, Frank Baldo, assisted in
the manufacture of the bombs with
which the attempt Wwas made to-day to
blow up the Cathedral.

Soon after he was tak-
en to headquarters, . the detectives,
acting upon information given them
by Baldo, arrested Charles Carbone,
an 18-year-old boy, and charged him
with complicity in the plot and with
assisting to make the bomb.

Ccean trade with whom I had some
conversation to-day, said that he was

surprised about the fuss the news-
papers were making about the Ger-
man announcement that they would
torpedo merchant ships in English
waters. What else had they been do-
ing or trying to do, he asked, for the

past three menths? They had , done
their best; sunk a Belgian refugee
ship, missed a hospital ship, and sunk
seven or eight slow traders. He did
not think that owners or crews of
liners would worry about the block-
ade, and believed that any ship with
over 14 knots speed was as safe as
befere. Tramps would take their
chances and ' travel lbgether. and if
the submarine turned up they might
berge into it. He thought that if the
mouths of the estuaries were well
patrolled so that the:subnfarine could
nect get the position of a ship through
shoré marks, the difficulty of hitting
a ship steering an irregular course
would be considerable. Officers now
know what to expect, and would make
every effort to keep a wide berth.

The figures
given have no ' greater significance
than thoso‘gf the conventional am-
ounts by which an Opposition occa-
sionally proposes to reduce a Minis-
ter’s salary. They are a formula
merely, and might equally 'well be
represented by the algebraic symbols
for unknown quantities and powers.
The round total of 3,000,000 given as
the number of men on the home and
colonial establishments, exclusive of
those serving in India, stands for an.
armed strength which Germany
would very much like to know, and
which has been the subject of a good
deal of unsatisfied curiosity here. It
is not necessary to know the precise
total in order to have the best possi-
ble grounds for saying that while it is
not a larger total than the nation
needs at the moment, it is large
enough to give the utmost satisfaction
to the War Departments both of this
country and of its Allies. Ther:
have been good reasons for not giving
the actual figures, but it certainly
has not been because there was the
least occasion for dissatisfaction with
them. The results when they are
known will show how magnificently
the voluntary system has emerged
from the supreme test. The amounts
assigned to the fifteen heads of ex-
penditure are unrepresentative
enough to be almost Iludicrous. A
vice a trifle of fifteen thousand pounds
is assigned to each, yielding as the
total net estimate for the whole ser-
vice a trifle of fifteen hundred pounds
merely. What the real amounts are
likely to be must be conjectured from
the fact that we have bheen steadily
working through a war credit of 320
million pounds towards a possible
new credit of comparable dimensions.

RE(‘R[']'I‘S-FRO_\I AFAR.

When such a thing can be done it
will be interesting to have a return
showing how many adventurous Brit-
ons have come from the remote fron-
tiers of the Empire to enlist in the
new armies. The number of such re-
cruits is certainly very much larger
than any reports hitherto published
have shown. Examples which have
happened to be conspicuous have ap-
peared in the papers. There was, for
instance, the case of the man aged
54 who, however, had the look and
the strength of a man of 40, who after
seeing several sons join various sec-
tions of the Imperial armies managei
to get into the New Zealand force. I
hear form a private source that no
fewer than sixty men have come from

' the Straits Settlements to join the

army . All of them have paid their
own travelling expenses. They
should make excellent fighters, since
the same spirit’ of adventure which
sent them out to this distant outpost
of the Empire has now brought them
back. There are also the Fijians and
the ‘stray adventurous recruits from
South America who have voyaged far.
1t is to be hoped that some record of
such efforts as these is being kept.
It would have a .remarkable value
when there is leisure to estimate the
value of the ties which keep the Emi
pire bound together.

MISS BRADDON.
A striking link between the * Vic-
torian age in literature and the novel

of to-day is severed by the death of
Miss Braddon. The year of her birth,

writers as Dickens, who was just be-
ginning his “Pickwick”; Lytton, Lev-
er, and, although they had not yet
made their mnames, Thackeray and
Douglas Jerrold. In Miss Braddon’s
own son, Lieutenant W. B. Maxwell,
we have one of the chief representa-
tives of the modern novel, who it will
be remembered, came strongly into the
limelight owing to the ‘“banning” of
his book, “The Devil’s Garden,” some
two years ago. Miss Braddon was an
extremely prolific writer, and at the
age of 77 she leaves practically one
work for each year of her life. Her
first story was written in 1860, but it
was two years later that she made her
name with “Lady Audley's Secret”
and her subsequent mnovel, ‘“Aurora
Floyd.” The former, which was very
successful, was notable for the inno-
vation of having a villainess with
golden hair. Of “Autrora Floyd” Ste-
venson declared that it was to be
fcund in the *“limited library” of ev-
ery skipper of the South Seas. Miss
Braddon continued to produce one
and often two books a year—frankly
sensational stories, but they have
been described as veritable triumphs
cf their kind. On working days her
hours were from nine to six, with no
time off for meals except for tea,
though she fairly regularly alternated
working days with riding days, being
an ardent and accomplished horse-
woman. .- She always kept abreast of
current literature, and in addition to
the works of the modern English
writers she had a full acquaintance
with the leading French, German,
Italian, and Spanish authors. It is
stated that before her. death Miss
Braddon had just finished another
bcok.

LITIGATION AND. THE WAR, -

Like a good many cther sorts ‘of
business, that of the lawyer has pass-
ed through ‘strange vicissitqdes since
the war began. 1 understand that in
the London courts, where there was
2 decided slump in litigation when the
courts first cpened, business
come almost brisk. In the first flush
cf patriotic excitement there was lit-
tle theught left for private disputes,
and there was a distinct tendency for
everybody to leave matters in the
status quo, whatever that might be.
But the war itself has raised many
questions which demand an early set-
tlement, because they affect interests

which are war interests and whose
importance, therefore, may . conlinue
as long as the war lasts. A well

known barrister practising in London
tells me that a fair proportion of his
present = business relates to cases
arising out of the war. Unquestion-
ably there is still a.widespread desire
among those who would ordinarily
become litigants to aveoid disputes and
tke risk of loss ,though there has
been a certain revival of litigation
lately. The present hesitation to go
to the law is expected to result in a
boom when peace comes, and it is
obvious that a good many new prob-
lems, big with the promise of lawyers’
fees, will then come into existence.
As an indication of the present feel-
ing that private hostilities should be
set aside it should be mentioned that
a good many cases already in their
first stages have been postponed, not
for three months or six; but “until the
war is over.”
