Considerable
discussion as to why carpenters and
others engaged about buildings should
not be licensed as well as plumbers,
brought forth some excellent views
from practical men. It was their
opinion that this plan would protect
the carpenter and safeguard those
who employed skilled men against the
inferior work of handy men.

In relation to Section 342, dealing

with sufficient light and ventilation
of dwelling houses, it was decided that
144 sq. feet for a living room be in-
clusive of the chimney and that the
maximum height of ceilings in down-
stairs flats be nine feet, in upstairs
eight feet.
Section 263, which states that “no
dwelling shall be hereafter erected
unless there is a city water supply ac-
cessible thereto, nor unless there is a
public sewer in such street, and every
such dwelling shall have its plumbing
system connected with the city and
water supply and with a public sewer
before such dwelling is occupied, ex-
cept in the case of suburban districts,”
was, in the opinion of the Committee
likely to prove detrimental to the ex-
pansion of the city, and was there-
fore ordered to be expunged.

THE BEAUTIFUL MOUTH.

RESTRICTIONS
PRAWN,
LONDON, Feb. 19.

Co., from Christiania says the special
restrictions imposed by Britain on
the export of.coal to Norway have
been withdrawn, while Norway has
stopped licenses for the export of
pyrites to Germany. The latter
question which is the main point of
difference between the two govern-
ments will be referred to eminent
lawyers. Should Norway's conten-
tion be upheld licenses will again
be granted. The trouble between
Britain and Norway with regard to
the export of British coal to Norway
arose over the British Government’s
dissatisfaction with Norway's method
of exporting ore and fish, and her
alleged failure ta fulfil certain other
provisions in the agreement with
Britain.

SFIES ARRESTED.

NEW YORK, Feb. 19.

Agents of the Department of Jus-
tice arrested here to-night two men
charged with violating the Iederal
law against the carrying on of mili-
tary enterprise against a foreign
country. They are accused of con-

Q.—Is it possible that the degree of
infection you discovered at the post
mortem would vary as to its effect
upon different children?

A.—Yes, from the time I saw the
child on December 6th until I saw it
again at the post mortem acute tuber-
culosis could have developed, as the
lungs were studded.

Q.—Did you make any' examination
of the throat?

A.—No.

Q.—Is it possible that that child
could not take food?

A.—In that case there would be
vomiting, but I do not know whether
there was any vomiting or not.

Q.—Did you enquire?

Q.—Do you mean to say then that
in every disease that would happen
in the throat there would naturally be
vomiting?

Personally I did not believe
there was anything wrong with the
throat.

Q.—Are you prepared to pledge
your oath, if you did, upon what you
base your opinon?

A.—Of course we did not examine
the throat.

Q.—have you in your practice ever
come across any cases where death
occurred, not by neglect, but by or-
dinary dsease?

A.—Yes, in the case of mew born
infants for some reason or other
food is not absorbed.

Q.—With regard to tuberculosis
could not there be a sign of the dis-
ease anywhere else than in the left
lung?

A.—Tuberculosis in the throat is
only a secondary infection to that of
the lung, but I did not look for it
there. Tuberculosis of the throat oc-
curs as a result of a broken down
lung, but there was no broken down
lung in the case.

Q.—Being so positive are you pre-
pared to say that the child had no
difficulty in speaking?

A.—I am prepared to say that I did
not believe there was. I would not
swea rto it, as I did not examine the
throat.’

—Can you be positive as to what
the dark fluid in the stomach was and
did you make any chemical analysis
of it?

A.—When the stomach was opened
the fluid ran out.

Q.—Did you try to save it.

A—No. We do not make any
analysis 'such as you mention, owing

Q.—If the child had been given beef
tea might it have lived?

A.—Certainly not. Beef tea is only
a liquid food, mostly water. It stimu-
lates.

Q.—Might it come out of a child's
stomach in the liquid form describ-
ed in this case? You cannot tell
what that liquid contained?

A—No, as I did not make any
chemical analysis of it.

Re-examined by Mr. Emerson:—

Q.—If there was in the throat of
this child tubercules or other diseases
that would cause it to refuse food,
would there be any external evidence
of it?

