WAR SUMMARY.

The armies of the Crown Prince
pupprecht of Bavaria again_are hit-
ting the Allied line in a new offensive,
with Paris apparently as their objec-
tive, between Mont Didier and Noy-
on over a front of about 20 miles, pre-
ceded as usual by a heavy bombard-
ment, with shells of all calibres and
witn noxious gases. The enemy ini-
tial manoeuvre evidently has in view
the bending back of the Allied front
toward the town of St. Just on the
porth wing and toward the railway
junction of Compeigne on the south
flank, getting astride the Oise and
driving southwest toward the French
capital. The French troops are re-
gisting the impact with their wonted
valor, but the Germans on their right
and in the center have been able to
pierce the line distances from two
thirds of a mile south of Mont Didier
to relatively to two and a half miles
at Ressons-Surmatz in the centre.
There to Noyon, however, the Allied
line is holling strongly. If success
should rest with the enemy on the
pew Lafile front it p.ssibly might
badly affect the stability of the line
of the defenders from the Oise to the
Marne, northwest of Chateau Thierry,
in order to straighten out the deep
salient that would then prorect east-
ward with the Soissons sector as its
apex. 7The Allied commaraers it is
asserted were not taken unawares by
the new offensive. On the other hand
they had anticipated since the failure
of the army of the German Crown
Prince to gain its objectives between
Soissons and the Marne and thence
on the southern part of the line run- |
ning to Rheims that the German high
command would decree another man-
oeuvre to the north and preparations
accordingly were made to withstand
the shock. The fighting is of ex-

The
captain when interviewed said, “There
is not the slightest doubt that it was
a torpedo.

NO ADVANTAGE TO ENEMY.

WITH THE FRENCH ARMY IN
FRANCE, June 9. (By the Associa-
ted Press.)—Notwithstanding the
great forces the Germans threw in the
line to-day, when they opened their
offensive between Mont Didier and the
Oise, they did not achieve aany con-
siderable advance. The enemy appar-
ently hoped by weight of numbers to
break the line on this sector, which he
failed to do during the first half of
April, when so many severe engage-
ments resulted in the Germans being
stopped short. Time after time in-
creasingly dense waves of infantry at-
tempted to pierce the Allied defenses.
Southwest of Noyon, however, they
could not produce any effect on the de-
términation of the troops holding the
front line; the defenders were as firm
as rocks and held the enemy tightly
in check.

{ FRENCH MAKE SPLENDID RESIST-

NCE.

LONDON, To-day.

The French troops appear to be
summing up a splendid resistance to
the Germans on the Noyon sector. Es-
pecially on the twp flanks of the at-
tacking front where the heaviest fight-
ing continues, the Germans have made
some progress in the centre, where
they claim the capture of the heights
of Cury, while the French admit the
loss of the villages of Sur-Matz and
Mareuil. It was generally expected
that the German attack would come
between Noyon and Mont Didier, thus
seemingly resuming the direct thrust
for Paris. Simultaueously with the
bombardment on the Noyon sector,
the British front was subjected to a
heavy fire, including gas shells, which
seemed to herald another attack. Ac-
cording to the latest accounts no in-
fantry attempt developed against the
British lines. There is little news yet
from the German side, as the German
official statement issued Sunday after-
noon referred only to the operations
of Saturday.

Lorraine, by the German military
authorities, Herr Wendel, Socialist

I am quite sure that
it -would be a benefit to both New-
foundland and Bermuda if they threw
in their lot with Canada and became
a diocese in the province of Qanada.”

to them as the Old Contemptibles,
| much as in early American history
i the soldiers of the Revolution were re-
| ferred to as the Old Continentals. The
i veterans of Mons to whom honors
! were paid at that great meeting, when
the King and Queen and the digni-
taries of the realm united in th®r
| praise, numbered only about 700, clad
| in mufti. khaki, hospital blue, or civ-
ilian garb, but these veterans of an
historic field on which the fate of
modern civilisation depended got a
greeting that could have left no doubt
either in their minds or those of the
observers that it is a glorious thing
to fight and, if needs be, to die for
one’s country.

And not alone in this great meeting
did England pay the meed of honor to
the army that stayed the march of
the Kaiser on Paris. A special med-
al of honor called the Star of 1914
| has been approved by the King, and
{ it will be conferred upon all the sur-
| vivors of the British expeditionary
| forces who served between August 5,
}1914, and midnight of November 22-
| 23 of that year, or 360,000 in all.
| That army certainly was small,
from the Kaiser’s point of view, for
he had an army of four millions of
men, and with eight millions more
between 15 and 60 upon whom he re-
lied to make his march to Paris, and
perhaps to London, a triumphal pro-
cession. Yet previous to this great
war it must be remembered that in
modern times England had never had
50,000 British soldiers under
command on any one battlefield. In
fact, it has been said no British com-
mander of our time until Field Mar-
shal French in Flanders had led more
than 20,000 men in the field. It takes
time to raise and drill great armies
and get them to.the battlefront, as
America is now finding out, but they
are getting there, and they are hold-
ing Germany in check until the great

can be brought to bear upon the Ger-
man line. The Kaiser and other Ger-
mans are now referring contemptu-
ously to the American Army, much as
they did to the “contemptible little
little British Army” of 1914, and his-
tory may repeat the lesson the Ger-
mans first learned at Mons in the bat-
tle of the Marne.—N. Y. Times.

AN XIR BATTLE.

THE HAGUE, June 9th.

Five British and seven German air-
planes of the largest type fought a
battle Tuesday evening off the Dutch
coast, according to a Terscailling des-
patch to the Handelsbald. One of the
German machines were secn to fall
in flames into the sea. One British
machine was forced to descend, but
landed safely. Another British ma-
chine, which had descended to the
surface of the sea because of a defec-
tion in the propellor two nours after
the battle, was later set on fire by its
occupants, all whom waded ashore
and gave themselves up for intern-
ment. The crew included two Cana-
dians. The British machines were a
squadron of five seaplanes, which
started Tuesday afternoon on a re-
connoitering expedition off the north-
ern Dutch coast. During the ‘after-
noon they had met a squadron of five
German airplanes which they drove
off without difficulty in three succes-
sive encounters. The Germans, how-
ever, returned reinforced by seven
seaplanes. A lively fight eusued, and
in addition to the German machines
which fell in flames, another German
machine was brought down. A Brit-
ish machine commanded by Robert
Paul, of Buffalo, N.Y., a member of
the Canadian Flying Corps, developed
engine trouble, and was forced to des-
cend to the surface. Joseph Eaton, a
New England men, who was senior
pilot of the squadron, was detained to
protect the disabled plane, and circled
about for an hour while the Germans
continuously attacked the cripple.
During Eaton’s cdefensive work his
machine was riddled with bullets, but
he wasg able to keep the air until the
Germans were driven off. He then
descended his machine, which was
wrecked, but all the crew got ashore
safely. This engagement was report-
ed Admiralty in its communication of
June 6th, which announced that a
squadron of large seaplanes, while re-
connoitering. over the North Sea, met
a large formation of hostile machines,
which was engaged, and“iwo of the
enemy machines shot down. Two of
the British machines, it was stated,
were forced to alight close to the
Dutch coast hecause of engine trouble,
and had been interned.
