THIRTY-FOUR
YEARS AGO.

12th and Friday, May 16th, 1884, there­
fore these issues of 34 years hack are 
perhaps the oldest extant of any news­
paper published in Newfoundland, 
apart from tho Royal Gazette. The 
Telegram of the period mentioned was 
a four page, five column (broad) sheet 
the first page of which is devoted to 
advertisements and local items, the 
second to advertisements and reprints, 
from exchanges, the third to adver­
tisements and the usual instalment 
of the ever popular serial story, and 
the fourth to general news, corres­
pondence, births, marriage and deaths 
and shipping intelligence. From the 
first page cf May 12th issue we cull 
the following items :

“H.M.S. ‘Tenedos’ left for Halifax 
this forenoon.

CANADA’S PREMIER AIR MAN.

TORONTO, To-day. 
After supervising aerial gunnery

BROUGHT SHIP THROUGH.
LONDON, To-day.

A Belfast steamer torpedoed by a 
German submarine, while bound from 
England, has reached an Irish port 
badly damaged. Three of the crew 
were killed by the explosion of the 
torpedo. The vessel was manoeuvred 
go adroitly, however, that out of four 
shots fired three of them missed their 
mark. The attack was made at night. 
At daybreak the vessel was still 
afloat, but well down by the head. 
The crew which had abandoned the 
ship, went back on board, although 
the forward deck was awash, and de­
termined to take her to port. They 
succeeded getting the disabled wire­
less plant into operation again and 

‘«flashed an urgent call for help. They 
were powerless as the ship was un­
manageable, and would have been 
easy prey for a submarine if one had 
been in the vicinity. Two tugs came 
up and towed the fine steamer safely 
to port. The submarine which was 
taster than the steamer, ran ahead of 
her, In the darkness, and lay in wait 
until she came alongside. The ex­
plosion of the torpedo which was fired 
at close range tore a great hole in the 
starboard side. The steamer imme­
diately began to fill and the 57 sur- 
rlving members of the crew took to 
the boats.

FRENCH MAKE SPLENDID RESIST-

LONDON, To-day.
The French troops appear to be 

summing up a splendid resistance to 
the Germans on the Noyon sector. Es­

THE HAGUE, June 9th.

Five British and seven German air­
planes of the largest type Sought a 
battle Tuesday evening off the Dutch 
coast, according to a Terscailllng des­
patch to the Handelsbald. One of the 
German machines were seen to fall 
in flames into the sea. One British 
machine was forced to descend, but 
landed safely. Another British ma­
chine, which had descended to the 
surface of the sea because of a defec­
tion in the propeller two hours after 
the battle, was later set on Are by its 
occupants, all whom waded ashore 
and gave themselves up for intern­
ment. The crew included two Cana­
dians. The British machines were a 
squadron of five seaplanes, which 
started Tuesday afternoon on a re- 
connoiterlng expedition off the north­
ern Dutch coast. During the after­
noon they had met a squadron of five 
German airplanes which they drove 
off without difficulty in three succes­
sive encounters. The Germans, how­
ever, returned reinforced by seven 
seaplanes. A lively light ensued, and 
in addition to the German machines 
which fell in flames, another German 
machine was brought down. A Brit­
ish machine commanded by Robert 
Paul, of Buffalo, N.Y., a member of 
the Canadian Flying Corps, developed 
engine trouble, and was forced to des­
cend to the surface. Joseph Eaton, a 
New England man, who was senior 
pilot of the squadron, was detained to 
protect the disabled plane, and circled 
about for an hour while the Germans 
continuously attacked the cripple. 
During Eaton’s defensive work his 
machine was riddled with bullets, but 
he waq able to keep the air until the 
Germans were driven off. He then 
descended his machine, which was 
wrecked, but all the crew got ashore 
safely. This engagement was report­
ed Admiralty in its communication of 
June 6th, which announced that a 
squadron of large seaplanes, while re- 
connoitering over the North Sea, met 
a large formation of hostile machines, 
which was engaged, and -.wo of the 
enemy machines shot down. Two of 
the British machines, it was stated, 
were forced to alight close to the 
Dutch coast because of engine trouble, 
and had been interned.

tain letters in the Advocate in reply 
to my strictures on the management 
of the Reid Company’s railway.

