TO LIBERALS
EVERYWHERE.

For more years than it cares 
to count, the Evening Telegram
has been the recognized organ 
of the Liberal Party, in this 
Dominion, through bad fortune 
as well as good: through the 
leadership of Sir Robert Bond 
in Opposition and out, as well 
as during his Premiership, and 
with that standing to warrant 
it, the Telegram now =neaks as 
the Liberal Organ to Liberals 
throughout the Colony, upon a 
subject which concerns their 
integrity as followers of the 
Liberal Standard.

In Saturday’s issue of both 

the Star and Advocate, controll­
ed by Messrs. Squires and 
Coaker, respectively, it was 
officially announced that the 
factions, led by these gentle­
men, had coalesced under the 
style and title of' Liberal Re­
form Party, and it was falsely 
declared in the announcing no­
tice, published simultaneously 
in both Star and Advocate, that 
the Liberal Party had been ab­
sorbed therein. Messrs. Squires 
and Coaker are the men who 
made this atrocious misstate­
ment: the one a deserter from 
the People’s Party, the other a 
traitor to the Liberal Party, 
when led by Sir Robert Bond. 
It is not, and never can be, true 
that the Liberal Party can fall 
so low as to be led by such men.

* * * * * *

Early in January, 1914, when 
resigning the leadership of the 
Liberal Opposition in the House 
of Assembly, Sir Robert Bond 
gave as his only reasons the fact 
that he had been deceived and 
betrayed by Coaker, and that 
Coaker’s declared policy was a 
menace to the Colony, destruc­
tive of every conception of Lib­
eralism. In his letter published 
in the Telegram on January 10, 
1914, Sir Robert said:

“A man in the position of 
“leader has no possible chance 
“of succeeding, unless ' he re- 
“ceives loyalty and co-operation. 
“It is entirely evident that I 
cannot expect such loyalty and 
“support.”

'“ting to the Liberal Party 
"... . I am now
“brought face to face with his 
“disloyalty .... I have 
“been rendered powerless to dl 
“rect and guide the policies of 
"the Liberal Party 
“I AM NOT PREPARED TO 
“AID MR. COAKER’S POLIÇY, 
“WHICH HE HAS DECLARED 
“TO BE, THE SEIZURE OF 
“THE GOVERNMENT OF 
‘ THIS COLONY BY THE UN 
“ION OVER WHICH HE PRE 
“SIDES. The Government 
“should not be converted into 
“mere machine for advancing 
“the interests of any particular 
“body of individuals. HIS 
‘ POLICY IS INSULTING TO
“THE LIBERAL PARTY.”

* * * * * *

The menace to the Colony 
which Coaker constituted then, 
and which was so eloquently 
and forcibly described by Sir 
Robert Bond, has not changed 
to-day—except for the worse. 
Then it appeared to be a strug­
gle for power by a society of 
men: now it appears to be a 
struggle for autocracy by a 
tyrant who has imposed him­
self as much, almost, upon the 
members of the F.P.U., as upon 
the dominion at large. For it 
has become apparent, especially 
in the last disgraceful coalition, 
that no fear of his followers in 
the House, or any belief that 
they dare be independent of him, 
exercises any restraining power
upon Coaker.

* * * * * *
It is said that the last and 

crowning insult to Liberalism 
and to its uncrowned leader in 
Newfoundland is to be paid by 
the candidature of Mr. Squires 
for the constituency, which so 
long honored itself by electing 
Sir Robert Bond—Twillingate. 
Coaker fearing his just deserts 
there at the hands of Sir Rob­
ert’s legions of friends, has made 
way for his new ally and twin 
leader, Squires, and the latter 
purposes to don the disguise of 
a Liberal and proclaim himself 
as the successor of Sir Robert 
Bond, the chosen leader of the
Liberal Party.

* * * * * *
Speaking on behalf of that 

Party, with all the authority 
given it by long service, the 
Telegram declares emphatically 
that Squires is not a Liberal : 
that Coaker betrayed Liberal­
ism: that the name Liberal 
Reform is but a cloak for men 
undeserving of Liberal support, 
and of the confidence of the 
electors of Twillingate, as well 
as that of the Colony generally.

Hun Trick is’
Exposed by Allies.

Basle, Sept. 14.—A despatch from 
Berlin says the text of the note of 
September 11, written by Premier Cle­
menceau to the German government 
concerning clauses In the German con­
stitution objected to by the entente, 
has been published In the German 
capital.

