question, is certain of general support. From many parts of the

‘Island unfavourable reports of ‘the fisheriag are constantly being
received, and unless some scheme is devised whereby a ‘consid-
erable number of the population can obtain work during this
winter, the outlook is serious. Operations on the Humber, at
Grand Falls, Alexander Bay, and Bonne Bay, and by other small-
er companies engaged in the logging industry will enable many
fishermen to augment their summer earnings, but they will not
by any means meet the demands. The announcement made in
our morning contemporary on Tuesday to the effect that Mr. H.
J. Crowe had entered into an agreement with the Government
to undertake operations to develop an immense pulp and paper
industry at an early date, is gratifying news, and the fact that
the centre of activities this winter will be in White Bay will
considerably relieve the anxiety felt for the people who live
along that section of the coast.

Conditions are such that the immediate need of the people
must be considered regardless of anything. The first responsi-
bility of a Government is to provide for them, through in-
dustrial channels if possible, by less economical means if abso-
. lutely necessary. -If the latter course has to be adopted, the
assistance given demands the greatest discretion and the most
careful supervision. Otherwise while they keep alive the body
of the recipient, they kill the moral tissue.

In 1921 the depression in trade was keenly felt and means
had to be devised to provide many with the bare necessities of
‘life. A measure was passed entitled An Act Respecting the Ex-
. portation of Timber, and repealing previous statutes which had
wisely prohibited the exportation of pulp wood. Under the Act
it is lawful for five years from August 2nd, 1921 “to export to
-Great Britain and Canada round timber rossed or barked” and
“the Governor-in-Council whenever he deems it expedient may
' permit the export of round timber to the United States of Am-
erica.”” The Act in the first instance limited the cutting of the
timber for export to lands “in respect of which licenses or leases
‘shall have been granted.” Later it would appear the right was
extended by Orders in Council to cover Crown Lands.

We previously referred to the necessity of adopting even
;{meconomical measures to meet unusual conditions, and the above
‘“mentioned Act is a case in point. To confinue such a policy
Aowever, one day longer than is absolutely necessary is unwise
"in the extreme~ . ‘

The supply of our timber is by no means unlimited. Fires
have wrought havoc in our-forests, and the immensity of the cut
each year by the companies in operation is threatening to reduce
their value considerably. It is not pessimism which prompts the
statement that it has yet to be proved that the second growth
to which these companies are trusting for future supplies will
mature under conditions which have been considerably changed,

The statement has been made so frequently of late that our
fisheries are, and will remain the chief industry of this Island
that it should be by now be stamped indelibly on the minds of
all. The.prosecution of the fishery depends not alone on catching
fish but also upon the means of prosecuting it, and the first es-
sential in this respect is timber for ship and boat building, the
erection of stages and houses, and for fuel. The fisherman cuts
his supplies on the Crown Lands. Deprive him of this supply
and he is utterly helpless. He cannot to-day do more than eke
out a bare existence owing to the high cost of supplies. Impose
on him a further burden by forcing him to purchase the wood
he requires, and it will prove the last straw. He will either have
tct> turn his activities in another direction, leave the country or
starve.

Canada to-day views with alarm the inroads that are being
mgdfz on her forests, and the industrial losses that she is sus-
taining by permitting pulp wood to be exported to the United
States. She has now under consideration the placing of an em-
bargo on such exports, and except in certain quarters where
personal interests are considered parameunt, and the national
welfarq a matter of secondary importance, the country endorses
?he attitude of the Government. Our position in this respect is
.identical with that of Canada.

the victims.

During the tenure of office of the
present government we have had
grave scandals publicly admitted,
but no serious investigation was peti-
tioned for. The cost of the Sugar,
Salt, Fishery Supplies, and Steamer
scandals will for many years to
come be an expensive one for the wage
earner and producer.

They are now written with past his-
tory. Surely the scandals of 1922-23
are not going to be thus treated. The
people want to be reassured that we
have a patriotic, honest, economic
government in power.. The public
want the fullest ihformation as to
where the two loans, the surplus and
all the revenue collected the past two
years has gone, All must be dragged
to the light of day especially the ex-
penditure of the past year or so.

