to questions put yesterday to 
President Eugetvç Coste of the 
company. Mr. Coste was asked 
with reference to an article ap­
pearing in an Edmonton paper on 
the subject.

The newspaper story was to 
the effect that one A. McLeod ap­
peared before the. city council of 
Edmonton declaring that he had 
associated himself with Mr. 
Eugene Coste and John Bain, of 
the Calgary company.

"They were prepared,” continues the 
newspaper article, “to offer to supply 
natural eas at the boundaries of the 
city of Edmonton at 15 vents for com- 
mprcial and 27 cents;?fa domestic pur­
poses. or a flat rate of"31 cents per 
1.000 feet, if the city would agree to 
purchase the gas they had proved
the fi-tid which they purport to have 
found.”

Says Report Is Correct.
"Yes, that’s correct,” said Mr. Coste 

yesterday., when asked if the Edmonton 
report of his association with Mr. Mc­
Leod was true. ‘‘We have the gas 
fields, but are not, 'Of course, prepared 
es ’ft to disclose their Iodation.

Chief Cuddy points out 
that all the duties the Calgary 
police will be called upon to per­
form will be keeping the crowd 
back when the royal party alights 
at the Canadian Pacific Railway 
depot, and performing like ser­
vices along the route to the. city 
hall, and about the platform there.

. The streets, of course, will be roped 
off. and the chief duty of the Calgary 
constables will be to see that the 
throng remains behind the ropes.

Winnipeg. Aug. 29.—“We 
are still short of 25,000 har­
vesters to meet the require­
ments of the west,” said J. 
Bruce Walker, Dominion com­
missioner of immigration this 
morningj “and I am extremely 
anxious that every effort 
should be made to obtain 
them.”

“I concede that the har­
vesters' specials have been fill­
ed to overflowing,” he con­
tinued, “with a splendid class 
of workers, but I am afraid 
that our friends from Ontario 
have failed to appreciate the 
urgent-^ieeds of the western 
farmers for this year's crop.

“ The estimate of 50,000 is 
not the slightest exaggeration, 
not more than 20,000 from 
eastern Canada have reached 
Winnipeg to date.

“ ‘There are not enough men 
for harvest in this province^ 
yet. Advisable get railway 
companies run more special 
trains.’

OUT DUCK HUNTING; SHOT

James Kaine, Prominent Resi­

Wetas-kiwin, August 29.—James 
Kaine, a prominent resident, was 
accidentally shot in the head by 
William Randolph this afternoon. 
The men were duck shooting. Ran­
dolph had a flock of ducks cover- 
ered and was following them in his 
flight with his gun.

FIFTY TONS OF WATER PER 
ACRE FELL YESTERDAY

During Past Four Months 
Opium Valued at $6,332 Has 

Been Brought Into Canada

Ottawa, Aug. 29.—The importation 
of deadly narcotics into Canada this 
year, judging from figures for the 
first four months of the fiscal year, 
bids fair to largely exceed last year’s 
importation. These drugs include co­
caine and opium. They enter Canada 
at a high rate of duty, but despite 
that fact they continue to be imported 
in comparatively large quantises.

The importation of cocaine alone 
for the first four months of the year 
has exceeded the importation for ' the 
entire year last year. For the period 
for the present year 135 ounces have 
been imported at a value of $317 as 
against 35 ounces valued at $88 for 
the entire fiscal year of 1911-12. It is 
to be noted that this is cocaine in its 
absolutely pure state, that used for 
dental and other purposes being very 
much compounded and diluted.

Opium in the crude state is also be­
ing imported largely. Already for the 
first four months of the fiscal year 
193 pounds have been imported from 
Hongkong and Turkey, valued at $6,- 
332. This, however, is a proportionate 
decrease over last year wv.cn for the 
entire fiscal year 5,017 pounds valued 
at $25,863 were imported. Of powdered 
opium for April, May, June and July, 
144 pounds valued at $940..werc im­
ported. The total import last year was 
355 pounds valued at $2.074.

TAX ON EVERY MOUTHFUL OF 
Ft

Nothing Can be Sold Unless 
an Excise First is Paid; Cheap 

Living a Thing of Past

Rome, Aug, 28.—At one time Italy 
ranked as one of the cheapest countries 
of the world in which to live. It is so 
no longer.

While the cost of food in Italy un­
questionably has been affected by the 
same causes that have operated in 
nearly all other countries, yet these 
have been augmented by a system of 
taxation that is admitted to be largely 
responsible for the almost prohibitive 
cost of living now prevailing In Italy 
in general and in the larger cities in 
particular.

This phase of the situation has just 
•been ailed to public attention by the 
Populo oimana, the government's of­
ficial organ, which points out that by 
■the unusually rigid enforcement of 
taxes on food and other necessities of 
life, the government collected the last 
year nearly 130 million dollars, or one- 
fourth of the entire revenues, a figure 
never before equaled.

While Italy’s system of taxation on 
the necessities of life applies as in 
most countries to the imports, it ap­
plies also not only to all manufactured 
articles produced in the' country, but 
to every mouthful of food or sip of 
wine that the soil produces.

Every possible approach to every 
hamlet, villi age, town or city in Italy 
is carefully guarded and not an ounce 
of the products produced in the coun­
try surrounding can get to the mar­
kets until the tax is paid to the govern­
ment.

The amount of YfenOm which is being direct­
ed at the city engineer in this discussion of the 
proposed filtration plant is somewhat excessive.
It is only fair to Mr. Chield that it should be 
generally recognized that the investigation com­
mittee which passed unfavorably upon the ad­
ministration of affairs in his department did not 
for one moment question his qualifications as an 

Îengineer. It was shown by the enquiry that the 
faulty work of contractors engaged on paving and 

• sewer construction was due in large measure to 
inadequate inspection on the part of the départ­

ement. For this the engineer was held responsible 
jointly with the commissioners, and, with them, 
was censured.

