President Mitchell Declares It

Concessions in the Yukon Johnstown, Pa., April 10.—A ’phone 
message from Windber indicates that in 
a riot. Mining Engineer Delaney was 
taken to a hospital badly injured. An 
unknown man was shot in the leg and 
two or three were slightly hurt, none 
fatally. There were no deaths.

The policy of the government in 
granting large concessions to favored 
friends in the Yukon was challenged in 
the house this week in connection with 
the arrangement in which Mr. Belconrt, 
the member for Ottawa, got mixed up.

Matter Does Not Appear to Be Clearly 
Understood in Venezuela.

Williamsted, April 16.—Passengers 
arriving here today from Venezuela say 
that the action of General Castro in re­
tiring from the presidency in favor of 
Vice President Gomez, is not clearly 
understood in Venezuela but the general 
opinion seems to be that his retirement 
is only temporary. General Castro has 
gone away as private citizen unattended 
and paying his fare on the railroad. His 
wife has gone another way, and the for­
mer president’s sister arrived here to­
day. The resignation of the Venezuelan 
president ie also causing some specula­
tion.

EXPLOSION ON KEARSAGE.
Board of Enquiry Summoned to Inves­

tigate Catastrophe.

Gnantsnnwo, Cuba, April 16.—A 
board of inquiry appointed by Rear- 
admiral Ronnsley D. Evans, «mmiand- 
er-iu-chief of the United States Atlantic 
fleet, today began an investigation of 
the caisse of the explosion April 13th 
on board tbe battleship Kearsarge when 
the crew were engaged in target prac­
tice off Celbera island, resulting in the 
■death of two officers and five men.

Mountain 
ash berries, cranberries, form the cWt 
supply tor the capercailzie; they also 
feed on tree buds and pine needles. We 

placing upon our game preserve only 
such animais as can make their own 
living throughout the entire year; this is 
also true of the game biede which we 
are placing there.

Our firet importation of capercailzie 
was made in the fall of 1904. We re­
ceived 75 paire of birds, with a loss of 
only three in transit. In 1905 we im­
ported the same number ef capercailzie 
and 50 pair of blackgame; our loss was 
about the same proportion. Ail these 
birds we purchased from Mr. George 
Lindsay, Copenhagen, Denmark. The 
birds were strong and vigorous on their 
arrival, and were evidently well select­
ed before shipment was made. We 
should advise buying the birds in pairs, 
ie., one cock and one hen, and to make 
the importation of an equal number of 
birds tor two or three successive years, 
for the reason that, 
years’ lot suffer any difficulty in mak­
ing a living, the second and third lot 
may mot, in all probability, experience 
the same difficulties as the first. It 
would be hardly possible that all the 
birds of the first shipment would be 
lost, in which event the following up 
would help to localize the birds that nad 
survived as well as those arriving the 
next year. During the past summer we 
found four covies, consisting of 43 
chicks. This we consider a very good 
showing, for the reason that our island 
is finite extensive, and we have only two 
men to patrol it.

These birds are very rapid in flight, 
and extremely shy, and it is only with 
the greatest care that the young can 
be found, as they are very cunning and 
hide. The cock birds weigh from 0 to 
10 lbs., the hen from 4 to 8 lbs. The 
usual nest contains from 10 to 15 eggs. 
We feel that the birds that were hatch­
ed on the island will become thoroughly 
localized, and that we shall have a well 
established colony, which will give ns 
gratifying Results. On the arrival of her 
birds we put food around the places 
where they were liberated, consisting vf 
cranberries, finely cut cabbages, and 
field peas. The birds will return for this 
food until they have become familiar 
with their surroundings and places 
where they can find their own food and 
soon learn to take care of themselves.

They particularly desire pine trees, 
and even in the coldest weather will 
roost on the highest branches, 
weather is cold and the ground is con­
tinuously covered with snow from De­
cember to April, but is not unlike Nor­
way and Sweden, from which they come. 
I 'believe you will have no diuiculty 
with these birds in your section of the 
country, and after getting them firmly 
established it will prove a source of 
immense enjoyment to those who are 
fond of hunting a very gamey bird.

Rod and Gun column.
A movement is on fobt for the forma­

tion of an Associated Game Protection 
association on the lines of the associated 
boards of trade. The idea at present is 
to hold a point meeting iof the game 
clubs of the province at some central 
place, such as Nelson or Revektoke, 
game associations would attend. I'lie 
matter of game protection would be 
fully discussed, and there is no doubt 
that such a meeting of men who arc 
energetically fighting for the protection 
of our fish and- game would have a very 
far reaching effect.

It is quite astonishing the ignorance 
which prevails In this province regard­
ing the value of game to a country 
which is lucky enougih to he endowed by 
natures with such an easily converted 
asset.

