He 
liked it; and though dissenting from 
of its views and criticisme on public men 
and measures, he bad recommended many 
of his friends to subscribe for it. Its arti­
cles always had a good ileal of freshness 
and vigor about them, and it was alwajs 
willing to hear both sides.
