Ghost Trains.

People who believe in *‘spobks” may be
charmed to hear that *‘ghost trains”
regularly runon the great through
ways, but principally on the lines betyeen
New York and Chicago. 1he man who
makes this assertion is .one who ought o
know, being none other than Rev, James
McHenry, the capitalist and spectlator,
who had large experience in railway
matters, * Catch me travelling by &
ghost train; not if I know it"—we think
we hear ‘somebody saying. Well, this is
not likely to happen, as ghost traina of
which Mr, McHenry speaks are all freight
trains, Letus tryto realise the pheno:
menon somewhat as he pictures it for us.

Standing in or near Chicago you see a
train of thirty or three dozen cars: pullisg
out of the freight station, and just begin-
ning its journey of about a thousand miles
to the seabord. On inquiry you learn that
‘every car is full, and that the train carries
a total of four hundred tons of freight. At
93 ocents per ton per mile, 20 cents per
hundred, or 4 dollars per ton, the company
shonld redeive for carrying ‘all Shis
freight $1600. At the same rate a ton of
freight would be carried from Toronto to
Montreal for $8.33, and to Hamilton for
$1.60, which seems reasonably cheap, The
copt of runnit.xg this four hundred ton train
is, on Mr, McHenry's authority, placed at
$500. The profit lefs, after paying run-
ning expenses, should therefore be §1100,
»ich shonld make a handsome 7¢t profit
:' he company, after allowances for in-
terest, on capital and wear sud tear of
road and rolling stock. But the company
1eally has no profit on the running ¢f that
train at all, or next to none, for it is a
“‘ghost train,”

Now, -perhaps, you begin to “‘catch on”
tothe idea. A “ghost train” is one, the

pany’s books, but from which the company
derives mo profi . Its four hundred tons
of freight are carried at bare cost of run

ning, or it may be even less, for some big
operator, or syndicate of operators, about,
the inner circles of the hub, If you havea
car loagd of freight to send from Chicago to
New York, you cannot expect toget it
csrried fo= Jess than 20 cents per hundred,
or say 15 cents when rates are being
badly “‘cat.” Bat the man who is
inside the ring can get it carried for half
these figures respectively, There is g
ghost train at his service whenever he
wantsit. And now, perhaps, you begin
to understand what a ghost train is, and
how some people make money in the'pro -
duce trade, while others can’t make a cent.
Four or five cents saved ona bushel of
grain makes a good profit on an operation
which can be begun and completed ina
month, or say three months at the outside, -
But it requires a ghost train to make sure
of the four or five cents at least,

Any man working constantlyjon a system
of selling for a dollar what he had paid
one hundred cents for may be said to be
doing a ghost business. There would be a
certain appearance’ of business going on,
but there wonld be no substance in it, no
reality of profit connected therewith,
Ghost business does not pay, and we sin:
cerely hope that none of the World s adver-
tising patrons are engaged in that sort of
thing,

Honest Men Wanted.

General * Phil ” Sheridan has had much
experience in fighting Indians, and knows
their ways and tricks pretty well. Speak-
ing to a Canadisn some time ago, he is re-
ported to have expressed himself ito the
following effect : As long as your Cana-
dian Indians (in the Northwest) have

Jdenty of territory to spread themselves
over, and as long as the buffalo are plenty,
you will have no trouble with them, But,
once you begin to confine them on reserva-
tions, and the buffalo grow scarce,
then look out for equalls, Evidently
we have now arrived at this very point of
danger, for, whatever the grievances of
the half-breeds may be, all accounts agree
that the want of something to eat isgwhat
bas made the Indians go upon the war-
path. According to this view, we must
be prepared either to feed these Indiavs-of
ours, or to fizht them; and the former is
the better method of . the two, on grounds
oi pure selfishnes: as well as of humanity,
We have taken f om them the broad ter-
ritories which once were theirs alone, and
we have destroyed the vast hefds of buffalo
upon which they lived, Our duty there-
fore appears to be plain énough.

