LINKS IN TBE CHAIN,

The Damaging Facts Which Led to the
Arrest of the Aged Couple,

For some days past The. World has known
of certain clues pointing in the diréction of
Handeock and his wife, but in order that the
state of fancied security in wnich the
couple had lapsed might not be distnrbed no
mention was made of these clues that the
interests of justice might not be hampered.

Going back to the day of the murder, Isaac
Dolldry. one of the first to enter the house,
observed that an attempt had been made to
obliterate the clot of blood which was found
on the floor between the girl’s body and the
trapdoor. A quantity of clay, probably two
baundsful in all, was mixed with the blood.
The opinion Dollery formed at the time was
that the murderer had endeavored to ob-
literate the stain, and, this effort
proving  abortive, the alarm had
been iven. Another important fact
