Little has been heard of the Marquis of
Ailesbury since that most noble member of
the peerage appeared in the Chancery
Court backing up his effort to turn into
cash the old family. place as Savernake.
But His Lordship has not been idle, and
once more thrns up in the courts of law.
This time it is in the paratively respect
able position of a witness. rom the
story, related partly by the noble
marquis and mgplemenbed by others,
it appears that while staying ab the Old
Ship Hotel .in Brighton he met a Scoteh
gentleman named Maxwell, whom he in-
vited to come up to- his room and have a
drink. It is probable that not every night
did Maxwell have the opportunity of hob-
nobbing with a Marquis. He accordingly

- accepted the invitation, and in the course

of dispensing hospitality His Lordship
suggested a game of car Maxwell as-
sented with the result that by 3 o'clock
in the morning he had lost £50C0.
For this he drew a check, which
he handed to the Marquis, who passed it
on to his trainer, who paid it into the bank,
whence it was returned marked ‘insuffi-
cient assets.” The action is brought to
recover the £5000; but the plaintiff de-
clared that on the occasion he was dtunker
gven than & lords He had no recollection
of drawing the check and was certainly in-
capable of playing a reasonable game.

Report that Neill Has Confessed.

World declares that it is in a position to
state that Neill, the doomed woman
poisoner, in an interview in jail, confessed
that he poisoned Matilda Cloyer, Emma
Shrivell and Alice Marsh, but declared that
he had not poisoned E’lion Donworth, and
said that up to the last' moment he had &
feeling that he would be acquitted.
- Since he was sentenced Neill bas been as
impassive and as cool as betore. When he
was taken to Wandswotth Jail on Frlda{
night he said: “Thank heaven, iv is all
over. - The judge was dead against me, but
perhaps that was his duty.”

On Saturday Neill asked to be aliowed
before the day set for his execution to see
Laura Sabbatini, to whom he was engaged
to be married.

A WOMAN'S LONG RIDE.

An Euglish Woman Rides 230 Miles in 67
Hours,

ViesNa, Oct. 21.—A remarkable feat of
horsemanship, requirmg great emdurance
and & wonderful amount of determination
and persistence in its wonderful accom-
plishment, has just been performed by a

‘woman, This is'a long distance ride on

horseback, which, considering the many
difficulties encountered in the route
traversed and the rugged and mountainous
nature of the country, was made 1n very
ood time. 'The equestrienne is Miss
omasson, & young English woman.

The start was made trom Innsbruck, the
capital city of the Tyrol, at the entrance of
the Sill into the Inn, 84 miles from Trent.
From Innsbruck she rode to the town of
Botzen, at the confluence of the Talfer and
the Eisach, 35 miles from Trent. Passing
through Botzen she proceeded to St. Val-
entin and thence to Landeck, a town of
Prussian Silesia, on the Biala, at which
point half her journey was accomplished.

Miss Tomasson then retraced her route,
returning to Innsbruck by the same road
which she followed on the first half of her
long and wearying ride.

She reached the goal in comparatively
ood condition, and her arrival was greeted
y a large crowd of admirers, who enthusi-

astically showered her with praise for her
plucky and notable work in the saddle.

The entire distance ridden over by Miss
Tomasson was 220 miles, and was covered
in the surprisingly short time of 67§ hours.
She rode the same horse throughout the
journey.

The task was made more noteworthy by
the fact that Miss Tomasson had not pre-
viously undergone any training and that
the route included the celebrated Brenner
Pass and the monotonous Malser Haide.

IMPERIAR TROO¥S 10 BE WITH.
DRAWN FROM CANAD A,

Mr. Gladet of Opinion That the
Colonies Should Rely Upon Them-
solves and 1t is Phobable That Cana-
dians Will Be Called Upon te Occupy
the Forts Now Garrisoned By Bntish
Troops.

Loxpox, Oct. 22, —Considerable surprise
was caused in politicsl circles, and especi-
slly in colonial circles, yesterday by » re-
port that Mr. Gladstone proposed to withs
draw British troops entirely from the
North American colonies and require
that Canadians and Newfoundlanders
maintain their own means of defence.
It is knowm that the question has been
seriously discussed among members of
the Cabinet, and that Mr. Gladstone is de-
cidedly favorable to throwing the colonists
in all parts of the world as much as possible
on their own resources. He has no ides of
abandoning territories that are directly
under Imperial jurisdiction, but believes in
training the self-governing colonies to be
able to rely upon their own resources, both
military and naval.

It is not improbable that before another
12 months has elapsed the Canadians willbe
called upon te occupy the forts now garri-
soned by Imperial troops, and that the Cape
Government will also be required to under-
take similar responsibility. 1t is said that
Mr. Gladstone has expressed the opinion
that if the colonists should learn something

y experience as to the cost of military
strength and display they will be less likely
to involve themselves and the Empire in
costly and unprofitable wars.

