It is also stated that it was the intention of
Mr. Gladstone to allude to . his approaching
resignation in the House of Commons yes-
terday, buthe was dissuaded by his col-
leagties from doing so.

The Statements Seem Positive,

The renewed rumors of Giadstone’s retire-
meut from office having been reduced to
elmost positive statements fromwell-informed
sources Gladstone’s followers have become
agitated almost to the verge of a panic,
while his political enemies are correspond-
fogly jubiiant. Though there are still many
doubters it 18 significaut that iv is ameng
the Premier’s parliamentary and official ad-
herents that the reports of his almost im-
mediate withdrawal from office find most
oredence,

An Ofiicial Denial,

The Central News is authority for the
statement that the rumor that Mr.Gladstone
will resign from office is denied.

The statement is also made on the same
authority that the report that the Premier
bas bad any interview with the Queen on
the subject of his final resignation or tem-
porary retirement is absolutely without
foundation. The interview had by Lord
Roséfery with the Queen on BSaturday bad
no poitical significance whatever.

The True Reason for His Hesignation,

Although the condition of Mr, Gladstone’s
eyes is regavded as a sufficient reason for his
wishing to lay down the cares of office it is
not believed to be the real reason for hie
resignation, if the persistent reports that he
intends to resign are true. Owing to his
great age and waning pbysical power he is
unable to withstand the shafts of criticism
burled at bim as he §was a few years or even
afew months ago. Where then they would
glance from him as from an armor they now
pierce bim.

sStung by Ingratitude,

It is also true that he has recently been
deeply affected by the comments of his
political friends on his course in regard to
several party measures. These evidences of
ingratitude bave pained him severely. His
course in witbdrawing the Ewpioyers’ Lia-
bility Bill, when many of hisgfollowers were
clamoring for a Parliamentary fight against
the House of Lords with the ultimate view
of compelling the abolition of the
nereditary body, bas driven the
more ‘radical of his adberents to
declare that bis democracy has undergone a
change and this accusation they have taken
great pains should reach his ears. The pri-
vate secretary of the Premier will neitber
affirm nor deny the r%pons as-to Mr, Glad-
stone’s resignation, The most he will say is
that the positive statemeunt of The Edin-

- burgh Evening News that Mr. Gladstone
has resigned is entirely unauthorized,
A Significant Fact,

The fact that the Earl of Roseberry, while
on Lis way to visit the Prince and Princess
of Wales at Sandringham last Saturday,
was handed a despatch at Newmarket and
jmmediately returned to the Foreign Office,
while attracting no attention at the time,
is now believed to bave had a direct bear-

will His Retirement be Permanent?

Ioquiries made by representatives of the
United Press tend to confirm jthe report that
Mr. Gladstone’s resignation is inevitabls
within a few weeks, BSince his return from
Biarritz the cataract which  bas
been forming in _ his eye has
ripened fast and Dr. Bond, Dr, Grainger
and other physicians whom he has consulted
eonsider an early operation advisable. The
treagment will necessarily involve seciusion
fn & darkened room for a long time, probably
three months, with complete cessation of all
work attended by brain strain or worry.
My, Gladstone’s colleagues wish him
so postpone his resignation of - the
Premiership until the latest possible
moment and to keep a sinecure seat in the
Cabiget, such as by taking the office of Lord
Privy Seal.

Quebec’s Atty,-Gen, Says the Manitoba

MONTREAL, Que., Feb, 27.—The Conserva-
tives beld a political demonstration at the
Monument Nationale to-night, when addresses
were delivered on the poiitical issues of the
day by the s of the Quebec Cabinet.

The Natives Pat to Rout—None of the
British Killed,

Loxpow, Feb, 27.—A despatch from Rear
Admiral Bedford, commandicg the British
West African fleet at Bathurst, Gambia,
says a large force of natives under Chief
Fodisilah have invaded British Combo. The
Legislative council of the colony has decided
to organize patrol parties, to be led by mem-
bers of the council, There was two hours
fighting between the natives and a detach-
ment of the West India regiment on Sunday.
The engagement terminated with the defeat
and rout of the natives, who lost a number
of killed arid wounded, None of the West
India command were killed and only three
wounded.

