William Edward Kiely, son of the late 
George W. Kiely, and one of the beet- 
known of the younger citizens of To-; 
ronto, met Ibis death in a tragic man­
ner at hie boarding house, No. 232 Jar.

His wife said she would go down 
and prepare a cup of beef tea for him, 
and started down stairs, leaving her 
husband still seated on the bed .with 
the revolver in his hand.

Mrs. Phyall, the landlady, ascended the 
stairs a moment or two later and had 
proceeded about hall way, when she was 
startled by a pistol Shot and, hurrying 
to the room, found the young man ly­
ing on the bed with the revolver still 
grasped in his right hand. A gaping 
wound over the right eye showed where 
the bullet had entered. Dr. Johnson and 
Father Guinane were hastily summon­
ed and the young man died a; lew; minu­
tes after ,their arrival.

The revolver had been in deceased*» 
possession for a long time, and three 
weeks ago Dr. Johnson warned him 
against having it around the place, and 
advised him to get rid of it.

In the Exchequer Court to-day the 
following business was disposed of by 
Mr. Justice Burbldge. Dame Cathar­
ine O’Connell v. the Queen. This was 
a petition of right for damages arising 
out of an accident during some work 
of repair on the Lachine Canal at Mont­
real on 24th March, 1893, whereby the 
Jiueband of petitioner was killed. The 
action occurred in the use ot a derrick, 
and, it was alleged, was attributable 
to the negligence of the Crown’s ser­
vants.. The case was referred to the 
Registrar of the Court ap referee to 
make Inquiry and report the damages 
to the Court. The Registrar’ reported 
in favor of the suppliant for the sum 
of $5600 and costs. On motion of Mr. 
J. A. Ritchie this report was confirmed, 
W. D. Hogg, Q:C., appearing for the 
Crown.

John Owens v. the Queen was a case 
arising out of the same accident, the 
suppliant’s son having been killed. 
Suppliant is a farmer, living in Rosce- 
vey, County Tyrone, Ireland, and It 
was proved that his son contributed to 
his support The Referee reported in 
favor of the suppliant for $500 and 
costs, the report being confirmed.

John Burgion v. the Queen,—This was 
a case involving only $22, or there­
abouts, but, as the counsel for Uie sup­
pliant explained: “there was a cow be­
tween the. parties, and they could no.t 
come together on a settlement." How­
ever, if the parties could not come to­
gether the suppliant's cow and the 
respondent’s locomotive on the Inter­
colonial Railway did, which was the 
cause of the former’s untimely demise 
and the existence of the present ac­
tion.

The case was referred to the Regis­
trar for Inquiry, and report on motion 
of Mr. J. A. Ritchie, W. D. Hogg con­
senting on behalf ot the Crown.

Canadien Manufacturai In Europe.
Mr. C. E, Sontum, commercial agent 

for Canada in Sweden and Denmark, 
reports to the Department of Trade and 
Commerce that during the last six 
months he has traveled extensively on 
the Continent for Canadian houses, and 
sees openings In the Scandinavian coun­
tries, Germany, Switzerland, and Aus­
tralia, for several Canadian articles, 
not only agricultural products, but alsii 
for manufactured goods, especially 
since the Government has decide*.that 
in future 99 per cent, of the duty paid 
on materials entering into the manu­
facture of goods, which are subsequent­
ly exported, will be refunded. Mr. Son­
tum thinks this favorable arrangement 
for Canadian manufacturers should 
make them able to compete with any 
body in a foreign market, and he has 
already had communications from dif­
ferent parties, even in the dry goods 
line, who are going to make use of 
this very wise and liberal arrangement 
for drawback. Mr. Sontum has placed 
several hundred sacks of Canadian 
wheat and flour since his last report, 
after having induced the mills to^fitart 
packing the flour in 220 lb.- (100 kilo­
grams)
Very good for the coming season. The 
Bakers’ Union in Christiania has at 
present under consideration the handl­
ing of Canadian flour, which is a very 
high compliment for it and would tend 
to Increase the sales largely.

