It
is called ‘synhronous-multiplex tele-
graphy ! and is based on the idea of the
phonic wheel, lmagine two large horse
shoe magnets, shaped liked tuning forks,
one in Boston and one in Providence, and
both vibrating in turiog fork style in ex-
act unison. This is the starting point of
the system. ‘T'hen a mechanism is em-
ployed which looks like & perpendicular
steel axle, with seventy or more knitting-
needle spokes projecting from it. This
little wheel has no tire, but consists mere-
ly of axle and spokes. A trailing pen tra-
vels around rapidiy on these stecl #pokes,
toucking each in turu and sending a flash
of electricity throogh it, This wheel is
the second important peculisrity of the
mechanism.

In tho well known quadruplex
system of telegraphy, four mcsruges may
be aent at ouce over one wire, two in
each direction. By the new system, gev-
enty-two messages may be sent at once
over the same wire, all in one direction.

Speed of transmission varies with the
number of operators, Six men can use
the wire, and each send thirty-five words
a minute, but if twelve should use it the
speed would be reduced to twenty words.

The regular telograph companies require
quick transmission, but there are hundreds
of business men whose business does not
demand the speed of quick operators. If
they could have a private line, the slow
transmission of a wire worked in counnec-
tion with télegraph prioting instruments
would be well gnough for them, It is to
meet the needs of a class of business men
who require the safety of a private wire
than speed, but who cannot aftford to pay

Ordinarily,
if not always, this 1dea is a very errones
eous one, at least, so it appears to us.
A small farm well tilled, will give as
lurge, if not larger, returns than a farm
twice the size, poorly oultivated. The
expenses of a large farm are far more,
proportionately, thao on a small farm.
Fencing is a large item, also the jases;
then the general smpervision of so
much land requires a large amount of
valuable time, consequently the farmer
has 50 much to see after, that he can-
not give the attention to each portion
of his farm, that is necessary to briug

it to a proper state of cultivation.

A small farm can be thoroughly tiiled
and every square foot of it wade to
reach its highest state of productive-
nesa. If this principle were followed
out and our farms divided into small’
er holdings, a far different state of culy
tivation would be seen in the valley
than at present oblains. Many farm.
ers mortgage their farms to purchase
more land, when they already have
more than they can properly attend to.
The money would return them ten-fold
more if invested in improved breeds
of cattle, sheep and pigs, and in labor

This tree has hitherto been
cut down in New Brunswick for the
bhark alone, which is peeled in the early
summer, dried, and hauled to manafac
tories, where the tanningit contains |
is extracted. Thisis exported, while|
hundreds of thousands of trees are|
left lying in' the forest to rot.
There are two kinds of hemlock, the
ccarse bark and the white. The wood
of the former is apt to be shaky, while
that of the latter is generaily sound
and firm, From the tenacity with
which it holds nails it is exceedingly
well adapted to the construction of
boxes which are required to contain
heavy articles. It canalso be used for
nearly all of the other purposes for
swhich spruce deal are used.

—Allan Pinkerton, the famons dotective,
died at Chicago on the 1st instant. Mr,
Pinkerton died from accidentally biting
his tongue, gangrene having set in.’ He
was born in Glasgow in 1819, and came to
America in 1842. He settled at Elin, Il1.,
and worked at his trade as a coopur doing
a prosperons business. He got iato the
detective business simply as an Rmateur,
and his guccess in catching some counter-
feiters led the prople to eeclect him as
Sheriff. He has been in the business of

The canal is seventeen miles
long, and is formed by two enormous
bredak waters running parallel to each other
275 feet apart. Between them a chaanel
of the uniform depth of twenty-two feet
has been dredged. About balf way be-
tween the two cities the canal is widened
to & 'harbor of ‘refuge’ abiout one mile
square, also formed by break waters. . Fhe
latter are almost entirely constructed of
cribs filled with stone, which were gener-
aliy suok in winter time, when the bay
was frozen over solid.” The cribs were
mostly built on the iee, which was as
much as three feet thick, and suok
through holes in the ice. This work was
by no means free from danger, for frequent-
ly the water would suddenly ris¢  through
the hole made, and flood the camp of the
laborers, who had then to work standing
knee-deep in freezing cold water. At
other times a sodden snow-storm, in
which it was impossible to stand eroct,
would force the laborers to seek the coast,
crawling a distance of three miles ormore
over the ice.  To complete the canal it
was necessary to sink about twelve million
cubic feet of rock and stones, while to
deepen the channel two hundred and thirty
millions cubic fect of earth had to be re-
moved. Of course such an tundertaking
was possible only in Russia, and at the
time when her population was still largely
made up of sris, whose labor could be
had for the cost of board and clothing.

