The principal points involved in the sue* 
cessful culture of the strawl>erry an :

1. Prepare the ground liy deep plowing 
and eubeoiliug; apply a dressing of rotted 
manure, equal to twenty cords per acre; 
spread it over the surface, and mix it with 
the soil by repeated dieinU gration with a 
harrow. The best crops are produced on 
strong loamey soil; if somewhat clayey it

I will be all the better provided it is drained.
2. Allow the plants plenty of spue-; the 

rows thirty inches spirt and the plants 
about half that distance between each other 
in the rows.

I 3. Remove all runners as they appear, 
and keep the surface pulveriz' d and clean. 
If young plants are wanted, k-;ep a portion 
of the plantation for that purpose.

4. Cover the plants in winter in all local­
ities where the thermometer may run down 
to 10 degrees FahreuheP: this to be done 
after the first frost, using straw’, leaves or 
other similar material as a partial protection.

5. Do not disturb the roots by any pro­
cess of cultivation from the month of Sep­
tember until after crop has been gathered 
the following summer.

0. Destroy the plantation after it has 
produced its second crop, new ones being 
planted to succeed those that are abandoned.

The Dominion Atlantic Railway.

The announcement made in the city papers 
on Saturday last, that the Windsor & Anna­
polis and Western Counties railways are to j 
be consolidated under one management, will, 
we feel assured, be hailed with pleasure by 
the people of this county. General Manager 
Campbell, who has just arrived in Halifax j 
from England, where he has been spending I 
the winter, announces this event in an inter- I 
view with reporters of the Halifax papers. I 
The union of these two companies and the I 
consolidation of the lines controlled by them I 
giving a through railway from Halifax to I 
Yarmouth under one management is at last I 
about to be realized. Two governments I 
have at different times attempted this, but I 
both times the scheme failed of success. I 
Now, without any assistance from the gov- I 
ernment, and mainly through the instru- I 
mentality of the energetic manager of the I 
Windsor and Annapolis, this long desired I 
union and consolidation is to be accomplished. I 
The old names are to be discarded, and the I 
Domi lion Atlantic Riilway is to be the I 
name of the united system.

Truly, what a revolution Manager Camp­
bell has made in the old Windsor & Annapo­
lis during the brief time he has had charge 
of it. Previous to his time the management 
appeared to bave but one object—:to grind j 
the largest amount possible out of its patrons 
for the least possible service in return. The 
policy of increasing its business by reducing 
freights, or of attracting and creating traffic 
by advertising and providing modern facili- j 
ties and conveniences was never dreamed of 
in those days. As might reasonably be ex­
pected, under these conditions Halifax was 
able to hold but a small part of the trade of 
this valley. During the last two years, 
however, we have witnessed a marvellous 
change. Splendid new cars, fully equal to 
those seen elsewhere, have been put on, 
jarlor and dining cars added, and lastly the 
famous “ Flying Bluenose,” as we supposed, 
made the improvements complete. Not so, j 
however, for Mr. Campbell saw the advan­
tage of having one through line from Halifax 
to Yarmouth, and he straightway set about 
accomplishing it.

This change cannot but prove beneficial to 
the people of this valley, and indeed of the 
entire province. With the increased facili­
ties afforded and the cost of management 
largely reduced, much better and cheaper 
accommodation can be given. For years 
western Nova Scotia had to compete on un­
equal terms with the east, in the Halifax 
market, owing to the cheaper rates on the 
Intercolonial. Soon, we trust, this will be 
a thing of the past, and we of the west who 
have all these years had to bear our share of 
the burdens of the Intercolonial, will be en- 
jojring cqualjaciiities and benefits.

This consolidation, too, will tend to in­
crease the volume of travel between this 
country and the neighboring republic, which 
of late years has proved so profitable to our 
people during the summer season. Ably 
assisted as the line will be in all its efforts to 
attract business by the Y'armouth Steamship 
Company, we may reasonably expect this 
route to monopolize the largest part of the 
travel between this country and the United 
States. We shill miss the name of the 
Windsor and Annapolis, as it is one with 
which many of us have been familiar from 
our schoolboy days. Nevertheless we shall 
see it disappear without a regret, and extend 
a cordial greeting to the Dominion Atlantic 
Railway. May the new line have an abun­
dant success.

