1915, he was wounded in the right 
hip with a piece of shrapnel, which 
left him with a limp in his walk. 
However, the surgeons thought he 
was in good enough condition to go 
back again, and in he went, to be 
wounded at Vimy Ridge in 1916 by a 
bullet, which entered his right side 
and passed through his body and out 
through his left hip.

At tho second battle of Ypres, 
where Pte. Sederquist was first 
wounded, he was also gasssed, and 
his eyes were affected for some time, 
He was removed to England, where 
his iiip wound was treated. He pays 
great tribute to the surgeons, and 
says that they can certainly fix a 
wounded man up in great shape, and 
all the surgeons seem to worry about 
is whether the wounded men will be 
in condition to-.go right back to the 
trenches.

Corporal Fred Jagger, of Nova 
Scotia, a hero of the Boer and the 
European wars, who lost a leg at the 
first battle of Ypres, is in Boston to 
have hie aluminum and wooden limb 
given its second annual overhauling 

He enlisted with a Nova Scotia 
regiment at the outbreak of the war 
and landed in France in time to see 
a little fighting at Mons, a great deal 
of fighting at the Marne, and a terrific 
campaign in Belgium.

Of the 237 men in his company, only 
one other, a Cameron Highlander, is 
now alive. The command was de­
pleted in the short space of three 
months and 11 days during the Ger­
man offensive in the opening months 
of the conflict.

Tjbe Germans took him prisoner, he 
told a Boston Herald man, through 
the famous white flag treachery. A 
German officer came to the British 
lines baring a large white flag, and 
saying that he and 2000 of his men 
were ready to surrender, as they were 
without adequate food. The British 
commanding officer told the German 
to bring the men toward the lines, 
with the result that the Huns opened 
fire and either killed or captured the 
entire command. Corporal Jagger 
received several bullets in the hip 
when trying to escape.

The German doctors amputated his 
leg. The captors gave him as daily 
rations, two slices of potato bread, a 
little sauerkraut and coffee without 
milk or sugar. When he reached 
England, after being exchanged, he 
weighed 86 pounds.
