Halifax, N.S., Sept. 12—Hon. Law­
rence G .Power, member of the sen­
ate of Canada from 1877 and a form­
er speaker, died at his home here 
this morning at the age of SO years.

Born on August 18th, 1841, Senator 
Power was only thirty-six years of 
age when he was summoned to the 
Upper House At the time he was 
practising his professio'n as a barris­
ter and was an alderman of the city 
of Halifax. Previously he had been 
clerk of bills in the Nova Scotia house 

. cf assembly. His education hac been 
| obtained at St. Mary's College, Hali­
fax, Carlow College and Catholic Uni­
versity, Ireland, and the Harvard 
law school of which lie was a gradu­
ate of the class of 1868. He was 
president of the Nova Scotia Game' 
Inland Fisheries Protection Associa­
tion and a director of the Halifax 
School for the Deaf, the Halifax 
School for the Blind and the Halifax 
visiting dispensary.

Gloucester, Mass., Sept. 14—(By 
Associated Press)— The schooner 
Mayflower to-day was chosen to rep­
resent the United States in the Inter­
national Fisherman’s Races off Hali­
fax. beginning October 25th. Selection 
of the Boston vessel w-as announced 
by the American Race Committee after 
the schooner Elizabeth Howard had 
been ruled ineligible because of her 
limited fishing experience.

The Mayflower, built by a Bos to,, 
syndicate, is now at this port un­
loading a cargo of fish. She is ex­
pected to leave soon for her home 
port to be fitted with a new main- 
boom to replace one broken on her 
last trip to sea. An eight day stand 
at George's Bank is still on the 
schooner’s schedule before she fits 
out for her meeting with the Cana­
dian challenger.

CAPT CONRAD READY TO RACE

Captain Joseph Conrad, of Clar­
ence, skipper of the Lallave schooner 
Cahadia, is a candidate for the honor 
of representing Canada in the Inter­
national races. The Canadia, it was 
learned some months ago. does. not 
conform with the conditions of the 
deed of gift in that she is 116 feet 
on the water-line, whereas the limit­
ation is 112 feet. This is due, the 
Captain says, to the fact that he was I 
not aware until his vessel was half | 
built that there was arty such limit- I 
ation.
