CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS
nNtASIE).

The utianimitv pf mnsmufacturers is
doinsg tich to keep the white pine
lumtîber market finui. Ilere sind tiere
wcak spots are to bc found, but the
actiun of the largé; msanufacturers in
refusing to yield to any demand for
Iower prices lias made it altiost imn-
possible fot the market generally to
weakens. Purclhases of lumher have
beei ,ltlde in exceptiotnal cases at re-
dttttedprittes, the rcason for which ias
beens the necessity of the holder to
reali.e rather than a fear that a high-
er price could not be obtaned il lie
were to hold on until later in the
season. By coiparison, it secens that
prices of white pine lutnher are higier
in Ontario than in the producsg dis-
tricts of the United States. For in-
stance, 2X12 in 16-foot lengths is seLIl-
iss *t "I"luthf or $14, whercas soie

inufictu'rers ot the Georgian Bay
are asking 5:5 for this class of stock.
Ichi mîill culls raige fromt Sii to Si2

at the miills, according to the stand-
ard of grading'adopted by the mianu-
facturer C >od luinber and mill culls
are more enquired for than the com-
mon grades. A Georgian Bay manu-
facturer reports that sales this year
have been 35 per cent. more than for
the s -sie period o! last year, and that
better prices have been obtained. The
mills in that district are finding a
market for their stock in the United
States. Hemlock lumber is in excep-
tionally gond denand, and is stronger
than it lias been for years, bringing
froms $Y2 to $14 per thousand Reports
regarding the liardwood demand are
rather contradictory, but the opinion
seens to be that the demand is ex
panding. Bassvood is iuch souglit
after, and orders for maple ar being
placed more freely. We would not be
surprised if the fall nonths should
witness a brisk deniand for hardwood
lumber, as the stocks of consumers
vill by that time have becn greatly
reduceci. Further, the hardwood man-
ufacturers are likely to take out a
still s=al!er quantity of loigs during
the coming wiiter than vas ta'-en out
Last season.

QURUnC AN NewT IRUNSWICK.

Several manufacturers in the east-
cris provinces report an active demand
for pinè boards and spruce and pine
box shooks, but Estropean specifica-
tiofis are dull and prices comparative-
]y veak. White pine and spruce suit-
able for the West Indics, South Amer-

ican and other tropical countries, arc
being purchased quite frecly, and the
bulk of the stock to be cut for these
narkets this scason lias already been
contracted for, while buiyers arc stili
in the market A steadv trade is
doing for local account and for slip-
nent to the Eastern States, where
boards and frameso arc scarce. Cedar
shingles arc firmer and are referred to
at greater length in another column.
The latest news fronm the Upper St.
John river is more satisfactory with
respect to the lumber drives. Most of
the logs that were hung up have
reaclhed corporation imîits, but the
driving this year has been expensive
and will compel isanufacturers to get
pretty higi prices for their lumber in
order to avoid a loss.

UNITED STAIES.

The viite pine market in the Lake
Superior district secns to be getting
stronger each day. A statentent bas
beena compiled by the Mississippi Val-
ley Lumbermen's' Association showing
that the shipnents by seventy-four of
the leading white pine concerns of
W*sconsin and Minnesota for the first
six nionths of this year were 1,104,-

5s912 feet, an increase of 200,000,000
feet over the corresponding period lest
year. This large trade has natSrally
been conducive of higher prices, antd
at the present ther is every -indica-
tion of a strong market throughnt
the season. At Lake Superior buyers
arc now offering $14 for 2x2. àin
lengths fron 12 to 16 feet. 'Tie only
weak·ness pertains to No. 4 and No. 5
boards, the stock of which is heavier
than of the other grades. At castern
distributing centres the volume of
business has been restricted by hot
wcather, but inquiry continues as
brisk as at any tUie within the past
two months. Prices arc frmn all along
the line. In the Saginaw valley log
run is held at $18 to 522, box lumber
at $15 to $6, and mill culIs at $12.
Very little Norway is offering, quota-
tions being $13 and upwards. The
hardwood market shows little im-
provement. Sosie lumber is being
purchased, but there is no activity.
The lower grades of white oak are
wcakèr, as is also thick inaple. A
scarcity of shingles and lath is re-
portcd from Buffalo.

GREAT nRITAIN.

The ycar go, up to the present,
has been one of dullnes in the timxber
trade of Great Britain, and the situa-
tion now is somewhat perplcxing ;
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yet we flead that the .:ilports of both
.timîber and sawn lunmher exceed in

qutantity those for the corresponding
period of goo. The quantity of sawvn
lumber ituported has berti 1,951,522
loads, as coinpared with 1,565,898
loads for the similar Ieriod of last
year. The result is that an uniusually
lheavy stock is on the umarket at the
leading infortLlg centres. In Lxndon
the stock of ltit. :ud White Sea
deals and battens on hand is more
than threc tintes as great as it was
t titis period last year, the inîcrease

bving 4,841,340 Picces It nay clcarly
be scett why prices have been depress-
ed and the difficuity of closing con-
tracts at a pric.e which would show a
reasonable ttnargin of profit to the
sh:1 per on this side. The consurnp-
tion has been about up to the aver-
age, but the itport has largely ex-
ceedethe demand. The better grades
have sold fairlv well. but the common
grades have been very lhcavy and inay
sink to cven a lower level. Consider-
ing the decline in the price of Baltic
lunber, Canadian pine lias reinained
firn. The stocks of regitlar sizes in
London arc mtoderate, and providing
that ittuports are not too heavy, a
better tonue it. cted later lu
the season. The tendency of spruce
prices has ben tovards further weak-
ness, and doubt 's expressed whether
the bottorn bas yet been reached.
Squarr, and waney timber are slo. of
sale, but there is a good de:nand for
special stock for tool handies, chairs,
and wood-vorking purposes. a luthe
Wanted and For Sale Department of
this issue there appears an announce-
ment of a timber ierchant who de-
sires ta import chair bottoms of
birch or other suitable wood.
