TO OUR READERS.

For 14 years this Journal has been car-
ried on by a few friends of the Presbyterian
cause in this city, in the hope that they
were doing a service to the Church as well
as to the people. Whether we have done
any good, either in the one way or the
other, we do not know, but we do know
that the paper has never paid its expenses
in any year; and the loss has been met by
drawing on “he liberality of some true
Presbyterians in this city, who, to their
honour be it said, are never foand wanting
when their aid is needed and asked for.

It is quite clear that such a state of
things cannot last much longer. If this
Journal is carried on for the benefit of the
whole Presbyterian body in connection
with the Church of Scotland, the expense
of publishing it ought to be divided gener-
ally among the people. This is the plain,
honest and business-like way of meeting
the expenditure.

We do not wish to carry on the journal
if it is not wanted by the people. To our-
selves it only brings trouble, responsibility
and expense. These inconveniences we do
not complain of for the time gone by, but
for the future we have come to the conclu-
gon that, if the people wish to have the
Journal continued, a sufficient amount must
be raised from those who get it to pay the
necessary dishursements.

At present we have 2,100 subscribers, of
whom nearly 500 never pay anything, and
we are in consequence now largely in-
debted to our printer.

We have had from our friends in vari-
ous parts of the country many suggestions
as to conducting the Journal, some having
reference to the price of subseriptivn, others
to the form, and others again to the man-
sgement, To these we have given our
earnest attention, and on some of them we
intend to act,

1t will be recollected that, when we com-
menced the “ Presbyterian,” the price was
fixed 2t $1 a year. Bat, in order to place
the Journal in the hands of every family

within the bounds of the Synod, the price
was reduced to half a dollar. The antici-
pated result did not follow ; our subserip-
tion list was not largely increased, and the
experiment proved a failure.

We would much prefer to circulate
2000 copies at half a dollar than 1000 at a
dollar; and it wou!d be our endeavour to
make the * Presbyterian ™ worth to every
one at least their subscription. But un-
fortunately we have failed after the labour
of many years, to get a sufficient number
of subscribers at half a dollar to pay
our expenses. We have striven hard to
accomplish this and have not succeeded.

We now propose to change our plan and
shall endeavour to carry on the Journal for
apother year on a new system. If we suc-
ceed in paying our way ,we shall go on; if
we fail, then we shall retire from the field
satisfied with having done our best, and
leave to others, if any are so disposed, the
work of publishing a Presbyterian Journal.

We propose to issue the Journal in 2 dif-
ferent form and on a better quality of
paper ; to improve the contents by making
them more interesting and general; to
have in every number several original ar-
ticles from Professors or Ministers in con-
nection with the Church; to iniroduce
brief tales having a moral tendency and
specially adapted to the young; and in
this way to make our paper an interesting
family journal, while we convey at the
same time all useful int~lligence regarding
our Church. Arrangemunts are now in
progress with some of the most eminent
men in our Church in (Canada to act as
contributors. The annual subscription will
I . 81 payablein advance.

The present number is nct exactly a
specimen ; the number for February will
show what we intend the Journal for the
future to be. We appeal to all the mem-
bers of the Preshyterian Church of Canada
in connection with the Church of Scotland
to come to our aid in this matter. Surely
there are enough of true-hearted adherents
of our Church in the Province to support
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an enterprise of this sort. Were it from
no other desire than a wish to keep up a
paper in connection with the Church, and
to inform our adherents what the Church
is doing, this Journal should be kept up
and encouraged.

It will be a painful thing to us if, by
raising the price of subscription to one
dollar, we shall deprive any one of our
honest, worthy, hard-working but poor
adherents of the ¢ Presbyterian.” This
is the only thing that causes us to feel any
regret at making the change. It is how-
ever firced upon us we cannot help
ourselves,

We gratefully thank our numerous and
kind friends turoughout the country fur
the helping h .nd which so many have ex-
tended to us, and we venture to hope that
they will still continue to assist us in our
humble endeavour to do what lies in our
power to sustain the Church and to benefit
the people. We especially appeal to our
Minpistry to help us; we know the influ-
ence which they have over their congrega-
tions and we ask them to say a word in
our favour.

The lateness of the publishing of the
Journal is caused by the change of form.

A FRESH APPEAL.

Qur subscription list is at present numer-
rous, and it will be a great assistance to the
management of tne paper if we can obtain
for the future some systematic mode of
payment.

If our subscribers in arrears will look at
their accounts (herewith), they will see that
by paying the sums therein named they
will become entitled to the paper up to the
end of the year 1862. Having done so, it
only becomes necessary once a year (say
early in January) to remit the dollar for
the current year, and all difficulty in the
matter of accounts and annoyance to sub-
scribers is at an end.

‘Will our subscribers favour us by mak-
ing it & point in remitting to state or date
their letters with the name of the Post
Office at which they receive their papers ?
This is often neglected and we are some-
times at a loss from similarity of name to
know, on receiving a remittance, who has
really sent it.

The position of the paper renders the
remittance of arrears due t0 us s matter
of urgency, and we trust during the cur-
rent month we shall receive the greater
part of these arrears. If any subscriber

who finds his account incorrect, will com-
municate with the publisher, any error
shall be rectified.

The urgent reasons for the increase of
price are simply as stated elsewhere, that
the paper did not pay its expenses, and that
there is moreover now a large sum due to
the publisher, notwithstanding that the
Association had extinguished previous ac-
cumulation of debt out of the contributions
of its members.

Many of our subscribers (and we now
tender them our thanks) have regularly
remitted for cach year at its commencement.
They will find their accounts credited *sith
the half dollar (already remitted for this
year) leaving half a dollar due ; but, should
any of them relinquish the “ Presbyterian”
on account of the increased price (and we
hope none will do so), they will receive the
paper of course till the 1st July next free
of charge.

Subscribers who, in view of the increase
in the price of the subscription, may wish
their paper discontinued will please inti-
mate accordingly. We trust however that
the intended improvement of the paper and
the reasons we have given for this necessary
step will preclude all but a small minority
of our subscribers from relinquishing the
‘ Presbyterian.” .

PAY YOUR POSTAGE.

During a somewhat varied correspond-
ence it has often occurred to us that people
do not sufficiently consider the obligations
which a sense of ordinary propriety and
courtesy must suggest to all who take the
trouble of attending to its dictates respect-
ing the payment of postage. We have
often thought that a good understanding
and becoming practice might be the result
of a few plain rules on the subject. We
commend the following for adoption, pre-
mising that they are intended to appiy only
to correspondence of 2 purely personal and
business character. We happen to be in a
position which exposes us to all sorts of
communications, in reference to very many
of which we have come to think the trouble
quite enough of a benefit without our being
put to any expense.

1. Be particularly careful that no com-
munication pass out of your bands without
the postage heing prepaid. It is exces
sively annoying to have to pay 7 cents on
an unpaid letter which contains a2 request
for information or some other favour. This
does uot ofter. bappen, but we have been
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occasionally addressed in this most unman- |
nerly way.

2. When you write with any expecta-
tion of receiving an answer, be sure to
enclose a stamp for the reply. We are
glad to find the observers of this rule grad-
ually increasing in number, but we rather
think in some cases compliance is the result
of treatment to which the violation of it
very naturally exposes—namely, the receipt
of unpaid answers,

3. When you are obliged to another for
communicating with a third party in your
behalf, see that this service is done at your
own expense.

4. Always prepay in stamps put on by
your own hand. This will expedite trans-
mission and prevent mistakes and suspi-
cions. If you have no stamps, get a supply
at once for future use.

5. When you are dilatory in fulfilling
any peeuniary obligation, do not be sur-
prised at a dunning letter being sent to
you unpaid. S. S.

The
proceedings further consisted of the voting by
the children of their collections for missionary
purposes, which was managed in quite a busi-
ness-like and satisfactory way, the singing
of hymns, brief addresses by the Rev. W.
Snodgrass and the Rev. Jas. Wilson, the dis-
tributibn of good things by the teachers, of
which there was & superabundance, Magic
Lantern exhibitions in grest variety, and a
well deserved hearty votc of thanks to Mr.
Cantin for all his kindness. There can be no
doubt that during the years this missionary
effort has been in operation it has ex< .ted a
very salutary influence on the religiovs inter-
csts of the district. For some time the Pres-
bytery of Montreal has provided religious ser-
vice for the adult population, with more or less
regularity, in the same place. Recently by
the arrival of another labourer from Scotland
they have been enabled to provides full Divine
service, morning and evening, every Saboath
at the usual hours. - We are happy-to learn
that the people are manifesting their spprecia-
tion of these services by an attendance which
is encouraging. It is hoped that & church
will be erected for their accommodaticn before
long.—Montreal Gazelle.

THE FRENCH MISSION.

Some time ago our French Mission Com-
mittee received a memorial from the Rev.
John E. Tanner, Pastor of the Reformed
Freoch Church of Montreal, and a consid-
crable majority of the members and adke-
rents of hiscongregation, representing that,
for their good and the advancement of the
Kingdom of God among our French popu-
lation, they had concluded it to be their
duty to seck connection with one of the
English Churches, and thav they had re-
solved to make application to our Com-
mittee, under the belief that our Church
is, in respect of doctrine and discipline,
most in accordance with the Holy Secrip-
tures, Since the reception of this memo-
rial the circumstances which have led to
its presentation,and the designs with which
it has been submitted, bave received much
serious deliberation from the Committec;
and we have now tc announce that after a
full consideration of the whole matter the
Committec have determined to take the
memorialists under their auspices. They
feel the responsibility of this step, but, re-
garding it in the light of duty, they have
not been able to see how they can shrink
from assuming it to the full extent of their
ability. At the same time their convic-
tion is, that the course they have adopted
will be sanctioned by the sympathy, prayers
and material support of the Church, and
with that ground of encoursgement to
stiraulate them they desire to promote
vigorously all legitimate plans to give effect
to their determinations.  They hope very
shortly to be the means of ‘the " Church re-
alizing the long cherished prospect of pro-
curing a suitable ecclesiastical edifiee in the
city of Montreal. For this purpose they

have property and funds which, with a
little special effort on the part of the friends
of the Mission throughout the Province,
will be ample enough. The importance of’
having a French-speaking minister and an
organized French congregationin Montreal
is so apparent as to require no argument.
The Committee are maturing vther plans
with a view to placingtheexisting appliances
of the Scheme on a more satisfactory foot-
ing. DMieantime it is hoped that this an-
nouncement will awaken a new interest in
behalf of this Home Mission effort, and
prepare the way for a fuller statement pre-
vious to the next Synodical collection. It
is our firm belief that the friends of French
missionary enterprise only need to be as-
sured that work is being done to be in-
duced to furnish cheerfully the necessary
means of prosecuting and cxtending it. In
the present circumstances, warranting hope
yet full of responsibility, the Convener of
the Synod’s French Mission Committee,
the Rev. W. Snodgrass of Montreal, will
be glad to receive any suggestions or con-
tributions by which the hands of the Com-
mittee may be strengthened.

PRESSYTERY OF GUSLPH.

The regular meeting of this Presbytery
was held at Fergus on the 11th ult.  The
Rev. John Whyte, Moderator, in  the
chair.

The minutes of last mecting were read
and sustained. A commission from the
Kirk Session of Priceville in favour of Mr.
Archibsld McBride as representative elder
was presented and sustained by the Pres-
bytery.

The report of the Ce mmittee appointed

to revise the minuntes of the Galt Session
veas crlled for.  The Clerk had received no |
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communication on the subject, and, neither
Mr. Hogg nor Mr. Hay, the members of
that Committee, being present, no repori
was presented.

With reference to enquiries anent Church
property, a letter from A. D. Fordyce,
Esq., was read, stating that the St. An-
drew’s Church property, church, manse
and glebe have all been registered for more
than 16 years. Mr. Whyte reported that
the Arthur Church property was duly reg-
istered, and Mr. McBride that the Price-
ville Church lot was registered, but that
the deed of the glebe had not yet been re-
ceived by the trustees.

The Clerk stated that he had received
th» Puslinch papers, applied for to the
Presbytery of Hamilton, from Judge Logie
and that he bad transmitted them to the
proper quarter through Mr. Hogg.

