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THE SABBATH.

Qur ears are familiarised with the phrases—¢ Jewish Sabbath''-—¢ Pari.
{an Sabbath’’—+¢ Scoteh Subbath,” spoken in all the tones that can express
.contempt and dislike. If our notions are right, we ueed not be ashamed ; if
not right, the sooner we abandon them the better. It may be as well to look
into the matter, and that with candour and caie,

The name Sabbath means resf, or cessation from uork Sabbath Leeping
seems to be a3 old as the human race. In the book of Genesis we fiad four
references to something like it. The Creator, baving finished hiz work, “rest -
ed on the seventh day from &}l M3 work which be had made. And
God bleesed the seventh day and swnctified it,” &e. (ii. 2, 3). Sanctifiying
must here mean, making off and reserving this day, as belongiug peculiacly to
Him; making it, in short, God’s day ; or, if we prefer the phrase, the Lord’s.
day. Such a day v.ould become a milestoue on the journey of man’s life, for
the Sabbath was wmade for man ; and as it divided into four parts the mouth
which the moou’s changes indicated,by it man’s time was cenveniently measur-
ed. Thus it Wwas, as God’s-dav, observed by Cain =nd Abel (Geu. iv. 3, 4
margin, “ at the end of days”); and Noah measured his time by the seven
days (Gen. viii. 10, 12) ; aud Lal a1 also, though far from being an orthodox
eliever, kuew, at least, the week (Gen. xxix. 27). Job slso, apparently
about the same date, qu the seventh day worshipped with kis household and
gacrificed for them fJob i. 57 ; aud itis added, ** *hus did Job continually.”
What a blessed family that must have been ; 5o united, so religious, so happy !
The idea, too, of aspecial day for meeting God was so natursl, that neither
the narrator nor his hearers found angthing strange in set daye, on which
¢¢ the sons of God came to present themselves hefore the Towd” (Job 1.6 ; i,
1) ; jast as natural as it was for Job to seek for sympathy in the congregation
ot God’s worshippers on earth (xxx. 23), seemed thrse coungregations in
heaven.

With Exodus begins 2 new period of the history : the primeval Sabbath stiil
showing itself (before the law was proclaimed from Sinai) in the incident re.
corded, Bxodus xvi. 22, and in the simple and plain explanation which Moses
thought suffizient for the occasion. We caanot suppose the words of Moses
addressed to & people who never heard of a waekly Ssbbath before ; the week
and the weekly Sabbath were known to the K syptians. Not only the Ezypt-
jang, but other ancient nations also, recognized the week of seven days as g
measure of time. Opioions differ as to the evidence of any idea of sacred-
ness atlaching to a particular day ; but their recognition of the weck is &
finger-post, sorely worm-eaten and tempest-worn, but still reaching out the re
mains of anindex to the long-distant past. Our anthorities for affirming the
Sabbath to have been primzeval mav seem scanty ; but let it be reraembered
that in the bicgraphical history continued in Genesis and in Exodus i. to xvi.,
we have our only records of 2,500 years! Everything cannot be expected
to be poticed in such & history ; so {rom the death of Joshua to the deata of
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Samuel, when the Sabbath must be observed, we Lhave no record mention of
it. Thenas {o heathen authors, the very oldest of them cannat be consider-
.ed ag anything but a baby beside these sacred authors ; Herodotus, the father
‘of profane history, ar.d Socrates, the great reformer of philosophy, being pto-
bly both contemporaries ot Malachi, the last of the writers of the Old Testa-
ment.

In the Decalozue, the Lord constituted Israel the special guardians of, and
witnesses for,hig holy dey ; besinning with the word—¢¢ Remember’ 1t. Qther
nations were forgetling and forsaking it, to their own injury and to God's dis-
honour; Israel was to receive, guard, and transmit it to the times to come.
Hence the siternation in the Decalogue, as given in Deuteconomy to Israel,
from that given ot Sinai to mankind.

On this period of its history we need not dwell. The Jewisn Sabbz.h was
not a day of austerity and gloom. It was completely the opposite of this:a
day of rest of gladness, of merey, of worship, and of family re-union (Nehem,
viil. 9 ; Issiah Iviii. 5, 7, 13, 14). He whose day it was, was the God of sal-
vation, not bloloch or Jugeernaut. These might be gratified by their
worshippers walking mournfully before them ; God protests against this as
being defsmation of his character (Malachi iii. 13, 14).

We come toa period more interesting and practically important to our-
gelves—that of the Christian Saboath. We ate quite aware that the growl
against our calling the first day of the week Sabbath is teriific. Anditisso
far justifiable in that the word of God never once calls the Lord’s-day, Sab-
-bath. At least, we hope it doesnot; it would be a serious matter if it did,
for our principle, for Paul spurns Sabbath away: of that there can be no
possible doubt (Coloss. ii. 16). What harm can there be in_calling our
weekly rest Sabb.ath, more than there would have been in the Jews calling
their weekly rest the Lord'sday? Why dispute about the name 2 First.
day, Sunday, Lord'sday, Sabbath, we know what day is meant ; and for com-
mon purposes we may use any of the nanes, or lump them together in one if
any body should prefer that course.

The question about the name, howerver, is well known to belong to the con-
troversy concerning the thing ; like allar and fable in another controversy.
The pith of the matter in question is— Are we warranted to put our weekly
day of rest tully and completely in the position of the Sabbath of the Old
Testament ? 1f we are, why not call it Sabbath 2 If we are not, then it is
very wrong to call it by that name. The Puritans persisted in the use of the
name, mearing to maintain, without ceasing, their protest, that to the Lord’s.
day is to be applied what the Fourth Commandment in particular, and the
whole law, the prophets, and also the Lawgiver, the Lord of Prophets, Jesns
Chiist, have taught concerning the right observance of the Sabbath-day.
Therefore do we also retain the name Sabbath. It is a handy shibbeleth, and
it is an-intelligible profest jand we mean to ahide by the custom, though we
eanuot justify it by Seripture. °
.. "The New Testameat speaks of ¢“the Lord's day.” What is the meaning of
that phrase ? © The Lord's Table” means_that which Christ, fnstitu'ed.and
Separated ; does thig exactly similar phrase imply, that the Lord sanctuied for
us.the first 'day of the week ? Nothing s imore probable; for we find. It
observed from on the VéE{. day on.which the eventit commymorates occurred.
Qn iheé very day of our_Lard’s resurrection, he. appeared. to the assembied
disciples; 1hat day week they were azgin’ assefbled, and aguin blassed with
Hig presence ; an Pentégogt, which fell on the 'Lora's-day; they were agaiu. as.
&embled, and weTe blessed with the descent of the Holy Ghist. Bat whethar
ont'Loid d1d actually “¢et apart the first day ot the week’ ‘as His holy day or
fiof; ¢ertain it 35 that tlie "Apostles ealled it # The Lords-day” {Rev. i. 10);
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that they had regular nssemblies for worship, which were held that day (Heb.
x, 25; 1 Cor. xv1. 1, 2) ; aad that caul, at Troas, though hasting and presced
in spirit, tarried a whols ¢k till the Lord's day ¢ me round agai-,  the
ﬁrst.';iay of the week, wheu the di..iples cams tuseti. .t to break bread,” (Asts
xx, 1).

That the Jewich and Judaizing Christians of the tirst ages cbserved, as well
a3 they ~ould, both days (contrary to Paul's repeated decision), is plain from
church history ; that there neyer was a time whenthey dd not olserve the
Lord’'s-day, as well as they couid, is a3 piaia.  The whole mat er i dispute
is concerning the right mods ot sanetiflyiag the Ly d's-lay.

Now, here, to clear the ground, let us understuud what it was nut wrong tu
do upon the old Sabbath-day.

The Sabbath-day’s journey was not wrong. [or the measure of that, the
Jews referred to the dista nee, ordained by Joshua, to be between the It and
the Ark, 2,000 cubits measured from the skirts of the host beside the Aik.
The same distance was after 7aras atlowed outside the walls of citizg, that
dwellers in the suburbs misht worship in the cittes. But even this could
have been no stringent rule in BElisha's time (2 Kings iv. 23) :: wus the
custom, not revuked by the prophet, of the wumen of Shunem (o ride 1o wur-
ship on new moons and Sabbaths.

Holy duties were not forbidden ; in the tubernacle and temple the daily
sacrifices were not diminished but doubled (Numb. xxviii. 9). So wi.h other
holy duties (John vii. 23).

