vincial business is provided from the taxes paid by the
country at large. Another source, of revenue. was
Crown Lands wvhich yielded $908,246. We'do not how-
ever propose now to criticize the Ontario accounts, but
naine the above as evidence of the absence of direct
faxation in Ontario being owing to so large a portion
ofthe public expenditure being provided by revenue
handed over by the Federal Government.

Ontario being almost surrounded by the waters of
the great lakes lias in consequence a less severe, and a
shorter winter than some other Provinces, with also a
rainfall and inoisture favourable to pasture lands aud
root crops. The total extent of cleared land in Ontario
is 12,429,000 acres, compared with 10,539,000 in 1883 ;
an increase of 1,890,000 acres, which is little short of
20 per cent. During that period-1883 to 1896-the
population lias not increased to anything- like this ex-
tent, indeed the rural population has been stagnant
owing tà the drain to the North West, and to the
cities. TItis increase in land available, coincident with
a non-expansive population, is enough to account large-
ly for the decline in value of farn lands. The market

The average yield per acre of fall
wheat is 20 bushels, of spring wheat.15 bushels, barley
25½ bushels, and oats 34à bushels. These averages ex-
ceed those of the Western States of America, and of
California.

Our readers will have in the above as many figures as
they can digest in a week, or more, so we will postpone
further statistics to a later issue. ·It is very gratifying
to find the leading loan societies all ,speaking well of
the general financial condition of the Province of On.
tario as viewed froin their standpoint. It is certainly
one of the richest agricultural -districts in the world,
and we doubt if any country could show as higli an
average of comfort, of intelligence, and of monetary
resources as the Province of Ontario.

GAS MATTERS.
Complaints about the quality of the gas supplied to

its custoaners by the Montreal Gas Co. may be heard
on all bands. The illuminating power is inferior to
what is contracted for and the noxious odours arising
from it when burning cannot but be injurious to health.
The feeling that there is somethiig wrong either in
the source from which the gas is obtained or in the
manipulation of it is so general that it nay well be.in
the interest of the Gas Co. to examine thoroughly into
the matter. - The price charged for gas at the present
time is very high and should at least insure a good
quality,-but the reverse of this is the case.

The circumstances of the last arrangement with
the city council for the sutpply of gas to the
citizens are still fresh i the minds of consuniers, withl
the absurd clause which was so ingeniously introduced,
by which the pipes of any other company could not be
laid in the streets until after the present arrangement
expires. The insertion of that clause was an astute
move with which our wide-awake tildermen did not'in-,
terfere. Until the expiration of that ten year arrangement
the company have the legal right to charge, the pre-
sent price of gas if it is to their interest to do 'o bût'
they are also legally bound to give pure illuminating,
gas of a certain prescribed standard.
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In the course f the somewhat heated discussion 'that
preceded the renewal of the gas contract with the Gas
Co., comparison was made with the gas prices of vari-
ous -cities in'the United States. Changes in processes
for production have naterially reduced the first cost of
gas and sooner or later the price charged to consuiners
will be reduced generally. In some places the redoc-
tion has already taken place.
SIn this connection it may be of interest to note that

it is only some two or three months since the city of
New York gave the privilege to a new company to lay

'pipes in the streets to supply gas for heating purposes
only at the rate of fifty cents per thousand feet, for
which privilege the company was to pay a round sum
down and a fixed price per foot on the length of pipe
laid. This was so vigorously opposed by the old gas
companies who have the city divided amongst them,
that on an appeal to the court on a legal point the
privilege was rescinded. The discussion brought out
the statenent that the outside cost of gas and its dis-
tribution was under 60 cents for illuminating gas.
The present price for gas in New York is $1.25-the
same'as iere. A bill is now before the Legislature at
Albany to reduce arbitrarily the price at once to $1.00
per thousand feet, and a reduction of five cents per
thousand each year until it reaches 75 cents per thousand.
In order to bead off so radical a measu-re varions
amendnents have been suggested to secure for the
public reasonable prices and at the saine tiie a better
qual'ity of gas; what the result will be is not yet
known.

