IRISHMEN AND DESCENDANTS OF

I purpose inn series of four articles giving some
account of Irishmen who distinguished themeelves
in the nvay or in civil life, and who were still liv-
jug within the lustsixty years in France.

In order that those intercsted in the question
may trace back some of the brave men to their
common aucostors, I preface thesc sketches with
the nuthentic muster roll of the regiments in the
service of France from the begiuning of the reign
of the uafortunate Louis X VI, (1774) down fo the
great Revolution, when the Brigade ceased to exist.

When in 1794 the brave soldiers bad cither to

Some immediately luft the army, and fought for
Feance under the republic and the empire, and
after under the Bourbons.

To judge who were right and who were wrong,
is no casy matter to-day, but what can besaid is,
that in neither case seli-interest gnided them ; they
acted as their conscvience dictated, and are, therefore
beyond blame, Brothers and friends separated for
ever, or  only met 'asetrangers, The liish Le.
gion organized in 1803, brought a new element of
discord, for in that corps were some of the men
who had served in the Brigade, and a good many
of the patriots who had escaped after the '98 insur.
rection in.Ireland.

'nere were fatal duels cansed by the charges in
the government, whick were so rapid and strange
thas the Lrave goldiers must have been very much
embarrassed. As a proof of this it will suffice to
say that in 1814 they had to take the oath of allegi-
ence to the Bourbons, in 1815 (in March) to return
¢o the ‘'Emperor, and after Waterloo to proclaim
Napoleon II., and in June again Louis XVIII,

When tho Legion was disbanded in 1815, it was
after the above changes, all of which must bave
bewildéred them completely.

What ishis reply
to his fellow-Freemason Felix Pyat, who calls the
craft“the Church of the Revolution;” or to that
other ¢ Master Mason” Barruel, who asserts that the
final objrct of the plots of the grade of Kadosch
(which is “the soul of Frcemasonry”) is % the re-
introduction ofabsoluteliberty and equality through
the destruction of all royalty, and abrogation of all
religious worship ;” or to the proposal of the In-
teruational Congress of Freemasons at Lugano in
1872 to throw into catechetical shape the blasphe-
mous bible of the Atheist Reran, and to make that
compilation the handbook of religion in the social
and democratic republic of the future? Does he
even pay attention to the candid admission of his
own countryman, Brother Parkinson, Grand Master
of Middlesex, * that the two systems of Masonry
and Romanism were not only incompatible but
1adicatly opposed”? Our correspondent, notwith-
standicg all his official advantages, & positively silent
on all these points ; he abandons the field ‘ithout a
contest. He ‘ emphatically denies and repudiates,”
indeed—for himsel/f—the doctrioe that the perpetra-
tion of o crime may benan act of virtue; but this
only proves, if it proves anytbing, the position of
Louis Blanc and other Freemnsons, that a man may
belong to the craft, and may even occupy a (nomin-
ally) high grade in if, and yet know comparatively
nothing of itssecrets.

But #2 Master Mason"” puts us five questions
which he supposes will stagger us. As wilt beseen
most of these five tremendous queriesare of such a
natare that it woald be perfectly allowable and en-
tirely sufficient for us to tell him in reply to go to
hie books and learn something of a subject of which
he appears to be so lamentably ignorant. But we
prefer, for more reasons than one, notto stand on
our strict rights in the matter; and we, accordingly
proceed to give “a Master Mason” the information
of which he appears to be so badly in need. And
first, swwheu he asserts that we concluded from the
expulsion of the Masonic Order from nearly all the
great nations that it was a very hotbed of iniquity,
we must tell him that he has recourse to.a very old
and very transparent device in controversy. Set-
tisg up as your opponent's a worthless argument,
and knocking it down, of course, to everybody's
satisfaction, is a piece of intellectual gymnastics for
which there is no very pgeneral admiwation, We
concluded nothing from the fact mentioned. We
merely stated that the Freemasons had been con-
demned, not only by the Catholic Church, but by
civil gnvernmeunts, and even by various Protestant
ecclesiastical authorities, and we proceeded—not to
draw inferences, as our ingenious correspondent
would have the reader believe—but to state, from
the evidence bifore us, the justification for such
denunciations. The first point, then, of “a Master
Mason,” against the Jesuits, falls to the groued.

AN INCIDENT OF ‘ST, PATRICKS
DAY IN THE MORNING" AT AL-
DERSHOTT CAMP.

