THE APPARiTIONS AND MIRACLES
AT KNOCK.

FATEFR XAVAWAGH'B OPINION.

STILL UPIRTIEEN TEUT IMONT.

[Correspondent of the Dublin Irlshman.1
We have noticed thateno words veresdpoken

on any of the occasions which attracted the
attention of the inhabitants of Knock. No
voice was heard to speak a warning or an-
nounce a message of counsel or comfort. The
shadows were silent, while the beholders
gazed, and marvelled, and were awe.struck.
Accordlng to the testimony of the many wit-
nesses, the Virgin and the saints have several
times shown themselves to the people. There
is no one to interpret the meaning of the
visite, whieh have so remarkably differed from
ail previously recorded supernatural appear-
ances, inasmuch as no divine mission was
communicated. Although this fact marks a
significantdiscrepancy between the visions ah
Knock and the alleged appearance of the
Virgin at Lourdes, It Ie no argument lu favor
of a denial of the occurrences. The question
which many persona will aak themselvea la,
can there beany mistake on the part of those
who say they have seen the n.ysterious ap.
paritions ? Or, la thor any delusion on the
one hand, or deception on the other? With
regard to these queries, the evidence of the
deponents is decialvely negative. They are
positive, persevering, and unanimous in their
declaration, that there was no inistake, no de.
lusion, and that thore could have been no de.
ception.

The examinations conducted by a commit-
tee consisting of clergymen have resulted in
bringing ont the corroborative testimony of
about fifteon wituesses. These, It appears,
are ail perons of credit and character, lead-

Scarcely ; for though very simi-
lar reflections may iesult from certain atmos-
pheric combinations, the casting of weil-de-
fined figures ls not probable without n basis
of real shape and form.

with it great weight and influence. But his
solemn assurance that cures of maladies
which have defied medical skill have un-
doubtedly been detected cannot but stagger
the sceptical, and convince doubtful inquirers.
He il the priest of the parish of Enock; a
dignitary of the churchb; a man of strong
mind, of sound judgient, and superior in-
telligeuce. Grauted that his piety is fervent,
his zeal and devotion clearly publishled by
practical worC in the cause of religion, and
with ail this hle isnet the kind of maa in
whom one would expect to find auy faith
of a too easy credulity. Having closely and
carefully investigated overy affirmation, and
every circumstance connected with the super-
natural vision ho bas put the sealof bis word
to the already strong case made out by the wit-
nesses, and is a firm believer In ail that has
been maintained by the court of inquiry.

Whether the visions were real signe from
heaven, or whether there be any mistake in
the minds of the people who saw them, Ia
perhaps of less Interest now than the ques-
tion of thfresulta alleged to have followed.
Have diseases been certalaly cured, deform-
iMies rectified, deficiencles supplied, defects
remedied ?-thes>e questions are now of the
most essential importance. They are ques-
tions et fact, and ought not to be of difficult
solution. Cases could be observed and notd
b>' impartial wituesses.

A few
mnomentsi were passed in conversation be-
tween the great agitator and his friends, but
it was brought to an abrupt termination by
the locomotiveowhistle announcing the mo-
mient of departure. Mr. Parnell hastenedinto
his car, where he had already been preceded
bylhi.s ecretary. As the train moved out of
the depot the gentlemen already mentioned
lifted their hats and remained uncov-
ered until the handsome face of the
Irish patriot had disappeared from their view.
A crowd of men who had assembled out of
curiosity manifested the samo token of re-
spect, and Mr. Parnell acknowledged the
salute by liiting his hat and bowing repeit-
edly.

