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* ALL SAINTS’ DAY.
Once yé’arly does the Church set apart
& day which is specially consecrated to
all the Baints in Heaven. Not a day of
the year passes without that the feast of
some Saint is celebrated; but there are
millions of Sainte, enjoying God’s glory
at preeent, evhoee pames ‘are not even
known, nor are the partioulars of their
lives and deaths recorded. There are
hosts of glorified and blessed ones who
‘have never been canonized by the
Churchb, and who are none the less Saints
of God. Al of these are included in the

devotions of the first of November.

Here it might not be out of place to
remark that the canonization of a de-
parted person does not muke that being
a Saint, as it is sapposed by some and as
many of the opponenta of Catholicity at-
tempt to argue. They say “the Church
pretends to canonize aa it pleases and
thereby sent whom it likes to heaven.”

-Not by any means. The canonization is
& consequence of the saintliness of the
holy dead; but the saintliness is not the
result of canonization. In fact, the
canonization i nothing other than a
public proncuncement by the Church
that sufficient evidence has been given
to show -that such or such a person is
now in possession of eternal glory. And
that evidence has been sifted moat care-
fully ; long yesrs, sometimes centuries,
elapse between the first recognized mani-
festation that indicated sanctity, and the
final pronourcement of ocanonization ;
no stone is left unturned to establish
every doubt that might be reasonably
entertained. Consequently, when the
Oburch, after such investigation, de-
olares the evidence sufficient, there can
exist no longer any doubt as to the
sanctity of the one whose life has been
under examination; moreover, the
Cburch beipg divinely inspired, having
the constant presence of the great illn-
minator and sanctifier—the Holy Ghoat
—declares that which she knows to be
trne, and she has never and oan never
erT.

But, a8 we have already stated, only
g certain number of the Saints have
been actually canonized, yet there are
others of the elect. It is only meet that
& day should be chosen whereon the
soldiers of the Chuxch Militant might
pay homsge to and invoke the members
of the Churoh Triumphant. These
Saints are not like the other celestial be-
inge, the pure spirits that hover around
the throne of God; these Saints bave
passed through this life ; they have felt
all the pangs to which humanity is sub-
jeoted ; they lived in & world that is sur-
rounded by an atmosphere of sin; they
anderwent the same temptations that
we daily undergo; they wreatled with
the world, the devil and the flesh ;. they
experienced the great necessity of Divine
grace and heavenly protection; they
gave up their lives for the cause of
Christ, and a8 & result they wear to-day
the glorious crowns that have been
promised to all who unfalteringly carmry
their heavy crosses.

Evening is approaching, the
short day is dying, theshrill blast shrieks
among the leafless branches, the ashen
twilight seems to cast & cloak of death
upon all pature. Suddenly,in the far
west, just on the rim of the horizon, be®
yond the darkening summit of the last
mountain-range, the clouds part for a
apace, and the rays of the setting sun
light up the expanse, paint the faces of
the black misty banks with crimson and
orange, gold and silver, shoot horizont-
ally over the damp landscape, tip the
summits of the cold monuments in the
silent city, and shed an unexpeoted splen-
dor upon a scene of desolation—Hope
shining upon the grave !
It is 80 with the Catholic life. Mourn-
ful is the parting, bitter sre the tears
that are shed for the lost one, at the
tomb we kneel and behold disappearing
for all time the casket that holds the
mortal remains of a beloved being. Life
seems desolate and the mist of grief
hangs in thick masses along the borizon
of the future. So far our non-Catholic

THE HOUSE OF LORDS.

