Except in a clandestine 
fashion Germany Is cut off from all trade 
with the outside world and compelled to 
manufacture for herself whatever she 
needs for military or civil purposes. Only 
her Baltic ports are open. . One by One 
her colonies have dropped away, and 
month by month her isolation Is more 
complete. The military consequences of 
that Isolation will become more and more 
Important as the war proceeds.

But the German fleet might as well have

time of war.

Whether the British naval officers have 
done all they should or less than they 
should, the fact remains that British sea 
power has saved the allies from defeat, 
and that if Germany Is finally crushed 
it is British sea power that will have 
determined the issue.

ZURICH, Aug. 2.—Discontented Ger­
man Socialists no longer have a mono­
poly of attack on the government. The 
National Liberal party which haa Just 
held a meeting at Cologne criticizes the 
government In vigorous terms, but for 
absolutely opposite reasons to those 
which inspire the Socialists- The Na­
tional Liberals declare that not enougn 
energy Is being spent on the war. A 
deputy, Bassermann, In a violent speech 
contended that the government showed 
a lack of confidence that Is calculated 
to cause astonishment and anxiety. 
He attacked Count Monts and Admiral 
Von Truppel because they had 
posed an accord with America and 
expressed indignation that such pro­
posals were approved in certain offi­
cial circles. The distrust that this 
party felt was Increased by the fact 
that leaders of the Socialist party had 
declared that they were supporters of 
the chancellor and Ms policy and had 
not been repudiated by him.

Went Vigorous Naval Policy.
Bassermann expressed satisfaction at 

the collaboration of four great economic 
associations in Germany, two indus­
trial organizations and one agrarian 
body, declaring that the last named 
had shown great understanding of the 
needs of commerce and Industry-

Other speakers demanded that mili­
tary and naval operations be carried 
out on a still greater scale.

Deputy. Bassermann, chief of the 
part, decided that this was not the 
time for reform of the Prussian elec­
toral system. The spirit of Bismarck 
pervading the German people he de­
clared to be wanting 
spheres.

MOUNT MODETTA

Brilliant Feat of Arms Per­
formed by Alpine Troops 

in Carnia

AERIAL RAID ON RIVA

Artillery Bombards Rovereto 
Railway Station With 

Good Effect

ROME, Aug. 3, via Parts.*-The fol­
lowing statement from the. general 
headquarters of the Italian army was 
made public tonight:

“Our seaplanes made a fresh raid 
the night of July 31 on Riva, throw­
ing bombs with excellent results. They 
escaped unharmed from a lively fusil­
lade.

“The following morning our heavy 
artillery made good practice on the 
Rovereto Railroad station, where ob­
servers had perceived the arrival of 
troop trains.

“In the Cadore Valley the fog which 
had been prevailing for the past ten 
days lifted and our artillery resumed 
with fresh vigor the work, of demol­
ishing the defences of upper Corde- 
vole, upper Boite. Landcp and Sexten.

Mount Modetta Carried.
“The conquest of Mount Modetta, 

northeast of Cima Cuestralta, marks 
a new and brilliant episode in the 
struggle In Carnia. The enemy was 
strongly entrenched there and had the 
support of artillery batteries posted 
nearby. The terrain was rough, the 
only approach to the summit being by 
a steep pass.

“After a long fight, with varying 
fortunes, our Alpine troops, aided by an 
effective and accurate -fire from the 
artillery placed hi the rear,«succeeded 
with great bravery in dislodging the 
enemy. The latter, having received 
reinforcements, made a series of vio­
lent counter-attacks, and it was 
only at nightfall that the disputed 
summit could be said to be solidly In 
cur possession.

“On the Carso plateau also the 
enemy during the night of July 30-31, 
after trying to distract our attention 
by several feints, attacked In force our 
troops posted on Monte Seibusy. After 
breaking the rush of the enemy by 
rifle fire our infantry took the offen­
sive and attacks! their assailants on 
the front and flank, throwing them 
into confusion and forcing them to
flee. About 150 prisoners, six of whom 
were officers, remained in our hands. 

“Declarations of these prisoners
show that the attack was made with 
picked troops, among them a regi­
ment of light infantry, 
recently arrived on the front, and 
which was almost entirely destroyed.”

Hundreds of noble young men who n 
year ago were enjoying the hospitality 
and companionship of their friends In 
the city, lie today in the vast grave- 
yards of France and Belgium, sacri­
fice» to the cause of righteousness and 
liberty of the people of. the world. 
And Canada has many more men—the 
same men who enjoyed their amuse­
ments yesterday—who are willing to 
emulate these sacrifices.

At Dufferin Park.

Sunk Off French Coast.
The sinking of three British steam­

ers by German submarines was an­
nounced today.

