State Shows That Prisoner Helped 
Orchard With Fake Letters— 
Arrangement With Federation.

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Dr. Chow'n Criticized.

A report was read .by Rev. J. S. Wil­
son. recommending the work carried on 
by Rev. Dy. Chown, the general reform 
secretary Embodied In the report wàs 
a clause recommending that a field sec­
retary be appointed as an assistant.

Rev. Dr. Campbell. 'Toronto (super­
annuated), declared that his conscience 
compelled him to oppose this resolution, 
on the ground that Dr. Chown did not 
show statesmanlike qualities in the dis- 
chargex$f his work. He had ijewspaper 
clippings to show that Dr. Chown at 
various times had attacked the methods 
of stock brokers and others who were 
engaged in legitimate business, and 
who should be treated with respect and 
courtesy, as many Of them were Chris­
tian gentlepien and deeply interested in 
thé work of the church.

Hereupon ’ several ministers arose 
and demanded that Rev-. Dr. Campbell 
be nÿed out of order.

The chairman asked Dr. Chown to 
state h1s position, and on going to the 
platform he declared it was the first 
time ln his life that he had had to act 
in his own defence.

"When I undertook the work." said 
he. “I expected opposition and adverse 
criticism outside the church, but never 
from within.” •

The clippings were true to some ex­
tents but they were so jumbled as to 
make the meaning different from -what 
he intend-'! Never yet had he heard

ST. PETERSBURG, June 18.—The 
return of the Guard Regiments to their 
summer camp at Krasmoye Selo indi­
cates that the authorities have defin­
itely ceased to reckon on an outbreak, 
of disorder at the capital following the 
coup d’etat.

the libraries of Andrew Carnegie and 
the endowment funds given by John D. 
Rockefeller to colleges are not reach­
ing the poorer members of society, 
James Eads Howes, grandson of the 
builder of the St. Louis Bridge and the 
New Orleans jetties, has decided to de­
vote his fortune to the betterment of 
the professional tramp.

Mr. Howes has studied the 
question from the viewpoint 
tramp. He has ridden on trucks, gone 
hungry In the hobo camp and tried to 
earn a living as a laborer on railroad 
work.

Mr. Howes believes the tramp may be 
reclaimed If the red tape that binds the 
ordinary charity Is eliminated. He has 
come to New York from St. Louis to 
further his project.

Relief stations have been established 
iff New York and Chicago, where the 
ttamp may be cared for until he gets 
on his feet. When he gets the money 
that It has cost to help him on the 
upward path he Is expected to pay 
back. This contribution goes Into the 
fund for the relief of indigent hoboes.

"Carnegie and Rockefeller do’ no good 
to the man who is fast losing his self- 
respect,” says Mr. Howes. “They do 
not try to help a man along the path 
which eventually leads to happiness. 
You can’t eat books, and what chance 
har a laborer’s son to go to college?”

In New York, Mr. Howes has asso­
ciated with him Brother Naphael of the 
Straight Edge Kitchen, No. 1 Abing- 
dtin-square, where the members of the 
hard luck brotherhood are all treated
