Was it an Ultimatum ?
London, March 8.—In the House of Com-
wmons to-day, Right Hon. A, J. Balfour,
First Lord of the Tn-uur{, denied that
the collective note which the powers had
addressed to Greece was couched In the
form of an ultimatum. There was no doubt,
he said, that there was a difference between
the position of Turkey and that of Grecce.

CONDEMN THE CANAL.

Commitice of the Board o! Trade Strongly,
Blsapproves of the Georgian
Bay Project.

Following is the report of the Com=~
mittee re Georgian Bay Ship Canal
bruented to and adopted by the Coun-
cil of the Board of Trade yesterday:

“Your committee have looked into
the question and discussed its various
features, having before them the fol-
lowing Information connected with
canal tmnpm in this part of the
Dominion, Including plans and profiles
of the Hurontario Canal route, as ad-
vocated by thg late Mr. Capreol some
40 years ago, and have- also heard
from Mr. E. A, Macdonald and Mr.
Kivas Tully, C. E., who explained the
route of the canal as contemplated,
and stated that dtd possible cost would
be in the vicinity of $25,000,000, but in
making these statements it appeared
to the committee that they did not do

and authentic information regarding
the quantity of water now available
at the summit level, |

‘“We find that the Georgian Bay, or
Hurontario Ship Canal, being a: pro-
posed canal from Toronto, via Lake
Simcoe, to Lake Huron, was persistent-
1y but hopelessly agitated as a canal
route for years, and that it was eyi-
dently looked upon with disfavor.

ON COMMERCIAL GROUNDS.

“Your committee are of the opinion
that from a commercial standpoint” the
scheme does not appear feasible, and
fail to see how itcan be made remun-
erative If built, in view of the fact
that the Welland Canal, which would
be its competitor, being practically
free of tolls, and further, the Welland
Caral being on the line of traffic via
the Great Lakes, would assuredly hold
the business. The opportunities afford-
ed, espacially on Lake Erie, for re-
turn cargo to the west are much
greater than on any other section of
the route between tidewater and Fort
William.

‘“Furthermore, the proposed canal be-
ing a private enterprise, your com-
mittee cannot see their way clear to
recommend that the Council ask the
Dominion Government to appoint a
commigsion to look into an undertak-
ing of the character, Which, no doubt,
received their serious consideration be-
fore { twas d:c¢termined to adopt the
Welland route.

DEEPEN THE CANALS.

“By various resolutions of this Board
it would appear that it has been the
settled conviction of the Board for
many years that the hest and most
practical way of reaching tidewater
wag via the Welland route and St.
Lawrence canals, and they have re-
peatedly signified their convictions to
the Government by asking that the
canals on this route be at once deepen-
ed to 14 feet, a work which is“still in-
cemplete,

“In’ view of the various facts, your
committee is unable to recommend the
Couneil to petition the Government to
appoint a commissicm  to enquire into
the feasibility of the Georgian Bay or
Hurontario Canal scheme.”

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RETALIATION SUGGESTIONS.

The Sault Ste Marie Courier gives
the Government some timely advice in
regard to certain industries in which
the Algoma people are directly inter-
ested. In the commercial warfare that
is about to ensue between Canada and
the United States The Courler points
out that the latter i$ Uy no means
master of the situation. The United
States, it fa pointed out, must look to
Canada for a considerable proportion
of the raw material in the manufacture
of lumber, paper, while our nickel,
fish and cedar are In different ways
tributary to a wide range of Ameri-
can industries. Our contemporary
suggests, or rather demands, that the
Government should at once impose on
these articles a heavy export duty,and
thus force the Americans to go with-
out them or manufaeture in this coun-
try. It seems certain that the Do-
minion Government will soon be called
upon to take some positive and decided
action to offset the disadvantages
which Canada will be subjected to as
soon as McKinleyism is restored in the
United States. The President has
summoned an extra session of Congress
for the 15th of this month, and the
new tariff will be proceeded with
forthwith, ° What Canada should d¢ in
the meantime is to ascertain just ex-
actly the strength of our position. The
Government no doubt knows, or it
should know, whether it is a fact that
there is a shortage of the spruce pulp-
wood in the United States, that this
wood is disappearing at such a rate
that within a year or two the Ameri-
can paper mills wili be destitute of
their supply and will find themselves
almost wholly dependent upen this
country. It is said the white pine
standing in Michigan to-day represents
but half the annual cut of the United
States. We know the Americans are
depleting our lakes and rivers of their
fish. The business is carried on by
American fishermen in American boats.
QOanadians benefitin no way from the
industry. We simply stand idly 'by
while the Americans éome into Canada
and obtain the fish. that supplies the
Buffalo, Detroit, Chicago and other
markets. If it is true that the Am-
ericans must have many of our raw
materials or their manufactures, and
we believe it is true, then by all means
let the Government be prepared to im-
pose such export duties as will force
ithe Americans to do their mamufactur-
ing in thesé lines in this country, The
Courier hoids that such a policy as
this may be necessary to prevent the
shutting down of the magnificent pulp
mills of the Sault'Ste. Marie Pulp and
Paper Co., as-there is more than a
possibility of its having to shut down
in view of the pending adverse legisla-
tion on the other side of the border.

