Brandon City was 00, In Dauphin 12, Jn 
Lome 14, in Morden 38, In Morris 124, In 
Portage la Prairie 11, In Uockwood 60, in 
St. Andrews 89, and the Greenway plur­
ality In Avondale was 08, in Cypress 86, in 
Manitou 78, and In Saskatchewan 64. In all 
these constituencies a change of 10 per 
cent, of the electorate from the Liberal to 
the Conservative party would have given 
the seats to Conservatives.

A Biff Turn-Over.
That there has been a turnover of at 

least 10 per cent. In the province during 
the past four years, no one can doubt.* An 
Illustration of the change In feeling which 
has been going on In the province was 
afforded by the bye-election in Turtle Moun­
tain two years ago. There Johnson con­
verted a Conservative minority of 23 Into 
a majority of 150; that Is to say 88 people 
who voted Liberal at the general election 
had been disgusted with the Government 
and then voted Conservative. That meant 
that about 10 per cent, of the total elec­
torate In that constituency had changed 
over from the Liberal to the Conservative 
side. Even the change indicated by Turtle 
Mountain would therefore be sufficient to 
put all the seats Just named Into the Con­
servative column and give the Conserva­
tive parfv a majority In the legislature.

The Prospects To-Day.
But the prospects of the Conservative 

party to-day are very considerably better 
than they were even at the time of the 
Turtle Mountain election. Hon. Hugh John 
Macdonald had then only Just assumed the 
leadership. The Conservative part'- had 
not even begun to organise; the Green­
way Government bad not then once more 
betrayed the province by the Southwestern 
deal, which has turned so many Liberals 
against it; nor had the Lanrler Government 
then thoroughly demonstrated that com­
plete falsity to all Its promises which have 
the effect of disgusting so many more 
Liberals with their party.

The Reasons Are Good.
There Is every reason, therefore, for be­

lieving not only that the Green way Gov­
ernment will be defeated at the polls but 
that the Conservatives will be placed In 
power with a very large majority In the 
legislature. Even many old Liberals pre­
dict a turn-over which will surprise the 
Liberal leader as much as the great turn­
over of 1878 In federal politics; and mak­
ing the soberest calculations It Is not at 
all too sanguine to anticipate that Hugh 
John Macdonald’s triumphs on Thursday 
next will be as magnificent as was that ot 
his Illustrious father on that memorable 
occasion.

Canadians Made a Great Race for 
the 10-Mlle A. A. U. Cham­

pionship.
Twenty-eight of the record entry of 

thirty faced the starter for the 10-mile 
championship of the American Athletic 
Union, at New York, on Thursday.

The men were In lines four deep across 
the narrow track, with George Orton, the 
little Canadian, In the rear file. The 
others broke away lazily, and Orton went 
around them like a flash, before they reach­
ed the first corner. He set a nice pace.and 
the dangerous brigade, consisting of Dick 
Grant, the old Harvard runner; Theodore 
McGlrr, the ex-champion at the distance, 
and R. Kennedy of the Star A. C., fell In 
behind. The first mile was completed In 
5 minutes 32 2-5 seconds. Orton, by this 
time, had overlapped Edward James of 
Brooklyn and Louis Becker of the New 
West Side A.C., who were ambling along at 
a ei±-day gait. At two miles, the leaders 
were running together In the following 
order: Orton. Kennedy, Brady, Grant, Mc­
Glrr, and Maher of Stamford. There was 
little change at three miles, which Orton 
covered in 17 minutes 10 3-5 seconds. He 
rolled off four miles in 23 minutes 10 1-5 
seconds, and half distance was covered In 
28 minutes 59 1-5 seconds.

Grant, who is also a Canadian, never left 
Orton’s shoulder, but his style was more 
labored than that of the steeplechase cham­
pion, who bounded over the loose clay with 
the grace of a deer.

