On Saturday 490 Cars Were Sent
East and on Sunday 495.
Winnipeg, Noyv. 4.—The C.P.R. report the
receipts at the elevators on Saturday last
to have amounted to 320,000 bushels, and
there is now in store at the elevators
west of here 4,825,000 bushels. The num-
ber of cars sent east on Saturday were
490, and on Sunday 4905, which is the

largest number ever sent in one day.
The receipts at Fort Willlam during the
week ending Nov. 2 were 1,229,547 bushels,
the shipments 1,812,602 bushels, and there
is now in store at the lake elevators 1,-
624,535 bushels. These figures are also
records. Last year for the corresponding
week the figures were : Receipts 338,765
bushels, shipments 290,815 bushels and
in store 1,060,000 bushels.

IN CASE OF DEATH OF J.C.DUGGAN

Whoe Was Run Over by Church-
Street Car om Oct. 19 and Died
¥Four Days Later.

. Acting under instructions from ¢Crown
Attorney Curry, Detective Black vesterday
swore to informations charging Superinten-
dent James Gunn of the Toronto Railway
Company and Motorman Herbert C. Bauer,
102 Birch-avenue, with manslaughter in
connection with the death of James Cor-
melius Duggan, the tailor, who was run
down by a south-bound ecar at <hurch and
Gould-streets on Saturday night, Oct. 19,
and died in St. Michael's Hospital on
Oct. 23.
Result of Verdict,
The action was taken as & result of the
verdict returned by Coroner Spencer’s jury :
who entered into the ecircumstances sur-
rounding the fatality at the hospital on
the night following the death of Duggan.
At the inquest, Motorman Baucr said his
car was running about five or six miles an
hour when Duggan was run down. He
noticed deceased crossing the street when
he was about 12 feet away. Altho he ramg
the bell, reversed the brakes and pumped
sand on the tracks, Duggan was run down
and fatally injured.
Fenders Are Useless.

The jury’'s verdict wag as follows ;; ““We
find that J. C. Duggan came to ais death
at St. Michael's Hospital on Oct. 23, 1601,
from injuries received by heing acciden-
tally struck by car No. 692, in charge of
Motorman Bauer. Yonr jury are of the
opinjon that this car was ron at too high
a rate, and that the cars are not equipned
with proper fenders, and we aereby censure
the motorman of the car and the Torouto
Railway Company.”’

The summonses, which were served on
Superintendent Gunn and Motormman --auer
fast night, are returnable in the Police
Court at 10 a.m. to-morrow.

REFORMS IN RUSSIA.

Less Rigorouns Censorship Over Lit-
erature in Free Libraries,
Londofl, Nov. 4.—The Russian MInistry
of BEducation, says a despatch from Odessa
to The Times, sanctions the circulation on
a wider scale of popular ‘literature in the
free Hbraries.

8o dense was it that a walk into the
streets was an adventure. The fog de-
scended upon the streets of the metropolis
and the suburbs so thickly that between
4 and 5 o'clock in the afternoon the prin-
cipal avenues of traffic resembled the
steamroom of a Turkish bath.

Hundreds of thousands . of London’s
suburban population vainly endeavored to
grope their way to the railway stations.
The few who succeeded found the trains
all stalled. Around Trafalgar Bquare and
the House of Parliament scenes unparallel-
ed for years were witnessed. Hundreds
of omnibuses, cabs, carts and wagons
formed am {inextricable and immovable
mass. The mounted police, in trying to
clear away the jam, got lost themselves.
Many vehicles were in collision. The
drivers, not knowing where they were,
stood at the heads of their horses, patient-
ly awaliting the Ilifting of the prematurc
darkness.

Lanterns were at a preminm. Newsboys
transformed their papers into temporary
torches. Highwaymen pursued their voca-
tion. Casualties were frequent, and even
hardened Londoners freely expressed a
dread of the continuance of such fogs,
which to-day reached a climax.

