ted a report defining his position and 
the position of the brigade. ■ There 
was nothing ambiguous about it. 
read as follows:

“In compliance with your instruc­
tions to report on the Firemen’s Pro­
tective Association, or labor union, 
which has been lately formed in the 
ranks of the fire department, I beg 
leave to report as follows:

*‘I have been ^furnished with a copy 
of the ritual and also the constitution 

‘and laws, and have ascertained from 
the officers of the association^ that 
these are what they are jerking 
under, and I do not think any fair- 
minded man oofuld find fault with, 
either the ritual or constitution when 
applied to their own legitimate pur-, 
pose, but this I do not consider an 
organized and disciplined body of men 
such as the Toronto fire department, di­
rected by their own officers under the 
management of a committee of the peo­
ple's representatives.

There is no doubt whatever that this 
is a labor union, no matter how it 
may be designated; they hold a charter 
from the Trades and Labor Congress of 
Canada, pay a per capita tax to the 
treasurer of said Congress and three of 
the members are éntitled to sit and 
vote in the Trades and Labor Council 
of the City of Toronto, and the ritual 
and constitution and laws are the same 
for this organization gs any other fed­
eral union under the 
Trades and Labor Congress of Canada, 
and I consider a department such as 
ours, paid by the whole' people of the 
city, should not, as a department, be 
organized under op affiiated with any 
society the interests of whose members 
may at any time come in conflict with 
the Interest of any ratepayer in tho 
community, whereby even a suspicion 
may be cast on the impartial mannep 
in" which we perform our duties. Again, 
a large number of the members refuse 
to Join the union, tho every means 
possible has been brought to bear to 
indilce them to do so.

' Nothing Hut Trouble.
This will create union and non-union 

sections in the department, which does 
not speak well for the future harmony 
of the department: indeed, this effect 
is already being' felt, for in stations 
where the majority are union the treat­
ment received by those who refuse to 
Join Is not of that kind or friendly 
manner or spirit that should be dis­
played one to another by /tien not only 
working but living together as are the 
members of this fire department.

Injury to Discipline.
I am decidedly of the opinion that 

the effect of a union sucli as this would 
tend to injure the discipline of the de­
partment- Should any of the members 
be punished for breaking the rules and 
regulations governing the department, 
and an investigation be demanded, the 
evidence would most likely have to be 
given by members of the union, and 
men who are united together and have 
taken an obligation to stand to one 
another would, In my bpinion, do all In 
their power to mitigate the seriousness 
of the offence, if not deny it altogether, 
and members likely to break the law, 
knowing they could depend on tills, 
would be less careful in living up to 
the letter of the law.

Chief Threatened,
I have'alrendy been threatened with 

the loss of my position If I interfered 
with the union, this from the outside; 
and on the inside threats have been 
made that I will not be allowed to run 
the department as at present, and that 
the discipline of the department will he 
considerably modified when the union 
gets into proper shape to accomplish 
the purposes that some of the members 
have in view.

Rome of tjfé 
Statements made by the deputation 
were, however, not good logic, he said. 
Practically all they have accomplished 
is power to strike. Strikes had been 
made necessary by the unfortunate 
competitive system under which we 
live, and private greed. There was no 
competitive system wljere the firemen 
are concerned, and they have no greedy 
employer. They are employed by the 
whole community, of which they are a 
part. They are working for themselves 
and under themselves. If you could 
develop the same conditions in ordin­
ary walks of life, there would be no 
necessity for unions. There was no 
need for arUnion of firemen. They are 
public guardians of the property of the 
whole community. Firemen should be 
paid high and well, and should not com­
bine together, and they should have to 
obey the chief. When there is warfare 
between capital and labor a public 
body, such as the firemen, should not 
take sides any more than police or 
sptdlers should. He would favor leav­
ing the matter entirely to the chief 
To form a union of firemen would he 
n Mow to trades unionism, for it would 
créait’ a suspicion on unionism, and 
also on the firemen, no matter how

Who Should Pay the Tuxes?
X “Two political parties have taken 

jjossession of the country, and they 
think that they should govern to suit 
their own sweet will, whether it is In 
the country’s interest or not. Some per­
sons make use of either T>arty for self- 
aggrandizement. They are not satis­
fied with a fair living, but desire to 
own and control everything and every 
one else, and ask the government to 
assist them to do it. Solne have been 
so successful along this line that to-day 
we have many millionaires in Canada.
I do flot think that life Is long enough 
for one man to earn a million dollars, 
either by his hands or brain, unless he 
gets a clinch on someone or something.
Monopolies are being created * by 
schemes In spite of the best govern­
ments, and the people seem to be help­
less. We wantjno radical measures In­
troduced to prevent Individuals from 
honestly and legitimately accumulating ■ 
wealth, but we should see that those j 
persons who have wealth should pay 
taxes to ‘ the Dominion government In 
proportion to their wealth. Farmers 
and working men with larg^ families 
are obliged to sonsume-n large amount 
of dutiable goods, atnj. therefore, piiy 
heavily to the Dominion taxes.

» Away With the Lobby.
“If there is one thing more than an­

other that should r^jse a kick £r 
the Canadian farmer Jt Is the lobbying 
that takes place at the seats of govern-- 
ment. Governments must feel much 
annoyed to know that an army of men 
are hanging around the Parliament,
Houses for the purpose of button-dol­
ing, coaxing and cajoling the members 
to assist them to tyring something from 
the government that belongs to the peo­
ple. Perhaps the remedy would be to 
elect men as representatives who would 
resent any interference with their dut­
ies. It must be very humiliating to 
an honest politician to know that un­
principled men in his party have been 
guilty of stuffing the ballot boxes and 
committing other crimes for the purpose 
of keeping or placing their party-. In 
power. ^1’lie utmost rigor of the law 
should be dealt out to those convicted.
One BT the objectionable systems of 
party grfvernmept is the subscription to 
the election fund by both parties, to 
which mAi with an a* to grind or who 
are looking for a pull on the govern­
ment or their party subscribe liberally.
In a Christian and civilized country Hide 
Canada one would be willing to swear 
that such an evil did not exist, but the 
facts are there, nevertheless- Which 
party will have the moral courage to 
Introduce legislation making if a mis­
demeanor for tiny person to subscribeV “Free rural

Badly Abused Cry,
“The vote on thp Liquor Act proved 

that the people of Ontario are in favor 
of temperance legislation and a law to 
strictly prohibit public treating to In­
toxicating liquors should he passed and 
enforced. The cry of ’Canada for the 
Canadians’ seems quite plausible at 
first glance, but when critically exam­
ined has but little weight. Suppose the 
English people were to say ‘England 
for the English.’ and adopt that policy, 
and suppose that the agriculturists of 
Canada, who are fully one-half of the 
population, bad no market but’ their 
own for their produce, how would it 
affect the farmers of Canada? 
much would our farms depreciate in 
value? How much would our wheat, 
beef, cheese, pork, fruit and other pro­
ductions of the farm be worth ? About 
one-half the value would be a fair esti­
mate and a general stagnation would 
follow The law of righteousness and 
not selfishness should govern trade and 
reciprocity with Britain: the noth»r 
land, who l«,our best customer, should 
be encouraged.
