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16 Lives Lost Whgn Engine is
Derailed and Forest Flames
Sweep Over the
Refugees.

ALPENA, Mich,, Oect. 16.—Fifteen
people lost their lives last night in
the burning of the Detroit & Maek-

inaw Railroad relief train, which was
carrying the inhabitants of the little

 Village of Metz, 23 miles north of here,

to safety. from the forest fires which
were sweeping away their homes.
The ill-fated train was ditched by
spreading rails at Nowicki siding, a
few miles south of Metz, and the ter-
rified refugees were forced to abandon
the cars and rush for safety either
down the track, with burning forests

./ on_either side, or.into the plowed flelds-
- nearing . the siding.

Eleven of the victims were women
and children, who were unable to es-
cape quickly enough from the gondola
car which they were occupying. Their
charred bodies were found there to-
day when rescuers reached the scene.

Two of the men victims were mem-
bers of -the train crew. Four addi-
tional fatalities occurred in the neigh-
borhood of the wreck.last night, Mr.
and Mrs. Fred Wagner died from heat
and exhaustion_on their farm near the
scene of the wreck, and Mr. and Mrs.
Fred Nowicki, jr., lost their lives in

“’ their burning hotise near the siding

‘where the wreck occurred.

Following is the list of the dead in
the wreck: William Barrett, Alpena,
brakeman; Arthur Lee, Alpena, fire-
man; John Konieczny, Mrs. John
Konieczny, -John Konieczny, aged two;

Was a Relief Train.

When the forest fires closed In yes-
terday about the little village, a spe-
cial train of three fempty box cars and
two cjal gondolas were rushed to
Metz.

As rapidly _as possible the people
and their goods were loaded in the
cars. When the train started there
were about 100- ‘frightened peopl2
abdard. The flames were already
sweeping thru the ¥illage. Nearing
Nowicki Crossing, the engineer saw
blazing pilées of cedar _ties on Dboth

sides of the track. Opering wide the’

throttle he tried to’dash thru at full
speed, but the heat had loosened ﬂ‘le
rails and they had spread and fthe
train left the track. Blazing piles dI

. ties surrounded it and /in an instant

the cars caught fire. The térror strick-
en people caught by the peril from
which they were fleeing, jumped rom
the cars and rushed down the .track.
Three. mothers " and their little ones
weré not ‘quick enough. They were
cremated in the dondola car, whers
they were caught.

Brakeman Wm. Barrett sprang into
the water tank behind the engine only
to be literally boiled to death as the
flames swept over it. Engineer ¥Foster
and Conductor Kinville fled dowa the
track, thru the fire and smoke aud
were -the first to reach the village og
Posen and report tie weck 'und ‘asl\
for assistance from here. Behind tncm
straggled a burned and wounded pro-
cession of refugees from  the wrecked
train.

The jurors further consid-
ered that Engineer Quinn, - deceased,
had not observed proper precaution in
watching for open switches, while some

Taggart on account ®f too many duties,
in the Jjury's opinion, being thrust
upon him by the Grand Trunk. \

Fireman Jarvis died in the Western
Hospital at 4 o'clock yesterday after-
noon, just as Drs, Beatty and Perfect,
C.P.R. surgeons, had finished amputat-
ing his crushed and scalded leg. Dr.
Carveth, who administered the anaes-
thetic stated that Jarvis had practically
been killed in the wreck, as for 3 inches
the tissues of his limb were found to
be all dead and gangrene had set in.
The operation was postponed as .long
as possible in the hope that some of
the tissues might become enlivened. The
limb was completely shattered below
the knee, and the flesh of the thigh
was literally cooked. 2

The first witness at the inquest was
J. A. Carmichael of Hamilton, the G.
T.R, freight conductor who was read-
ing a paper in the operator's cabin
when the wreck occurred. . He said he
was waiting until he got the block
signal for his train to proceed. He did
not know McTaggart personally, and:

NORTH BAY, Oet. 16.—(Special.)—
Edward Eaton of Essex, a prospector,
was placed on trial to-day before Jus-
tice Britton and a jury'charged with
the murder of Frank Ellar, a colored
.man, In Temagami Village. .

Eaton shot Ellar in a pool-room at
midnight Sept. 14, firing two 'shots
from a 32-calibre revolver. The de-
fence, in the hands of J. W. Mahon,
alleges that Ellar habitually carried a
revolver and razor, waﬂ as dengerous
character and on the, r.:ght'otv the
tragedy had threatened the accused
and followed him into the pool-room
with his hand in his hip pocket as if
to-draw a revolver; that Eaton bucked
into the room, followed by Ellar, who
continued to advdnce in g threatening
attitude until Eaton reached his re-
volver from a shelf and fired two shots
and Ellar fell, fatally wounded.

