Paris, Dec. 6.—Eliphtherios Venizelos,
ex-premier of Greece, has issued a mani-
feslo addressed in the pame of the Lib-
eral party to the people of his country,
advising abstention from voting in the
forthcoming general elections, The mani-
festo was issued on November 21, but
its transmission by telegraph was pre-
vented by the Greek government, and
it reached Paris today by mail

The manifesto calls attention to the
fact that the internal crisis was brought
about solely by the wresting of power
from those to whom the people had con-
fided it at the last elections.

“Day by day,” says M. Venizelos,
“the cdonstitution is deformed into a
simple scrap of paper and wé find our-
selves at present in a deviation from our
policies amounting to suppression of
the constitutional regime.”

overheated, a poison so powerful that it
kills in a few moments large game such
as the stag or the jaguar.

“Two years ago 1 was examining a
specimen of this giant among toads when
I noticed that this creamy secretion made
on a scalpel, a peculiar greenish-blue dis-
coloration. I at once remembered where
I had seen this color years before on
a scalpel used in cutting into the
medulla of a suprarenal gland. Work-
ing from this hint, I was soon able to
isolate the now familiar substance, ad-
renalin or epinephrin, from this toad’s
giands. Scientists have been not a little
surprised to learn that this substance is
present in very large amounts in the
skin of this tropical toad. It is not
found in the skin of the common Am-
erican toad. 2 1

“I also succeeded in -isolating the prin-
ciple to which the toadskin owes its cur-
ative power for dropsy, a very different
principle from epinephrin. It has been
obtained in the form of beautiful crys-

THE RECRUITING CAMPAIGN

With large numbers of men to be re-
cruited before spring the local recruiting
committee has done little more than
mark time of late, while it waited for
the military authorities to do what
should have been done many weeks ago.
Over and over again since the committee
was organized the need of a central mili-
tary authority for this province has been
demonstrated. ‘There is no reasonablé
excuse for a condition which makes neces-
sary appeals to Halifax and then to Ot-
tawa, with inaction and delay when there
is urgent need for prompt decision- So
far as can be gathered from informa-
tion available, St. John appears to have
been set down at first as having about
enough accommodation for one battalion.
Later it seems to have been digcovered
that two could be comfertably quarter-
ed here. Last week it was apparently
decided that room could be found for
three battalions. As a matter of fact,
by fitting up and using the west side
§mmigration buildings, the armory and
all the exhibition buildings, quarters
could be provided to give four battalions
better quarters than they get in many
places. :

There is no reasonable excuse for not
having quarters ready weeks ago for two
full battalions and' part of another,
which further accommodation could be
added by the time it was needed. And
yet, here is Lt. Col. Fowler with hun-
dreds of men shivering in cold quarters
at Sussex who ought to be comfortably
housed in St. John; and here is Lt. Col.
'Wedderburn with the nucleus of a bat-
falion recruited but no quarters for the
men.

Whenever it has been suggested that
‘Sir Sam Hughes is a reasonable man who
would cut through red tape and settle
the matter off-hand if it were plainly
and respectfully presented to him, there
have always been objectors, who appear
to think that military rules and regula-
tions are sacred things and not to be
meddled with 'by mere laymen, even
those laymen who. are the backbone of
the whole recruiting movement in this
province and throughout Canada, There
were those in St. John who deprecated
the attempt to get a special recruiting
officer for New Brunswick, on the
ground that it would ‘be of no_use; but
no sooner was the matter placed before
the department at Ottawa, with the co-
operation of Mr. Hazen, than authority
was given te appoint such an officer, and
the thing wes done. It has resulted in a
wery deeided gain in recruiting in the
province at large.

