Story of Men on Wagon. <

The detectives further state, that 
they learned that the horse and wagon 
were owned by David Watson, livery 
stable proprietor In Duke street, and 
at the time of the accident the horse 
was driven by Walter Currie, and lie 
had as a companion a young fellow 
named Robert Magee. The driver 
said that he was driving to the east­
ward in Rothesay avenue on the right 
hand side of the road, and when near 
the Pemhill cemetery gate an automo­
bile passed him. Just as the automo­
bile passed he heard a crash. Turning 
round, he saw the motorcycle end its 
occupants in the ditch on the side of 
the road. Currie stopped his horse and 
left It In charge of hie companion and 
they hastened back to the assistance of 
H. Lawrence Currie and his son, Allan.

The eon, who had been riding in the 
side car of the motorcycle, was at this 
time semi-conscious and was walking 
about holding his hands on his stomach 
and in pain. The* father, who had 
been driving the motorcycle, was con­
scious and was pinned under the ma­
chine. He asked Walter Currie to lift 
the machine off him, but the latter 
said that it was too heavy. He caught 
hold of the injured man’s shoulders 
and the son assisted with his legs so 
he was finally pulled out from under. 
Mr. Currie then asked his rescuer to 
call a doctor and the ambulance, but 
Walter Currie said that an automo­
bile would soon arrive on the scene 
and that would be quicker than going 
some distance to summon a doctor or 
the ambulance.

Provincial Constable Robert Craw­
ford said last evening that he had ex* 
amined the motor cycle and was now 
of the opinion that it had not been 
struck by the automobile at all. He 
thinks that the motor cycle got Out of 
control when the driver was attempting 
to pass the team ahead of him, veered 
over into the ditch, ploughed al 
about 20 feet, first hitting fit telephone 
pole and bringing up against a culvert.

The front wheel was bent where it 
hit the culvert and one of the hand 
grips was tom away, indicating that. 
It had been subjected to a heavy strain, 
Mr. Crawford said. While he was of 
the opinion that the unknown motor 
car did not hit the motor cycle and 
that the driver probably did not know 
the accident occurred, he intended to 
continue his investigations with the 
hope of locating the man, if possible, 
Mr. Crawford said.

Night lettergrams were sent yester­
day conveying the sad news of Mr. 
Currie’s tragic death to relatives in dis­
tant pieces. His mother, who is re­
siding at Long Beach, Cal., recently 
underwent a serious operation and is in 
very delicate health. It has been left 
with other members of the family to 
decide whether it would be wise to 
break the news toNier at this time.

Rev. Mr. Moore ms born in the 
Eastern Townships anti educated at 
Bishop’s College, LennoxWle. He lias 
had an active and varied career. While 
In his undergraduate days he estab­
lished “The Mitre” as a monthly maga­
sin e and it is now the official organ 
of the university. Fourteen years ago 
he went from Stanstead, where he was 
rector for nine ^rars, to St. Johns, Que., 
as rector of that pa'rish. Twelve years 
ago he established “The Montreal 
Churchman,” a monthly magasine, 
which he has edited ever since as the 
official organ of the diocese of M wit- 
real. In the recent number of that 
journal, the Bishop of (Montreal pays 
a feeling and most laudatory tribute 
to Mr. Moore’s ability, fairness and 
literary merit.

In addition to this* Mr. Moore has 
edited the “St. Johns News” for the 
last ten years. Mr. Moore htis glso 
edited and published works of an his­
torical character, including a series of 
excellent papers on the history of the 
Richelieu Valley. For many years he 
has .been a governor of the University 
of Bishop's College. In 1922 and in 
1923 he girve 
University of Toronto School of 
Journalism. In Anglican church circles 
he has been regarded as a leader, serv­
ing on important committees and rep­
resenting the diocese in provincial and 
general synods.

SULHAM WOOD. ernment is the first attempt of the Aus­
tralian provincial governments to carry 
out the scheme for wider government 
operation of resources and marketing 
of products. Before the war the sap­
phire industry in Australia was largely 
in the hands of Germans, whose rep­
resentatives bought on the fields and 
sent their purchases direct to factories 
in Germany. As a result of post-war 
legislation which keeps foreigners, es­
pecially Germans, out of Australia, the 
Queensland government took control of 
the industry.

