London, Eng, March 80—In the House 
of Commons last night, F. E. Smith, 
of the chief supporters of Sir Edward 
Carson, endeavored to take up the pre­
arranged plan of the opposition to at­
tack the government on the army ques­
tion, but the speech fell flat under the 
new conditions. The only striking sen­
tence declared that the Unionists 
were, prepared to go to all lengths, even 
the dismemberment of the empire, rathe? 
than see home rule forced on Ulster. He 
said:— .

"Whatever the Consequences, Civil 
War, or any other Cataclysm that Might 
Dismember the Whole Empire, the Union­
ist Party Would Support Ulster, what­
ever the Consequences Might Be.”

This is the first time anyone has gone 
to such lengths, and the government pa­
pers seized the opportunity for' long ar­
ticles.

“The Evening News’* even goes to the 
length of saying that the cry of “the 
army or the people,” is raised to hide 
the failure of the insurance act.

The Radicals, however, refused to be 
turned aside and “The Star” yesterday, 
taking on the text of the most imprud­
ent article of the Conservative ; “Sunday 
Times” alleging to give the details of the 
interference of the king, ha.s a column 
editorial denouncing the alleged action.

(Canadian Press)
Juarez, Mexico, March 81—An arm- 

stice has halted the bloody battle of Tor­
reon, according to reports currtnt at 
Constitutionalist headquarters early to­
day. General Velasco, the federal com­
mander in the beleagured city, is said to 
be negotiating with Villa for surrender 
of the town.

Both reports were partially confirmed 
by officers close to Provisional President 
Carranza, who said that Carranza had 
received a dispatch from Villa late last 
night, in which the rebel commander-in- 
chief, had put the entire matter up to 
his superior, to decide whether the terms 
asked by Velasco should be granted.

Carranza sent a long reply to Villa 
this morning, but the instructions that 
the message contained, were not divulg­
ed.

Advices received just before the re­
port of the armistice indicated that the 
Constitutionalists, while holding the 
greater part of Torreon, has been unable 
to penetrate into the main plaza, where 
Velasco had gathered his best troops and 
concentrated his artillery to sweep every 
avenue of approach.

Another strong point held by the 
fédérais were two curtels in the western 
part of the city. These tie in a basin 
which is of great strategic advantage, the 
only entrance being easily defended by 
machine guns.

Mexico City, Mex. Martii 81—“Velas­
co, Torreon: Mexican government in­
structs you to fight to the end. Do not 
surrender Torreon under any conditions. 
Reinforcements coming to aid you.”

The foregoing dispatch was sent from 
the government wireless station early to­
day. “We are confident that Velasco 
will not, surrender until he is absolutely 
crushed.” said Minister of War Blanquet, 
“but we are taking no chances.. De­
spatches from the United States inti­
mate that Velasco is attempting to ar­
range terms of surrender. We doubt this 
but have notified Velasco that he must 
hold out.”

Washington, D. C., March 81—The 
Mexican embassy- here today, received 
the following message from the foreign 
office in Mexico; City.

“Torreon has not fallen and the gov­
ernment is quite confident that it will 
not fall, according to the latest reports 
received by the government from the 
front.”

Juarez, Mex., March 81—General Vel­
asco, federal commander at Torreon, 
went wildly insane while raging up and 
down trenches at Gomez Palacio, during 
one of several assaults made by consti­
tutionalists before the stronghold 
taken.

London, March 81—In the most mo­

mentous political struggle that Efiglarid 
has known in a century, the Liberal gov­
ernment today resumed its fight for 
home rule, when the bill granting auton­
omy to Ireland, was called up in the 
House of Commons for its second read­
ing. The firm hand of Mr. Asquith was 
missing but Sir Edward Grey was in 
charge of the government’s affairs.

Mr. Asquith called at the War Office 
during the morning, and held a confer­
ence of several hours with Colonel Seely. 
Later the premier conferred with Sir 
Edward Grey on the course to be pur­
sued in parliament.

