Make a syrup of the last two 
and throw in a few pieces of stick cinna­
mon. When boiling hot drop in peaches 
enough to cover the surface and cook 
till you can, pierce the sides easily with 
a silver fork.

The people now in office do not 
understand this or appreciate it. It is 
a delicate operation to revise a tariff 
and it must be done so as not to hurt 
any of the industries of the country.

“It is an instrument which should sup­
ply the government with sufficient rev­
enue and then to provide for the com­
fort and prosperity of the people. The 
difficulties seem to daunt the govern­
ment. We say to them: "Do not hesi­
tate. Do what has to be done. If you 
do not care to do so or are not able to 
do it, make way for better men. We 
have done it once, and we can do it 
again.”
Ottawa Tory Comment

(Special To The Montreal Star)
Ottawa, Oct. 10—The declaration by 

Sir Wilfrid Laurier at Ormstown yest­
erday "favoring a tariff revision because 
there is a surplus of $50,000,000 is taken 
here to indicate the policy of the op­
position to be enunciated at the next ses­
sion of parliament.

It is not to be expected that the gov­
ernment at this stage will make any 
definite announcements, but it may be 
stated that there are at present none of 
these activities which precede a general 
tariff revision. It would hardly take 
place without an inquiry of a more or 
less extensive character.

The Hon. W. T. White is not give* 
to talking on tariff matters, and is not 
doing so at present. The general be­
lief here, however, is that so far as next 
session is concerned, the tariff will be 
left pretty much as it is. Among other 
things the working of the new Ameri­
can tariff will be observed carefully.
