A GREAT BOOM

Marvellous Result in Building up
of City — Not Even Wealthy
Land-Owners Wish Returnto
Old System—Some Statistics to
Demonstrate Working

In view of the criticism being levelled
@t the assessment system in this city, the
following article prepared by Mayor T. D.
Taylor, of Vancouver, B. C., and sent to
Mayor Frink is of timely interest. It c!efals
with the single tax adopted in the British
.Coldmbia city and tells what the change
in the taxation system. has done for that
city. The article follows:— j

The taxing of the “unearned increment.”
—a term used to express the increase in
land values uninfluenced by the efforts of
the owner—no longer is an experiment in
Vancouver. Fifteen years ago the city
goyernment concluded to encourage build-
ing by reducing the improvement tax fifty

per cent. The effect was immediate. Huge |-

buildings began to rise up ‘where shacks
had stood.

In 1906, as a result of the success of the
first experimeit, an additional decrease of
25 per cent was made in the improvement
tax. At once building operations showed
another startling increase that when com-
pared with the increases shown in the
statistics of other cities was wholly out of

. proportion to the increase of population.

At the beginning of this year it was de-
cided to eliminate the building tax alto-
gether, ard, in consequence the single tax
was adopted in its entirety.

Practice, Not Theory
From the beginning the cities of the
Canadian West have taken the initiative in
promoting the single tax policy by put-
ting it into actual operation while other
municipal governments have not reached
Ibeyond the¢ theoretical. Vancouver’s policy
of valuing land at full capital value and
jmprovements at'only. fifty per cent, there-
by taxing bui only half as much as
.pites,  was..
. tax Jeadlers had begun their campaign o
education that today reaches around the
world. And so satisfactory was this first
experiment that when the further reduc-
tion to twenty-five per cent was made so
as to tax the capital value of improve-
ments only one quarter as much as sites,
the opposition was ®o small as to be
acarcely worth taking into account. The
last step taken —the adoption of the single
tax in its entirety—has placed Vancouver
in the unique position of being the only
¢ity of metropolitan size on the continent
to have elected a municipal government on
a single tax platform. * Edmonton is the
only other Canadian city in which the
- single tax system has been adopted with-
out reservation. And there the same im-
mediate effect has been felt.

SETTLEMENT OF
BIG STRIKE IN
ENGLAND FAILS

Boilermakers Reject Proposal
and - Lock-Out Will Continue
—May Vote Again

London, Nov. 5—It' was hoped that a
settlement of the shipyard dispute would
have been arrived at when the ballot was
taken among the members of the Boiler-
makers Trade Union, as to whether the
York settlement should be accepted or
rejected. It is to be Tegretted that the
settlement was rejected, and the lockout
will therefore continue. = The majority
against accepting the settlement was
1319, but a very small percentage, com-
paratively speaking, of the trade union
voting.  The total membership is over
50,000, and less than 19,000 men voted.

In view of the small number of votes
recorded, it is hoped that another vote
will be taken, a practise which has
already been adopted on ‘@ previous occe-
sion. The view expressed by employers
on the northeast coast is that the re-
sult is decidedly unsatisfactory since, as
a positly of gheweonferende at York; . cer-:
tain concessions were made whereby the
differences between the men and them-
selves were reduced to such'a minimum
ac-

cepted the agreement.

It is pointed out that, since it appears
impossible to reopen negotiations with res-
pect to the Yerk agreement, the exect-
tive of the Boilermakers Society might
adopt the course of issuing instructions
that a vote shall be taken by all the mem-
bers not directly affected by the dispute.
According to the rules of the society a
two-thirds majority in favor of closing the
dispute would settle the question.

Continuing, Mr. Tobin said the  jury
must not be allowed to separate in'a case
of murder. The old common law upon
that point was quite clear. Jurymen were
not to separate in any case of felony.

Justice Darling said in cases of mur-
der jurors slept in different rooms. They
were not necessarily kept in one room all
the time.

