With the death of Hugo Stinnes 
there disappears a figure that has dom­
inated the German scene during the 
last two years, or, to speak precisely, 
since the murder of Walther Rathenau 
in the early summer of 1922. Rathenau 
and Stinnes embodied two strongly 
contrasting types of German capital­
ism, as it emerged from the war. The 
former was much the wore winning 
personality and the broader spirit. He 
read the lessons of the war in terms of 
the whole german people. He foresaw 
for his country a future devoid of im­
perialistic dream and devoted to useful 
productivity in close and harmonious 
co-operation between capital and labor- 
Stinnes thought rather in terms of per­
sonal and class opportunity. He can­
not be acquitted of the charge of capi­
talizing the necessities of his country­
men fo# his own aggrandizement. As 
the chief architect of the new system of 
“vertical” trust organization, he stood 
up before the world as the personifica­
tion of a dehumanized efficiency.

He Has GreatAlienist Insists Harry is 
Sane—Evelyn to go 

on Stand? Faith in ThemI

So Says Nova Scotia Man of 
Dodd's Dyspepsia Tablets»

Philadelphia, April 15—Harry K. 
Thaw is suffering from asphasia, but 
this is not serious enough to prevent 
him being declared sane and liberated 
from the West Philadelphia Asylum, 
according to Dr. Charles K. Mills, 
eminent alienist and witness in Thaw’s 
sanity trial before a jury. Dr. Mills 
was put through a long cross-exami­
nation by counsel for the trustees of 
Thaw’s estate, and he maintained that 
Thaw is sane and would not be a 
menace If set free.

While Dr. Mills was testifying there 
was a stir in the court room as Evelyn 
Nesbit, Thaw's divorced wife, entered 
and took a seat a short distance from 
where her first husband was fighting 
again for his freedom. It was the first 
time in years that these two figures In 
the sensational killing of Stanford 
White had been in the same room.

Miss Nesbit is expected to take the 
witness stand In behalf of her son.

During his regime as a coach Coak­
ley has turned out more major league 
prospects probably than any other sin­
gle instructor. And it must be re­
membered he has not had the best of 
material to work with. Among the

Looking over the list of coaches of 
twenty of the leading Eastern colleges 
we find that twelve are former college 
men, all of whom have had major 
league experience except three, 
nine others, who are non-college men, 
are ex-major .league ball players.

The fact that a man has not had 
much league experience has not proved 
any handicap, as is proved by the case 
of Dos Carriss of Pennsylvania, who 
has obtained splendid results with good 
material ; as proved by the case of Bill 
Reed at Colgate; Kenneth Snell at 
Brown, and Bill McCarthy at New 
York University, although the last two 
named played minor league ball for a 
time and for a while were with major 
league clubs.
The successful coach must possess 

more than mere baseball knowledge. It 
Is essential, to be sure, that he know 
the game thoroughly, but many major 
league stars fail as coaches because of 
their inability to impart their knowl­
edge to the college youngsters. So 
that, in addition to possessing baseball 
knowledge, a coach must know how to 
teach, he must have a good personality 
and he must, above all, have the con­
fidence of the men he is teaching. Andy 
Coakley is an ideal type of the suc­
cessful coach. He possesses all of the 
above qualities, and he obtains success 
because his pupils learn to enjoy them­
selves: and to consider the game as a 
game only.

The list herewith tabulated contains 
seven former pitchers, six catchers, 
four infielders and two outfielders. All 
of them have had considerable success 
as coaches and have ’already n-nved 
Hieir ability In this respect This Is 
Joe Wood’s first year as coach ot the 
varsity at Yale, hut the former speed 
ball king did well with the freshmen 
last year.
