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EIGHTH ANNUAL REPORT

OF THE

MONTREAL JUNIOR LACROSSE CLUB,

For the Season 1887.

Montreal, May 1888.Gentlemen,
The season of eighteen eighty-seven has, apart from the 

flourishing condition of the treasury, been one remarkable for 
a series of disasters.

As has been chronicled far and near, the championship 
taken from us by the Crescents, who, although their 
was not in any way superior to ours, nevertheless succeeded in 
wresting from our grasp the coveted pennant, which has been 
held by the Juniors for four years in succession.
