THE UNIVERSITY EX_IEISIOI SCHEME.

The Gazerre has no desire to discour-
age the attempt which is to be made this
year to extend the benefits of the uni-
versity to the city of St. John. Yet it
must be admitted that the programme
pr ted by the of the so-

_called university extenmsion and the
methods they are pursuing are. not cal-
culated to awaken confidence. If a man
was starving after a seven days fast and
some one who undertook to assuage his
hunger, presented him with one split
peaon a plate for that purpose “the act
would only excite ridicule, yet thatis
about the proportion of the actual needs
of our educational system which the pro-
gramme of university extension will sup-
ply. It must be said, too, that the
university people have exercised &
singular discretion in selecting Mr. John
V. Ellis as the principal member of the
executive committee on university ex-
tension here. The relations of John V.
Ellis towards the edncational system of
this province are well known. Itis well

~—~%known that he was a most determined

opponent of our free non sectarian school
system aad-thatbho-did—tris. utmost to
prevent the benefits of free education be-
ing extended to the youth of this
province. It will be remembered also
that in 1874 he took an active part in the
crusade against the free system of non-
denominational schools and sought to
impose Roman Catholic separate school
on the province of New Brunswick. Yet
here Mr. Ellis is put forward asa pro-
per person to direct the studies and ar-
range the programme of university ex-
tension in St. John.

The course of lectures which will be
presented this winter in St. John also
seems to us very insufficient. What
good can be expected to result to anyone
from listening to eight lectures on a
given subject? A man in that way may
obtiin a smattering of one or two sub-
jects, but to expect that he will receive
anything in the nature of education,
such as a college would supply, is
an utter absurdity. It is true
that students who take  the
course are promised certificates at
the end of it, but of what value will these
certificates be? A university degree in
this country is of mo value except per-
haps to a clergyman, further than that

PP

These observations in regard to the
university extension scheme are made
without any desire to prejudice it, but
simply by way of showing that it is de-
fective and that no system of education
can be useful in this province which de-
clines to recognize the great facts of life,
or the manner in which the people of
New Brunswick have to obtain their
living. We have been heretofore fol-
lowing blindly the English system of
higher education, which spends enorm-
ons sums in teaching young men Latin
and Greek and which at the end of their
college career turns them out the most
helpless and usel of educated men.
The university graduate of England
knows all about the Punic warsand the
Peloponnesian contests but knows noth-
ing about the great empire_
of England beyond the seas,
and can  bardly tell whether
Halifax is on the Atlantic or the Pacific.
We are on the eve of an educational rev-
olution in the province of New Bruns-
wick, but we cannot see that anything
which is going to be dene this winter in
the way of university extension in 8t.
John is likely to advance that revolution
in any perceptible degree.

The great
want of our people is {o know something
about the subjects which are likely toen-
ter most prominently into the business
of their lives. More than half of the
people of New Brunswick are farmers,
and those who are not farmers are inter-
ested in farming more or less. Yet in
no college or school in this province can
any competent idea of agriculture be ob-
tained and the consequence is that most
of our people know nothing whatever, in
a scientific sense, of the business which
they have to follow.

In the course we find nothing what-
ever on the subject of history except that
portion of the history of England from
the year 1640 to 1659. Why is this par-
ticular period selected as the only one
necessary to be dealt with in an educa-
tional course in 8t. John? Why has a

period from 1640 to 1659 covers the time
of the struggle between Charles 1st. and
his parliament, the execution of that
monarch and the protectorate of Oliver
Cromwell. It isalso well known that
until very recently the prayer books of
the Church of England contained &
gervice which was to be read on the 28th
of January of every year in which
heaven was implored to protect the peo-
ple of England from the wickedness in-
volved in the execution of that “blessed
martyr” Charles 1st, in the year 1649. We
donot know what view the Rev.Mr.deSoy-
ers takes of Charles 1st. or how he will
deal with him in his course of lectures,
but if he follows the teachings that pre-
vailed in the Church of England in’ re-
gard to that matter until within a very
recent period nis lectures will not be very
acceptable to the people of New Bruns-
wick, many of whom regard Charles 1st.
as anything but a martyr.

It may also be pertinent to ask why
the subject of Canadian history has been
altogether omitted from this proposed
course.

Financial.

