'MOTHERS’ PENSIONS
REPORT ISSUED

lion Dollars Per Year, Sdys
Dr. Riddell.

What appears to be a step in the
direction of the establishment of a
system of mothers’ and - children’s
pensions In Ontario. was made last
week, when the interim report of
Pr. W. A Riddell, Superintendent
of the Trades and Labor Branch of
the Government Deparitment, was
made gubxlc by Premlier Hearst. Dr.
RISASIT was Instructed to prepare a
report on the subject last January,
and submittedsan intérim report in
March, This report was not made
public until last week.

Dr. Riddell estimates the cost of
a pension gystem at about $1,078,000
per annum. This would allow for
a full pension 1o all widows and
children coming within the condit-.
jons laid down in the report. There
are, it is ‘estimated, some 16,000
widows and §.9500 children who
would be benefited by such a
scheme, Dr. Riddell suggests that
one-half the cost of the andertak-
ing be borne by the Provinee and
one-half by the municipality In
which the pensfoner resides, and
that the Act be administered by a
commiseion of five, appeinted by the
Provinge, with local ewll;r:meu

" GREATVICTORY

Laber’s sweeping success at the
municipal electigns throughout Brit-
aln is so complete that even the vic-
tors admit their astonishment. It is

certain that such a langdsiide 1s with-
out precédent in that country.
There are numérous instances of

towns and boroughs going solidly
for Labor and leaving the other
parties without representation. Bat-

tersea, which had no Labor repre-
sentative in the last council, has now
forty-one. Popular Laborites ~ap-
tured thiry-nine seats out of forty-
two. These London results are typl-
cal of Labor's success in other cities.
The Progressive Party, which ap-
proximates to Independent Liberai-
ism, has aimost entirely disappeared
from London and in the provinces
also Labor's gains are largely at the
expense of the Liberals.

Although the newspapers have for
several weeks been trying to stir the
voters out of thelr apathy to muni-
cipal affairs, less than 30 per ceat.
of London electors took the trouble
to. vote and as Labor's opponents
say, “London has itself to thank.”

DRAPER OPPOSES
THE 48-HR. WEEK

At International Labor. Confer-
ence Canadian Delegate
Livens Issue, -

The International Labor Confer-
ence called in aecordance with tho
Peace Trealy 18 In session at Wash-
ington and all the nations of the
‘world have represenfatives present.
The Canadian workers are ropre-
sented by Mr. PNM, Draper, secree
tary-treasurer of the Domianlon
Trades and Labor Congress, and al-
ready he has proven that he is the
right man In the right place. Th»
48-hour week convention brought
forth . some striking and foreible
logic from the Canadisn-workers'
representative,

The fight came before thexconfer-
ehce on Tuesday in submission by
the organization committee of the
proposed convention for the 48-nour
week. Hon, G. K. Barnes, 3ritish
Government delegate, and a memher
of the itish War Cabinet, pleaded
for the convention and was sup-
ported In his view by Mayor Des-
planches, Government delegate from
Italy.

“We cannot do less at this con-
ference,” Mr. Barnes argued, “than
adopt a convention for a shorter
working day. To do less than this
would be to break faith with labor.”
He wounid have certaln amendments
to the eonvention to submit later, but
the British Government had ‘every
desire to fulfil all its obligations.
Greater production was needed, but
it would not be obtained by den.n-
clatory speeches. The only way to
get it was by “better organization
of industry, by humanizing the con-
ditions of labor.” The idea of the
conference was nat to get more pay,
but to get more lelsure for the
workers.

Stonecutters’ Presi-
dent View of Con-
gress Convention.

“As
the representative of the working
people of Canada,” warmly declared
Mr. Draper, “I am not in favor of
the proposition as submitted by Mr,
Barnes. 1 belleve that, if we are
nailed down to the proposition that
we car only have a 48-hour week or
an elght-hour day, It opens - the
door for allowing certain industries
to work mine, ten, eleven or twelve
hours a day-—it makes no difference
80 long as the 45 hours per week
have been worked. I don’t think
that is a good -proposition, and, of
course, I would like 6 hear soms
funhgr explanation beforg I cast my
vote.”