A.—In all probability no.

Q.—If this child was suffering from
such a disease, would the mother
know?

A.—In the case of a tubercular
throat there is usuaily an acute pain
in the swallow.

Q.—You say you have had cases
where new born infants’ /stomachs re-
fuse to digest or absorb food; would
that condition exist in this case?

A.—1 donr™t think.

Q - Would you be able to detect it
at {he post mortem?

A.—1 never knew it to appear in a
grown child. Tubercular throat is a
secondary infection generally caused
by a breaking up of the lung. I have
never heard of a primary infection of
the throat.

Q.—Was it before or after the post
mortem that you gave a death certi-
ficate to the child’'s father?

A.—Before.

A.—Before.

Q.—Between Dec. 6th and the time
you gave the certificate, did Mr. or
Mrs. Gosse tell you that Dr. Rendell,
Sergt. Savage and Nurse Malone had
been up there?

A.—He told me the child had died
and asked me for a certificate. He did
not give me any details beyond what 1
already knew.

Q.—You said you thought the dis-
ease had run a rapid course and that
was why you thought it had pulmon-
ary tuberculosis. Had it run an or-
dinary course? v

A.—No.

Q.—If an examination were made of
the child's condition with a stetho-
scope the day bhefore it died, would
the existence of the tubercules be no-
ticed ?

A.—I only suspected them; I was
not sure. It was getting thinner and
emaciated.

Q.—If tubercules were discovered
on Dec. 6th would the child be get-
ting -stronger or weaker 12 days later
(the day it died)?

A.—Weaker.

Re-cross-Examined by Mr. Higgins:

Q.—You say you thought it was tu-
bercular trouble the child had, but
you did not see it from Dec. 6th un-
til you were applied for to conduct a
post mortem, and you gave a death
certificate believing that the child died
from pulmonary tuberculosis?

A.—Yes.

Q.—Did instructions come from you
to the Health Officer to fumigate the
house?

A.—I did not report it.

Q.—If meither you nor Dr. Rendell
did, can you give any idea as to who
told Dr. Brehm to fumigate the
house?

A.—I do not know.

Miss Catherine Malone examined by
Mr. Emerson:— «

Q.—You are a nurse attached to the
Tuberculosis Dispensary?

A.—Yes, with an experience of over
3 years.

Q.—Do you remember attending the
Gosse child in December last?

A.—Yes, npon instructions from Dr.
Rendell.

Q.—What day was that?

A.—Saturday, Dec. 16th, at 3.30 p.m.

Q.—What did you find?

A.—Saw the child lying on the floor
on a quilt in a room off the kitchen
fronting on the street.

Q.—Was there a door between the
kitchen and room? >

A.—Yes, it was closed with a quilt
jammed in the seams at the bottom. .

Q.—What was the condition of the
room where the child was?

A.—The floor was dirty and there
was nothing in the room but an empty
bedstead; there was no mattress in it.
The child had under her a part of a
dirty quilt. Part of the "quilt that
she was lying on was under the child’s
head and the window was wide open.
It was a clear, cool day.

Q.—Did the child have any clothes
on?

A.—A little dress and bodice, in-
sufficient to keep her warm. The
clothes were dirty and so was its face.
I.did not notice the head. The child’s
temperature was sub-normal, register-
ing 96. I tried to take its pulse but
could not find it. That indicated that
it was very weak and that its vitality
was very low. Its body showed ema-
ciation. 1 asked Mrs. Gosse if she
was feeding the child and she said it
wouldn’t eat anything, but that its
father gave it a drop of cold water. 1
asked her if she looked after the child
in the night. She said whenever the
child wanted anything at night time
she would tap on the floor. I asked
her if Dr. Scully had told her what
the child was suffering from and she

said no. Bach time I asked her 'he‘

told me shc could not feed the child
because she could not stand the smell
and she had not been near it for a
fortnight.

Q.—What other reason did she give
for not going near it? 3 ¢
A.—She said her husband would not
allow her; also that Dr. Scully had
told her to have it removed from the
bed as it was not safe to sleep with.

Q.—Did she say why?