But this pot-house slang, and slum- 
witticisms, merely show that the 
statements which I have made regard­
ing the inefficiency of the system dur­
ing the past year or more are too well- 
founded to permit of contradiction.

I would direct attention to the fact 
that in neither of these several effu­
sions has the writer or the inspirer 
attempted to refute the accusations I 
have made, or to show that conditions 
are not as stated by me in every par­
ticular. They not only fail to refute, 
but they admit even more than I have 
charged.

Writing on railway matters under 
date of February 19th, I said: Re. 
cent events have disclosed to the peo- 
pie of this country that a spirit of 
personal interest, and factional ad­
vantage dominate the minds of re. 
sponsible officials of the system. It 
has been demonstrated that in an nn. 
mistakable manner the general inter- 
est of the public is being disregarded, 
and the trade of the country made to 
suffer by private intrigues which ap­
parently are as inimical to the effi­
cient management of the system as 
they are to the interest of the conn- 
try.”

The above remarks were based on 
indisputable evidence of concerted 
efforts on the part of certain men in­
fluential in the management of the 
Reid Company, to dislocate the trans 
porta tion facilities of the country to 
such an extent as to cause dissatis­
faction and public outçry against the 
Company.

Personal predilections for any 
member of the Reid family have not 
either influenced me or actuated me 
in anything I have written. Insinua­
tions to the contrary are the wildest 
guessing. Who the Griffin Town cop 
thinks I am, I know not, but I am cer­
tainly far removed from any one to 
whom his allusions would apply.

He and his hired scribes are hark­
ing up the wrong tree. The writer of 
these articles knows the characters 
he is dealing with. As to being a 
"hard nut to crack”-1 would say, “go 
easy friend." John Boles reminiscen­
ces are delightfully interesting, Andy 
still lives, and Griffin Town records 
are not all destroyed.

I have had two objects In dealing 
with these railway matters. One was 
to focus attention upon the Incapable 
manner in which the railway was be­
ing operated, both across the country 
and'locally; the other to induce the 
Government to take some action tb 
compel the Company to give a better 
service to the trade and to the pas­
senger needs of the country.

My efforts have not been without 
results & I shall show later on. With 
the Reid family quarrel, as I said be­
fore, I have nothing to do, and have 
no interest therein. But the inspirer • 
of the Advocate letters thinks other­
wise, and will persist In forcing that 
aspect of the railway tangle before 
the public. Well, I now accept his 
challenge and, with your permission, 
Mr. Editor, I shall accommodate him 
by devoting a little attention thereto.

The' public hâve been hoodwinked 
as to the cause of the break-down of 
the railway transportation facilities. 
Politicians and railway officials seem 
to have conspired to cripple the coun­
try’s railway to promote personal am­
bitions, and the political and commer-

cial interests of a clique which the 
Morris amalgamation with Coaker 
brought into existence.

What is needed is good 
local organization all round the Is­
land to show those who can not give 
money how to turn their labor into 
money and give that If only such a 
high standard were uniformly main­
tained all over the Island it is obvi­
ous that the receipts of.the Patriotic 
Fund would be very materially in­
creased. Regular promoters of sales 
of the People’s work are needed. Thus, 
a few weeks ago the Girls of the King 
George the Fifth Institute held a sale 
of work for the Red Cross and raised 
over $500.

I want you to commend these ac­
tions in your paper, if you would, to 
the attention of all friends round the 
IaJpnd. The Funds were raised by 
Protestant and Catholic, Conservative 
and Liberal, poor and rich, utterly in­
dependent- of any issue or influence 
except that of love for the great cause 

I for which the Empire is struggling.