Mr. Clemenceau’s note, which was in 
reply to the German government’s de­
fence of the article, protested against, 
calls the German reply an “ingenious 
artifice” the German constitution to 
declare that an army of several mil­
lion men should be maintained by re­
cruiting, and that when the Allied and 
Associated Powers drew attention to 
such stipulations as being contrary 
to the peace treaty, the German Gov­
ernment could reply that the constitu­
tion provided a sufficient guarantee in 
Article 178 stipulating that nothing in 
the peace treaty should be affected by 
the constitution.

Article 178 of the new German con­
stitution contains a clause saying 
“The terms of the treaty of peace sign­
ed at Versailles will not be affected 
by this constitution.”

TO THE GOVERNMENT.
Newfoundland Board of Trade, 

July 26, 1919.
Sir,—

Tbs attention of the Council of the 
Board of Trade has been called to the 
fact that Fire Insurance Companies 
doing bueineee In Newfoundland pro­
pose to collect a tax of 5% on all 
premiums after August 1st.

They give as the reason for this 
the fact that the Companies are tax­
ed 6% on the premium collections 
under the Profit Tax, 1919.

The Council of the Board of Trade 
are of the opinion that this 6% tax 
on the premium receipts of the Com­
panies is intended to be paid out of 
the Companies’ earnings, in the same 
way that the Business Profits’ Tax 
Is paid by private traders from their 
net earnings during the year, and 
that It is both unfair and unjust to 
allow the Insurance Companies to 
collect this tax from the Policy­
holder.

-Battle of Assays.
On Friday, September 23, 1803, Col­

onel Arthur Wellesley, created In 1814 
the first and Great Duke of Wellington, 
fully established his reputation for 
military genius by his victory in the 
battle of Asseye, which was gained un­
der every disadvantage of locality and 
pre-arrangement, whereby he inflicted 
a blow on the Mahratta kingdom,in the 
centre of India, from which It never 
recovered. The great achievement 
made him the herd of India, and rich 
gifts poured in upon him in gratitude. 
The British Inhabitants of Calcutta 
voted for him a eword valued at 1,000 
guineas ; the army a service of plate 
valued at 2,000 guineas ; and the civil 
authorities poured in their congratu­
lations and addresses. But what he 
valued more than all the reet and ex­
hibited on many occasions in his after 
life, was an address from the native 
inhabitants praying “that the God cf 
all castes and colors would bless and 
reward him for his Just and equal 
rule in Mysore,” for he had been pre­
viously appointed civil and military 
Governor of Serlngapatam and Mysore 
with almost a Viceroy’s authority. 
Subsequently circumstances compelled 
Wellesley to fight chiefly on the de­
fensive, but he was always swift to 
strike when opportunity offered, as 
at Salamanca, and In particular he 
knew the value of the offensive against 
Asiatics. Thus, when he found him­
self before the Mahratta army in 
position at Assays, earlier in the day 
than he had anticipated so that his 
other column under Colonel Steven­
son was yet distant, he decided to 
strike. Some 60,000 men with a pow­
erful artillery faced him, and he had 
about a tenth of that number all tired 
by a long march. His guns, too, were 
light and of, little service being soon 
overpowered and silenced. But a 
flank attack, followed by a charge of 
the cavalry, some 2600 sabres, swept 
away-all opposition. The enemy broke 
and fled, leaving the ground cumbered 
with dead and wounded and crowded 
with cannon, bullocks, caissons, and 
all the material of an Indian army. 
It was, In truth, a brilliant victory, 
for Scindiah’s army was no there mob, 
Ignorant of tactics and unused to 
combination, but composed of Infantry 
well trained under French officers, an 
efficient artillery and cavalry, excel­
lent for Its kind. Th%t they fought 
well is shown by the fact that about 
a third of the whole British artny was 
put out of action, while over 1.200 of 
Scindiah’s dead were left on the field, 
and although another battle was nec­
essary, the confidence of the Mahrat- 
tas was gone. Moreover, It was made 
evident that in the “Sepoy General,”, 
as Napoleon sneeringly called Welles­
ley later, England had found a soldier 
capable of yet greater things. The 
Duke was bdrn near Dublin In 1769, 
the same year as hie future great mili­
tary rival, Napoleon Bounaparfe, the 
French Emperor, and Marshal Boult, 
another of his chief French opponents, 
both of whom he defeated In his crown­
ing victory at Waterloo on June 18, 
1816. Wellington lived to_ be eighty- 
three years of age, and died almost 
exactly forty-nine years after tils vic­
tory at Assays, on Tuesday, Septem-