The deception practised by wily
politicians on the people of Newfound-
land as characterized by the govern-
ment will.no longer be countenanced.

These investigations must be pro-
ceeded with immediately, we can no
Jonger afford to accept philosoptical-
ly the successful operating of‘ tricky
politicions, Now’s the day, now’s the
hour!

_MIT m ANT SUGGESTIONS,
i 4y . PARIS, Aug.-9.
‘A temporary mixed commission for.
reduction of armaments of the League
of Nations this afternoon adopted the
text of a proposed treaty of mutual
g about
the reduction of armaments, which it
will submit to the Assembly of tho
League in September. Some ¢f the
important features were adopted
without unanimous vote, and will be
the subject of contention at Geneva.
Text provides for general treaty to be
signed by all the’ members of the
League whereby they agree to aid
members who are victims of aggres-
gsion or threatened invasion.

BRITISH CABINET NOT IN ACCORD

The Overland Route.

Until the opehing of the Suez Can-

ory. One of the East Tadia Company’s
Civil Servants, George Forster by
name, went from Bengal to'St. Peters-
burg through Afghanistan and Per-
sia ‘and across the Caspian Sea, and
wrote a book recording his experien-
ces; but the majority of the overland
travellers seem to have chosen the
route via Constantinople or Aleppo.

Major Taylor, who was accompan-
fed by his wife and a Mr. Blackader,
wrote a detailed account of the exper-
fence of his party . They had two aer-
vants, and left London on the 21st of
August, 1789, proceeding to Dover in
their coach. There they pald twelve
guineas for a packet to carry them
and their belongings to Ostend. From
Ostend they proceeded in their coach
t~ Venice, which they reached on 8th
Se¢~“~mber. Their expenses between
Ostend and Venice amounted to about

£100. They were three days at Ven-.

fce wherc they chartered a vessel to
take them to Zante, at a cost of £71.
They were detained twenty-four days
at Catarro, and did not reach Zante
until November 1st. At Zante they
chartered an English brig to take
them to Alexandretta, or Scanderoon,
as it was then called, which they

reached after a fifteen days’ voyage,

on the 28th November. They
again on the 30th November, mounted
on small wretched horses of Turk-
ish ‘breed, with uncomfortable Turk-
ish saddles. After ascending high
and rugged hills, they reached Bailan
at dusk, and Antioch on the following
day.

The people of Antioch were notor-
ious for their discourtesy to Christ-
fans, and acted in accordance with
their reputation. They assailed Maj-
or Taylor's party in the’ most vile
terms of reproach. They laid hold of
Mrs. Taylor by the arm-and tried:to
pull her from her horse.

Reaching Aleppo on the 4th Decem-
ber, the travelers found the inhabit-
ants more civil to strangers. At Alep-
po they remained until the 15th De-
cember, this being the place whare
arrangemetns had to be made . for
crossing the desert. - People who wish-
éd to study economy usually remain-
ed at Aleppo until a caravan set out.
These sometimes composed -of more
than a thousand souls.” Each caravan
was licensed by the Turkish Govern-
ment, the license specifying the num-
ber of men and animals composing-it.
As there was a lady in Taylor's party,
it was not thought desirable for them

van, they therefore formed a' private
one. It consisted of forty men, arm-
ed with matchlocks and
Bach member was provided with a°
riding camel and a horse, and there
were sixteen camels to carry the bag- |
gage, tents and water.

On the third
day from Aleppo ice three inches
thick was found in a pool, which had
to be broken with hammers to en- !
able the 'party to replenish their!
water-bottles. 'The desert was reach- |
ed on the sixth day out, when they
encountered a good deal of rain.
There was no scarcity of water, which
was obtained from pools In the cavi-:
ties of rocks. There being no veg-
etation, the camels had to he fed on !
barley cakes. On the 2nd January !
a naked Arab informed the sheik in'
charge of the escort that =a
band of robbers was in the vicinity.
In order to avpid them a detour was
made; but subsequently it was found
that the supposed robbers were a
large body of merchants with 300
camels laden with dates on their way
to Aleppo.