The bylaw providing monjy for the purchase 
. of a filtration plant was defeated, not because it 

was generally believed that the engineer Was in­
capable of selecting a plant suitablç to the needs 

|of the city, but because the chaotic state of affairs at 
the city hall destroyed the confidence of the rate-

The influences which 
determined the ratepayers .in thus refusing to vote 
money for a most necessary purpose must be. 
sought in the general absence of efficient organ­
ization revealed by-the recent investigation, in the 
weakness which the council have displayed in tak­
ing no action to remedy this most lamentable 
state of affairs and in the apparent indifference 
with which they approach the important duties 
of their office. In the civic investigation the city 
engineer filled no creditable part, but he was one 
among many and should not be made a scapegoat.

If- the statements 
made by responsible railway officials are to be 
believed, the several companies âre this year ap­
proaching the annual task with a sense of respon­
sibility which in previous years appeared to be 
less in evidence.

Some relief may be expected when the Panama

grain from the prairie provinces may be shipped 
westward with profit.

In previous 
years the .complaint has been made, not altogether 
without good ground, that farmers who have 
established their right to the use of a car that has 
not been “spotted” by placing a sack of grain in 
it, have needlessly delayed the work of loading, 
paying the small charge fpr demurrage and taking 
no thought for the rights of others who are wait­
ing. This is, of course, a small'matter, but the 
farmer who is - not wholly selfish will take it to 
heart and govérmÆumself accordingly.

Mr. L. G. Chiozza Money, the emi­
nent Liberal statistician, expresses con­
cern for the future of Great Britain if 
emigration continues at its present rate 
which, he shows, greatly aggravates the 
woman problem here. The old method 
of computing the number of people who 
left this country was by deducting the 
number who arrived from the number 
who left. This, of course, could not be 
accepted as accurate, arid under a new 
management put in operation by the 
British board of trade which began in 
April; information as to the number 
who left and arrived to take up perm­
anent residence is available.

The record shows that over 113,000 in 
excess of those arriving here left Great 
Britain during the months of April, 
May and June. The birth rate prob­
ably did not exceed 100,000. This 
means, according to Mr. Money, “that 
the population of the United Kingdom 
fell considerably in the first three 
months for which we have definite sta 
tistics of emigrants and immigrants. 
The 113,000 persons who left us in April 
and*.June were chiefly young men. As 
a consequence, the average age ef the 
population is increased, and the proper 
tlon of women in the population is in 
creased. Already the number of fe­
males in our population exceeds the 
number of males by over 1,400,00, and 
the new emigration is rapidly increas­
ing this excess.

“As need hardly be pointed out, i 
stationary or declining United King 
dom population would have very sei* 
ious effects on every political and social 
problem. Taxable capacity would fall, 
land values would fall, the cost of soc­
ial reforms would increase, the relative 
position of the United Kingdom in the 
British empire and in the world at large 
would decline, and the burden of main­
taining defences would be more severe­
ly felt.

“The combination of a falling birth- 
emigration, therefore, needs our very 
serious attention.”

“Sell preservation is the 
first law of nature," and the',^ is 
scarcely a human being who would not 
protect an Innocent babe—and yet tl^e 
careless and Indifferent handling of 
milk, which Is the most Important food 
for children, allows it to become con­
taminated and impregnated with bac­
teria, which is dangerous and often 
fatal to ayoun life.

I submit thst it is criminal not to 
adopt every possible means to prevent 
the milk supply from becoming con­
taminated. "How does your milkman 
grade?" Is the caption tha^'appears 
each, week in one - ef the Winnipeg 
psipers, and every dealer in milk is 
rated according to the. way he handles 
hls product-^-so many points for clean­
liness, so many points for quality, and 
so on, and you can see at a glance who 
Is supplying milk under the best con­
ditions—the best milk—and It becomes 
a matter,, of . dollars and cents, to the 
dealer; ai^'that Is "the awakening."

Much, has been written on typhoid, 
but for every case of typhoid—-If the 
facts could be correctly ascertained 
there are a dozen cases among yoyng 
baibies of intestinal troubles which re­
sult fatally, and If It be true that every 
life Is wort* so many thousand dollars 
to the state, how much does It behoove 
every mother and every other Individ­
uel, 'to contribute by all that they are 
able, such protection as will minimize 
as much as possible, the evil which re­
sults from an unsanitary and careless 
handling of the milk supply.

The Greatest Murderer.
The fly Is the greatest murderer of 

the age and his accomplice Is the In 
dividual who allows stable manure to 
accumulate around hls place. From 
personal observation and from seven 
years’ study of tpe problem of Insect 
pests and vermin, and their relaVon- 
ship to the cause and spread of dis­
ease, I assert that if all stable manure 
was properly covered and treated with 
lime, the greatest part of the fly prob­
lem would be solved.

Drunkards-Should be Sent to 
Hospitals and Asylums 

Rather Than Jails

Use of Intoxicants is Utterty 
Foolish; Are Not of Much 

Medicinal Advantage

“Civic Problems and TemperaWte 
Work in Calgary” was the topic of a 
stirring address delivered by Rev. A. 
R. Schrag at the meeting of the West 
End W. C. T. U. held in Wdsley 
Methodist church yesterday after­
noon.

"How slow and measured are the 
wheels of justice in this city,” said 
Mr. Schrag, “and the reason for the 
slowness is in the legislation. How 
often the crime of drunkenness is 
considered bad manners rather than 
bad morals!