Take, for example, Ontario, a pro­
vince which, when compared with fin­
ish Columbia seems almost devoid of 
fish or game. Last year, however, the 
fish and game of Ontario netted the 
govrnment the handsome sum ,of over 
$50,000. In the state of Illinois dur­
ing the year 1903 $95,000 was collected 
by the government by means of a $1 
game license; Wisconsin contributed 
over $78,000. and Colorado over $15,000 
from their $1 game license. If every 
hunter in British Columbia contributed 
two and a half dollars each year, a fund 
would at once be created for paying 
game wardens who would see that the 
laws were properly enforced. It is not 
the killing of game within the time al­
lowed by law which exterminates it, 
but the shooting of game during the 
breeding and nesting season by game- 
hogs which does the mischief and which 
recoils on the heads of genuine sports­
men. Already, during the present 
month, reports have come to hand that 
grouse shooting is going on at both 
Shawnigan and Sooke, but our nearest 
and only game warden resides in Van­
couver, aind so thé extermination of the 
blue and willow grouse goes gaily on. 
Two good men between Nanaimo and 
Sooke would very soon put a stop to all 
illegal shooting between those points. 
Bat who is to pay them; the Govern­
ment wont or can’t. Surely the proper 
people to pay for their sport are those 
who indulge in it. Let every sportsman 
agitate for a $2.50, or better still, a 
$5.00 gum license; they would never feel 
it, it would be money well spent, as it 
would mean lots of fish and game, not 
only during their lifetime, bot «ko for 
the younger generation who are not yet 
the proud possessors of rods or' gums.

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REVIVAL OF WOODEN PAVEMENT

Ratepayers »f (Victoria whx> have 
the question of street improve-now

Digest respecting “The Revival

of Wooden Pavement.”
American pavements, we are told in 
The Municipal Journal and Engineer 
(New York), the wooden blocks were 
laid on a plank foundation, with tar or 
paving cement between the joints. As 
they were not made waterproof or treat­
ed to prevent decay, they either swell­
ed and caused the pavement to buckle, 
or else the wood broomed off àt the 
edges and became soft and 
Under these circumstances the cobble­
stones, which took the place of these 
pavements, were regarded as an im­
provement. The writer goes on: “The 
•modern wood pavement is entirely dif­
ferent. The creoresinated blocks, . . . 
which are now being laid in New York, 
are thoroughly impregnated with a mix­
ture of creosote and resin, . . -. and 
nothing but heart long-leaf pine is em­
ployed. The specification provides that 
‘after treatment, the blocks shall show 
such waterproof qualities that after be­
ing dried in the oven at a temperature 
of 100 degrees for a period of twenty- 
four hours, weighed, and then 
mersed in clear water for a period of 
twenty hours and weighed, the gain in 
weight shall not be greater than three 
per cent.’ This is regarded as demon­
strating the value of the resin in the 
mixture, its purpose being to keep water 
out of the block and prevent the wash­
ing out of the preservative, creosote. 
The foundation of the wooden pavement 
calls for four and one half inches of 
Portland-cement concrete, over which is 
spread a half-inch bed of cement mor­
tar, struck to a true surface exactly 
parallel to the finished surface of the 
pavement. Wood blocks, usually eight 
inches long by four inches wide and 
•three and one-half inches deep, are bed­
ded in this cement with the grain ver-

uneven.

im-

Sand is then brushed over thet-ical.
street and left for a few days to be 
ground into the surface of the blocks 
•by traffic, also filling up the joints. 
Treated in this way, the blocks offer 
much resistance to the effects of traf­
fic, the wear upon the end grain of the 
wood being trifling as compared with
what happens to flat-laid timber.”

The first street in the United States 
to be paved in this way, we are told, 
was Tremont street, Boston, in the year 
1900. Since 1902 measurements show
a depression of only, about one-eighth of j 
an inch, most of which, it is claimed, is 
due to compressiou, and not to wear. 
The advocates of tbe new wood pave­
ment believe that it excels in durability, 
sanitary and antiseptic qualities, tbe 
faculty .with which it can be cleaned 
and repaired, its non-slipping surface, 
and its relative freedom ffrom noise. The 
writer concludes: “Vehicles pass over 
this smooth surface without any rattle 
or bang; blows from horses’ hoofs,' in­
stead of making a sharp metallic sound, 
cause only dull hollow thuds as on a 
dirt road. In fact, the silence of this
•pavement is among the leading claims 
made in its behalf. Broadway, New 
York city, is now to be laid with it from 
the Battery to Vesey street,, a length 
of 2,870 feet.”

mans are superior to the French by a 
tenth each, in the artillery by two and 
a half tenths and in the engineer troops 
by as many as three and a half tenths.”

Among some statistics and other de­
tails relating vto the French army, re­
cently "published by General Langlois, of 
the chief miitary council of France, the 
assertion was made that the quality of 
the French artillery service was super­
ior to that of the German. This the 
Continental Correspondence denies, and 
adds that the German army is better of 
ficered than the French. To quote:

“The French are fond of asserting 
that in the important arm of artillery 
they have a qualitative superiority, be­
cause they have better guns at their 
disposal. Whether this-is a fact or not 
can not be discussed here, but it may be 
pointed out that in 1866 the Austrians 
had a much better cannon, and in 1870 
the French a better rifle, than the Prus­
sians or the Germans. But in spite of 
that the Austrians and the French were 
both defeated. It was especially evi­
dent with the latter that the better qual­
ity of the weapon is of no avail when 
the training is deficient, 
spect, however, the Germany artillery 
should be superior to the French, just as 
in 1870 the German infantry was Letter 
trained in marksmanship and fire dis­
cipline. ‘

“A word in conclusion on the officers 
of the two armies. The German offi­
cers are subject to strict discipline, for it 
is impressed on the youngest officer 
that he who would command must first 
learn to obey. In France quite recently 
some officers had to be punished on ac­
count of disobedience to commands from 
superiors. This is a scandal quite im­
possible in Germany.”

the other day and covering the opera­
tions of the post office telegraphs, 
which includes telephones, supplies all 
the proof necessary for this assertion. 
According to this return the earnings 
of the department for the year ending 
March 31st, 1905, were $19,078,952. To 
earn this amount necessitated an expen­
diture for operation alone of $23,553,842, 

deficit of $4,474,890. In other words 
to earn a dollar the British telegraph 
and telephone system spent $1.24. If 
the amount of the interest charge on 
the capital invested in the department 
be added, the cost of earning a dollar 
of revenue would be increased to $1.38. 
And if a reasonable allowance be 
made for depreciation, the cost of earn­
ing a dollar would be easily $1.50. 
This condition of affairs is absolutely 
startling. Yet it is being held up to 
us by those who do not know any bet­
ter as ideal.