And this duty is one that is likely to rest
npon us for a long time to come, We are
pot going to bedone with it and quit of -it
next year, or the next again., Oaly let
these Indians of the far west be well
yooplied with food, and their numbers are
more likely to increade than diminish, The
iuty we have to'perform is a permanent
sne, and the sooner we recognise this, and
provide accordingly, the hetter it will be
for us. We may c nvert some of these
Indians, end of some of them we may
make passable farmers and berdsmen; and
to the extent that wé succeed in this they
will become self-supporting, But the
process will' be. a slow one, and we must
sven lay our account with haviog te tax
purselves for many a year to come, in order
to do the Indiuns merely a small measure
of justice, ’

¥or efficient Indian administration the
great want of the day is honest men, If a
follar be voted for the- Indians, we must

sharply after it that this sort of thing
does not get to be -the eustom in our
dealings ‘with the Indians in the far west.
Probably military men of high character
could "best bo 'depended “mpon ‘in this
matter, One such man ‘&t least we should
have, on the spot, as chief in command—a
man ot only honest himself, but also with
gufficient vim ‘and vigor 'about bim %o
enforce honesty upon his subordinates.
The Indians -pave a respect Tor military
men such as they have for no other class,
and this is an important point. But, who-
ever we do entrust with the duty muat be
above all things /onest. From this busi-
néss every one with even a suspicion hang-
ing about-him that he is *“on the make ”
must be vigorously excluded, If there are
hosest men to be found in Canmada we
must have them for this. particular duty.
Wonder if Governor Dswdnéy and his
crowd coms up to the specifications ?

The fiest need of a mew Vicioria, no
matter where or how located, is new build-
ings'and equipmente, the estimated cost of
which is from $150,000 to $200,000, 1Is it
net a fact that the general conviction of
the Methodist people is that such build-
ings should not be érected in Cobourg,
with which most of the alumni heartily
agree? The admission that a new Vic-
toria is required, iz a proof that old Vie-
toria has not been fully and properly
sustained. But swppose Methodism is
““thoroughly aroused to feel the pressing
need of a new Victoria,” have not the
pecple & right to -demand that
this  educational work for  the
church shail be done upon sound
business principles, and tbat the church
shall not be unnecessarily burdenmed to
gratify mere sentiments ahd ambitions or
denominaticnal pride? Have the people
not a right to demand that their gifts
should be uced to the greatest advantage
in promoting to the utmost extent possible
the cause of intelligence and religion ?
With all available means that Methodism
can produce, how and where can that best
be done ¢ In a corner, or in the centre of
the life of the church and the, country?
Aloue, or shoulder to shoulder with the
great majority of our christian fellow-
-citizens? With & limited s aff of pro-
fessors, or inside a great provincial uni-

Rtatesman,
From the London World.

There is scarcely anything remarkable
in the chancellor’s house at Friedrichsruhe
exoept its absolute plainess, Jewish pluto-
cracy may gloat in displaying gorgeous
tapestry and rare brio-a*brac, but Bismarck,
after all, is only a poor man. His state
appointment is not worth even 3,000
pounds sterling , Schonhausen is valueless ;
Vargin does not yield much, and the es-
tate at Friedrichsruhe although estimated
at 150,000 pounds sterling brings at th®
most 5,000 pounds sterling. I is true that
this is no reason why his walls should be
whitewashed, why his furniture is of the
eimplest description, why his art treasures
coneit of comparatively worthless photo-
graphs and ?intingl of his daughter and
his sons, of Moltke, of Cardinal Hohenlohs,
of Thiers, of B:aconsfield, of Friedrich-
sruhe itself,

Yet there are several objects of luxary
and ease, and others of decidely historic
importance, There is the rich carpet, ex:
tending through hall and rooms; the
number of chimneys, where, the whole
winter through, fires burn perpe- nally, and
an abundance of couches, sometimes two
or three in one room On the chimuey-
piece are the brorzé bust of . Moltke,
crowned with a huge laurel wreath, a
plaster cast ot Charic mague, and a small
copy of Schiuter’s Great Elector, The
dining-room is ;adorned with the bronze
statne of the emperor, given by him to
Bismark in 1881, But parti®lar mention
is due to the bronze imiwaiicn of the
Niederwald monument, which stands on &
fine oak cupboard in the swcking-room,
A feaflct is nttached to it with the follow-
Ing words, written by the emperor himself.
«‘Christmas, 1883; the crowning stone of
your policy ; a featival which was destined
chiefly for you, and which you unhappily
were not able to attend—'W.”