Meantime, however, it seems certain
that the British Government will not aban-
don Uganda. Lord Rosebery has intimated
as much, and public sentiment, without re-
gard to party, is in favor of retaining that
African possession.

He Breaks Oui of His Cell, But-is Re-
Captured,

AvsvUrx, Ost. 22.—Oliver Curtis Perry,
the vrain robber, has carried into execution
the threat made when he entered Auburn
Prison, that he would not remain to finish
his sentence, and has added another to the
long list of desperate deeds which have
brought him unenviable fame. His latest
exploit was to escape from his guards late
this afternoon, and so far he has succeeded
in eluding their search.

Perry’s call was located in the basement
of themorth wing. The cells on the other
side were omxied by men who work in
the shops, and through one of these he
made his escape by digging through the
brick gu‘tition, a distance of 12 inches.
At 4.15 o'clock this gisernoon Keeper Wil-
lard, an ex-AssembYyman from St.Lawrence
County, who has been only a short time on
the prison force, gave Perry his supper.
Nothing unusual was noticed at this time
by the guard excepting that the prisoner
seemed in great good humor and more sub-
missive than at any time since his entrance
into the institution.

This was the last seen of the wily bandit.
At 5 o’clock when the other convicts were
marched from the shops a man named
munds, who occupied the cell next to Per-
l‘{’l, reported that there was a hole through
the dividing wall. A hasty examination
by the officer confirmed the report, A
towel had been pinned over the opening in
Edmunds’ cell to conceal it. A glance into
Perry’s cell revealed what appeared to be
his form stretched on the cot, but closer in-
spection proved it to be only a dummy.

When Perry escaped from the building
or where he went is yet a mystery. War-
den Durston maintains that he is hidden
inside the'walls, but many of the keepers
openly express the belief that he is safe

Perry was found at 1.80 o’clock hiding in
the marbleshop.

BOOKS ARE DEBASING,

at Vietoria Unt ity yening of an
. Anglican Ohurch - Another Tirade
Against Gambling—Echoes of What
the Preachers Sald.

Rev. Dr. Galbraith of Berkeley-street
Methodist Church is preaching a series of

sermons on stumbling blocks in the way of
the young. The particular stumbling block
with which ho dealti last night was im-
pure literature, +

He said that there were thousands of
books'rend by members of churches- in
good standing which ‘are ' 10 times
worse than the Looks burned by the
heathens of Ephesus, while there were
books in our public libraries vhat were ten
thousand times worse.

“The corrupt literature that we have all
over our Christian lands is far more to be
dresded than smallpox, yellow fever and
cholera combined. And yet there is no
quarantine against it.”

He referred to George d, Dumas
and others, similar writers, and added
tragically, “Their works, like the tumes of
hell, come up to blight and destroy the
beauty of the earth.” Licentibus literature
ciretilated freely in the colleges and in’ the

lock | homes, and only the other day, he said, he

had found one of Geor; ’s vilest books
in the library of one of the members of his
chutch, He did not object to the highest
style of imaginative literature. “‘Litera-
ture is not to be rejected because it is fioti-
tious, and all novels are not to
condemned, but nine-tenths of them are not
fit to come into our homes, They are the
filth and the prodact of the most degraded
of men.”

Continuing, he said that eleven hillion
newspapers were printed in the world
last year, three billions of which ' were on
this continent. “Four-fifths of theso papers
are mot fit to come into any
home. What are they? The recital of
police court records of the crimes through
the country, all the sensational stories that
keep gathering up-—one page to good mat-
ter and seven to filth; 2 columns in some
of our so-called religious papers to the re-
-marks of some minister and 34 to fiith.”

Impure literature destroys all relish
for. useful information, and this
was wh religious  services  were
uninteresting to the young and sensational
sermons were demanded.

e saia that in New York a short time
aga it was found that of 3813 young people
in the House of Refuge, between 1 and 17
years of age, nearly everyone of them
who could read had been under the baneful
and blighting influence of corrupt literature,
«Within six months 441 young people be-
tween 7 and 20 years of age were im-
prisoned in New York, who, on investiga-
tion, it was found, almost without excep-
tion, had been under the influence of
half-dime and dime novels.”

“We have an immense public library
here,” he continued. *“I understand it is
chiefly supported by taxing the people.
question whether that public library is of
any benefit to Toronto. [ don’t say there
are no good books there. But if what
I read in the newspapers is true,
the bcoks - that are taken out
and read have no
elevate man. The great bulk of them
are debasing and we're taxed to support it.
I think it would be a good idea to employ
the money we now use in keeping up the
library in paying the salaries of inspectors
of literature.” .

In closing the reverend gentleman plead-
ed with his congregation to boycott stores
that sold indecentqiunmte.