Bathurst.

Exces ive Tazation tu Italy Will Produce
Disorder,

RoME, Feb. 27.—The new taxation pro-
gram of Finance Minister Sonnino meets
with strong opposition in the Vatican,
owing to the fact that large investments in
Italian rentes were recently made by the
financial department of the Papal house-
hold. Following the inevitable close of the
distilleries and other works which are un-
able to bear the proposed new taxation it is
feared there will be great disorder and pos-
sibly bloodshed.

Hattle Between Russians and Germans,
St1. PETERSBURG, Feb, 27.—Rumors of a
battle between Russian and German troops
on the frontier have beep current in military
circles in Moscow for several days. One
version of the reported fight is as follows:

A squadron of Russian dragoous saw a
party of Prussian Ublans makiog a target at
a frontier post on which the Russian arms
were displayed. The Russian commander
requested the Prussiaus to stop firing at the
post, The Prussiansignored the request, A
skirmish followed, in which several men on
both sides were killed. The Russiaus pur-
sued the Prussians for some distance after
the fight.

When Mayor Keunnedy took the chair the
ball was well filled, Everything went on
smoothly for a time and the doctrines of
single tax were expounded to the multitude,
But of this they soon wearied and began to
have much fun with the speakers, Then the
man who will build the great canal, in bis
mind, came to the front and the rest of the
evening was one discordant cborus of cat-
calls, cheers, hisses and exceedingly personal
epithets, For an hour a very interesting
imitation of a rolling mill o full blast was
given, and then the chairman dismissed the
meeting.

Single Tax the Panacen.

Rev, C, C, Cralg, who was the first speak-

“You will hear me next,” shouted the
promoter. *‘Sit down,” retorted the audi-
ence, amid storms of hisses and jeers. ‘‘Get
out,” *We don’s want to hear you,” *‘Obey
the chair,” Finaily comparative quiet was
restored and the man of the canal anuounc-
ed that he would give way to Mr, Campbell,

Mr, Campbell Says “Fair Tax.’’

14
last, opens -at Brampton, before Mr, Justice
Ferguson, on March 12, one of the strongess
cases known in eriminal annals will be pre
sontegl to the jury,

During the past few days many important
facts have been elicited in conneotion with
the tragedy.

At the preliminary examination evidence

had possession at noon of the following day
of the horse and rig stolen from the farm at
the time of the murder, Where it was be-
tween the time the murder s believed to
have been committed, 6 o'clock Thursday
night, and noon the next day is what Detec~
tive Gireer has been endeavoring to ascer-
tain, . This be has at length accompliskied.
A witness has been found who saw Mace
Wherrell aud Walker driviog the
stolen horse and rig in this city be~
tween 8 and 9 o'clock on Thursday night.
The witness has since inspected both horse
and rig, and is positive in bis identification.
This fact settles beyoud dispute that the
murder was committed on Thursday night
snd within an hour or two after Mac
rell called at the house of Mrs, McKay, a few

who bave no sense of self-respect or of per-
sonal independence, and it is these people-
who will benefit the most in any promiscpou 8
scramble for bread. In this class are included
the chronic good-for-nothing people, pro
fessional beggars and people who, though
able to support themselves, are always on
deck whenever and wherever anything can
be got for nothing. In any charitable or-
ganization the most fmportant part of the
work consists in ascertaining who the people
are that should be helped, and in what way
assistance should be given. T he collection of
articles of food and clothing and of money
is easy when 1t is kuown for certain
that they will be devoted to those really de-
serving assistance, The practical side of
belping the unemployed is set forth with
precision in the last number of The Forum.
Josepbine S, Lowell discusses the various
methods of relief proposed, and makes the
leading feature of her paper the maintenance
of a clear distinction between ‘the chronic
foftm of poverty as .i% presents itself in the
great cities at all times, or,at least, annually,
and the acute form due to a temporary dis-
turbance of the wheels of imdustry. The
usual remediss adopted to meet such dis-
tress, viz, charitable relief, charitable
work and relief by public works, are con-
demned as directly calculated not only to
aggravate, but actually to create the very
conditions they are designed to relleve.
The present deplorable condition of
Cbicago is charged directly to the fact
that £30,000,000. bave been spent there on
temporary work during the past three years.
Turning next to the sufferer from the acute
stage of the diseaso the writer points out