Toledo, May 27.—During the past four 
days King & Oo. have received replies 
from 4578 reliable grain dealers and mill­
ers. covering every important wheat coun­
ty in the six principal winter wheat states 
which generally raise two-thirds of that 
crop In the United States. Three thousand 
one hundred and eleven replies are from 
the larger wheat producing counties and 
1467 from the less important. The pre­
sent prospect in the six states, reduced 
acreage considered, is for about half a 
crop. Ohio and Michigan promise about 
two-thirds of a crop; Missouri about half 
a crop; Indiana a trifle below half: Illinois 
worse and Kansas about a quarter. The 
damage has occurred mostly during the 
pa*t three weeks. The acreage harvested 
will be materially less than last year. More 
is being plowed up than usual. Reserves 
of old wheat are very small.

Numerous ob­
servations en made at Heligo­
land, whb * principal halting
place of bin. passage from northern
countries, and in Egypt, which is the 
winter home of many, and these obser­
vations have established some facts 
hitherto unknown. The bluebirds tra­
verse the 400 nautical miles which sep­
arate Egypt from Heligoland in a st-q- 
gle night, which is at the rate of more 
than forty geographical miles per hour. 
The swallow’s speed is over two and 
one-half miles per rqinute, or nearly 
three times that of the fastest railway 
train. Even the young birds, six or 
eight weeks old, accompany the others 
in their long journey.

Prof. Wang asks himself what is the 
impulse which causes the birds, after 
the brooding and moulting season is. 
over, to quit our northern climate. He 
does not think it is fear of cold—for 
many species quite aS delicate as those 
which migrate southward easily with­
stand the rigors of the winter, but that 
they have an irresistible humor for tra­
velling. This is his idea of the fact, but 
he can give no explanation.—New York 
World.

Oil on the Water.
A simple device for distributing oil on 

rough water is meeting with adoption 
among British shipowners. The ar­
rangement is practically automatic, tak­
ing advantage as it does of the rise and 
fa'll of the vessel to create an air pres­
sure, by means of which the oil is forced 
from the reservoir and mixes with the 
sea. Briefly, a tank is placed in a con­
venient position at the fore or aft end 
of the vessel, above the water line, and 
is about three-parts filled with oil, the 
remaining space acting as an air reser­
voir. In connection with and passing 
through this tank is a tube, the lower 
end of which is carried as far down as 
possible, and is open to the sea, the up­
per part being fitted with an air valve, 
to admit of the air pressed up by the 
column of water passing into the reser­
voir. In connection with the main tube 
an additional air tube is fitted immedi­
ately under the water line, which, when 
the vessel rises, admits air into the main 
tube, and by means of a valve prevents 
its escape, 
the column of water, which forces its 
way up the main tube by the pitching 
of the vessel, and a pressure of five to 
six pounds can easily be obtained,which, 
acting upon the air stored in the reser­
voir, ejects the oil through the distribut- 
tion pipes to the sea.—London Inven­
tion.

West Australia stands first, with 111.8 

miles for every 10,000 people, yet it has 
only 660 miles of railway, while 
British India, with 17,768 miles, has only
I. 1 mile of railway to every 10,000 people. 
Japan and the Dutch Indies are both 
equal in this respect, each having 0.4 
miles of railway for every 10,000 people. 
Reckoning the railway millage against 
the area of the country, Belgium is first, 
with 29.6 miles per 100 square miles, 
the United Kingdom second with 16.7. 
Holland third with 14. Then come Ger­
many, 13.2 ; Switzerland, 13 ; France,
II. 6 ; Denmark, 8.4 ; Italy, 7.7 ; Austria, 
6.8 : Spain, 3.4 ; European Turkey, 1,1, 
and Russia, L The millage of all the rail­
ways of the globe at the end of 1892, 
was 406,416 miles, or one mile to every 
3,516 inhabitants. Porto Rico has the 
shortest length of railway, 11 miles, and 
the United States has by far1 the great­
est. 174,784 miles. Next, but a long way 
behind, comes Germany, with 27.455 
miles ; then France, with 24,018 miles. 
Thé United Kingdom is fourth, with 20, 
325 miles, and Russia fifth, with 19, 656- 
miles. The islands of Man, Malta, and 
Jersey combined boast of 68 miles. Big 
Persia has 24 miles, and diminutive 
Hawaii 66 miles.—Philadelphia Record.