Down in the Sea,

LHRILLING STORY OF THE ONLY MAN SAVED
FROM TUE G. P, SHERWOOD.

One of the suddest of sea stories,
. iore thrilling, more tragioal than the
most startling to be found in sea novels
is * the plain unvarnished tale ' of Dan-
iel Stevens, the sole survivor and mate
of the brigantine G. P, Sherwood, of St.
John, N, B., which we epitomize from
the New York Sun:

The brigantine was commanded by
Captain R. D. Taylor, and as is usual
with Maritime Province crafts he had a
share in her, and his brother and neph-
ew were among his crew of nine men,
and his wife was on board.

On the 4th of Jumne, the Sherwood
got out to sea from between the oapes
of the Delaware, with 600 tons of
coal on board, from Philadelphia to Ha-
lifax, and on the evening of the Tth,
when she was about 350 miles from the
Delaware, a gale sprung up and the
small cauvas was all taken off her and
the mainsail close reefed. About two
o'clock, in the mate's watch, the gale
freshened and the sea became simply
terrible. The captain who had gone be-
low, leaving everything snug on deck,
was summoned and ‘all bands’' were
called, but belore an effort could be
made to get the ehip hove to, she went
on her beam-ends to starboard, with
yard arms in the water and lay there,
her cargo shifting. The beginning of
the end commenced when a sea broke
into the cuddy and the captain took
his poor wile forward and put her in
the forecastle, the only dry part of the
ship All bands then went to work
to get the lee 'boat on to the fore-
castle so that it could be launched
when the worst came to the worst, for
the sea was 8o heavy that there was
hardly any hope of the boats iving, and
there best chance was to stick to the
ship. The sea was going over the wea-
ther rail all the time like a cataract,and-
the tous of water falling on the men
drove them from their work. ‘Thefirst
man to go was the captain, who inspired
by the thought of his wife, was work
ing like a mudman, and the second
mate followed uim a momeunt later.
Just as the lashing bad been cast off the
mate turned and caught a glimpse of
the agonized face of the captain’s wife
in the forecastle scuttle,and of a great
green ourling sea, rising high over the
port rail. lle thréw himselfl down to
escape it, and in an instant the water
was all over him, but this did not pre-
vent him coolly pulling his boots off,
betore he felt the deck slide from un-
der him, and they went down all toge~
ther.

When he got to the surface after a
long struggle he looked around and
saw the captain’s nephew,a boy named
Robinson, Mike Gilvery and two others.
A spar was floating, which three man-
aged to reach, and for a while they
hung on, moie because that was the
only thing they had to do, than any.
thing else, for there was not a vessel
in sight and the sea-was too heavy to
allow her to do anything else had one
been near. It was just growing light
in the east when the brig went down,
and when the sun got up they saw a
boat floating bottom up not far off.
The mate saw it lirst, and turned to
tell the other two and then he saw that
the boy was gone. :

The two survivers managed to get to
the boat, but it was not till ten o’clock,
8o slow was their progress. They mana~
ged to cant the sail a little and the
the sea righted her for them, and they
got in. It was useless to attempt to
bail her out for every sea filled her,
but they could stand in her and hang
to uspar lashed up and down her.
Getting to the boat, where they were
more comtortable gave them more
courage , but soon the salt water they
had swallowed and the hot sun began
todrive them mad. The mate felt as
though a great fire was burning him,
although up to his waist in water. The
sailor Mike, acted queerly though quite
sensible when spoken to. When the
sun went down they were more com
fortahle, the one lying in the stern the
other in the bow of the boat, and the
Jorg weary night passed quietly, When
the morning came, Mike castthe oars
to which he was hanging adrift, in spite
of all that the mate could do to pres
vent him, and soon after he was wash-
ed oft for he had nothing left to cling to.
When the sun got hot again, the one lone
man laying there in that sunken boat, in
all that waste of heaving water, lost his
head entiely.  He saw strange vessels sail
across the sea, and strange figures came
and went past him, shouting a¢ bim un.
til his head seemed to split, Then a great
white ship came sailing down upon him
and past, as many others had done, men
jumping up and shouting as she passed.
Then she came Lack, and a rope was flung
to him that f«11 too ghort, and men shout-
ed to him ag if in derison, and the famish«
ed, half-wild mau threw hlmself down,
having lasted the biiterest of disappoint-
mente but still he did not lose his hold and
and die not becanse he wanted to live,
but because it was a cowardly thing fo do,
After a time that seemed to him  eternity
he saw the great white craft came sailing
down to him again and again the man
jnmped up and threw a line that lell over
his shoulder. Instinctively heo drew the
line under his arms, knotted it and Enew
no more until he recovered consciousness
in a bunk on board the Spanish barkentine
¢ Raful Pomas,’ no shadow but a substan-
tinl ship which brought him into New
York and whose crew showed him every
kinduess. s

Choking of Animals.