Wisdom would say, bring 
the orchards to the highest possible point of 
productiveness, and make them yield double 
or treble what they arc now doing. This can 
be done, independent of stock. The most 
productive fruit farm in New England has 
never seen stable manure, and the possibili­
ties of the Annapolis Valley in the same line 
have been fully proved.

In the local legislature last week Mr. W. 
Cameron said that agriculture was the pur­
suit of the larger pari of the population and 
was unquestionably important. Outside of 
some of the favored counties the mass of the 
farmers had no money or very little. Years 
ago, shortly after the woods were cut down, 
when the ground had its original fertility, 
everything went all right. Since then the 
people had taken everything out of the soil 
that they could in order to support and edu­
cate their families, and they had Impover­
ished the land by overcropping. When the 
soil was newly cleared it had natural drain­
age and grain ami grasses found plenty of 
nourishment. Now, in consequence of the 
hardening of the subsoil, there was no nat­
ural drainage, and if anything was to l>e 
raised, the fields must be drained. He 
believed that the season could be lengthened 
from two to three weeks by underdraining. 
This would cost money and could only be 
done with help from the governmunt, but he 
believed that there was a way of doing it 
without putting the province any more in 
debt or diverting a dollar from any of the 
grants now given. The government could 
borrow money at four per cent, interest and 
loan it in small sums to the fanners for drain­
age purposes at a rate of interest that would 
enable them to establish a sinking fund. 
The increased productiveness of the farms 
would easily enable the farmers to pay the 
government eight or nine per cent, for the 
money, which at the end of twenty-one 
years, would extinguish the debt. Farmers 
npver be called upon to p y the principal 

which would be paid off in this way.

No part of Canada has suffered so much 
on account of the insufficient and unsatis­
factory railway communication and connec­
tion, as have Halifax and the western coun­
ties of Nova Scotia. For half a score of 
years it was a series of vexations to the 
travelling and commercial public. Who 
does not remember when there were four 
breaks in the 217 mile trip from Halifax to 
Yarmouth! When one fare had to be paid 
from Halifax to Windsor, with a change of 
cars to the W. & A. road and a new ticket 
to Annapolis. At that point the missing 
link was staged to Digby, over roads never 
to be forgotten after once travelled, or the 
trip down the basin made in a little tug 
boat. Then the fourth ticket was purchased 
and change of cars made by taking the 
Western Counties to Yarmouth!

It was no wonder that the trade of the 
Western Counties with Halifax was diverted 
to other centres!

The checkered history of the Western 
Counties railway is well known to readers 
of the Halifax Herald, and the recent events 
by which, under the judgment of the highest 
court of the empire, the road passed into 
control of a syndicate of English capitalists, 
is not unfamiliar.

REVOLUTIONIZING THE W. AND A.

The management of the Windsor & Anna­
polis railway has been revolutionized within 
two or three years, dating from the appoint­
ment of Mr. Campbell as general manager. 
Mr. Campbell is a railway man of liberal 
views, of clear insight into the possibilities 
of the development of travel and traffic over 
his road, with unbounded faith in his route 
and the country; and had the requisite en­
terprise and energy to secure the business 
that only awaited facilties for handling it. 
Within the brief period of his management 
he has transformed the old W. & A. into the 
popular “ Land of Evangeline route," and 
equipped it, with the ‘‘Flying Bluenose," 
one of the most magnificent of Canada’s fast 
trains. The roadbed and rolling stock have 
been greatly improved, new stations erected, 
the road popularized, and traffic and travel 
greatly developed.

Not content with the good work accom­
plished in this line, Mr. Campbell 
pursued an aggressive policy in regard to 
absorbing other lines.

GENERAL MANAGER CAMPELL ANNOUNCES 

THE GOOD NEWS.
The general manager arrived from Europe 

a day or two ago. Interviewed by a Herald 
reporter yesterday, he admitted 
company had succeeded in coming to 
rangement with the new owners of the Wes­
tern Counties railway for acquiring that 
road, aud consolidating a thorough line from 
Halifax to Yarmouth under one manage­
ment.