A letter was read from the Clerk of the
Presbytery of Hamilton respecting the
debt due by that Presbytery to Mr. Rogers.
It was agreed that, while this Presbytery
do not hold themsclves liable for debts
contracted by the Hamilton Presbytery,
and while the urgent claims of the vast
Mission field with the responsibility of
which they are charged, as well as tiseir

A communication was read from Messrs.
Alex. Turnbull, Thomas S. Fisher and
James Blair of Galt, together with a copy
of their letter to the Rev. T. G. Swmith, in
reference to his declining to accept the
“call” from Galt. The Presbytery ex-
pressed their sympathy with die Galt con-
gregation in the disappointment experi-
enced by them. A letter from Mr. Robert
Malcom, of date December $ih, soliciting
supplies, was read.

Mr. Macdonnell reporiad that he had
folfilled the Dresbytery’s  appointment
and preached at Kincarndine on the Sth
of Saplember, to very interesting congre-
gations. If s suitable Missionary could be
secured to labour in this locality for a short
scason, there is cvery reason to believe
that a remarkably promising pastoral re-
Iation could be formed with a people com-
prising s number of excellent membere
of our Church. On Monday, the 9th day
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of September he procceded to Port Elgin,
and in the evening preached to a congre- |
gation of 36 persons. On Tuesday, the !
10th, he was enabled, through the kind aid |
of Dr. Douglas of Port Elgin, to reach f
Southampton and make arrangements |
there, resulting in a meeting in the Town
Hall attended by over 30. Some of those
present expressed a warm attachment to
our Church.* Conveyed by the kindness
of Mr. Sproatt of Southampton, Paisley
was reached on the evening of Wednes-
day, 11th Sept., when a congregation of '
25 assembled. After Divine service a reso-

lation was agreed-to to take steps to -
liquidate the debt due to the Rev. K. Mac-
lennan. On Friday evening, the 13th, a |
small meeting was held at Allan Park.
On Satarday preached at Priceville, and
on Sabbath, the 15th Sept., dispensed the
Communion there in conjunction with the {
Rev. John Campbell, of Nottawasaga, to |
about 80 communicants., On Monday, the |
16th, 4 elders were ordained for the Price-
ville congregation. Much Christian pros- |
perity has been realized among this simple
and warm-hearted people during the last !
3 years. They have erected a new church |
and for 2 summers have supported, in
whole or in part, a cateckist from Queen’s
College.

Mr. Whyte reported that he had ful-
filled his appointments at Feraus and Galt.

TORONTO PRESBYTERY HOME MISSION.

It is now 4 years since this Mission was
begun. Its chief objectis to supply the means
of Christisn instraction to the adherents of our
Church in newly settled districts and other
localities requiring the fostering care of others
more highly favored. At first only 2 few con-
gregations responded to the call, but the ex-

. cellence of the object soon recommended it to

increesed favour; and we have now the satis-
faction of being able to report that it is ap-
proved and countenanced by all the churches
within our bounds without exception. This i3
just what was to have been expected, for true
religion is never content to ¥ eat her morsel
alone ;" sooner or later she is sure to manifest
her expansive sympathy and pious solicitude,
and tonone more naturaliy than tothose in her
immediate neighbourhood, saying, * Come with
us and we will do you good, for the Lord hath
spoken good concerning Israel.” Our fathers
at Home cared for us when few in number, far
away and struggling with difficultics, and, now
that the sun of a bencficent providence has
visited us, shall not we manifest the same
spirit by caring for the wants of our destitute
brethren? The operations of the Mission have
spread over a wide field, from Peterboro’ or
the east to Hornby and Trafalgar on the west
and to Fenclon and Osprey on the north. Not
a fow of those, which were lately mere Mission
Stations, are now organized and promising
congregations, cnjoring all the privileges of a
sctiled ministry. This is the case with Port
Hope, Knoxville, Peterbore’, Lindsay, Orange-
ville and West Ring, while others are in hope-
ful progress towards the same Lappy consum-
mation. The Mission has been greatly fortu-
nate in its agents, mostiy students in training
for the Ministry at Queen's College; anditis

} believed that this preparatory exercise of their

giftsduring the sammer recsss has been no less
beneficial to themselves than to the interest of
tbe Church: several of them are now fizxed
pastors within the bounds of the Presbytery,
others are prosecuting their iabors in other
parts of the Prevince. During the past season
we bave been favored with the services of
Mcessrs. Dawsox in Dummer and Otonabee;
RonerTsox in Osprey; Camxnoyx in Pricesille
and Artemisia; Goopwint. in Erin and Cale-
don: we have also had the servicesof the Rer.
Warrzr Ross, (supporied by tke Colonial
Coinmitice of the Parent Charch,) now i
Pickeriag, und mote recently of Ms. Araxaxoxz
McLxsxay, probationer. Besides devotional
services and exhortation these devoted l1aborers
osrganized and superinteaded Sabbath classes,
risited from house to house, sand by all practi-
czble mesns endeavored 10 promole the caunse
of religion and vir 4e in their respective dis-
tricts. The Reports transmitted by them to
the Presbyrisry, in conformity with standing
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regulations, amply attest their diligence and
zeal, and exhibit many interesting tokens of
the countenance and blessing of their Master.
Three appeals have been made to the liberality
of the churches, and accounts of the first and
second duly appeared in the pages of the
¢ Presbyterian.” A statement of the last con-
tribution is appended :—

It has hitherto been the practice to include
vacant congregations and strictly Missionary
operstions under the same head, but it is al-
ways expected that the former defray the ex-
pense of their own supply. We are sorry
however to have to report that, as regards
some, we can only spezk in the language of
hope; others, such as Vaughan and Milton
during their vacancy, not only fulfilled the just
expectation but, as was meet, contributed liber-
ally in supporting the Mission. Believing the
lgborer worthy of his hire, it is much to be
desired that all who enjoy the benefits of Mis-
sionary labors, be they ¢ver so few and poor,
should make somec suitable return, * even as
the Lord hath prospered them.” Some of our
stations have done well, Fenclon Falls and
Priceville in particular, Erin and Caledon too
showed their appreciation of Mr. GoopwiLL's
devoted labours by entirely relieving the fund.
Let us hope that such examples will have the
effect of provoking others to love and to good
works. Itis reasonably expected that, after
being aided and encouraged by the fostering
care of the Ghurches, our Mission Stations, on
attaining the strength and maturity of scttled
congregations, will be not only sclf-sustaining
but active and liberal Agents in sending the
Gospel to others. This is evidently the way in
which the great cause of Evangelization is to
progress, the army of the Lord gathering fresh
accessions from every new conquest, and so
marching on to the glorious consummation,
when the Kingdoms of this world shall become
the Kingdom of our God and of His Christ.

We beg our fricnds to note that our funds
are exhausted and o large acconnt duc to our
Foung and faithful laborers for the services of
the Summer. Having repaired to Kingston te
prosocute their studics, they are in want of
what is due, and it is errnestly hoped there will
be no delay in taking-up the contribntions.
We have taken this method of iaying the matter
before you, by order of the Preshytery, that
Xour prompt liherality may enable us to racet
the pressing claims.  Hitherto our cause has
heen largely indebted to the young, the hope
of the Church, and mare especially 20 the young
ladies, whose activity and zcal have been
berond ail praise.  We renew our application
for their generous exertions.  This is a scheme
which can hardly be considered as interfering

with any of the rare general ones in which the
Church is embarked, the individual contribu-
tions being compamatively small. Indeed swe i‘
depend more on the mites of the many than an |
the talents of the fow, and prefor that it shouid |
be so; the more hearts and hands the better.

Without prejadice to othes Christian enterpri- |
sex we can safely aver there isnone that holds-

out a surer prospect of doing good, certaialy
none with the same amonnt of means. It mar
want the fascinations of 2 Miscion to foreign !
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climes, but it presents claims which no wise
head, no loving heart will disregard—a large
field, white unto the harvest, Iying at our door.
Thanks be to Him who hag already crowned
our humble cfforts with no small measure of
success. We desire to receive it as an earnest
of hetter things still and feel encouraged to go
orward. By multiplying and strengthening our
churches at home the time will come when we
shall be able to act more effectively in distant
lands. This was the sway in which matters
went at first ; they were to beginat Jerusalem :
but, what Jerusalem was to the Apostles, our
country is to us; and, animated by their spirit,
and treading in their steps, we will not rest till
we can say, “ From Jerusalem round about,
cven unto Illyricumy, I have fully preached the
gospel of Christ.”

AN ADDRESS DELIVERED TU THE STU-
DENTS' MISSIONARY ASSOCIATION OF
QUEEN'S COLLEGE.

GENTLEMEN,—] am very much obiiged to you
for the honour which you have conferred upon
me by clecting me President of this Associa-
tion. I trust I shall, by the grace of God given
to me, be enabled to discharge the sacred and
important duties conpected with my office, that
onr Association may coatinue to prosper and
that you may vot be disappointed in the confi-
deace which you appear to kave in me.

As it has been customary herctofore for the
President clect to read at bis carliest conveni-
ence 2 short Address to the Association, I
have in conformity to this rule prepared a few
remarks, to which 1 now beg leave 10 solicit
your attention.

You arc all doubtless aware tbat the chief
objects for which this Association was organ-
ised were that & missionary spirit might be cx-
cited and fostered in the hearts of the students,
and that thosce Jocnlities within the boundarics
of our Church, destitute of the means of spirit-
ual instruction, might to Some extent at least
participate in the enjoyment of those Christian
privileges so dear to cvery sincere follower of
the Lord Jesus. There are other objects, but
thesc are the most important, and, in as far as
they arce being carried-out, in so far is our
Association fuléiling the ends for which it was
organised.

That we may be animated by greater love
for and be stimulated o greater exertions in
behalf of our Association, we shall consider
at Wis lime its advantages both to oursclves
and to our Church. Wedo this because we
are aware that there are some inclined to ask,
“ Well, after all, whatis the usc of your So-
ciety 2 What good has it done 77

No student who has become conaceted with
0ar Association, and who has taken any degreo
of interest ia it, can, we think, for 2 moment
besitate to affirm that be has thereby derived
mech good which he conld not otherwise have
casily obtaired. Qur fortaightly bat especi-
ally our monthly meetings arc of sucha aatare

a3 to awaken in cach of us 2 greater longing
both after personal holiness and the spiritual
welfare of our fellow-students—to excite in us
a more ardent love for our beloved Zion in
Cauada and to call forth greater prayerfulness
to God for the spread of Messial's kingdom
throughout the whole world. We meet to-
getler, we engage in singing, in prayer and in
reading the Word of God, we listen to reports
from catechists, we occasionally hear with
pleasure good news from fur countries and
countries nearer hone, from the librarian who
selects interesting articles from the Associa-
tion's religious periodicals and commuunicates
them to us, and we are occasionally cheered
by a soul-stirring address ecither from our re-
spected Principal or from some of our worthy
Professors. Such exercises ought surely to
have a very salvtary influence upon our minds.
They ought to fit us for engaging with greater
vigour in our studies while at College, and
prepare us for a morc efficient discbarge of the
dutics of the Ministry or the duties of any other
station which God may have yrepared for us
when we go forth from these Halls, Ithas been
in societics such as this that not a few have
been imbued with the missionary spirit which
afterwards led them to leave their homes and
friends and everythiog dear to them on carth
and to go with their lives in their bands, 23 it
were, to proclaim: the riches of redeeming love
to those nations that are perishing for lack of
kpowledge. And, if our Association never in-
spires any of its members 10 go 2s missionaries
to heatben lands, it ought at lcast to make
them more zealous in the cawnse of Christ at
home.

We may sometimes grudge the time spent in
attending our mectings and may say to our-
selves, **Well, there will be cnough at the
mecting to-day without me, I think I will not
£o 10-day,” &c. Such language, when carried
into practice, causes our meetings to be not
unfrequently thinly attended.  Instcad of this
let every onc of us cndeavour to feel that it is
not only 2 duty but a privilege to be present
on almust every occasion. Itis true that our
class dutics should be attended to in prefer-
eoce to everything clse.  Bat, while we attend
to these, it is not at all necessary to suppose
that the other should be left undone. We can
surcly devote an hour every fortnight to the
Students’ Missionary Association without any
detriment to the work of the class? Let ug
try it

But we will now notice how our Church is
benefited by this Association.