Worlks necessary for decency, health, or order, which could neither be done
on the previous days, nor delayed till the day after, wete righiand proper
(Jobn v. 11 ; Mat. xii. 1, 2).

Works of merey, alleviating the sufferings of the siex, deliver:ny thuse
who are iu dauger, defending those who are assailed in war, and such tike,
were right according to the precept and example of the Lord, and cousistent
with strict sanctificatio. of the Lord’s day (Mart:. xii 2—13, and elsewherr),

What, then, was forbidden ?

Ist. Servile work, and all labour for mere pleasure or for worldr gam ;
labour either of ourselves or of those we employ. 2ud. All such recreations
as, though lawful on other days, unfit us for true and happy communion with
God: the best test of the lawfulness. of either the work or th2 recreation,
being the question, ‘¢ Can I, at once, in the middle of this, lift vp my heart
to God in prdise and prayer 2’ The marrow of libraries of cases of consei-
ence concerning Sabbath observance, is in that ong test. That being honest-
1y used, we shall not judze nor set at nought our brother, though we snould
see him doing what we dare not do$ and we demand from him like brotherly

consideration.
Finally, what is required ?

Restand refreshment of soud and body, for ourselves and others. Rest for
the conscience, in an approach to the blood of sprinkling ; rest for the mind,
in turning from week-day studies and cares to the oracles ot God ; rest for
the affections, iu all the dutiful love wherewith we should serve God, and the
warm affection wherewith we w0y cheer and gladden our brother; rest from
worldly ambitions, :r Gospel hopes ; from worldy sorrow, in holv joy; from
wayward wilfulness, o the peace of God, which alone can bring us into the
Sabbatism of the beuever ; rest in the worship of God.

Let every Christian man strive to atiain this rest, and to help those about
and under him to the enjoyment of it ; and then, though we may hear, some-
times, of glam Calvinism, and Scotch austerity, we shall be well able to bear
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it; fl'or the day on the Mount will make the face shine all the other dars of tke
weelk.

Thauks b. ta God for the Sabbath ; precious to the teliever, tv him a de-
light aad ke. urable ; but proved, even to the unbelicver, to be necessary for
man's welare, for health of body, for family wuiun, worldy prosperity, for
social well-teing. Truely the Sabbath was made, not for the Jew only, but
for man ; as. ven aninfidel socialist, Proudhon, has seen 2nd shown. While
man is man, the moraltity of the Fourth Commandment will assert itself; for
not merel; the soventh portiou of our time, or of & year, or of a month, but
the seventh day of tte week must be empioyed by us in holy rest, under

ain of dsease of body and mind, dulness of conscience, deadness of af
ection, perversity of will, of disunion in families, confusion in cities, and
demornlizution »f nations, Thanks be to God for the Sabbath.

Two objections to the moral obligation of the Fourth Commandment strike
us 88 demnading considerativn : one from Geology, the other from Chro-
nology.

The Ge logleal ohjection is, that God’s six days were immense periods. We
ask, in reply, whether God’s seventh day was a short period 2 Why, it is
enduring still 'see the Epistle to the Hebrews (chap iv.) It continues until
the creation of new heavens and anew earth, wherein shall dwell righteous-
ness.

The Chronoio sica! ohjection is, that the Fourth Commaadment specifies tke:
seventh diy. We ack, m reply, what spot on the earth’s surlace are we to
gelect, as tbat . hose serenth duy shall be seventh day for all the world ? Six
o'cloch on Friduy n.sbt in England, is six o'clock on Saturday morning in
Australia, 23 Or. Owen ubserved long 8go. Are we (0 be bound ‘to keep that
portion of time wkich auswers to the seventh day in the longitude of Sipai ?
Nonseuse; mun ig bound to keep holy one whole duy in every seven as the
Sabbath of the Tword. That isall. We need not mention the additional dif-
ficultic: tha* vc.ld be met in attempting to arrange the calendar; it is not so
very long agn since rit tvs mobs were shouting, ¢ Give us back our eleven
days egain;”’ and, ir Russia, they reckon atill both by old style and by new.
The whole objection is 1idiculous, from every poirt of view.

DIVINE LIFE IN TBE SOUL.

The human heart is unwilling to walk by faith in spiritual things. Often
as we are compelled in every-day life to act on mere report believed, we are
reluetant to carry tkis plan into religious concerns.  Our hearts are deceitful,
and incunsistent i1 iheir deceitfullness. We would fain reduce the Christian's
path tu the condi-ic1 of a highway, with mile-stones to mack how far we had
travellcd and h. w much remained of the journey. We would fain sce rather
than be.jeve. We—and by ¢ we'’ is meant all natoral and unrenewed men,
and all re.eved men as far as the ¢ old man’ still rules them--wani visible
paipable nay-ruarks to tell us where and how we are advancing, without being
dependent on the Word of the Lord.

1. Human syetems generally meet this heman weasness. indulgently, and
find their inerest 1 providing for it. An initiatory rite practically removes
any evit that eutered the world with ug, and eneblesus to start, fairly with life,
For chitdish errors sowe supplemeatary rite makes satisfaction, and youth is
entererd «i b no uuscit’ed arcounts. A man who “ minds his duty”’ aud does
as he i- o feied m~y at successive stages satisfy God’s supposed” representa-
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tives, and come [iom their presence, as I have heard it duacribed, with an
awful and errible siuceiity, ** a8 purc as the driven snow ;"' and when the
final balauciug of accvuuts takes pluce, the man knows, atleast, how much is
agaiost him. Of course, it will be suid in defence that the right to put
matters on Lis footing is altusether depeadent on God's gracs in Christ.
That is nothing to the point here where we are shuwing thal systems more or
less Lumau furnish the coveted aud definite wa,;-waiks o the human pi'grim,
and relieve him from walking by faith.

2. Piote. ums who are ignorant ard spiviiually dend may use their rites—
the Lord's Supuer, for example—in this fashion. t'robably m many instances
they do, and then it 13 0t comparatisely litde momeat by what ua:ne they uie
called, They have fuund a way of upplying the beneLis puichased by Christ
different trow that of Scripiure, where every goud sphitual gift is regresented
as received by Taith,

3. In obedience to this powerful tendency uf ovur nature, even living and
believiog men sometimes variow the sphere of the Spivit's work, and make '
the ficld of eternal observation more wanageabie by contiacting its dimits.
They would have us walk by faith, ovut they would make the wak as easy as
possible, Schools of religivus thought fix on a particuiar aspect of tiuth,
and muke it the test unaided aond couclusive, of retigious life.  They conceive
a great point gained when the question is brought down 0 a simple issue.
Thus, the Wesleyaus, iu their eacly history, seized wold of convewsion (and in
an age of formalism and death it was a blessed th.ug that they didso). and all
turned practiculiy upon ¢ Are you couvertcd vr not?° A sharpy-defined
line was diunu between those who said * Yes” aud thuse who saia” # No,”
at least in man's eyes ; for it must often happeu tere that *¢ the Lord seeth uot
es man seeth.”

It is characteristic of Scotland that the 101m iu woich this vital chan e is
expressed is so generally * ackouwledging of the tiuth” —the phruse used by
Paul to Tiaothy and Titus. The thougottul, cautivus mind fiuds this a suit-
able phrase toexpress a fact that appears, without pronouuciog au opiain
on the value of it

In Eoglish society one often hears such a person described as h ving be-
come *¢ decided,” tne reference being vo the truth having so influenced him
that the sins of Jife are forsaken and a stand made for Chrnistian goodness.
Some smaller sections of Chrisuans huve laid hold of the passage, ¢* Be ye
separate,’”’ and sepuration (the word being often used very vaguely, and in
pertial de'achment from its Scripture meauing) is the maiu and practically
conclusive test of Christian charyeter.

Simeon say3 - The Moraviass take hold of the worC *token’ (Psalm
1rxxvi. 17), and a:k every one ¢ Have you got your token for good yet 2’
(Recollecticn: of Simuor’s Conversation Partics, p. 234). Io 1859 the word
*¢ changed”’ caiue 1nto very general use to describs turuing to the Lord. Since
that tine au Atazrican writer attracted some notica by holding up ¢ second
couversion ;" in wh'ch he was neither exact ner original ; for the earlier
Methodists emp'oyed, on grounds nearly as good as his, Paul's expression,
¢ A second benetit”’ (2 Cur. i. 15) to mean & perfectieg of our sanciification,
= second new birth, a coming of age.