When the two electrie coipanies here have their re-
spective water-powers available we may expect an era
of cheaper lighting and heating for domestic purposes
that will b better and more vholesomîe than what is
now in general use. A fair coipetition carried on in
a legitimate nmanner is alvays beneficial to the publie.

In the discussions tiat have been going on recently
Sitlias beenî establisied that, with gas at $1.25 per thou-

sand in New York, the gas conpanies have paid large
dividends on stock watered mnany tines more than the
real paid up cash capital. It is also established that
with iniproved iethods now used in suci important
places as Boston and Cambridge, the price of gas is re-
duced to 66 and 64 cents per thousand feet, whilst in
Chicago, wiere the price is now $1.20,the old companies
have agreed to make a reduction of 5 cents per
thousand each year for sone years to comle. In the
latter city a new company is now cngaged in laying
kas pipes under agreement to supply gas at 90 cents
per tliousand feet to start with.

Tiese are all sigus of the tines of general interest to
Montreal. They should be considered seriously by the
Montéeal Gas Co. and acted on for their own- benefit
before it nay be too late.

MONEY AND INVESTMENTS.
At the close of last year an old sore broke out in

London arising from friction between the bill brokers
nd the banks, the effects of which more or less affect

the money market on this side. Early in December
the, engagements of the brokers appeared to be so pro-
yided foi that they clecked the inflow of deposits, which
they attract by better terms tIan the banks-and of
wliich they hold large amounuts waiting for investment

-by reducing the rate of interest. Alslarp demand for
money set in about Christmas, which caused the banks
to make unusually large recalls of money which was
out for teiporary advances on securities, as it is a gene
ral custoin of English banks to fill up their tills as
high as possible at the end of the year in order to make
their annual statements show ,well in the fnatter of
assets immediately available. The bill brokers felt the
squeeze more than was agreeable, as it not only took
money away when it was scarce, but prevented them
taking advantage of the higher rates which prevailed.
The payment of dividends on Consols and other securi-
ties, shortly made money much cheaper, and a sharp
contest arose between the banks and the bill brokers
for what business was in the market, the banks being
somewhat the losers in the fray, the brokers having
secured bills to such an extent as to place over ten mil-
lions of dollars with the Bank of England for re-
discount. The banks, having no further necessity for
large cash reserves, released them, and money being so
plentiful, the Bank of England-reduced the rate from 4
to 3j per cent. Money being abundant in New York,
and the treasury reserve so high, American banks began
using their credits in London to purchase sterling bills,
and purchases on a large scale have alsô been made by
Anierican houses of Anierican securities. Partly owing
to this there lias been sonie return of confidence in
thîem, and British investors are beginning again to buy
American bonds and shares. Even French money was
put on the London market while the rate was higb, the
facilities now existing for international movements of
capital being so perfect that, practically, the monetary
affairs of the world are conducted without any refer-
ence to distance. Where money is dear, there money
flows at once, unless some panic has begun to threaten
or othertrouble is feared, and fron all parts of Europe
noney is continually on the inove to secure whatever
advantages are in sight.

One prominent feature in the money market is the
Indian question. There is already a large stream of
money going out to India in some form, and this will
be going on for two or three montis. Whether the
outflow is in gold, or silver, or commodities, the ulti.
mate effect will be much the same, and will tend t.o
keep money so much the dearer by its abstraction for
service in India. The famine means the destruction of
enorious resources, which cannot be re-created,
thougli the terrible loss of India by their food crops>
being ruined, lias put money in the purses of Canadian
and other wheat growers. This however is no creation
of money; it simply means that every consumer of
bread bas to pay more for it owing to the Indian crops
being, destroyed, and the growers of wheat and rice, and
and holders of them reap the advantage of the enhance-
ment in prices.