A little incident occurred at Aldershott on the
the feast of St. Patrick which, although not impor-
tant in itself, is still suggestive of a condition of
affuirs that calls for serious comment, There is
no one so ignorant ag not to know that the army
is anything but a popular service, that desertions
therefrom take place to an alarming extent, and
that recruits cannot be had either for love or money.
It is only the other day that the valiant Comman-
der-in-Chief of the British battalions, conscious of
how matters exactly stand, drew up an address to
the commanding officers of the different regiments.
The main purport of this, proceeding was to induce
those having authority to exhibit greater leniency
than was usually tbe case to the ordinary rapk and
file. But, from the episode that lately occurred, we
regret to say that the same high-handed system ot
military discipline appears to be still in vogue; and
that when once a man or & jad takes the “Saxon
shilling” and dons the Queen's livery, he paris with
his liberty, and becomes a slave to the will or ca-
price of his superiors of every grade. :

Now to the affair in quéstion. It appears that on
Friday, the 17th iust, most of the drummers, be-
longing to 1st battalion of 15th Foot took it into
their heads to have some diversion on the feast of
St. Patrick, Accordiogly, baving procured their
respective fifes and drums out of the Toom wherein
such were deposited, they proceeded to a part of the
town, and diverted themselves and others by play-
ing an Irish air. It is not recorded that the mem-
bers of the band behaved themselves indecorously,
that they partock of drink, or did aught else calcul-
ated to incur public obloquy. Batlet us see how
this apparently trivial offence against military order
was visited. For not having first of all obtained
the sauction of their officers to remove the fifes and
drums, the offenders are sentenced to twenty-right
days' confinement to barracks,

And what is the alleged gist of the crime com-
mitted ? It is that military discipline was violated
by the offenders having presnmed to act without
orders. But we go somewhat deeper than the sur-
face, and venture to interpret the affair in quite a
different light. In our view—and we opine it is
anything but an exaggerated one—the gravamen of
the offence lay in the band ofthe regiment Laving
veutured to play the popular Irish air of ¢ St. Pat-
rick’s Dayin'the Morning” Military authorities
in high quariers are rather dubious a8 regards the
loyalty of Irish troops. This feeling, we' suspect
has been strengthened by the drama of “ The
Shavghraun,” so recently enacted at two leading
theatres in London, no less than by Mr. Dion Bou-
‘cicault’s famous letter to the Prime Minister, ask.
ing for pardon for the Irish political prisoners. To
our mind it is very questionable that if the band of
the 1st battalion had contented themselves with
playing “God Save the Queen,” “God Bave the Prince
of Wales,” or even indulged in sombe Highland'
air for-which therr imperial mistress has especial
liking, nothing would have been heard reéspecting
thé matter, If it was considered thata breach of
discipline kiad been committéd, the commandants
would assuredly bave condoned the offence, on the
‘principle emanated from an entusiastic attachment
to the sovereign. LD

We hesitate not to ' regard . the action of the
autharities pt’ Aldershott as the most unwise, im-
politic, and tyrannical. Its pwrpose appears to ns
to crush out, if ‘possible, every spark of national
sentiment within the breasts of the Irish portion of
the army. At ono period English antagonjsm went
so far in Ireland as to render “the weuring of. the:
green” a political offence, tantamount to .open and
avowed treason against Britich rule. And at.the
precent time we recognize the like princlple of
intolerance actively at work in this country, when
it becomes a grave act of insubordination for a few
baudsmen to assemble and play an Irich airona
celebrated Irish fustival. The proceeding of - the
Aldershott military authorities is, we {ake it, cal-
culated to give grent offence to every Irishman in
the forces. England is va:tly indebted to the valor
and character of Irish soldicrs. By their aid she
has achieved victories and gained laurels which,
without such assistance, could never be hers.
Latierly, however, the promising Irish youth has
taken a dislike to being a British soldier. He far
prefers any other pursuit ; and, most of all, seeks a
fitting outlet for his energies in the United States
of America. Indeed, it i8 not going too far to
assert that the recrutting seigennt finds his labor,
absolutely profitless in tho sister island. : Whole
baronies bave been decimated and almost depopm-
lated, where at one time any number of fine, stal-:

KivsaLe Macrerer Fismery.—This fishery, now
one of the best in the three kingdoms, isin full
and succesaful working., Mr. Colling, member for
Kinsale, gave a very clear and interesting account of
it in the late debate on the Irish Fisheries. Until
2 few years ago the mackerel fishing was never
opened until May or June, whereas operations were
commenced this vear by 1st March. About 100
boats belong te Kinsale, but by the 10th fleets from
Newry, Howth, Arklow, and Kilrush ; the adverse
weather delayed to a later period the orrival of the
Manx, Cornish, Campertown, and Lowestoft flects,
all of which, making an sggregate of 460 boats,
with a crew of 3,200 men and 500 miles of nets
Scotch and Manx manufacturess supply the nets,
which are most expensive, lisble to be lost, and
must be renmewed every three or fouryears. The
boxes in which the mackerel are packed are an-
other considerable item-—one buyer this week hav-
ing ordered £800 worth from & local house. Iceis
another, and this season the supply faijled. Last
year the supply was provided by seven large Nor-
wegian vessels, which brought 500 tons each, ora
total of 3,500 tons. Rapid packing and frausit are
the first essentials of success in the mackerel trade
the fish being all sold fresk, and none cured. Seven
fast and powerful Liverpool tug boets ply between
Kingale nnd Milford, each often carrying 400 tons
of fish, which is rapidly thrown upon the Englich
markets, Each of these steamers costs tue fish
Luyers about £330 a month during the season;
while there are, nlag, in the carrying trade, several
fast Jersey smackr, freighted at £50 a month. The
fish arv reported fine, the take large, and the prices
remunerative, ranging, according to supply, from
£2 to £5 per hundred. Some single boats have
realised £200 in a night, while not a few have
renched £400 a week. These are pleasant facts
with regard to the supply of fish in the Irish waters;
bat it is a pitv to find that only one-foarth of the
fleat, and these inferior in tonrage, are native bot-
toms ; and that the nets and the carrying trade aro
Scotch, Manz, and English. In 1873 there were
captnred 120,800 boxes of 130 mackerel,and in 1874
about 100,000, being about twelve million fish,
which are sold atfrom 5s. to £4 per six score, but
at an average, 18s. 7d.

- A slaff of divers, under the directiou of Mr, Rid-
gard, of Liverpuol, has arrived a Scilly to attempt
to recaver the remainder of the. £80,000 of specic
which went down in the Schiller last May. £57,
000 was recovered last yenr. The divers who have
gone down report the remainder of the wreck as
being deep in the water and undisturbed by the
winter storms.

In charging the Grand Jury at the Liverpool
Assizes, Mr, Justice Brett criticised severely the
clanses in the Merchant Shipping Act of 1875,
which casts upon a shipowner charged with scading
an unseaworthy ship to sca the burden of proving
his innocence. His lordship said that under the
new Shipping Act a person accused could be sworn
and give evidence. He should sbudder, when he
first saw the experiment tried, to think of the
change in the administration of the law of this
country ; and while obeying the law—ns he was
oblized to do—he should do so with the greatest
possible reluctance. A case of that kind indicated
stands in the calendar,

We are the most civilized and the most Chiistian
and moral nation on the face of the earth. Of
course we are. How should we be otherwise with
the most reformed of constantly reforming Churches
kept up by the Stute at un cnormous cest, and
with a defender of faith that does not exist?

Tng Eueress Evcszie —The Empress Eugenie
has, writes the carrespondent of the Muuchester
Guardiun, just presented a singularly handsome
antependium to St. Mary’s Church, Chiselhurst, the
place of sepulture of Napoleon 1II.  "This alwr-
frontal is of cloth of gold, enriched with crimson
embroidery, and is a {fitting supplement to the
magnificent vestments (cope and chasulle), also
of cloth or gold, which the Empress partly work-
ed herself, and which she presented some time ago
to the Rev. J. Goddard, the cure. The gold-em-
broidered covering of the tabernacle is a gift from
the same generous dopor, ‘There has also just
been placed at tbe foot of the Emperor's tomba
priedieu for the use of the Empress. 1t is of black
muhogany; uplolstered in black and purple velvet,
and i3 adorned with an Imperial crown and the
Empress's monogram, Her Majesty had been ac-
customed during her private devotions to kneel ou
the stone stepsleading into the mortuary chapel,
and this ciceumstance coming to the knowledge of
the Ducliess of Cambaceres and some other ladices,
it was resolved to present the Empress with the
chair referred to.  Many additions have rccently
been made in the floral and other decorations of
the chapel. The Queen’s wreath of immortelles
remains on the sarcophagus, also her gift; but it is
now much withered. Several distinguished French
ladies are at work upon & carpet, entirely made by
hand, to be laid down the centre of the church.