At
one time Canadahbadlsuffered from a blighting
land system known as the seignorial tenure,
but in 1837-38 their brave French Canadian
fellow-citizens - had shouldered their old
mnuskets and watered the roots of the liberty
tree with their blood. That glorious strugglo
for constitutinal lierty had relutei n
victory for the patriots, and now look at the

prosperity of the Canadian people. The
attacks Upon M. Parnell by the Ignorant and
prejudiced had certainly been unjust and
severe, but what were his compaints comn-
pared with those of the whole Irih people.
Their gratuitous advisers told them to emi.-
grate frorn a country where they could mot
obtain a living--advised them to emigrate
wrhen they had not a lonf of bread, much
less the price of their passage. The griev--
snce of seignorial tenure in Canada was a
more sentimental grievance compared with
that of Ireland, but then the Canadian states-,

tmedestroy the prosperitynof tecutratnad
they hastened to remove it. The statesmen
who pretended to governlIreland, however,
said to the people, If you do not like what
you have, emigrate 3,000 miles away, and find
work and bread if you can. They msight go
to the devil for all they cared. One matter
hadt been settled by the events of the last few
weeks. The Governimentand its friends had
stated, when the alarmi was first sounded,
that the cry of famine had been raised by
Parnell and his followfers merely for purposes
of agitation, and that there was no distress in
[reland ; yet three weeks afterwards they hadl

îto come down from their position and form
relief committees, one less objectionable than
another.- geenthe Goveranment itsaelf had to
coma down. Lord Beaconsfield hiadt
very recently stated that measures had
been taken for the relief of Ireland,
but if he said that measures had beenu
taken for the degradation of Ireland he would
only have told the truth. Mr. Parnell, in
adopting the cause of his countrymen, had
chosen the rugged path instead of the easy
road to preforment. Hie had met many crosses
and obstacles since the beginning of his
career, but all men of the samne noble stamp
had experienced similar vexations. Hle did
not came to thema like a blatant demagogue
to arouse, with renLewed vigor, their passions
against their old enemy, but he came before
them with aL plain, unvarnished tale, wherein
the story of his country's distress and present
position was simply told. He said that
through maisgoverniment an artificial famine
hadl been created ln Ireland in 1847 and 18 48,
when the people died from starvation on the
roadside with plenty close at hand -, and when
another artificial famine made its appearance
to come to bring hie voice in exposing the
accursed system -yhich procured it. He [Mr.
Curran] -was addressing the mneeting as the
Vice-President of the old Home Rule League
ofV tra. [Cheers]. When that
Assocation was formed they had sent
home to Ireland, unasked, thrme subscriptions
of £100 each to further the efforts of the
Home Rulers. The superiority of Mr. Par-
nell's scheme could beaseen in the cautions
delay which he advised, lest they should
choke themselves by attempting to swallow
too many good things at the one time.

The American banks cannot issue
tIeir own circulation, but must recelve It fron
the National Government and deposit s
curity with that Goverrnment for it to the
extent of ten per cent. 'ore thans dollar for
dollar. The security must also be United
States gold bonds, b> which means the honoi
of the whole nation and its wealthis pledged
for the security of the bauk note to the
holder. These bonds have ben at a large
premium, both at home and abroad, for ter
years back, whieh makes the security of the
bank note the amount of the premium, to
gether with the ten pet cent. more than
dollar for dollar upon tie amount o
notes issued to the baikn, because th(
amount of notes issued ta all banki
is 90 per cent of the par valne of the bondi
they deposit. Thon if a bank fails, an officer
of the Government, called the Comptroller o
the Currercy, will close this bank if it can-
not raise the necessary means ta reorganize
ie will sell the bonds held as securty for the
circulation, and call lin the notes and redeemr
them ln gold, cent for cent and dollar foi
dollar. Then, after he is satisfied that al]
the notes have been redeemed, he will hand
the balance to the shareholders. But, rather
amusingly, whenever a bank fails, which 1
of rare occurrence-that is, a National Bank
for there are both Stata and Nationals, thc
former being precisely like our Cana-
dian Banks-the Comptroller has every
difficulty to get the notes in, because
people, knowing they are secure, tbey neve
bother their heads about going to the re-
demption agency with tbem or sending the
there. They never care whether the bank
fails or not. Unlike the case here and in Eng-
land, when they bear of national bank failure,
they never rua te the safe, or the drawer, or
the chest, or the stocking to see how much or
many of its notes they have, in order to try
to palm them off on somebody eise before the
story goes around. They never run to the
broker to see what is the least 'mount of
their honest, hard-earned money will he take
from them. They stop where they aV, be-
cause they know the security la de-
pasited at Washington for thaem wen..