Things in this world are very mutable,
Old empires, old kingdoms, old constitu-
tiops and old systems are constantly van.
ishing, while new institutions arise on
their ruins. It seems remarkable that
the greatest contemplated change in that
old power—the British House of Lords—
ghould emanate from one of its own
members. The speech of the present
Premier, which we publish in this issue,
is caloulated to set some of the titled
legislators a-thinking. It is trae he does
not go as far as to deolare in favor of the
abolition of the Upper House, but he
certainly leaves the public to understand

4 that radical changes must be made in

that body. He clearly points out the
manner in which the present preroga-
tives and powers of the Lords ccnstitute
& perpetual menace to the peopls, that
i8 to the House of Commons represents
ing the people. And he indicates that
the policy of the present Government,
on this question, will be one very far
from favorable to the House of Lords,
The fact of Lord Rosebery committing
bis Government to a campaign againat
the Lords, and to a rdvision of the cun-
stitution, indicates most clearly that the
wave of democratic sentiment which has
been rising for years, and hag rolled over
the face of Europe, is more powerful
than those who oppose its progress are
desirous of admitting. Very few high
and powerful mountain peaks of auto-
cratic power are left uncovered by that
wave to-day; perhaps the House of
Lords may be the last summit upon
which their ark may rest. But as well
strive to astem the St. Lawrence, or to
check the tide on Atlantio, aa to try to
praevent the advance of demooraticsenti-
ment the world over. Before this gen.
eration has passed away wé may expeot
—and reasonably so—to behold the
principle of “laws for the psople, by the
people,” universally recognized. What
the immediate effects of Lord Rosebery’s
attitude may "be is more than we can
predict; but we feel certain that he haa
taken the “bull by the horns” and that
he will stand or fall by his action in this
instance.

As long as the House of Lords re-
mmne, or, at least, remains constituted
ag it is to-day, the Irish people need not
expect any permanent triumph for their
cause. As long as that Upper House
has the power to reject measures for the
passage of which months of time and
immense amounts have been expended,
80 1ong will the Oommons, and therefore
the people, be unable:to sattain any

gre.nd necessary, . or rational reforms,

WOULD MEND THE LORDS.

———

LORD ROSEBERY MAKES A PLAIN FORWARD
DECLARATION.

Lonpon, Ootober 27.—~The Prime Min-
ister, Lord Rosebenry, made an attaok on
the House of Lords in a speech in Brad-
ford this evening. The veto power exer-
cised by the irresponsible chamber, he
said, would prevent the present Parlia-
ment from continuing for anything like
the full extent of its natural life. The
next election, in his opinion, would. be
fought on the questions of the
continued existence of the House of
Lords. That House, as it existed at
present, was & mockery and an invitation
to revolution. The House of Commons
might vote bills till they were black in
the face; they must still go up, cap in
hand, to the Lords and ask them to pass
the bills. He favored the principle of &
second chamber, saying that the tempta-
tion of absolute power was too great for
any single person or bady, - He believed
that the feeling of the country on this
point was the same as his. (Shouts of
* No” and cheers.) The issue was the
greatest that had been presented since
the country resisted the tyranny of
Charles I. and James IIL., involving a
revision of the entire constitution. The
country had not given & mandate to the
Government at the last elestion to deal
with the House of Lords; 1if it had, it
bad not given the Government a
pufficient majority. The Govern-
ment must, therefore, walk warily;
it muat first bring the Commona into
play. The Government proposed to
submit to Parliament a resolution, the
exact terms of which he would not state
now, but affirming the principle that the
Commons, in the partnership with the
Lords, was unmistakably the dominant
partner. Such a resolution, which in the
present temper of the House of Com-
mons would undoubtedly be passed,:
would represent the joint demand of the
Government and the Commons for a re-
vision of the constitution, the question
thus entering upon a new phase., Then
the verdict would be as favorable as the
verdict of the Commons. These steps
would be taken immediately, because the
Government_ hoped to pass useful meas-
ures before dissolving Parliament. The
Government threw down the gauntlet to
the Lords and it was for the people to
take the gauntlet up.

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' HONORE MERCOIER DEAD.