A despatch from Brest, France, says 
the British steamship Clintonla, of 
3,838 tons, was shelled and sunk Sun­
day morning by a German submarine. 
Eleven men of the Clintonla lost their 
lives -and 15 were injured.

The Clintonla encountered the sub­
marine twenty miles west of Ar-Men, 
and according to survivors, was at­
tacked without warning. The subma­
rine fired four shells, wrecking every­
thing on deck.

TJje crew hastily got into the boats 
and lowered the wounded into them, 
tho submarine then torpedoed the 
steamer, which sank within three

I Submitting to Conquer
No better tribute could be given to 

the strength of democracy than the 
plea that Germany Is fighting for lib­
erty. Liberty, right, self-government 
are watchwords that are worth fight­
ing for when they mean realities. If 
they are used as disguises that mask 
an attack on the rights and liberties 
of peoples that stand iff the way of an 
ambitious autocrat, the words are 
meaningless. No other of the greater 
nations threatened the- right and free­
dom of Germany or sought to dis­
turb the peace of Europe. When the 
kaiser wants the arch-conspirator he 
needs only to know himself.

One of the anomalies of this war 
coming after forty years of prepara­
tion on the part of a nation trained 
and disciplined into submission to an 
arbitrary ruler is that it suspends 
freedom to ensure that freedom will 
prevail. The British, Whose Individual 
freedom was their dearest possession 
and the hardest to relinquish, have 
had to yield it for a season and sub­
mit to conditions against which their 
every fibre revolts. Their submission 
has been voluntary because they 
recognize it is necessary and impera­
tive if their freedom is to be resumed. 
Nevertheless even temporary submis­
sion to the Imperative demands of the 
state has been hard to concede. But 
necessity Is a hard master, even the 
its acknowledgement means the 
triumph of liberty.

given by Gen. Stenger, commander of 
ihe 68th German Brigade, ordering his 
soldiers to kill the wounded enemy 
and to take no more prisoners- Evi­
dence confirming the issuing and the 
circulation of 44iis order was obtained 
from German' -brlsoners belonging to 
the 112th and £62 nd Regiments. The 
report contains also evidence of the 
massacre of BVench soldiers as a res- 
6wit of this order; as well as the mas­
sacre of wounded men after the bat­
tle of Fethe in Belgium. It presents 
the allegations of many Individual 
soldiers, who declare they saw their 
comrades put to death by a rlfie shot, 
a revolver shot, the thrust of a bayo­
net, or a blow from the butt of a 
musket by German soldiers, subaltern 
officers and officers. Some of the 
French witnesses testified that they 
themselves had been objects of such 
aggressive attacks after having been 
wounded and tbat they had survived.

Prisoners Shot.
/ The report devotes considerable 
space to allegations of the Inhumanity 
of the Germans to their prisoners of 
war, which it says is proven by the 
evidence of the victims.

Many prisoners of war have been shot 
while others have had their skulls 
crushed by blows from the butt of a 
musket. At St. Die, 80 French pris­
oners were assassinated In this man­
ner by (Bavarian troops. The truth 
of this is vouched for by five men who 
actually witnessed the executions. 
Other men who appeared before the 
commission declared that they had 
found the dead bodies of a Frencn 
patrol, numbering seven men, an In­
fantry corporal and six privates with 
their hands tied behind their backs 
and dead from rifle shots- This In­
cident was further supported by evi­
dence taken before a Justice of the 
peace.

The report concludes with three col­
umns of evidence to prove the bom­
barding of ambulances* by the Ger­
mans, the tiring upon stretcher-bear­
ers and the taking prisoner of sur­
geons. In some cases, It Is set forth, 
French surgeons were arrested by 
German surgeons and by them sent 
to the rear to be interned.

Several cases are cited in which 
German wounded, succored by French­
men ,are said to have taken the op­
portunity to’kill those going to their 
relief.

These are her 
spoils, the twelvemonth achievements of 
the vast military forces she has for forty 
years been training for the conquest of 
Europe.

Germany has lost three million men, 
approximately 6 per cent, of her popula­
tion. She has lost her island colonies in 
the Pacific, her West African possessions,
her fortified outpost of Kiao-Chau_more
than a million square miles of German 
territory and more than ten million peo­
ple who acknowledged the German rule. 
She has been driven from the eeae. The 
ships of her great merchant fleet have 
been destroyed or have sought refuge in 
her home waters or in neutral ports. Her 
foreign trade has been annihilated 
for some precarious exchanges thru the 
Baltic Sea and the little traffic she 
carries on furtively across the territory 
of neutral neighbors. Of her great and 
costly navy only submarines are at large 
and active—all the rest has either been 
sent to the bottom by her enemies or be­
cause of fear of the enemy lies concealed 
at Wilhelmshafen or Kiel. And her sub­
marine boats gain for her no military ad­
vantage; they merely harass the enemy 
without diminishing his fighting power.