‘““The one means of preventing such a
disaster,” says The Courier, “is to agi-
tate for and secure an export duty on
pulpwood. The immediate result of
this would be @& rise in 'the piice of
pulp in the United States and a con-
sequent equalization of the comditions
of manufacture on either side of the
line. Our manufacturers would be
favored to the extent of the export
duty and could then afford to pay the
American tariff rate on pulp. Even
were American mills to be run on the
home product. the supply for export
woudld ‘be cut off and the foreign mar-
ket would be left for Canadian mills.”

THE VUTILITY OF NICKELR IN MANU-
FACTURES, ;

The February mumber of The En-
gineering Magazine has an article by
Mr. H. W. Raymond that ought to be of
special interest to Canada. The sub-
ject discussed is “Nickel Steel in Me-
tallurgy, Mechanics and Armor.” The
writer is quite optimistic about the
future of this metal, which exists so
abundartly in Ontarioi Mr. Raymgnd
eays that as the many valuable quali-
ties of nickel steel come to be more
widely known its use will become more
extensive, and it will receive new ap-
plications. Even now it is used large-
ly for parts of machinery, such as
shafting, connecting rods, piston rods,
ete. If, as asserted, the metal can be
cast, cut, drilled and turned easily and
well it will have a wide application \in
machinery, especially for usge in the
parts that are usually kept bright. Its
non-corrodibility adapts it admirably
to such situations. Handles, levers,
wheels, keys and many minor parts
can be made to great advantage from
a material like-this, which will not rust
quickly from the moisture of the hand;
and heavier uses will be found in the
working parts of large machinery ex-
posed to unfavorable conditions of drip
or atmospheric moisture, The Midvale
Steel Works are making the shafting
and engine forgings for the two battle-
ships Kearsarge and Kentucky of
nickel steel, and mady prominent firms
use it for shafts. It is also used for
small-arm barrels,

Al]l the barrels for the United States
navy small arms are made of nickel
steel. The United States, Great Bri-
tain, France and Russia have adopted
nickel steel as the best material for
the manufacture of armor plates.
Canada has everything to gain by an
extension of the use of nickel in the
manufacture of the articles above re-
ferred to. What will cause a more
rapid advance in the use of nickel than
anything else is a reductiom in its
price. We believe the production of
nickel in Ontario is now regulated by
a combine. Prices are . artificially
kept up and the use of the metal for
general purposes is discouraged. The
Local Government should do some-
thing to boom Ontario’s nickel indus-
try. We have a virtual monopoly of
oiée of the most promising ‘of all the
metals. Nickel will be extensively

first and most important move in the
solution ‘of the transportation problem,

A mile of railway can be built these
days for Ten Thousand Dollars. _To
pay 5 per cent on this investment and
5 per cent. for wear and tear, 10 per
eent. in all, it must earn ﬂog a year
above running expenses.

A rival mile would cost othér Ten
Thousand Doillars. It, too, would have
to earn $1000 above running expenses,
to pay interest and wear and tear.

But if one mile- would accommodate
all the traffic, then it would be’ Dbetter
to have one imile instead of the two
miles rival of one another, For the
two must them earn $2000 a year 10
pay interest and wear and tear, when
$1000 on one mile would do.

,Now let us expand this a little. A
railway is built by speculators seek-
ing investment, desirous of getting a
railway to sell. They stock the road
at $20,000 a mile. They pay none of
this capital in—the promoters distri-
bute it as paid up among themselves.
But they figuré on it éarning interest
some day on tnat sum. Then
they seek bonuses, municipal;
provincial, . federal, and  somie-
times they get enough out of these
sources to build the road. They even
form themselves into a construgtion
dompany to builld the road, and as con-
tractors make a profit out of building
the road for the bonuses. Then they
bond the road for $20,000 a mile, These
bonds they sell for 40 cents, 60 cents,
80 cents on the dollar and appropriate
the proceeds. Finally, they rent the
road or give it to a big line, or sell it
out to the road it was to rival. e

This poor miserable mile of road that
was built with the bonuses is stocked
for $20,000 a mile and bonded for the
same amount, and if it is to pay must

tear and 5 per cent. on $30,000 for in-
terest—$2500 in all. i

The rival mile of road was buiit in
the same way and must earn $2500 to
pay. k “

The traffic which has to be carried
between these points must bear the
burden of $5000 a year to keep up the
two miles. . .