The excitement was Intense as the bell 
rang for the last lap. Grant wore shoes 
without spikes, and this told against him 
In the sprint for the tape. Orton, still run­
ning in perfect form, shot over the line, 
fifteen yards in front. In 15 minutes 28 
seconds. McGlrr was third, a lap behind, 
and Kennedy fourth. Maher, the Stamford 
runner, who kept with the leaders for the 
first five miles, had to be content with 
sixth prize, as Brady of the Xaviers passed 
him on the last two laps.

The continuance of the peace of Europe 
was the surest guarantee, and this was 
afforded by the "undisturbed existence of 
the close and trustful relationship with 
our allies.”

A further guarantee of peace was the 
harmonious co-operation of all the civilized 

Hague conference, originated 
on the magnanimous Initiative of the Czar, 
which had Imparted fresh and Increased 
hopes to those recognizing the need of 
peace throughout the world.

The Emperor ailso referred to the friendly 
relations with Russia In regard to the 
Balkans, and, alluding to the Transvaal, 
said: “We have reedlved to observe the 
strictest neutrality, and can only wish the 
conflict was approaching an early 
elusion."

After saying that the demands of the 
War Department were confined to the most 
urgent requirements, the Emperor conclud­
ed with an appeal to the patriotic zeaj 
of the delegations, and assured them they 
were heartily welcome.

London, Dec. 1.—The afternoon newspa­
pers are divided on Mr, Chamberlain’s 
Anglo-American-Teuhonlc alliance speech at
Leicester yesterday. The Pall Mall Gazette 
lays stress on the strong anti-German pre­
judice In Great Britain, and declares blunt­
ly that Mr. Chamberlain had better have 
kept silent.

The Westminster Gazette takes the same 
line, believing Mr. Chamberlain did not- 
represent Government opinion, and pointing 
out how offensive the speech was towards 
France.

The Globe maintains that It la Impossible 
for Germany to give a quid pro quo for the 
responsibilities which would accrue to 
Great Britain by such'an alliance.

The Evening Standard says Mr. Chamber- 
lain referred to no alliance by treaties.

The St. James’ Gazette says : "Mr. Cham­
berlain simply expresses English pub'le 
opinion, which has come to realize that 
with Germany and the United States we 
can work, because with those powers we 
have a community of Interests and senti­
ments, whereas with -Russia and France 
we have trot."

The Sun, the only other afternoon news­
paper, takes a similar favorable view of 
the suggested alliance.

DIRECT TAXATION IN SIGHT.
The Ontario Government Is selling ont 

the Crown lands and the mineral rights of 
the country, and everything else, to raise 
money to meet the expenditure to which 
they have committed the Province. One 
of their most recent sales on account of 
capital, the whole of which Is now turned 
Into revenue, Is that of the Jamieson lot 
at thé northwest corner of Queen and 
ïonge-streets, probably the most valuable 
piece of property In the whole Province, 
This property was producing a good annual 
rental, and this rental was good for an in­
crease, yet it was sold ton 8101,250. This 
entire snm will be spent this year, and, 
after this, the rent the Province has been 
receiving In the past will forever cease. 
Other valuable properties are going in the 
same way every day, and soon Ontario will 
have nothing in the way of revenue but 
what she gets as a subsidy from the Do­
minion Parliament and what may be got 
from direct taxation.

A few more years of Liberal rule In On­
tario will give the people an experience of 
direct taxation.

continental union against England. Truly, 
Prussia has undergone many and a maxing 
vicissitude* during the period that hue In­
tervened between King Frederick William’s 
visit to Windsor tn 1842 and the stay there 
last week of his grand nephew.

Visited by Napolçon,
An Important state visit and certainly 

one pregnant with great political conse­
quences was that of Emperor Napoleon III. 
and Empress Eugenie to Queen Victoria at 
Windsor Castle at the time of the Crimean 
war. It may be «aid to have constituted 
the first actual recognition of the Emperor, 
and, above all, of the Empress, by any of 
the reigning families of Europe.

Napoleon had until that time been regard­
ed as a mere successful conspirator, who, 
prior to his seizure of the French throne, 
had been n disreputable chevalier d’indus­
trie, while the Empress was looked upon 
ns an adventuress, concerning whose ante­
cedents the most scandalous stories were 
current. Indeed, the wars of 1S5T. and 
185!». which resulted so disastrously to both 
Russia nnd Austria, were largely brought 
about by the contemptuous manner In which 
the Courts of St. Petersburg and of Vi­
enna rejected all advances made to them 
by Napoleon and Empress Eugenie.