If the fog had not lifted somewhat to-
ward night, London would have been so
congested that the housing resources, com-

modious as they are, would have been

taxed beyond their limits by the forced ac- |-

Champions of Vice Have an Im-

Chicago, Nov. 4.—Walter Wellman sizes
up the New York election in a two-column
despatch to The Record-Herald. He says:
New York is to be freed from the most
iniquitous rule that ever disgraced a civil-
ized community, or is to be sunk lower
and lower in the scale of civic morality.
If this giant city cannot now shake off
the corrupt oligarchy that has fastened
itself wpon It, then hope may be aban-
doned. The conditions are nmow as favor
able to Tammany’s overthrow as they cau

ever be hoped to be. The contest is un-
deniably one between the decent part of
the community and the part that proresses
indecency.

Of the quarter of a million voters wino
are sure to cast their ballots for Shepard,

London, Nov. 4.—What is regarded as an
important announcement, preparing the
people of Grealt Britain for mew taxes and
fresh loams, was made to-night by the
Chancellor of the Ixchequer, Sir Michael
Hicks-Beach, in a speech at Bristol.

future.

“It #till
drags on, It may he, whem next year
comes, that I may have to ask the people
of this country to bear even greater burd-
ens and-to make even greater sactifices.”
Str Michael Hicks-Beach announced“that
the gevernment was communicating with °
the authorities in South Africa with &
view to a change of the situation of the
concentration camps and to an ameliora-
tion of their conditions.

THE PROPOSED SETTLEMENT.
Under the law as it stands the city is

entitled to a reduction in the price of gae
when certain conditions arise. It is more
than five years since these conditions were
such as to justify a reduction of at least
fifteen cents per thousand feet. The word-
ing of the statute under which our rights
are guaranteed is quite plain, and there
is no doubt the company had wilfully dis-
regarded the obligations imposed upon it
under the statute.- Altho we had this
statute in our favor, and altho the com-
pany was manifestly liable to the city In
a very large sum for its failure to reduce
the price of gas from time to time—in
spite of these facts the company treats
the city with contempt; tells us that the
statute is a matter of no importance, that
it was never made to be lived up to, that
it is, in short, a. worthless document as
far as the city’'s rights are concerned.
The company, however, is anxious to get
rid of litigation, and it proposes a settle-
ment. The features of this settlement are
a reduction of ten cents per thousand feet
.and a new statute. According to the com-
pany's contention the present statute is
worthless. The statute which it is pro-
posed to substitute must be equally worth-
less, because it is the same kind of an in-
strument, passed by the same Legisla-
ture, and enforced and interpreted by the
same Board of Directors in their chambers
in Toronto-street. A statute, the enforce-
ment of- which is delegated to a body
whose interests are antagonistic to those
of the ecity is practically no good. Be-
sides, the new features which it Is propos-
ed to add to this statute are more favor-
able to the company than to the city. The
company is allowed to pile up a higher
reserve fund and otherwise entrench itself
more strongly than ever behind its im-
mense profits. The only concession of any
tangible value offered by the company -is
a prospective reduction of ten cents in the
price of gas. But if these statutes are
what they purport to be we would have
had a reduction of at least fifteen cents
five years ago. The proposed  settlement
igs a cowardly surrender by the city to the
plutocratic directors of the Gas Company.
If the city’s case had been handled by
a fighter the company would have long
ago got on its knees and come to terms.
Our failure to prosecute the case in the
courts with assiduity has worked to the
advantage of the company, SO much so
that unless we accept the company’s terms
the city stands exactly where it did four
or five years ago. Had we gone ahead
with the case it would long ago have reach-
ed finality and we would have had & de-
cision as to whether these statutes of our
Legislature are ag, weorthless as the com-
pany contends they are. For our part
we maintain that the city’s only reason-
able course was to ascertain its rights
under the statute gf1887.. While the com-
pany says that statute is practically
worthless and can be violated at will, yet
its anxiety to get rid of the litigation and
ite offer to reduce the price of gas by ten
cents shows that it is not quite ready to
put its theories to a judicial test. These
compromises with the Gas Company and
Street Railway Company are evidences of
subserviency and cowardice on the part
of the city's representatives. The reduc-
tion of the price of gis by ten per cent.