The defence rests largely on the evi-
dence of the prisoner, who alleges that
Ellar threatened to kill him. On the
night of the tragedy Eaton claims that
he met Ellar, who was partially in-
Kloxicated, in the bar-room or Hotel
Ronnocco, and on refusing to lend
50 cents to the negro, the latter threa-
tened to get even with him, ‘and later
at - the pool-room ‘made slurring re-
marks, culminating with the boa¥t
that he could lick any two white men
in Temagaml. Eaton said, “You
shouldn’t talk that way, ¥rank: no
rone wants to fight.” 'Ellar then spra,
toward the accused, Baying, Tl Kill
you. I'll cut your heart out,” placing
his hand in his hip pocket at the same
time. Eaton states he' was paralyzed
with fright and exclaimedy: My God,
stand back,, Frank,” and thinking his
life was:in jeopardy, shot .Ellar.

The crown combats the self-defence
theory with medical evidence showing
that the fatal wound was inflicted by
a bullet in the back under the left
shoulder blade.

Eaton is a slight, delicate man, while
Ellar was of powerful physique and
of a quarrelsome disposition,

The jury awarded damages of one
thousand dollars against Mayor Foster
of Haileybury for injuries received in
his saw mill by one Schlemer, an em-
ploye.

PRACTICAL LAW REFORM.
There is one measure of law reform
which,would he a benefit ail round. It
is in 'the .establishment of ‘a central
crimin@l court, which would permit of
prisoners from the police court who de-
sire to,go before a judge and jury being
enablefl to do so without delay.
It would save time, and it woyld also
save ﬁwnéy. For instance, on Mon-
day the criminal assizes grand ‘and
petit jliries will be ‘called together, tho
there is not one case on the docket,
and it will-cost the province over $3C0.
Some 0f the cases have been dropped,
and others have gone over'to the quar~
ter sedsions, before Judge Winchester.
This ciaurt, which opened in September,
has already had sixty-eight new bills
brought in by the grand jury, tho in
the quarter sessions of March and May
the total was only fifty-nine. Fresh
cases almost daily from the police court
are thg cause,

The ®ime has come for the continual
sitting* of some -one criminal court,
which; could handle expeditiously all
the cades sent on from the police courts,
The gstablishment of such a court
wouldsdo away with the eriminal as-
sizes, .the criminal county eourt and
the segsions. It would not take away
too mach from the county court, for it |;
is claimed that the clivil cases continu-
. .ally cpming before the . county vourt
judges] would be enough to keep those
Jjudges! busy.

Then there is still another point to be
considered. When a man leaves his
home jn the country to act on a jury
in the)sessions, he never knows when
he will be able to get home again, If
the central court were established, a
panel bf ithirty jurors would be ample,
and they would only have to work a
stated: time.

So far as the household of faith is con-
cerned their sins were graciously cover-
ed by the merit of Christ's sacrifice,
l and this permitted them to be accept-
| ed as .joint sacrificers with their Lord.
Their full reward and full release from
all the bondage of sin and death will
be at the second coming of the great
high priest, when, by the power of the'
first resurrection, they shall be chahg-
ed from human to spirit beings, made
actually perfect and in their Redeem-
"er’'s likeness, to be sharers with Hini
in the great work of dispensing the
forgiveness of sin “to all the people,’”
the world of mankind in general,

Do some wonder why the Lord makes
a discriminafion between the ‘“house-
hold of faith” and the world, and why
this Wwas shown in the type by the fact
that the merit of the first sacrifice of
the Jewish high priest affected the
blessing and release from condemna-
tion of only the tribe of Levi ?

Why Not So Observed Now ?

It may be asked, why do not the Jewsg
still okserve the “Atonement Day _ as
formerly, as described in Leviticus xvi?
We reply that there are severa]l rea-
sons : (1) Such sacrifices of atonement
required a high priest, but so great
confusion came to the Jews after the
fall of Jerusalem A\D. 70. that they had
no.-high priests s'nce then and have
been unable therefore to keep the Day
of Atonement as prescribed in the Law,
Christ. having comie a High Priest of
CGod on a higher plane than the typical
priesthood of Aaron, it is doubtless of
God's providence that their priestiy
.genealogies were lost, Thus Hebrews
named Levi and Cohen are presumed
to be descendants of the priestly tribe
of’ Levi, but the Law requires a most
definite establishment of the ancestral
line td Aaron to permit any :one to
serve. as high priest. One might sup-
pose that our. Hebrew friends would
be impressed by such a wonderful mat-
ter as this, but apparently it has es-
caped general attention.

We call the loss of the priestly gen-
ealogy a distinct providence of God
to that people, because all of their af-
fairs were supervised by the A'm'ghty,