Not long ago it was announced that
three thousand more men would be need-
ed from New Brunswick by next spring.
Since then it has been announced that
@ third army division from Canada is to
be created for service at the front, and
that some of the troops now in Eng-
Jand will be reguired for that division,
anaking it necessary to send -men in
darger numbers to England, not only to
weplace those going to France but to
provide reinforcements. This means
that after the three thousand asked for
have been provided by New Brunswick
other thousands must be recruited as re-
§nforcements. We cannot afford, there-
fore, to mark time, nor can the recruit-
jng committee and the business men of
$t. John absolve themselves from re-
sponsibility by blaming the military
authorities unless they have exhausted
every effort to have the situation made
clear, not at Halifax, but at Ottawa.
There is nd'reason whatever to fear that
Sir Sam Hughes will not do the thing
that is necessary to boost recruiting in
this city and province, The immediate
meed is to have quarters fitted up so that
every man who enlists may be taken care

‘of at once. If proper representations are

made at Ottawa the matter will be at-
tended to, just as was the matter of a
recruiting officer for the province.

The more energy we put into the re-
cruiting campaign, and the more men
we train and send to the front the soon-
er the war will end. It is a business
proposition and every man’s duty is to
lend a hand. Whatever difficulties ap-
pear must be brushed aside and the
work/go on. New Brunswick .needs more
direct connection with the department
at Ottawa, and there is no ground for
the belief that it cannot be secured. This
is war-time, and whatever changes are
necessary will be made by Sir Sam
Hughés the moment it is made clear to
him that they ought to be made. It
will require our best efforts under the
most favorable conditions to perform the
task that lies at our hand, and the min-
ister who is calling for men may be re-
lied on to do all in his power to facili-
tate the work. Let the situation be
placed clearly before him, and without
delay.

A well attended meeting was held in
the Mill street recruiting offices on Sat-

urday evening, addressed by Rev. J. H.
A. Anderson, C. D, Jones, and R. T.
Hayes. Ten men signed the roll. They
were Kenneth Gillis, Queen street; F. A.
Buckley, St. John; J. M. Gibson, Water-
loo Row, Fredericton; Chris L. Arm-
sirong, 'Rockland road; A. Clarence
Edgecombe, Fredericton; Wesley C, Mc-
Namara, Young’s Cove Road; Robert
Anderson, New Glasgow, N. S.; Ru-
dolphe Sabean, Port Lorne; H. A. Jamie~
son, Main strect; Charles C. Fenlong,
Carmarthen street.

Arriving on the steamer Scandinavian
yesterday morning at West St. John were
114 men, wounded or ill, and being in-
valided to their homes throughout Can-
ada.

The
latter left here with the 26th Battalion,
and was at the front about twelve days
when-he contracted rheumatic fever, and
was sent back with forty others, suffer-
ing similarly.

He intimated, moreover, that if his mis-
sion were not a success, the government
would apply compulsion to those of mil-
itary age and efficiency who did not

successful he has been. We do not know
within a million how many men have
volunteéred since the beginning of the
war, although a French despatch from
Athens which passed the French censor
a few days ago credited Lord Kitchener
with announcing that by next March
Great Britain would have 4,000,000 sol-
diers under arms. We do know, however
that hundreds of thousands of volunteers
have responded to the call of Lord Der-
by who had remained indifferent to all
other appeals.

Derby’ Method :
Lord Derby’s plan has been briefly

registration of the population, completed
last  August by virtue of the registra-
tion law of last winter and which show
the age, the condition and the occupa-
tion of every citizen. Each man employ-
ed in necessary work, that is to say,
necessary from the government point of
views, such as the manufacture of arms,
. munitions and war supplies of one kind
and another, in mining coal or engaged
in railroading, transportation in the post-
al and telegraph services, in the loading
and unloading of shipping, etc., was
marked with a star. Every remaining
man, that is to say every unstarred man
of a military age, between the ages of
eighteen and forty-five had his name in-
seribed on two cards, the one white and
the other blue and on which various
data concerning him are given.

The white card was retaained by the
general recording office at the War De-
partment and the blue card was confid-
ed to the recruiting committee for the
district into which the entire United
Kingdom have been divided for the pur-
hpose, These. committees,, whose work ds
purely voluntary have made a canvass of
all the unstarred men in their districts
and 'by: appealing to their ' patriotism
have been able to induce most of them
to sign cards in which they agree to hold
themselves in readiness for service when
called for.