Legislation has been enacted which 
prevents independent miners from sell­
ing their product to any except the 
official government buyers, who assess 
the parcels and pay the miners fixed 
prices according to the established 
methods of grading. The experiment 
is said to have proved successful for 
the miners as well as the government. 
The miners have an immediate market 
and ere given a far higher price than 
formerly.

The production of Australian sap­
phires dimlnshes yearly in spite of the 
opening of new mines. The annual 
production is now less than one-eighth 
of the world’s output, while before the 
war it was about one-fifth.

Sapphires were first discovered in 
Queensland In 1876 and for a number 
of years there were only a'few men 
engaged In the industry. Now there 
arc about 460 miners. The mining is 
done mostly along the creeks and rivers 
and consists only of surface work, the 
men digging holes 60 to 60 feet deep 
and boring in various directions from 
the main shaft,,

ask is that we may be enabled to pull 
as powerful a stroke as any in the 
Canadian boat; if we arc to do 
so we must have oars as long as 
the others; we must share equally In 
such advantages as the provinces de­
rive from the central government; we 
must have from the rest of Canada 
recognition of our rights and our needs, 
and action in accord with that recog­
nition.

In the matter of transportation and 
port development, railway rates, im­
migration, and access to markets, 
regardless of politics, the Mari­
times are not asking for favors 
but for the equality of opportunity 
which In justice must be accorded, and 
without which we, and the whole coun­
try ’ ultimately, must suffer unnatural 
difficulty and loss. \

That we shall rely in great measure 
upon ourselves, that we recognize fully 
the virtue of self-reliance, need be 
doubted by none. As an instance of 
our disposition in this connection, it 
may be noted that the port of St. John 
has done more for Itself than the port 
of Montreal—more through the faith 
and the direct expenditure of its own 
people. Other instances am not want­
ing. But we do not forget that, by the 
pledges of both parties, the Maritimes, 
when they contributed their full share 
to great railway enterprises, were to see 
Canadian traffic kept in all-Canadian 
channels. The Maritimes want that 
pledge lived up to in reasonable 
fashion. They know it would benefit 
them; but they know, moreover, that 
it would mean greater unity and 
prosperity for all Canada. Who, doubts 
it? They know that a good tariff is 
one that meets Maritime conditions and 
Western conditions as well - as condi­
tions elsewhere in Canada. They kfiow 
that railroad justice and immigration 
justice must include due consideration 
of Maritime needs and opportunities 
as well as the needs and opportunities 
of other sections. !

Wc are going to help ourselves; we 
have always done that. One way is to 
press our case at Ottawa and before 
our fellow-Canadlans in the other 
provinces; but while we are doing 
that resolutely*we shall by no means 
forget to sow and reap in our own 
fields.

ÏÉSULT OF GENEVA.THE

(Toronto Globe.)
The peace and arbitration protocol 

at Geneva, as amended to placate the 
Japanese delegates, scarcely justifies 
alarmist tone of some of the .despat­
ches. The protocol would have been 

consistent without the amend­
ment, which was an expedient to per­
suade Japan to withdraw her "express 
reserves" to the whole plan, but the 
practical effect of the change has been 
exaggerated beyond reason by oppo­
nents of the League of Nations.

It would have been fatal to the 
arbitration scheme, probably to the 
league Itself, if it were proposed to 
faring non-j us ticiable disputes—ques- 
tionsnot covered by international law, 
such as national immigration policies 
—within the jurisdiction of the World 
Court. The League Assembly has 
avoided that blunder. Japan desired 
greatly such an extension of the pbwer 
and authority of the Court, but did 
not venture to flout the sentiment of 
the Assembly by making the demand. 
The amendment which she accepted 
is something very different indeed.