The latest resignation expected in the 
complicated political situation is that of 
Viscount Morley, Lord President of the 
Council, who will probably be forced 
from public life as a result of the army 
matter. Lord Morley is accused of mis­
representing the cabinet’s policy in re­
gard to army officers in Ireland, al­
though he is not accused of doing so 
with irregular intent.

It was reported that Sir Arthur Paget, 
commander-in-chief in Ireland, resenting 
declarations of the Liberals in regard to 
the controversy over the “people versus 
the army,” has either resigned or is con­
templating resignation. The resignations- 
of French and Ewart are still in the 
hands of the cabinet.

Although the illness of Hon. David 
Lloyd George is declared to be not of 
a serious nature, a London specialist 
named Doctor Walton has been called 
in to attend him.

It is said that the chancellor has com­
pletely lost his voice. He has postponed 
all his immediate engagements.

Washington, D. C., March 31—As the 

hour approached today for the taking 
of the final vote upon the Sims bill, pro­
viding for the repeal of the provision of 
the Panama Canal Act exempting 
American coastwise vessels from pay­
ment of tolls, the administration lead­
ers in the house were more confident 
than ever of victory by" a substantial 
margin. They declared every indication 
tended to show thé bill would pass by 
a majority of at least seventy-five.

Speaker Clark, closing the debate 
against the repeal disappointed those 
who expected him to attack President 
Wilson. He disclaimed any personal 
issue with the president and declared he 
believed Mr. Wilson actuated by the 
highest patriotic motives and said that 
there was no breach in the Democratic 
party.

Up to $19,000

Ottawa, March 31—The Commons 

rail-way committee chlorformed the bill 
to incorporate the All Red Company 
which proposed to build another Trans­
continental Railway, running from La­
brador to Déan Inlet, B. *C. Even the B. 
C. members of the committee did not 
think a fourth transcontinental line de­
sirable or necessary just now. The bill 
went over.

The Canadian Northern bill, amended 
a few weeks ago by R. B. Bennett’s sug­
gestion to restrict the Canadian North­
ern’s , capital stock to $75,000,000 was 
held over, it being understood that the 
consolidated railways’ act’s provision 
relating to regulation of capitalization 
by the heard of railway commissioners 
will cover that company’s case perfect­
ly. It begins to develop, however, that 
this section of the new act, which in a 
few days will come before the senate 
railway committee for consideration, will 
meet with strenuous opposition from 
the Canadian Pacific and all the other 
roads.

Railway officials here today say that 
for Canada, a borrowing country, to 
pass such legislation would simply re­
strict and hamper important financial

Mr. Carvell further point­
ed out that the present Valley Railway, 
which he described as a tramway, does 
not go within twenty-five miles of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific, nor does it go to 
St. John; and in his belief the topr gov­
ernment never intended that it should 
come here, but that it should run from 
Andover on the Canadian Pacific at one 
end to Westfield on the Canadian Paci­
fic at the other. Continuing Mr. Car­
vell said:—

“Years have gone by, and not a finger 
has been lifted to give St. John’ access to 
this great work. We are paying our 
share and getting no benefit, and as far 
as I can see years more will go by and 
we will not have any chance of partici­
pating in the benefits. I wish that the 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries '(Mr. 
Hazen) were here tonight. I hope that 
before the debate concludes he will take 
the people of New Brunswick into his 
confidence and tell them what he Is do­
ing and what he hopes to do in order 
to give His own city connection with this 
work, and put the people of that city in 
a position to receive their portion of the 
benefits which they have fondly hoped 
they would receive from the expenditure 
of millions on this great project. He is 
nol here; I am afraid he will be as mum 

on this question as he was during the 
debate in this House on the famous Gu- 
telius agreement by which our rightful 
freight business is carried by Mr. Gutel- 
lus, for one-half what it actually costs 
to transport it, away to Halifax. The 
bon. minister was very anxious to have 
a chance to talk about it, so anxious that 
he got the Minister of Public Works to 
idjourn the debate in order that he 
might discuss it later on. The resolu­
tion went to the bone pile and is there 
yet; it has never been called up and 
never will be. The minister has not had 
an opportunity to discuss it, he never 
will, and I am e^raid he will be quite 
as silent in this debate as he has been 
on all other matters referring to his 
city, his own constituency, and our great 
commercial port.

ter advantages and better working con­
ditions than the city; for instance, bet­
ter food, better water, better air and 
sufficient variety of labor to relieve the 
tiresome monotony of performing one 
endless task week In and week out.