Mr. Tobin said he understood that
though the jurors were separated for nec-
essary purposes nobody was allowed to
talk to them while they did so. Therefore,
for that purpose, they were really not sep-
arated.

Justice Channell:—“Jurors, as. a rule do
not sleep in one room but in a group of
rooms in a corridor.”

Mr. Tobin said there was a difference
when no bailiff was put in charge and a
jtlu-yman was attended by three individu-
als. \
Judge Pickford said that the juror in
question was in charge of medical men.

Mr. Tobin replied that the practice was
to swear in a bailiff. Surely any person
who looked after a juryman should have
been appointed by the court and sworn.

He read an affidavit by Mr. Newton
stating exactly what happened. Mz, New-
ton in the affidavit referred to the jury-
man’s absence from the rest of the jury
without either he or they having been
given in charge of a proper officer of the
court. The juryman was taken outside,
and after a lapse of three or four hours
the doctors returned to court and gave
evidence that the juryman was not suffer-
ing from anything serious but had an at-
tack of indigestion. The judge accordingly
adjourned the case for two hours and the
remaining jurymen went out of court not
accompanied by the other jurymen. It was
a serious matter.

Mr. Muir said he had in court a bailiff
who actually went out with the juror and
Dr. Dyer was also present. He never left
the building at all and all the time the
bailif was with him. The bailiff had, in
fact, been sworn in to take charge of the
jury. Dr. Dyer was sworn to take charge
of the sick juror.

Mr. Tobin Argues

Mr. Tobin, addressing Their Lordships,
submitted that taking away a juryman by
an unsworn bailiff was a very serious mat-
ter in a case of murder. The bailiff ought
to be sworn. In the present case he was
not sworn. The gquestion then arose
whether the court had power or not to
quash the conviction and they could only
do that in certain events. They could
quash a conviction on the ground that
it was unreasonable, that it could not be
supported by the evidence, that there was
a wrong statement of law or that there
had been a miscarriage of justice.

Justice Darling asked whether it was
suggested that this case came under t{he
section respecting miscarriage of justice.

Mr. Tobin said it seemed to him that,
to go on with the same jury instead of
starting afresh with a new jury was a
wrong decision in law and that it was ir-
regular to go on with jurymen who had
been with an ynsworn bailiff. He quoted
an Australian case where the jury had ac-
cess to a newspaper.

Justice Darling:—“There is no case that
deals with the exact point whether a bai-|

Judge Ritchie Sentences Geo-
rge Marshall for Theft of
Watch on . C. R} Car

A sentence of two years in Dorchester
was imposed by Judge Ritchie this morn-
ing on George Marshall, when the latter
pleaded guilty to robbing George Pooley,
of Sussex, of a watch, valued at $15 on an
I. C. R. car several weeks- ago.

The prisoner went to the car and offer-
ed to sell Pooley a watch, and when the
passenger said he had one, Marshall ask-
ed to se it. He took the watch in his
hand, and Pooley thought he put in back
into his pocket again, but a little later
found it missing. He accused Marshall but
the latter denied the theft.

A man named Foster said that Marshall
sold the watch to him in exchange for an-
other and with $2.50 thrown in.’ "Later he
learned the watch was stolen, and gave it
to the police. Pooley recognized it 'this
morning. The judge advised Marshall that
when hé got free, he had better stop
drinking. = fanelh o :

Avas no’ tampering with the jurymen, It
was proved.conclusively-that there was no

gestion’ that there was tampering. There
was no evidence to raise any sort of pre-
sumption of fampering. Therefore, on that
point, the appeal failed.

Mr. Tobin then addressed the court as
to the next point of the appel which was
that the evidence of Childers, buyer for
Jones . Brothers, was wrongfully admitted
after the-case for the defence closed. Mr.
Tobin quoted several cases which bore
on the question of rebutting. The evid-
ence was such as might have been given
in the original case. It was most damning
evidence and the admission of such evi-
gience might lead to a lax way of conduct-
ing cases.