Henry Clews & Co., report, New York,
Oct. 31st, as follows:

Still we have on Wall Street the stag-
nant and feebly-oscillating condition of
speculative business that has prevailed
for six weeks past. The interest in the
Stock Market is almost entirely confined
to the “room traders;” the outside pub-
lic are absent or listlessly waiting; the
operators of large means and large tran-
sactions are waiting for prices to drop—
although some think they are buying
some specialties quietly;—and London,
though doing more than has been expect-
ed of it, is so vacillating that it affords no
real support to the market; the trouble
there being that purchases are constant-
ly made in expectation of a rise at New
York, which hope being daily disappoint-
ed selling quickly follows the buying.

Quite unexpectedly, the market is un-
favorably affected by ominous symptoms
of a freight war ;—one of the last things
to be thought possible in view of the
largest tonnage of agricultural freight
waiting to be moved that has been known
in the history of the couatry. The Balti-
more & Ohio and the Chesapeake & Ohio
are accepting reduced rates, and to meet
their cuts the Grand Trunk and the
Canadian Pacific are making still larger
reductions. It is hardly to be supposed
that the other trunk lines can long with-
stand these attacks upon their business,
and the case will be the more difficult to
handle from the fact that the Canadian
lines stand outside the operation of the
Inter-State Commerce law. In a few
weeks the supply of freight will so far
exceed the ability of the roads to handle
it, that the strongest of all motives to
mantain rates will be brought into play,
and this affords a reasonable hope that
this reckless competition may soon come
to an end ; but nevertheless there is at
present an uncertainty about the results
which is calcuated to create caution in
buying.

If the skin is sick it can be cured just
as well as any organ that needs atten-
tion, but the bloom of sixteen cannot be
replaced on the skin that's weathered
thirty-five Summers.

cases they obtain the top prices of the

market, those coming from Russia being

invariably at the bottom of the list. The

seemingly insuperable barrier to the

developments of a profitable trade in this
respect between Canada and the mother
country placed in the way by the nine

days in transit across the ocean, added
to the time occupied in collection from |
the farmers on the otherside. Has'
been got over by the aid of modern sci~
ence and the energy and enterprise of
those engaged in the business at the
points of departure, and it has proved in
practice that by the use of the refriger-
ator on the Atlantic liners, eggs can be
laid down in Liverpool, London or Bristol
not only fresh and in good condition, but
free from chipping or breakage, the Ca-
nadian exporters having adopted a spec-
ial style of packing according with the
exceptional nature of the cargo. During
the first three months of the present
season, that is, since the opening of na-
vigation on the St. Lawrence to the 31st
July, 9,000,000 eggs have been shipped
from the Dominion to England, the bulk
of the consiguments going to Liverpool
and the north, though a certain amount
has reached London, and trial shipments
have been made to Bristol and other
ports.

SPIRIT OF THE TIMES. DEPRAVITY IN NOVA SCOTIA.

MEN'S SPECIAL
DEPARTM'T,

Crimes for which the Law prescribes no
Adequate Panishment.

HaLrax, N. 8, Nov. 1.—Two revolting
stories of crime will be published to-
morrow. Some time ago a young girl
named Ettinger ran away from her home
near Windsor. She was accompained
by a girl companion and they were bound
for Dartmonth. Before they got far away
they were arrested upon the telegrapic
advice of William Ettinger the step-
father of the girl, upon a charge of steal-
ing five dollars and for the alleged of-
fence, both girls were sent to jail for six
months. After serving out & portion of
her sentence a doctor was summoned
by the jail officials and under pressing
enquiries the girl told a horrible story
implicating her stepfather. After the
alleged crime the girl told her mother
and the mother became righteously in-
dignant, and a big family row followed.
Etinger threatened to kill the girl, if
she told the story to anyone else. Her
life became unbearable at home and the
girl, aided by her mother, decided to pay
a visit to her aunt in Dartmouth, and to
pay her passage the Ettinger girl took
the five dollars from her stepfather. The
other girl, knowing how she obtained the
money, accepted part of it to pay her
own passage and thus became an
accessory. Ettinger became 80
enraged at the girl's departure and fear-
1ng the story would be repeated he had
both girls arrested. The case was quiet-
ly tried and the girls were jailed, The
revelations of Miss Ettinger to the
doctor were communicated to ‘the Hali-
fax 8. P. C. and upon their complaint
Ettinger was ~arrested, and yesterday
upon the evidence of his wife and step-
daughter was committed to the supreme
court for trial on & charge of rape. The
girl is only 14 years of age.

The other case occured at Hantsport,
within a few miles of Windsor, and is
even worse. In this case a warrant has
been issued for the arrest of Albert Fitz-
gerald, aged 456. The victim is his own
daughter, aged 19. Fitzgerald got wind
of the issue of the warrant for his
arrest and succeeded in escaping to the
woods. A posse of citizens are now
scouring the country in gearch of him.