A—TI don't remember. She asked
me if Dr. Rendell would take the
child to the Camps. I said I did not
think it a case of Tuberculosis and I
did not think Dr. Rendell would take
it at the camps.

Q.—Did you get any smell from the
child? :

A.—I did not get any disagreeable
odor from the child and I told Mrs.
Gosse so.

Q.—Did you report this case to Dr.
Rendell?

A.—I did on Monday morning.

Q.—How long did you remain on
Saturday?

A.—About ten minutes.

Q—When did you visit this pa-
tient again?

A.-—On Tuesday morning upon Dr.
Rendell’s instructions, he, in the
meantime, having visited the house. I
thaen gave thre child some food and
gave it a bath and did what I could
to make it feel comfortable, as in-
structed by Dr. Rendell. When I ar-
rived the child was dead, having ex-
pired the previous night.

Q.—Did you see the body?

A.—I did and the head was covered
with vermin.

Cross-Examined by Mr. Higgins:—

Q.—You were sent to see the child
and decided it was not a tubercular
case because it had no symptoms?

A.—Yes.

Q.—What symptoms were neces-
sary?

A.—Prolonged cough, wasting, rest-
lessness, night sweats, diarrhoea, etc.

Q.—Did you see any indications of
a.] c}}ischarge from the child’s body at
all? :

A.—No. I didn't see any.

Q.—If there had been, you would
have seen it on Saturday?

A.—No. I didn’t examine the lower
extremities.

Q.—Did Mrs. Gosse tell you the
child had trouble with its bowels the
previous fortnight?

A.—No.

Q.—You say you got no odor from
the child?

A.—I got none.

Q.—How did Mrs. Gosse come to tell
you about Dr. Scully?

A.—I think I asked her if she had
any other doctor besides Dr. Rendell.
She appeared to have the idea that
this was a case for the Consumptive
Camps.

Q.—Did you ask her if Dr. Scully
had given her that idea?

A.—No; but I asked her if she had
said what the child was suffering
from and she said no.

Q.—Did she appear afraid or  give
vou any trouble as to any information
you looked for?

A.—No she answered willingly.

Q.—What was the condition of the
room?

A.—It was filthy dirty and looked if
it had not been washed for ages. Mrs.
Gosse said the child had come from
the Orphanage and that when it came
out it staggered across the floor. She
also told me the child gulped its food
and afterwards could not eat. She
told me that the child had been wast-
ing away when it came from the Or-
phanage. . Witness' did not remember
if Mrs. Gosse had told her that she
was in delicate health and that the
smell used to upset her. Asked why
she went up with nourishment to the
child on Monday if she knew it was
practically dying on Saturday, witness
replied she was sent by Dr. Rendell
and with a particular kind of food.
“In cases where a child is in poor cir-
cumstances and the father is not at
work it is customary for us to bring
supplies of meat and milk.” That fin-
ished the examination of the Crown
witnesses. Dr. Tait, Wm. Grimes
(Supt. of Police), Public Health In-
spector Lawlor, Lionel Goss (brother
of the accused) and the prisoners
Elizabeth and James Gosse were ex-
amined. We have the entire testi-
mony, quegtion and answer, berbatim
but lack of space precludes its publi-
cation. The story of the prisoners re-
vealed dire poverty and distress and
during the address of Mr. Higgins to
the jury both prisoners broke down
and wept bitterly. Mr. Emerson then
addressed the jury, followed by His
Lordship Justice Kent, who explained
the legal meaning of manslaughter
At 11 p.m. the jury retired and at 1
p:m. returned to Court and reported
that they could not agree. The Judge
defined clearly the meaning of “Wil-
ful Neglect.” The jury again retired
and after an absence of twenty min-
utes returned with a verdict of guilty
with a strong recommendation for
mercy; also a recommendation that a
public dispensary be established in St.
John’s where needy people could get
medicines without charge. After the
discharge of the jury, His Lordship
announced that sentence would be
passed at 11 a.m. Thursday.

The amount of $36 paid by the
Sheriff was given by the Jurymen to
the defending lawyer in the case for
the benefit of the little boy Gosse.