"All problems are divided into two 
classes, legislative and administrative, 
and the purpose of legislation is to 
decide, in Carlisle’s words, ‘The Ever­
lasting ought.’ ”

In speaking of temperance, Rev. 
Mr. Schrag said that no one had a 
right to entice or give a drink which 
was intoxicating as the results might 
be disastrous, and sin would couch 
at the door of the giver or the temp­
ter. "How utterly foolish,” said the 
speaker, “are the use of intoxicants, 
even the doctors say it isn’t of much 
medicinal benefit.

“Our problem is, how best to live 
and help life. Better to redeem the 
drunkard than punish him and I 
hope the time will soon come when 
asylums and hospitals will be the 
places for inebriates rather than the 
jails."

He referred to the Alberta Chil­
dren’s Protective Act. which is en­
forced from babyhood to seventeen 
years of age, the purpose being to 
save the boys and protect the girls.

The meeting was one of the most 
interesting of the season. Miss I. N. 
Campbell, the president, was in the 
chair, and Mrs. McCallum presided 
at the organ.

Several new members joined. Mrs., 
Adams presented a dainty little bow 
of white ribbon, the symbol of the 
organization, to each member. A 
pleasant feature of the evening was 
the presence of two white ribboners 
from Sackville. N. B. They told about 
the W. C. T. U. work in their prov­
ince.

WOMEN BUILT THE SIDEWALKS
Pittsburg, Kan., Aug, 2-8.—For^htrty 

years the wo-men of oipolte have been 
wading through the tmid or the wet 
weeds. They have sent their children 
to school and to church through the 
elusb. And all the while they, have 
been urging the “men folks” to build 
sidewalks — at least one sidewalk 
through the main part of the town. A 
few months ago they gave up in de­
spair and »et tihems-elve to the task 
Last night the united organization of 
the women of the churches formed to 
build a sidewalk held a social. This 
morning $50 was added to the treasury. 
The women plan to extend the walk 
until it is a mile and a half long.

“The men of Opolis become a burden 
on the earth,” one of the women lead­
ers said. “So we are showing them 
what we can do and what they could 
have and should have done long years 
ago. Oh, no, we won’t charge the 
men toll for using the walk. But we'll 
•make them keep it clean, though.”

ASHINOTON, D. C., Aug. 28.— 
Woman, lovely woman, is fast 
gaining equal political recog­
nition with “mere man.” The 

coming campaign will witness the un­
precedented spectacle of the three 
leading presidential candidates making 
an earnest plea fioT female votes. 
While the Progressive party le the only 
one that has incorporated a plank for 
woman suffrage in its platform, both 
the Republican and Democratic leaders 
are establishing national organizations 
with women at their head for the pur­
pose of attracting the female vote in 
the six states that have already grant­
ed equal suffrage, and for the moral 
effect it may have on the male voters 
in other states where this question 
has become a burning issue.

The voter will not only be treated to 
the unusual spectacle of an ex-presi­
dent trying for a third term at the 
head of a new party, but will have the 
pleasure of seeing and hearing female 
spellbinders who will stump the coun­
try in support of their favorite candi­
dates.

Colorado, California, Idaho, Utah, 
Washington and Wyoming are the six 
states in the Union that already have 
given women the right to vote, and it 
is estimated that there are 800,900 
female voters in these states. So for­
midable a number has to be reckoned 
with, even by a presidential candidate. 
When Colonel Roosevelt swept the 
state of California in the presidential 
primaries last spring, the female vote, 
it was claimed, wns responsible for his 
enormous majority. The states above 
mentioned have sixty-five votes out of 
a to-tal of 531 in the electoral college.

The Women's National Wilson and 
Marshall organisation, with Mrs. J. 
Borden Harriman at the head, has 
opened its headquarters In the Fifth 
Avenue building, New York, and the 
work of forming state organizations is 
being rapidly conducted- 

The Republican organization, not to 
be outdone, has announced the ap­
pointment of Miss Helen Boswell of 
New York as chairman of the Wo­
men’s League for the re-election of 
President Taft, a woman’s auxilllary 
organization to work for the Republi­
can organization In the equal suffrage 
states.

The “Bull Moose” party is by no 
means depending alone on its woman 
suffrage plank to attract female votes. 
It has opened a national women's or­
ganization in the Metropolitan tower, 
with Miss Alice Carpenter, a prom­
inent advocate of equal rights, in 
charge, and the work of organizing 
state clubs is rapidly under way.

Grape Jelly and Jnfce
Graipe jelly, when w» can get a large 

basket of grapes for 14 or 15 cents, 
or perhaps 12, or even at 20 oe-nte 
more, 1» undoubtedly one of the tàéat 
economical of all jellies, except apple* 
perhaps, and the moat wholesome.

It is rather a pity that the grapes 
earliest in the market, which are the 
best for jelly making, because not 
very ripe, are two or three time® as 
expensive as those (that arrive later. 
The later one» make a jelly that 1» 
good, but it is darker in color and 
not the beautiful red of that of the 
earlier grape».

There are those who make their 
grape Jelly with pure grape juice with­
out dilution. Others oook their grap­
es with water about a third the depth 
of the fruit» in order to extract the 
juAoe> wtfille others use water enough 
to cover the fruit.

Some people think they dielike grape 
Jelly, when» as a matter of fact, «they 
but dielike the muddy, undiluted sort. 
There is a disadvantage in using too 
much water for It has to be boiled out 
and long boiling is done after the su­
gar is put in.

Perhaps It 4s safest to boil the Juice 
twenty minutes then add the sugar, 
and boll Just enough to set it as it 
were. This may not be more than 
five minute».

It 4s no more necessary to let grape 
juice drip over night from a bag than 
it is to use only the pure Juice. It 
but prolongs the task, and makes Jelly 
making seem hateful to those who like 
to do a thing and get through with 
it. The whole business may be done in 
two hours, or lew, with hardly a per­
ceptible waste.