There are those, however, who while 
cognizant of the actual state of 
affairs, excuse it by claiming that the 
rates charged are so much lower than 
those in effect in this country. So far 
as the telephone service goes there is 
no truth in this statement. The man 
in London, for instance, must pay the 
poet office £5 per year for his tele­
phone and a penny for each call he 
makes. If the person he wants is more 
than two miles away he pays 2d. For 
an unlimited service he has to pay £17 
per annum. Toll line charges appear 
ilow, but are deceptive. Thus, for a 
five-minute conversation with a per­
son a subscriber to the National Tele­
phone company, residing 
away, the charge would' be 3s 3d, about 
80 cents. The same conversation with 
Ottawa would cost a Montreal man 80 
cents. The same thing is true of the 
(telegraph charges. The rate is 6d for 
the first twelve words, and a half­
penny for each subsequent word. Out 
of these 12 words must come the ad­
dress of the receiver, and unless a 
person is in business and has a regis­
tered address, this means that most 
of tiie 6d goes for.whait the Canadian 
company sends free of charge. Thus 
the name and address of the receiver 
and the name of the sender might 
easily take up the whole of the twelve 
words alloted, leaving the receiver to 
pay a cent a word for the actual -mes­
sage, and bringing the total cost up to 
just about what a Canadian company 
would charge. As a matter of fact 
considering the density of the popula­
tion and the comparatively short dis­
tances, the British telegraph charges 
should only be half of those charged 
.in Canada, for the telegraph, unlike 
the telephone, dhows decreases in op­
erating expenses as the volume of busi­
ness increases. A Canadian charge of 
double the British charge can be very 
easily justified when the higher cost 
of labor, equipment,, capital and taxa­
tion is taken into consideration.

But thiè aspect of the situation is 
really unimportant. What signifies is 
that the British government is con­
ducting at a cost of $1.50 for every 
dollar’s -worth of revenue it receives 
from them, two public utilities which 
should be self-supporting.

FRENCH AND GERMAN ARMIES.

Apropos of “certain boasts in the 
French press,” the semi-official Contin­
ental Correspondence (Berlin) takes oc­
casion to call attention to the German 
army’s points of superiority. The year­
books put the French military establish­
ment in time of peace at 613,000 men 
against Germany’s 594,000. The “ac­
tive army and reserves” of Germany, 
however, foot up to 2,200,000, against 
France’s 1,625,000. The Germans 
spend more money on the army than the 
French do, says The Correspondence, 
and hence the German soldier is less of­
ten in the hospital and the army is 
more efficient. The proportion of com­
batants and non-combatants in these 
armies, too, stands in favor of Germany, 
and many other points are cited in which 
the German soldier may be considered 
superior, we are told, to his Gallic 
counterpart. Indeed, it is almost amus­
ing to se$ the manner in which the fight­
ing forces of the republic, like children 
standing back to back, and sometimes 
even rising on tip-toe to compare thev 
heights. Of the average expenditures 
in France and Germany we read:

“The German expenditure on the 
army of late years has been approxi­
mately $40,000,000 more than the 
French. This extra expenditure is to 
be attributed not only to the greater 
number of men, but also to the more 
careful provision made for each individ­
ual. Germany spends in feeding, cloth­
ing and providing for the health of each 
soldier more than $70, while France 
spends only a little over $55. The extra 
cost for Germany is money <well spent, 
for there are only a quarter as many in­
valids among German soldiers during 
their military service as among French. 
The better health of the German soldier 
is naturally of the utmost importance in 
case of war, because healthy men will 
be able to endure great hardships. The 
army too will be in better working con­
dition, when composed of strong and 
healthy men.”

In numbers also the Germans are 
practically superior to the French, we 
are informed, in infantry, cavalry and 
artillery. Thus:

“While the French army in time of 
war would be subject to heavy losses on 
account of sickness, it is also to be no­
ticed that whereas in the French army 
there is one non-combatant to every 18 
combatants, the proportion in Germany 
js only 1 to 27. This would natural­
ly tend to increase again the numerical 
superiority of the German army in the 
field.

“With regard also to the peace 
strength, the French are behind the 
Germans in all arms of the service. In

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A BRITISH ESTIMATE OF A CANA­

DIAN POET.