| that the two chief dangers to be confronted
‘|are: (1) The encouragement of chronic de-

pendence in the weaker sufferers, and (2
The divorsion of the relief from its intended
purpose to the doubtful banefit of those who
are in chronic need. To avoid thess two
dangers the writer insists on the relief being
of & kind which those in acute distress will
accept bezause it does not offend their self-
respect and 'which will not tempt those in a
chronic state. “Ralief work to . be
a benefit must be continuous,
bard and underpaid,” The greatest
danger of all, she points out, is that by the
very means adopted to help one hundred or
one thousand ten thousand should be injured.
Sue argues that the sole permapent depend-
ence of the toiling “masses is regular work,
and any interference with trade on the regu-
lar market which acts unfavorabiy on the
producers will result in greater mischiet
than any amount ot relief work or charitable
effort can atone for. 3

Armageddon It Will Be,

Spring is at hand and the customary prog-

nostications of the coming Huropean war
are being made by the newspaper prophets.
Archibald Forbes, the war correspondent,
reviews the situation in the current number
of The North American Review. In his
opinion there will be no clash of arms this
year, nor in 1895, but that is as far ahead as
he can see. Mr, Forbes thinks a general con-
fliet is pretty sure to come, He does not men-
tion England as a likely participator. In the
conflict that seems predestined before many
years Mr. Forbes foresecs a terrible Armaged-
don. It “will be a struggle to the death, The
vae victis will be overwhelming, for the na-
tions which will be vanquished must reckon
on suffering dismembermeunt. The map of
Europe shall be transformed out of recog-
nition, If the triple alliance conquers,
there will be no longer a French nation, and
lussia will be reft of all territory west of
the Dnieper, and of the Balti¢ Provinces as
well. In the contrary result, Italy will be
the washpot of Frauce, and over Germany
will Russia cast her shoe,”

The Bylaw is Now a Fact,

After two months’' arduous fighting the
civie economists have succeeded in passing
the salary reduction bylaw. It became
operative yesterday, and next mouth’s
galaries will be paid according to the revised
scale. The ecomomy crusade, which Ald,
Sheppard and Thompson have instituted so
vigorously, is of. quith a differest kind from
Ex-Mayor Fieming's ;dttampls in the same
jine. Mr. Fleming talked oceans about
economy, but be never did anything. He
never attempted anything. During the two
months’ life of the present council more
economy has been effected than during the
two whole years that Fleming beld office.
It is understood the crusade will be carried
still further. Several officials whose ser-
vices are not required will be dispensed with
and there is talk of ciosing up two of the firé
halls.

Railway Ferries.

A despatch from Cleveland discloses a pro
ject for establishing a raiiway ferry from
that city to Rondeau Harbor, to connect
with the Erie and Huron Railway. The
distance is 55 miles, and the company is
figuring with a sbipbuilding company for
the building of a steel transfer boat capable
of carryiog 21 loaded cars and 600 passen-
gers, to operate between the points unamed,
Coal, merchandise and other freight can be
transferred in the cars without change to
Ountario, Michigan and the Northwest.

The same reason which makes such a ferry
system desirable in this locality operates in
regard to a ferry between Toronto and the
Niagara River, with the advantages all in
tavor of the Toronto-Niagara project.

of the scrutiny ?