Cruelty in Fishing.
There is nothing more to be said 

against the use of fish for food than the 
Use of any other kind of animal food ; 
and, since fish may be lawfully eaten, 
they may be lawfully taken; but there 
ought to be no cruelty of any kind in 
taking them. We wish to warn our 
readers against two kinds of cruelty 
which are only too commonly practised 
by fishermen.

Live bait ought never to be used. To 
take a living minnow, to thrust a hook 
through its back, and then to jerk it 
fifty or sixty feet through the air, in 
order that it may wriggle in agony at 
the end of the line until it attracts some 
other fish to swallow it, is about as wan­
ton a piece of cruelty as anyone Could 
invent. There is nothing sportsman­
like in fishing of that sort. The skilful 
fisherman will use a fly or some other 
device by which the fish he wishes to 
capture may be deceived and caught. 
The live minnow is the bait of the blun­
derer, ijot of the expert.
Even experienced fishermen sometimes 

commit another sort of cruelty which 
ought never to be practised. They think 
that their fish must be kept alive as long 
as possible, and therefore they run a 
string through its gills, ami throw it 
overboard, to be hauled after t*
This is as foolish as it is cruel. ' 
the fish has a string through its gills tt 
cannot breathe. It Is slowly strangled 
to death, and if it is hauled through the 
water after a boat it is feimply drowned 
in its own element. Fish, when taken, 
should be Immediately killed. That IS 
the only way to prevent needless suffer­
ing, and we may add that it is the best 
way to bring the fish home in good con­
dition.—Our Animal Friends.

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PARKHURST ON FEMALE COLLEGES.
Should the Discipline of Young Women

be Intrusted u Much as It ia to Men.
Let it once be settled that womanli­

ness is the finest product which a fe­
male college can yield, with all that 
tendency wifeward and motherwhrd 
which is the instinctive outcome of wo­
manliness—I say, let this once be set­
tled and à large beginning will already 
have been made toward deciding the 
methods and machinery by which the 
college w|ll do its work and compass its 
ends, writes the Rev. Charles H. Park- 
hurst, D.D., in the May Ladies’ Home 
Journal.

With all this well in mind it is easy 
to wqnder whether it quite comports 
with the situation that so much the 
discipline and instruction of/ female 
colleges, as is commonly the case, 
should be In the hands of men. The 
question at any rate Is worth asking. 
Such schools are so largely an innova­
tion that it ia reasonable to suppose 
that the best-methods of administering 
then! have not yet been hit upon. The 
male president of such college and such 
male professors as are upon its staff 
of. Instruction, may all believe that wo­
man’s chief end-on earth is to be a wife 
and mother and to cultivate the best 
possibilities of her offspring, and these 
male funtionariés may all teach this 
doctrine with emphatic reiteration, but 
is ft presumable that masculine in­
fluence will produce feminine effects ? 
The gentlemen members of the faculty 
may be so thoroughly persuaded of the 
truth of what I have here been urging 
that they will be able to convince their 
lady pupils of the same truth, but it 
is one thing to persuade a class of 
young women that womanliness is the 
greatest accomplishment possible to 
them, arid quite a distinct thing to se­
cure and mature .them, in that womanli­
ness.

I never expect to see the teaching 
force of a male college made up, In 
part; of women.

Why does it any more comport with 
the fitness of things that the teaching 
force of-a female college should be made 
up, in whole or in part, of men ? Is 
there any doubt but that if women 
competent for the position were attain­
able they would meet the require­
ments of the case In a way that men 
cannot ?