Turnips, potatoes and apples, bits of
carrots, of beet root, eto., given to our
large domestic animals, sometimes stick
in the gullet. Cases of this kind, being
of a serious pature, the farmer should
be made aware of the dunger and of
what is to be done on these occasions.
We will lay down the best rules to fol-
low in‘such an emergency. If the sise
-of a whole potato or turnip sticking in
the throat is not considerable, it may
be easily disengaged by reason of its
rounded form. It 18 not the same, how
ever, with pieces of beet root or carrot ;
we bave seen cowa die of suffocation in
4 few minutes from this cause. The
crisis has generally a longer duration,
which admits of the application of re.
medies. A cow whose gullet containe
a foreign body, is restless, paws the
ground, looks to the right and left at
its companions, stretohes out its peck,
moves its neck up and down, slavers,
keeps its mouth open, and coughs fre-
quently, All these eflorts and move-
ments are executed with the ohject of
ridding itself of the body which incom-
modes her. The animal refuses to eat,
and if liquids are swallowed, they are
usually thrown back through the nose
and mouth. The means moat eommon-
ly adopted, is to push the thick, rough
handle of a flexible whip, down the an
imal's throat. This plan sometimes
succeeds, but only at the imminent risk
of more or less laceration of the gullet;
and animals are frequently destroyed
by such barbarous treatment. Another
not less obj ble method,
in breaking down, by heavy blows with
a mallet, the body sticking in tbe gul-
let, whioh by this means is bruised and
lacerated.

When an animal shows the symptoms
before described, passing the hand down
along the left side of the neck, immedi-
ately behind the windpipe, will ascers
tain whether a toreign body is present.
The obstruction being discovered, half
a pint of raw linseed oil may be given;
gentle manipulation may be employed
on the outside, above and below the
obstacle, either to foroe it down tos
ward the stomach, or to bring it up tos
wards the mouth. The latter result
havipg been attained, the tongue should
be gently withdrawn by the left hand,
while by intreducing the right hand in-
to the mouth, the foreign body may be
grasped and removed. ln such oases,
the balling iron is useful to keep the
mouth open.

It these fail,
should be had to the probang, to push
the obstructing body down into the
stomach. In using this imstument, it
will be necessary to have the head and
neck beld in a straight line by one or
two assistants. The tongue must be
gently withdrawn from the mouth, and
the probang, having been previously
well smeared with oil or bautter, cauti-
ously passed down into the gullet. On
resistance being met with, gentle and
continuous pressure may be employed,
under the influence of which the fo-
reign body will generally, in a short
time pass down.

Bran and other dry food is sometimes
impacted injthe guliet, but the treat-
ment above mentioned appliep as well

in these oases. After an animal is
successfully relieved from choking, it

should be fed on gruel and similar slop-
py food for a week afterward, ss the
gullet may have become more or less
bruised by the removal of the obstruo-
tion.

PumpkiNs.—By many farmers pump
kins are considered to be of so little
importance among farm crops that lit-
tle notice is taken of varieties, and few
attempts made at improvement. In
nearly or quite everything that there
is a difference in varieties, and this 1s
as true in regard to pumpkins as any
thing else. The mammoth pumpkins
and squashes are soft and comparative~
ly tasteless, have larger vines, need
more room in proportion to the orop
and make more shade than the small-
er, richer varieties. The best pump-
kins we know of for a farm crop grow
from one or two feet long and from
four to eight inches in diameter.
They ure very sweet and heavy. The
oavity inside is only large enough for
the seeds. We have seen a waggon
with, only 1} inch tires, loaded with 35
shocks of corn pass over these pump-
kins on the ground, withous eracking

them,

Sweer CorN.—7To ensure a succes-
sion of sweet oorn, either for use as
green oorn or for fodder, it should be
planted every two weeks until July,
lo Jthe earliest planting an extra
amount of seed should be put in,as
some will fail to grow. The sweeter
and richer the grain the more likely it
is to have ils vitality injured. Sweet
corn in Norfolk and South Oxford,
when it is sold to evaporating and ocan.
ning factories, is found to bea very
profitable erop.