“ The capital of the new company,” con­
tinued Mr. Campbell, “ will be $5,000,000, 
—ample for the acquisition of the Western 
counties, and the placing of the whole line 
in first class condition."

“ You will change the name?”
“ Oh, yes. There’s a good deal in a name. 

We'propose to drop both the old names and 
adopt one identified with the whole province. 
The road will run from sea to sea—from the 
Atlantic to the Bay of Fundy; and we shall 
call it the Dominion Atlantic railway. The 
trunk line will he 217 miles, which with 
branches will give us a road of 235 miles. 
We are still making improvements on the 
W. & A., improving its road bed, and equip­
ping it with new passenger coaches and im­
proved locomotive power. We shall place 
the whole line to Yarmouth in first-class con­
dition, relay the Western counties with 
steel rails, replace its wooden bridges with 
iron structures aud thoroughly equip it with 
rolling stock.

How wise we would be if wc could re­
member everything we read; but, alas, when 
the knowledge is needed it seems to slip 
away from us. For instance, when ink is 
spilled on the carpet it is well to know that 
it should be immediately washed up with 
sweet milk, sopping it up with a sponge or 
cloth and adding more milk, until the ink is 
removed. Also it is well to remember that 
grease may be removed from carpets with a 
preparation composed of equal quantities of 
ether and chloroform. That fruit stains may 
be easily removed from table linen, hand­
kerchiefs, aprons, etc., by pouring boiling 
water over the stain before the article is sent 
to the laundry. (I spread the cloth over 
a basin and pour the boiling water through 
the spot. ) That silk lace may be cleaned by 
washing it in benzine several times, using a 
little at a time. The best benzine should be 
used, and as it is highly inflammable, should 
never be used at night or near a fire. An 
excellent starch for dark calicoes and mus­
lins is made in the usual way, but instead 
of adding boiling water to the starch dissolv­
ed in cold water, add boiling-hot weak cof­
fee made by pouring hot water on the coffee 
grounds left from breakfast, letting it stand 

til just before it is needed, then strain 
through a thick cloth—not a butter cloth, 
for that is too thin.

Proper Food for Breakfst

Good Housekeeping says: “ Appetites are 
apt to be capricious in the spring, especially 
as regards breakfasts. Don’t force the fam­
ily to eat at this season things which are not 
relished. It is not difficult to provide dish­
es which will be eaten with zest. Oatmeal 
should not be served at more than one 
breakfast in a week. Vary the fare l»y us­
ing hominy, cracked wheat, wheat germ, 
yellow cornmeal, etc. Eggs creamed, 
poached, boiled, and cooked in the form of 
omelets, should be used freely. Broiled fish, 
thin slices of ham, of breakfast bacon 
nicely broiled, broiled chops, and add occa­
sionally a steak, salt fish in cream sauce, 
corned beef,hashed meat on toast, fricassee of 
chicken or veal—here are seasonable dishes. 
Have potatoes cooked in simple, savory 
ways. Let the bread be light and well 
baked. Always have some kind of coarse 
bread either hot or cold. Dry, water, and 
milk toasts, all are good for breakfast. 
Avoid fried food. When broiled meat or 
fish forms a part in spring, it is a good plan

you cam, and a few flowers, H'pniJibfi." 1 Li* 
few flowers and a bit bf green bring a great 
deal of sunshine to the table. It takes 
thought and time to prepare those savory 
dishes which are so desirable at this season, 
but it pays to give the thought and time. 
To the worker—and we are almost all work­
ers—it makes considerable difference all day 
long when a right start is made in the morn­
ing. The man or woman who begins the 
day with a hot, well-cooked, simple break­
fast will get through his or her work in a 
hundred percent better condition than he or 
she who has a poor meal. As the heaviest 
part of the daily work usually comes be­
tween breakfast and the mid-day meal, all 
housekeepers should do their part to make 
the battle of life easy by providing proper 
food for the morning meal.”

lie said that Canadian fed and Canadian 
cured swine products were in very active 
favorable demand in Great Britain. It 
would pay the farmers to rear and fatten 
more of this class of stock. According to 
the breed of the animals and the care which 
they received, from 4 to 5 lbs. of the coarse 
grains would yield 1 lb. of increase in the 
live weight of the swine.