As the Church with which we have the
privilege of being connected has in 2 weasure
been dependent for hier supply of ministers up-
on the mother Church, she has fonnd it im-
possible cven to furnish ali her vacant congre-
gations with a regular ministry, much less to
send men to build-np new ones in localities
where there are wmany who in reality still ad-
here to the Chusch of their fathers, but who
<amporarily belong to some of the evzngelical
Genominations. We trust however that the
time is not far distant wheo this shall aot be
the case, but when every one of her congrega-
tons shall have s faithfnl pastor, when ness
congregations shall flourish in places that ar
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now recognised only as Mission Stations, and
where, instead of being scarcely able to send
one missionary to the Jews, we shall be able to
send missionaries both to Jews and Gentiles.

These objects could be easily and at once
attained by the consummation of the long-
talked-of and by many ardently wished-for
union of the various Presbyterian bodics of
Canada. Yere we a United Church, we would
be prepared not only to overtake all the work
that is before usat home but would also be
able to send men to plant the standard of the
Cross where Christ is not yet known. But,as
this union is not likely to be effrcted for some
time yet, and as our Church stands in need at
present of about 20 or 30 ministers, we are glad
to be able asan Association to belp her, in
barmony with the laws of Synod, to supply
vacancies and to cultivate new fields by send-
ing out young men to labour as catechists
during the summer months.

This is both a benefit to the Church and to the
young men themselves. And I feel a pleasure
in gtating that we bave been able to overtake
more missionarywork last summer than wehave
done during apny forrcer summer. Last sum-
mer we had 9 students labouring as catechists
in the different Presbyteries of our Church.
e had 1 in the Presbytery of Quebec, 4 in the
Presbytery of Bathurst and 4 in the Presby-
tery of Toronto. Some of these were supply-
ing vacant congregations, and some were em-
ployed in gathering together people who have
been as sheep having no shepherd. Let us
caruestly pray tbat your labour may not be in
vain in the Lord, but that the seed which you
have sown may be watered by the dews of
heavenly grace, and may spring-up and bring
forth fruit, in some thirty, in some sixty and in
some a bundred fold.

1t is gratifying to know that the Synod has
come to look upon our Association in & more
favourable aspect than it was wont to do, and
that now the Presbyteries take our catechisis
by the hand and extend to them every possible
cncouragement. The Preshytery of Toronto,
we think, is forcmost as regards employing and
paying catechists. That Presbytery comes
forward cvery year and asks us to send them
so many students, promising to give them a
salary of not Isss than $160 and board for 6
months. Without assuming aa air of dicta-
tion, we¢ would express the pleasure that it
would affordfus to sce other Preshyteries, wish-
ing to cmploy catechists, adopt this plan. By
this arrangement the Association would be re-
liecved of no small amount of correspondence
in ascertaining where catechists are likely to
be needed, and niso of the duty of having to
pay their catechists a certaia sum which it is
sometimes ill prepared to do. Also the great
object of the Association would be gained by
this arrangement, viz., to supply the most des-
Zitule localitics with the means of grace.

The funds of our Associstion have been
generally so limited that we have notbeen able
to send our catechists to districts where the
people froa circumstances of poverty were un-
able to give them any or at least very little
remuners ion for their labour. It has been
howerer to sach places that tho attention of
the Ass'ciation has all along been chicfly di-
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rected. Still we have come far short of what
we would have done, had our means been equal
to our desires. But we ought to be tbankful
that with comparatively meagre funds we have
accomplished so much missionary work. This
i3 to be attributed mainly to the way in which
our catechists have been supported by the peo-
ple among whom they have been labouring.
We desire to convey our sincere thanks to such
for the cordiality with which they have receiv-
ed our catechists, for the liberal manner in
which they have supplied them, and for all the
kirdness they bave shown towards them. May
our Master give unto you inreturn good meas-
ure pressed down, heaped up, runnirng over.

But we desire also to have in grateful re-
membrance the liberality of our Professors, not
a few of the students and the people of Kings-
ton towards our Association.

Our Professors have always been our most
liberal and cordial supporters. They areready,
whenever we call upon them, to help with wil-
ling hearts to replenish our treasury.

The Students’ Missionary Association of St.
Andrews, Scotland, has also done much for us,
for which we would render our best thanks in
the Lord. We bave received several haudsome
donations from that Society. Two years ago
they sent us S50, and last year they sent us
$24. This is only a specimen of what we have
been receiving from time to time from them.
We cannot forget such generous gifts. Instead
of that we would assure our brethren of St.
Andrew's Society that we are greatly obliged
to them for their Christian liberali'y, and that,
if we can give them nothing in the shape of
money inreturn, we can pray that the Lord
would bless them and make them a blessing.

But I have already protracted these remarks
to too great o length and must now bring them
to » close.

Let us then be awakened to greater prayer-
fulness, to take a decper interest in pur Soci-
ctv and in the cause of Christ generally. May
we remember that we are not our own but
hought with a price, and that therefore we
should glorify God with our bodies and spirits
whici: are His. Let us live nearer Calvary
and scek to have more intimate fellowship
with Jesus. This is the only way by which
we can become like Him.

“Jt was a summer morn dawning brighi
from a dewy nigut. The sun rose joyously 2nd
shone over the ficlds. And, nestling on a leaf
as vct shadowed from the light, lay a little
drop of dew, child of the night.” Then spake
the Sun and said, * Open thy heart, Dew-drop,
and let my beams enter and shine within thy
bosom.” * And what, O great Sun!” said the
Dew-drop, *will you give me if I open my
bosom to reccive thee?” I will light thee
up " said the San © with my rays till thou shalt
sparkle like a jewel or a star, and at lepgth I
will draw thee “ftly up to heaven.” So the
Dew-drop gave cousent and the Sun shone into
its bosom, when, 101 it became like a gem, and
the passers-by wondered at its dismond besuty.
But by-ard-by it was drawn up to Heaven.”
So let us open our hearts to receive Christ
Himself, the Sun of Righteousness, then will we
reflect His image as the dew-drop reflected the
sun; and we will, when He has finished the
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good purposes of His providence with us here
be taken up to Heaven, where we shall be like

timation, whilst accepting the resignation, |

agreed to express their sincere regret on part-
ting with a brother who had rendered bhimself
so uscful to his congregation, being fully con-
vinced that the members of the Court ought
to be increased rather than diminished.

Mr, Jardine has also resigned the office of
Clerk of this Presbytery. The Presbyterr, on
accepting his resignation, expressed their deep
sense of his accurscy, diligence ard courtesy
in the discharge of the dutics.

DEPARTURE OF THE REV. MR. JARDINE FOR SCOT-
LAXD.

1t is with feclings of the decpest regret we
have to announce the resignation of the above
highly estceroed minister of his charge in
Halifax and his departure for his native coun-
try. It is now, we believe, more than 5 jears
since Mr. J. commenced his labours in the
Presbytery of Halifax, for a short time as as-
sistant, and latterly as co-ordinate pastor of
St. Matthew's Church in that city. Every one
i3 willing 10 testify how abundant have been
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his labours, and how faithful and unceasing his
exertions in his field of duty. His interest in
the young was peculiarly marked and success-
ful, and bis ever ready and zealous co-operation
in the various religious and philanthropic or-
gaunizations of the city is well known and
universally appreciated.

We trust
that as little time as possible will be lost in re-
cruiting that shorn strength, and that the con-
gregatiop of St. Matthew’s may be success-
ful in securing a successor to Mr. J, who along
with the present highly respected incuvabent
may be able to place it in 8 more commanding
position than it has cver occupied. We were
pleased to notice that almost every paper in
the city—irrespective of sect or party—spoke
in high terms of the ministerial and personal
character of Mr. J. and bore willing evidence
to bis zealous, courteous and truly Christian
deportment during the whole penod of his in-
tercourse with his fellow-citizens in t*1t com-
munity. This is as it should be and wss
doubtless a source of sincere satisfaction to
Mr. J. on parting with so many friends. We
trast that, wherever his lot may be cast, his
labours may be a blessing to his people, and
that health and happiness may rest on him and
his youthful family. We subjoin the following
from thoe Colonist of the 19th Nov.:—

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The Marquis of Breadalbane bas presented
the Rev. Ewen MEwen to the church and
parish of Kenmore in the Presbytery of Weem
to be assistant and successor to the 2v. David
Duff, D.D.

The Presbytery of Perth met in the parish
Church and ordained the Rev. John Hagan,
late assistant to Rev. Dr. Caird, as niinister of
the Church and parish of Forgandenny.

Tue Presbytery of Linlithgow on Thursday
ordained Mr. Watt, late of Polmont, to the
pastorate of the Scoteh Church at Candy,
Ceylon. The Presbytery theu considered the
call to the Rev. Mr. Cook presented to the
church and parish of Bathgate. The call had
been numerously signed, and no objections
were offered. The Presbytery therefSte ap-
pointed the 31st inst. for induction.

CrericarL ArroiNTyeNT.—The Queen has pre-
sented the Rev. John Jack to the church and
parish of Calton in the Presbytery of Glasgow,
vacant by the death of the Rev. Allar M‘Lean.

The Queen has presented the Rev. Peter
Calder to the church and parish of Kinloch-
bervie in the Presbytery of Tongue and county
of Sutherland, vacant by the Rev. Adam Mac-
farlane’s promotion to another parish.

Sovru Lerry Cacrcn.—The Rev. Kenneth
M'Lean Phin, of Galashiels, has been appointed
by the Crown to South Leith Church, vacant
by the appointment of the Rev. Dr. Stevensen
to the Professorship of Church History.

The Glasgow University buildings after a
service of more than 400 years have been de-
clared inadequate and unfit for the cducational
requirements of the present day. The Govern-
ment Comrission has named £84,000 as the
sum neccessary to crect a fitting structure in a
proper locality. The average attendapce at
the University is stated at 1200.

We understand that, the government hav-
ing signified their intention of supplying the
vacancy occasioued by the acceptance of the
Rev. Mr. Stevenson to the Chair of Church
History, in conformity with the desire and
choice of the congregation a petition has been
subscribed by nearly 1,200 communicants and
sitters of the church, praying that the =ppoiut-~
meat may be conferred on the Rev. Henry Duff,
the present incumbent of the sccond charge of
the parish.

LocuceLty—ORDINATION.— On Thursday last
the Presbytery of Kirkcaldy met at Lochgelly
for the ordination of the Rev. Wm. Mair (late
assistant at Campsie) as minister of the Chap-
¢l there. The Rev. Mr. Bryden of Kirkealdy
officiated. On Sabbath Mr. Mair was introduc-
ed by the Rev. Mr. Monro of Campsic, who
preached from Hebrews xiii. 17. Mr. Monro
also preached in the evening, when a collec-
tion wasmade for chapel improvements. This
settlement is highly satisfactory, the new pastor
having received 2 most cordial welcome from
his people.

Drarg or taE Rev. Dr. Smrson oF Kiri-
xewroX.—This well known clergyman and
ccclesiastical leader, e regret to announce,
died at the Manse of Kirknewton yesterdsy.
Dr. S. was a man of no ordinary powers and
long exercised much influence in the affairs of
the Established Churck. He possessed great
acuteness, still greater tact and caution and
was a safe and cffective debater. Having gone
considerable lengths with the Non-intrusion
party, he temporarily lost a portion of his
popularity and influence with both parties to-
wards and after the close of the contest in
1843 ; but he bad at least retained or recovered
so much of the estcem of his brethren that he
was clected Moderator of the General Assem-
bly in 1849. Dr. S. was also for many years
assistant or colleague of Principal Lee in the
Clerhship of Assembly, and since Dr. Lee's
death has been Principal Clerk, which office
has pow of course become vacant. In a few
months Dr. S. would hare completed hailf-a-
century in the ministry, having been ordained
in 1812.—Scofsman.