A school of zzel.us Christians is at this moment settling upon the weord
¢ peace,” which they make a mam and practically conclusive test. It has
many disadvantages peculiar to itself. 1t can-nly be judged of by one’s
gelf, unlike knowlt Jgc, cunsiousness, consistency, or devotedness ; and it is
a word 80 relative, so general, and so varied in 1t3 meanings in the Divine
Word as to render it peculiarly inadequate test of Christian life.
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These effoits, well-meant as they have been, to reduce under one heading
all the phases of religious life, and 8o to simplify the question, ars necesseri-
"y aftended with great uncertainty and some dauger. A part will not thus
“stand for the whole. If a physican, in forming an opinion of our bodily state,
were to confine his ohservations to ore distinct point, as colour, appetite,
. Bteengti, pulse, or sleep, he must necessarily be betrayed into many errors.
A prudent and rational physician forms his views from a conjoint view of our
conditions and fanctions. It is the empiiic who finds everything in the skin,
or the head, or some other portion of our physical beinz, and will look at or

-think of nothing else.

' 8o, if wehave to estimate intellectual character, we take for all practical
¢nds 8 joint view of the powers possessed, because it often happens that a man
has asplend:d memory and no judgmect, or a brilliant fancy and no perse-
verance ; and sv in judging of moral character we do not content ourselves
with knowing the servant to be sober or horest. We require to know that
sobriety, honesty, and quictness are combined.

Now, we muat be content to judge o in spiritual things, It would be
pleasant, indeed, if we could find some one infallible test of easy and certain
application, to which we could point with as much clearness as we can to
bodily experiences (such as vaccination, for example), and say, ¢ I am safe,
for I have peace, or I was converted, or T was changed.” This would render
walking by faith easier, but G..d's Word and the st.ucture of our minds render
thie impracticable. We must be content to receive assi.rance that we are the
sons of God by the Spirit witnessing with our spirits, which implies the
searching of Scripture (for we cannot have an independent and private revel-
ation) and the searching of our own hearts.

That tLis is undeniable will appear from exemining in detail uny one of the
Scripture phrases which aie so frequently made to include all the aspects of
Divine life. A. B. alleges that he +¢ believes.’ Believes what? We must
Lnow that he bel:eves the truth, ¢ Yes, it i3 the truth.,”” But is it saving be.
lief, 50:- ¢ the devils behieve and tremble.”” Then bis belief itself must be
tested.

D. k. ¢ knows the Lord,” butis it saving knowledge ? TFor John tests
this test (1 John ii. 3)—¢ And hereby we do know that we know Him if we
keep His commandments.” F. G. repents, butis it repentance unto life, or
not ? H. I. has peace, but is it of the right kind ? K. L. prays, but is it the
prayer of the bypocrite, who only cries out in trouble ? Any test that ze-
quires iiself fo be tested eannot be decisive by itself. Al the same time, any
of the leading Christian graces proved to be ¢rue within us implies the rest.
True repentance implies faith, and true faith repentance, and either regener-
ation. And o with the forms in which God’s gracio~ dealings with us are
represented. He who is converted has been forgiven ar { adopted. He who
has been renewed in the spirit of his mind has been justified.

The Scriptures describe & very wide sphere for God's work within. Take
one instance from Paul’s prayer for the Ephesian Christians, thus rendered
very clearly by Coneybeare and Howson—¢¢ Beseeching Him that in the rich-
ness of His glory He would grant you strength by the entrauce of His Spirit
into your inner man that Christ may dwell in your heart by faith, that having
your roct and your foundation in love, you may be enabled with all the saints
to comprehend the breadth, and length, and depth, and height thereof, and
15 know the love of Christ, which passeth knowledze, that you may be filled
therewith, even to the measure of the fulness of God"” (Eph. iii. 16—19).

Here you see every part our nature is engaged. A believer's will is weak
—a slight obstacle deters him—a trifling discouragement throws him back—
a show of resistauce sets mm trembling, He requires the advice so often
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ivento Joshup—~¢¢ e girang and of & good courage.” He hag to learn to

And 8o the desires ave satisfied. Once morsel after morsel of the world’s
joy was eagerly devoured, and in vsin. Cup after cup of the earth’s pleasure
was quaffed—to no purpose.” It was like_ihe poor castway eailors on the
rafi, vainly seeking to quench -their thirst with the brine of the sea, which
only momentarily relieved aud gradsally maddeued them. Now the desires
have their fill. ¢ God 1s my portion,” says the believer; ¢ I have all things
in Him.” Thaus iz the will strengthened, the heart feeling by its faith a pre-
sent Christ-(as Paul says, ¢ The Lord stood by me and strenghtened me!”),
in the affections set on things above, in the understanding enlightened and
enlarged, in the desires satishied, from the Divine fullness,” the soul grows,
and adds to its faith virtue, to its virtue knowledge;and so on through-the

eircle of Christian graces.

the Coripany's eervice, and join yo., He then refers to the matter of sglar
0 which I mude particular allusion in my lettér. He re;'eats -whdt-he isin
seceipt of L.om ke company, ana says ¢ it is Jitile eifough for tHis oy,
He enumerates ihe imported supplies he receives—such as flour, tea; coffes,
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sugar, salt, &c. Hesays we should take up a good supply if wo can, for we
must not depend too much on the buffalo,

It all pmties are agreed I think our cheapest plan for boarding will be to
have o common table for our whole party ; by this means a great saving will
-be effected over dealing out rations for three or four different parties.

We intsud to tuke our families with us when we go—so there will be no
second removal. Mr. Flett thinks it will be the preferable plan, and we are
very much of the same opinion ; only ‘Mr. McBeath will feel it rather hardto

art with two of his daughters at ons time, especially after being so recently
ereaved of his estimable wife.

Mr. Flett is fo meet us somewhere between Jack Fish Lake and Carleton.
‘He will sce the Indians and the place that may be proposed ; but he will do

LETTER 'ROM REV. J. HALL, NEW ZEALAND, FORMERLY OF
VANCOUVER'S ISLAND.

Cambridge, Wuikato, N. Zealand,
January 26, 1866. %

Rev. R. 5. Burns,—My Dear Sir,—T miss the Record of your chureh from
the condensed aud carefully written items of which I have often gathered in
an hour the most important news of the churches. T one isolated as 1 have
been, its miscellancous watter is not the least interesting. T had purposed to
gend you a paper about this time tweivemorth, and the purpose, suppressed,
spranz up anew cach successive month during th2 year. It was iy intention
to have writteu from the Sandwich I[slands, and fatlinzr in that, from Micron-
esia, then from Syduey, where I sawa short report of the last meeting of
your Synod. In my voyage across the Pacilic I had an opportunity of” ob-
serving mission work among the huathen; and, having touched the New
Hebrides, and having since had the pleasure of becoming acquainted with one
of the Presbyterian missionarics of that Group, I fael au interest in it aud
hope you may be able t carry out your resolution and raise funds for the re-
claiming ot that savage race. For [can bear testimony to the good results
of missions in Polynesia; but, at the same time am of opinion thata riper
and more remanerative harvest caauot be gathered than that which is to be
found in the Colonial field.
~ After considerable opportunity for observation and personal intercourse
with our people and ministers in the Colouies, it is my opinion that our loss in
the Colonies has been comparatively greater than our gain among the heath-
en, It was our duty to seek after the latter, but at the same time we ought
to have watched with greater solicitude over the former.
= We have not held our own in the cities, especially in Aucklaud. On the
contrary we have lost hundreds of famili~s. Indced it appears to me that
10 church looses more in proportion to its numbers than we do,—a most
uncomfortable reflection, aud one which I shouid sappress did Jaot believe
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that something mizht be done to make our form of public worship more at-
tractive to people of cultivated musical taste. In former dags ¢‘the Psalm
singing Scotch’ wwre n tbehind the age in musical skill. But we have be-
come antiquated aud singulur in onr service of song, till our children, of
more refined musical taste, have been attracted by the choral services of other
charches. And whea they inquicc why we are not at liberty to add a few ad-
ditional Hymas to those our fathers selected—or why we bave relinquished
the chant, thy oldest, the natura!, the universal style of music among un-
tutored tribes, and to which the Psalms weve originally set and for two hou-
sand years sung. We are not able to give a satisfactory answer.