An English contemporary says that, " Canadian" rail-
ways follow the fortunes of their discredited American
fellows; they suffer by being always dragged at the
tail of Americans, as.Canadian trade depends to a con-
siderable degree on the prosperity of the United States.,

'The writer then remarks, at a later stage in his com-
iments, "In the case of Canadian Railways, their prices
hîave.lately-shown clearly that they can move upwards
and downwards regardless of the mood prevailing- in
the American market." These two statements are
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contradictory, for if dur railways " are dragged always
at the tail of Americans," ihey cannot at the sane time
be so independent as to "move upwards and downwards
regardless of the American niarket." Both statements
in fact are only partially correct. Our railways are af-
fected by the saine general conditions as those of the
United States; at the saine time they have enough
business which is not affected by such general condi-
tions to allow of their movement up and down accord-
ing to a large share of the trade they are doing and
have donc, which*is independent of the United States.

As to the general run of Canadian securities a glance
at the stock list is enough to show that every security
in the market which comnimands confidence stands at a
-very higli figure, some of themhligier than they have
ever reached. The chance of any movement upwards
-save in a few stocks which -are affected by tempora-y
conditions on 'Change-is slim at piesent. The gradual
accumulation of capital now going on in Canada how-
ever will tend to the retention of those securities which
are paying a fair return, and as this will lessen the
volume of good securities in the market, their value
will be enhanced. Should war break out there will be
a sharp decline in prices, but we trust this will be
averted, though the Turkish question is -a chronie
menace to pence.

CANADA PERMANENT LOAN AND SAVINGS
COMPANY.

The forty-second annual meeting of the above com-
pany was held in Toronto on the 15th inst., whven a re-
port was presented which will be found on another page

- of this issue. The Canada Permanent is one of the
very few financial institutions in the world which can
show a record extending over forty years of continuous
prosperity. In one feature it stands almost alone in
iaving been founded and managed during the whole
of that long period by one person, for the Canada Per-
manent was organized originally, and for forty-two
years has been conducted under the direct charge of
Mr. J. Herbert Mason, who is now its President and
its Manager. ý To him is very largely owing the splen-
did record of our loan companies, against which no
scandal has arisen since they were 'establish.ed in Can-
ada, the example and iodel which they al more or less
followed, having kept them within the lines of safety.
The Company lias loans securèd' by mnortgages on real
estate to extent of $11,411,684. Whein we consider
what conditions are necessar.y to constitute a nortgagce
a perfect security, it is reinarkable how very trifling is
the amount of what bankers call " bad or doubtful
debts" on the books of tbis large conpany.

To provide for any loss by deprecia
tion of values a special appropriation out of profits wa5
made. The report speaks cheerfully of the outlook
as " the increasing. products of Canadiah cheese fac.
tories. creameries, orchards, ranches, and fisheries find i

ready market in Great Britain and elsewhere, and are
yearly becoming more important contributors to the
national wealth." The company lias debentures, arid
debënture stock extant, .including interest, amounting
to $6,850,722, the bulk of which is held'in England
where these securities are highly valued.

President Mason stated at the meeting that, " during
42 years of the existence of the Canada Permaieit its
stockholders have regularly received lalf-yearly divi-

dends averaging over Il per cent per annuni, besidés
which the reservë fund bas been built up of more than
50 per cent of the capital." " Canada-Permanent" is
an exceedingly appropriale Litle for the company which
so proninently represents tle financial ability, the
prudence, the strength, of a financial institution which
does honor to the country, and which lias done emuin-
ent service in its dev elopment.

THE WESTERN CANADA LOAN & SAV[NGS
COMPANY.