A RossiaN Vigw or Excuisn Poucy, — In the
activity of Mr, Disrauii’s Government the Russks
Mir of Bt. Petersburg sees & feverish Radicalism,

action, A flrm and independent foreign policy is
at present repregented by Englaud alone, while the
Continental Powers pursue only anegative policy.
Without risk of war or any importaat sacrifice Eng-
land bas laid ber powerful hand upon the interna-
tional road which connects Europe with Asinand
ic part with India. At the same time she fortifics
Malta, the central station of the Mediterranean,
increases her land and sea forces, and strengthens
her influence at Constantinople aud Cario. In the
meantime, the Russki Mir asks, what has Russia
done towards approaching nearer to the Bosphorus,
which naturally has greater importance for her
than the Suez Caunal bag for England ?  The classi-
cal portal, without which Russia cannot be mistress
in her own house, is still in Lhands bostile to Russia,
trom whom the Bosphcrous is now as far removed
as it was after the Crimean war. The bestowal of
the title of Empress upon the Quern is cited by
the same journal as further proof of Mr. Disraeli’s
Radical policy, but it asserts that there is mno
ground for regarding that title as constituting a
strooger bond between  Englang and India, The
elevation of India to the rank of & special empirs
can only tend to the weakening, not to the
strengthening, of the English power in that coun-
try.

Action Anour o Sxesze —Thers is no incident
so trifling that it may not lead to an important
issuc, and o sneeze delivered by a draper's assistant
on the 28t of January led to an action which was
tried before a judge and jury at Lambeth the other
day. The plaintif was on the day mentioned in
the service of the Army and Navy Co-operative
Stores, Westminster, and was engaged in the'drap-
ery department, of which the defendant was over-
looker or manager, About ten o'clock at night,
when assisting to take stock, baving, as he alleged,
a cold in his hend, “he was compelled -to sneeze.”
There can be little - doubt that he sneezed rather
loudly, for defendant hearing the report came up to
where the plaintiff aud others were at work and
“demanded to know who sneezed.” The plaintiff
at once magnanimously admitted that he was tho
gneezer, npon which the defendant teld him that
‘the next time he waunted to sneeze hemust go out
and do it.” Shortly afterwards the plaintiff « felt
himself impelled to sneezs again,” and, putting on
his overcoat, said to the defendant, “ Please, sir, I
am going out to sneeze.” He was thersupon told
by the defendant that if he went outside he must
go altogether, and, upon his proceeding to do so,
the defendant insisied on bis returning the week’s
wages he bad received a few hours meviously, the
week's work not expiring until tho afterncon of the
next day. As he declined to comply with thia de-
mand, the defendant, " took him by the collar and
pushed him down a apiral steircase a flightata
time.” He was subsequently. saarched off . the pre-
‘mises between a policeman.and the doorkeepsr, and
claimed damages for. the injuries he had' received
by his rapid descent downstairs.  After geveral
witnesses bad been examined,and the defendant
had given his version of the affair, the judge summ-
e:length, and the jury gave
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n-ire_ralct for-the plaintiff, damages, £20. The ju"ag‘e
certified for costs; but the counsel for the defend-
ant asked leaye for.a new trial, which was granted

pro forma, so that more work for lawyers will pro--

and resolute defence, capitulated, he was put to
death and torture by order of Alexaunder, It was
the deed of a coward and not of a soldier.,

How different is the narrow-minded policy of
Epgland towards ill-fated Ireland, compared with
the magnanimous forbearauce of the Americans
aud the Spaniards. In America, the other day, a
marble statue was erected to Stonewall Jackson ;
that is to say, to the memory of a prominent leader
of insurrection who was thus publicly honored
within twelve years after the close of the rebellion
of which he was an adherent, The very progple he
fought against did not interfere. In Spain, at this
very moment, whilst the embers of civil war ere
still burning in the dismantled strongholds of the
Carlist rebellion, the triumphant royalists have
forgiven, yea, thanked the brave but defeated
Carlists, for laying down their arms and retnrning
in peace after their unsuccessful campaign, to their
mountain hbomes. Did they act otherwise, wounld
the Government have the sympathy or respect of
an indignant, suffering people? There are no poli-
tical prisonersin America or Spain. Butin Epg-
Iand where every political refagee who hes con-
spired at the throze of foreign potentaten, is caressed
and ovated, there exists a tyranny over her own
subjects the most unparalled in the annals of his_
tory. Can Eogland, in her treatment of Ireland,
be proud of a sysiem of Government, that alone in
the nations of Furope, echoes the politics of a
Theodorus of Abyssinia or a Koffee Kalkall of
Ashantee?