than it ever was. The Bank of England issues
its own notes, is only required to hold 33 por
cent security, and that in its own vaulte,
which is practically no security et al], because
the security being in the custody oîthe lbank
officials, they may squander it the sma as
they could squander the rest of the bank'e
assets if they took the notion. Beaides, the
33 per cent gold in the bank's vaults, even if
it were to be found there when they failed,
would lie no more security for the noteiolder
tha lior any other creditor. So in Canada as
well as England, j specie and legal tender re-

quired would ie no more security for the note-
holder theaany ordinary creditor in case of
a biank fallure. The mare custody of the

The
consequence im that you can Bad io
ehiuden of rglisà or Scottsh parentage
who have attended aur Ontario publia schools
wbo cau epeak or pronounce the mame as
their parents. I write feelingly on this sub-
ject. For years I have tried Lard to break
my children from speaking or readng luithe
Canadian Irish pronunciation, but I find it
impossible, so long as Irishmen, or teachers of
Iish descent, or pupiI teachere cho haae been
taught by Iris schoolmasters, are allowed to be
schoolmasters la the leading Province of the
Dominion of Canada.

I sbould
like to bear furtier froma your corres-
pondent a H. G. Paull ;" le evidently thinks
this Ontario system of education le none off
the best-not what it is cracked up ta be-
in my opinion, a monstrous system of cram
and pedantry, all very well for pupils up ta
eight or nme years of age. After that period.
nine-tenths of what they are forced t com-
mit te memory or practice is absolutelY uselems
--no of anv calue Io them in "ter luie-not
worth remembering.

Some purseproud Canadians do send their
daughters to the old country, net so michli te
have thema educated, as to have themselves
regarded both at borne and abroad as the
wealthy blue-blooded aristocrate of Canada.
In this manner they try ta ensnare some
Lord Gordon or otier into the famlly. No
person of ordinary common sense could en-
tertain the idea for one moment that parents
would send their daughters only te Great
Britain for the purpose of acquiring an edu-
cation equal ta the edureation obtainable in
Our public schools, on account of such
a silly reason as "Paterfamilias" ad-
vances. Parents would be inconsistent iu
proteting their daughters from, and
in exposing their sans to, that abominable
Canadian Irish brogue. The very presence
of the numerous academies in Ontario, cou-
ducted by Englisi and b Scotch ladies,
leaves no grounds, however, for such a charge
of parental Inconsistency, and proves indis-
putably that none of Canada's fair daughters
need ever be sent away from their brothers te
Great Britain te be instructed, through fear
of that infectious and irremediable brogue.

The annual retuirn of crimes, oiuences, &c.

committed inthe county of Edinburgh during
the past year shows that the nurnber of per-.

ofuences. The number of persons convicted
of ottences againtt the person was U78, for
offences against property 202, and for mis-
cellaneous offences 1251, making a total ot-
1891.

Captain leron Maxwell, the Liberal candi-
date for the representation of Kirkcudbright-
sbire at the approaching election, addressed!

The Glasgow Conservative Association
held their eleventh annual meeting on 17tb
February, under the presidency of Colonel
Campbell of Blythswood.

The comt of the Zulu war was £5,138,000,
nearly ail of which had been defrayed by
England. The estimates for next year are :
Expenditure, £81,485,000, revenue, £81,560,-
000. The Chancellor proposes ta ai-
ter the probate and administration duties
in a manner which will increase the surplus
to £557,000, and bealso proposes toamakeco-
operative stores liable ta income tax, though
the exemption in favor of Industrial and
Provident societies will Ceuntinued. Eight
millions in Exchequer bonds are now out.
Nix millions of these wili be converted into
terminableannuities. Of ayearly fund neces-
sary for payment, these annuities, £400,000,
will be raised by a new sinking fund, and
£800,000 by inlcreasing the permanent charge
of the debt. This wvill absorb the increased
surplus of £775 O00 and the procveeds ot the
incoc tax on co-operative stores, lcaving a
surplus of£ .178,000.