During several weeks Death’s Angel
hes been hovering, in ever narrowing
circles, - over the home of ex-Fremier
‘Honore Mercier. At times it seemed that
“the last hour had arrived and-that hu-

man resistance could no longer. with-.

stand the preesure; but with wonderful
energy the dying statesman overcame
the icy-handed grip that was upon him
and rallied back into a fitful life. Fin-
ally, on yesterday morning, at half-past
eight o’clock, in the shadow of that wing
that had fatally touched him, his spirit
went forth to the great unknown, eter-
nal region beyond Time’s confines. He
is now beyond the power of human flat-
tery or human ocensuie; his varied and
checkered oareer has passed into history;
had he faults—and such is the lot.of hu-
“manity to have them—they vanish in
the light of his noble gifts, his grand
mind, his patriotic heart, bis indomi-
table courage, his strong Catholic faith,
his never-to-be-forgotten services to his
people and to his country. If he ever
committed a mistake, in all the whirl,
excitement, and vicissitudes of =&
political oareer, doubtless ‘“the accus-
ing spirit Aed u,y to heaven’s sanctuary

HIS GRACE VICTORIOUS:

Deocision in the Famous Case of the
Oanada Revue Agalnst Archbishop
. Fabre.

On Tuesday morning Mr. Justice
Doherty deliversd s moat elaborate and

comprehensive judgment in the famous
oase that bas been going on between the
proprietors of the defunct Canada Revue
and His Grace the Axohbishop of Mont-
real. Owing to the late hour of the
judgment, we are unable to give more
than a synopsis of it, but sufficient to
show that the Archbishop has been up-
held throughout. We take the following
from the Witness report.
The case being put before the Court,
opened four guestions for examination :
First—Did the Archbishop’s oircular
constitute & libel ? Second—If so, was
it a privileged communication ? Third
—Was the prohibition a wrongful act, or
wag it the mere exercise of a right?
Fourth—Did such exercise, if 80 it was,
constitute an invasion of plaintiffs
rights ? i
As 8 sequel came the question of
damages, but the proof clearly establish-
ed that plaintiff suffered loss as a result
of the circular complained of, and the
only question on thet point was the one
of responsibility for such loss. :
First—Did the circular constitute a
libel? On this point the Court held that
if there was any libel the proof thereof
must be found in the document com-
plained of. While plaintifi’s deciaration
referred to tbe circular as charging bim
with the intention to disperse and de
stroy the bishop's floak, the Court found
it difficult to see anything in said circu-
lar but of comment, criticism or imputa-
tion upon a puplic paper. Now, did
auch constitute a libel? After quoting
from both French and English anthors,
the learned judge came to the conclu-
sion that there is a marked distinction
between the defamation of & pers:mn and
a condemnation of his writings, and with
the law as it now stands and must be ap-
plied, criticism, however severe, is not
alibel. If the criticism is unfair it may
give rise to damages, but the unfairness
must be established. This orivilege of
oriticism -was not confined to journalists,
but it was the right of every man.
Plaintiff olaimed that the comment com-
plained of was unfair, but he failed to
establish that point, and the Iaw supplied
no presumption of such unfairness. The
Court did not say that it would have
arrived at the same conclusion as de-
fendant did with reference to plaintifis
writings, but the conclusions arrived at
were such ag could be reached by an
honest man oriticising them. TUnder
those circumstances the circular must
be pronounced as not comstituting a
libel. This question being settled, ren-
dered it unnecessary to examine whether
or not the circular was a privileged com-
munication, and the third question must
be taken un. :
Third—Was the prohibition a wrong-
ful aot or the mere exercise of a right ?
Qn this point the Court declared that
the defendant had in no way questioned
the jurisdiotion- of the Court in
deciding this point. As a matter of
fact, the Civil Code declares that the
law applies to all persons who are able
to discern between right and wrong
amenable to the law, and there was no
reason to depart from this course in the
present case. While contending that
defendant’s condemnation was wrong,
plaintiff admitted that the bishop had
the right to condemn heterodox books.
At the same time he held that the sufi-
ciency of ground for such condemnation
should be pronounced by the Court,
Dafendant claimed, on the other hand,
that this wag a matter left to hig own
discretion, which the Court could not re-
vise. Plaintiff based his pretension on
this point on the old French law of
‘Appel comme d’abus.’ With this view,
‘the bishop’s decision was actually made
o judgment in the first instance, and the