Beset by four great pow­
ers, Germany holds her own—as yet She 
will have victories, as in Poland, and her 
people will be deluded by their false 
rulers Into believing that triumph awaits 
her. That can never be. The allies will 
win because they must. For free Eng­
land, republican France, aspiring I tally, 
and for vast Russia there can be no 
Caudlne Forks; their armies will 
pass sub jugum at the German behest. 
They would perish first, to escape the 
living death of subordination to Prussia.

local factory In the near future, I 
would like to place before your read­
ers the attitude of the Amalgamated 
Society of Engineers. The A.S.E. rea­
lize the great necessity for munitions 
at the present time, and will not call a 
strike If it can possibly be avoided*. Our 
organization is British, with- head­
quarters in London, England. We have 
189,614 members distributed oyer the 
empire, and our funds are ovër five 
million dollars.

We have recently invested three 
hundred and fifty thousand dollars 
wtthXJhe British Government to assist 
financially, and, we have twenty thous­
and members at the front. The re­
mainder of our members are chiefly 
engaged on munitions of war, whether 
it be ships or shells, and our union is 
doing Its share in this great struggle, 
for we recognize that the workers have 
a better opportunity ot working out 
their own emancipation under British 
democratic rule, than under German 
militarism.

Altho ready to do our bit, we are 
not going to allow manufacturers of 
this country to take advantage of us 
for their own personal gain. Exper­
ience has taught us that the patriot­
ism of the manufacturers generally be­
gins and ends at their own pockets, and 
the dollars are the first consideration 
In shell contracts.

The foundry in question Is known as 
being one of the worst paid shops in 
the country, and its reputation is 
known to the British war office, for 
we have had reason to report condi­
tions to that department in 
deavors to get fair conditions Inserted 
in all shell contracts for the British 
Government.

July 18. she says : "In a Toronto paper 
of July 2 I read of the splendid work of 
your committee for the Humane Society 
in gathering in 96000 for the great cause 
by your flag day. I am especially plea 
over this effort of the Humane Society 
as differentiated from the Blue Cross, 
which, while doing magnificent work, 
doer- not reach our own animals ln camps 
at the front as It should do, or, rather, 
as our own Blue Cross money should do 
It works for all, but especially for French 
and foreign horses, assisting also the 
English when called upon. It has ren­
dered splendid service, and is still doing 
so, but it is not to the British army what 
the Royal Humane Society is, and it is 
Infinitely better for our Canadian Hu­
mane Societies to work thru the English 
R.H.S. when wishing to benefit our own 
veterinary bases. Last winter was an 
appalling one for the unutterable suffer­
ings of our thousands of horses on Salis­
bury Plain* and if the war Is to last thru 

winter, while conditions will be 
better, there will be much to be done. 
The great thing is to see that ample sup­
plies of medical stores come over with 
the shipments of animals, and are pro­
perly addressed to some responsible per­
son here: otherwise they get lost on ar­
rival. and In some mysterious way melt 
into thin air. Last winter I visited the 
camps at Salisbury, Maresfleld and Crow- 
borough, and was able to send about $500 
worth of supplies from various sources. 
One of the requests I received for as­
sistance was frfom - Captain Gilman of 
the Royal Canadian Dragoons for 800 
doses of antitoxin for influenza, which 
his horses were suffering frfom fright­
fully. and he could not get supplied from 
the war office. I was able to see that 
he received the full amount ln three days’ 
time.

Receipts of live stock at the Union 

Stock Yards since Saturday morning were 
172 carloads, comprising 2557 cattle, 1486 
hogs. 1202 sheep and lambs, 115 calves 
and 608 American horses, en route to 
the British army ln France.

Drovers are again getting Into the 
habit of bringing the bulk of their stock 
to market on Monday, and making prac­
tically a one-day market for the week. 
It would be more conducive to the best 
Interests of the trade if the business was 
so divided as to make at least four days 
per week Instead of crowding all into 
one day. There were fully one-third more 
cattle on sale than the demand called 
for, the consequence being that a/bout 
half of the cattle were still unsold at the 
close of the market. Trade was slow, 
the market dull and lower for the com­
mon and medium classes, while the best 
wore barely steady. -x

Stockers and feeders were slow sale at 
unchanged values.

For milkers and springers the trade 
wee the same as It has been for many
weeks.

The market for .lambs was from one 
dollar to a dollar and a half lower than 
l*et week and values for sheep were in­
clined to be easier also. The hog and 
calf market remained unchanged.