We are taking no account of the in-
terest that the municipality, province
or Dominion has to pay on the bonus
granted. But this, too, comes out of
the people. o

Now, take this same mile of road and
build it by the State. The State can
take a sum equal to the bonuses, say
$10,000, borrow it "fbr 8 per cent. Wear
and ‘tear will still cost 5 per cent., or
$800 a year for both.” This line will ac-
commodate all the traffic. No bomus
will be asked of the municipality or
province. There will be no bonding of
the road. The road will pay If it
earns $800 a year; it will only pay in
the case of the rival lines by earning
$5000 a year, or six times as much! Or,
in other words, the traffic must be tax-
ed six times more than what ought to
be necessary. %

The more lines we builld on this sys-
tem the greater the tax that must be
imposed on all our traffic. The further
we gét in this di the further we get
away from the solution of the trans
portation problem, the further away
from cheap transeit. /

Now, this problem of cheap trans-
portation presents itself to the people,
and the people alone, acting intelli-
gently, can settle it g

The railway manager can never set-
tle it. The man who is building roads
to sell and for bonds to peddle will
never settle it. The speculative rail-
way builder is Jooking for an imme~
diate haul, and the railway manager, is
trying his best how to make his mile
of rocad earn $2500 a mile, and the
manager of the rival mile is wrestling
with the same problem. It keeps them
both busy, and they never even
dream of cheap transit. They laugh
at it.

The railway manager never thinks
of trying to solve the transportation
problem—which is how to tax the traf-
fic least—but his whole energy is how
heavy he can tax the traffic in order
to make the mile of road pay, against
a rival mile, $2600 as Interest on a
fraudulent investment! The better he
succeeds the farther he gets away
from the true solution.

Let us shut down on this reckless,
this sinful waste of money and of en-
ergy. The cure cannot be applied in
a day or the disease eradicated, But
we can stop its spread. To give the
Crow’s Nest Pass to the C.P.R. would
aggravate the distemper. But to build
this line from Lethbridge to the coast,
say ‘that it averaged $20,000 a mile on
account of the mountainous country, a
distance, say, of 800 miles, would only
cost $16,000,000, This would have to bear
three per cent. and the cost of wear
and tear. Build it the other way, and
the traffic would have to earn on &
sum of one hundred millions or more!
The road from Lethbridge west to the
coast would pay 2 per cent. on $16,000.~
000 and wear and tear, have evén a
surplus and hurt no rival line!

We are not advoeating any revolu~
tionary measure, nor advocating the
immediate building of a transconti-
nental road by the State, We are con-
tent for the present to see the old
practice abandoned, to have the State
retain in its own hands the only re-
maining pa®s through the mountains,
and to have ever in mind that with
ownership of five to eight hundred
miles on the Pacific end, ‘and of the
same distance in the Intercolonial, on
the Atlantic end, it can, gradually, by
thgecquisition of smail lines, by taking
running powers here and there, by con-
nection with navigation on the gteat
lakes, provide a successful check on the
roads that we have fo-day and at the
game time do something toward the
solution of the transportation problem,
viz., to impose the lowest possible toll

CANADA'S MINERALS.

New York Autherity Upou the Ontput of
the Deminion in 1896.

The mineral industry of Canada last
Year showed a substantial increase
over 1895, says The N.Y. Engineering
and Mining Journal, and the value of
its products has reached the highest
amwount ever reported, notwithstand-
ing the low prices ot some products.
The greatest gains were in /'the pre-
cious metals and in lead and copper,
and these were due to the active work-
ing of the new mines in British Colum-
bia, which are now attracting so much
attention, both in the Dominion and
outside. The large shipments from
Trail Creek, Ainswortn and the Slocan
country have already been noted, ahd
they make up the greater part of the
increase in those metals which appears
in the statement, and which, from pre-
sent appearances, may be expected to
continue. In the Ontario nickel mines
a decrease in production is reported,.
which was doubtless due to the fact
that the markets for the metal have
been somewhat oversupplied, and the
owners of the Sudbury mines have
not pushed their working.- The Nova
Scotia gold mines reported about an
average year. In Quebec and Eastern
Ontario there was very little change.
The increase in coal production was

terested in reducing this terrible fire
waste, by which our municipal, state
and national prosperity is being an-
nually sapped.’——_