Queen Victoria was then, as now. re­
nowned for her strictness on the score of 
the character of all the women whom she 
consented to admit to her presence, nnd her 
action, therefore, In inviting not merely 
Napoleon but likewise bis consort to Wind­
sor. where she treated them with the ut­
most distinction and regard, went so far 
to Improve the 
Imperial couple, 
and even In France, that neither of them 
ever forgot the kindness of Victoria In the 
matter. Indeed, as long ns he remained on 
the throne, the Emperor contlnueg 
warm and loyal friend of the English peo-

time and the progress of history.

A nerusal of the volume serves to demon- 
si rate above everything else the extent to 
which England’s Queen lias outlived her 
contemporaries. It calls forth memories of 
dynasties that have been overthrown and 
of kingdoms that have disappeared, and 
teems 10 evoke the spectres of a great 
throng of rulers and of celebrated states­
men, all now In their graves, not a few 
of whom have met with terrible deaths at 
the hands of assassins.

The visits paid by foreign rulers and by 
foreign statesmen t<V Her Majesty possess— 
thanks to her absolute and supreme control 
of England's foreign poll Icy as described In 
these letters on Sunday last—far more im­
portance than one might be disposed to ac­
cord to them at first sight. For the stay at 
Windsor of nearly every continental mon­
arch has been followed by political conse­
quences. The course of history, Indeed, 
may be said to have been largely Influenced 
by these visits which the Queen receives 
from her brother and sister sovereigns. And 
It is this that renders her book of auto­
graphs, in which, by the way, are com­
prised a number of American signature^ 
so exceptionally Interesting.

Names That Mark Epochs.
The autographs may be regarded as bear­

ing a certain analogy to milestones, since 
they mark so many different epochs, 
more remarkable, for instanc 
changes which have fallen to 
the reigning house of Prussia during the 
near sixty years Intervening between the 
visit of King Frederick William IV. to 
attend the baptism of the Prince of Wales, 
and the stay of Emperor William at Wind­
sor during the week that baa just come to 
h close ?

At the time when this King was a guest 
of Quçen Victoria, Prussia was In every 
sense of the word n second -rate power. 
Frederick William, In fact, was almost 
abject In his subserviency to the German 
Emperor at Vienna and his brother-indaw. 
Czar Nicholas X. As far as the Imperial 
house of Hapshurg was concerned, he seem­
ed to be niiable to forget that his 
tors had until within a little -more than a 
hundred years held ibe position of cup­
bearer to the Emperor at Vienna, and been 
romeplled to stand at State banquets behind 
the imperial chair, doing duty, If not as a 
mental, at any rate as a mere vassal.

As for his attitude toward Russia, he per­
mitted himself to be bullied and browbeat­
en to such an extent by the Czar that be 
did not venture tp make, any step, even in 
his own dominions, without the sanction of 
his Impcrlottf brother-in-law. So great 
was the contempt tn which Prussia was 
held that at the time of the congress of 
great powers held In Parts at the conclu­
sion of the Crimean war. King Frederick 
William’s plenipotentiaries were not 
mltted to the meeting, on the ground that 
Prussia was not a power of sufflctqpt Im­
portance to warrant her receiving any such 
privilege.

A Pope and Four Csara.
The name of the present Pope, while still 

Papal Nuncio to the- Brussels Court, and 
those of no less than four Czars of Russia 
are to be found in Victoria’s autograph 
book. The first is that of Emperor Nicho­
las I., who arrived in England without 
warning to visit the Queen in 1644. To this 
day the object of hU trip remains more 
or less of a state secret. But It is gener­
ally believed that he came for the purpose 
of discovering how the ground lay in con­
nection with his designs upon Constanti­
nople, and that he quitted Windsor more 
or less disappointed by the failure of hlS 
mission.