What
the Southern whites apprehend, and their
apprehepsion sometimes rising almost to
the point of terrov, is that social recogni-

tion of the negro may lead to a feeling |

and The New Orleans Times-Democrat de-
clares, in commenting on the dinner ineci-
dent, that “‘the Southern people will dedi-

cate their lives, their fortunes and their |

sacred honor to protect themselves and

their descendants from a barbarism that |
The J

would be worse than annihilation.”
Richmond Times explains the Southern
feeling over the incident as follows :

“Jt means that the President is willing
that megroes shall mingle freely. with
whites in the social ecircle—that white
wemen may receive attentions from negro
men. It means that there is no racial
reuson In his opinion why whites and
blacks may not marry and intermarry,
why the Anglo-Saxon may not mix negro
blood with his blood. That is what abol-
ishing the color line means, and all the
special pleading in the world will not alter
the fact.

“It is a very simple and insignificaht
thing to President Roosevelt- and his de-
fenders that he has recefved a negro In
his household upon terms of social equal-
ity, and perhaps it is a simple and insigni-
ficant thing to the people of the North.
But If we of the South should adopt this
doctrine, if we should agree to abolish
color Hne and wipe out all racial
distinctions, it would mean sooner or later
social demoralization and the degeneration
of the proud white race Into a race of
mulattoes. The white race of the South
must preserve Iits integrity or suffer an-
nihilation.

‘““This is nmot hysterical talk; it is plain
fact, which every Southerner and every
sensible man elsewhere who will meet the
question face to face must" appreciate.”

The feeling expressed in the above para-
graphs runs thru the comments of the
newspapers in all parts of the South, and
{s expressed outspokenly in The Louisville
Courler-Journal, The Memphis Secimitar,
The Houston Post, The Atlanta Journal
and many other papers.

When Rev. W. Friz-
zell asked the president, Rev. Dr. Turn-
bull, if the Committee on Gambling, had
been called, Dr. Turnbull said *“Ne,” be-
cause too much prominence had been given
to it by the press, and they were in
consequence too well watched at present
to do anything effective.

The secretary, Rev. H. F. Thomas, said
that several ministers had asked him to
bring up the question of the presence of
reporters. They would not attend if the
meetings were public.

Rev. P. C. Parker ridiculed the idea of
closed door meetings, and it was admitted
that when the press were excluded the |
ministers referred to did not attend. The | 246
medtings will continue to be open.

Rev. Alf. Gandier criticized pulpit me-
thods and advocated the need of being
more direct in preaching agalnst sin. There
was too much deference to the sensibilities
of the pew by thé pulpit. The evils he
desired arraigned were extravagance, sel-
fish luxury, gambling and Sabbath dese-
cration.

“During the last session of Parliament,
eighty gentlemen, many of them mere dele-
gates, paid to give a vote, came to the
House of Commons, led by a man who
openly prayed for the success of the Boers,
for the defeat the British forces. The
rank and file were there, by their own
confession, to destroy the efficiency of the
House of Commons—to degrade it, if pos-
gible, to their own level. The policy of
this party is clear enough—it is the policy
of the Boers, except that they fight with
their tongues and not with -their swords.
[Cheers.] These gentlemen would wear us
out. They think they can force us to sur-
render by making themselves a nuisance.
Ladies and gentlemen, I think myself that
they mistake the resolution of the British
people. | Cheers.]