Forty-six Grades

The men thus enlisted are divided
into forty-six groups, twenty-three for
the unmarried and twenty-threefor the
married; the groups being graded accord-
ing to age, according to fitness, and also
according to the obvious requirements of
justice. That is to say an unmarried man
without anyone dependent on him
would be called upon to serve before
an unmarried man of the same age who
is the support of a widowed mother or
‘of an ‘invalid father or of orphan bro-
thers or sisters. The district committees
attend to the classing and grading of the
men on ‘the lines indicated.  Of those
who have thus”enlibted :for Bedvice 'the
first to be summoned to the colors are
I'the young nsen between twenty and thir-
'ty who have no one to support and who
can therefore; best be spared. To these
must be added those who. married or
unmarried; wish to join the army at once
If for any reason the authorities do not
want a man of this category, at the exact
moment he will be allowed to remain at
home until they are ready for him ac-
cording to him pay and allowances at
the rate of forty cents a day, on the un-
derstanding that he is. subject to join
at twenty-four hours’ notice. Not until
all of thé' twenty-three groups of un-
starred and unmarried men have been
exhausted will the twenty-three groups
of married men. be taken in hand. In
this way a man of from forty to forty-
five ‘with a wife and family will know
that he is in the last of the forty-six
groups and will not be called upon for
service until all the men in the other
forty-five groups have been summoned
to the colors. :

Time and again he went to wounded in
tight places. Once he picked a fallen sol-
dier on each arm and dragged them to a
sheltered spot. He .bandaged wounds and
L used up the last drop of water from his
bottle to moisten cracking lips although
he- knew no more could be secured for
forty hours.

All day he kept at work without a
moment’s rest. Never once did he seek
& spot fre from danger. Here he listened
to a dying mnns last message ‘to his

wife, there he comforted a soldier who
was calling some sweet- name.in his de-
lirtum; everywhere his presénce was u
solace and a cheer.. He felt embarrassed
afterward by being mentioned in des-
patches. “Others . deserve it so much
more,” was all he said. He helped to bury
the Australian dead ' and marked the
places, so that ‘loved omes at home
might know. Now and then he took.a
photograph , and sent it with a note
where he knew it would do most good.
Then came the monotony of trench war-
fare. Men discarded their clothes in the
heat, and so did he..He wore only,
boots; « sotks, ‘panits: and. an igpen shirt.
His dugout was in an exposed condition
facing the sea. Shells dropped all around
it," but he would not move.

Pitied His Victims

Every day he’ went along® thé firing | -

line, telling stories and smiling. Now and
then he took a rifle into ‘one of the
snipers’. posts—the same sort of weapon
as that with which he had fought for a
place in the “King’s 100.”

Turks Kissed His Hands

Later on came the desperate march of
the 4th Brigade out from Ansac to the
enemy’s strongholds.

His influence helped to keep up
the spirits of the men as they marched
with bayonets fixed, but empty maga-
zines through the darkness with Turk-
ish riflemen hitting on every side.

Two hunted Turk-
ish officers and twelve men came out of
the gully. Flashing Australian bayonets
were behind them.

In an instant all ‘had
thrown down their arms—fourteen men.
He held up his hand and the pursuing
troops stood still. Then he conducted his
prisoners to headquarters, One of the
captured officers proffered him a horse
for his consideration and led the way
to find it. There were two—one for the
New Zealand machine gun officer. The
Turks kissed his hand and fawned at his
‘knees. It was a pathetic picture.

The track at Maplewood Park, that
has been so rough lately has now hard-
ened ‘and js smooth and the horsemen
are now giving their charges regular
work over the circle, that has been dis-
carded for the past two months. At the
present time there: are - about fifteen
speed horses in this city that will be
ready for the winter’s racing over the
ice track, also for early track work in
the spring. At this time of the year
ther§ is always some talk that ice track
racing is hurting the horses for future
turf racing. This may or may not be
true of the long tracks on the ice, but
it has been found, the horsemen say,
that on the short tracks, such as in this
city, the horses are benefitted rather
than hurt. The local track is about one-
half 'of a mile, and the horses racing over;
it are kept in trim all winter, thus‘-being'
better prepared for spring racing than
those who do not receive this training in
the " winter.. There are about five ice
tracks now under consideration in Aroos-
took county and several places in this
section of the state will have ice track
racing this winter, it is expected.