Article 5 of the protocol, the subject 
of the Japanese protest, defines an ag­
gressor nation of the World Court 
that a disputed issue is a domestic one 
and te
view/still maintains it» right to go to 
war.' Such a nation would be con 
fronted by all the members of the 
League, who would consider ways-and 
means of restraining it, by force or 
otherwise. Japan envisaged a possible 
situation to which she might he brand­
ed as an aggressor by the whole 
League, without appeal or recourse be­
yond the Court. Her delegates made 
no mention of Immigration, but it was 
no secret that the Tokio Government, 
with the sting of recent legislation at 
Washington still smarting, had in mind 
the contingency of some future diplo­
matic conflict over the treatment of 
Japanese by foreign countries. Despite 
her objection Japan signed the arbi­
tration agreement with Article 6 in­
tact. The amendment to the protocol, 
which Is the object of so much excited 
comment, merely gives any nation the 
privilege, when the World Court has 
ruled against it on the ground that 
the case is non-justiciable, of appeal­
ing to the League Council “for ami­
cable Intervention looking toward a 
solution.” The Council does not take 
the place of the jCourt—it is expressly 
forbidden to usurp the Court’s frac­
tions. All it can do is to mediate be­
tween the disputants so as to try to 
prevent war.

This compromise, which ensured 
Japan’s assent to the protocol and per­
haps saved the arbitration plan and the 
project of a disarmament conference, 

little subversive of the purpose of 
the Assembly that it was anticipated 
in the League Covenant, Article 11 of 
which permits any member of the 
League to bring to the attention of 
the Council or Assembly “any circum­
stance whatever affecting international 
relations which threatens to disturb In­
ternational peace or the good under­
standing between nations upon which 
peace depends.” The same article 
obliges the council to meet and take 
action to safeguard the peace of na­
tions when any war or threat of war 
appears on the horizon. The amend­
ment to the Geneva protocol, therefore, 
does not go outside the four corners 
of the Covenant. Standjng by Itself it 
seems superfluous. It attracts atten­
tion at this junctûre only because of 
the dramatic circumstances in which 
it was introduced. It came unexpectedly 
at a moment when the assembly 
thought It had finished its work and 
was congratulating Itself on Its achieve­
ment. It Is likely that Japan deliber­
ately chose that moment to make her 
"gesture” as impressive as possible. She 
has been enabled to save her face, 
which is more Important to the Orien­
tal than the Western mind. To that 
extent she won her point, though she 
gained nothing at. the expense of the 
principle underlying the new'system of 
arbitration. But she has given the ene­
mies of the League an opportunity td 
.misrepresent It. This is specially unfor­
tunate in the (nidst of a Presidential 
election In the United States, where 
advantage Is being taken of the Inci­
dent to enlist anti-Japanese sentiment 
against the pro-League policy of one 
of the great parties.

Some of the campaign 
strategy board carelessly assumed that 
because Mr. Wilbur ( was in the 
Cabinet he must be a safe and effective 
electioneering orator, and die was 
turned loose and told to fire when 
ready. After he began to fire, Repub­
lican managers on that part of the 
front where he first appeared tele­
graphed Washington that the Secre­
tary of the Navy was not only firing 
on his own ships but was killing the 
wounded on his dwn side. They 
demanded that he be torpedoed before 
he elected the Democratic tickets in 
several states which his utterances had 
shaken. It Is related that he returned 
to Washington çart way by limited 
train yd part way by aeroplane, and 
that he has since been* as still as a fly 
In ember.

But he was not arrested In time. He 
had already done great damage.
Throughout a great section of country 
all but the Republicans were laughing; 
even some Republicans laughed; the 
others cflTSed bitterly. It appears that 
copies of a speech Mr. Wilbur was to 
deliver in Denver fell Into Democratic 
hands and was published. That pub­
lication stopped the Secretary in mid­
career, but not before he had made 
some speeches. The Denver speech was 
found to contain an eulogy of Wood- 
row Wilson and the conduct of the war 
under Democratic rule.

In fact, much 
of that speech might well have been 
made by Mr. Davis.

r New Orleans, Oct. 9—A suit attack­
ing the validity of the 14th amendment 
from a new angle will he Hied in fed­
eral district court here in the form of 
a petition seeking to enjoin Walter L. 
Cohen, negro controller of customs of 
the port of New Orleans, from exer­
cising the duties of that office, accord­
ing to the Times-Picayune. The 
action, if successful, would have the 
effect of disfranchising every negro in 
the United States.

The petition, as published by the 
newspaper, charges that Cohen “falsely 
alleged himself to be a citizen of the 
United States.” When he took the 
oath of office. It asserts that the de­
fendant is not a citizen of this 
try, but is a “person of African blood 
and descent and is inherently Incapable 
of being a citizen of the United 
States.”