The need for female help is by far 
the most serious matter for a man’s 
work cgn be set aside to a certain extent 
but things have got to keep moving in 
the farm house or everything stands still. 
In most farm houses the work and man­
agement of the house is left entirely to 
one woman, with the added task of Ris­
ing a family of little children, and if 
the one woman falls beneath her bur­
den, she must depend upon her neigh­
bors to lend a helping hand, for neither 
love nor money, apparently will .bring 
female help into the country.

A woman’s work is different now on 
the farm to what it used to be a genera­
tion ago. Farmers are getting too much 
respect for their wives and daughters to 
put them to work in the fields or in the 
bams and It is therefore very unlikely 
that a domestic would find her work 
an£ harder or rougher in a farm house 
than in a city home, and after a few 
weeks, she would discover to her sur­
prise, that there are many pleasures in 
the evenings that are pretty nearly as at­
tractive as the nickel shows and very 
little time or opportunity for lonesome­
ness.

Only last week a destitute woman 
with a little boy was wandering around 
Bridge street, north end, looking for a 
home for herself and the little one.

I understand she was a strong, cap­
able woman, formerly a farm girl, who 
had met with reverses and was willing 
to do any kind of work to provide for 
her child, and yet she showed strong 
distaste for country work and apparently 
would have been better satisfied to con­
tinue walking the streets. I would give 
a good deal to see a woman of that 
stamp come to my farm looking for a 
home, or even if fifty of them came, 
they could all be comfortably placed 
within a cmiple of days, for the same 
condition prevails in nine houses out of 
ten; one weak woman slaving away over 
a task which would just divide nicely by 
two.

RECALLS WALLACE ROSS 
IN THE DAYS WIN SI JOHN 

WAS FAMED IN AQUATICS
Many followers of old-time sport 

about St. John will be interested in an 
article printed in the Montreal Star of 
a few days ago concerning the, late Wal­
lace Ross who some thirty years ago 
was famous in aquatic and other sports. 
He was a brother of L. R. Ross, I. C. R. 
terminal agent, and is still well remem­
bered by a large following who took a 
keen interest in sports in St. John and 
other parts of the world at that time 
when this city was famed for its oars­
men. A picture of Mr. Ross is printed 
with the following taken from the files 
of the “Star” of thirty years ago.

“London—The Daily News, speaking 
of the recent sculling match between 
Ross and Bubear, says: ‘The result is 
sadly disheartening to all who hoped 
that in Bubear we had found a man who 
might possibly restore our^ost suprem­
acy in the art of sculling. Bubear can 
make no sort of a fight with Ross, and 
Bubear beats all other English scullers 
easily. What must our scullers be like?” 
—From The Montreal Star, March 27,
1684.

The late Wallace Ross was a clean 
professional oarsman, and a splendid 
specimen of a Canadian, standing six 
feet two in height. Ills racing weight 
ranged from 170 to 185 pounds. He first 
came into notice in aquatics on St. John 
Harbor in 1872, when he defeated a 
local sculler named Harding. The next 
year he won on the same waters the 
governor-general’s silver medal and a 
money prize of £5, defeating Alex. 
Bready, considered an extra good man. 
He afterwards defeated Plaisted on the 
Kennebec course, and in 1887 beat War­
ren Smith. The races between Ross 
and Hanlan were in many ways a dis­
appointment. The backers of Ross for