Mr. Tobin. referred at length to the evi-
dence of finding a piece of pyjamas and
to rebuttal evidence given by Childers.
“Had Crippen” said Tobin “in his evid-
ence said anything to justify the crown
in giving that evidence? You may take
it from me that Crippen in his evidence in
chief said nothing whatever on the point.”

Justice Channell:—“Isn’t your real griev-
arice that the questions re the pyjamas
were a sort of trap to tempt Crippen into
telling another lie. It really led him to tell
eomething he ~would mnot had he
known there was. this evidence.”

Mr. Tobin:—“It came as a bolt from
the blue at the end of my case.”

Third Point

Mr. Tobin then proceeded to address
Their Lordships on his last point—identity
of the remains found. First, he asked, was
the ~identity sufficiently established that
the remains were those of a woman at all.
Next was it sufficiently established that,
if ;the remains were those of a woman,
were they the remains of Belle Crippen?
He submitted that what was found in the
cellar did not solve the question; it left
everything to doubt. Taking the remains
themselves, Prof. Pepper said it was im-
possible on anatomical grounds to tell the
sex. As regards what was found with the
remains all was in doubt.

In England, He Urges Claims of
Maritime Province on Prospec-
tive Emigrants

Senator James Domville, of Rothesay,
now in England, has been saying some nice
things ' about the eastern portipp of the
dominion. In an interview published in
“Canada,” he holds that the east has ad-

vantages that more than balance the at-
tractiveness of the west. Ile says the
maritime provinces farm more per acre
' than the west and the advantages in the
way of education and-comfortable living
conditions, should draw a class of people
who are not in a hurry to grow rich, but
want to obtain an income from what they
have, and enjoy a happy and comfortable’
home.

He touches on the subject of maritime
province representation in the federal
house and says he thinks steps should be
taken to have the British North America
act amended so that there would not be
a further cutting down of the parliament-
ary representation.

The Laurier cabinet i8
a cabinet of Imperialists,” who want' ‘to
sacrifice Canada’s rights, to plunge us into
the wars with which we have nothing t>
do, to repay for the honors given to Laut-
jer by England. This bill is ‘an attempt
by Ontario and the other. provinces of tie
west to coerce Quebec and enslave our
people for ever. When war comes and
your children are taken from you to dic
in Africa for the Union Jack, will yoa
say, ‘hurrah for Laurier? M. Monk is our
leader. He is the only defender of our
rights, rally to his support. Laurier's idea
is to make you the vassals of the majornity
in the west who have already robbed us
of our rights in the past, and would do sc
again.

Mr. R.-L. Borden is a pitifully small figure
in comparison with Sir Wilfrid Laurier
at this critical moment in national affairs.

CIVIC QUESTIONS

The question of taxation is one which
must be given more serious attention in
the city of St. John. The Times prints to-
day an article on the single tax system in
Vancouver, and the system which for a
time preceded it in that city. The Van-
couver 'people say it is no longer an ex-
periment, but has proved its value. Pos-
sibly the single tax system could not
easily be adopted in St. John. The com-
mission which went into the whole ques-
tion of assessment in.St. John, and recom-
mended changes which were not adopted
by the council; found conditions here such
as are not found in most other cities. The
leagehold system has a strong position
here, and it eaid to present many diffi-
culties. Nevertheless there is need of a
reform in the system, and it is very clear
that if the city is to be improved some
means must be found by which the owners
of vacant lots will be compelled to make
them productive or sell them for that pur-
pose. The Times commends to every tax-
payer a careful reading of the article cn
Vancouver in today’s issue. The suggestion
that public meetings be held to discuss
taxation and city government is worthy of
general attention. Only when the citizens
take a personal interest in these matters
will the best results in system and admin-
istration be secured.