A good, well keeping, and handsome 
grape Jelly may be made within an 
hour from the time the grape® com­
mence to cook. A good strainer wHh a 
suitable cloth over It is all that is 
needed.

The pulp that remains may be put 
through the strainer without the cloth, 
and cooked with an equal amount of 
sugar for a grape marmalade, which 
must be stirred in cooking, Or It will 
burn on» By utilising this by-product 
—the marmalade may be used at oqoe 
or canned—the^e is no waste.

Grape Juice without sweetening U 
but the intermediate stage in Jelly 
making, and. If put up with care, not 
only sweetened (that is, many people 
find this true), but it may then be 
used any time for jelly.

Grape juice—Remove the grapes— 
purple ones, the Concord#—-from the 
stems; wash thoroughly, cover with 
water, cook until the grapes break and 
the pulp is cooked, strain, beat, and, 
while boiling hot, pour into sterilized 
bottles, and seal. If the bottles or Jars 
are thoroughly sterilized, the Juice will 
keep for weeks and months. When 
ready t"> make Jeily of, pour it out 
carefully or siphon it off, so as to 
avoid any sediment there may be. Any 
kind of fruit, no sugar needed—may be 
preserved in grape Juice. This is a 
particularly good way to put up sweet 
plume, apples, and pears.

The use of grape Juice increase* ev­
ery year. It is a splendid food, and 
pleasant adaptations of it for desserts 
are being worked out every day. A 
great deal hoe been done since the pub­
lication of farmers' bulletin No. 176, on 
“Home Manufacture and Use of Unfer. 
merited Grape Juice,” but that 1# val­
uable for the discussion of the causes 
of fermentation and methods of pre­
venting it, as well as for other things.

Its manufacture in large quantities 
1# described with oppHcane* its compo­
sition, flavor and quality, lte food 
value and its use. There are also re­
cipes for grape nectar, an Invalid 
drink; grape punch, grape sherbet 
grape ice cream, syllabub and Botiem* 
lan cream.

Mr. Bryant left this city on June 22 
last, and St. Augustine, Labrador, on 
July 12, for a reconnaissance in a part 
of Labrador never before travelled by 
a white man. He returned to St. Aug­
ustine on Saturday and the following 
telegram was received today by Mr, 
Bridgeman:—

“Aug. 28. 1912.
“Arrived today. The expedition was 

fairly successful. Am the first to ex­
plore and map the St Augustine ri/er 
from its mouth to its source, a distance 
of 141 miles.

“We travelled a region fairly tim­
bered, but unsuited to agriculture.

“The secnery of the central plateau 
of Labrador Is of surpassing beauty.

“Our provisions were ample. The 
Indians deserted after four days, but 
we successfully made two-thirds of 
the distance to Hamilton, when we 
were obliged to return, owing to the 
serious condition of one of the New­
foundland canoe men, who had injured 
a leg in running the rapids.

are in great demand throughout all 
sections of southern Al-berta, and it is 
doubtful if the supply will be nearly 
equal to the demand.

Dublin, Aug. 29. -A demonstration in

LEIGHTON & GILBERT DMONTON, August 29.—After 
L three years in the lonely outpost 
T a of the mounted police at Her- 

schel Island, on the northern 
confines of Canada in the land of the 
midnight sun, Esquimaux and “the cold 
that bludgeons you dumb,” Constable 
F. Wissenden, contemporary of Fitz­
gerald and the party of mounted police­
men who perished on the Dawson trail 
last year, returned to civilization yes­
terday by way of -the overland route by 
dog train and river and rail. He came 
into the city by rail from the north and 
will remain in Edmonton for a couple 
of days before leaving for his home in 
Kent' England.

The policeman's service time is up, 
and It Is his intention to devote the 
next few years of his life to business. 
Tall of stature, bronzed, his eye gleam­
ing with the look which is only seen 
In the eye of the pioneer of northern 
lands, he talked this morning with a 
Capital reporter of the days in the 
frozen land, of lonely trails, of the 
summer days of activity and the cold 
of winter whén neither man nor beast 
travel abroad.

“For over three years,*1 said Mr. Wis­
senden “with the exception of my com­
rades in the force, and the missionary 
I scarcely saw a single white man. Our 
nearest white neighbor was 180- miles 
away in Alaska. When I went in three 
years ago. Inspector Fitzgerald was 
one of our party. The disaster which 
overtook the patrol over a year ago has 
led to the abandonment of the old route. 
The patrol is now made from Dawson, 
instead of from Herschel. In Dawson 
it is possible to get better equipment for 
the journey.”

The thermometer does not reach an 
exceptionally low leVel at Herchel Is­
land, no lower than in many portions of 
the prairie provinces, but it is strong 
gales which blow about the island when 
the temperature is 40 below and the 
dampness of the climate that will make 
all travel Impossible.

That Greenwood Is right there oan 
be little doubt, as according to tele­
graphic despatch a short time ago 
“Lefty Louis” had made his way across 
the Canadian line and was supposed 
by detectives looking for him to have 
crossed the Great Lakes.

Was Working Fair 
The hunted man probably landed 

either in Dulubb, Superior, Port Arthur 
or Fort William, and from there 
doubtless made the small fairs at Sas­
katoon and other towns In the West. 
While pet sure, Greenwood believes 
that Bouts was working in conjunction 
with a "gun mob" which were working 
the crowds at the fair.

According to the professional boxer, 
who has seen much of gangsters and 
their ways, "Left Louts" Is an accom­
plished crook and would go almost any 
route to obtain money.

If the man, whom Greenwood most 
positively states Is "Lefty Louis” was 
In Edmonton, the Is probably on his 
way to the coast, from where he can 
make Ms way by boat out of the -, min - 
try. This crossing a continent through 
a new country, where his picture and 
description has not yet been widely 
circulated, is a clever piece of work on 
the part of the New York crook.