Not long ago the Colonist contained 
an editorial review of the published 
poems of William Wilfrid Campbell in 
a collected form. Its estimate of his 
poetical genius was a high one, and we 
are glad to note that it has been back 

.ed up by so good an authority as the 
’tendon Sttndard. In fact, the opin­
ions of tne Standard are much more 
laudatory of Mr. Campbell’s work 
than ' were those which the Colonist 
expressed. In its issue of March 2 it 
says:

Wilfred Campbell is a name known 
to far too few English readers of 
poetry. It is the name of a Canadian 
poet, a real poet, the most stirring of 
whose songs are inspired by as fine a 
spirit of Imperialism, as patriotic a 
fervor, as any writer within the con­
fines of the Empire has shown us. 
Messrs. Fleming H. Revell Company 
have now published his collected 
poems, of which we should f like to see 
an authentic Êngijs'h edition receive 
general attention in this country. Mr. 
Campbell’** message is not for Canada 
alone, deep-rooted as is his devotion to 
the splendid land that gave him birth ; 
it is a message .to British men and wo­
men the world over, from Ottawa to 
Delhi, from Vancouver to the Cape. 
It hats the fire and zest in it which be-, 
long to the highest kind of young life, 
born of the early days of great na­
tions. Chaste as Galahad, but throb­
bing with tne splendid virility of 
youth, the soaring idealism of the ar­
dent patriot, it is a message of which 
we have a need here in the ancient cen­
tre of a world-wide dominion. S'hcsj 
songs copie from the banks of the Ot­
tawa River; they bring a gift to Lon­
don; they merit a glad hearing in 
England.

New York holds a golden door open 
to Canadian writers, with promises 
of an audience seventy million strong, 
and favors in proportion. Few’ can re­
sist the invitation. Some w1;)d have 
accepted it have besought Wilfred 
Campbell to follow them, and even to 
forswear in his writings the inspira­
tion of Imperialism, on commercial 
grounds. Every man to his taste and 
coiiscience. This poet has anotlie- 
way, and he adheres to it steadfastly, 
•biding quietly in his Canadian home, 
and choosing to follow the dictates of 
his heart, though they should neve” 
fill his purse. British readers the 
world over should see to it that th * 
Canadian poet does not suffer for his 
loyalty. They as well as he will be 
the gainers.

But the poet himself 
ably not thank the 
(to whom tils collected work comes as 
something of a revelation) for devoting 
space to his personality. The work is 
the thing, and in this book of collected 
poems we have it in rare quality and 
unstinted measure. The volume of it, 
ae well as the fine inspiration of this 
work, has astonished the critics on the 
other side of the Atlantic and delight­
ed a comparatively few upon this side 
who have learned to know it.
Andrew Carnegie has purchased five 
hundred copies of the work, a, compli­
ment which means far more than mere 
compliment.

It is, indeed, a rare compliment to 
Canada to have such a tribute to her 
writers from such a source of undoubt­
ed authority, and what is a compliment 
and honor to Canada is a still greater 
honor to the poet himself.

This company has ground 
just above that of the Perry Creek Hy­
draulic company, composed of Wiscon­
sin people, who are maxing big money.

LICENSED VICTUALER6.

Member of Organization Speaks of 
Raising pf Licences in Vancouver.

In reference to the recent Increase 
in the liquor licences at Vancouver, a 
member of the Licensed Victualers’ 
Association, speaking for the execu­
tive, said to the News-Advertiser:

“The word licence may imply 
‘abusive freedom or liberty or author­
ity, leave or permission granted by 
proper authority.’ Doctors, lawyers, 
captains of ships, engineers, and in 
some parts drivers or conductors of 
public conveyances have diplomas, 
certificates or licence, .which are prac­
tically the same, granted them by 
properly constituted authorities, after 
passing the necessary examinations In 
regard to ability and character In the 
Interests of public safety, etc.

“Intoxicants, like drugs, have so 
great a power' for evil that It is con­
sidered advisable In most parts of the 
world that those who sell them should 
be licensed In order that their uses 
should not be abused. When good 
judgment ,,l. used in regard,, to rihe 
qualifications, of the persons, licensed 
to sell, there is less drunkenness than 
when there Is little discrimination. or 
persons are favored by political pull, 
religious partiality, fraternal obliga­
tion or other considerations than the 
desirable qualities.

Hazard Found Guilty.—E. L. Hazard, 
who camp to- Victoria with W. Rowland 
at the time of the Valencia- disaster, 
seeking the body of his son, Roy. Haz­
ard, who in company with .the Rowland 
girls. Lulu and Mabel, who were in­
duced to run away from Los Angeles so 
that they would not be available to give 
evidence against the elder . Hazard who 
was charged with assault on Lulu Row­
land, aged 16-years, was found guilty by 
a jury in the superior court at Los An­
geles on Wednesday. The penalty for 
the offence is from five years to life 
imprisonment. Hazard was convicted 
largely on the evidence of the dead girl, 
given at the preliminary hearing several 
months ago.

House, Joe Denny sud Hurry Woolcock- 
Dick was also interested iu quarts during 
the fleeting boom of 1878-9. But In the 
early days on Williams creek he chiefly 
played cards and dealt faro bank. During 
the last thirty years or so he has been 
an undertaker in Barkerville.

MORE «BOUT THE
CARIBOO PIONEERS

that city byJanuary, ’62.

Sketch of Richard Berry an Old 
Timer Known to Many 

at Coast.