Hon. Mr, Gibson: Since the general elec-
tions of 1875, since the ballot was first intro-
duced, there appear to have been 82 con-
tested olections—in 1875, 20; in 1879, 17; in
1883, 21;in 1886, 3, aud in 1800, 22, There
ltave been other contested elections, but the
above appear to be the only ones that went
to trial, and they are made up from the
records of the journals of the House, I
eannot apply to anv official records with re-
gard to scrutiny, There was, however, the
case of Lincoln in 1875 and that of South
Wentworth in 1879, 1 do not know whether.
there were others, but I believe that formal
applications for unseating members were
made in other cases, which were not found
necessary, as in the majority of instances
the cases were brought to a termination
before it became necessary to enter on a
scrutiny of the ballot, There are no avail-
able statistics as to the cost of scrutiny.

Government House,
Mr. Marter rose to address the House in
support of his motion with reference to the
maintenance of Government House, but at

the request of Sir Oliver the motion was
allowed to stand uotil next week.
The Prohibition Vote,

Mr. MoKay’s motion for a return from
the records of the votes cast ‘‘yes” and *‘no’’
on the question of probibition on Jan, 1 last
and all particulars in connection therewith
was agreed to.

Bills Read the ¥irst Time,

The following biils were read the first
time:

To amend the Ontario Election Act by
providing that nothing contained in the oath
to be administered to voters shall affect
or prevent any voter voting in Ontario
who has gone to the United States to obtain
employment, but whose family resides in
Ontario, even though be has taken the oath
of allegisnce to the United States,—Mr,
Garrow.

To amend the act respecting writs of.exe~
cution by.providing thas such writs rmay in-
clude both goods and land, the contrary be-
ing the present practice,—Mr. Garrow.

To « ameud the Municipal Act by
repealing the  provision which  en-
ables municipalities to demand contributions
from the county towards the maintenance of
bridges.

To amend the Municipal Act by providing
that bylaws may be passed requiring auc<
tioneers to take out licenses for selling real
estate, a8 well as for the sale of goods.j

Unauthorized Expenditure,

The House was about to adjourn, when

Mr. Meredith rose to call the attention of
the House to a return brought down yester-
day respecting an order in couneil concern-
ing the ratification of the printing contract,
and expressed surprise because the contract
itself was not submitted for the approvel of
the House, No copy of it had been
offered for their inspection, and consequent-
ly the order-in-conncil was not intelligible.
He wished to call attention to another mat-
ter: the printing of documents of very con-
siderable expense to the province without the
sanction of the House. He had in bis hand a
book, 8 good book, because it exhibited the
name of the Minister of Education on the
title page, which appeared to have been
printed for the Department of Education,
but be wmust protest iu the strongest possible
manner ageinst expenditures of this kind
made without the sanction of the House, The
Government was saltogether too ready to
deal with the people’s money without the
consent of the people’s representatives. This
was not the only case, Many like instances
had occarred. This practice had become the
rule, not the exception, and should be stop-

ped.

Hon. Mr. Ross replied that he had followed
the usual practice.

After some further discussion, in which
Messrs. Willoughby, Balfour and Hardy took
parts the matter was dropped.

Private Bills,

Mr. Preston enquired whether the time for
presenting petitions for private bills would
be extended this year,

Hon. Mr. Gibson censursd the perpetual
carelessness of persons desiring private legis-
lation, but added that no doubt some exten-
sion of time would be granted.

The House adjourned at 8,85 o'clock.