Is it not pretty clear, without argu­
ment, that a thoroughly womanly wo­
man can do more toward helping a col­
lege girl to become a woman than a 

"thoroughly manly man can do? We 
may become so wonted to an infelici­
tous usage as not to realize its infe­
licity. . There would be no pertinence 
in these suggestions if it were the case 
that the object of a female college is 
jo make scholarly women.

ADVANTAGES OF SCARLET CLOVER.

Those who have grown red clover are 
aware of the fact that It Is a bl-an- 
nlaL That is, the seed is sown in the 
spring of one year and the crop Is 
mowed the second year. Scarlet clover 
Is seeded down ln the fall, occupies 
the land during the winter, and starts 
off early in the spring, the same as 
rye, and matures Its seed tn May or 
June, according to the location. It 
thus occupies the 'soli at a period of 
the year when the land is not required 
for other crops, and being seeded down 
in the fall It can be used on l'and that 
has but recently produced a crop. In 
many instances, it has given good crops 
by simply sowing the seed on top of the 
ground with out any prepay» 
the soil at all, especially Iff 1 
among the stalks of standing corn, as 
It soon germinates and begins to make 
growth, completely covering the soil 
and giving it a green appearance.

AS A SOIL RENBWBR.
Scarlet clover will never be able to 

displace the old and well-tried red va­
riety wherever the latter can be grown 
to perfection, but it proves a gold mine 
to farmers whose farms are not adapt­
ed to the red. It can be plowed under In 
May, in time for planting com, and its 
stalks, leaves and roots add both humus 
and nitrogen to the soil. It may be 
added here for the benefit of those who 
may give scarlet- clover » test, that it 
will be an advantage to use lime on the 
soil. Wood ashes are also excellfent, 
but lime Is cheap and can he easily 
obtained. The seed Is for sale by all 
reliable seedsmen, and it Is as a rule, 
pure and free form the seeds of weeds. 
Gryw it as a manurlal crop and use 
plenty of seed, so as to have the land 
completely covered with plants. It is 
also an excellent hay crop, and It cut 
before It heads out will afford several 
cuttings during the season, being an 
excellent early soiling crop for "cows, 
as well as being much superior to rye.

As one of the grounds on which 
this work is opposed is expense, it might 
be wise to give the actual figures. The 
average tot is 24 feet frontage, payment 
being spread over ten years, and total 
cost being $5.16 per toot frontage. Each 
householder would pay slightly over 
$12 per 'year, ■ or say, $1 per month, 
and every tot would be positively worth

Olszewski Reaches the Goal of Hls Am­

bition In HI» Experiment» In the Realm 

of Frigidity.

Science has at last triumphed ove» 
matter. Hydrogen, which has previous­
ly resisted all attempts to change Its 
physical characteristics, tow succumb» 
to the will of the notc-d scientist, Pr -e 
lessor Olszewski, of Cracow. As early 
as 1883 Professor Olszewski, began the 
experiments In the liquefaction and so­
lidification of gases which has resulted 
In the conversion of the last of the 
constituents of the atmosphere Into 
liquid form. Oxygen, nitrogen and 
many other gases, when submitted to 
low temperatures in tubes by means of 
liquid ethylene, boiling In vacuo, at a 
temperature of 218 degrees below zero 
Fahreinhelt, were severally liquified, 
but hydrogen refused to become liquid, 
even when submitted to a pressure of 
180 atmospheres, and -coo'ed down to 
364 degrees below xero by means of li­
quid ethlyene and liquid air boiling In 
vacuo. What the critical teihperature 
of the gas was could only be conjcret- 

, ured, although recognized to be. below 
864 degrees below zero. In hU subse­
quent experiments Professor Olszewski 
still further lowered the temperature 
of hydrogen, but it was not until a few 
days ago that this lightest of all gases 
passed from the gaseous to the liquid 
state at the remarkably low tempera­
ture of 404 degrees below zero Fahren­
heit