He said that, aithough he
may have come short of these determinations,
stili he hoped that he had been instrumental
in some means in leading souls unto Christ,
although perhaps the fruits may not be known
until many days hence. He went on to say
that he leaves here with great reluctance, hav-
ing lived so cordially and agreeably and spent
so many of his best and happiest days during
Lis incumbency bere; and in his advancing
years it was not for case nor worldly aggran-
disement, as he bad cvery comfort here that
he could desire; but, being called to 2 wider
sphere of usefulness and active life, he found
it to be his duty to accept of it—as it wounld
not be asked at the great day of reckoning
what cnjoyment you hiave had but what serv-
ices you have rendered. And, when bidding
us all farewell, he said, although the broad
Atlanticwas between us, he would always cher-
ish the recollection and remember us in his
prayers, and hoped that he would not be alto-
gether forgotten by us. We part with Dr.
Leiteh with feclings of deep regret, being sen-
sible of the many spiritual advantages which
we have derived from him. He took a great
interest in the welfare of the young in Sunday
Schools, and took not only a prominent part
in the causc of education in his parish but
throughout the country where his aid could
extend, and was unwearied in missionary ef-
forts. And from his abilities, high and varied
attainments and Christian worth he will be
ably qualified tc occupy and discharge efficient-
Iy his dutics in the new sphere of labour into
which he is now to enter, and will be able to
extend and forther the interests of the Church
of Scotland.— Fifeshire Journal.

MADRAS.

Six Candidales for Baplism.—Eztracted from
Report of the Superintendent of the Miszion.

During the past half of this year we have
bad causc to praise God for His goodness in
calling sinners from darkness into His own
marvellous light.  There have been 5 instances
of conversion from Heathenism and 1 from Ma-
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bommedanism. Aftera probation,in some cases
of long duration, the following 6 young men
were admitted into the Mission as professing
Christians :—Theagarayen, Vencatachellum,
Moothoosamy, Ramalingum, Kader and Shun-
goony. After & period of trial, longer or
shorter as was deemed requisite, they were at
their own earnest request permitted to quit their
home, break caste and relinquish the society of
friends and relatives to enjoy the privilege of
professing Christ. This step on their part was
not sanctioned until satisfactory evidence was
given that their state of heart was right to-
wards God so far as man could judge. But
none who know the intense grief and indigna-
tionexcited in thebreasts of the relativesof such
persons, when they bave been Mahommedans
or members of a caste, will question the neces-
sity of affording them an asylum in the Mission
under such circumstances. This necessity, we
Lelieve, is admitted everywhere. Accordingly
they have resided unuer the Mission roof—1
for about 5 months—another about 4 months,
&c.—the exact time varying in each case. The
4 first are natives of Madras and had to under-
go very severe trials through their relatives,
who used every means by entreaties, threats
and promises to break their resolution and in-
duce them to return to their former supersti-
tions, but none secemed for & moment to yield
or shake in their determination.

Theagarayen's statement :—“1 am a native
of Madras and was born on the 9th Dec., 1843.
By birth I belong to the Moodelly caste and am
a Siva devotee. When 1 was about 10 years
of age I was married to a heathen girl who
still remaing under the power of Satan. Short-
Iy after the marriage I went to Pondicherry—
about 100 miles south of Madras—iwhere I lived
with my uncle and received my carly educa-
tion from Ramasawmy Pundit. Some years
after I returned again to Madras as a ruby mer-
chant, which occupatiou I followed for some
time. Afterwards I became a compositor in the
Governmaent Press. While I was thus employ-
ed 2 Tamil New Testament was put into my
hands, by whom I do not recollect. However
I began to read it carefully, and asked my
friends to explain whatever I felt difficult.
While I thus spent the greater part of my time
in the study of the Bible my belief in Hinduism
began to fail. All the old practices came to
wy mind, such as going to Pariapalyam,where
at a certain time of the year people journey and
become naked, both male and female, and tie
round their waist margosa leavesand go round
the pagoda 3 or 4 times. (Ile mentions also
some other of the heathen rites.) I began to
ask my relatives why arc you doing this? 1Is
there any merit in it? Can we obtain salva-
tion by it? They could give noanswer. Then
I began to examine the Puranas and Shastras
~the Siva Purana, the Canda Purana, the
Ramaisna—acd saw that everything related
there is nothing bat lies and contrary to our
reason. So at length my cobscience began to
agitste me. So I thought it is better to em-
brace my Saviour, who loved me and died for
me, who i3 adle to save my soul.

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They received me kindly and continued daily
to explain the Scripture doctrine to me for a
congiderable time. At last on the 15th March,
1861, I openly broke my caste and took refuge
in the Mission House.” Since Theagarayen’s
reception into the Mission his conduct has been
very commendable, and we cherish hopes that
he will in time prove a valuable agent. Heis
an excellent Tamil scholar and possesses more
knowledge than most young Hindoos of the
superstitions of his countrymen, and has prov-
ed his zeal and ability in arguing with them
from their own Vedas and from tbe Scrip-
tures.

Vencatachellum is our second convert. He is
a native of Madras and belongs to the same
caste ag Theagarayen. He is about 18 years
of age and was for some time a Conicopillay or
accountant in the railway. He was taught by
his elder brother and was a pupil in several
institutions in Madras. His first impressions
were received in the London Mission School,
but his knowledge of Christianity was chiefly
derived from conversations with the catechists
and superintendent of this Mission. He posses-
ses good parts, is very diligent and desirous to
be useful.

Moothoosamy is also a native of Madras and
a Moodelly, and abcut 21 years of age. The
mode of his being brought to the knowledge of
the Saviour was very similar to the case of
Theagarayen. From books which came in hig
way his mind was opened 10 see the errors of
heathenism, whereby he was induced to study
the Scriptures and through them was made a
believer in Christ. He is a good English schol-
ar and has proved himseif an efficient teacher
of one of the junior classes.

Ramalingum was for & long time one of the
pupils iu our Institution and there received bis
first impressions of Divine truth, He is about
20 years of age, and & young man of good edu-
cation and very good disposition, and prose-
cutes his studies with great diligence. He is
also a native of Madras and a Moodelly.

Shungoony is a uative of Malabar—a Nair by
caste—and about 22 years of age. His mind
was first awakened by reading a Malayalim
tract on the punishment of sin. He came to
Madras about a year ago. After forming the
resolution to be a Christian he had frequent
conversations with the missionary, and showed
so much evident sincerity that he was received
without difficulty although he had never been
a pupil in any Mission School. His conduct
has been in all respects consistent and godly
since his admission. He possesses an unusual
acquaintance with Indian languages. He was
a Moonshee in Malayalim, which is his native
tongue ; and he reads and writes Sangcrit,
Tamil and Teloogoo ; and speaks Hindustani.
He has also & considerable knowledge of En-

lish.
& HKader is the first Mabommedan convert in
connexion with the Church of Scotland Mis-
sion.

Masillamany, o convert from Roman Catholi-
cism, i & very intelligent and well educated
young man, 23 yesrs of age. He has acquitted
himself well as a teacher in the Institution.

Besides these 7 young men there are several
very promising inquirers who harve repeatedly
come for private instruction. It has not how-
ever hitherto been thought expedient to sanc-
tion their quitting their homes. Of the young
men already admitted none have as yet been
baptized, it being the course invariably adopt-
ed by the missionaries of the Church of Scot-
land to keep such persons for a lgng time on
probation to afford time for due refiection on
their part on the solemn and momentous char-
acter of the ordinance of baptism and at the
same time to give proper opportunities to
the missionary to cbserve their conduct and
character.

ARRIVAL OF MISSIONARIES.

Messrs. Stern and Parker reached Alexan-
dria iu safety on the 4tk Oct., whete they will
take charge of the school for Jewish children
forrae ly under Mr. Christie’s care. Mr. Hof-
heinz arrived at Salonice on the 29th Sep.
The Rev. Jas. Christic left Alexandria on the
15th Oct. and reached Constantinople in safety
on the 21st of the same month. Messrs. Steiger
and Brandeis were to set out for Abyssinia on
the 5th Nov.

Mr. Hofbheinz writes from Salonica in Ger-
man, of which the following is a translation :—

 Most honoured Professor—Through the
kindness of the Lord I and our beloved friends
arrived happily in Salonica on the 29th Sept.
We received from the brethren, Stober and
Braendli on board ship, and from Mr. Crosbie on
the pier, a very friendly welcome, and were then
invited in a friendly way to take up our quar-
ters at Mr. Crosbie’s house, On the 7th Ostr.
we opened the school, which had been closed
for a vacation of 2 months. Through the good-
ness of God 35 or 40 children were brought to
us. For the present Mr. Crosbie gives religi-
ous insiruction to the Jewish children in the
Spanish language, 3Mr. Stober to the Greek
children in their own language, and I to the
elder boys in french. I also teach the French
language in the highest classes, and give in-
struction in singing, arithmetic and writing. I
spend daily 4 bours in the school ; I have also
to superintend the girls' department and the
restof my time is pretty fully occupicd with
my own studies in Spenish. I look with joy
to the time when it will be possible for me not
to have all my work in the school but to be
able also to preach the Gospel to the people of
Israel.”

The great day of Alonement.

The 14th day of Septr. was the day of .his
grest Jewish festival, and several letters from
our missionaries contain notices of it.

Mr. Crosbie, writing from Salonics, says :—

* The weekly meetings for prayer and the
reading of the Word have been continned. The
young men who wait upon these ministrations
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always evince an cageraess for information,
and this year, on the occasion of (he anniver-
sary of the great day of atonement, they begged
me to allow them to remain in the place where
our meetings are held, that they might thus
secretly absent themselves from attendance
upon & ceremorial in the celebration of which
they could not conscientiously join.”

Mr. Brandeis, writing from Alexandris,
8ayS 1—

413tk Sept.—This evening began the day of
atonement, the most holy feast ¢’ the Jews.
Accustomed to think on this day, especially of
the lost sheep of the house of Israel, I went to
3 synagogues which I found crowded full of
people. But, alas! there is no devotion, no ear-
nest desire to get rid of his sins, but only out-
ward service which never pleases God.

¢ 14th.—Went again to a synagogue. The
Jews are to-day altogether the whole day in
the synagogues. In Germany no Jew would
allow himself to eat anything the whole day;
but here I spoke with many Jews who told me
that there are many who do not fast.”

A Mufti (Native Judge.)

Mr. Brandeis in his journal writes:—

Tth Sept.—To-day I came to the book-shop,
where I found at first nobody particularly, but
after a little while came the Mufti from Fez,
who bought a Bible in Arabic and some other
Scriptures. The Lookseller read to him Mat-
thew v. He heard it very attentively and,
when he had finished with reading, he asked
with anxiety whether the same is contained in
the Bible he hought. Afterwards came yet a
Jew, and then we gpoke together from the Ko-
ran; but very soon our conversation came to
the Son of God, who is both to the Jews and
Mohammedans a stumbling-block and & cause
of offence. I showed him Isaiah vii.9, and
told him that Jesus Christ is that Immanuel.”

Foundation Difficulties,

Mr. Steiger writes :—

‘ This evening [ visited & Jew, with whom I
spoke about tue sinfulness of man, the incapa-
bility to redeem himself, the necessity of a Re-
dcemer; but he laughed ahout all that, and
asked what I meant by the words, sin, Re-
dcemer, &c. All these were sirange eipres-
sions to him. Alas! of such poor creatures
are many living here, who have been brought
up like the beasts, and, in addition to all that,
they are 80 very ignorapt that one ig obliged
to speak with them as with little children.”

German Journeymen,

¢t 9tk Sept.—To-day I had 4 hours’ school. In
the evening I felt myself very unwell, which
was increased during the night.

¢ 10th—To-day I felt myself worse than yes-
terday. 1 bhad got dysentery. We were visited
by some German journeymen pretending to
want tracts or religious books, &c. ; but their
real purpose wasrather to get bodily than spir
itual assistance. Still we get thereby oppor-
tunity to spesk with these people about the
salvation of their souls, And, though themost
of these men who come to these countries have
done with every religion, and have stopped
nearly sll their Divine feclings, still they are
sometimes in a situation that they are obliged
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to confess their miserable condition to be a
congequence of their ungodly life. And so
finds also here the Lord, in men’s extremity,
sometimes an opportunily to show them the
way of salvation. We are at least able to
speak with them without being mocked ; and,
haviog been favonred by Dr. Marriot angd Mr.
Spitler from Basle with a large number of
tracts, Testaments and parts of the Gospels, we
are able to provide them with the Word of Life
for the future time.”