I write in a red>ubt on the bank of the Horatio, one of the tributaries of
Waigato—the largest river of New Zaaland. Ihave come in the interest of
Piesbyterianism to this extensive disteict, comprising 3 million acres, confis-
cated during the present war. 1t is a fertile, open, rolling zountry, the favor-
ite haunt of the Maori. To hold pogsession of it military settlements have
been formad at distances varying from five to fifty miles.  Including women
and children these settlements have a population of from five to over fifteen
hundred souls. While on active sarvice the men received smill pay and
rations, for the following year rations only, and when three years of setvice
shall have expired they ace to obtain title deeds to & towa lot and & farm of
fifty acres of gool lard—officers still mire. Whaa you are iuformed that
these militia have been enlisted in Syd rey and Melbourue, it would be super-
fluous to say more than that they are poor. A fair proportioa profess Pres-
byterianism, and 10 class of colonists kave a more lezitimate claim on the
philanthropic enterprise of the church than the military settlers of the Wailka-
to, planted oa this wild border land of the B itish B upirs to arrest the pro-
gress of the Pai Marire fanatics ia their hostile march to the white man’s
home. This is undoubtedly an ardusus mission. One requires, in addition to
higher qualifications, the humbler virtues of patience and perseverance with a
spice of adventure for solitary rides and swoilen rivers. Apathy, howerer,
on the part of our people is more mortifyinz than bodily futizue. At all haz-
ards we must labour here while our flag flies It is a fine country and easy
to reclaim. I was glad to learn from a Canadian whom 1 knew in B, C. that
some fifty families are coming out froin Canada. To those who like a humid
semi-tropical climate this must prove much more pleasant than Canadian win-
ters, provided they being pleaty self-relisuce and some silver.

Lal Behari De, pastor of the n.tive church,gives an account
of the baptism of a Mahommedan female. At.Nagpors several baptisms have
taken place, mostly of young men, who were receiving instruction in tie higher_
clagses in the Mission Schools. :

¢« Dur Father in Heaven’ was being lified up * Yes, they were engaged
their morrivg woiship,’ as 1 was informed by one of them afterwards; and
who can tell how many families in the laud aresimilarty engaged ?

“The last year has also been remarkalle for the sale of scriptures, traéts,
and books. I helieve that more Ribles and Christian books were sold in that
year than any previous year. Let us hope, nay, believe most assuredly; that
these silent mesSengers which were seattered through the lergth and breadth
of Indis, baye done, and will yet do, the work of the Lord. In fact, all the
struggles hatween light and darkress, truth and error; and™all the londing-
apd lebauring of the educated cla.sésy for th: ~ reroval of every restraint uoon
their libesty of thought and action ; and a1 the ezppse they are making of the
exrors and sbsurdities ‘of tneir sacred books; avd all'the éager desire they
express for one common worship of aspiritual natufe, and’ one commor-bro-
therhood among them, —I say, these things are s6wc of the effects these silent
mieSsengers are produefog. © . . .

‘A dear servapt of the Lord, whose station is in Gujurai, fold me the
other day, that whils travelling lately through the pravince of Katiyawar, ke
he was much stiuck with the extensive prevalence of the knowledge of Chris-
tisnity amany all classes of people. Thisis precisely the impression, observa-
tion and testimrony, not only of many muissionaries, but of officers and others
who travel in the country, and who are interested in the work. Yes, itis
even the testimony of the enemies of unr cause.

Dear Mg. Maraesox,—It is now somz time since I wrote to you ; and it
may be well to let you know somethings of my late engagements here. I
formerly mentioned having begun to put the second part of the * Pilgrim’s
Progress” into the Mandarin colloquial. This work occupied about two
months and a half, and was completed ne: -ly a month ago.  The work i3
being looked over by two native scholars to obtain their eriticism ; and when
returned, we hope to giveit a finel revision with a'view to its being printed.
The first part, which i3 naw in course of being printed, willbe.ready, we hoge
in the course of about six weeks. Smnce finishing the second. part I. bave.
been employing myself with my teacher in trying to pup the Beak of P3alms
into Mandarin coiloguial. To do this suitably i3 not'an easy work,” and'Tti8 -
asyet uncertain whether the result will be worthy of publication. It oar firdt!
drafi we had finished the 25th Psalm, when a Chinese term oceurring, our
work was interrapted a week azo. I hope to rzsume..this attempt when my
teacher returns oa Moaday (9th.) You will see from what I have said, that
there is little prospect, in the meantime, at least, of my being ablé. to go
south to aid Dr. Maxwell in Formosa. [ pray that you may be speedily
directed to find & new missionary fitted and ready to enier oa that important
field. 1In Pekin the door for preaching the Gospel is aow more widely opened
than before. Within the last few mantbs ane of the missionaries of the Church
Mission has obtained premises for preacling un one of the principal strects of
this city, and the place is crowded by from 100 to 200 peopie wheneceer it is
open. More lately, 2is0, the members of the London Mission, being abliged
to vacate the premises they forrerly occapied, went to_the Batish Legation,
atd have providentially succeeded not ouly in jurchasiug hoyses to live in,
hut adjacent to these they have also obia.ned by purchase a sm'a‘..lqtgmp'le,v
opening on one of the principal streets. This they are pow occupying ’Bgt},}
as an hospital and preaching place, and the numbers in atiendance ure very
enconraging. I may add that the new premises of tee Lindou Mission are
within five minutes’ walk of my lodzings; and were it not that 1 am kept
busy generally with my teacher intranslating work, I might dpily have the
opporia.ity of preaching to those who come for healing, and to thg Cr_,o__Wd,S of!
passers-by who come in from the street when the chapel is open. ~As the”
case stands, my work of late in the way of preaching has been aimost confifed-
to the Lord's-day.

PROGRESS AND RESULTS OF MiSSIONS.
NATIVE AGENCY EMPLOYED. .

Some idea may be formed of the results of Christian missicns t.om the num-
ber of native sgents now employed. The following is an epproximation to
the number of native preachers in pagan lands as stated in an article in the
Massionary Herald, an extract from which we give below:

Here, in tk  comj srative summsry, we have over 900 native vreachers,
with several thousands of native helpers, as teachess, cat2chists, and colpor-
tears. This includes only & portion of the missivnary organizations. We have
not referred to the smaller missionary societies of Great Britain or of this
country, nor to the Coatinen-al missivnary bodies. Than we hove taken the
smallest number of the differ. nt societies embraced in this tabular statement,
and which gives a total of m re than 900 preachers, which is surely a greater
array than was contemplated by the writer when he penned his inconsiderate
statements. We do not err, or g5 beyond tbe trath, when we place tke nom-
;:e;ogi ordained and licensed native preachers in thz greau mission field at

¢t Then hundreds uf catechists, not included in that ruw'er, are to all in-
fents and purposes ?reachers of the word. They go f-om place to place ex-
pounding tte gospel, dec aring its truths, and urging their countrymen to be
recoociled t¢ God. " Many of these are most eflicient helpers. *The cate-
chists,” says Dr. Mitleng, in his ‘Ten Years’ Missionary Lahors in India,
¢ form 2 mMOSL ImPOTAT hody of azents in the native Church; without them

missionaries wonld 10se tuir right hand as preachers and expounders of the
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gospel, both among Christians and heathens; they spread over a wider sur
face the knowledge which the missionary has brought, and therefire multi-
ply both his agency and its results.” Now how many such preachers does the
writer quoted at the begianiug of this paper ima tine arain Irdia aud Burmah
alone? ¢The uative pastors ana native catecLists together nuni.er 1,962;
that is, one native Christian out ¢ every twelve men and a halt is » preacher;
and as the Christ.un schoolmasters and teachers are &3 num. roas as the preach-
ers, we leara the striking and gratifyiny fact, that one m..leconc.. §1n every
seven i3 enga ed in one of the forms of mission work.’ pp. 91, 92,

¢¢In th> Sou:h Seas, the native evangelists bave been invaluable, Well
does the L. M. Society’s Report, for 1861, declure ¢they are the intrepid and
fearless pivneers of the whie teacher, facing dangers which to him wogld
prove fatal, and preparing the blood thirsty heathen savag. to give him wel-
come and honor as the messeager of Christ.” These nalive evangalisis have

one trom Island to Island, and not a few, lik: the Pearhyn, Friendly and

agoon Islands, renounced heathenism throuzh the instrumectality of these
preachers of the word, long before 8 European missionary was seen; yes,
every Island gained to Christianity aad civilizati»n westward . fthe Tuhitian
group has been won through the labours of native missionaries: and many
stations 1n Polyuesia are solely minned by the native teacher and pastor.
‘Whas they have accumplished in the Coral isles they bave done in Burmah.
Who can guage what Kothabibyu, San Q tala Dumoo, and Ms:.: Kyau have
done for Carist amang the Karens, Burmese and others, and whu! many, now
toiling for the salvation of their perishing countrymen, will yet achieve? To
train up a wative ministry in India is the aim of scores of inst.tutiyns tnat dot
that land. The number suitebly prepared for the work is constantly multi-
plying, and a wonderiul increaszia the next decade will take place in various
countries.