It is evident froin the annual statements of those of
the older and stronger loan and savings companies
vhose reports have reaclhed us, that they are holding

their own and progressing iiin spite of the business and
financial depression. They have long counted among
their elientele the best class of borrowers, and have
formed connections which are not easily broken by
temîporary checks and discouragements. This bas been
the fortunate lot of the Western Canada Loan & Sav-
ings Co. whose 34th annual report we publish to-day.
This old and carefully managed company lias not felt
the stress of the weather to the saine extent as its
younger and less strong competitors who have had to
be content with perhaps the rejections and leavings, as
it were, of many of the long-established concerns. The
net profits of the Western Loan & Savings Co. for the
year were $114,763. Two dividends of 4 and 3 per
cent respectively were paid, and the balance carried to
the contingent account which 'nearly equals $60,000.
Thereserve fand which amounts to $770,000 is now
over 50 per cent of the capital, $1,500,000. Hion. Sena-
tor Allan, the' president, remnarked in his interesting
address that -a more thanl usually rigid examination of
the company's mortgage securities had been made .so
as to ascertain beyond peradventure the extent
of the earning power of the cômpany. Alf
mortgage loans on which nothing has been paid
for the second year were put to one side, and the divi-
dend lias been declared on the actual earnings, or what'
niight be terimed the cash incomne of the coipanv.
Though set down at present as not to be reckoned as.
divisible profits, there is little or no doubt, remarked
the president, that the large proportion of the interest
in arrears for more than one year wili ultimately be
collected. The Winni'peg branch appears to be pro-
gressing favourably. By the appointment of Mr. G. F.
Galt of that éity to fill the vacancy in« the diiectorate
caused by the death of Sir David,Macpherson, the man-
ager of the branch-will be able readily to avail himself
of a director's counsel and advice. The large immigra-
tion whicl is expected to result froi Manitoba's
growing fame, and the efforts to be made'by the Federal
Government to pronote the settling of the Province,
cannot fail to augment the earnings of Mie Winnipeg
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branch of the company. We agree with Senator Allan
in believing that " better times" for Canada aie not
very far off now. There are indications that plainly
point that way. The retiring directors wyere re-elected,
and Senator Allait and Mr. George Goodcerham were
re-elected president and vice-president respectively.

THE 1 ONTARIO LOAN AND DEBEOITURE
COMPANY.

The 26th annual report of this coi pany-reproduced
elsewhere-is one which its shareholders, debenture-
jblders, and all who take an interest in institutions of
this class, will read with gratification. The surn of
$432,9JIi was loaned last year, which is a considerable
amount considering how very cautiously mortgage
loais are made, and hoiw severe lias beconie the coin-
petition for investments of a reliable claracter. The
loan conpanies. are finding not only competition
amongst each other to be growing, but the graduai ac-
cumulation ot funds to a considerable extent even by
the farning comnunity, is causing private investors to
look out for good nortgages upon which they are ready
to advance at lower rates than ever before .known.
The coipany received $759,452 for re-payments of
principal and for interest, which is $17,369 in excess
of receipts in 1805. These pavments are so large as to
indicate a far better linancial condition prevailing in
WesternýOntario than some represent to be the case.
We are glad to have the judgment of the Directors to
the effect thàt "bottom has bon reached" in the de-
preciation in value of farim lands. Tieir statement
that "good, productive farns can be purchased and
leased té not the purchaser froin 4 to 6 per cent on bis
investmoiit," will draw attention to this class of in-
vestmnnt which for nany persons has mnuch attraction.
The ainiouint of debentures lield in Great Britain is
$1,664,9006, and ini Canada $211,688. Iii. both these
there was a slight decrease made last year. The On-
tario Loan & Debeiture Company relies upon these de-
boutures for funds to carry on its business, instead of
taking deposits. This is the more prudent course, as it
is hardly .wise to.rely upon deposits repayable at call or
on short notice for loans extending over a series of
years. As ihese sterling debentures mature they are
either paid off, or renewed at a lower raté, which can be
donc readily as the credit of the company very de-
servedly stands A.1. in Scotland, where they are prin-
cipally licld. We coimend the management for lay-
ing aside a special reserve to provide for auiy possible
shrinkage in values of properties on liand and of busi-
neis generally. •This prudence is characteristie of the
comnpany, and bas secured for it so high a reputation
for stability and sagacious management. The reserve
fund bas been caised to $170,000 which is quite enough.
to wipe out all the assets of the least dubious value,.
and still leave a bandsome reserve fund. The proper-
ties'onwhich $3,-44,500 lias been loaned are estimated
to bô Yortlh over do'uble that ainount. The inargin
therefore betweenî the assets and the iabilities is ex-
ceedingly large. So far as the debenture-holders are
concerued they have their initerests so thoroughly se-
cured that they may dismuiss all inxiety as laving no
-basis a in buisness principles or' f£ets. President.
McClary and Mr. Bullen, the manager, are worthy of
tlhe utnost confidence, and enjoy it wherever they are
known.