THE PRESS ON RECENT PUBLICA-
TIONS.

A correspondent in the Nouwau Monde gives some
forcible reflections on Sir A. Galt's recent efforts to
fomeut religious party feelings. Wo will condense
for our 1eaders the salient poluts of this letter:

The first thing that struck me on the issue of
the second pamphlet by Sfr A. Galt was, that this
gentleman considered his manifesto as an event in
the world. It is evident a certain class of journals
make the most of this document, but they have to
oreate a rensation on some subject ; {u.theabeence of
murders and suicides, and other topics of interest it
is to be expected they wounld entertain their readers
with Tucubations of our great men. Let not Sir A.,
get proud over this ; the Tarpean Rock they say is
near the Triumphal Way.

Sir A. affirms with Mr. Gladstone, that it is the
speciality of Roman Theology to mix itself up with
temporal things.

The church he fancies is always out-etepping its
rights, because the right of tho state is we pre-
sume, to put her haud on everything like the lion
in the fable in the division of the prey.

He finds it quite natural that on account of the
encroachments of the church of Rome, since the Vati-
can Council, Bismarck,should banish the religious,
imprisoa the Bishops and priests, and even now geek
to forco the latter to submission by famine, RHe
does not deny that the Prussian chancellor was too
severe in repressing what be calls “the excesses

J. U. Gregory, Esq., Quebee, agent of the Marine
and Fisheries Departments, has received advices
from Newfoundland of the loss of the brigantine
Constantine, of Boston, on the Salmon Rack,two
miles east of Point Au Basque, on the everning of
the 23rd January, having been forced oun the rock
by ice. The crew were saved.

A couple of enterprising gentlemen, Messrs, Cob-
din and Nash, of Goveneur, N. Y., bave been in
Carleton Place and its vicinity purchasing milch
cows for dairy purposes. On Monday, 10th inst.,
o drove of forty passed on their way to Franktown,
to be there joined by other droves, and still more
at the various poiats on the way to Prescott.
These gentlemen paid an average of $28 per head
for the 80 cattle they bought, and disposed of
$1,600 in cash at Broom's hotel on Monday fore-
noon, ‘They also took away six strong und heavily
built horses.

In the Province of New Brunswick copper ore
occors on (Girund Manan Island and on the main
shore, nud the islands, such a8 Le Tete, Adams,
Barnes), and Fryve's Islands at the entrance of Pasa-
maquod¢y Bay.

Wheat that had n good top and other-
wise strong and henlthy last fall, is but slightly in-
jured. ILate sown wheat has soffered far more than
the early. As fine lookiug fields of wheat can be
scen in Dunwich and Aldhoro ms & farmer would
wish to look at. On heavy clay and marly Iands,
however, the spring frosts have done very serious
damage to both wheat and clover.—St, 7homas
Home Journal,

toll butter from 18 to 20 cents per pound. The
Carlcton Place Central Canadian reports $ub 16 to 18;

The
Arnprior Revicw quotes butter at 16 to 18 cents, and
the Pembroke Olssrcer gives the same figures.
The Morrisbarg Courter quotes butter, good rolls,
at 25 to 26 cents, and the Brockvillo Recorder re-
ports that farmers are asking 30 cents for a firat~
class article.

ArresTED Oy SvsricioN or Munpkr.—Branrtrorp,
April 20.—Robert Murray and Daniel McFie, ar-
rested in London, and Robt. Grennie, artested here,
all on suepicion for the murder of Patrick Monaghan
in the connty of Lambton last March, Grennie
denies knowing auything of the murder. He hired
a team from Hewitt's livery in this place a few days
before the murder and did not return it for some
days after the murder. When it was returned a
cartridge shell was found ip the cutter. Grennie
will bave an cxumination before tho police magis.
trate to-morrow.