Canada. In the opinion of the Court it
did not, having disappeared ‘at the time
of the cession, with ‘all the:other laws
governing the relations of profection
between the Church and State in France.
Under our present regime all subjects
were purely citizens, and all religions
stood in the same light as other organi-
zations recognized by the state. Now,
all such organizations could make rules
for their internal government, provided
such rules were not contrary to law.
After quoting decisions of the Privy
Council in support of this doctrine, the
learned judg:: went on to say that the
evidence had shown it to be & funda-
mental rule in the Roman Catholic
Church that the bishop has a right to
govern the reading of books by members
of his flock, and there'was notbing to
show that such domestic rules were con-
trary to law. On’ the other hand, there
wasa not the slightest indication of any
malice on the part of the defendant, and
the Courts interfered in the domestic man
agement of any organizition only inthe
case of such malice. Under all these olt«
cumstances the prohibition must be con-
sidered as the mere exerciee of & right,
Fourth—Did the exercise of such right
constitute an invasion of plaintiff’s own
rights? No doubt the exercise of the
Archbishop's right had seriously affected
plaintifi’s interests, but it could not bs
considered to have invaded his_rights.
Plaintiff had the right to offer his paper
to those who were willing to purchase
it, and even after the publication of
the circular, everyone was still at lib-
erty to purchsse the 'Cs.l;a.da-Revue’
if he eo desired. The Bisuop’s act
did not consiitute an invasion of
plaintiff's right, althongh it affected bis
interests. It was ‘damnum absique 1n-
juria,’ but did not render 1is autur re-
sponsible in damages. For all of these
reasons plaintifl’s activn must be dis-
missed.
Once more the Court remarked thab
the judgment had been rendered on
purely civil principles, as affecting or
dinary cases, and in no way guing inwo
the merits of eoulesiastical authoriy.

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AN INSIDE VIEW OF THE CASE. -

Siguificant Reflactions on the Reported
. Posatbllity of New Relations.

RoME, Sept. 30.—~Though I was away
from - Rome, I felt bound to return
to the beloved and hospitable city
in order to find out the trouble abont
the coneilliation. - I felt that the Quiri

. nal and the Vatican bad come to a point
where the roads meet, that a new era
. was beginning, that a “new » spirit was
breathing from the heights. What is'the
new policy ? To what events will Mr.
Crispi’s speech at Naples give birth? Is
it true that we are on the eve of 8
“modus vivendi ” or final arrangement
of the Roman question? Accustomed as
- Tam to treat these matters in the Sun, J
shall continue today my impartial in-
veatigation, without prejudice and with-
out favor. In politics, as in life, it is the
broad lines that we must keep in sight
and follow, avoiding the devious ways of
- gelfish combinations and calculations.
The speech, of Signar Crispiis the out-
come of long reflection, the result of the
evolutions whieh bave taken placein
Europe and in Italy. When, at the
threatening muttering of the Bicilian
revolt, Signor Crispi had the boldnees to
assume power and to proudly agsert his
intention of saving the ship of State,
which was making water through every
geam, he knew intuitively what new part
events had forced upon him.

Brought up in the schoo! of Palmer
ston and Bismarck, he does not believe
that to change ia to lose standing;’ he
thinks that the statesman must adapt
himself to circnmstances, and must direot
his policy according to the changes
which occur. To man, man is a great
child, to be ruled through the imagina-
tion and to be dazzled by astonishing
transformation scenes.