The impression which he created upon 
the Queen does not seem to have been alto­
gether agreeable. At any rate, her pub­
lished diary leads to that Inference.

His son and successor came to Windsor 
30 years later, shortly after the marriage 
of his only daughter to Queen Victoria's 
second son.

Alexander III. was a frequent visitor to 
Windsor and likewise to Osborne before he 
ascended the throne, while the present au­
tocrat of Russia, a grandson by marriage 
of the Queen, has visited her once at Bal­
moral since he became Emperor, but spent 
whole months at Windsor while he was 
courting the lovely Princess, now his wife. 
It Is to the affectionate relations then es­
tablished between Young Nicholas and the 
venerable Queen that is largely due the 
maintenance of peace between Russia and 
Great Britain—two countries which find 
themselves in rivalry nnd opposition In 
nearly every quarter of the globe.

Recalls Many Tragedies.
One of the most dramatic things about 

this book of the Queen’s is the fact that so 
many of the personages who have signed 
their names therein have met thgir deaths 
through violence. Indeed, many are the 
grim tragedies that are called to mind 
when one peruses Its pages. Taking them 
at haphazard, there is that, to the Queen, 
least welcome of all the guests whom she 
ever entertained at 
Ed-Din, Shah 
shot down only a fewr years ago by a reli­
gious fanatic. Then there is the late 
tan, Abdul Aziz, who stayed at the castle 
in 1807, and who was done to death nine 
years later in his palace at Constantinople 
with a pair of long, sharp, concave-bladed 
Oriental scissors.

Czar Alexander II. had the entire lower 
portion of his body blown to pieces by 
Nihilist bombs in 1881, while Empress 
Elizabeth of Austria was stabbed to the 
heart at Geneva but a little more than a 
year ago.
Queen, and, In spite of everything assert­
ed to the contrary, was on terras of warm 
friendship and continuous correspondence 
with her.

young Prince Imperial of France was 
killed by the Zulus in South Africa while 
wearing the Queen’s livery as one of the 
officers of her army. He was one of her 
special favorites, and might have become 
her son-in-law had he lived.

King Pedro of Portugal succumbed to poi­
son so shortly after returning to-, Lisbon 
from a visit to Windsor Castle that a doubt 
has always remained as to whether the 
polsou was not actually administered to 
him while still in England by some Portu­
guese conspirators.

Other Violent Deaths.
King Louis of Bavaria, whose death by 

drowning has never been satisfactorily ex­
plained to this day, figures Ijfr the book, and 
so does Ms cousin, the iil-tuied Crown 
Prince Rudolph of Austria, who blew out 
his brains at Mayerllng on discovering that 
Baroness Marie Vetsera had poisoned her­
self. He had visited Windsor only two 
years previously, at the time of the Queen’s 
jubilee.

His uncle, Archduke Maximilian, who suf­
fered death by shooting at Querctaro, after 
reigning as Emperor of Mexico, spent a 
week at Windsor In 1S57, and in her diary 
the Queen speaks most highly of him, say­
ing: “We have become great friend*.” His 
consort, who Is the Queen’s first cousin, 
h;is for 3U years been under res ralnt as a 
lunatic. The Duchess of Alencou, of whom 
the Queen was particularly fond, and who, 
when staying at Bushy Park—loaned to her 
father-in-law, the Duke of Nemours, by 
Her Majesty—used often to go over to 
Windsor, was burnt to death In the terrible 
Charity Bazaar conflagration at Paris.

Prince Baldwin of Belgium, another near 
kinsman of Her Majesty and a signer of 
the book, lost his life by a revolver bullet 
in an adventure of a questionable character 
in a mansion of the Avenue Louise at Brus- 
sWs, while at least two of the Qucea’s 
former guests at Windsor—namely : Arch­
duke John of Austria and the late Land­
grave of Hesse—have vanished at sea with­
out leaving any clew as to their fate.

Many more names could be cited that call 
forth equally tragic memories, but these 
will suffice to explain why the Queen’s 
grandchildren should have nicknamed 
so unique volume as “Grandmamma’s Ceme­
tery.”