“We shall know how to deal with them.
[Loud cheers.] But what is the attitude
of the leaders of a great British party
who, in face of these men, take up an at-
titude of tacit acquiescence? [‘‘Shame!’’]
They tell us that they claim their inde-
pendence. A pretty attitude for British
politiclans—so detached, so careless, that
they are ready to be independent of the
enemies of their country!

“1 cannot conceal, I cannot find words to

the prle' both of Scotland and England,
in the course of this struggle—[cheers|—
their patience, their determination, their
resolution. They have not been moved by
artificial panies; they have not been moved
by the opposition, or by ecriticism cither
from our enemies abroad or from our false
friends at home. They have never flinched
from the sacrifices which war involves—and
this war, perhaps, more than many others—
and in spite of the delays and the disap-
pointments, which have been so eagerly
seized upon by some of our opponents, they
have not abated omne jot or tittle of the
resolution with which they entered upon
this struggle. = [Cheers.] And we. ladles
and gentlemen, the government, your ser-
vants, we have ne of your encourage-
ment.”

Mr. Chamberlain then devoted himself to
the congenial task of dissecting the various
sections of his oppoments, taking tht pro-
Boers first, because they ‘‘stand before
Europe as the representatives of the Lib-
eral party” thru their noisiness :

The Liberal Imperinlists.

“There remaln the Liberal Imperialists.
If they had the courage of their opinions
they would save the Liberal party.
th Imperialism is always in brackets.
[Cheers.] They tell us that they admit
the justice of the war, and, admitting the
justice of the war, it is their duty to sup-
port the only government executive which
is to carry out the war. Amd yet you find
them jolning every attack that is made
against the government. They are willing
to co-operate with Irishmen, pro-Boers and
Little Englanders whenever they think they
can put the government in a hole. Ladles
and gentlemen, in my opinion—and, I think,
in the opinion of this country—the situation
is quite too serious for manoeuvring of this
kind. This is not the time for half-mea-
sures or half-hearted men. The war is just,
or it 1s unjust. If it Is just, give to the
government, at all events for a time, your
unswerving support. If It is unjust, then
there is nothing between you and the pro-
Boers, who at least have the honesty to
say what they mean. In that case it is
your duty to admit your mistake, give up
all for which you have been contending,
call back your armlies, yes, and, 1 suppose,
compensate the Boers for the trouble ana
expense to which they have been put in
invading our territory. [Laughter.]

The Two Mistakes.

“There Is still another class of ecrities
with whom I have to deal-the candid
friends the members of our own household,
who are so afraid of spoiling the child that
the rod Is never out of their hands. [Laugh-
ter.] In the first place, they say we, the
government, did not foresee the length of
this war or the diffienities of the war; and,
in the second place, they say that we have
not donme all we ought to have done, and
that we are not doing all we ought to do
in order to bring the war to a conclusion.

“Ag to the first charge, 1 plead guilty. I
admit frankly that we were not wise
enough to plerce into the future further
than the rest of the world. What others
did mot see we failed to see. But it was
not for want of trying. We consulted
everybody who by any possibility could be
considered an authority upon this subject.
We saw and spoke to Boers and Afrikan-
ders, British subjects and loyalists, wheth-
er Dutch or Engiish, civillans and soldiers,
and I say that, as far as I know, there was
not one single man who was entitled to the
slightest confidence or even pretended to
be an authority upon the subject who an-
ticipated the prolonged resistance which
we have Incurred. [Cries of ‘Butler.’]

General Butler.