Questions Adoption,

The suit which is to be brought in 
the name of H. Edwin Boite of Wash­
ington, attorney, the newspaper says, 
declares that the grounds upon which 
it is based never have been decided 
by the courts. The petition sets forth 
that three-fourths of the states did not 
ratify the amendment nor was it 
adopted by the required two-thirds 
vote of botli Houses of Congress. Mr. 
Boite was quoted as saying that an 
examination of the more than 200 su­
preme court decisions touching upon 
the amendment disclosed none that 
dealt with the points raised in liis 
action nor were they made an issue.

The petition charges conspiracy to 
the authors of the amendment in Con­
gress and various sections are cited in 
effort to show that they put the 
amendment into effect unlawfully.

As to Cohen, the petition charges 
that when he took the oath of office at 
Washington April 16, 1924, he 
falsely to be a citizen under “the alleg­
ed 14th amendment of the constitution 
of the United States."

Deprived of Rights.

The petition alleges that 11 states of 
the Union at the time of the adoption 
of the resolution, “culminating in the 
alleged article 14,” were con constitu­
tionally deprived of their equal suf­
frage in tfie Senate; that six states 
were by coercion forced to ratify It, 
and that Congress “did without power 
or authority unlawfully declare said 
amendment to the constitution adopted 
and a part of the constitution."

The petition requests the issuance of 
an Injunction restraining Cohen from 
serving further as controller and from 
drawing the salary for that office.

Cohen, a leading Republican politi­
cian of Louisiana, has been a storm 
centre ever since his nomination to the 
post by the late President Harding. 
The Senate refused confirmation on 
the ground that he was personally ob­
noxious to the Louisiana members of 
the body. President Harding then 
issued a recess appointment and Mr. 
Cohen served several months without 
pay. President Coolidge later sent his 
nomination back to the Senate and 
again. confirmation was denied on the 
same grounds. Later the nomination 
was confirmed upon reconsideration.

Grand Jury, said that the schemes of 
the indicted men were so cunningly 
devised and so swiftly executed that it 
took Postal Inspectors Boyle and Alien 
nearly a year to obtain sufficient evi­
dence to warrant an Indictment.

The ringleaders, according to Mr.

Horowitz, Alfred Moscow, Walter Fox 
and Joseph Greenberg. These five, he 
said, having obtained a “banker,” re­
ceived from him money enough to buy 
out the business of a reputable denier, 
paying as little as possible on account. 
Once in possession of the goods, a 
quick auction sale was arranged, all 
the goods were sold, and the proceeds 
were used in making a payment on the 
balance due for the business.

No more was paid than just enough 
to guarantee that the new 
would not be disturbed in carrying out 
their scheme. This was to order, from 
various wholesale concerns large quan­
tities of goods dealt in by the original 
owner and to dispose of them in a way 
to assure the largest return. Enough 
of the proi>«Tty was turned over to 
the “banker” to guarantee him a 60 per 
cent, profit on the money advanced by 
him. If this was not acceptable all the 
goods would be sold-and the “banker” 
would receive his profit in cash., Then 
the men would drop out of sigh| leav­
ing the business to drift into bank­
ruptcy.

The Federal prosecutor said that 
apparently operating one of these 
schemes at a time was considered too 
slow, for before long a number of them 
would be under way at the same tine. 
Part of the plan was to deposit a sub­
stantial sum In a bank, and when an 
unusually large quantity of goods w.is 
ordered from some concern in a distant 
city the bank was named as a refer­
ence. But this, it was said, w-as rarely 
necessary, because the original owners 
of the purchased business were w4l 
rated, and orders bearing their 
were readily honored.

This scheme, Mr. Cotter said, 
sometimes varied by the old one of or­
dering goods on credit in the name of 
some firm In good standing and then 
sending the goods to storage, where 
they remained until they could be sold.

Some of the names used by the gang 
in their activities were Newmarket 
Trading Company, Inc.; J. C. Fried­
man fit Co., National Household Supply 
Company, Alberta Apparel Company, 
Champion Tool Company, Capital 
Jobbing Company, and Manhattan 
Merchandise Company.

LABOR QUESTION 
IN NEWFOUNDLAND

Quebec, Oct. 9—An average Increase 
of 20 per cent, in the salaries of mem­
bers of the provincial interior and ex­
terior civil service is said to be the re­
commendation which has been made to 
the provincial Government in the pre­
liminary report of the special commis­
sion appointed last fall by the Govern­
ment to classify and deal with salaries 
of the employes.