“SOCIALISM, IN ENGLAND

Toronto’s Cﬁief Librarian After
Trip Across, Says He Saw No
Decadence

Toronto, Nov. 4—“England is changing
Her magses are being brought more and
more into governmental power, but she|
still preserves all the law and order that|
she ever had.” i

This statement was made by Dr. Georgel
H. Locke, chief librarian of Toronto in an’
address upon his observations while trav-|
elling in Great Britain and Europe during
the past summer.

“This change in the people of England
is the result of rapid development of So-
cialism,” Dr. Locke explained. ‘“The type
of Socialist that is coming to the front
there is what may be termed the con-
structive type. The destructive type which
flourishes in the primary stages of Social-
ism, is becoming obsolete. The constructive
type is forcing the will of the people into
the government and is at the same time
lessening the power of the old-time govern-
ing class.

““This condition applies to Scotland and
Ireland as well,” the doctor declared, ‘“and
to be reckoned with in the future form
of government of the United Kingdom.

“In Europe organization is imperfect. It
does not appeal strongly to the people. In
England over-organization is noticeable
everywher8. So highly organized are the
institutions in England the people have
been afraid of innovations. But they are
now losing that fear,” said Dr. Locke, “and |
waking up to the necessities of national
existence.

“All over the United Kingdom liberal
aid is given to the erection of little cot-
tages which are rented for a shilling a|
week. These comfortable homes at very.
low vental are inducing people to live on|
small holdings of land, and the farming|
industry is reviving. Tenants are also buy-|
ing their holdings of land. This is produe- |
ing a middle class in the country that pro-|
mises better value to Great Britain than
the middle class in the cities.

“I saw no signs of a decadence of the
British people,” the doctor declared. “In-
stead I saw numerous signs of ]ma’]thyi
growth of practical betterment of social]
and industrial life. If the large landhold-|
ers are selling their property it is because

prices than ever before offered.

“A spirit of social helpfulness dominates
everywhere in Great Britain. The patern-
alism shown by the titled landowners to
their tenants will not cease with the pur-
chase by tenants of their land holdings, |
for manufacturers are adopting the same
responsibility for tenants of homes in the
model cities that have been and are being
built for employes of large industries. With
the working class better housed and with‘
the employing class doing its utmost to |
provide work, the decadence of the Brit-
ish nation is very improbable.”

Figures to Demontrate ¢

The municipal building statistics during
the last fifteen years clearly demonstrate
the value of the single tax in hastening
the substantial upbuilding of a city. Be-
fore the fifty per ¢ent reduction in the
value of building improvements was voted
in the year 1895, building optrations in
the city of Vapcouver represented ap-
proximately $200 per capita. In.the year
1805 the per ‘capita value of building im-
provements increased to $245, and in 1905
—the end of the tem“year period during
which the fifty per cent was in operation
—the per capita value of improvements
had increased to $284. A similar increase
was shown immediately following the fur-
ther reduction to twenty-five per cent. In
1998 the per capita valuation of building
impkovements was $302.66, and in 1909 the
figures were $308.17, and yet these statis-
tics, striking as they may seem, do not
half tell the story for the reason that the
population of Vancouver increased from
17,000 in 1894 to over 100,000 last year,
and in the last five years has been trebled.
That Vancouver's building- operations have
exceeded those of any other city in the
Pacific north- west is clearly shown by a
comparison with -the building figures pre-
sented by the statisticians of the other
munioipalities. A glance at the following
table shows the steady increase since 1895
and shows also the reductions in the as-
sessable property in proportion to the
amount of money spent in improvements:

Dr.-Phelan says:—%The in-

alcoholism. The word dipsomania is often
used synomymously with inebriety, drunk-

ued | enness, and aleoholism, but it should not

be so. A person may have dipsomania
-and mot suffer from any disease and may
never have taken a drink; it is periodic de-
sire for drink—an alcoholic predisposition
or susceptibility. When a man cannot stop
drinking he is a drunkard, or when a per-
son finds that he cannot conduet himself
soberly under the social conditions which
are normal to his time, then he is a drunk-
ard.”