Asked by a Capital reporter, Green­
wood said.

Knew Him Well
“Why, sure, that man waa «Lefty 

Louis.’ I have seen him dozens of 
times around the Cob Web and Flynn’s 
place at No. » Bowery and at Sharkey's 
and Steve Brodle's saloon. The Brodle 
saloon Is a great hang-out for gang- 
[Stprs. They’d cut your throat for a 
flve-cent spot around there."

Speaking of the gangsters and their 
methods, Mr. Greenwood was quite 
frank In hie statements of contempt 
for this tieee.e# men 

"They’re not-gam«, they guys, * lie 
said. "Why, I could beat any one of 
them single-handed when it comes to 
fighting, but they don’t get you that 
way. They all work In a crowd and 
never attack anybody unless there’s 
jhaLC a dozen of them. Or else they 
allé up behind you in some dark side 
street and wind a yard of lead pipe 
around »eur neck.”

"Lefty Louts" and "Gyp the Blood" 
are the only two remaining ones 
closely connected with the murder of 
Rosenthal that the police have not as 
yet laid their hands upon.

tention, especially as th’e' âüthohîty 
of the professor is undisputed in 
his particular field.

"The Life and Diath of the 
Globe" treats not of the dream of 
• metaphysician, but of a problem, 
the solution of which ie the result 
of deductions In the sphere of phy­
sics.
The first agent of the earth’s de­

struction is the sun, and In this way: 
Rocks are but poor conductors of heat; 
the side Immediately opposed to the 
rays of the sun atone is affected. 
Hence expansion of the mass being 
only partial, the molecules are die lute- 
irâféâ. " Every day'this expansion oc­
curs and every night the corresponding 
«Detraction. In the end the rock 
erteks; its surface becomes covered 
with rifts and fissures. As vapor is 
continually condensing on the higher 
regions, water will soon begin to pene-’ 
trite these fissures and freeze.

The frag­
ments Will fall from the summits to the 
valleys, where the water courses will 
carry them on ever to a lower level, 
the fragments acting as destructive 
agents by friction wherever they go.

The action of the rivers in carrying 
away portions of tireir banks is still 
another agent of destruction. . .In. adv 
dltion, large masses of earth will be­
come pregnated with water and slide 
down into the valleys.

After many centuries the continents 
will be leveled, and the oceans, filled 
with the accumulation of their mate­
rials, will rise and overwhelm them. 
The oceans themselves are a factor In 
the work of destruction, attacking the 
coasts with their wave power of ten 
tons per square Coot 

Geologists calculate that the amount 
of solid matter worn away annually 
from the earth and carried down 
towards the sea level represents about 
fifteen cubic miles. If this action 
worked mathematically it would re­
quire 4,two,000 years for the earth to b« 
worn below the level of the ocean. But 
as the matter disintegrated finds Its 
way into the ocean the level of the 
Water rises Inexorably, diminishing the 
mass of earth remaining for destruc­
tion, and It Is calculated that 3,600,006 
years would suffice for the engulfing 
of the earth by the waters.

Suffragist Demand.
The Irish Women’s Franchise League

This week the “Irish Citizen," a suf­
fragist journal, threatens a “hunger 
strike’’ In Mountjoy Prison. At present 
a number of Irish women suffragists 
are undergoing short terms of impris­
onment there in connection with the 
recent glass-breaking raid in the city. 
The “Citizen” says:

“The savage sentences inflicted on 
the convicted prisoners cannot, of’ 
course, be allowed to Stand. The judge 
himself was sufficiently ashamed of 
them to ' express the hope that they 
would speedily be revised by the pro­
per authority. Revised they must be, 
and that without delay. The Irish 
public must not fall behind the dis­
agreeing jurymen In their appreciation 
of the political motive of Mrs. Leigh 
and her comrades. They must be ac­
corded the full rights of political pris­
oners.”

Hunger Strike.
The journal adds that a certain num­

ber of the Irish militants now in 
Mountjoy Prison are prepared to join 
in a “hunger strike” by Wednesday 
next unless before that day the polit­
ical status of the English prisoners -as 
well as the Irish Is definitely recog­
nized by the authorities.
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Paris, Aug. 27e — Weary of life, a 
farmer went out to his barn and hang­
ed himself. A little later his wife, en­
tering the barn to feed some animals, 
saw her husband swinging from the 
rafters. Arguing that if, as it was 
natural to think, her husband Intended 
to commit suicide, he would be exas­
perated by the frustration of his in­
tention, she left the body as it was, 
and went on with the work of the 
farm.

Heads of American Federation 
£f Labor Are Called to 

Philadelphia to Testify

Hartford, Conn., Aug.-28.—Pres- 
- ident Samuel Gompera of the 
American Federation of Lgbor 
arrived today to testify in the eu it 
against members of the United 
Hatters of North America, brought 
by EX E. Loew and others in 
which damages of $80,000 are 
asked because of an alleged con­
spiracy by labor unions to injure 
the business of the plaintiffs. ’

- Thus far all the witnesses Jn the 
case have been summoned toy the 
plaintiffs.

Frank Morrison, secretary of the 
American Federation of Labor, was 
on the stapd. the greater \part of the 
afternoon. He Identified a number of 
published 'reports < of thé American 
Federation of 'Labor elfd; ateo a num­
ber of volumés of “the American Fed- 
eratlonist.” He said that while the 
latter publication was officially recog­
nized by tihe federation, many of the 
articles of a news nature were not nec­
essarily official. He stated, however, 
that "he regarded as . official the 
printed lists of “unfair” shops.