Richard Berry was born at Syracuse, N, 
Y., January 1, 1826. He left home when 
19 years old and went to Illinois, where 
an elder brother was.living. In January, 

he learned that a man named Cut­
ting, whose home was at Loekport, 111., 
had returned from California with gold, 
so Dick and a young man named Bob Napa 
went to see and talk with the man from 

Cutting showed them about 
an ounce of gold and said ne anew where 
a man could easily make an ounce a day.
It did not take the young men long to de­
cide that they wanted some of it, and 
they were soon on their way to Peoria, 
Ill., where they took passage on a river 
steamer for St. Louis and thence up the 
Missouri to St. Joe (St. Joseph, Mo.). There 
they .outfitted and joined a party of about 
one hundred men that left S.t, Joe May iO, 
1849, with a mule train of twenty-five 
prairie schooner». The aforementioned 
Cutting, bis son-in-law, Gpodlng, who was 
captain of the outfit, and Bob Napa, for 
whose father Napa ville, Cfrl., was named, 
were of the party. Duriqg the journey 
every man took .his torn at night watch 
to guard against an Indian attack. The 
last settlement passed was at Fort Kear­
ney, Nebraska. Near this place Dick lost 
a pony and went back alone twenty-two 
miles to look for it, end found instead a 
band of Indians, who robbed him of two 
canteens of alcohol, and about everything 
else he had except his saddle mule, which 
they rightly regarded as dangerous prop­
erty. The party passed the Mormon set- 
tlemen at a distance of forty miles. Some 
days after, they met a Mormon outfit re­
turning from California to Utah. These 
were the first white people they saw since 
leaving Fort Kearnay. From the Mor­
mons they got news of the mines that 
cheered them a lot. About six hundred 
miles from the mines. the Goodyear party 
of five men and ten horses caught up with 
the train. Dick had tried to join this 
party in St. Joe, but they would not have 
him, he being at the ttine a rank tender­
foot. The mule team method of getting 
to the mines was too slow for Dick, so 
he asked again to go, with the Goodyear 
party, and was accepted, the conditions be­
ing that he should take two saddle-nags, 
rifle and ammunition, 45 pounds of grub, 
one blanket and the clothes he stood In— 
from which the reader will rightly infer 
that they were traveling light and getting 
there in a hurry. The only Incident which 
promised trouble In this part of Humboldt, 
was when one bf the mules grazing nearby 
stampeded into camp with two arrows 
sticking in hlin. After that the Goodyear 
party "was particularly ready for war day 
and night, and used all the arts of fron- 
tierism to avoid it. The first mining 
camp they came to was Weaverville. They 
had reached the land of gold at last; the 
rest was easy, so, careless of the present, 
and confident of the future, they pooled 
their entire capital, $2.50, and bought a 
$4 bottle of whiskey. The top was out of 
Dick’s hat at the time and the buttons out 
of his moccasins, but his buckskin 
cheeches were still duat-proof. The. next 
morning Dick pulled out for Coloma, 
where Marshall made bis historic discov­
ery of gold; here he sold one of bis horses 
for $60 and rode the other to Sacramento, 
where he arrived Aiigust 1. 1849. The 
next day he went to w«rk at his trade— 
carpenter—on the second board house in 
Sacramento, at a dalfy '%‘age of $20.
'•'Later be went with .tjjifr men who toojk 
sUO.OQO-lb. lead of ran&al supples, (val- 
ued at $10,000), to Redding Springs, Shas­
ta cdtinty, where thêrè was plenty of gold, 
no water to wash it .with at the time, and 
about 200. men. The owners <?f the sup­
plies mentioned were freighters, not mer­
chants, so they arranged with Dick to sell 
out the goods for an Interest and left him 
there. The “store” was under a big 
trees, and It took the new. proprietor no 
time at all to knock in, the head of a cer­
tain barrel, put a board on top, and, with 
a tin cup for fixtures^ start the saloon 
part of the business at 50 cents, a drink. 
Trade in all lines was brisk, and in about 
six weeks there was only a 1,500-lb. stock 
on hand. However, there was nearly as 
much liquid in the barrel as when Dick 
first opened hie emporium. “Some were 
pretty good drinkers, too, but it was pret­
ty high-proof liquor at first, and close to * 
good spring.” This was iff the autumn of 
’49, and the miners told such tall stories 
about the depth of sngw in winter that 
Dick “got scared” and sold out tne bal­
ance of the stock, taking the purchaser’s 
note in payment^—the. same as It after­
wards turned out being payment in full. 
About January 1, 1850,' Dick ,and a man 
named Doddson bought * stock of miners’ 
supplies in Sacramento and went to Park’s 
Bar. Yuba river, 18 miles’ above Marys­
ville (the town of Marysville was being 
laid out at the time). The freight on 
Doddson & Berry’s goods from Sacra­
mento to Parks Bar .was 65 cents a 
pound. There was not much profit in the 
sale of their stock, and Doddson bought 
a claim on the Bar for $250. They work­
ed this claim until the fall of ’51 and net­
ted from it about $30,000 each. They con­
sidered the claim about worked out, So 
-~çy sqld it for a few dollars and dis­
solved partnership. Dick took $27,000 
worth of dust to San Francisco and bad 
it, coined into fifty-dçllar “slugs.” The 
Park's Bar gold was ruèty and scaly—

worth of gold was taken from th* Yuba 
and bars at this place In 1850 anj 1851, 
the river bed being far richer than the 
bars. Forty-five pounds of gold a day 
with a rocker was got frdm the river bed 
—not ortee, but many days about the same 
place.