Among his. charges after ordination were
St. Catharines (twice), Brantford, Guelpb,
Hamilton and Bloor-streer, Toropto. Dur-
ing his ministry in Hpmilton he was
chosen president of the Niagara Conference,
and last June he stood second in the vote for
the presidency of Toronto Conference, which
meant the presidency next year. The sick-
ness which resulted in hig death was con-
tracted a year ago last October while be was
pastor of Central Methodist Chureh, After
partially recovering, contrary to the advice
of his pbysicians, he entered bis work with
that devoted energy which characterized nis
whole life. Shortiy after he became pastor
of Elm-street Church his constitution once
more gave way and he graduslly grew
weaker, until at 8 o'clock yesterday morn-
ivg a severe attack of hemorrbage brought
his career to a close, He leaves a widow to

Bigh Court Siivings To Be Held At
London, g

A deputation consisting of Messrs, w.
Hogg, Q.C., F. H. Chrysler, Q.0., W, Wyld,
F. R. Latohford, representing the Esstern
Bar Association, and Messrs, Sydney Smith,
Q.C., J. Idington, Q.C , and J. P. Maybee of
Stratford; M, Wilson, Q.C., of Cbatbam, F.
Hellmath, T. H. Purdon and P. Moore of
London, representing tbe Western Bar Asso-
ciation, waited yesterday afternoon ab the
Parliament buildings upon Sir Oliver Mowat
and Hon, Messrs, Gibson and Frasér with
regard to legisiation in amendment of the
Judicature Act and rules of court, I'he draft
of the bill submitted provided for weekly
sittings of the High Court of Justice at Lon=
dou, except during the long aud Christmas
vacations, and applied its Erovillouc to the
counties of Bruce, Perth, Elgin, Huron, Ox-
ford, Middlesex, Lambton, Kent and Essex,
A similar request was made with regard to
Ottawa and vicinity.

Sir Oliver Mowat informed the deputation
that the Government would grant sittings of
the High Court of Justice at London, but
bad not quite decided with regard to dates,
As to Ovtawa, the return showed that the
business there was extremely small. In bis
own county and in Huron the bar were not
unanimous with reference to going to
London, The whole thing ~was of
course tentative, but they might arrange
that cases should be confined in the first in-
stance to those ot lawyers living in Middle-
sex and to those entered by consent in a
book kept for cases arising in other counties,
In some instances it would be much more

Surveyors Think the Tariff on Profes

Rule 20 was changed to read as follows:

A tie-game—if the score be a tie at the end of
nine lnulnn‘aglny—lhnll be continued until one
side has scored more runs than the other in an
equal number of Innings, provided that if the
side last at bat scores the winoing run before the
third man is out, the game shg)l terminate. }

Rule 36 was amended as follows: “A fair hit is
a ball batted by the batsman standing in his
position, that first touches any part of the person
of a player or umpire or falls within foul lines
that (whether it touches foul or fair lines)bounds
or rolls within foul lines between home and flrst
base or home and third base without interference
by a player.”

Rule 38 was changed as follows: ‘A sacrifice
buut is a ball batted by the batsman standing in
his position that falls within fair grounds bafore
reaching the lines between first and secoud
bases and second and third bases, as deflned in
rule 86, that is made for the obvious purpose of
advancing a runner occupying a base, which re-
sults in putting out the batsman, or would so re-
sult it handled without error,” The creation of
the above new rule necessitated the renumbering
of the playlng rules, old rule No. 38 becoming
No. 39, and so on up to rule No 68, which will be
known as rule 69, and all references to rule num-
bers in the revision apply to the new numbers,

Two new sections, Nos, 4 and 5, were added to
rule 41, as follows:

Section 4. A strike is a foul hit other than a
foul tip made by the batsman while attempting
& bunt sacrifice hit as defined in rule 28, that falls
or rolls upon foul ground between home base and
first base, or home base and third base.

Section 5. A strike isa ball struck at if the
ball touches any gmn of the batsman'’s person.

A new section 8 was added to rule 43. It reads
as follows:

*The batsman is out if while attempting a third
strike the ball touches any part of the batsman’s
person, in which event base-runners occupyiog
mlsesf‘ shall return as provided in section b,
rule 47.”

A new section, No. 9, was added to rule 43.
It reads as follows:

“If he hitsa fly ball that can be handled by
an infielder while first base is occupied with only
one out.”