DO CALVINISTS BELIEVE IN INFANT
REPROBATION?

The above question has been suggested
to our mind by an article that recently
appeared in one of our Canadian periodi-
cals. We feel the question to be an im-
portant ome. Many interests are con-
nected with it. The interests of Truth are
connected with it. The character of a jour-
nal that professes to be the herald of ap-
proaching day to Canada ie connected with
it. The comfort of many a Christian
parcnt is connected with it. And,
with respect to the last point, what
has become of their offspring who were
taken away in infancy must ever be a
thrilling enquiry to the bereaved parental
heart. Often must such anxiously ask, Is
it well with their child ?

Now in the periodical referred to it is
charged upon the system of Calvinism
that 1t teaches the most cruel and inhuman
doctrine upon this subject. Tt is alleged
that all who are consistent Calvinists, and
who avow that nawme, “ must hold infant
reprobation and damnation.” And s0
wise is the author of that article in his own
conceitthat, heassuresius, whenan expounder
of that system, with whom he recently met,
denied that Calvinists held any such dogma,
he on the other hand strenuously maintain-
ed “ that not only did John Calvin hold
thie opinion but that all who dcserve the
name of being his followers' must do so too.
This then is the charge agsinst an honour-
cd name—a name that will always stand
high in the church of the Living God—a
man than whom since the days of the a-
postle Panl there has not been one more
blessed of God in his labours or more suc-
cessful in his efforts to promote the cause of
gurc and undefiled religion; and it is acharge

rought cqually against all who feel con-
strained by the force of Truth to embrace
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that system of doctrine which is known in
its general features as the system of Calvin.
We ask the question—TIs the charge true ?

Now we shall look at the charge as
it affects the great body of Calvinists
first. And ir their name we reply at once
and without any fear ¢f contradiction that
it isnot true. The writer of this paper is
a Calvinist—he knows what the Calvinistic
faith is—and to some extent he is acquaint-
ed with Calvinistic literature ; and he feels
warranted to assert that the final reproba-
tion of those who have died in infaney has
no place in Calvinistic Theology at all. Not
one in 1000, probably not 10 in 100,000
Calvinists, who have formed any judgement
upon the subject, believe this dreadful
doctrine. Calvinists everywhere hold the
doctrine of Infant salvation. Throughout
Europe, America and Canada there are vast
multitudes of Calvinists—the fact is that at
least three fourths ofthe Protestant churches
are Calvinistic, and we are morally certain
that out of allthese vast multitudes not 100
individualscould be got who would avow this
most shocking and distressing belief. All,
all, all of them hold the doctrine of the
salvation of infants—a doctrine dear and
precious to every instinct of our nature, and
especially dear to every parental heart that
has some sweet little treasure, that once
brought gladness Yo their homes, sleeping in
the dust of death.

And, as a proof that such is.the fact, we
would allude to the significant circumstance
that the chief writers upon the question of
Infant salvation have been Calvinists. Fre-
quently and earnestly has this matter been
discussed during the last two centuries, but
by far the greater number of those who have
treated of it have been Calvinists. Scarcely
has any work of any note, bearing upon this
question, come from any other party or
any other pen save theirs. And, if there
arc more decided views held on this subject
than there were 300 years ago, or about
the timethat Calvin died—it is, underGod,
to the pious labours and enquiries of those
who have embraced his general scheme of
doctrine, that we are indebted for these.
Singular it may indeed scem, but it i3
nevertheless true,that this ficld of Seriptural
investigation and enquiry has been almost
entirely explored by them alone.

Nor is it true that Calvinists, to be consis-
tent, musthold thedoctrineof Infant reproba-
tion and deny that of their salvation. Those
who say so show clearly that they knownot
what that system of Theology is. For 1T
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18 THE FACT THAT IT IS THIS SYSTEM ONLY
THAT AFFORDS THE MOST TENABLE AND
SATISFACTORY GROUNDS FOR BELIEVING
IN THE SALVATION OF THOSE ‘“‘ WHO
BAVE NOT SINNED AFTER THE SIMILI-
TUDE OF ADAM'S TRANSGRESSION, WHO
IS THE FIGURE OF IIM WHO WAS TO
coME.” “In Adam,” as weare taught by
Seripture, “ all die.” Al are born under
condemnation through the disobedicnce of
the first parent of the race. And, asa proof’
of this condemnation, we may refer to the
obvious fact that infants suffer and die.

Death reigns over them as well as over
others. How often have our hearts been
grieved and distressed in witnessing the
pains and agonics and then the death of
these little oncs!  We see them visited with
sore evils on account of their connexion
with Adam. But Calvinism, deriving its
principles from the Word of God, teaches
that the second Adam—the Lord from
Heaven—more than compensates the in-
juries done to the race of man by the dis-
obedience of the first. It teaches, what the
Word of God teaches, that the glorious
Gospel of the blessed God meets the exigen-
cies in which th¢ human family is now
placed through the fall of Adam. And, as
respects the question before us, teaches
and maintains that, if in Adam infants die

—die although they have never personally
sinned, in Christ who is the Covenant
Head of a new and better economy
they will be saved, even although it is im-
possible that they can exercise faith in His
pame. Infants personally never infringed
the law, yet we behold them liable to
death—jyea, and often suffering it; and we
account for this mysterious procedure to-
wards them by assuming, what the Scrip-
tures declare, that in some way or other
they are involved in the consequences of
Adam’s transgressic.—so Calvinism teaches
that through the obedience and atonement
of Jesus Christ they shall attain to eternal
happiness, although they never knew His
name. Aud Calvinists are assured of the
truth of this teaching. When they study
the doctrine of the covenant, both of Works
and of Redemption, and in the light of
these covenants look at such a test as
this— It is not the will of your Father
who is in Heaven that one of these little
ones should perish "—they feel assured

that through the satisfaction of Christ imput-
cd to them and by the working of His
Spirit within them, oven although they are
incapable of faith, they shall be saved from
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wrath through Him. On this ground
specially, as well as on grounds which
need not be more dwelt upon here, do we
maintain the doctrine—not of Infant rep-
robation—no, emphatically deny the doc-
trine—but the doctrine of Infant salvation
—the salvation of all who die in infancy,
whether these are the children of believing
or unbelieving parents, of Jews, of Gentiles
or of Christians.

Nor do we admit that Calvin denied the
doctrine of the salvation of infants. We
know that in various places of his writings
he argued with utmost carnestness and
with consummate ability that infants would
be saved. We think that, if the Reformer
felt any difficulty at all upon this subject,
it was as respects the deceased infants of
the heathen. He was in the dark as re-
spected this point. He had more fear than
hope upon it. Nor do we blame Calvin
for these fears. His belief on this matter
was the belief of his age. It was the be-
lief of the Church in which he was born
and in the doctrines of which he had been
trained. And, if it were the case that the
influcnce of these early beliefs still clung
to him to some extent, this is by no means
to be wondered at. Calvin however was
among the very first of the Reformers who
attacked and overthrew the dogma of the
Church of Rome—a dogma believed in for
centuries preceding his day, and believed
in till the present day in that communion—
that no unbaptized infant can be saved.
He maintained the position that, even
although infarts were not baptized, they
might yet be regenerated by the Spirit of
God, that the Spirit might be given even
where the outward rite of baptism had not
been possessed ; and thus encouraged the
fond hope that deceased infants would be
saved. And in one place he observes, in
answer to those who denied that infants
could be regenerated, as if this were a
thing impossible with God;—* If they
must be left amoug the children of Adam,
they are left in death, for in Adam we can
only die. On the contrary Christ com-
mands them to be brought to Him. Why ?
Because He is life. To give them life
thercfore He makes them partakers of Him-
self, whilst thosc men by driving them
away from Him adjudged them to death.”
And in language more distinet and une-
quivocal he comments upon the words of
Christ, ** Of such is the kingdom of heav-
en,”’ and remarks, “ That God adopts in-
funts and washes them in the blood of His.
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Son, and that they are regarded as among
His flock.” And equally clear and unmis-
takable is the following, when reasoning
against those who argue that, because
infants could not believe, therefore they
could not be saved :—** I oppose,” says he,
“a contrary argument. All those whom
Christ blesses are exempted from the curse
of Adam and the wrath of God ; and, as it
is known that infants were blessed by Him,
it follows that they are exempted from
death.”

There are many other passages in Calvin
equally explicit and satisfactory. Both in
his Institutes and in his Commentaries
has he frequently expressed his convictions
respecting this matter.  And, however
doubts might hang over his mind as to the
futurities of the heathen infants cut down
in death, there were yet strong hopes in
the safety of those who died the children
of Christian parents. In his commentary
upon the Epistle to the Romans, v. 17, he
writes respecting the righteousness of
Christ, in which man becomes interested
through faith—“ It is communicated in
a peculiar way to infants, for they
have right of adoption in the covenant by
which they enter into communion with
Christ. I speak of the children of the
pious, to whom the promise of grace is
directed, for others are by no means ex-
empted from the common lot. And the
hope which he cherished has been largely
shared in by those who bear his name,
these being unanimous on this question,
that vast multitudes of those who die in
infancy will share in a glorious immortality ;
while again there are those who yet go
further and maintain that all who died in
infancy without exception will be thus
blessed and favoured. And we make men-
tion of it as a significant fact in this dis-
cussion, and as a complete answer to the
slanderous and defamatory charge that has
been brought against Calvin and Calvinism,
that in the National Covenant appended
to the Confession of Faith of the Church
of Scotland, adopted in Scotland in the
year 1581, and again in 1592, and sub-
scribed and approven of on several other
dates recorded in the preamble to the
document, we find it thus avowed by the
King's Majesty and his household, by
Barons, Nobles, Gentlemen, Burgesses,
Ministers and Commons, ¢ We detest spec-
ially and refuse,” among other enormous
crrors of the Church of chome, “ his cruel
judgements against infants depasting with-
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out the sacrament, and his absolute neces-
sity of baptism.”  And the Church and pen
ple of Scotland have always been distinguish-
ed for their Calvinism. Surelythis statement
shows how utterly mistaken those are in
their views of that system who allege that
the cmbracing of it involves the belief of
Infant reprobation.

We have made it clear that the doctrine
of Infant reprobation is no part of Calvin-
ism. We helieve we have shown in the
preceding part of this paper the unfounded
nature of the accusation that bas led us into
this discussion. We claimn for Calvinistic
doctrine a general accord with Holy Scrip-
ture. Various schemes of Religious doc-
trine have been propounded ; there are Ro-
manism, Pelagianism, Socinianism, Armi-
niapism, Calvinism—we only claim in
behalf of the last mentioned scheme that it
more fully represents what is the mind of
the Spirit—more fully brings into view the
truth as it is in Jesus, and that it gives an
immensely more complete and methodical
survey of the Religion of the Bible asa
whole than is given in any of the other
schemes. And we would tender in all
affection to those who esteem it their duty
to attack and assail Calvinism the advice
given by the late celebrated Bishop Horsley
in his last charge to his clergy.: ¢ Take
especial care, before you aim your shafts
at Calvinism, that you know what Calvi-
nism is, and what it is not; that in that
mass of doctrine which it is of late become
the fashion to abuse you can -distinguish
with certainty between that part of it which
is nothing better than Calvinism and that
part which belongs to our common Chris-
tianityjand the general faith of thereformed
Churches; lest, when you mecan only to
play foul of Calvinism, you should unwarily
attack something more sacred and of a
higher origin.”