¢ Now then, if in India aud Burmah alone there are ahoyt 209 ordaiced na-
tives, and about 2,000 pastors, evangelists and catechists, what must there be
in the other portions of thz mission field? A few score indeed! The num-
ber is a few thousand, while those rezularly set apart, or co.amissioned to
preach by ecclesiastical authority, ave in the agzrezate miny huadreds.

#Thege figutes, which embody cheermz facts are most encouraging. They
show that tha Church isnot spending her strength for nought. They show
resuits beyond the comprehension and knowicdze of many, and they “furnish
an increasing stimalus to the church at home, 1) labour more earnestly and
pray more betieviagly for the work ubroad. They show awo the great pre-
paratury work goiug on in heathen lands, and the powerful asencies that the
Spiri. will emyloy 1 the removal of darkoess and in the est<bilhment of the
truth. These ere in preparation fof His mighty baptism.”

SYNOD OF PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH IN ENGLAND.

The Anauu! Meeting of this Synod took place in Regent's Square Church,
London. The Rev. T. Alexander of Chelsca was chosea successor to the
Rev. Mr. Lundie as Moderater ; and taking the chair delivered an interesting
and able address, in the course of which ha adverted to two errurs »hich have
become prominent ia the preseat day, one being the refasal to accept any
fixed creed, 2nd the other the doc.rine that the law wes modified or abrogat-
gd by the New Testament.
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The business before the Synod was varied and interesting, and was done
‘with rpirit and vigour, and a Iarge share of harmony. We notice briefly some
of the principal pieces ot business.

Use or Evmys.—An overtare from the Preshytery of London, in favenr of
a rew Hymn hook for the use of the church, was brought forward. The
Hymn book, which had been compiled by a number of the members of Synod,
was also laid before the Synod. Aftir discussion, and a vote, a Committee
was appointed o examine the book and report. Their report was brought in,
approving of the book, with some slight alterations. This report was adopt-
es by a large majority of the Synod.

Fixaxce.—~The report onr Finance stated that the funds of the Home Mis-
sion Scheme were in a satisfactory state, about £600 having been received,
more thanin any previous year. The Koreign Mission receipts were not 80
satisfactory, the receipts having been £3907 1 7, while the expsnditure bad
been £4485 17 6. The Church Extension and Debt Extension Fund showed
receipts for the year of £3315. The aggregate of all the receipts had bezn
£8057 7 9, while the expenditure had been £3274 12 8.

DepcTaTioxs.—A good deal ofinterest was connected witn the reception of
the deputies from other churches. The deputation from the Free Church con-
sisted of the Larl of Dalhousie, the Earl oz Kintore, Dr. R. Buchasan and
Rev. J. Adan.  That of the United Presbyterian Chuzch consisted of Rev.
Dr. Marshall,Moderator of Synod, and Rev. Dr. King with Rev. W. Redpath,
The deputation from the Irish Presbyterian Church cunsisted of Rev. Dr.
Wilson, Moderator of the Assembly, Rev. W. McGill and Rev T. J. Banson
aud J. Campbell, Galway, Esq., elder. The addresses of »!l the deputies
were eloquent and expressive of the best feelinus.

CorLege.~The Coliege Report stated that sixteen Students had attended
during the year, and that very valusble additicns bad been made to the
library during the year. The total receipts had been £1225 5 10 and a bal-
ance were on hand of £17 5 5. Regulations of a¢mittance to the College
were digcussed and adopted.

Tae Uxiox Questiox.—Dr. James Hamilton gave in the report on the
subject of Union, detailing what had been done during the year by the Joint-
Committee on vnion. Eieven different points had been consideted by the
Committee, aud the result was thatsubstantial agieement was fonnd to exist
amony e four negotiating churches, excepton one r two points relating to
the pecularities of the civil magis.rate circe sacra. la accurdance with the
course to be adopted in the other churches, the repoil wasreceived and the
findings of the juint comnmittee on union ordered to be t.ansmitted to Pres-
byteries that any suggestivns may be made,—these to be cummauicated to
the Convener, not latter than the last day of the current year.

Oue point that has engsgzed much consideration and discussion is the ex-
ient of the uuited church,or whether it skall he Scottish or British, embracing
England as well as Scotland. It seems to be generally agreed that, consider-
ing the size of the churchand its wide field, it should be governed by separ-
ate sapreme judicatures, one in Scotland and one in England, each having in-
dependent jurisdiction ; but that there should be snbstantial anity, that thes,
ordination and memberskip should be mutually regarded as val'd, and that
there shonld be in each supreme judicatare a defined number of corresponding
members, who shall sit, deliberate and vote ; and that the Foreigu Missions
be under a Board to be appointed by the two supreme judicatures, and sup-
'ported out of a common fund. The Synod was closed in the usual way.
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VICTORIA—THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY.

The Rev. J. O. Dykes, formerly colleague to Dr. Candligh, now in Aestralia
on account of his health, has given in an interesting lett r, much valuable
:nformation in regard to the ckurch in Victoris, at whose general assembly he
was present. A good deal of what hesays applies to most Culonial churches,
that have not reachea the consvlidated and matw.e state of the mother
churches, We subjoin a few extracts :

Accustomed tosee the whole crowd cf affsirs which much be stlended to
at the meetings o! oar owa Supreme Court got over within ten days, I was
surprised to find the sittings ot our Victoria biethren spread over a period of
10 less than nine.  This was partly due to a rule they have, limiting the daily
sederunts to fcur hours in the morning and three in the evening ; a leisu-ly ar-
rasgement which consults the comfort of mewmbers more than the despatch of
business, and which, however it may contrast pleagantly with our exccssively
orotracted and late sittings in the I'ree Assembly, does seem somewhst need-
lessly to detain ministers from their congregation ; as it was, the rules had
to be relaxed towards the close of the proceedings : and yet the business,
which had dragged heavily all among, had to be too hastily wound up at last.
There was another cause for this. I bhave heen accustomed o reckon it along
the disadsantages whichattend the possession of leaders versed in Church
affuirs aud long used to guide its deliberations, that the priceedings of our As-
semblies fall too exclusively into their hands, that younger men are scarceiy
encouraged to take part, aud that the functions ot the Hou"e tend tv degener-
ate more than is desirable into the mere confirmeation aud record’ag of con-
clusions already arrived at by a few. Here the evils lie on the other side.
The Victorian Church suffers from & want of leaders, Those whoare mos:
it to guide appear to be hardly influential enough to be readily followed.
‘With colonial treedom, a large proportion of the clerical membeis mingle in
discussion. Tim: is too ofien wasted over random or crude proposale: and a
hasty suggestion of the moment may be at last substituted for a well consider-
ed judgment These inconveniences, however, are due to the Church’s
youth, and the circamstances of her formation. Better for her that all her
ministers should take interest snd part in her work, and that thus throogh
free and equal consultation she should win her way to more settled days, than
that sho should be bouud in her infancy to the leading-strings of a party or
aleader. The proceedings of her Supreme Court may be meanwhile a httle
tedious and at times unbusinessike, but the result will be a healthier one.