THE COLOMAL :MU'UAL..LIFE.
Little trace is seen of commercial depression in the state-

ment of the Colonial Hutual Life Association, which will be
found elsewhere in this' nuiber. The president,, Mr. F. P.
Buck, remnarked in mnoving the adoption of the report, that
Canadian insuring people are beginning to show a 'prefer-
ence for Canadian companies-that borne institutions are re-
ceiving liberal patronage-inuch to the indirect benefit of
Canadian industries-and the Colonial Mutual is no exception.
An increase of 26 per cent is noticed in the number of appli-
cations for policies compared with the yeat 1895. During
1896 the company received in cash for premiims $21,545,
which is greater by nearly 100 pec cent than the previous
year. The number of policies written was 461, and the total
amount $743,500. A dividend equal to 7 per cent par an-
num on the amont paid u'p, is payable to guarantors in
keeping with the termus of their subscriptions. The valuable
seiaes of policy contraots worked ont by the manager and
secretary, to which we referred last year, a"e made as liberal
as prudence vill permit and -are evidently meeting with
muchi appreciation. The Savings B.ink policies appear.to be
applied for by a large percentage of those about to enter the
Colonial Mutual. The mortality experienced by the company
during the past year was considerably below what was ex-
pected according to the mortality tables. Mr. Buck was re-
eleeted liresident, and H1m. P. Girneau and Mr. C. J. Chis-
holm were re-elected first and second vice-presidents respec-
tively. An expert knowledge of life insurance is possessed
both by Mr. J. F. Mathieson, the manager, and Mr. E. A.
B3aynes, the secretary.

THE WEST INDIA SUGAR CROP.
According to recent advices from St. Thomas, W.I., the

prospects of the sugar crop are decidedly good. Grinding
operations have been going on in Porto Rico and Santo
Domingo for some weeks, and produce is now available from
Porto Rico. Planters generally are very sanguine of prices
rancring hiigber in 1897 than during the last crop, and better
pricesi with a specific duty in the United States, mean a
firier consuming market, although the 'ide. and seek"
policy of Amnerican refiners is ponwerfully worked and thwarts.
obtaining fair remnunerative figures for cane sugar. Some
smiall receipts of new crop muolasses have coma forvard in
Ponce, but prices have not opened yet, nor is the stock -suf-
ficient for making by first shiliments before the end of this
month. A fewsmall vessels -will be wanted for molasses,
but shippers will not transmit their requirements for anotuer
mnonth or thereabouts. Rates of freight will be about $2.
121 to 2.25 for molasses par 110 gallons G. G. to Halifax.
With respect to the West Indian Commission it is very
-doubtful'wbether much good will come of it. Royal Com-
missions, as The Saùtrday Revýè1w renarks, are commonly
regarded as devices for hanging up the practical iandling of
the subject indefinitely. The West Indian Commission pro-
bably belongs to the saine category ; but iwith a considerable
difference. Instead of the leisuredland protracted meetings
of worthy gentlemen at Westminster, folrowed, after a long
gestation, by a volumninous report wherain ail the divergent
views of the Connimissioners are boiled down into a colourless
pap, ineet for the buttermnan, ve have in this paripatatie
West Indian Commission an attempt to rival the enterprise
of Messrs. Cook.