The medical health officer, is at present engaged
in compiling statistica for his annual report. These
will be mort exhaustive in their details, and
will prove of great interest to the Smnitarian. By
sn incrense of seven per cent on each year since
1872, the doctor brings the total population of the
French speaking residents of the city to 72,000;
the Catholic Irish 36,300; and the Protestants at
40,000, for the past year. The French birth rate he
estimates at 60 per thousand, and the death rate at
40 per thousand, Irish Catholic death rate 20 per
thousand ; birth rate 25 per thousand.

The Bremer Hundelsblatt has lately given io the
world & most juteresting piece of information.
Who is therichestman in Germany ? Most persons
would say in reply~—Rothschild or some other great
‘benker, or some long descended baron. In hoth
cases the searcher for truth would be wrong, The
richest man in Prussia is neither banker nor noble,
but the plnin Krupp, the maker of canron. Krupp,
the gunmaker, pays more income-tax than any man
in Prussia. He pays nearly 110,060 marks, which
represents s yearly seale of profit cxceeding 5,000,-
00D marks, or about $1,250,000. It is true that itis
whispered in non-officiul circles that Krupp, the
gunsmith, has & partner who shares his gains and
likewise contributes bis guota towards the payment
ofincome-tax. The mysteriousindividual is known
unto men as the German Goveroment impersonated
Ly Prince Bismarck and the Emperor William,
The rich man may, therefore, notbo as wealthy as
heappears to be, seeing that bis gains are divided,
as well as his outgoings, with sleeping parlpers,
wlose profits are drawn from the heavy taxation
borne by the German people. .

An outrage has recently been committed on
British subjects by Dahomeyans, and in the House
of Lords lately a question was asked about it. Lord
Cottesloe, in asking the question, snid that the
King of Dahomey was a very warlike and powerful
Prinee, and next to the Kingof Ashantee, he was
the most powerful sovereign in that part of Afriea.
A telegram had also been published mentioning an
outrage on two Frenchmen. Theanny of the King
was composed to a very large extent of female
soldicre, who were said to be well-traincd, efficient,
and as brave a8 the men;and the effect on the
British soldiers might be upusual if they found
themsel ves opposed toan army of womes. (Laugh.
ter.) He believed tbe King was well.disposed to-
this country, Lut these matters were not without
their danger. ‘The Earl of Coraarvon had recejved
véry litle information on the subject, and neither
the telegram nor the substance of it, mentioned by
the noble Lord, had reached him. The outrage
would probably turn out to beoflittle consequence,
and he saw noreason to apprebend a litile war.

Liberalism, respectabie in England and Infidel
in Germany, is disgustingly low and brutal in Bel-
gium. On every occasion it shows its bage instincts
in cosrse invectives, assaults, and bloodshed. Re-
cently one of the largest meetings ever recorded in
the country took place in Malines, for the purpose
of congratulating the Catholics of that city upon
their lastelectoral success. Abont12,000 distinguigh-
ed . guests, among whom were State Ministers, Mem.
Ders of the Senate and National Assembly, and a
great many otber men of note and standing, srrived
from al) parts of the country to join in the proceed-
ings, which came off in a most calm and dignified
manner. About three o'clock in the afternocon, a
number of friends went to an hotel where they had
beforehand ordered dinnerand retained a private
room ; but when they cametothe daor, they were
shamefully attacked and driven back by an armed
horde, the so-called Teune Garde liberale. This out-
rage, however, wag only & prelude to more serious
acts of ruffinnism which occurred in the evening.
When towards seven o'clock a group of gentlemen
arrived in front of the railway station, they were
suddenly pounced upon from a!l sides by a fanatical
mob shouting: A bar las calotte! a-bas le pape? a
das la religion ! vivent les gueux! And then the cowards
fell upcn their defenceless victims, and mercilessly
attacked them with life-preservers, bludgeons,
swordsticks, and poignards, Neither police, who
are suspected of having winked at the infamons
onslanght, nor the railway officials offcred the least
assistance, and it was only when the gendarmes made
their appearance thet the villains took to their keels,
Saventesn persous were more or less dangerousiy
wounded. Baron de Grand-Ry, of Verviers, Count
de Buisseret, Count de Kerckhove, and M, de Kers-
macker, were stabbed with poigaards or. knocked
down with life-preservers. A cry' of indignation
went through the whole country when these dis-