Bismarck has raizsed this method to the
dignity of an art, a science. This it is
that brought about his glory and power,
and also his collap.e and misfortune,
These leaders of peoples forget that
bhumanity is directed by moral laws;
that it is not a machine, but an organism.
It wae Napoleon I. who firat of all de-
graded politics to this subtle game. Bis-
marck followed him 'at a distance;
Bignor Crispi aleo at & distance. They
are strategists ; they are neither saviors
ner reformers.

Thanks to this torn of mind, to this
moral condition, Signor Crispi took up
tbe direction of affairs witha novel stage
getting. He, the old conspirator, the
unaparing pexsecutor cf the Pope and of
Citholicism, asked immediately for the
intervention of the Papal Bee in Bicily
and begged of the Vatican and the con-
tending parties for the * truce of God.”
He immediately put himeelf in com-
mupication with the Pope by the inter-
vention of his friend, Mgr. Carini, under
librarian of the Vatican, a 8icilian like
himeelf. He preached the concentration
of all the forces of the nation to suppress
the moneter revolution. The Pape was
surprised. Though the difficulties in
which the Italian Government is in-
volved justified bis policy of waiting and
of holding back, and though the revolt
of Bicily, “the isle of fire,” as Dante calls
her, was the aignal for the bankruptoy
of Italian unity, His Holiness asked no
concessions for his assistance.

. Inetead of publishing an Enoyeclical,as
M. Crispi desired, he sent secret instruc.
tions to all the bishops of Sicily to pacify
the minds of men. The collaboration of
the clergy had & great deal to do with'
bresking the force of the insurrection.’

So Signor Crispi kept entreating the
Vatican to lend its aid to 4 subatantial
understanding. - Lhe -settlement of the
affair of the Patriarchate.of Venice and
of the exeqnaturs. the establishment of
an Italian Apostolic Prefecture in Ery-
tbrea seemed to Bignor Crispi the start-
ing point for a sensational manifesta-
tion, one too sensational perbaps, at all
events an untimely and theatrical one.
Ropeatedly Signor Criepi had asked his
agent, Mgy, Carini, what conditions the
Holy.Father asked for the suppression
of the non-ezpedit, but the Vatican
invariably replied that the participa-
ton of the Catholics in the elections

reconcilation, and not the beginning and
the catige of it. As for the question of
Rome, the Pope would never treat with
the Quirinal before the departare of the
King and Government, for the Vatican
could not recognize in Rome itself the
authority and power to contract of the
new Government. In spite of this de-
clination to disouss the real substance of
the matters pending, Bignor Crispi deter-
mined upon the illusive domonstration
at Naples. The impression made st the
Vatican was & curiously mixed one.
Morally the speech was an admission of
impotence and at the same time a glori-
fication of the Holy See, and the visible
sign of the need which cfficial Italy had
of its aesistance. Politically it looked
like a venture, for the Freemasons and

the old irreconcilable Liberals would cir-

cumvent Signor Crispi, make him turn
back and harass him in his attempts to
make compromises with the Pope and
the bishops for the quiet and quieting
regulation of current matters. The Pope

exclaimed : “It is a leap in the dark.”

The violently hostile attitude of Signor

Lemmi and some of his party justified

the opinion of His Holiness. But Signor

Crispi, in accord with the King, has his

plan. To create a popular feeling for a

conciliation, to bring the force of the

national ‘aspirations to bear upon the

future scts of the Papacy, if possible, to

put the unyielding Pontiff in the wrong ;

at all events, to attract to himself in the

administrative elections all the elements

of order, with the object of crushing the

Radicals, the Republicans and the
Socialists ; lastly, in time to begin slowly
a change of policy toward the Papsacy. to
facilitate for the successor of Leo XIII
the solution of the intervening steps
with regard to the Roman question, and
the partiocipation of the Conservatives in
the elections. Such is Signor Crispi's
ideal.