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HIs Visit to Windsor.
King Frederick William was at the out­

set of his reign when he visited Qneen Vic­
toria at Windsor In 1842. Six years later 
he was a prisoner In the hands of the 
people of bis capital and forced to pav 
homage to the dead bodies of the men, 
women and children who had been shot 
down by his troops. And during that time 
his brother, William, who eventually suc­
ceeded him on the throne, wns obliged to 
flee for his life to England, where he In his 
turn enjoyed for n time the hospitality of 
Queen Victoria, and wrote his name In her 
autograph book.'

The closing years of the reign of King 
Frederick William IV. were darkened by 
Insanity of the most violent description. 
William became first, King of Prussia, nnd 
then, after 1870, German Emperor, appro­
priating at Versailles a dignity which had 
been for centuries the most highly prized 
possession of the House of Hapsbtirg.

Before old Emeperor William passed down 
to the tomb he had wrested the Duchies 
of Schleswig and Holstein from Denmark, 
and had annexed to his dominions not 
merely two of France’s most prosperous 
provinces, hut likewise the 
Brunswick and of Nassau, the electorate 
of Hess, nnd the kingdom of Hanover, driv­
ing poor Mind King George, a first cousin 
of Queen Victoria, and likewise one of the 
signers of her visitors' book, Into the exile 
In which he died.

Before 
he was 16 years old he 1rad passed with 
honors his final examination In the Govern­
ment College of Preceptors. He tjjan took 
his degree as doctor of philosophy—bende 
his title—»nd also qualified as a teacher of 
drawing and gymnastics.

In 1884, the Transvaal being In need of 
educated officials, who could conduct the 
business of the republic, he was appointed 
State Attorney of the South African Re­
public.

He set salt j for what was to him an 
Eldorado. He was poor, but he did not re­
main so long. The fates were propitious. 
Soon after he reached Pretoria and was 
sworn into office, he gauged accurately the 
material which he was employed to mold 
Into shape—unpromising at first, but with 
Illimitable possibilities of which he was 
not slow to take advantage.

He soon began to assert hmself. Dr. 
Lcyds of Pretoria In a few months became 
a butterfly.

It would be gross flattery to say that Dr. 
Leyds was popular in Pretoria. ’But that 
shrewd old man, Uncle Paul, appreciated 
him after a while, and he had his way.

Socially Dr. Leyds has always been aided 
by his wife, Dutch by birth and an ex­
traordinary linguist. It was at one time 
reported that Dr. and Mrs. (or Mevorouw) 
Leyds between them spoke over a dozen 
languages, Pretoria Is not a literary town, 
and the centres of culture are few. The 
Salon Leyds was therefore all the more 
welcome as a haven of sweetness and light.

Tais convention was called together to 
examine Into the expediency of iorbidding 
the use of certain projectiles in times oi 
war between civilized nations, and the 
principle governing it was that the use oi 
weapons which /uselessly aggravate the 
sufferings of wounded men or render their 
death inevitable” is contrary to the laws 
of humanity.Accordingly the contracting parties 
gaged “mutually to renounce in case of war 
among themselves the employment by their 
military or naval troops of any projectile 
of a weight below 400 grammes (a litile less 
than a pound) which is either explosive or 
charged with fulminating or lndammable 
substances.” The magazine rifle, the ma­
chine gun, tilgh explosives ,for artillery 
shells, mines and similar inventions lor car-, 
rylng on war are not legislated against, 
but solely the small explosive bullet, on the 
ground that the object of war is to disable 
the greatest number possible, but not to 
render recovery from wounds impossible, 
or to Increase their severity.