The speaker permitted himself to be dl-
verted from his argument :

“There's another fable. [Great laughter.]
A distinguished general {s to be quoted, not
on his own authority, without his leave, by
some person who perhaps has never seen
him, as having predicted all that has hap4
pemed. I wish 1 knew that general wyself.
¥t seems to me that we stand very much in
neéed of . men who can predict the future
and turn out -afterwards not to be false
prophets. But we did not meet with him
at the time—-[laughterj—and even later it
was the same thing when Lord Roeberts
came home. [Cheers.] When he had prac-
tically destroved anything in the nature of
organized resistance, when the Boer gov-
ernments were in flight, when every prin-
cipal town was in our hands, when the
| communications were held by our soldlers,
when we had tens of thousands of prison-
ers, we thought®that the war was practi-
i cally at an end—[cheers]—and we said so,
|and we were mistaken, and so was every-
| body else. [Cheers.] 1t Is very easy to he
| wise after the event, but at that time we
lassumed, in accordance, I believe, with
every historical precedent, that the men—
who were brave men, but at the same time
ghrewd men—whom we had defeated, would
accept their defeat, would accept the gen-
erous terms that we offered to them, would
accept a settlement which wonld have heen
for the advantage of thefw countrys.

“They unfortunately were encouraged to
further resistance, they were encouraged by

{ hope of foreign intervention, and when that
failed them, by the expectation that there
would be a change in the feelings of the
people of this country, that this govern-
ment would be turned out, and that anoth-
er government would come in and wm_nd h'e‘
willing to repeat the story of Majuba.
[Cheers.]

Nothing Left Undone.

The speaker turned aside to pay a tribute
to a brave foe, and continued :

“But if 1 admit that we underestimated
the resistance which we had to meet, I
utterly repudiate the charge that the gov-
ernment has left anything undone we he-
| lieve would be likely or could possibly con-
| duce to an earlier termination of the war.
| [Cheers.] Of course we could at any time
| have ended the war by conceding every-
| thing that wag asked for. There is an esay

Some Foreign Examples,

Dealing with the comp’aint that the gov-

*If it were charged against s that we
had ignored their advice, that we had
failed to give them the assistance and the
compensation” which they desired, I should
say It was a serious charge. There is an-
other charge which does undoubtedly affect
the government—that we have been too
lenient towards our opponeats; that we
have not dealt with rebels or with ‘he
guerllln bands with sufticlent severity.
hat is our responsibility; that is the pol-
icy of the government which is questioned.
There is no subject which has given us
greater anxiety. I think that the time has
come—I{s coming—when measures of groater
severity may be necessary,and if that time
comes, we can find precedents for any-
tLing that we may do in the actions of
those nations who now criticize our ‘bar-
b’ariry' and ‘eruelty,” but whose example in
}ol.’md, in the Caucasus, in Almeria, In
Tonquin, in Bosnia, in the Franco-German
war, we have never even approached. But
it seems to me that the governing consid-
crations ought to be whether such meas-
ures will really conduce to quicken the
progress of the war. Otherwise, I don’t
suppose that even the most. extreme man
would suggest that we should take them:
and we would rather be blamed for being
to.g flo\v than for being too fast.

“It is unfair and ungenerous not to re-
member that the War Office under Lord
Lansdowne and under Mr. Brodrick, hoth
of whom have done spléndid xervice to thelr
country, has carrled out a task no other
nation in the world would have been cap-
able of.
“When I think of the sacrifices that your
ancestors made in order to, goin this Em-
pire, T will never believe: that yow, their
heirs, will shrink from any effort that may
be necessary to maintain it.”

Treasurer Coady’s Satisfactory Re-
port—Numerous Minor Matters.

TO PARTITION ESTATE,

Will of Roderick McKenzie, Madce
in 1829, Left Property to Four
Daughters.