If such is the case, it is expected 
that action will follow along these 
lines in the course of the fall accom­
panied by a complete classification of 
the service along a plan which has 
been defined in the same report. At 
the next session legislation may be in­
troduced to carry on the plans.

An increase, such as reported, would 
mean an additional yearly expenditure 
of about $300,000. It has been impos­
sible to ascertain whether the increase 
suggested will affect officials of Ihe 
service who are getting more than 
$3,000.

Mrs. Beatteay enjoys good health, 
physical and mental. She has always 
enjoyed work, and is never so happy 
as when taking part in household 
duties, especially In the kitchen. When 
out walking her friends want her to 
walk slowly, but she does not feel 
like doing this and enjoys a good brisk 
walk. She has been a member of the 
Baptist church since she was 18 years 
of age, and Is a faithful attendant of 
the Ludlow strfeet church. Her lon­
gevity and alertness are attributed to 
her consistait Christian living.
Carleton Almost Wilderness.

Mrs. Beatteay has a keen memory 
and recalls many interesting events of 
early days. She says her grandfather, 
Richard Bartlett, ' operated lumber 
mills at Lepreau and owned much of 
the surrounding land. He donated a 
large portion of It to the people of 
Lepreau for a cemetery, In which he 
Is burled.

In those early days Carleton was 
almost a wilderness, the only streets 
being narrow footpaths. Mrs. 
teay’s parents lived In t small dwel­
ling in King street, and as , there was 
no water in that vicinity then, the 
water for all purposes had to be car­
ried along one of these narrow paths 
from Tilton’s corner, where there were 
springs. Sometimes the family wash­
ing was carried there and done near 
the spring. The only industry which 
was carried on at that time was ship­
building, and ehe vividly remembers 
Stackhouse and McLaughlin’s ship 
yard at Wellington Bay, near Blue 
Rock; Wellington and Ring’s ship yard 
near Sand Point, and the McLeod 
ship yard near the Old Fort1.
Recalls Celebration in 1837.

The laborers employed started work 
at 6 a.m. at the call of the Labor 
Bell. At 8 o’clock they were granted 
an intermission to return to their 
homes for breakfast. The day ended 
at 6 p.m. Mrs. Beatteay’s husband’s 
father was a caulker, and her husband 
served many years In the same ca­
pacity.

She also recalls the celebration on 
Courtney Hill, Carleton, in honor of 
the coronation of Queen Victoria in 
1887, when an ox was killed, dressed, 
and roasted over a huge Ijonfire pre­
pared for the purpose. The ox was 
suspended over the flames, and when 
thoroughly cooked, portions 
meted out to rich and poor alike. 
The people were seated around a rude 
table prepared for the occasion. Other 
tasty foods were also served. Mrs. 
Beatteay, then about four years old, 
as well as other children present, par­
took of the feast. Her husband’s 
cousins, William and James Beatteay. 
had the honor of assisting hi the 
roasting of the ox.

As a child Mrs. Beatteay attended 
a little log schoolhouse, situated where 
the City Hall now stands in King 
square. West St. John. The teacher 
was a Miss Hammer. Church and 
Sunday school were held In a building 
known as “The Bethel,” at Sand Point. 
This school was conducted by Mrs. 
Bond, whose husband operated a saw 
mill at that place, running it by water 
power. Mrs. Beatteay, after all the 
lapse of years, referred lovingly to 
her teachers of those days.

Remove 
all inflammable material from the 
ground for a distance of about three 
feet from^the fire. When leaving, put 
your fire completely out with water or 
mineral soil, and leave no fire smoulder­
ing under the surface. Remember a 
small fire is just as useful as a large 
one and more easily controlled.

2. See that the match, cigar or clgar- 
tidyi stump contain no fire before 
tflewlng them away.

X Use new ammunition only. It is 
safe and sure.

4. Look through the barrels of your 
gun before going out to see that no 
cleaning rag has been left in them and 
that they are clean.

5. Load your gun only after leaving
camp and take out. the shells when 
through shooting and before returning 
to camp. I ,

6. Always lay your gun down when 
not in use, so that no mud, sand or snow 
will get into the barrel—a gun with an 
obstruction in the muzzle will burst 
when fired. Do not leave your gun 
standing against a tree, fence or other 
object.