PLAYGROUND MOVEMENT

(Montreal Gazette)

The playground movement, we are told,
is still in its infancy. But it seems to be
a sturdy infancy, with evidences of growth
at once rapid and healthy. In 1907 there
were 90 cities in the United States main-
taining playgrounds; in 1808 there were
177 or nearly twice as many, and in 1909
this figure had very nearly doubled, hav-
ing increased to 336. The statement goes
on to inform us that 154 cities are actu-
ally agitating for playgrounds. Further, in
987 cities there are 1,535 playgrounds main-
tained, while 55 have playground - associa-
tions and in 15 others the mayors have
appointed special playground commissions.
Qf the cities that maintain playgrounds
49 per cent, are said to provide the mon-
ey, wholly or in part, by publi¢ taxation.
Of the amounts that are spent in the
year, New York is credited with $123,000
Chicago with half a million. Some of the
smaller cities and towns are as liberal as
they are enthusiastic. In some of them
wealthy Yand public-spirited citizens "have
made donations of playgrounds. The rea-
sons for promoting the mov ment = are
social, moral and sanitary.

T. P. O’Connor’s statement that a meas-
ure of Home Rule for Ireland is in sight
only confirms private advices from Eng-
land. Tt is now no secret that the confer-
ence of Unionists and Liberal leaders
seeks to solve the constitutional problem
by the creation of local legislatures for
Tngland, Scotland, Wales and Ireland. One
view is that there should be only two los
cal parliaments, one for Ireland and one
for the rest of the United Kingdom. This,
however. would hardly be satisfactory ei-
ther to Scotland or to Wales, and hence a|
wider application of the Federal system |
seems to be necessary.
1i is understood that the Unionists, in

order to break the constitutional deadlock
and to assure the continuance of stable
and efficient government, will not oppose a
more generous extension of self-govern-
ment to Ireland. But they resolutely re-
fuse to compete for the Irish vote by go-
ing beyond the Liberals in advocating such
extension. The Unionist view seems to be
that Home Rule would come naturally
from a Liberal government, while from the
Unionists it would necessarily have the ap-
pearance of a sacrifice of principle for
peace and for office. With local legisla-
tures lestablished the general parliament
would be free to devote itself to fiscal,
Colonial and foreign affairs, to sea and|
land defence, and next unquestionably |
would be a formidable movement for the
creation of a genuine imperial parliament
in which the colonies would have direct
representation and an influential voice in
the government of the emipire.

The Situation Analyzed in Weekly
Letter For the Times
lied by J. M. Robinson- & Sons,
g ol

New York, Nov. 4—We have had a con-
tinued nervous and unsettled market with
wiolent fluctuations; thirty . pbint. ‘mOVe-
ments being of almost daily occurrence.
It seems to us that the market has_re-
flected, on the one hand, a lull in spot
demand following the completion of Oc-
tober engagements and ‘a tendency to in-
crease estimates of the crop, while on the
other it has shown the influénce of gen-
eral killing temperatures in the south and
a renewal of support from some of the
large southern interests who are credited
with having been so successful on the bull
side last season.
“The “Cordill” estimate of 12,600,000
which was published here on S_aturday evi-
dently made a strong impression dn sentl-
ment, on the ground that a crop of t}ns
size had been assured before the beginning
of the cold wave. But other authorities
including some who have been quite as
successful in estimating the crop as Mr.
Cordill, have issued estimates ca.llmg for
a million bales less, and it is _pluuly seen
that from a practically unanimous senti-
ment in favor of a emall crop, a pronounc-
ed division of opinion has grown up snce
the publication of the last census report;
as the relatively small ginning to October
18, is attributed by those holding larger
crop views to the Jateness of the season.