Mr. Morrison said that at The con­
vention of the American Federation of 
Labor in 1901, a resolution was offered 
that members should not patronize bat 
manufacturers that did not use‘ the un­
ion label. He did not consider this as 
a boycott for the reason that the reso­
lution was not adopted by the fédéra 
tin but was referred to the executive 
committee. The action of that body 
was not stated today.

Mr. Morrison will go on the stand 
tomorrow morning and it Was said to­
night that he will be immediately fol­
lowed by Samuel Gompers.

Attorneys tonight agreed to let Mr. 
Gompers and Mr. Morrison go on the 
standf tomorrow as witnesses for the 
defendants although they have been 
subpoenaed by the plaintiffs. This is 
to allow them to return to Washing­
ton at once instead of waiting to be 
called in rebuttal. - .

that the officials of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific railway have contemplated the 
opening of the western line from Fitz- 
hugh to Tele Juan Cache for some 
weeks past.

ONDON, Aug. 39.—The body of 
the founder of the Salvation 
Army, General William Booth, 
was burled beside that of his 

wife today In the old cemetery of Ab­
ney Park. No such gathering of th® 
populace In a funeral procession has 
been witnessed here except those at 
the time of the death of Queen Vic­
toria, and King Edward.

Several thousand Salvationists, the 
men and women composing the forty- 
eight divisions df the Army from Lon­
don provinces, carrying their banners 
of "blood and fire” and keeptig in step 
with well known Salvationist tunes, 
played by forty bands, marched over 
the five nflles from the Army head­
quarters in Queen Victoria street to 
the burial ground, through the muddy 
streets, after being drenched by a 
downpour of rain.

It was more In the nature of a tri­
umphal procession than a procession 
of mourning. The same streets only a 
few years ago were the scene where 
not a few of those who marched today 
were mobbed and jeered.

No one could estimate the numbers 
who had assembled everywhere to wit­
ness the passing of the funeral of the 
late commander-in-chief. All the 
streets and the windows along thh line 
of march were crowded, and even the 
house-tops were jammed. All along 
the rrtute, drooped rain-soaked flags 
at half mast, and many business 
houses were closed.

Fifty Thousand Attend.
The multitude In and about the cem­

etery numbered not less than fifty 
thousand. The new commander, Bram- 
weU Booth, himself pronounced a long 
eulogy and read the comnnltal service 
when his father’s body was lowered 
Into the grave. As Bramwell Booth 
was approaching the grave, Herbert 
Booth, dressed 1A civilian clothes, step­
ped forward And kissed the new gen­
eral on the cheek.

The mayor of Stoke Newington And 
the mayor of Hackney, in their robes 
of office, were seated on the platform 
with the Booth family. Mrs. Catherine 
Booth-Cttbbem, the late general’s eld­
est daughter, who for years had been 
estranged from the Army with her 
husband and twelve children, sat 
among the mourners.

itiss Eva Booth, commander of the 
Army in the United States, who ar­
rived In London Just In time to walk 
behind her father’s oflffln, broke down 
with grief and fatigue. Mrs. Booth 
Heiberg begged the audience to excusa 
her sister from speakldg, cut the Army 
we s anxious to hear the American 
leader, and she came forward, Bram- 
viell Booth and Mrs. Heiberg support­
ing her. Miss Booth said;

“I am worn out with lr> 'el and with 
grief, but I must deliver my message', 
from the Army across the water. ?,ty 
beloved father never lost the ht Id 
which he establised there so long ago 
and we feel his loss as kteniy srs tr.e 
English corps; he looked forward with 
so much Joy to the visit which he had 
planned to make to America this year.

The General’s Will 
A summary of the will left by the 

late General Booth was made public 
today. All the property held by him 
as general of the Salvation Army and 
all like public trusts, both real and 
personal. Including copyrights, <are 
vested In the successor as general, for 
the time being, of the Salvation Army, 
to be held by him "upon trusts affect­
ing the same.’’

By a codicil his small private prop­
erty, having a net value of 12,440, he 
gives to the Salvation Army, with the 
exception of certain private papers and 
memoranda, which are given to his 
eldest son, Bramwell, and a few arti­
cles chosen by himself which are given 
as mementos to each of his chidren 
and his children-1n-law.

Another cldtctl deals with property 
estimated to valhe 126,475, representing 
money settled on him many years ago 
by the late Henry Reed for private use. 
It was this provision that enabled him 
to draw no stipend nlr remuneration 
of any kind from the funds of the 
Army. This property is divided among 
Ms children, Bramwell, Catherine, 
Marian, Herbert, Eva and Lucy. His 
successor, Bramwell Booth, Is appoint­
ed executors of the will.

new site some two miles away. The 
citizens of Frank have had many 
warnings of danger.

However, in the lat­
ter part of July the mountain sent 
down another slide, tearing up trees 
and throwing down boulders which 
caused consternation. The slide on this 
occasion confined itself to the course 
of the old slide and did no damage 
beyond smashing a few buildings. The 
town council is at last bestirring it­
self and word has been received that 
the whole town is now preparing lo 
move to a new site which has been 
selected, two miles away.