In the winter of ’51-52 Dick and a man 
named John Clark went to • Oregon and 
bought oats for the San Francisco market. 
Oats were worth 12% cents a pound on 
the dock in San Franéieco. Clark & Ber­
ry bought for two cents a pound in Ore­
gon and had $14,000 in the deal—this is 
what they lost in the -venture, for the 
sel was lost at sea. : •* .» i

Then Dick bought à stage line running 
between Sacramento and Marysville, and 
with it assumed a contract for carrying 
express at $250 a month. An opposition 
line started two months later and Dick 
sold out.
Dick speculated In Sacramento real es­
tate. In 1867 there was a panic which 
broke every bank In Sacramento except D.
O. Mills. Dick had $22,000 in Mills’ bank, 
and. although he had confidence in Mills, 
he had more confidence in himself, so be 
went to the bank to draw $15,000. : Mills 
said: Dick, the bank is sound, but if I
pay this money I will have to close the 

There- is plenty of bullion here; 
let me give you a special deposit secured 
by $15,000 worth of bullion.” Dick asked 
to see the bullion; It was shown him and 
the matter arranged accordingly. A few 
days later Mills called Dick In and asked 
him to release the bullion and accept 
notes. Dick saw that the notes were good, 
ran for 30 days at 5 per cent, a month, 
ànd took five or six notes in lien of bis 
$15,000. One note was made by a cattle­
man who was worth $250,000, and another 
was made by Meeker, a merchant. At this 
time Mills was not worth much money, 
perhaps forty or fifty thousand. He was 
very careful In investment, honorable, 
economical, a plain dressed and “an awful 
nice man.” As an instance of how 
cautions he was, Dick says that Mills 
would not loan- money to Stanford, Hunt­
ington, Crocker and Hopkins for their, 
Pacific railroad project. Dick first knew 
Stanford at Michigan Bluff In 1854. Stan­
ford had a small stock of groceries and 
miners' supplies at that time. These four 
future railway kings were Sacramento* 
merchants while Dick was there. “They? 
were stirring fellows, and had lots of 
sand.” Dick was well acquainted with 
Colonel Sutter, who owned thirty leagues 
of land at Sutter’s Fort in 1849, and died u

DREDGE MINING.

A Knock-Down Plant Under Construc­
tion for Yukon Work.

A large mining dredge for the Yukon le 
being constructed in the yards of the-Pa­
cific Coast Lumber company, of this city, 
to be shipped to the North in knock-down 
condition, says the Vancouver News-Ad­
vert leer. K will be assembled at White- \ 
horse, and floated down the Yukon to Daw­
son. The huge machine, which will cost 
well on for $200,000 when completed, is 
being constructed for the Forty-Mile com­
pany by the Allls-Chalmers company of 
Milwaukee.

Mr. W. W. Masters, representative of 
the latter company. Is overlooking thp 
matching of the timbers at the mill here, 
and expects it will be ready for shipment 
about the end of the present month. The 
hull of the dredge will be 106 feet In 
length, with a width of 36 feet, and will 
carry a scow behind with sluice boxes, 
which will bring the total length to near­
ly 250 feet. There will be 200,000 feet of 
timber used in the construction, which be 
cut at the Pacific Coast Lumber com­
pany’s mills, and some of these will be 
very large. There will be two 16x16 Inch­
es square, with a width of 66 feet, end 
three two feet square, and 52 feet long.,

The dredge is being constructed on 
plans very similar to that of the Bonanza 
Basin dredge, which was built last year 
at Whitehorse. Mr. Masters, who Is an 
experienced hand at the business, has 
erected similar dredges In Montana, where 
a number of them are In operation. He 
states that the cost there of such a ma­
chine would be about $100,000, but the to­
tal cost of this when it will be ready will 
be about $200,000. The machinery is to be 
Installed by the Allls-Chalmers company.

The Forty-Mile company, which has or­
dered the dredge, Is the company which 
Rev. Dr. Grant of Dawson organized re­
cently while in Toronto, and is composed 
of Canadian people. Mr. A. Davidson of 
Dawson is a large shareholder. Dr. Grant 
has been able to see from close observa­
tion the successful result of mtnlnfc 
dredges tn the Yukon, and had little dif­
ficulty In Interesting Eastern capital.

This is not the first dredge of this kind 
to be constructed by the Pacific Coast 
mill. Last year the Detrolt-Canadlan- 
Klondlke company, of which Mr. Otto 
Brener is manager, had one built, which 
was shipped in sections to Dawson. The 
one now being built will be assembled at 
Whitehorse and towed to Dawson down 
the Yukon, where the machinery will be 
installed.

Dear Sir—I have your fa-voç of the 
52nd inst;, and, thank you for the kind 
offer of assistance of your board in the 
distribution of Liera p t seed amongst the 
farmers. I am under the impression 
that an understanding was copie to be­
tween oar superintendent, Mr. Chas. 
II. Weickt, and Mr. Henry Bose, in re­
gard to the conduct of this business, and 
I am writing to' Mr. Weicht at our mill 
in North field. Minn., Sending him youi 
letter, and asking him whether^ he can 
avail himself of . your offer. Upon re­
ceipt of his answer I will communi­
cate further with yon, but the main 
point on which we at present need as­
sistance is that of getting the hemp 
when grown, shipped to our mill in 
Northfield, and inasmuch as it would be 
to the advantage of the Great Northern 
railway to obtain this industry in your 
district, especially in view of the prob­
ability of the long haul east which they 
would giet out of the finished fibre, I 
should imagine that they ought to be 
willing to haul free of charge this sea­

For building purposes asbestos may be 
worked into forms like plaster of paris. 
This Is smooth, very hard, and there is no 
reason except the question of Increased 
cost why places of amusement should not 
be constructed of it, both within and with­
out. Another use to which It may be 
put is to cover cornices, balustrades and 
pillars, for when dampened it may be 
handled as easily as felt.

In case of fire the iron pillars and braces 
which are used as supports In most the­
atres and skyscrapers become sources of 
great danger if uncovered by asbestos. The 
heat is liable to bend and eventually melt 
them, so that one story after another 
tumbles in. Asbestos prevents this tre­
mendous danger, as fire cannot penetrate 
to the iron pillars, ajid consequently their 
usefulness is unimpaired.