We have only another remark to make,
In the closeof the article to which we send
forth this paperas areply we find a charge
about as offensive and defamatory as the
main one of Infant reprobation, of which
we have now been speaking. We are con-
firmed in our impressisn that the author of
that article had no right conception of what
Calvinism is. Most earnestly do we com-
mend to him the sage advice of Horsley.
Says the writer of the article, *“ Uncondi-
tional reprobation is one of the foundation
stones upsu which the system of Calvinistic
Theology rests.”. We say respecting this
statement that it is totally, utterly false.
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If there is proof to substantiate this charge,
let it be prodnced. Where in all the Creeds
and Confessions of Faith of Calvinistic
Churches is such a sentiment taught?
Does the Confession of Faith of the Church
of Scotland teach it? Do the Articles of
Religion of the Church of England teach
it? Does the Savoy Confession ? or the
Confession of the Reformed Church of
France? Does the Confession of Iei-
delberg, or of the Helvetic Churches,
or any other of the Confessions that
were produced at the time of the great
and glorious Reformation ? and these were
all Calvinistic Churches. Nay, not one of
them. Between all these Churches and
Confessions there was the most wonderful
accord—and the doctrine of ¢ uncondi-
tional reprobation” has no place in any one
of them-—never had—cannot have. This
is no part of Calvinistic Theology for the
very obvious reason, that it is no part of
Bible Truth—for all that the Calvinistic
system claims to be is this, and this only—
the faithful expositor and interpreter of that
Truth. The statement as to “ uncondi-
tisnal reprobation” being one of the corner-
stones of Calvinism is a sentiment utterly
abhorrent to every man who knows any-
thing of the system at all, and most assu-
redly has no place therein. And in the
mouth of Calvinists, when the word “ rep-
robation” is employed, which is probably
howeve rexceedingly seldom, never, never
do they associate the idea with it of its
being an arbitrary unconditional decree—
this were verily to assail the love and mer-
cy, the truth and justice of Jehovah—but
they regard it as significant of that just
jndgement with which He visits the wicked
for their wickedness, a doctiine plainly
taught in almost every page of the Oracles
of God.

MISCELLANEOQUS.

ProresTanT CmapeL FOR THE TROOPS.~—
Workmen have just completed the building at
the Camp of Chalons of & Pro.estant chapel
intended for the celebration of Divine service for
such of tho troops as cre Protestants. The
building will be inaugurated next year.—
Frenck Paper.

New Missiors.—The Society for the Propaga-
tion of the Gospel in Foreign Parts have de-
termined to establish several new missions, as,
for example, Roorkee and Patna in the Penin-
guls of India, Rangoon in Burmsah, snd Singa-
pore in the Strait of Malacca. The society has
also resolved to found a mission in the Capital
f China. Liberal votes have passed the board
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for the support of a bishop and staff of mis-
sionaries in the Orange River, Free State,
South Africa, and the establishment of a
strong mission in Caffraria Proper.

Dr. James Legge, of the London Missionary
Society, for 21 yearsresident in China, after 16
years’ assiduous study of the language and
literature, has commenced the publication of a
Critical Text, with a translation and explana-
tory notes, of the sacred Chinese classics, com-
prising the five “King” attributed to Confucius,
and the four “Shoo” (or writings) comprising
the conversations of Confucius and the works
of his disciple Mencius. The first volume, al-
ready published at Hong-Kong, will be followed
(if the editor'slife is spared) by at least 6 others,
the whole enterprise being undertaken at the
cost of an English merchant, Mr. Joseph Jar-
dine, whose sudden death in China lately oc-
curred.

Mgr. Secroron's grandfather, a venerable old
man of 86, still preaches to the people among
whom he has laboured for 50 years.

Tus Bisgor oF LoxpoN axp Mr. Spur-
GeoN.—Not long since the Bishop of London
wrote to Mr. Spurgeon as follows :—¢ Indeed,
when I think of the thousands of souls in the
metropolis whom the efforts of all the minis-
ters of religion among us f2il to rouse,how can
I fail to thank God that those powerful means
of influence which you possess are enlisted in
Christ’s cause ?’

GexNEROSITY OF MADAMEL1ND GOLDSCHMIDT.~—
Previous to leaving Aberdeen, Madame Lind
Goldschmidt placed in the hands of the Liord
Provost a sum of 100 guineas to be distributed,
as he thought best, among local charities or
among the general poor of the city. Wec un-
derstand that she has also handed to the Treas-
urer of the Dundee Industrial Schools the
sum of 25 guineas.—Dundee Adve-tiser.

MeuoriaL CuurcH TO THE LATE DUERE OF
SuTHeErLAND.—On Monday week the Earl of
Granville laid the foundation stone at St
George's, Shropshire, of a new church, to be
erected to the memory of the late Duke of
Sutherland. The Bishop of Litchfield preached
upon the occasion. The cost without the spire
will be £4000, but with that addition about
£5000. On the south of the church a tablet
to record the memory of the late Duke is to be
placed.

The Balifax Churck Record states that the
late Charles Inglis, the son of onc Bishop of
Nova Scotia and the grandson of another, bas
bequeathed Clermont estate to King's College,
Windsor, together witls 1,000 volumes of books,
and also made the institution his residuary le~-
ateo. He has also devised a valuable farm
to the church at Aylesford for the especial sus-
tenance of the clergyman and the support of
the Sunday School. TheteguesttotheCollegeis
to be specially appropriated to the supportand
encouragement of young men preparing for
holy orders. W. K. Reynolds, Esq., lately de-
ceased, bas also granted 1,000 pounds to the
poor of the churches of St. Paunl, St. Luke
and St. Matthew in Halifax; 500 pounds to
the National School ; 500 pounds to the Aca-
dian School for free scholarships to the poor ;
and 500 pounds to the Asylum for the Deaf
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and Dumb. These noble bequests deserve to
be heralded far and wide, and the names of
the donors held in perpetual bono:.

Tge Livisestoye ExvepiTioy.—Interesting
despatches have been received this month from
Dr. Livingstone and Bishop M'Kenzie. The
cxpedition had failed in their ascent of the
Rumura ; but only because they had attempted
it too late in the season; and Dr. L. writes
very confidently of its importance for the fu-
ture commeree of that coast with Lake Nyassa
and the iv.erior. From the Rumuva mouth
the party rcturned in the Pioneer to the
Comorro Isles to take the missionaries left

there on board ; and thence they procecued to |

the Zambezi, entered 12 successfully and had
got up to the Shirc when the last !:tters left.
In a few days they were to continue their voy-
age up tua. tributary to the Zumba mountain
and Dr. L. twas to accompany them to direc
the sclection of an appropriate site for the fu-
ture mission. Al were in exccllent health
and spirits. Dr. L. and bis colleagues speak
highly of the unepiscopal eaergy of the hard-
working, rough-faring Bishop ; and the Bishop
writes in his dispatches with ecqual cordiality
of the unfailing Lamour, sagacity and success
of his dissenting leader and protector. The
Doctor in his letter to Sir George Grey says
ke is now ‘working in his old spoor of the
Slire," and in something like the capacity of
Lord of the manor is ‘to submit for the iaspee~
tion of the Bishop' a spot near the vilinge,
marked ia the map Chizanzes, o capital, cool,
wall-watered sanitarivm, 3000 fect abore the
level of the sea, and, though last pot lesst,
‘with a headman called Chibabee, who is a fag,
frank and jolly fellow. The missionaries in
cqual spirits write that in afew weeks fwe
bope to bc making acquaintance with our
neigbbours, learning their language, getling
up our stores, and making ready for our ladies,
whom we cxpent anout the cnd of the year!
Mrs. L. is at present in Cape Town wailing
the arrival of the ship from Englacd whiclt =
conveying the Doctor’s newly built steam-
Facht, the Ledy Nyassa, With that vessel she
will proceed to join her hustmnd on the Zam-
bezi; and will be accompanicd by the Rerv.
James Stewart. This geatleman has bren
seat ont by a Mission Commitree of the Free
Church of Scotland to cxamine the Zambezi
countty and repoart upon the cxpedicacy of
cstablishing a Scottish Presbyterian Mission
there, not in antagonismn to the episcopal en-
terprise of Bishop I Kenzic but in cordial
harmony with it. Mo, Stewart has had consid-
crable expericnce asa traveller in other lands,
acd a geatleman allogether betler qualified for
the responsible doty now eatrasted to them
the Free Charch anthoritics conld not possibly
have sclected.  The Scoich caution evinced in
Rlling oul = prepamatory cxploriag mission of
thiz sort is as characlesistic as commendadle,
and cannot fail to prove abuadantly service-
ablo to the fatare missionarics, shoaldthe pro-
jecled wission be eventoally cstablished.—

THE MISSIONS IN THE SOUTH SEA
ISLAXNDS.

Sad tidings have reached us from these dis-
tant and barbarous lands. In our iast number
we mentioned that several of the islands in this
group had deen devastated by a tornado, tear-
ing-up trees, sweeping away crops and level-
ling houses in one common destruction ; that
measles bad tarricd off & very large provoru.a
of the natives ; and, to crow: these calannties,
great disaffection existed among the native
! population against the missionariss, from the
prevailing belicf that they had been the couse
of these disasters. Onc of the devoted band
hiad already, at least indirectly, become 2 vie-
tim. His life bad been attempted, and the apx-
iety caug'd by this, in combination with other
circumstances, had brought on discase which
terminated in death. But he died in peace,
surrounded by the presence and sympathy of
sorrowing friends. le was cut down, it is
true, in the full vigour of life and in the midst
I of bis uscfulness, but his death had those sur-
roundings which lend o holy calm and a gentle
satisfaction cven in this last and trying hour.
His head was piliowed by & beloved wife—his
1ast hours were solaced by the presence of &
valued friend—he died in peace jn the midst,
it is .ruc, of unfinished labours and unrealized
hopes, but with serenity all around, an uo-
clouded faith, a perfect resigralion and a part-
ing of soul and body geatle and noiscless as
the last cbbing of the parting breath.  Whata
contrast was soon to be cnacted on o different
scene. A youthful missienary—who had left
his pleasant bome, hiz dear fricpds—with
a keart full of devotion to o holy cause had
consccrated his life to the noblest work that
can be cntered on by men. Far away on &
savage islet, and amidst a barbarous and de-
graded race, e had proclzimed the glad tidings
apd with them was uying to introduce the
humanizing influcaces of a Christian civiliza-
tion. He is at his work, acting the partof the
good Samaritan, and whilc engaged in Lis pious
and charitable occupation, he is called to face
the King of Terrors amidst horrors unspeak-
able. The Rev. Mr. Gordon is now the sccond
victim who has fallen at his post on Ermroman-
ga. The distinguished missionary, Williams,
20 years ago scaled his testimony with his
blood on the same island under the most har-
towxing circomstances.  Another has fallea
almest at the entmnce of the ame jart of the
i ficld. The facls of the crucl murder ate $0

the place of the victim will rise up a hand of
missionaries—not more devoted perhaps, but
who will be more successful, through whose
efforts the dark places of the earth will cease
to be the abodes of horrid cruclty, and instead
of the savage yell and the barbarous toma-
hawk will be heard the anthem of praise and
will be seen the peaceful implements of in-
dustry.

Is not this a loud and portentous call to us,
as a Church, to be girding-on our armour for
1his special duty—and fighting in line against
the common cnemy in the army of Christen-
dom? Itis high time; the call is urgent, the
necessity is great, the ficld is extensive, the
day is far gone, and we are not yet ready !
Surely another year will not pass away with-
out more than effort—but with an accomplish-
ed fact—cne missionary at least, fully cquipped
and gladly supported by us as a2 Charch. We
must have a Mission ficld under our own aus-
pices—the result of cur own self-denyig exer-
tions. It will never do, a3 our correspondent
“ Clericus” suggests, that w. should take a
m=re subordinatc or helping part to another
Church. Qur pesple will never stoop to take
oniy an ancillary josition. We are capable of
a higher and more independent effort, and, if
we are unwilling to make it, we arc unworthy
of the name of a Christian Church.

THE SECOND NARTYER OF ERROMANGA.

Mr. Gordoa was born in Prince Edward
Island, where Lis father and mother still live,
and where his death will be universally deplor-
ed. He was brought up on his father's farm

While
laboring solitary in the woods the Spirit of
God touched his heart with hallowed fire, and
hic could not content himsclf or hush the voice
of conscicnce tili k:c éntered into active service
in the cause of the Redeemer. le became a
distributor of Bibles and tracts and iabored
diligenily among the Roman Catholic popula-
lion of his native isiand.