The statistics for the past year laid before the Assembly exhibit progress,
Eleven new ministers have been admitted. The total income of congreg-
tions, or rather of two-thirds of the congtegations, which make reto-ns,
reaches :£44,2y0, against 240,300 last year : sums wh.:h do not include be-
twixt £6000 and £7000 o: State aid, which is divided amony a large number
of the ministers, though not officially accepted by the Church at large. There
is no central tond for ministeral support, but the guaranteed stipends seem to
have been paid vp in all but a small per centage ot the cases reported. These
s tipends range from the minimum of £300 and mance,ap to £1000 per annum ;
although from the higher cost of living suchsalaries do not represent a high-
er average of comfort and more easy circumstances thag our Free Church
ministry has ever realized. There i: unfortgreately no iformation of the
numbers adhering to Presbyterianism who have been alieady reached and con-
gregated ; but 1 find that under an admirable scheme for pestoral visitation
analogous to our summer evanelgistic deputations, seven of these remote and
thinly-peopled tracts, which as yet lie outside the setiled postoiates, werp
visited this spring ; and four or five of them are said to be rip2 for the settle-
ment of a minister. Missionary contribotions can hardly be said to bear ns
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yet a due proportion to the general income. The whole smount raised for
this ohject 13 nuder £1400. Tt is only f ir, hewever to_re~ollect that the 10-
ternal growth and consolidation of a young Church isits first duty, and that
several schemes of thiz cbaracter are now on foot which call for special liber-
ality—R cently, they huve begun to expand their heathen mirsiine. Two
classes of Leathen within the colony iteelf, the vanishing 1emnan: of abor-
gires, and these of China whom hore of gain atiracts to theee golder shores,
have for & .me years cc.upied the Victorian Church.  Now she has_also un-
dertaken to assist the wo & in the Scuth Sca: by ma‘ntaiuing two Europesn
labourers,  To meet this freeh obligation, a collecting organ'zati n ot ladies
hag just been started, which, unde: the enthusiastic mansrem. .t of Mr.
Camptell of Geelong, late of Mclrose, will seon, I trust, put the mission in
a gcod position,

Two very important funds laid their first reports before this ‘szembly.
One is & fund for pensioning a_2cd and iufirm ministers, which aims at & min-
imum capital of £3000 ; and in s fi,st year has received in subseriptions
£2763. Tt descrves to be noticed that, towards this cum half of the ministers
have subscribed utike rate of £5 & year for five years. Young 2s the Church
is, such a fund has not been started a day too soon. Special cases of super-
annuation ere already cccurring ; the ¢ hardnees’” which the older clerey
had to exdure in the rovgh early days of the colony must, cre long, begn
to tell ; and the sooncr the capital sum is paid up the hetter. The other and
if possible, still more important scheme lsunched tLis year, is for the endow-
ment of & Theological Hall, It has been felt for years, I believe, and with
growing force, that the supply of ministers from home, while it marg often be
unsuitable, must alwavs be scanty and pecarions, and that it vitaii» concerns
the progress of the Churchto develop from among her own young men a
succession of candidutes for the ministry. A few students have alwags been
under some sort of superintendence ; but it wes pot till this yrur that the
large project was set on foot of raising such a fund. Mr. Dykes states that
fiom comparatively few subscribers £7000 had beea xlready obiained for this
objec;

That from his congregation consisted of s
purse of £600, witn a silver tray, and = tea and coffes gervice ; and that from
his other friends of a cheque for .£1000. He is succeeded by the Rev. W.
Wilkinson, M. A. of Sheffield. 1o belungsto the Evangelical party in the
Church.

Barrisr Missioxaries ¥ Jamarca.—Sic H. Storks, has expressed a wish
that o Baptist Missionary Society should estaolish a mssion at Morant Bay,
promising to exert his persona! eforts in their behaif, and if necessary, to en-
deavour to obtain assistance from the Treasury.

Prsevisy ix Irecaxp.—High Church and puseyistic tecdencirs are mani-
festing thems lves in several quarteis in Irelard, where heretofore there
has been littie of that icaveu, The result has been, that m some Churches
where the uew practices were introdaced, there have bren strong demonstra-
tions on the part of the people, amountinz in some cases to breaches of the
peace. :

New Traxstations or TaE Scrirrt res,—There is ia France a scheme for
& new translatiou of the Scriptures to be executed by the most competent men
from the three great ‘religions communities in France,—Catholics, Protes-
tants, and Jews. The proposal meets the opposition of the Ultramontamsts
on the one eideand +he Protestant Retemalests on the other; but most of the
leading papers, and all the eva.gelical Protestants are favourable to it.

Presavreriax Oremax Soctery 1iX Ireuanp.—For some time _vigorous
efforts have been made among the Presbyterians in Ireland to establish an in-
stitution for orphans. The inaugural meeting was lately held in Belfast. The
deepest sympathy is manifested in the movement, throughout the church ;
and liberal cont-ibutions have been made.

Tue Late Magsacre ar BarierTi.—The Rev. Mr. Meyre, Free Church
missionary to the Jews was at barietta when the outbreak took place and
narrowly escajed with his Jife. He had returned after the disturbauce, to
comfo t and encourags the ternmfied evaugelicals, und vicdicate fieedom of
worship. A meeting was held on the Sabbath eveniug ina coffee house,
where the congregation was about 80, several haviugto leave for want of
room. There wasno approach to disiurbance ; and the happiest effect was
produced on the minds of the brethren.

PressyTerian Carzen 1v THE Lower Provisces.—The Synod of this
Church will meet ). V. on the fourtk Wednesday of this month in St. John
N. B. ltis confidentlly believed that there will be union with the _Presby-
terian Synod of New Brunswick. At Halifax the namber of theological St
dents during the late session was 17, of whom ten have completed their
cuniculum.
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Drara or Mr. KresLe.—The Rev. John Keeble; well krown as the anthor
of the *¢ Christian Year”’ died lately at the age of 74. Although a High-
chorchman, he was a pious and devoted man.

Migsioxs oF e Ux17ep PrespyTeriaN CnurcE.~The members and
friends of the United Presbyterian Churoh contributed for missionary oper-
ations during Inst year (1865) the large sum of £44,488 73 6d., after build-
ing their own churches an paying their own micisters’ stipends and other
c3urch expenses, The Glasgow Preshytery gave upwards of £8,000 of this
sum,

Revivan 1y tBE UNITED States.—From many quarters in the United
States there are reports of religious revival, These moveinents are quiet in
their character, but very marked in their results, large additions being made
to many churches, The revival has been manifested in nota few of the Col-
leges and 1nstitutions of learning, iucluding Princeton, where the resuits have
been very marked.

JUBILEE OF THE AMERICAN BiBLE Sociery.—The jubilee of the American
Bible Society has just been held. The services were interesting, delegates
from the Britishand Foreign Bible Society being present as well as from
Canada. Efforfs arc being made by the American Bible Society to extend the
circalation of the Bible amung the coloured population now no longer in bond-
age. During its existence the American Bible Society has done & good work,
having circulated 21,409,996 copies of the scriptures. There are 5232 aux-
iliaries connected with it.

PresprTERIAN BoARD oF Forkiex Missioxs.—During the year nineteen -
missionaries and assistant missionaries have been sent out. Connected with the
Board there are 75 ministers, 7 licentiates, 4 physicians, 232 teachers, col-
porteurs &c. There are 37 organized churches with & membership of about
1200. During the year the receipts have amounted to $207,526 65.

Mr. McCuaig reported that according to eppoiutment he has preached and
moderated in & call for o mioister to the congregation of Willis' charch,
Blenbeim ; and laid on the table s unanimous call, in favour of the Rev.,
K. M:Qracrie, siznedl by 135 members, and 67 adherents. The min-
utes of the congregational meeting were also read, containinyg satisfactory in.
formetion in regard to the questions put to the commissioners at last meeting.
Commissioners were heard {rom the congregation, craving the Presbytery to
give effect to their call with tne least possible delay. On motion, duly
geconddd, the call was sustained as a regular Gospel cail.

Tue.day, 22ad day ot May, at 2 p. m was appointed for
his ordination and induction to the P.storal charze of tae congrezation, th2
Presbytery tu meet at 10 a. m. within Willis’ Caurch, Blenheim, for his ex-
amination and the transaction of other business  Mr. Dunbar was appointed
to preside and ordain; Mr. James to preach, Mr. Doaald to addresz the
Minister, and Mr. Rober:son of Paris the people.

Circular letters were read from the Presbyteries of Ouatario and London.
Mr. James ot Paris, aad Mr. William Chambers, Elder, were appointed to
the committee of Billa and Overtures.

Financial roports were called for sndread, from the congregations within
the bounds. The Presbytery record with satisfaction that no arrears of
Stipend are dae by any ot the cungregations, and that in the case of agveral,
the amount paid is in advance of the Stipend promised.
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Mr. Penman reported the state of the Presbytery's Home Mirsion fund,
gshowing & balauce in hand of $44, The clerk was instructed to transmit
said amount to the Central Home Mission fund in Toronto.

A potition from Wellington Street Church, Brantford, craving the Presby-
tery to moderate in & call for a minister to said chureh, was rend, and the
moderation granted. Mr Peattie was appointed to the duty ; said moderation
to take p.ace on Tuesday the 15th day of May, at 6 p. m.