THE DEPARTMENTAL FIRE AT OTTAWA.
The fire in the Western Block of the Parliament Build-

ings at Ottawa, the breaking ont of which we had barely
time to mention in our last number as the forms went to
press, proved to be most disastrous. The mansard roof of
the original portion of the Block was entirely destroyed to-
gether with about forty rooms comprising offices occupied by
the Public Works, Marine' and Fisheries, and Mounted
Police. The Militia, Customs, and Trade and Commerce
offices are much damaged by water. • With the exception of-
the Mackenzie wing the building is now uninhabitable, hav-
ing been saturated with water and muach danaged. in other
respects. .The whole interior will have- to' be renewed.
Various estainates have been made respecting the cost of re-
sturing the buildiog. .$250,000 appears to be the more exact
tigure. The tire was discovered about 4.15 p.m. in the upper
floor of the westera eorridor near the elevator. It could
havebeen easily uxLiiguished had the fire appliances in the
building not proved useless owing to the pressure of the
water being insulluient. As it was, no water was
thrown on tibe lirei until about 2 hours after it was noticed.

As the Governient does not insure the public buildings
througioutit the country it should take special precau-
tions to see that the lire appliances in eanh building are ade-
quateand in working order. Above all should these precau-
tions be taken at the seat of Governmeht, where se much of
national import is at stake. Whether it is wise for the Gov-
ernment to adhere toits poli, of no insurance is much open
to question. At one time the publie buildings were insured,
but the annual charge appeared so large that the practice
was abandoned, and the Government is now its own'insurer.

The Minister of Public Works is reported to have said that
the loss incurred by the burning of the Western
Block is a mere trifle compared with what the Gov-
ernment should pay annually for insurance on all its build-
ings.- The Government buildings are. as a rule large,
and the larger .a building is the more. difficult it is to
cope with wlien on fire. Losses by fire have already been
pretty large for the Federal Government. It would not take
many lires like that at Ottawa last week and at St. John,
N.B., some years ago, not to inention others, to make insur-
ing the wiser course. We are inclined to agree with the die-
tum of one of Montreal's foremost insurance men, that the
business whieh caunot pay for being insured is not worth.
having. There is of course something to be said on the other
side of the question ; but more anon.

THE U. S. STEEL AND COTTON TRADES,
Two events in the Lnited' States commercialivorld 1ast

week call for special mention. The steel trade experienced
a great shock in the collapse of the steel rail pool., A drop
in prices occurred which, when taken with the December cut
of $3, amounted to $10, and in some cases more. How cheap
rails were sold late in the week cannot be learned but the
open cut was from $25 to $20. But orders have been taken
at $18, and one concern' offers te take all orders whieh coine to
it at $17. It is reported that the Carnegie Co. has 'sold rails
on"the basis of $17 in Chicago or $14.40 in Pittsburg. - Ef-
forts are made te conceal any transactions below. $20 in the
east and $18.in the west. A somewhat reactionary tondency
setin-on Saturday, prices generally ranging at about $20 to
to $21 per ton. But lower figures are being quietly named
in soe.sinstances. Last year the pool held the price at $28,
yet other iron and steel prices had corne down. By the power

THE FRENcR SUGAR BOUNTIES.

By a majority of two only did the French sugar bounties
escape abolition by the Frenci Parliament.' The sugar
trade in France declares that it .is opposed to bounties, and
only insists upon thiem as a measure of self defense, so long
as Germany and Austria pay them. .These two countries and
France agree in declaring that each would abandon the
bounty system if the others would, but there are large
"vested interests," whose influence with Governinent are im-
mense. They are not ready to give up their assistance from.
the State, and still cherislh the hope that they may be able to.
make more out of it than their rivals across the frontier. The
attitude of the French sugar trade is due, it is presumed, te
its conviction that the Governieut never will outbid Ger-
many in this absurd competition " to see which nation siall.
give sugar te foreigners the eheapest and rob its own citizens
the most as a means to that noble end." According to a New
York contemporary the Austrian Government lias shown
some marked tgns of fatigue, but in Germany, thougli there
lias been great opposition in the Reichstag to the bounty
policy, the sugar interests are still able to maintain their in-
fluence with the Government and therefore feel comparative-,
ly easy about coining out ahead in the generous competition
As Germany can probably hold out the "longest the signs of
dissatisfaction are least evident there.