eful scenes of violence became known. In the
National Assembly, M. Wasselge addressed an in-
terpellation to the Government, callingfor: & strict
inquiry and severe punishment of the offenders,
and tbe leaders of the Liberal party disclaimed all
connection with the ruffians, Buttoits everlasting
shame; the whole Liberal Press of the country took
indirectly their side by declaring the assault: suffi-
ciently justified by the Malines meeting, which was
in itself a provocation. ! :
even rejoice at the fine lesson Catholics got at Ma-
lines, and hope they will profit by it, Oue of them
exultingly remarked that Catholics received at Ma-
lines the blows they sorichly deserved, andis proud
of the laurels the brave * Guewz” have earned for
their party. . :

Tur Swiss PensscorioN.—A writer to & contem-
porary gives a picture sketched upon: the spot of
the religious persecution in Switzerland. It is, as

AFFAIRS.

The New York Irish Citizen has received the
following letter from Mr. Dien Bouciceult. We
agree with our contemporary in believing that
its touching allusions to the writer’s” great sorrows
must evoke the sympathy of every Irish heart:—
Nice, February 24, 1876,
My Dear Sim—1 am wvery grateful for your kind
letter and its enclosures, but, indeed, the many
such we have received is no baim to our feelings.
You bring back to me the coastant proof of how
dear a boy we have lost, and make me know if, if
possible, better than I do. My cldest daughter and
my son are with me here, where we remain uatil
May, when we return to London,
You may have seen in the Nation an aunnounce-
ment of my intention to address the Enpglish
people in public, at the St. James's Hall in London,
in Birmingham, Liverppol, Manchester, Glasgow,
apd Edinburgh, on »the prejudices existing in
Eagland respectang the Irish people”” This litile
pilgrimage wiil occupy me doring May and Juue.
I sail in the Russia, on Baturday, July 29tb,
for New York, where, God willing, I hope to
arrive, accompanied by wmy eldest daughter, in
August,
Although the oration now in preparation will
not be of the aggressive or denunciatory kind that
might find favour with ‘some of the more daring
spirits of our countrymen, I bope it will do some
good in the direction of our hearts,

Agitation has been'mainly confined to Ireland on
Ivish questions. This appears to me toheve beena
mistake, KErgland is the proper fivld on which to
fight the battle, and not with the democratic classes,
in mass meeting, but on thehigherground, There.
fore, L'invite to this discussion the educated, the so
called " higher orders; for itis among thos the
strongest projudices and profoundest ignorance
exist. It seems o meto be & cheap way of obtain-
ing adherence to go amongstan Irish community
all ready to applaud and receive opinionsand views.
This does no good, or rather may do harm in pro-
voking ‘autagonism in England.

You say that somepeople in America have doubt-
ted’ my earnestness oun this matter. Very well, I
donot work ia it for applause, nor caremuch what
such people may think, feeling very sure that sin-
cerity, houesty of purpose, and love of one's work
will, atlength, justify thatman out of whose
mouth tbe heart speaketh.

I wish I could convey fo the many kind people
who have felt for us in ouwr recent affliction how
grateful we arc. Perhaps you have henrd that fast
on the heels of one calamity our family have suffer-
ed another. My brother George had a daughter,
his eldest, a sweet and lovely girl, who was married
lnst month to Captain Greene, of the Artillery,
They were going out to India last weck, on board
the Strathclyde steamer, to joln his regiment, and

within twenty hours of biddiog the bride farewell,
she perished in the disaster off Dover, My son

Willie had been her ¢ best man” at the wedding,
My three daughters had been her bridesmaids. The
news of this disaster overtook ug as we cemo here
to get away from the troubles we felt top much in
Eugland.