From this point of view the stage trick
has been completely successful. The
great msjority of the people, in magni-

ficent unison, has declared for peace, and
" has sbown its desire to draw cloger and
 to end the atrained relations. By this

the Vatican both gains and loses. Incon-
testable aa is the fact that this change
means a total break with the policy of
war, open or secret, against the Papacy,
the Holy See, nevertheless, does not like

__ Only & half-hour’s ride from Rome yet
the old city seemsa literslly a thing of the
paet. . The stranger who alights at the
station a mile from Frascati, under the
hill, might easily imagine himself in the
midst. of a wilderness of olives. Not a
houses visible; no wily landlords standing
at the doors of their mansions, awaiting,
nay inviting custom. Nothing buf. a
swoll carriage or two with liveried foot-
men, & public coach of a primitive pat-
tern, and a hslf-dozen tumulious donkey-
boys—the only souls who appear hon-
estly glad to see you. Good-natured
youngsters, these Iads, who seem on the
moaf intimate terma with their docile and
diminutive beasts. If you don’t seefit
to engage them, they immediately
-mount the great, awkward saddles—as
plump as meal sacks—and gallop buck to
town a8 merrily &8 if money was no ob-
.Ject, and a ride home more "than com-
pensated for the lack of patronage.

The road winds p the hill between
groves green and fragrant; and when it
begins t0 seem a8 if Frascati were a de
lusion, you suddenly see a glimmering
white town on & hill-slope that dissolves
into thin air as you.approach it.

THE - MANITOBA SCHOOLS.
Premler Greenway and His Government

Retuse Positively to Do Justice to the.
] Cathollo Element.

Here is a summary of the reply made
by Mr. Greenway and his Goveroment
to the -representatirns made by the
Catholic minority of Manitoba :

. “Previous to the year 1890 there had

been two sets of schools,” Protestant and
(atholie. and provision was made by law
for their maintenance and government.
The msintenance was effvcted by a spe-
cial school rate levied upon each district
for its own purposes, & general munici-
pal rate levied by the mnnicipality and
divided among the school districts in the
munigcipality, and & grant from the Gov
emment, which came out of the provin-
cial treasury.

In 1890 the ubove system was entirely
changed and a single set of schools was
established. These schools are main-
tained by rates and grants, a8 above set
forth, They are non-sectarian public
schools. The law makes no distinction
between Catholica and Protesrants, or
between denominations of any kind. It
is true that the Catholic people complain
that they are not treated as they should
be, but the ground of complaint has not
been properly stated. It is said that un-
fair distinction is made against Roman
Catholics. As a matter of fact no dis-
tinction bas been made against any one.
The Roman Catholic people demand that
they shall be singled out from the rest of
the community, and that special class
legislation shall be afforded to them as
against all others. Our law is attacked
because our Legislature has refused to
thus favor apd distinguish them as
against other citizens, The ground of
complaint, therefore, is not that an unfair
distinction is made against Roman
Catholics, but that the Legislature de-
clines to make an unfair distinction
against others in favor of Roman
Catholica.

No citizen of the province bas any jus-
tification in faot for claiming that he
has not the same rights and the same
privileges' respecting education that any
other citizen possesses. In addition to
establishing the above principle in public
schools legislation of and subsequent to
1890, it has been made the duty of every
ratepayer to contribute to the support of
the public schools.

The statement that the Catholic people

are compelled to pay for the education | ¥

of Protestant children creates a false im-
pression. The law is not responsible for
any such effect. The correct statement
of fact is that all taxpayers contribute
to the education of all children whose
parents send them to the public schools.
All taxable property is assessed for publc

. achool purposes, and all citizens have
the same, right to make use of the public
schools. Catholic people have the same
power to avail themselves of the schools
as Protestant people. The religious ex-
ercises are non-sectarian and are not
used except with the sanction and with
the direction of the trustees elected by
all the ratepayera without distinotion of
oreed. If a Catholic refuses to take ad:
vantage of the public school, and decides
voluntarily to maintain another school,
he is exercising his own judgment in the
same way as any other person who pre-
fers to seod his children to a private
school, to the support of which he con-
tributes. Neither of such persons, how-
ever, by so dolng gains any immunity
from payment of school rates.