The hffch explosive thus 
called from the name of the small Kentish 
town and gunnery centre where the experi­
ments with It were made is nothing else 
than piertc add brought into a dense state 
by fusion. Picric acid is a bright yellow 
substance freely used In peaceful industries 
for dyeing purposes. It is obtained by the 
action of nitric acid on phenol or carbolic 
acid. It burns violently, and, owing to 
the tremendous blast produced by the ex­
plosion, the destructive effect of a bursting 
shell filled with At to some eleven times 
greater than that of a shell filled with 
powder. * _

Common shells of forged steel filled with 
lyddite are used with six and nine and two- 
tenths inch breech-loading guns and with 
howitzers; also with four to six inch quick- 
firing guns. Now, we have none of the 
first mentioned—for land service proper, 
guns of phecision—up at the frofft; neither 
have we yet displayed any of our field 
howitzer batteries. Therefore, the lyddite 
shells of which Joubert complains must 
have been fired from the four to six inch 
quick-firing guns^ which the naval -brigade 
so opportunely brought with them.

A pamphlet for the direction of the 
schools has been compiled by the Advisory

bodying some general principles for school­
room decoration,! and giving a long list of 
suitable productions and cases from the best 
kiicwu worts of art of the Italian, Flemish, 
Dutch, German, Spanish, French and Eng­
lish schools, and also a list of pictures of 
architectural and other subjects of his­
torical and art Interest.

Accompanying the pamphlet are also a 
ni n.bcr of schemes of color for schoolrooms, 
designed by four competent artists and ap- 

I proved by the Board. These schemes. It Is 
hoped, will be reproduced in color and pro­
ceed with the pamphlet to the six thousand 
or more schools tn the province whither It 
is destined, on the authority of the Minis­
ter of Education.

The original league of Kosedale was mean­
while engaged in re-decorating its kinder­
garten room—a room 24 x 42 feet, after a 
scheme of color designed by C. H. Acton 
Bend, architect, and A. Cox, O. S. A., mem­
bers of the Advisory Board. The School 
Board, through their superintendent of 
buildings, obligingly and fittingly removed 
all the interior woodwork and consigned to 
oblivion, we trust, tbe yards of blackboard 
which had previously decorated the room, 
making no other stipulation than that their 
representative should be consulted regarding 
the work.

In Ihe general color scheme green pre­
dominates, all the woodwork, Including the 
doors, being in tones of olive green The 
dado between the chair rail and base Is 
formed of green stained burlap, edged 
with green mouldings. The color of the 
filling above Is of reddish brown with peach­
like bloom In which a skilful admixture of 
blue Is combined with the warmer tints 
making a suitable background for the pres­
ent collection of reproductions. The frieze 
above tbe picture moulding Is a warm buff 
color. The panelled celling of lighter huff 
Is ribbed with mouldings in green tints 
which run Into snd help to form part of a 
wooden cornice around the entire room

The Khalifa was 
found shot through the head, heart, arms 
and legs, afld the emirs were lying beside 
h'm. The members of Ma bodyguard -were 
all dead in front of them. General Win­
gate’s forces swept over them without 
reccgMzing the Khalifa and Ms emirs, but 
they were identified later. The Khalifa ls 
described as of medium height, strong and 
stout, of light brown color, and wearing a 
long, grey beard.

Manchester Service.
„v The Manchester Corporation has been 
S'*! chartered by the Brltlsn Government as a 
,v transport lor troops and stores to South 

Africa. TMs ls the third steamer of the 
Manchester Liners, Limited, now employed 
as a troopship by the Admiralty.

The latest development ot tne Canada- 
Manchester trade was the trial trip on Wed­
nesday last of the Manchester Commerce, 
the fifth steamer specially built for this 
trade. Her carrying capacity ls about 8500 
gross tons, and she Is ntted up with every 
modem Improvement, Including large cold 
storage chambers for the carriage ot chilled 
meat, dressed poultry butter, apples, fruit, 
etc. On conclusion of the trial trip, which 
was ln every respect satisfactory, the Man- 
ci ester Commerce steamed away on her 
maiden voyage to Halifax, N.S., and St.

Five Huntingdon Mills.
From the stamp mill the pulp passes to

From the per­
colating tanks the tailings are sluiced off and 
the cyanide solution Itself ls pumped back 
Into storage tanks, there to be brought up 
to standard strength by the addition of 
further cyanide, and to be used over again 
ln treating succeeding lots of pulp.