Nov. 2.—Messrs. McGibbon,

Casgrain, Ryan, Mitchell and Surveyer,

acting for Mrs. Willlam Coldwell of Winni-

neg, have taken out a friendly action in
the Superior Court here for the partition
of the estate of the late Roderick Mec-
Kenzie, jr., in his lifetime of Port, Neuf,
Que., chief trader of the Hudson Bay
Company. By his will, made at Quebec,
in 1829, the late Roderick McKenzie leit
his property to his four daughters, and
appointed as his executors James McKenzie
of Quebec and George Simpson, one of
the members of the Hudson Bay Company,
who afterwards became Sir George Simp-
son. Until 1&3 the estate was managed
by James McKenzie. After his death, in
1853, one of the daughters of the late
Roderick McKenzie petitioned the High
Court of Canterbury for letters of ad-
ministration to the estate, which was
then invested in England, and Sir George
Simpson was appointed administrator.
Subsequently, in 1860, Sir George Simp-
son applied to the Superior Court in Mont-
real for the appointment of a curator to
administrate the affairs of the estate,
and wag himself appointed for that pur-
pose. At his death, in 1861, Edward
Martin Hopkins of this city was appoint-
ed in his place, and on the departure of
Hopkins from the province in 1872 the
late George W. Simpson replaced him. On
the death of the latter his executor, Mr.
C. Simpson Garland, broker of this city,
continued . the administratffon until the
present day. Three of the daughters of
toderick McKenzie survive ‘him. One, the
present plaintiff, first married William
Ross, and afterwards married William
Coldwell of Winnipeg. Another marri»d a
man named Spence, and had six children,
some of whom have since died, with or
withont issue. She afterwards married
Jameg Taylor of Arthur postoffice, Gregon,
from which marriage were born four child-
ren.  Another daughter married Ehilip
Kennedy of St. Andrews, Manitoba. ind
died, leaving nine children. There are at
loast thirty defendants to the suit, most
of them being scattered about Manitoba
and the Nortlwest Territorles, ér In
Oregon and Wisconsin. The estate is
valued at somewhat over thirty thousand
dollars, made up of shares in the Bank
of Montreal, Montreal Gas Co. and Mont-
real Investment Trust Co.

LIABILITY FOR GOODS IK TRANSIT.

Overtime of Customs Officers Should
Be Paid by Government.

The Qquestion of who is responsible for
goods destroyed at the Ottawa-Hull fire
while 'In transit was again before the

Board of Trade Council for consideration
yesterday afternoon. The matter was In-
troduced in the report of the Railway and_
Transportation Committee, which stated’
that in a letter received from (. M. Bos-
worth, freight traffic manager of the C.P.
R., it was said that no change c¢an be con-
sidered under the present position of the
railway companies as regards the insurance
risk covering goods in transit, and more
especially as to the various claims arising
out of e Ottawa fire. According to the
information, the committee reported that
all claims arising out of the 4re had been
settled on a basis of 50 cents cn the doi-
lar. As the matter stands at pressnt, ship-
pers are held iiable for their goods which
were destroyed. The report was referred
back to the committee for further comsid-
eration, and to find what parties are liable.
Customs Officials’ Overtime.

The Rallway and Transportation Com-
mittee also reported on the question of
railway and ferry companies paying cus-
toms officials for work done overtime. The
committee in part reported : ‘‘T'he present |
system, ' whereby the railway and ferry
companies are compelled to pay the over-
time of customs officials, is unreasonable,
and It seems to your commiitee that the
government ought to recoguize that traffic
across border is not confinéd to government |
office hours, and, inasmuch as traffic im- |
plies possible smuggling, we ho!d that the
government should protect the revenue at
{ts own expense during all hours of public
movement from place to place.” The prac-
tice of railway and ocean steamship com-
panies gﬂylnz customs house officials who

rd the traing and steamers was, sald
the eommittee, very inconsisteal. 1f the
rule implied anything, it must be that it
was a favor to be permlitted before or after
the time when the government offices open
and close; for, unless it be a priviiege, the

vernment had no moral right to charge
or it. In the United States the cbarge
for the overtime for customsg officlals is
defrayed by the Customs Department, and
does not constitute a charge upon the rail-
way and ferry companies. ‘The committee
was of the opinion that the custom ought
to be abolished, and they recom_mendf\d
that the Toronto board join with the
Windsor Board of Trade, who brought the
matter to the former's attention, in their
efforts to accomplish this end. The report
was adopted.