7. Remove the shells before laying 
the gun down, in a boat (to avoid blow­
ing a hole in the boat), and remove the 
shells before transferring a gun from 
one boat to apother.,

8. Before climbing fences 
shells, place your gunthrough the fence 
and climb over.

9. Make sure that your gun, especi­
ally an automatic, contains no loaded 
shells before handling it when in camp, 
or around a camp fire.

10. When shooting at a target optiest- 
ing guns, keep at least 800 yards away 
from camp.

KING WELL OF

Closed Many Years Ago, 
Permission is Given to 

Excavate,

London, Oct. 9.—A quest for a holy 
well, which dates back to the very 
beginning of Christianity, is soon to be 

in the middle of the 
famous Strand, the thoroughfare which 
unites Charing' Croie to the ancient 
City of London.

This holy well of St. Clement was 
closed over many years ago, but Its 
exact location just behind St. Clement 
Danes Church, the familiar Wren 
structure which occupies an Island site 
In the Strand opposite the Law Courts, 
is clearly indicated by an inscribed 
tablet. The office of works has given 
the necessary permission to excavate 
to the church authorities who, two 
years ago, succeeded in having thrown 
open to the public the ancient Roman 
bath, nearby, which visitors may now 
see in exactly the same form in which 
its builders left It 2,000 years ago.

History makes frequent mention of 
St Clement’s well, which played an 
important part In early Saxon and 
mediaeval English Christianity. Its 
uncovering will have at great anti­
quarian end archadoglcal interest to 
many who do not care about Its spir­
itual significance, although tradition 
has it that the waters of St. Clement’s 
well were specially efficacious in the 

of skin diseases.
Possibly the forthcoming excavation 

may throw new light on the uses to 
which it was put. One historian defin­
itely affirms that around St. Clement’s 
well in early Christian days newly- 
baptized converts werd wont to as­
semble to commemorate Ascension Day 

_ «bd Whitsuntide.
In later times, after the murder of 

St. Thomas, a Becket, Archbishop of 
Canterbury, had made Canterbury 
Cathedral the constant resore of pil­
grimages such as Chaucer described in 
the Canterbury Tales, the holy Well of 
St. Clement was a favorite halting 
place of the pious cavalcades for rest 
and refreshment..

Dublin, Sept. 19.—(Associated Press, 
by mail.)—The Free State Government 
has started rebuilding the Dublin post 
office destroyed in the rebellion of 
Easter, 1916.

Atlantic City, Oct. 9.—A nationwide 
diovement to induce more shopping 
between 10 a.m. and 4 p.m. with elec­
tric railways and merchants taking the 
lead, Is to be inaugurated soon, it was 
announced at a session of the American 
Electric Railway Association conven­
tion yesterday. All of the 8,000 electric 
railway persons attending the conven­
tion will be asked -to co-operate.

The slogan ‘-'Shop more from 10 to 4 
and you’ll avoid the crowds,” Is to be 
used in newspaper advertising, car and 
show window posters and In other 
forms of publicity.

Advantages of the 10 to 4 shopping 
pointed out are these: More passengers 
can get seats on street cars If they 
shop during these “off-peak” hours; 
clerks in stores can serve customers 
better if trading is scattered through 
the day.

Street car comjftmies can make the 
most economical use of their rolling 
stock. Every street car company must 
add materially to Its niimber of cars 
early in the morning and after 4 pjn. 
The rest of the day many of theft 
cars stand idle.

A test was given the plan In a few 
cities during the holidays last year and 
it proved so successful that a national 
movement now has been decided upon. 
The most intensive test was made in 
Connecticut. Virtually every mer­
chants’ organization, and many news­
papers there joined with the electric 
railways in the movement.

Production of gasoline In the United 
States during August again increased 
but, due to record-breaking consumpi- 
tlon, another large reduction was shown 
in the surplus'stocks carried by refiners 
at the close of the month. Surplus 
stocks on Aug. 81 aggregated 1,811,020,- 
946 gallons, a reduction of 169,909/866 
gallons since July. The Aug. 81 sur­
plus, based on the daily average con­
sumption of the month, was equal tp 
fifty days’ supply, against forty-seven 
days’ supply on hand a year ago. Both 
imports and exports of gasoline In­
creased in August, and domestic con­
sumption was the highest for any 
month In history.