The next report of the Census Bureau,
which will be published on November 9,
giving the amount of cotton ginned to
Noyember 1st may, bring about some mod-
ificdtion of the views of both large and
small crop pebple, but still later reports
may be required to bring about any real
crystalization of sentiment.

Meanwhile we have bad our general
killing frost; some say the most severe
ever witnessed during October over so wide
spread an area; and thus one of the bull
factors which had been looked forward to
during the advance culminating around the
middle of October is eliminated for the
season—leaving behind it, not a more gen-
eral expectation of a very short crop, but
estimated at least a million bales apart,
and a much divided gentiment both as to
the more immediate course of the market
and as to the probable extent of the avail-
able supply for the season.

It sefu‘;syto us rather questionable as to
whether the bearish influence exerted on

500,000 bales is not the result of ‘compar:
ing such estimated with the sensatio
small earlier figures, rather than. the re<
sult of considering these larger figures in

We have the authority of the s
bureau for a statement that under nort al
conditions the mills of the wo! d will
quire fully 13,000,000 bales of American
cotton in a single eeason.
present season should fall short of normal
activity in a general business sense, there
are special conditions applying to cotton,
as we have previously mentioned, and con-
sidering the uneasiness which manufactur-
ing interests must feel over iadequate sup-
plies of raw material in view of the scanty
average production of the past several sea-
sons, we confess that we are unable to
work up much bearish enthusiasm over a
prospective . crop of 12,500,000 bales—even
if the increased figures do not prove over
the mark. ' .

The October condition report issued by
the government pointed to a crop pf about
12,400,000 bales, figured mathematncally on
all ten year average but if the relatively
small ginning returns to October 18 re-
. flected merely the lateness of_ the crop,
then it would seem to us logical to be-
lieve that the gemeral killing frosts of the
past week have done considerable damage.

On the whole, it would appear that the
crop question is by no means settled and
for the immediate future it would seem
most reasonable to look to the southern
spot situation for any fresh incentive. We,
have never been inclined to put much
faith in a holding movement but it must
be quite clear to everyone that the interior
of recent years, has paid much less atten-
tion to the fluctuations in futures than
formerly and this season the south must
already have sold in the neighborhood of
five million bales while the concentration
of unsold supplies into the hands of holders
of the stronger class is already under way.

LORD MINTO’S VICE-ROYALTY

(Montreal Herald.)

Tord Minto has reached the end of his
term as viceroy of India, and, as usual, in
such cases, his retirement from exalted
office is heralded by a series of farewell
speeches. It is a long step -from Canada
to India, in more senses than one, and
taking up the administration of the great
dependency Lord Minto followed one of the
most brilliant men in England at a time
when the omens of “coming trouble were
dark and foreboding. During his ‘term of
office the sparks have been flying fast and
furious and that India has not burst into
flame “is proof of careful handling on the
part of all concerned in the government.
It has been a period of reform in which
the aggregation of peoples who constitute
the population of India have been given
concessions and a large share in the gov-
ernment. In all these Lord Minto had
borne a creditable part, co-operating cor-
dially with the Secretary for Inaa, Lord
Morley, who it is to be regretted, is also
about to retire from his official position
because of failing health.

Lord Minto himself, juding from the
tenor of Mis farewell speeches seems reas-
onably well satisfied with the results that
have ‘been attained. He has passed
through severe trials and has emerged suc-
cessful. There have been outbreaks of
violence with _political objects behind
them; sedition and anarchy have been
rife, and there have been the usual series
of what are caled ‘“week-end wars’ ‘on
the Indian frontier. 1ln fact the frontier
is in & somewhat troubled condition now
on account of the stoppage of the traffic
in arms on the Persian Gulf which has
produced restiveness all along the border
marches. But the military dispositions on
the frontier are thoroughly well organ-
ized.

$3,000 star with New York. Bill Douglass,
who played with Little Rock and Bir-
mingham, was then catching for Philadel-
phia, along with Thomas, McFarland.