Cape Town, Aug. 27.—For years the 
QuastWn of town locations for natives 
hae been discussed In Natal and the 
Transvaal, but up to the present no 
really feasible scheme lias been for­
mulated. The natives of these prov­
inces, unlike those of the Cape proper, 
have never taken kindly to a communal 
form of life. They prefer to live in 
family groups, at the head of which 
stands the kraal lnduna upon whom 
descended In a perfectly well recog­
nized hereditary order the government 
of the ’’house." The whole of the 
kraal property, as -distinguished from 
purely personal belongings of a more 
or lees movable character, is vested In 
him, and government itself in the main 
deals with the Individual members of 
the kraal through him. This system 
is of Immemorial usage, and although 
the influences of civilization have tn 
many cases led to a greater spirit of 
independence among the natives, the 
system has been effectual In prevent­
ing the establishment of "native town­
ships’’ in the vicinity of industrial cen­
tres, where the workers could bring 
thelrw wives and families and settle 
down a»- permanent members of the 
community. They have preferred to 
leave their .pgopie In care of their 
oWaVrelatlves anddravel perhaps hun- 
drejs'of «ndè» to find work, and then 
at-the end of six of nine months re­
turn wltii the proceeds of their In­
dustry to their homes, where they, re­
main in Inglorious ease until necessity 
compels a fresh spell of work. The 
natives of tile mines are now being 
offered, near Johannesburg, plots of 
ground In freehold for from 2150 to 
4200, to be paid in Instalments. The 
experiment will bè watched with in­
terest by all centres of Industry.

They would agree to guarantee to be­
gin drilling for gas six months from 
the signing of the agreement, and bore 
continuously, putting down at least 
three wells to a depth of 2,000 feet 
each, unless a sufficient gas flow were 
struck before then. They would agree 
to supply gas by December 4th, 1914, 
or call all bets off.

"In short, Mr. McLeod asked the 
city council to allow him two years 
within which to bore for natural gas, 
guaranteeing to purchase his output at 
the named prices if he found gas by 
December 1st, 1914; he would guaran­
tee to bore three wells to a depth of 
2 ooo feet each In the Interim; and In 
the event he struck gas in sufficient 
quantity to pipe it to Edmonton, he 
would have the exclusive privilege of 
supplying gas for a period of 20 years ”

The bonds were advertised 
in high-class magasines, and were de­
scribed as.jecured by first mortgages 
which, it la alleged, were of fictitious 
value.

Some of the circular advertising is 
alleged to have falsely represented that 
the company had capital, surplus, and 
undivided profit» aggregating $2,400 - 
000.

Ottawa, Aug. 28.—During the 
six months of 1*912. homestead entries 
for the foiu* western provinces recorded 
by the officials of the interior depart­
ment numbered 19,581.

P
ARIS, August 28.—Frequent cases 

of swindling and robbery by in­
dividuals who are foreigners in 
the country where these crimes 

occur have given birth to the term “in­
ternational thieves," which—although 
It may be hoped that these Individuals 
in no sense represent the nations to 
which they belong—has come to be rec­
ognized quasi-officially as the denom­
ination of these astute creatures of 
prey. The other day an astounding 
story was told in a police court con­
ceding a man named Bucking, who had 
been extradited from London. Buck­
ing began by writing to a famous Jew­
eller under the name of “Mrs. March­
mont,’..’ mentioning another wealthy 
lady customer, and asking for a quan­
tity of expensive Jewellery to be sent 
to London on approval. The request 
was Immediately compiled with, and 
$1,350 worth was chosen and paid for 
with a cheque. Three months later 
"Mrs. Marchmont” ordered $6,000 
worth, and also paid by means of a bill 
on a London bank.

Order» Were Ineréseed.
Shortly after there came an order for 

pearl necklaces to the value of over 
$25,04)0, to be sent in order that the 
customer might choose one of $5,000, 
and following this.the jeweller received 
another request in the name of an al­
leged friend of “Mrs. Marchmont" for 
neeklakee, rings, and brilliants, also to 
the value of over *26,000, all of which 
were confidingly sent to London. This 
time, however, no payment followed, 

and, the Jeweler placing the matter in 
the hands of the police, the pseudo 
“jfrs. Marchmont" was arrested in the 

.person of a German named Bucking.
This affair, after the recent audacious 

Jewel robbery at Ostend, also credited 
to "international bandits," has led to 
consideration by the press of the char­
acteristics of this particular class of 
thieves. Almost Invariably the news­
papers describe them as dressing and 
comporting themselves as gentlemen, 
end the legend has grown up that they 
really are broken-down specimens of 
the better classes—men who have seen 
better days. Dr. Bertillon, the criminal 
mensuration expert, wrKes instructive­
ly Mi the Matin dispelling conclusively 
such à glaring error. There undeniably 
exists, fie says, among the gentle classes 
the idea that if they chose to turn 
thieves they would excel In that pro­
fession* but let any gentleman or lady 
under this delusion walk into a shop 
In ‘the Rue de la Paix, select $5,000 
worth of jewelry and try to obtain it 
Without payment, and they would 
Btuickly discover their mistake Dr.

: TWrt i Hon declares that he Is surprised 
'that habitual International robbers can 
ever pass for gentlemen, for they al­
ways show palpable. Signs of vulgar 
"right. The beat of them are,only about 

•tHWeoctal rank-of-a groom of one of 
the big hotels, knd mere ordinarily they 
are on a leveVwith stable helps, ser­
vants, chauffeurs or working men. A 
few minui-çs’ conversation on subjects 
other than racing and gambling are 
■sufficient to betray the shallowness of 
their pretended acquaintance with so­
ciety.

Easily Recognized.
Dr. Bertillon says his own detectives 

on duty at the railway waiting rooms, 
bank halls, etc., generally recognise any 
individual likely to be arrested in the 
next half hour by some offence against 
taste in dress or manner. It would be 
most Interesting to learn how Dr. Ber- 
tillpfl .taught his. agents, since any ex­
pensively-dressed, glib-tongued man, 
especially If Or foreigner, seems capable 
of Imposing indefinitely on even such 
presumed experts as hotel managers 
and servants. But an outsider never 
deceives, even tor five fninutes, any of 
his own countrymen, and this Is per­
haps the reason why he enrols himself 
as an “lntrenational."