Though we are still learning many things 
about this mineral its use is not a new 
idea. As far back as the reign of the first 
Napoleon asbestos uniforms for firemen 
were advocated In Paris.

There is no 
large city in the world perhaps—certain­
ly not in England—where the people

The House of Commons is settling 
down to work and it is showing that it 
means to justify the hopes the country 
has of it as a working body. Mr- i^i- 
four was right the other day when he 
said that the introduction of an increas­
ed democratic element has not spoiled 
the House of Commons, 
are mostly used to hard, practical 
either in the professions, in trade and as 
artisans. The lounger who has always

has gone from Westminster and as a re­
sult we see the house this week break­
ing the record in legislative industry. 
The Workmens’ Compensation bill and 
two trade dispute bills, the second read­
ing of the Merchant Shipping bill, .the 
Electric Supply bill and the Port of 
London bill, not to mention a host of 
minor matters, have engaged the House 
of Commons this week. It promises 
well for future progress.

There has been no little excitement 
over the rival trade disputes bills, but 
the tact <Jf the attorney general, Sir 
J. Lawson Walton, has saved the gov­
ernment from an embarra sing situation 
and the prime minister last night by 
his genial sympathy has made peace 
with the labor members, whose bill was 
carried" by an overwhelming majority. 
It is on the same lines as the govern­
ment biJI introduced by the attorney 
general, * except that it preserves the 
union funds from the risk of litigation 
and restores the unions to the status 
they enjoyed (before thé judge-made law 
upset them. If a trade union ihay not 
sue as a corporation can, neither may it 
be sued. This is the principle for which 
the labor members contended and they 
have succeeded. The attorney general’s 
bill was more logical and the legal 
members of the cabinet were for it. But 
as the government and the labor party 
were aiming at the same end', it was 
doubltless prudent of the government 
having taken the opinion of the House 
of Commons, to accept the labor mem­
bers’ clause. The attorney general 
would have made the unions liable in 
cases where their accredited representa­
tives with the consent of the executive 
had committed any acts -which were il­
legal. This seems common sense, but 
the argument which weighed with the 
House of Commons was that in the ex­
citement of a trade dispute even the 
executive might unwittingly approve of 
an illegal act and that litigation would 
be the result and funds intended for 
sick -benefit, etc., might be depleted in 
the law courts. The labor memberp’ 
clause doubtless makes for peace, al­
though in theory it allows the executive 
of the trade unions to fire away without 
that sense of responsibility which the 
attorney general thought they should 
have.

According to Mr. Winston Churchill’s 
statement in the House of Commons 
this week, the total annual contributions 
of the self-governing colonics, to the Im­
perial defences is £876,000 towards a -to­
tal expenditure of £66,000,000. It ia 
suggested the colonies give far too lit­
tle considering the amount of their total 
revenue, which is reckoned at something 
like £85,000,000, as compared with 
Great Britain’s revenue of say £143,- 
000,000, and the question is asked why 
should Great Britain have to pay prac­
tically all the cost of Imperial defence? 
The colonies ought to make it clear to 
the British public that this £85,000,000 
is not comparable with onr national rev­
enue, since it includes so much that is 
not national but local and also that in ad­
dition to the nominal contribution for 
Imperial defence, the colonies arç spend­
ing liberally on their own defence and ou 
many great schemes of Imperial devel­
opment, for which the Imperial exche­
quer is not asked to be responsible. Some 
of the Canadians in the House of Com­
mons at Westminster may perhaps 
raise the question again, with the ob­
ject of settling the British tax-payer’s 
supposed grievance against the colonies.

Capt. Elliot, Capt. Làngton and Capt. 
Poole of His Majesty’s Imperial forces 
sailed on Thursday for Canada, where 
they will serve for two years with the 
Canadian forces in training of Canadian 
militia officers. Although many are of 
opinion that as the Canadian militia is 
no longer in leading strings, there is no 
need of English officers to be sent out 
for this purpose. On the other hand, 
the mingling of officers of the old coun­
try with those of the colonial forces is 
a sign of the unity of . Imperial defences 
and the more they know of each other, 
the better. The shifting of Canadian of­
ficers to England would equally tend to 
that unity of sentiment and the under­
standing of the problem of Imperial de­
fence which all so much desire.

“The Legion of Frontiersmen” has 
been launched in London with offi­
cers and a secretary at 6 Adam street, 
Adelphi, W. C., and there seems every 
prospect of the new idea being a suc­
cess.

Both are navigable for 
steamers, and stermvheelers could 
go from the Fraser, into which the 
Nechaco flows at Fort George, into the 
district and connect with the

Grand Trunk Pacific Line 
which will undoubtedly cross the val­
ley at some point that can be easily 
reached by sternwheelers on the river. 
No matter at w)iat point the railway 
crosses, steamship connection through 
the valley to the Fraser River will be 
practicable. Thinly years ago Mr.