Aboat 12 years ago he left Prince Edward
island and came in a coasting vessel to this
citr. Heintended procceding to the Baptist
College at Horton to prosccute his cducation
with 2 view to the Gaspel ministry. In this
ity however ke met witha Preshyterian stu-
dent, who induced him 1o remain here and a8~
1ead the Free Church College, thea coammene-
ing its winler sessien.  This may be regarded
as the turning-point of his carcer. His catly
cdacation had been sadly neglected, but so
diligently did he labor, and so geeat was his
sptitude for lcarning, that in the space of §
Fears be was nol only a good English sehdlar
bat had made a voIr respectable progress in
Latin, Greek and Hebrew, and ia every other
depariment of a libera! cdueation.  When he
cotered Professor Liyadls classes in the Freo
Chareh Gollege, his attzinments were searcely
equal to the average of farmers or mechanics;
1 5 yeats he was in the most important
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branches not much behind the foremost ranks
of our students.

From the d: | he landed here, and while pur-
suing his studies with exemplary diligence, he
devoted a large portioa of nis time to visiting
the poor, the sick and the indigent without re-
spect of color or creed.  Three and sometimes
four hours cf every day in the week were devot-
cd to this work—reading the Scriptures, en-
gaging in prayer, distributing tracts, relieving
distress—aund all this done spontancously and
gratuitously. A vear of this toil waus teomuch
cven for his irun constitation, cspecially as he
lived in tie bumblest, piainest and cheapest
style possible that he might heep clear of debt
and at the same time have something to bestow
on the poor, who were ever near his heart.
Mcental and physical tension such as this was
more thaa hie could cndurc and he was lawd
aside for 2 months with a slow fever. He re-
covered, and, though he was as faithfulasever,
he was more cautious and learncd more dis-
tinctly the limit of his strength and endurance.

His represcntations relative to the condition
of tl.~ poor, cspecially the Irish poor in this
city, le ? to the establishment of a City Mission,
and he linsclf was for several years the ¢ffi-
cicent agent of the society. In this work he
won the bighest esteem of the best men of all
Protestant denominations, the love and grat-
tude of thousands of the neglected poor, and
the inveterate hatred of the Romish priesthood
and their minions, who once and again la’d
violent hands upon him and persecuted him
with tongue and fist and club. He gave an
impetus 10 home and mission enterpriscin Hali-
fax, which has led now to the employment of 3
missionarics where there used to be none at &il.
He also kad & large if not a principal share in
originating the Young Men's Christian Associ-
ation of this city.

His nttention was carly turncd to the forcign
mission-ficld, and Erromanga was the particu-
lar spot which fic preferred. He offered his
services to ke Board of Missions of the Presby-
terian Church, and, when he was accepted, he
gave all diligence to fit himself for the work.
He was already a carpeater, he could build a
house and prepare all the material.  He now
learncd to wicld the blacksinith’s hammer, the
sheemaker's awl, the tailor's needle.  He slso
studied medicine, a knowledge of which he
found of cssential scrvice.  He learned to sct
type, make up a2 form, and work the hand-
press in the Wilness office.  Thus afler several
years of preparation he left this city well c-
quipped in November, 1856,spentseveral moaths
in Britain, and asrived st his ficld of labor and
the scene of his martsrdom ¢n the 7th Juze,
1858,

There, satvounded by innumerable dsngers,
subjecied to the severest privations, he and his
partner in life fonght the batdle of the Gross
step by step apgainst overwhelming  odds.

trong in faith, full of unquenchable =eal and
ardent love of sonls, he was prepased to sacri-
fice cvesthiag for the glots of the Redecmer.
It bas never been my lot to sce & man mone
sincere and fAingle-minded or more profonndiy
pions. His prayers at the sindents’ prayer
meelings, a5 well as everywhere clse, woan
more like the soblime oathmrsis of inspired
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prophets than the cold supplications of ordin-
ary Christians. You could not overlook the
fine fire of genius in his flashing eye, and,
though his style, whether written or spoken,
wes far from classic, he was always above
commonplace—fresh, strong and cloqu.ent and
reminding one a good deal of Dr. Duff. Thous-

ands in this city feel as if they had lost a dear

persoaal friend. The tidings reached us but
yesterday morning. The Wesleyan ministers
of this city met this morning and passed a
resolution of condolence sad kindly sympathy
with the Presbyterian Church under this sore
affliction. Copious tears were shed at tne
daily prayer meeting this morning, as the writ-
er related the melancholy tale.

We all feel that Mr. and Mrs Gordon have
won the martyr's crown—that they were abun-
dantly reaay .0 meet their Lord and receive
that crowr—tbat they pecded the happy rest
of the heave. Iy Sabbath, the sleep which God
giveth to Hic heloved ones. We would there-
fore mingle sings of praise and gratitude with
our tears and mourning.

We learn f.om private sources that the
minister who was on Erromonaga when the
deed was done was the Rev. Mr. Milne, of the
Y.ondon Missionary Society (we persume). IHe
Lindly did all that s Christian friend and broth-
er could do in the circumstances, and com-
n:]unicated all the facts to the parties interest-
ed.

Mrs. Gordon's maiden name was Ellen Pow-
¢ell ; and she has a brother in London to whom
Mr. Milne communicated the tidings of the
massacre  Only for Mr. Milne’s presence and
interference the hodics would have been cook-
ed and caten and the Mission premises barnt.
He collected cverything he could connected
swith the premises and forwarded them to Syd-
ney. He cut off a large quantity of their hair
for friends. The Bishop of New 7 ~aland visited
the Island afewdays after themure erand visited
the graves of the martyred oncs, snd read over
them the English burial service. He felt a
great interest in Mr. Gordon, and Mr. Gordon
held bim in high esteem.

Yect there is no truth which ought to he
mcre carcfolly remembered or more diligentiy
acted on. The minister may preach the most
cloquent sermons ever delivered from a pulpit,
and cager crowds may press to listen to the
gifted orator; but, if he dots no more than
preach, he will do little cither for his Gaurch
or Chrisisnity. We question much if the
admiration of fine sermons is any very marked
indication of sincere piety. Itinay be s proof
of taste, which is & very different matier, and
12 13 very right that we should indulge that
taste provided we can do so without sacrificing
higber and more pressing duties. Far be it
from us however to seck to lend the slightest
countenance to slovealy preparation for the

palpit.  That minister is guilty of & sad dere- i

liction of duly who ascends the palpit withoat
Bavisg previoasly bestowed on his sabject all

! the care in his power. A discourse loose in
’ style, confused in arrangement, poor in thought,
is simply serving God with nought, making a
’ mockery of asolemn duty and offering a pointed
insult to a congregation. The temple of the
' Most High is worthy of the Loliest, deepest and
best thoughts of him who ministers therein, and
nothing is so calculated to shock and disgusta
well informed mind and weaken religious influ-
| ence over it than mere rant and babble, extem-
poraneous and noisy common-place. Some
ministers imagine thut it is not necessary to
, make any very claborate preparation for o
i plain country congregation. He risesand with
complacent air says pretty much what comes
uppermost, which is generally very little, beaten
out into many words. If the clergyman who
is in the babit of doing so would only take the
trouble of looking carefully at the sea of vacant
and totally unintercsted countensnces before
him, he must readily convince himself that
there is something radically wrong cither with
his people or himself that he is making no man-
ner of impression, and that he might as well
be preaching to the empty pews. If heis a
man of sens: as well as education, just let him
revolve the matter in his own mind on bis way
to the manse, and resolve to tr= the experiment
of preaching as he would do to a refined city
congregation by collecting and arranging well
matured thoughts, and gathering as much in-
formation as possible from all probable sources
about his subject. Let him clothe that subject
in clear and simple language which the rudest
may understand and the most refined may ap-
preciate. Let him resolve to do this for three
months, and long before that time he will
scarcely see an unintercsted-countenance in
i the church, and many a formerly vacant seat
! will be regulacly occupicd. Let him persevere
¢ fora yearand he will discover that he has
been not only instructing and improving but
{ refining and clevating the taste and feclings of
his people. This howerer by the way. ILet 3
now turn our attention to the Sabbath Scho.
Here the youthful mind is not only to be in-
structed but trained in the first principles of
Gospel truth.  The rising generation are to be
made scquainted with the Bible, and their char-
acter to be formed and moulded in conformity
with itg teachings. How may this be most
successfully effected ?  Let vs descend at oace
to the practical. The Sabbath School ought
10 include all the young belonging to the con-
gregation without distinction. By proper ar-
{ rangements and judicious management this
may with very rarc exceptions be successfully
effected. It will be found a greater difficulty
to keep them all than to get them; and to ae-
complish this last powt no paing should be
gradged, no effort spared. Its smceess will
depend upon several circumstances, but the
most important isto blend interest with instrac-
tion. To make a lesson interesting is not o
casy & {ask as many people suppose. To cn-
sure thiz end there maust be method, persever-
aace, panctaality, preparation, loveof the work,
y and scasc of responsibility. There must be
frmness but kindnesa of manner in the teackes.
And how is he to teach 7 Hear achapter read,
s pexlm or paraphrase repeated, a guestion of
two from the Shorter Catechism committed to

memory, proofs turned up and doctrines colla-
ted? This is the common way, but not exactly
the way;no doubtit is well—butis apt to
become dreary, formal and tiresome. And
remember success depends upon keepingZ-up in-
terest. Some teachers can interest their pupils
in the way we have indicated, and then all is
well; good fruit will come. Butasa general
rule 1t will fail, and then it becomes a grave
question how is failure to be arrested? By
Method and Study. Firat of all let the school
have a8 & Superintendent 2 man of active mind,
and above a1l of methodical and business habits,
one who will keep everything in its proper
place and see that all is moving in the proper
direction. If & man be secured who is at once
an enthusiast and a man of judgement, then
the victory is nearly gained. This however
needs not always nor even very often be ex-
pected, but, when such a one does turn up, let
a minister prize him as his right hand or his
right exe, and it would be well to be ever on
the lcok-out for this rara avis. Upon the Super-
intendent must devolve the regulating of the
whole machinery of the School. He must
choose and spportion teachers, prescribe the
lessons and organize the classes. He must
held teacher’s meetings to discuss the subject
¢f each lesson to communicate and elicit infor-
mation, to suggest, to inform, to encourage the
inexperienced or timid teacher, and lastly to go
over with them thelesson oy way of rehearsal
as in & class. By this means the teachers will
be both compeicat to and confident in
their work, and the lessons will contain an
interest to be followed with the best results.
The eye of the Superintendent must be always
«satchful but always benignant, gentle and
persuasive, vet vory systematic. Let his laws
‘be few and simple but never swerved from.
He ought to know all about the young of the
congregation, their number and how many
attend school. IHe ought to note and ascer-
tain, cither personally or through a wacher,
every case of absence, and find out and, when
possible, try to obviate the cause. e must be
¢ver anxious to win accessions and loath to lose
a pupil. Heought tobe a man of ferrent pray-
er, adorning the position he occupics. But I
fear my spaee is exhausted, and I must resesve
whatremarks Thave to make on teachers and the
art of teaching, on hooks and discipline and
otber matters to a succeediog paper or, it may
Le, two or mc ~cceding papers.

¢d on the Facts of His Life on Barth. By
Joux Youss, LL.D. (Rdin.) Third Edition.
Revised. London: William Allan. 1$61.

e ase glad to sec & third cdition of Dr-
Young's vigorous and powerful ¢ Christ of
Histery.” That s book in this form—a solid
wedge of argament—shonld hare wrged s
way so far into the mass ol onr litemtare s a
very hopefal fact. Bul & s 2ol woadesful.
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To any mind, accustomed to revolve the evi-

dences of Christianity, and not quite incapable
{ of strict thought, the argument of this volume,
when it first presents itself] is calculated to be
absolutely cnchaining. We doubt not that
many readers, formerly sieptical or doubtful,
have, while perusing its pages, started to their
feet with an cxclamation like that of the as-
tonished soldier who muttered on the Place of
Skulls, ¢ Truly this was the Son of God.”