A petition from Stanley Street Church, Ayr, to the same efiect was also
read, aud the moderation grauted, the day to be fixed by 1he con-regation,
and the moderator of gession, it before the next regnlar meetiyg ot Pres-
bytery. Mr. Dunbar wns sppointed to the duty and also to dispense the
%&crament of the Lord’s supper, in said congregation, on the last Subbath of

ay.

The debt on the Beachvilie Church, was brought under consideration of
Presbytery. IMMessre. McMallen and Toglis, with Messrs. Kintrea nod Dougles,
were appuinted a committee to solicit subscriptions for the removal of said
debt, aud to report on or before the meeting of Synod.

The Presbytery entered upou the consideration of the Book of Forme, and
after discussion agreed 1o recomend ogytain changes to the Syrd.

Mr. David Inglis of Hamilton, wa:gzominated as moderato~ of Synod.

It was moved by 3Mr. Inglis, seconded by Mr. Cochrane, and unanimously
agreed, ** that the interests of the College and Chureh atlargs demand that the
interim arrangement of the past two years, for the supply of the vacant Pro-
fesscrships in Knox College, Toronto, should cease, nnu two Theological
Professors be chosen for snid college, at the ensuing meeting of Synod.”

Mr. James gave notice that at next meeting he wou'd cill' the wttention of
Presbytery to the propricty of devoting the first evening of each regular
meeting to devotional exerciges.

The Presbytery thern adjourned to meet within Willis' Church, Blenheim,
on Tuesday the 22nd day of May nextat 10 a. m.

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AN INJUSTICE.

Are yca gailty reader? I hope cot, and yet I hope that this article may
lead t) tie arrest of some of the guilty parties, by the most tumons of all de.
tectives —their own consciences. And J hope alsu, it may keep others from
followin. in the footsteps of those who are already guilty. It s an inustice
of which I am to speak, but not of a francial kind. ln aword, the charge
to be tabled is, fiat certain tamilies, and hurch members are in the habit of
assnming that, when any one under their roof is taken sick, their minister
koows all ab.ut it, and that if he is not forward to see them in & day or two,
1t i8 a neglect of duty on lus part, and an intentional sligh; cast up.n them
and their tamilies. The simple statement of the practice makes it so absurd
looking that it will be no doubt regarded as a prodigy that suca persens could
be found in any Christian church; but althouzh many ot the readers of the
Record may almost doubt the assertion that such a practice 13 followed by
some of our people, I do very candidly assuce tham that it is neither a parable
nor a fiction that I am writing.

The oarties in question seem to think that the minister is the greatest news-
gutherer in the pla e. They would not be astonished to find that sowwe other
person in the neighbourhood had not hesrd of sickness in their faw v, bat
that the minister should miss hearinz it, 1s to them a mystery. And this’
mystery is, 1n no" a few cases, heightened, to these nersons, minds, by the
considcration th:t the position of their familics inthe place is so very pro-
minent. Atleast this seems to be the mode of reasonins by which some
guide themselves in ttis matter. They wounld never dream of treating their
family physic’an in this way. Him they send for at oace; and witheut ask-
ing bim, or informing bim, they would not expect his visit. No donbt the
two cases are not precisely parallel. The way of the minister to go unasked
ig more open than that of the docto:. The latter would feel a dehicacy aboat
going unasked, on account, of the fees, and therefore waits till sent for ; but
the minister ean have vo sa -h delicacy, and is without excuse on that ground,
as he gets nothing tor his visits to the sick, 1 the shape of fees, or in any
shape, except it be that the persons in question pay pew rent in the church in
which be ministers. Nor do I think that a differen’ order of things on this
point in the case is desirable, or seripiural. No doubt when through # season
of domestic affliction the minister has made visit for visit, with ihe puysician,
to some wealthy family 1n the congregatiun, they might, I think juite con-
sistently with the spirit of the Gospel, acknowledge their gratirude .n more
than mere words—end aii the more it the minister has had to provide or hire
8 herse an'! conveyauce to take him to the place.

In a word, I, do not see that the necessities of the case, so far as the nature
of the ministers office 13 concerned, require that the man who ministers to
the soul, should be taken ieave uf in ways that contrast so verg, very widely
with each other, as we sce at present is frequently the case—the doctor with
his bill settled, and the minister without as much as would pay the tolls, which
his visits cost him.

But anything like theidea ot a minister’s making money at the bedside of
the sick or the dying, is I think, tos horrible, ever 1o find entrance into eny
Protestant Church.

Bat while on the ground referred to the minister cau have nodelicacy about
going whether a request has been sent to him or not, it does appear to me
that ho is farely entitled to claim at least that he be informed that there is
sickness in the family, and that unless so informed he should not be held re-
sponsible for any apparent neglect of the patient or of the family. This
much I think it very coreasonable to deny the minister’s right to expect. And
unless this be conceded by the class of persons referred to in this article, it
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is impossible that they can ever feel comfortable in their church relations,
Common senss would eay that it is not reasonable to assume that a minister
can know immediat~ly of every case of sickeess among his people ; and
further that every slight indisposition is not to be regarded as requiring his
attendance even when he happens to hear of it, as 1 that way much of his
valaable time would be uselessiv squandered ; and his pulpit preparations in-
vaded, to the general disadvantusge of the congregation.

But —¢ to the law and the testimouny,’’ on this as on every other point of
Chrictian and Ministerial duty. What does the word of God say ? lef him call
Jor the elders of the church ; and let them pray over him, &c.

“THE APOSTLE OF THE NORTH.”
KOTICE BY DR. BURXS.
Knox College, May 16, 186G6.

M. Editor—’Tis sixty vearssince I first saw the * Apostle of the North.”
He bad just come from his mission at +¢ Berriedale” in Caithness, ard he had
all the marks that mizht be supposed to attach to the appearance of a vigor-
ous and active /3aelic missionary. He belonged not to the Scandinavian but
to the Celtic side of the county of Caithuess—for thers one side oi the
mountain range is Gaelic speaking, while the other is English—and his
swarthy appearance and athletic mizn marked him as a genuine son of moun-
tainous Caledonia. We met at breakfast in the house ot the Rev. Dr. Camp-
bell, one of the Ministers of Edinburgh, and Sacretary to the Society in Scot-
12nd for propagzating Christian knowledge, a man of great sagacity and a di-
vine of great theolozical eminence. The Gaelic chapel had been erectedsome
thirty years before, by the contributions of the Celtic part of the population
of the city, aided by the generous effurts of Mr. William Dickson, a Christian
merchant, whose name is honorably associated with the religious history of
the Scottish metropolis in thé latter part of the last century. The society
whi~h Dr. Campbell represented was formed and chartered in 1707, and bad
labored mcst e Heient'y iu behalf of the educotional interests of tie Hizhlands
and Islands of Scoilaud. It possessed the confidence of the Highland popula-
tion in the city, and the patronaze of the chapel was eatrusted to its Directors
for the time beinz. The predecessor of Mr. Macdonald was the Rev. James
Maclachlan, afterwards mauster of Moy in Iavernesshire, and the father of
two excellent miuisters of the Free Church, Dr. Thomas Maclach'an, at pre-
sent of the Free Guelic cougregation of Ediuburgh, and Mr. Simon Mae-
lachlan of Cawdoz. Irom the date of Mrc#Mclachlan's removal till the set-
tlement of Mr. Macdonald, a cossiderable time had elapsed, and there was some
danger of division among the members. Buat the judicious s-lection now
made, chiefly by the ski'l and pridence of Dr. Campbell, removed all fears of
that nature ; and tke settlement was very barmonious, and its resaiis emin-
eutly salutary. Besides the ordinary Gaelic congregation who attended
through the day, and who formed a large body of people, many who were not,
connected with the chapel attcoded the evemng service, which for the first
time was conducted by Mr. Macdonald in the Eaglish language. The pres-
tige ot Mr. M. was from the first exceedingly favourable; bui be rapidly rose
in estimatisn a3 a vopular preacher, and was waited on by crowded assem-
blies. The place had no pretensions to elegance or cven coavenience, for it
was confined, low-roofed, and locally, perched so high on the very face of the
Castle rock as to be not very accessible. Nevertheless the Eaghsh sermons
of Mr. 3cD. on the Sabbath evenings, were among the lions of the religious
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circles of the metropolis; and well do I remember the power and the pnn.
gency of his heart stirring appeals. Moreover, in private intercourse, he was
eesy and affuble, witha good deal of mother-wit, and inoffensive good hu-
mor; ever ready to communicate what might be nseful, as well as to obtain’
from others valuable supplementary information. He was of easy accessy
kind and coandescending in his manner, with no airs, and uiterly devoid of
affectation. His seven year’s ministry in Edinburgh forms a bright period 41
its religious history. z
Dr. Macdonald from being a younger minister than the others, and more of
our own age and standing, took a deep interest in the studenis attending
the Divinity Hall at Edinburgh. He liked much to have some of them, per-
haps four or six at a time, to & cup of tea in his house, and theresfter he
treated them to s conversation on the subjects of their studies. We viewed
him in somewbat of the light of an unrobed Professor or academic tutor,
when on the table of his study he spread open before him some good sized
octavo, just ¢ put out”’ by some learned %nglish or American divine, ana-
1ysed the chapters or the sections he had perused; presented before us the
pros and the cons of a deep argument, looked into our faces as we sat rognd
the table, and respectfully, though sometimes quizzically, asked us, as the ven-
erable Nestor was once asked, ‘‘componere lifes.” As the time was tod
precious, crabbed Latin and mythical ecclesiestical Greek had no special
charms for ns; but Dr. Edward Williams on ¢¢ Equity and Sovereignty,’” aiid
Jonathan Edwards on the ¢ Freedom of the Will,’” and the metaphysical
system of Dr. Samuel Hopkins, of Rhode Island, stocd forth to our view a§
giants whose magnitnde was perhaps increaced by the very mists which some-
times gathered around them, never of coursc supposed by us to originate in
the vast profundity of the teeming thoughts of such men, but always from oar
own shaliowness of apgrehension. Dr. M. wasa ripe scholar, an adept in
the exact sciences, and an acute theologian. “he * Doctors of Aberdeen”
had been bis instructors, and s Brown snd a Kidd, a Gerard and a Beattie,
he held in high esteem ; not indeed as Calvinistic theologians, for while one
of these had rather too much of what the wags of the ‘‘new school™ gome-
times termed * cayenne pepper,” the rest had by far too little of that exciting