NEWSPAPER POSTAGE.

The postage rate on Canadian newspapers nailed direc
froi the office of publication to subscribers. in Canada lias
for many years been remitted by the Governnent. Prior te
1882 all newspapers were charged one cent a pound, but the
difficulty of muaking collections froin publishers-who would
persist in falling into arrears- becaie so great that it
,was deemed Èdvisable te suspend the postage altogether. It
was lioped doubtless that thigreat boon would have a grate-.,
ful response froin newspapers of all shades of opinion. How
far tliese expectations were met, is net alluded .to. At. all, ,

events there now appears te be a disposition on the part of»
the Governiment to return shortly te the old method, th'ou h'
what the new rate shall be is not yet announced. The eeît
is likely to be felt most keenly in offices with large circula
tions, although this,.we believe, was net the case formerly.

"SCOTLAND YET !

Thougi last, not least"-comes the handsomest calendar
which has reached us this season,-that issued by James
Watson & Co. of Dundee, Scotland, of whom Messrs.' Chard,
Jackson & Co. of this city are agents.

though it bas never been found prac-
ticable to extinguish It entirely.

The directors desire to recognize the
faithful and efficient services o the
company's employees at the head and
branch ' offices, as well as of the large
staff of local appraisers, In protecting
and promotlng the company's Interests
during an exceptionally difficult- and
trying period; and also to acknowledige
the valuable and influential services of
the representatives of the company in.
Great lritain.

CEENT 'AND FiRtEaBRitcJs-Buisiness is
still quiet and prices consequently merely
nominal.." Following is aboutt the range:
English cemient, $2 to $2.10; Belgian
cernent, $1.85 te $2 and $16.50 te $22 for
iirebricks.

DREssED HoGs - A somewhat firmer
feeling is noted and prices are now.$5.25
to $5.50 for liglat weiglhts and $4.50 for
heavy %yeighmts. Demand is fairly good.

Drv Gooas-The.roaîds in the country
are in a somewhat better condition, al-
though bare of snow in soamie parts. This
lias led to a somewhat better feeling
anong storekeepers. Spring orders are
coming le pretty freely and collections are
also a little better thrant tbey were, although
thaere is still a little aon for improvemenet.
Retallers report a fairly àatisfactory trade,
chiefly lin woollen goods. A New -York
report said ; " There lias been a moderate
developncait of general business in the
market during the past week in both
jobbing'circles and at flrst hands. The
attendance of buyers lias been large, but
made up iostly of retailers and smail
near-by trade, and the number of large
transactions recorded have been moderate.
Salesmnena on the road have been makiag
sonewlhat better progress, but still a num.
ber of tihen report that buyers are net
prepared to -operate with any degree of
freedon yet, The improvement in the
general tone of the market noted a week
ago, as succeedinig the large.purchase of
print cloths, bas been maintained, but can
hardly be said te have made much further
progress. Print cloths have firther ad-

prints. The suppleanentary demand for
spring lines of cotton goods is well sus-
tained, but individual purchases are rarely
important, whilst in staple cottons buyers
are iot often ready te corne up to sellers'
limits in brown goods. Wide sheetings
have weakened ie one or two leading
makes and coarse colored cotions aie
irregular. The demand for new hieavy-
weiglits in mee's wear woolleus and wor
steds bas been fair, and the season l'S gett-
ing under way in fairly promising shape,with lightweights still, selling'on reofders,.