Taxe Cang or Trives,—It is not always posrible
to obtsin fresh food from day to day as desired, and
hence the necessity of preserving meats and vege.
ables in such a manner that they will not loose
either their flavor or their wholesomeness., If
proper care be taken, a variety of summer or au-
tumn vegetables may be preserved for winter use,
Ments may also be preserved. General rules for
the pregervation of food are somewhat deceptive,
but economical ressons exist for the restricted ex-
ercise of this art, The]principal consists injexclad-
iog the evil oxidizing influence of air and mois-
ture. In dry goods this is doue by keeping them
dry and warm and closely covered up. Starch, rice,
tapioca, sago, macaroni, vermicelli, sugar, aweet-
ments, jams, salt, and dried and salted meats, tea,
coflee, etc., require the same treatment ; and they
should be kept in separate closets from odorous
geods, such as candles and soap, or they will catch
objectionable flavor. But with most fresh organic
substances a different trecatment is necessary to
attdin the same end. They contain in their own
€ xture suffi ient moisture and air to (x dize them
into decomposition, and the more stagnant these
are more surely do the chemicnl actions result. It
.1s necessary, thercfore to let them have free ventil-
ation ; their external surface should be frequently
wiped, or at least blown over by a current of nir, so
ag to let the old moisture cscape and fresh be ab-
sorbed. Tlhus meat should be hung in an open
Iarder and be often dried, Lemons should be pur-
chased in the snmmer and suspended in nets for
use at the time when they are dear. Qaions and
parlic should be Btrung up in an out-house,and not
in the larder. Parsley, tbyme, mint; and other
herbs should be dried in the wind, out of the sup,
and then eac® should be put in a separate paper
bag, aud buug upin the kLitchen. Where apples,
pears and chestnuts are stored, {he window should
* be left open and truit freuently turned. Too much
draught makes the vegetables withy; &0 they
should be laid on stone floors behind the daor.
Potatocs ars best stocked Jin dry sand, The date
when each article is stored should be written down
for future reference, so that proper attention may
be given them. Eggs are an exception to the
usual rule respecting organic substances. They
canoot be treated in the ssme way, by reason of
their siracture, yet it is impossible to avoid keep-
ing them for culinary purposes. They are best
preserved by being washed over with s solution of
gum and packed in a box of bran, which is to be
turned over every day.

Prorscrive Smeep rrox STORMS.—A great many
farmers are guilty of neglecting their sheep in the
autumn who take good care of them daring the
other seasors of the year, They de nctrealize theire
Jjury which sheep receive from exposureto the cold
storms of November, and the scanty food which
they too often receive during that moath., As the
sheep have considerable wool, the owner is likely
to think it not only a natural but also a sufficient
protection. And as sheep are supposed to be hardy
animals, it is thought they can take care of them.
selves In the summer pastures until snow comes,
Consequently they receive no attention until very
Iate in the scason, and are exposed to all the cold
rains of autumn. By this neglect a great many
sheep are permanently injured. They do not die at
ouce, they cough, grow poor, and either fall anea y
prey to some diseage, or die appsarently without
cause, but really asthe result of the exposure,
While it does not produce instant death, it dimin
ishes the vital force and breaks down the constite-
tion. E-pecially is this the case when there is any
tendency to disease of any kind, And many sheep
which do not perish as the result of such neglect
keep thin and poor all winter. Lambs are not
strong and vigorous, because the sheep were enfeebl-
ed by expogure. ‘The wool of unthrifty sheep, it is
well known, is uneven, of poor quality, so that ex-
posure not only causes the direct loss of many
shéep, but makes others less profitable, canses a
small clip of wool, and that of & poor quality, makes
lambs poor, and gives a migerable appearance to
the whole flock. The idea that the wool is a suffi-
cient protection against the storms of our northern
Novembers, is entirely disproved by the experience
of sheep owners. While some breeds will. endure
neglect better then cthers, there arenone generally
kept in this country which are not seriously injured
by it. In adry atmosphers the wool would doubt-
less be a sufficient protection, but our heavy Taing,
added to the cold make too severe demands upon
the vitality of the animals which are constantly
exposed. The wool holds quite s quantity of water
and when it passes off by evaporation, it carries off
a great deal of the animal heat. Colds, coughs,
cl_nlls., and lung complaints are among the inala-
dies induced by exposure to cold .storms. And
this exposure maintaing a constant course of losses
and disappointments. In some cases it cuts off all
hope of profit, and hardly allows a man to keep hiz
flock entire, And as all such losses can be readily
avoided, there is not the slightest need of having
them occur. For many years my practice has been
to get the sheep into a lot near the barn early in
October, shut them up every night, and during
col 1 raing kesp them sheltered from the storms. I
have kept the Sonth-Down, Cotswold, and grades
in each breed, and since adopting the plan of shel-
tering from the antumn rains, I have had no trou-
Dble from the diseases which exposure causes or
aggravatés, I believe in taking good care of gheep,
both as a matter of kindness to the animals and of