As to the question of confiscation of
school property, it is to be observed that
the same question was the subject of
argument before the Judicial Committee
of the Privy Council in the case of Barrett
vs. Winnipeg, and that tribunal expres-
sed the opinion that the Roman Catho-
lics were somewhat better treated than
the Protestant psople in regard to the
disposition of school property under the
act of 1800.. In so far as the act of 1894
is concerned, there is no ground for the
statement attributed to the memorial
that it decrees the confiscation of sehool
property in districts which had not sub
mitted their schools to the new law. . The

act of 1394 has reference to the distribu-

tion of grants of money raised by taxa-

tion uﬂon all taxable property. It deals’

with the public school system and in no
way ‘affects the ownership of auy pro-
perty of a school - district which does not
submit to the Public Schools act, and
-whioh.is, therefore,” not.a public: school.

cusgion in the Legislature of Manitoba
during the past four years. All of the
statements made in the memorial ad

dressed to the Governor General, and
many others, have been made rereatedly
to and considered by the Legislature..
That body has advisedly enacted. educa-
tional legislation which gives to. every
citizen equal rights and eqaal privileges
and makes no distinction respecting na-
tionality or religion. Afier & harassing
legal contest the highest court in the
British Dominions has decided that the
Legislature in enacting the law of 1890
was within its constitutional powers, and
that the subject of education is one com-
mitted to the charge of the provincial
Legislatures. Under these ciroumstances,
the executive of the province sees no
reason for recommending the Legisla-

ture to alter the principles of the legis-

lation complained of. It has been made

clear that there is no grievance, except
it be a grievance that the legislature re-
fuses to subsidize particular creeds out
of the public funds, and the Legislature
can hardly be held to be responsible for
the fact that their refusal to violate
what seoms to be a sound and just
pzinciple of government creates, in the
words of the report, “dissatisfaction
amongst Roman Catholics, not only in
Manitoba and the Northwest territories,
but likewise throughout Canada.”

A Divorce Reform League,
made up of Protestants, has been in ex-
istence in this country for many yesrs,
for the purpose of inducing the States
generally to make adultery the sole
cause of divorce; but meanwhile mem.
bers of the churches represented in that
association are obtaining divorces for
other and many different causes, and
are marrying again without suffering
.ecclesiastical punishment or the social
disapproval of their fellow-members. So
from creating s séntiment againat freer
divorce, such divorce has become more
frequent and less reprobated than before
the organization of this reformm move-
ment, :

The circle of society in New York
which is made up of people of fashion
more peculiarly consists in chief part of
members of the Episcopal Church, the

CANONICAL REQUIREMENT

that no divorce shall be treated ag ecolesi-
astically valid which is obtained for
other cause than conjugal infidelity.
Under that law persons who marry agaln
after having been divorced for any cause
are adulterers; their union is sinful;
they live in concubinage, and not in holy
matrimony. Bat such marriages of di-
vorced people not only oceur but are
frequent in that society. Moreover, they
are sanctioned and solemnized by Pro
teatant ministers of other Churches than
the Episcpal.

This society of which we have spoken
does Dot debar those who enter into
them, but grants its continued favor to
people whom its Church denounces by
its law as living in adultery. Neither
bave we heard of any instance where the
Episcopal Church itself has visited upon
them any penalties. Practically, it re-
cognizes as sufficient any marriage which
will stand the test of the civil law. The
sociely does not assume to interfere with
its members in their divorces and mar-
ringea m0 long as they keep within the
legal bounds. Ifa mated pair find that
their temperaments are incompatible,
and that they oannot live together with-
out unhappiness and bickering, they are
not reprobated because they go Eust or
go West to get a divorce, and, having ob-
tained it, proceed to wed other mates
with whom they think that they will be
more congenial, The cast off old wives
and husbands are welcomed back to so-
ciety a8 . -

‘NEW WIVES AND HUSBANDS.