When I asked Mr. Wyatt what values he 
expected to save in his mill, he replied that 
he figured on getting 20 to 30 per cent, of 
bis gold on the plates, and from 60 to 70 
per cent, hi the cyanide treatment,.or,Horn 
87 per cent, to 95 per cent.

stocks and tbe Tobacco Mocks.

Conditions In the money market were 
responsible for the dulness In the stock 
market. The advance In the Bank of Eng­
land rate from 5 to 6 per cent, was not 
unexpected, but was confirmation of a dis­
agreeable anticipation from.the stock mar­
ket point of View. It Is accepted 
flcatlon of the Bank of England s policy to 
keep control of the open money market with 
the purpose of keeplnt up rates, so as to 
attract funds to London for the future 
needs of that market. Including the coming 
annual settlements and the requirements 
of the Government for the South 
war expenditures. Sterling exchange, both 
here and In Paris, hardened In reap 
the conditions In London, where, hi 
the money rate reacted «tightly from yes­
terday'» level. The rate for money In 
New York did not rise above 6 per cent., 
and preliminary estimates make ft evident 
that to-morrow's bank statement will re­
flect a still further Improvement in the con­
dition of the banks, t

McIntyre & Wardwell say ;
The market was dull and Irregular to-day 

and showed for the first time tin several 
days a return of apathetic conditions and a 
sagging tendency to values in the main. 
The action of the Bank of England yes­
terday in raising its rate of dtlscount from 
5 to 6 per cent, was rather unexpected, 
and had a depressing effect on general 
sentiment here, as rtell as In that market, 
as It revived talk of gold exports In the 
near future, ns a result of the hardening 
monetary conditions on the continent a* 
well as that centre. There was not much 
reflection of this situation In the foreign 
exchange market here to-day, but rates 
were firmer, and a large number of loans 
made by foreign houses In the call money 
market were called to-day, and London was 
a seller of stocks on balance here to the ex­
tent of about 20,000 shares, against a buyer 
of about 45,000 shares on Tuesday and Wed­
nesday. The prospect of another very fav­
orable bank statement on Saturday helped 
to offset these depressing features, bnt at 
the same time It did not have ranch In­
fluence In stimulating any Improvement In 
the outside speculative or Investment de­
mand. As a consequence the market was 
In the hands of the professional trading ele­
ment most of the day, and ns the majority 
of that class of traders Jnst now are against 
the market and the leading operator Is In­
clined to again assume an aggressive at­
titude on the bear side the Improving tend­
ency of the market In snots recently wan 
cheeked and a number of stocks developed 
weakness.

Bartlett. Frazier ft Co. (J. A. MucKeltnrl. 
21 Meltndn-street. received by private wire 
tbe following despatch :

Of course the advance by the Bank of 
Ungland of the discount rate from 5 to 6 
per cent, over our holiday overshadowed 
every other consideration at the opening, 
and was the cause of mneh nnea«Inesa as to 
what the Immediate effect would be op o-r 
market. Contrary to the almost universal 
opinion, the stock market opened firm, at 
only slight concessions, then rallied above 
the previous closing prices. Selling orders 
from commission houses were plentiful at 
the opening, bnt were quickly absorbed, 
and It was soon evident thait strong sup­
port would be given to the present decline. 
Room traders were quick to size tip the 
situation, buying moderately In hopes of 
catching the tarn, and in this they were 
successful, as prices gradually Improved In 
a number of stocks. The advance In the 
Bank of England rate Is more Important 
than appears on the face of It. Berlin and 
Paris are likely to quickly follow London's 
lead: otherwise they would lose heavily 
to the English metropolis, and that they 
cannot afford at this time, especially Ber­
lin. with this advance to discount' abroad, 
American stocks are very likely to he offer­
ed for sale, which will necessarily affect 
our market adversely. Another phase of 
the situation Is. that with Interest rate« 
high on the other side we cannot look 
for Imports of gold, and again It will he 
necessary to maintain a good stiff rate 
here to prevent gold exnorts. notwithstand­
ing that En rone Is largely In our debt, pay­
ment of which It would be unwise to de­
mand at this Juncture.