Consumption in August was 819,- 
467,892 gallons, the Department of the 
Interior announced yesterday. This 
was an Increase of 29,801,802 compared 
with Jûly, which month had held the 
high record. Production amounted to 
766,779,688 gallons, a dally average of 
24^379,990, which was 1.9 per cent, 
larger than in July and 16.6 per cent, 
larger than a year ago.?

A new high record was established 
for production of gas and fuel oil. The 
industry is speeding up the production 
of this oU In anticipation of a record- 
breaking demand this winter througli 
the conversion of furnaces from coal 
burners to oil burners. The August 
outfit was 1,16M11,189 gallons, an in­
crease of 64^431^816, or 6.8 per cent., 
compared with July. Stocks of gas and 
fuel oils were 1,668,670,967 gallons on 
Aug.-81, a new high record and an in­
crease of 62,719,478 gallons for Aiigust.

Kerosene production was 204,106,726 
gallons, a dally average of 6,584,088, or 
5.1 per cent, more than in July. Do­
mestic consumption went 26.5 per cent, 
above July’s. Production of lubricating 
oils was 97,761,392 gallons, a daliy 
average of 2,992,303, or 6 per cent, more 
than in July. Surplus ' stocks showed 
Uttle change.

The Bureau of Mines reports that 
265 refineries operated in August at 
about 77.7 per cent, of capacity, turn­
ing out 1,763,165 barrels. The rated 
capacity is 2,268,472 barrels. Operations 

1.9 per cent, greater than in July 
and .7 per cent, less than a year ago.

New York, Oct. 9.—(United Press). 
—After breaking a precedent of 49 
years’ duration by winning four major 
league pennants in a row and after 
winning this year what was his tenth 
National League championship, John J. 
McGraw is entitled to be recognized 
as the master-manager of all times.

McGraw has won just double the 
number of pennants that any rival 
National League manager has achieved, 
and he is four ahead of Connie Mack, 
the old wizard, who won six cham­
pionships with the Philadelphia Ath­
letics.

The Giant leader had to be the 
world’s smartest manager and best 
leader to win the National League pen­
nant this year. He had to vHn with a 
team that wds not tht best in the 
league and that was cracked by the loss 
of two stars in the last hard week 
of the race.

Just ten years ago McGraw had a 
fourth pennant right at his finger tips 
when tjie Boston Braves popped xup 
from nowhere and ran away with the 
pennant. This year he escaped narrow­
ly from the same deal when the Brook­
lyn Robins jumped out in mid-season 
and ran the champions clear up to the 
wire.

His genius at keeping players on 
their toes in the tightest places was 
shown in the last week of the pen­
nant race when Frank Frisch and 
Heinie Groh, two mainstays of the 
offense and the defense, were injured 
and had to be replaced.

McGraw put Freddy Lindstrom,. an 
18-year-old rookie, on third base, and 
astounded the fans by placing George 
Kelly, the regular first baseman, in 
centrefield and then switching him to 
second base with Bill Terry, a 21- 
year-old rookie, on first.
. It wasn’t the most finished or the 
most graceful combination, bût it was 
good enough1 to win the important 
games in the Pittsburgh series that had 
much to do with the winning of the 
pennant.

McGraw always had insisted that « 
team is never stronger than its re­
serves, and how well he had figured 
and planned for such an emergency was 
not shown until h^ was called upon to 
fall back on the reserves.

The credit that the Giants should gel 
can be realized only when a mental 
picture is drawn of the Washington 
Senators without Harris and Bluege, 
the Pittsburgh Pirates without Maran- 
vllle and Traynor, the Yankees with­
out Joe Dugan and Erin Ward.

The Yankees had to worry along 
without Ward for a month, and Miller 
Hûggihs, the manager of the former 
champions, admitted that it was the 
loss of Ward that brought havoc to 
the team.

McGraw always has been forced to 
be a brilliant manager. He never has 
had- an extraordinary1 team. When 
great teams of the past are being dis­
cussed you never hear any critics talk­
ing about a Giant team with the rever­
ence and respect in the comments 
about the great Athletics, the great 
Boston Red Sox and other brilliant

A. P. Paterson, member of the local 
port committee that held a conference 
on Tuesday with C. N. R. officials 
headed by J. E. Dairy mple, vice-presi­
dent, expressed the opinion this morn­
ing that a splendid opportunity for 
advancing the interests of the St, John 
had been created by this frank discus­
sion of both sides, and that the time 
now was ripe for the sinking of all 
local prejudices and differences in Vur- 
thdring the common good.