After dismissing contemptuously the 
idea of gen* lent en thieves, Dr. Bertil­
lon remarks that each one has his spe­
cialty. The worst jail bird will succeed 
in duping a jeweler where a genuine 
aristocrat would faH, because formerly 
he was himself 1n the trade, and knows 
exactly how to deal with men like his 
former masters, creating a momentary 
confidence and exciting cupidity by 
saying the right thing and avoiding the 
wrong one. The bank swindler who 
forges cheques and otheiVlse profits by 
a knowledge of banking ways Is almost 
always a former bank clerk, Hke Gal­
ley, the Frenchman, who comes out of 
prison this month. Another curious 
fact stated by Dr. Bertillon ill that, 
however carefully dressed externally 
international thieves may be, it is usu­
ally found that they are far from ir­
reproachable as soon as their clothes 
and boots are stripped, as anybody 1n 
the anthropometrlcal service can tes­
tify.

Recruited Frem Prisoners.
Summing up, Dr. Bertillon declares 

that the elegant redoubtable thief of 
romance exists only"in the newspaper» 
Bands are generally recruited while 
undergoing punishment tn prison, and 
more often manage to rub shoulders 
with the wealthy classes through the 
introduction of feminine accomplices 
rather than by any personal talent or 
attraction, wtth which few are ever en­
dowed. It is generally through the 
women that the police finally get on 
the track of criminals, although as long 
as they believe that a man Is true to 
them these women can never be tempt­
ed by any sum to betray criminal» The 
moral Is that these gentry depend for 
success principally on the accident of 
being foreigners, and that they could 
never Impose on their own countrymen. 
If it ts true that It 1s best to set a thief 
to catch a thief, it is evident that It 
requires a gentleman to tell & gentie- 
man-at sight, and one of the moat as­
tonishing instances of these truisms 
occurred lately in Paris, when an ex­
thief detective of New York allowed 
himself to be robbed in Paris of $6,060 
by the "confidence trick" by two pre­
tended "gentlemen" in the most con­
ventional fashion.

New York, Aug. 29.—While causing 
no surprise in well informed circles, 
the advances today in British bank 
rates doubtless acted as a curb on any 
Immediate resumption of bullish activ­
ity. Likewise it served to call atten­
tion to what is fast becoming a gen­
erally recognised tact—that the inter­
national monetary situation must be 
reckoned with In the developments of 
the next few months. The four per 
cent, rate is the highest posted since 
September of last year, but was deem­
ed Inevitable Inasmuch as London pri­
vate discounts were from % to % per 
cent above the bank rate. It is most 
unusual for the great English institu­
tion to raise its discount at this parti­
cular period, the last previous occa­
sion having been lh fhe panic year, 
1907. when the August rate was 4% 
per cent, and advanced to 7 per cent 
before the end of the year.

In the local market", which was dull 
and often drooping, call money opened 
at 3 per cent., but soon rose a frac­
tion to the highest figure in some 
weeks. Most loans, however, were 
made at the lower rate.

The only time in the course of the 
session when the stock market show­
ed a degree of animation was in the 
last hour, some of the standard Is­
sues manifesting a firmer tone In con­
nection with the announcement that 
L. A N. directors had voted a twenty 
per cent, increase of stock to be of­
fered at par. A two point decline In 
that iasue resulted, however, with re­
newed dullness elsewhere, but final 
prices in Steel, Union Pacific and Read­
ing were at or near the day's best.

London, Aug. 28,—After twenty- 
five years of work Sir William 
Ramsay, K. C. B., F, R. 8„ has re­
tired from the professorship of 
chemistry at University Collgee, 
London. During His occupancy of 
thia chair he haa made it famous 
ail over the world.

His discoveries and investiga­
tions brought students flocking 
from all quarter» to study under 
him. Now, when, still in his in­
tellectual prime, he thinks it time 
to step aside and, as he says, “to 
give a young man a chance."
To mention only a few of Ramsay’s 

achievements will more than Justify 
hie fame. With Lord Rayleigh he dis­
covered, and with Travers the other 
members of the same family of gases, 
neon, kryton and xenon. How greet 
a eeientlflc achievement this was will 
readily be recognized even by the lay­
man when he is reminded that these i 
gases form a family of elements ab­
solutely devoid of all capacity to com­
bine with other substances and for 
which there was a place in the chem­
ist's periodic table of elements that had 
till then remained unoccupied.

With Soddy he substantiated the 
production of helium from radium, 
thus violently affecting previous ideas 
of the stability and permanence of the 
elements. His discoveries and inves­
tigations have led in many cases to 
that greatest goal of the chemist, the 
recognition of entirely new laws.

As a professor he inspired his stu­
dents with an enthusiasm that would 
be hard to exaggerate. All the attri­
butes necessary for this were com­
bined in Sir William. To a deep and 
wide knowledge of hie own particular 
department of science he added a still 
wider one reaching to those which 
border on it. With half a dozen lan­
guages at hie command, he was also 
a first-rate glaesblower and himself 
made all his argon and radium appa­
ratus.

To «,11 thia was added a strong and 
charming personality and a power of 
dominating the student’s mind and 
character. He was no dry-as-dust 
professor of the old school. He came 
•to his lecture table In a short Jacket 
and with straightforward language and 
friendly manner carried his teaching 
Straight into hie hearer's brain.

He waa the friend of his pupils. 
One of them, speaking of the "wonder­
ful ’churomtness’ " that existed be­
tween the student and ttie professor, 
says: "On receiving the congratula­
tions of the students in the research 
laboratory where I was working on the 
occasion of his winning the Nobel prize 
Sir William lounged against my bench 
and described in terme of the friend­
liest equality many Incidents which 
had happened during his absence from 
England on that occasion. This same 
spirit culminates In the annual labora­
tory dinner, where in the usual speech­
es the staff Is chaffed to an unlimited 
extent and the greatest good.humor