They hau 
applied to the government of the da* 
for the land, but in the meantime cast­
ing out their hands like other people 
they saw some richer coal and oil lam is 
in South Kootenay, and they asked tht 
government to give them these instead 
of the lands originally intended. Thq 
government offered to do so and the 
railway company proceeded to survey 
the lands, and the crown grants were 
'being prepared when just at the lasl 
moment the government withdrew the 
offer and refused to let them have 
these lands. Time went and exchange 
of government followed, and "then the 
railway company came to this govern­
ment and asked for lands. It was truie 
they had not been surveyed as the law 
required because they had surveyed 
other lands which the government had 
afterwards taken away from, them, and 
surely it would have been repudiatiosi 
-had the government refused to give 
them the lands after they had been 
fairly earned. It would have meant a 
blow to the credit of the province, and 
all the efforts the government àiaa 
made to^T>uild it up would liave been 
shattered by such an act.

Speaking of the
Midway &. Vornon Act 

on which . the government had bees 
very much criticised, he said that 
charter of that railway required that 
to earn their subsidy they should com­
mence the actual work of construction 
in January, 1904. They put four men 
to work for a wjiile and then came tv 
the government and asked them foi 
the subsidy.

Bv far the most interesting part of 
the skv this month is the region toward 
the west.

The milky way also adds 
to the great beauty of the western sky, 
stretching rilong just a little above the 
ground, all the way from the north to 
the south points of the horizon.

The Planets.
But the most interesting objecte will 

doubtless be the planets, the bright 
“Wandering Stars," as the ancients 
called them, which may be seen moving 
rapidly among the stars of the brigut 
winter constellation. By the end of the 
month three of them will have drawn 
close together, their meeting place being 
the most interesting part of the entire 
heavens. In one little region of the sky 
there may then be seen the beautiful 
Hvades. with the Pleiades a short dis­
tance above them, while the three bright 
nlanets will lie nearly midway between 
these two groups, stretching in a 
straight line from east to' west. So bril­
liant a spectacle is quite unusual. The 
winter skv attains its greatest beauty 
lust as it is leaving ms.

First of all. there is the little, red, 
nlanet Mars, which has been with tis 
for so many months. On April 1, it 
mav be seen just below Aries, as shown 
in Çigure 1, and as the weeks go by it 
will move rapidly eastward, reaching 
N. Fig. 1, by April 30th, and M by June 
1. It is as if Mars were running away 
from the sun, to stay with us as long as 
nossible. The sun is also moving to­
ward the east, passing along the path 
S F among the stars, but it moves a 
tittle faster than £Mai$ does, Thus 
Mars sets a l'ttle earlier each evening: 
on April 1 it sets at 8:45 p. m., and on 
April 30 at 8:40 p. in. The sun will not 
finally overtake and pass the planet un­
til Julv 15.

Though Mars is thus niçel.v visible for 
an hour or two after sunset, it is each 
evening drawing further away from the

The two pianets will then 
look like a bright dou^.e star to the 
naked eve. while in a small telescope 
thev mav noth be seen close together in 
the field. The sight will not tonly be a 
beautiful one. but it will afford a valu­
able ODPortunit^ to compare the lustres 
and colors of the two" planets.

If examined witn the telescope, the 
nlanet will look as in Figure 3, as the 
months go vn. it will approach the cres­
cent uhase, becoming half full, as in 
Figure 4. on September 20 and a very 
narrow, brilliant crescent (Fig. 5), on 
Octobed 24. it w ll then appear neahly 
six times as large as the present.

The cause of the remarkable changes 
in the apparent size and shape of Venus 
Is shown by Big. 6. At present Venus 
is at A. and to see it we must look past 
the sun. entirely across its orbit, a dis­
tance of j.60.000,000 miles. On Sep­
tember 20. tne planet will be at B, and 
on October 24 at C. it will then be 
oiriv 26.UÜU.0Ù0 miles away, and will 
therefore looa six times as large ns it 
looks now. Onlv the half of the planet 
which is turned toward the sun is illum­
inated. As the planet is now at A, we 
are looking on the illuminated half, anu 
the nlanet Iooks nearly round. When 
the nlanet reaches C, its illuminated 
side will be, almost entirely turned away 
from us: the planet will then appear to 
us a narrow crescent.

Venus is very nearly of the same hize 
as the earth: its diameter is but 200 
miles less, and its weight four-fifths as 
much. But we know practically noth­
in» $f the conditions on this planet. Cer­
tain dark markings which have been at 
times seen on the disc may possibly be 
continents and oceans, or they may be 
rifts in a heavy, uense atmosphere

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CANADA’S REVENUE.
: Statement Indicates an Increase of 

$76,000,000 for Current Year.■j
The Dominion government revenue 

during March. 1906, was $7,255,187, as 
against $5,926,187 in March. 1905. l« or 
the nine months of the fiscal year end­
ing March 21s6 last it was $57,015,562. 
as against $51,430,768 during the 
ponding period last year. The revenue 
thus shows a fresh expansion, the re­
turns for tlie month showing a better­
ment of •$1.L29.000, or 22 per cent, an«l 
those for the nine months of $5,584.000. 
or nearly 11 per cent. If the revenue 
for the remaining three months simply 
keeps at the same level with that of 
lt)st year the revenue for the year 
should be between $75,000,000 and $76.- 
000,000. If Jthe increase keeps up at 
the rate so far maintained, the revenue 
will be $77,000,000, or $78.0u0.000.

D.uring the month the ordinary expeh- 
diture was $4,543,672, as against $3.- 
228,640 in March, 1905. For the nin* 
months the expenditure on consolidated 
fund was $41,706,380, as against $38.- 
720,365 in the corresponding period nf 
1904-5. The expenditure on capital ac­
count during March was $1,158.379. as 
against $1,599,674 in March, 1905. That 
for the nine months was $9,146,337, as 
against $8,595,029 in the correspondu^ 
period last year.