Those who have wandered through the sug-
gestive mazes of that royal book, ¢ The Resto-
ration of Belief,” must have occasionally de-
sired that the truth brought there so compre-
hensively and viridly before the mind could
be still further parrowed and limited in the
mode of its presentation. We want to harve it
in a more portable and & more personal form.
This is what Dr. Young bas done here. He
throws aside the question of the iaspiration of
the Scripturcs; he throws aside all support
from the miracles of the Gospels ; he takes the
apostolic writings merely as of no! lower au-
| thority with regard to the life of Christ than
other writings cquslly ancient; and, bavirg
thus got at the history of Jesus asa man, he
proves from that alone His true divinity.
i Here is,” he says, “ onc wonderful Person—
only onc—of all that ever dwelt on this earth,
who had more immediate, constant and per-
fect access to the Infinite Fountain of Being
than was possible to the conslilution of a mere
treature” Dr. Young, as we have said, puts
forth the book as an argument for the divinity
of the man Cbrist Jesus; but that of course
includes the argument for Bis trustworthiness—
for the truth of His claim to be the Seat of God
—that is, for the truth of Christianity.

Upon this humsn life and from =~ humen
point of view our author now invites his read-
ers to look, till before our eves it takeson =
divinc majesty and asserts itself to be some-
! thing more than human. We sce fizst the ex-
! ternal position of Jesus, a common working

carpeoter, till e was 30 years of age, uned-

ucated, unpatronized; His carly death 3

years afterwards, a youth whose broken,

noiscless life was unlikely to conguer the

world; a short-lived, unbefricnded youth

and not as the scribes, with a terridle severity,
with a marvelloas tenderness, with 2 most
pure, unaffected and convincing cimplicity
t and nanjesty. ¢ Was this verily o young man
! just taken from the campenter’s workshop, ua-
! edacated, iaexperionced and friendless? it
was. Bu, if co, was He only fhiz and no
more?® Then look at His teaching, to the
# gpiritual opuleace 7 of which no words can
do justice.

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of inexhaustible force. Jesus not only an-
nounces separate ideas of the highest value,
but His sayings may be likened to rich seeds
or roo1s of trath, from which spring-up mani-
fold living growths. Again, in dealing with
a profound, hard, dense subject, a single utter- l
ance of His shall discover it to its depths and |
leave it lJuminous for ever. The free and
carnest gsoul, deeply pondering the sesntences
which fell from His lips, feels itself in » lofty
and holy region, where new espanses of light
and glory in all directions break upon the
sight; where forms of truth, long familiar,
open freshly and disclose unimagineg woun-
ders; and where an overpowering sense of re-
ality, of living energy snd of Divinity is cre- |
ated. But this expericnce cannot be gained ;
without devout, profound and clase study of
the Gospels; and, as the study in the becom-
ing temper of mind is prolonged, the expe-
;icnce, instead of fadiog, deepens marvellous-
J-.t)
This teaching, tn its matter and form, we
may then coutrast with that of sl teachers of
oUur race.

“ He was a working carpenter, and had
speat kis life in a workshop titl He was 30
years of age. He had enjoyed no advantages
of education, of access to books, or of iutro- |
duction to superior society, but such ns were
open to the fowest of the people.  He was va-
aided by the patromage of the wise or the
great. lle was a young man who died at the
age of 33. Bui this person, in o ministry of
3 years, did infinitely more for mapkind
and for all succeeding ages than either Soc-
rateg or Plato or boih together were able to
do, each with ibe labour of 30 or 40
years, with all their maturity of wisdom and
expericnce, and with all the advantages of
learping, and travel, and patropage.

He is alonc in that g
work, immeasurably transcending all others |
in human bistory, which Hc achicved for the |
the world ; alone in the unexampled circum- .
stances amids? which He accomplished it—ciz- |
crmstances which, nccording to all human |
modes of judging, <cemed to render the ae- |
complishment  absatutely impeossidle ; and
therefore alone in constitution of bring, in at-
irthutes and in sature—organically, essentially
alone™

From this point Dr. Yoang goes on o argue
that such & characier, sach knowledge, such
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majesty of nature in such conditions of tife,
were ‘““morally, snd even physically, impos-
sible to a mere buman mied.”

“ The fact,” he says, “that a young man,
only 33, a poor man, a Galilean car-
penter, uneducated, unprivileged and unpat-
ronized, rose lo 3 profound, far-reaching, lofty
wisdom, apg to an Humination and wealth of
soul which are without example in history,
stands in direct contradiction to all other psy-
chological experiences, and to all ascertained
psychological Iaws. But it is 2 fact never~
theless ; and there must be some ground on
which it can be explained. Jesus cannot have
been merely what He seemed to be, and His
mind cannot have been merely human, and in
atl respects constituted apd conditioned as
other human minds are. In sober reason
there is no choice left to us but to believe in
an organic, an essential, & zonstitutional dif-
ference between Riwm and all men ; ip an tncar-
nalion, in this unparalleled instance, of Diviai-
ty in humanity. Admitling an origical, in-
comprehicasible urion between the mind of
Christ and God-—admitting & mysterious and
coustant access of Christ's mingd to the infinite
Fouatain of illumination, of excelience and of
power suck as was possible {0 no mere human
being~then, but only them, can we account
for sptritual phenomenn which, all facls as
they are, on no other ground are explicable or
even believable.”

As yet we have only been considering the
ouier and the public life of the matchless
Teacher. Our author ascends to what he callg
His « spiritual individuality,” begianing with
His personal converse and communion with His
Father. ..

# Standing crect in His heavenward tenden-
cics and in His purity, He Inid opea the spiritual
world, its occupations, its eternity, its glory,
~ltke @ majestic column, round whose base
there lies =n atmosphere of polluiion and
darkoess, bu. on whose sutmit there stresms
perpetual sunshine. Jesus walked op the
earth, but His soul was in the skies with God,
and jo the light of that upper sphere He ever
viewed the world below and conducted all Hig
ministrations smong ren.”

And thea Jesus’s own consciousness : *f Thig
Beéing never uttered s word to man er to God
that indicated the sense of a single defect in
His whole 1ife.” Still more mysterious utter-
ances of Hig inward nature reveal His sense of
the greatness of his position. “I am not
alone.” 1 am the light of the world.” “ Thy
sins be forgiven thee.”

* The frequent utterance of & mysterious
and distinctive consciousness on the part of
Jesus cannot be disputed.  To say nothing of
the inspiration of the New Testament ; ualess
it be utterly fabulous and false, if ¢ven i the
most Joose sense it be autheatic, this is cer-
tain, that Jesus aften expressed without reserve
a sense of personal faultlessness and perfection ;
and, what is more, 8 sease of the incomparable

" dignity and sacredness of His aficial pasition.

In his awn conception He stoed between man
and God in a2 crisis of the worlds history
which had no pamillel. He was atonein the
ages, beating = burden for which no former
age was ripe, ard by which no subsequent age
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was 0 be oppressed. HHe was doing a work
in which 3¢ could have no partner; He was
alone in responsibility, in power, and in
rank ¥ .

This was his conviction : What was the ori-
gin of it? Did anotker mnn tell it Him? Was
it mere vagity? Was .. nbition? Was it
enthusiasm 7 Was it mere mistake 7 Al these
are in their turn impossible, and may be seen
to be a3o. What then ? If was the voice of His
cansciousness—< a cansciousness which creates
an impassable distinction between Him and all
men.” Following upon this are chapters on
Christ as o true man, on the “character of
Jesus” {a subject so richly handled by Dr.
Busknell in a book which we hope shortly to
notice); on all the elements which united to
make-np that spiritual individuality (unigue-
ness) which shows Him more than man. One
fine passage from the beginning of thesc we
may quote :—

# Greatness, in the sense which most com-
mends itself to many minds, cannot be claimed
for Jesus. His name s not asscciated with
the philosophy, the Jilerature or the science
of the World. Hec cccupied o position far
above them. The good sense and the good
taste of candid men will pronounce unhesitat-
ingly that formal connection with any or all
of them would bave degraded and not exalted
Him. 1t is not that they are not naspeakably
important to the world, and it is not that He
ar the religion whick he founded, tn its prin-
ciples or its spirit, was hostile to them. But
He was personally apart from them, sad His
greatness belonpged to quite another sphere—
one iofinitely bigher. We have shown that
transcendent gpulence and power and gran-
deur of soul were His; we have shown that He
dealt a3 a master with things whicb the great~
est of men thought it their highest office, ¢ven
gistantly, to approach. Unknown to philos-
ophy, literatare sad gcience, in Him shone &
light which they never kindled, and in Bim
were the universal principles of all beanty and
all trath>

And the argument ends with reenlling o us
Christ’s calm “Do this in remembrance of
me,” in prospect of agony and desth.  Christ’s
assurance of trinmpb is a bistorical fact; this
actual trivmph for nearly 2000 years is no less
historically certain; the two combined lead to
one conclusion only.” And al} things com-
biced lend to the conclusion that that one
Person was more than baman, more than su-
perhuman—was Divine !

We need not agaio express our serse of the
valac of 2 book from which we have so largely
{and ret s6¢ insdequately) quoted; but shall
dismiss it with two saggestions by way of crit-
icizm. In the first place we ave nat s«tisfed
with the part of the book which is taken-up
with the description of Christ's doctrine. 1t
i summed-up under these sonorous hesds,
¢ Reality sud greatness of the Sout; The
Soul's accountability and immortality; God's
spiritoality, anity, and moral perfection ; God's
paternity ; The reconciliation of the Soul with
God.” This may be a fair coovgh analysis of
the teaching of our Lord; butitis cast into
such s different shape from anything we fiad
= the Gospels that it is hard to recognise it
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In the second place (and of more importance)
we cannot help thinking that Dr. Yeung would
hrave rendered his book more conclusive, or at
feast more effective, had he used his argument
to prove, not the divinity of Christ’s nature,
but the divinity of Jlis mission; not that He
% was God,” but thai He “ came out from God"
as the Messiak. No doubt the latter would be
a much easier task : and, if the former is prov-
ed, the latter is proved along with it; and we
are not prepared 10 say that the former (the
divinity of Christ) is nnf here proved. We
rather think it is; nay, we bave no doubt that
it is to the spiritual ear and heart; buot we
could easily imagine tolerably candid object-
ors who might utterly fail 10 sec it. There is
in some paris of the argument for this highest
conclusion an appearance of straining, as if
the evidence could scarcely compass it.  (The
note on page 186, for example, swwe think par-
ticularly weak.) The proof of Christ's Divine
mission {of His supernuturalism, 8s Dr. Bush-
nell with more aceuracy of logice puts it) may
be more eastly reached by this srgument than
His Divinity ts : but it is not on that account
in the preseat day less important. It is very
much the contrary. First let us make sure of
the Divine misston and Divine authority of
Christ,  This is my beloved Son; hear Him
and then we shall bow before His Divinity as
declared by His own lips and witnessed to
alike by His wondrous nature and wondrous
miracles. Indeed much is lost in every argu-
ment, whether for the Divinity or the Divine
mission of Christ, which docs not lay stress
upor Mis own claims. Itis a conclusive ar-
gument, ¥ Such aman must have been Divine I¥
But it is a vast accession of strength to add
# He rlaimed to be Divine; and snch 8 man
must have been no Jess than what He claim-
ed” Dr. Young makes very little and quite
incidental use of this groung ; but we suppose
his self-restricted plan of argument did not
admit of it.

cleims whick He himself rather chose to bring
forward as the Sent of God and the Savionr of
the world. Fortunately in the present time
these two doctrives are not so rmuch kep.
asunder as they were in & more theological
age; and, if such books ns this are successfal
in drawing an carnest and intelligent gaze W
the person of Christ, their end is gained, either
resuit being ultimately involved in the other.
So, while one beholder of the Christ of History
is constrained by such a book as this to con-
fess, “ Thou art the Christ, the Son of the liv-
ing God,"” another, nore advanced, shall re-
nent of his slowness of hearty, avd cry out,
“ My Lord and my God.®