commodity,

At these interesting conversaziones we once or twice had the agreeadle pre-
seoce of an ¢ American stadent ’ of Yale college, Dr. John Codman, after-
wards of Dorchester, Mass.., who died so recently as 1848, a man of family
and means, respectable for talents, eminent for piety, and a gentleman.
Tue ¢ Yale theology' was as yet young and comparatively innocent. Its
claws were just beginning to show themselves. We pared them, with the
help of Dr. M ’s pruniagi-nif‘e. Dr. Codman was, I rather think, well pleas-
€d, for ke remained all his days a firm adherent to the Westminster siandards,

A little incident about an English divine of greater note than Dr. C. Imay
here bring in. Dr.M., when resident in Edinburgh, had pceasionally a con-
gregstional student or two, from Hoxton or Homerlon, a3 boarders in his
hoese. One of the most marked of these was a young man of 17 or 18 yeary
of age, of great acuteness, a most ready speaker on sll subjects, instinet with
life, and not overburdened with Dutch or even German theology In our
meetings for tilting, we talked ruch about universal redemption and freedom
of azency. The young Englishman was well read, an acute controyersial-
ist, not over fond either of the Highlands or of the Lowlancs of Scotland, and
we lovked upon him, taken as a whole, as our ‘‘semi-Ayminian brother.”
These meetings did n3 perhaps more good than ordinary debating clubs, for
we had a courteous and loving chairman who ever kept tbings rizght, and 33
old Mr. Bogue, a wealthy Christian Jayman in the city, who sometiries%isd
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treated us to a cup of tea, felt and gave utterance 1o the feeling, that **the
lads were doing weet.” Out of these coteries, small and insignificant as
they might ap_ear, rose some four or five who afterwards fouzht and ble. in
the ¢ ten year’s conflict,”” and some of whom yetbear the scars. But I hear

«u saying, Mr, Editor, ““and what ot the Anglican lad?" I will tell you.
t was I think in the moath of September, 1833, 1 wert to England to gather
money for “ colonial nussions.”” ~ Among uther large towns and cities visited
was Manchester, where a Presbyterian church had been erected in Moseley
street by a wealthy and pious Scottish merchaut whom I kave seen, Mr. Robt.
Spear. Our cause did not then succeed in Eagland, the church at home irn-
deed cared very little about it, and I found the chapel which such wen as
Kennedy of St. Madoes, and Dempster of D2nay had oceupied, handed over
to the English non-conformists, and Mr. Spear’s erection was then filled by
Dr. Robert S. McAll, verhaps the best preacher of his day among the con-
gregationalists of Eugland, rankingz with the Winters, and the Hemiltons,
and the Leifchilds, and the Parsons, of that large and influential evangelical
community. Not having an opportunity of hearing the eloqucat preacher on
the Sabbath, I wen! to his Wednesday evening iectu.e in the basemeant tloor,
Wet as the evening was, there was a full attendance, ina place that might
hold 400. He preached with pathos, evangelical clearness of statement, and
transparent perspicuity of siyle.  The old Arminianism of early days was all
away, the precocious, and as we thuuzht, selfcomplacent ciuitic absorbed in
the * Apollos™ of his day, the warm and hively preacher of that gospel, which,
when I first kn' w him, he certainly did not understand. After the blessing
there was o pause ; deep fecling seemed wrought on wany countenances. |
had had a feast; and it is not uncommon in England, though scarcely ever
thought of in Canada, to thank the Preact:er who has done you good. The

¢“*desk ™" was not much raised 1bove the floor. I came from the remote end
of the apartment, where I kad heard the discourse. I stood betore the
preacher, who rose and bowed. +¢May I ask, sir, did you when a student of
theology pass a winter in Edinburgh aod board with Mr. Macdonald, the
minister of the Gaelic chapel?”” ¢I did,’”” was his immediate reply. ¢ Then."
said I, ¢‘let me claim you as an old compz2nion and fellow student.” He
looked at meand I looked at him, but the half century, which divides a young
man of 17 from the maturity of a man of forty and more, bad star-ped us
both. 1knew him because I had been told who he was and was protty sure
of the exactness of my early recollections. On mentioning my name he
needed no more. Uuar 1nemories of the past were like the music of Como
in Oss'an, ‘*sweet and mournful to the soul.”” Peculiar circumstances ren-
dered 3 prolonged interview impracticable, and though I might ckerish the
hope uf our again meeting, I saw him po more. Death did not very long
withhold its seal f1om the matured attainments of one who seemed to ripen
with ~ oly rapidity for the heaven of tke faithful. The interview though
short was sweet. The remembrance of 1t is fresh as the morning, but the
wave of ocean time rolls on, eternity is near, and the Macdenalds and the
McAlls, the Spencers and the MacCheynes, of kindred religious conresions,
are now blended together ir one bright constellation on high.

Mr. Editor. I meant not anything like a critical review. I leave that
rather to such fidgetty and ill-natured gentry as the ¢t Scottish American,”
the #Glasgow Herald,” and the ¢ Record " of the fastidious ‘‘ Residuaries " at
Picton, Nova Scotia; who by processes of insulation aud garbling and carp.
ing, he e subjected dr. Kennedy's book to the same test of ridicule a< Payue
and V¢ taire applied to the holy word of Jehovah. The steding merits of
the work, the proofs it presents of vigorous uaderstanding and a lively ger.-
ius, together with the transcendent interest that attaches to the subject mat.
ter, disarm criticism, or rather they put it away, by disinclining to gach a
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descent. 'Th» book will live when the ‘ croakers ”’ are lost in their own
slime. The »ketches of Charles Calder, ot Urguhart, and such wor.hies, the
vindication ¢f De. Macdonald’s evangelistic lavours, notwithstanding his par
igh ties, the sketches of visits to Glen Lyon, to Stratabogie, to St Kilda, to
Ireland, the ¢encuement of the philosophic thevries of certain noithern acad-
emics and ther ‘“dumb doga’ on the horrors of ¢“vegrant preaching,” the
varied vista views of *‘ The Apoesile of toe North™ in his su:itury musings,
incessant labours, and distressing trials; these are all inimitsbly drawn with
commanding breadth and exciting naivete. My desiga in this sketch has not
been a review, properly so called, but merelv a something, give it #hat name
you pleuss, that may draw attention to the book sud eacourage its circulation.
Ifthe mewoirs of MacChevne, of Lawson, and of the younger Macdonald in
India, are exyuisitels interesting, tois is second to none of them. UadIa
thoueand dollurs at 1z * commend I would present a copy to every minister,
student of theology, aud elder within the bounds of the ('anada Presbyterian
Churcb, aud tue money would not be spent in vain.