Mr. Paterson was asked if he con­
sidered the reports handed out after 
the conference were “too optimistic,” 
and replied emphatically that tiiey 
were not.

“I was Impressed,” he said, “with 
the difference in the attitude of these 
officials from that of the political lead­
ers whom we have hadehere on former 
occasions to discuss port development. 
These officials wanted to talk business. 
They came here to secure a ciose-up' 
knoWledge of the situation and to ask 
for support In their efforts to develop 
Maritime ports.

“There has been the thought in the 
minds of some of our people that, ow­
ing to their Grand Trunk affiliations, 
these officials would be unfriendly to 
the maritimes. If this unfriendliness 
does exist, It was not in evidence on 
Tuesday, but instead there was every 
appearance of a sympathetic inclina­
tion toward the maritimes widlof a de­
sire on their part to improve condl- 
any development they may recommend 
tlons here.

“As the money neded to carry out 
must be voted by parliament, it was 
also apparent at the conference they 
were not able to get the money to do 
for the maritimes the things they feel 
should be done, and which they are 
desirous of doing, because of lack of 
support for maritime expenditures from 
the other sections of Canada. The 
demands of other sections of Canada 
are backed up by stronger political 
representation than ours and public 
expenditure at present is such that 
money is not available to take care of 
all and the maritimes are allowed to 
suffer. ■

“The C. V- R- officials have been in­
structed by the Government toi put 
the railways on a paying basis. This 
policy Is responsible for the reduction 
in train service. It is contrary to\ the 
maritime opinion of how the I. C. R. 
section of the government railways 
should be operated, and so long as this 
policy- is maintained the maritimes can­
not expect much improvement or re­
lief from the existing unsatisfactory 
situation.
Get Together-

“One official referred to the lack of 
co-operation among our own people 
and suggested some action be taken 
to overcome this. Reference also was 
made to the necessity of making out 
port attractive to the steamship lines 
as traffic goes where the vessels are 
handled well, an<j no matter how de­
sirous the railway officials may be to 
route traffic through the maritime 
ports, they cannot create traffic nor' 
route it this way without the consent 
of the shipper.

“In my humble opinion we would 
be lacking considerably in foresight if 
we allowed the present opportunity to 
slip by without united action. These 
officials came here to talk business. 
They asked for our support, and I feel 
confident that support will be forth­
coming from a city that knows what 
it wants and is ready to take ener­
getic means to accompl&h its object."

lowing report:

I have reported on thfs matter sev­
eral times, namely, in 1912, 1916 and 
1922 but no action has been taken. I 
think the time has arrived, however, 
when something should be done to im­
prove conditions at this place.

It has been suggested that the water 
be held back and an artificial pond 
created. Such a pond would very soon 
be contaminated by sewerage unless 
discharged periodically which would 
mean considerable attendance on the 
control gates, and the conditions would 
be far worse than at Marsh Bridge, 
where it has the water in the creek 
back of it to force the water out when 
the gates are open. I consider, there­
fore, that the only practical solution of 
the whole question is to haye proper 
sewers laid through the Mill Pond and 
extending directly into the harbor. 
Practically the whole area bounded by 
King street, Queen street, City Line 
and Union street,. and in addition a 
portion of the sewerage by the county 
is now drained into the Mill Pond.

There are several acts relating to 
protection of children on the statute 
books now and under the present con­
solidation that is going on under the 
chairmanship of Hon. W. P. Jones, K- 
C, Woodstock, these various laws will- 
be collected together and . examined 
carefully and finally adopted with 
amendments tending to bring such 
legislation up to date. Most of the 
other provinces have full-time super­
visors appointed, but until the work 
is advanced suffiicently, Miss Meikle­
john will devote part of her time to 
the work.

The Social Service Council of Canada 
has been largely instrumental in 
ing action in this respect throughout 
Canada, and it is therefore mostly with 
a view to the social aspect that this 
legislation has been adopted.

The health aspect, of course, will not 
be overlooked.
