VALUABLE DISCOVERY.

Fragmenis of ¢ Supposed Lost Gospel

i Tk Vriting Rerfectly

Legible.

New York, May-i5.—A cable dispatch
from Liondon to the Sun says that Drs.
Grenfell and Hart during continued re-
search of the ruins- of Oxyrhynchus,
where ancient monasteries some years
ago yielded the famous Logia of
Christ, found a fragment of a supposed
lost Gospel, which is now in Queen’s
College, Oxford. It is a tiny scrap of
vellum perforated by worms and yel-
lowed by sixteen centuries,  but the
writing is perfectly legible. It is writ-
ten in Greek characters, which are al-
most miscroscopically minute with
scarlet initials. There are about 200
words. It is certainly no part of any
known Gospel, but its value must be
left to the theologists. It is unusually
well written from a literary viewpoint.
It begins in the middle of a speech.
Jesus and his disciples have entered
the temple, and met a Pharisee, who
rebukes them for omitting some cere-
monial of abolution. Jesus asks the
Pharisee what the latter has done to
comply with the ceremony. The Phari-
see’s reply minutely described the pro-
cess of purification, of which no previ-
ous authority has given the details.
Then follows a powerful eloquent
denunciation by Jesus of outward
purification; he and his disciples have
been purified by the waters of life.

TRAIN ROBBERS
TAKEN AFTER FIGHT

s sopt.

Capture Made N

mish With Police.

Kamloops, May 15.—The three
bandits who have given the provincial
police so hard a week’s work, were run
to the ground in a secluded thicket
Douglas lake late yesterday
afternoon. The entire gang was cap-
turéd, and the leader nurses a wound-
ed leg as the result of a short but
sharp skirmish with Constable Fernie
and a small detachment of Northwest
Police.

An interview with Constable Fernie
was secured over the telephone late
last night,”and he gives particulars of
arrest. :

He said: “Yesterday Provincial Con-
stable Pearce and myself had come to
the end of the trail through the timber,
and not being able to decide as to
which route was most likely to prove
the cne taken by the robbers, we sep-
arated. Pearce went towards Grand
Prairie and I towards Douglas lake, I
was moving rather slowly, keeping a
sharp lookout for signs of the bandits
came upon them.
They had not seen me yet, so in order
to make sure of their identity I went
back on the trail they had been. taking
until I assured myself that the tracks
were the same as those we had been
following so steadily from the scene of
the hold-up. There they were, the two
with hob-nailed boots and the slim
womanish smooth soles of the third, T
Enew then that we were sure of our
men, so I at once- rode back towards
Chaperon lake to secure assistance to
make the arrest. It was a good thing
that I didn't tackle them  alorie as
after events proved. .

“After I made connection with the
red-coats we returned to where I had
spied the quariy, and taking up their
trail we came upon them in a thicket
where a thin curl of smoke disclosed
their lurking place.

“The camp was quietly surrounded,

and we commenced to close in on them.
A fusilade. of ,shats from the  brush
showed that they had spotted us and
intended to put up a fight. This in-
tention was altered after some score of
shots had been ‘exchanged, and one of
the men supposed to be the leader, had
gone down' with a bullet in his thigh.
“They surrendered without further
resistance, and we took them into cus-
tody. The old man was bleeding. bad-
ly, but his wound was only a flesh one.
“Slim Jim' Bényon,-who was guid-
ing the red-coats, was sent in to Quil-
cena, with a message for Supt Hussey,
and told to secure surgical attention
for the wounded man, while we made

| ready to follow on.”

Thé men arrested are all strangers,
and answer fully the description given
of the robbers, while their tracks cor-
respond exactly with those’ followed
right through from the railroad. They
were well armed, having a carbine.and
three automatic pistols, wicked wea-
pons. The gang was prepared to put
up a big fight, but .were overawed by
superior numbers, and somewhat cow-
ed by the: pitiless persisence displayed
by the provincial police in following
trail over the rough country
through which their line of escape led.

Immediately on reckipt of * the ad-
vices- from Constable Fernie Supt.
Hussey, accompanied by two C. P. R.
secret service men, left for Quilchena,
but the Mounted Police left there at
dawn as an escort for Constable Fer-
nie and his prisoners, They will reach
here this afternoon. %

IN' TERNATIONAIt CONFERENCE.

4+ Growth of Trade -During Recent-Years
—United States is Greatest Ex-
porting Nation.

Washington, D. C.,. May :17.—The
world’s international commerce will
aggregate fully $25,000,000,000 in’ the
year 1906, says a bulletin issued by the
department of commerce and labor. By
the terms “World’s International Com-
merce,” explains the Bulletin, is meant
the imports plus the exports .of all
countries of the world from which sta-
tistical trade reports were available.
The -figures given indicate that the
trade between nations ins 1906 will be
six times as much as in 1850, two and
one-half times as much as in 1870, and
25 -per ceut.- more than in 1900. .

One interesting fact, says the bullet-
in, which an examination of the fig-
ures of average monthily trade of the
principal countries of the world de-
velops, is that the United States now
stands at the head of the world’s great
exporting nations.- The monthly aver-
age' exportation from the United States
in the nine months ended with March,
1906, is shown by the bureau of statis-
tics figures at $147,208,973. The month-
ly average from the United Kingdom
for the same period $143,574,912, the
average from Germany during the
twelve months ended with December,
1905, $110,177,800, arid the monthly aver-
| age from France for the twelye
months’ period ending with February,
$72,370,400.

IS RECONMENDED

BY SUB-COMMITTEE ;
ON ELECTION LAW

Suggest That Man Who Does Not Vote Be
Disqualified For Six
Years,

Ottawa, May 16.—The sub-committee
on election law has made a recom-
mendation which, if accepted by par-
liament, means compulsory voting. A
resolution was passed declaring that
anyone who does not cast a4 vote when
entitled is disqualified from voting in
any similar election for six years.

The person so. disqualified may go
before a judge court of record and ob-
tain a certificate of re-enfranchise-
ment by proving illness or other good
and sufficient reason for not having
voted. Anyone who is disfranchised
and votes is liable to a fine of $50 to
$100, or two to three months’ imprison-
ment.

Another recommendation made is
that a person who takes pay for driv-
ing voters to the bpolls is liable to $100
fine. At present only a man who does
the hiring can be punished.

This policy
aroused what was practically a rebel-
lion in Manitoba, the representatives
of the province resisting by force the
effort of the federal government to
carry out its contract with the C. P. R.

Apparently the present Conservative
party has not been taught wisdom by
the experience of the Conservative

party of thie past. The people of West--

ern Canada are almost unanimously in
favor of a free course and a fair fleld
to all railways desiring to do business
with them. The Conservative party
opposed the construction of the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway. Mr. J. J. Hill
proposes to construct, purely as a busi-
ness proposition, a line of railway from
the coast to Winnipeg without the cost
of a single cent to the people of this
country. Mr. Hill and his partners will
spend upwards . of thirty million dol-
lars in this undertaking. The Conser-
vative ~party - at Ottawa and the
journalistic supporters of monopoly
and of the Conservative party through-
out the country are engaged in the
laborious task of pictuging .the dire
things that may happen® to the coun-
try if Mr. Hill’s project be not check-
ed. But we have yel to hear the first
word of opposition to Mr. Hill’s scheme
from any section of Canada that will
be developed and benefited from the
construction of the proposed line. We
are told that Le Soliel, of Quebec,: is
alarmed about the possible conse-
quences of the Gieat Northern being
permitted te encreach upon the pre-
serves which should be retained as the
special field of monopply, and that as
Le Soliel is the organ of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier a special significance attaches
to its opinions.. But the policy of the
government has been announced by
one of the responsible ministers of the
Crown, and, according to that an-
nouncement, the policy .of the govern=
ment is free trade in and free course
for railways.

And only by strict adherence to such
a programme can Canada attain to the
proportions Sir Charles Tupper pre-
dicts she will reach within the lifetime,
of the young men of the present gen-'
eration. If the Northwest and the
West, the richest portion of Canada,
had been_tied up and made subject to
the will of ong railway corporation,
the growth of the Dominion would
have been arrested and the bounding
optimism of the present day would
have been an' impossibility. There is
plenty of room in our wide western
dominions for all the railways at pre-
sent seeking an entrance within our
gates, and there will be an abundance
of werk for them all to do after they
get through. The resulting .competi-
tion will be as healthful for them as it
will be beneficial to the people they
serve. The example of Mr. Hill, with
his intensely practical idéas on trans-
portation subjects, knowing as he does
the value of minimum grades, may re-
sult in a practical revolution in the
location of lines through the moun-
tains.

SEATTLE BUSINESS MEN

Realize’ That We Have Trade Weapons
‘and Will Use Them.

Proposed amendments to the ship sub-
sidy bill now before the United States
Congress designed to protect the inter-

ests of Puget Sound shipping and the

lumber interests of Washington were con-
sidered Monday afternoon.at a meeting of
the Seattle Chamber of Commerce com-
mittee on national affairs, with the trus-
tees of the chamber. President John H.
McGraw presided. No conclusion was
reached and the matter was referred back
to the committee, which will report back
to the chamber at its regular meeting
Wednresday afternoon.

The following amendments were pro-
posed by the lumbermen, as stated at the
meeting by Mr. Skinner:

1. That the subvention be made to ap-
ply to American vessels plying to and
from Atlantic and Pacific ports of the
United States around the Horn, or
through the Straits of Mageuan until the
completion of the Panama, canal.

2. That the subvention be not applied to
American vessels plying between the Pa-
cific ports of British North America and
any ports of the United States.

Mr. Skinner spoke at consideralle
length in support of both of these amend-
ments. Their passage he thought of
paramount importance, as otherwise, he
contended, a premium would be placed
on American. vessels going to British
Columbia ports and loading with lumber
for American ports, in competition with
American manufactured lumber.

Mr. White gave some data regarding
the amount .of lumber carried by rail,
which he estimated at 2,500,w0,000 feet per
annum, and Mr. Griggs also made a few
remarks on the subject.

Judge Burke spoke in a conservative
vein on the bill. He had not, he said,
given the matter enough consideration to
have settled convictions on it as yet. He
was anxious to do nothing that could in-
jure British Columbia, while at the same
time he wanted to protect the interests
of Washington lumbermen, and he doubt-
ed whether it was the intent. af the fram-
ers of the amendment to do anything

that should dfsgtiminate unduly against.

He said in part: ‘“The second amend-
ment proposed by this special interest,
the lumber interest of Washington, may
cause our next door neighbors, the peo-
ple of British Columbia, to feel that we
are unfriendly toward them. A few years
ago, the legislature of Washington saw
fit to pass an alien contract labor bill,
which was directed against the employ-
ment of people in British Columbia and
bringing them into this state to labor. No
sooner was this bill passed than the par-
liament of British Columbia passed a
similar measure. The law over there has
been enforced, while here it has proven
a dead letter. The result being that the
state of Washington has lost largely.

‘“We are hoping to establish a large
steel plant somewhere upon Puget Sound.
The greater part of the ore to make the
necessary pig iron must come from Brit-
ish Columbia. If we are unfriendly to
their interests that province can place
an export duty & ore or altogether pro-
hibit its exportation.

‘“Not only this, but in the last few
vears the people of this state and other
states of the Union, have invested large
sums of money in- the purchase of timber
land in British Columbia, and it is pro-
bable that within the next ten years 75
per cent. of the timber of Western Can-
ada will be owned by Americans. Thus
the ship subsidy bill in its present form,
if enacted into law, while it will benefit
British Columbians, will also benefit
numerous Americans."”

Silver, chiefly produced from argenti-
ferous galena, reached the high water
mark since the boom year of 1901. The
production during 1905 was 3,439,417
ounces, value $1,971,818, against 3,222,-
481 ounces, value $1,719,516 in 1904. For-
tunately the price of silver was well
maintained, averaging 57.33 cents per
ounce during the year, but the prim-
ary.cause of this increase is found in
the Dominion lead bhounty, of which
further mention will be made below.
The localities in which the increase
occurred were Fort Steele district,
nearly 550,000 ounces, and the Boun-
dary 385,000 ounces. In the silver Slo-
ean there was a great reduction, ow-
ing to the closing down of such mines
as the Payne and Ivanhoe, amounting
to 494,000 ounces. These mines are
high in silver values, and the veins are
stated to be fof such a character as not
to be ‘affected by the bounty on lead.
It is to be hoped this partial cessation
of production is only temporary.

The ‘enormous production of lead in
1905 can be traced explicity to the ef-
fect of the Dominion bounty. As point-
ed out in the report for 1904, the mines
of East Kootenay, that produced 86.1
per cent. of the output last year, could
hardly have been worked without its
aid. For the employment given 317
men during the year and the great ad-
vance made in this branch of mining,
British Columbia has to thank the
present federal administration.

During 1906 the province produced
56,580,703 pounds of lead, averaging in
value 4.24 cents per pound, and total-
ling $2,399,022. This shows an increase
over the preceding year of 19,934,459
| pounds, or about 54 per cent. Practi-
cally all this came from the St. Eugene
mine, in East Kootenay, the discovery
of which by Father Coccoto, as record-
ed in the Times a couple of weeks ago,
reads more like romance than a plain
statement of fact.

An expanding market, a substantial
rise in price, coupled with scientific,
labor-saving methods. of mining, are
rapidly bringing British Columbia well
near the top on the list of the world’'s
copper producing territories. The year
1905 was the best yet, both in tonnage
and wvalue, the latter being much en-
ldrged: by an increase in average price
from 12.71 cents per pound in 1904 .to
15.59 cents last year. Exceedingly
gratifying to all interested in the pro-
gress of the province will be the official
report of output which was 37,692,251
pounds, valued at $5,876,222, when con-
trasted with 35,710,128 pounds, value
$4,678,037, the total production of 1904.
The increase in tonnage was 5% per
cent., while the value, as shown in the
report for 1905, was practically 29 per
cent. more. This increase was entire-
ly in the production of the Boundary
district, and shows that the compara-
tively new camps of Greenwood, Grand
Forks and Osoyoos have left Rossland
and the surrounding country far be-
hihd.” Rossland was, and is, a good
camp, but the original operators went
in there to make money, while those
of the Boundary started in to make
mines.

The King
Solomon mine, at Kokasilah, has made
a small shipment of 46 tons of 8 per
cent. copper ore, and some other prop-
erties in the vicinity are being pros-
pected.

The quarrying of building stone for
export is as yet confined to @district tri-
butary to Victoria, and sbhowed no
diminution in output. Victoria used
an increasing amount of stone, as also
Vancouver, consisting of granite, ande-
site and sandstone. Victoria brick
yvards turned out in 1905 some seven
and a half million brick, while about
the same quantity was made in the
vicinity of Vancouver. Grand Forks
made two and a half million, while a
wumber of smaller yards scattered over
the-province, together contributed some
ten million more.

The manufacture of drain pipe at
Victoria by the B. C. Pottery Company
‘amounted in value to between $80,000
and $90,000. The product of the Van-
couver Portland Cement Company, at
Tod Inlet, during the past year, is esti-
mated at $150,000, which production will
be about doubled next year, by the
increased capacity of the plant.

An interesting feature of the report
is a detailed account of the main trip
made by the provincial mineralogist
during 1905, through the northern
plateau. It extended from the Fraser
river at Quesnel westward to the
Skeena at Hauzelton, and covered, pre-
sumably, the belt within which will be
the eventual location of the Grand
Trunk Pacific railway. In this special
report, for the first time within recent
years, justice has been done to those
pioneers who surveyed and built the
old telegraph trail to Hazelton, that
to-day forms the main art'ery of com-
munication through the whole district
it traverses. Occasion may be taken,
shortly, to make more extended refer-
ence to this,early triumph, for as far
‘as it went it was one of pluck, skill and
energy. Suffice it to say, for the pres-
ent at least, that there still lives in
Victoria one of that deveted band of
workers in the person of R. B. Mec-
Micking, whose reminiscences are em-
bodied in the volume.

With military precision the Charmer
pulled out from the C. P. R. dock at
8 o’clock this morning having on board
the departing Imperial troops. The
send-off given them was worthy of
Victoria. Many citizens who usually

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OLD WHARF MUST BE.
DOWN IN ONE WEEK

Figures to Be Obfained For Sites Pro-
posed For North Ward Park—
Mnch» QOther Business.

Monday night's meeting of the city
council took place somewhere within
* the torrid zone. Fire and water con-
tributed to the trouble, a full report of
which is given elsewhere, but drastic
action was also taken regarding the
old wharf near the James Bay cause-
way and the proposed North Ward
park put a step further towards real-
ization.

Mayor Morley presided and, shortly
after the session opened the full board
were in their places, Ald. ¥ell and Hall
dronping in casually after the first few
items of business had been disposed of.

After the mifutes of the last meet-

ing had been read and confirmed the
first .business taken up was a commu-
nication from N. A. Belcourt, M.P.,
enclosing a transcript of the debate in
the Senate and Housgse of Commons
upon his resolution inviting H. M. the
King and Queen Alexandra to visit
Canada on the occasion of the opening
of the new bridge at Quebec. The let-
ter contained a request for endorse-
ment by the council. The resolution
was endorsed unanimously on motion
of Ald. Vincent,

Secretary Eaton, for the school trus-
tees, wrote notifying the council that
Geo. H, Jay had been appointed a tom-
mittee of one to confer with that body
on the reserve question. At the request
of the Mayor the latter, whq was in
attendance, addressed the couhecil,

Trustee Jay stated he had been ap-
pointed to find out from the board
what had best be done regarding the
item “in the school estimates relating
to the construction of a new school at
Victoria West. This estimate included
a sum for the purchase of a site and
was returned disapproved. He knew
this was not done hecause the council
disapproved of the school being built,
but understood they had merely taken
the statutory course before submitting
a by-law thirty days after the trustees
insisting on same., But it had occurred
to the school board that at an early
date some settlement might be arrived
at in connection with the Indian re-
serve and the desired portion set aside
for school purposes. This would ob-
viate the necessity of including the
sum for a site at present in the esti-
mates. The board thought it should
be taken into the council’s confidence
and informed as to the likelihood of an
early settlement. If this was not pos-
sible a request would be made to sub-
mit the by-law within a reasonable
time. The council must be impressed
with the necessjty of a new school in

that section and the members had, in |

fact, unanimously endorsed it during
the municipal campaign. The school
trustees did not want any unnecessary

delay and would ask for a by-law if a ;

settlement was not made in the near
future.

In the short space of a newspaper
article only a brief outline can be given
regarding the Imperial forces, and that |
confined to British Columbia, but it is
hoped the following will serve at least
to bring to mind the importance of the
services rendered to the province by
the thin red line its companion |
forces.

The military occupation of British
Columbia. dates from -8th November,
1858, when the advance guard of a de-
tachment of 145 officers and men of the
Reyal Engineers reached Esquimalt.
This body, consisting chiefly of en-
gineers, left England on 2nd Septem- !
ber on the steamer La Plata, under |
Capt. Parsaons,and came
by way of Panama. They immediately
went to Fort Langley, removing after-
wards to the site chosen for a perman-
ent camp, about a miie above what is
nrow New Westminster, and gave it the
name Sapperton, that exists to-day.
The actual location was that now cov-
ered by the British Columbia peniten- |
tiary. Shortly afterwards another !
small body, ehiefly carpenters, under
the command of Capt. Grant, arrived |
via the route, and proceeded to |
erect*buildings at the new camp. Col. |
Mcody, the.officer in command and also
appeinted chief commissioner of lands |
and works and deputy governor, reach-
ing here on Christmas day, being sworn
in on January 4th, 1859.

The main body of the troops, con- !
sisting of 118 non-commissioned offi-
cers and men, 31 women and 34 child-
ren, and commanded by ‘Capt. Luard,
and including all the .other officers, |
took the long trip round Cape Horn in |
a sailing vessel, the Thames City. They
left Gravesend on October 10th, 1858, |
arriving at Esquimalt on April 12th,
1859. from where they at once proceed- |
ed on the steamer Eliza Anderson to
the camp. During the voyage a
most interesting newspaper was pub-
lished weekly, called ‘“The Emigrant |
Soldiers’ Gazette and Cape Horn
Chronicle.” This was afterwards |
printed at the men's own expense, and |
the few remaining copies are cherished |
by the survivors.

Submarine mining at Bsquimalt
dates from 1897, @uring the spring of
which year the stores for this branch
of the defence arrived from England
and were hous2d at Signal Hill. Work
of this character proceeded continuous-
ly until it was decided that the Impe-
rial troops should vacate the garrison,
but particulars are, of course, not
available.

The five years’ agreement under
which the detachment of Royal Marine
Artillery was loaned to Canada expired
at ther end of March, 1899, but they
were retained for six months pending
the settlement of a new division of re-
sponsibility made necessary by the in-
creased requirements of the garrison.
This was finally arranged on the basis
of one company Royal Garrison Artil-
lery and one and g half companies of
Royal Engineers being provided by the
Imperial authorities; half the cost of
the garrisorr and of providing addi-
tienal barrack aecommodation to be |
defrayed by Canada.

Lugrin on Friday to a Times re-
porter, which must “be taken at the
flood,”” and sueh a tide has set in as
regards Vietoria. - The papers have
announced that the Canadian North-
ern have dijscoverea a new and excel-
lent pass through the Rockies which
will give them an almost direct line
from Edmonton to Vietoria, I anti-
cipated such a discovery in my evi-
dence before the royal tga11sporgatlon
commisison, when I said that such a
route, if discovered, would materially
shorten the distance from Edmonton
to Vancouver Island ports as compar-
ed with those that had already been
surveyed. T am sure we will all wel-
came the advent of the Canadian Nor-
thern. Personally I have always been
very. friendly to this enterprise and its
energetic promoters, whose plans as
regards British Columbia I have had
some opportunities to aid to some
slight extent,

It is, therefore, not in any unfriend-
ly spirit, but quite the contrary, that
I urge upon the people of Victoria and
Vanecouver Island generally that every
possible means shall be employed to
secure the construction of the all-rail
connection between the Island and the
Coast as 'a government undertaking
for the use of all railways desiring to
avail themselves of it. It will be a
great thing to have the Canadian Nor-
thern on the Island; it will be a still
greater thing to have all the northern
transcontinental railways on the Isl-
and. The result of my fifteen " years
study of this question, both from the
standpoint of land transportation and
oecean-borne commerce, is that the har-
bors of Vancouver Island, and first
among them all Victoria, possess ad-
vantages far transcending any enjoyed
by ports upon the Mainland. If there
were an isthmus connecting the Island
with the Mainland at Butte Inlet there
would be a race between all the trans-
continental companies to secure the
firet right of way over it, and the mak-
ing of an isthmus there is only a mat-
ter of dollars and cents.

It js with the greatest pleasure that
I am able to say that through the good
offices nf the Hon. Mr. Templeman, the
minister of railways has been influ-
enced tc begin the preliminary inquir-
ies into the cost of all-rail connection
with the Island. The full effect of th?»
resolutions and petitions that ' have
been sent ferward from the board of
trade, the city ecouncil and other
bodies, has not yet been felt at Ot-
tawa, so that it is premature to say
that nothing mere than this will be
done this year. However, the active
interest of the government is some-
thing ta encourage us, and, to use a
comimon expression, it is up to us to
show by eur earnestress that we wish
that interest to be as active as pos-
gsible. I know frem personal infor-
mation that Sir Wilfred Laurier is
alive to the importanee of the fecom-
/mendation of the transportation com-
mission.

A gentleman said to me last night:
“What more can we do than we have
done?” My reply to him was that we
have only begun to do anything at all.
And I would like to,say now that we
want to bring to bear upon this mat-
ter all the enthusiasm and determina-
tion of which we are capable. Resolu-
tions are good things, but resoluteness
is better. Let us be resolute, Let us
determine that we wil have the full
advantage of the great gift that na-
ture has bestowed upon us. Let us
sink out of sight all differences of
opinion an other questions, and stand
together, shoulder to shoulder, in one
determined effort to accomplish what
we so much desire. I know what would
happen in other localities if such an
opportunity were offered them as is
now presented to us. There would be
a public clamor for government action
which could not be resisted. I repeat
that something has been accomplished,
and that something is full of promise
for the future, but the resolute demand
of a united community would speedily
accomplish much more.

Rev, Thos. Crosby was introduced as
one of the fathers in Indian work. He,
because, he knew something about In-
dians, decided he would take that as
his subject.

There are 100,000 Indians in Canada,
15,000 of whom are pagan. There are
25,000 Indians in British Columbia. He
related the wonderful changes he had
seen come over the Indians during his
experiences in Port Simpson. He had
seen cannibals, dog-eaters and fire-
eaters, transformed by the Grace of
God -into the most kindly peaceable
citizens. He explained many of the
customs of the pagan Indians. Witch-
craft so commonly practiced among
them is one of the most difficult evils
to overcome. Slavery was also dealt
with—thirteen little girls were at one
time sold out of his school to even
worse than slavery.

Now a girl's home exists, and such a
thing #8 impossible to-day,owing to the
Indian agent and an agreement enter-
ed into by the Indians.

The wonderful changes which have
come over the Indians was traced
directly to the influences of the Gospel,
noth:ng else could ever have accom-
plished such results.

Most eloquently and with a great
deal of humor Mr. Crosby described
many personal experiences among the
Indians of Port Simpson. These In-
dians he described -as a tribe of elo-
quent preachers, and as possessing the
greatest respect ror the Sabbath Day.

He concluded his remarks by singing
in the Indian tongue.

Rev. Dr. Woodsworth was next in-
troduced. He wished to speak of the
couniry east of the mountains, having
been requested to do so, but he found
it difficult to make a division of the
work, which was essentially one.

At this part of the meeting the lay-
men came in and the collection was
taken. Resuming,- Dr. Woodsworth
again began, saying his speech was of
a very different character to that of
the cne given.

Years ago he had the most difficult
test while in Ontario in making the
people believe the West was worth
talking about.

He said that if“this great country
ever came into possession of the Unit-
ed States as he hoped it never would,
he believed the Americans would go
crazy over it.,

METHODISTS DISCUSS
SABBATH OBSERVANCE

Committee Submitted Report at This
Morning’s Session--Interestng
Debate.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

A most interesting debate took place
at the Methodist conference this morn-
ing upon the subject of Sabbath ob-
servance, the report of the committee
having been submitted.

One clause of the report read to the
effect that the Methodist people be
urged to refrain from travelling on
trains and street cars on Sundays, also
from attending picnics, excursions,
etc., on the Lord’s Day.

Rev. A. N. Miller thought the clause
an important one, and held that the
conference should arrange its work so
that ministers would be under no ne-
cessity to use trainz to fulfil their
Sabbath appointments.

Rev. G. W. Dean scould not support
the claim as it stood for it showed a
lack of discrimination in placing the
matter of using street cars on the Sab-
bath in the same light as holding pic-
nics, etc. He contended they were
very different things.

Rev. R. Wilkinson shared Mr. Mil-
ler’'s view, and vigorously denounced
the running of trains, steamboats and
street cars on Sundays as a desecra-
tion, and the Methodist church should
at least give a clear expression of its
higher view. ;

Rev, A. E. Hetherington, B. A., held
with Mr. Dean, that the matters join-
ed in the clause were not identical,
much might be said defending the
Sunday street car, which could not
possibly be said about the matter of
excursions, picnics, etc. He felt we
could hardly legislate on the subject.
We could preach and advise on the
subject as was thoroughly done in
Vancouver, but people must be left to
their own convictions on the subject.

Rev. J. D. Knox, felt strongly that
all the things mentioned in the clause
should be frowned upon by the church
as vnscriptural and as damaging to
the spiritual life of the people. He
felt that God looked upon these things
with much djspleasure. He quoted the
late Rev. Cldverdale Watson as saying
that if Christians, especially ministers,
only knew what. peobple
them for riding on cars on Sundays
they would desist. And after all Mr.
Knox thought the judgment of public
opinion should weigh with us.

Rev. W. L. Hall felt we were all
anxious to maintain a’ lofty Christian
Sabbath, but we,. are sometimes in
danger of extremes of view, which
made us imp}'actj_cal. He was disposed
to think that in” the present condition
of society for the greater facility of
doing good. it was sometimes neces-
sary to resort to means of locomotion
other than on two legs.

Rev. G. W. Dean would move to re-
fer the whole clause back to the com-
mittee. He sometimes rode on cars,
when he felt it necessary. He was
guided by the scriptures, and was pre-
pared to measure his interpretations of
scripture with Mr. . Knox or any other
brother. He felt we are no longer
leading the thoughtful men of the age
who are as desirous of public morality
as we are, because they regarded our
pulpit deliverances on such subjects as
dogmatic and impractictable. We are
governed by the Bible of the present
and the Christ of the present, not the
Biblz of 4,000 years ago. We have
great fundamental principles to guide
us. and these are all that is necessary.

Mr. G. Agnew, of Rossland, felt re-
gret that anyone should seem to advo
cate street cars, etc.,, on the Lord’s
Day. f

The chair pointed out that this was
not so in the general sense.

Rev. C. H. M. Sutherland, considered
the claim alright. We should not be
govearned in the matter of advice to our
own people by what the Dominion bill
for Sabbath observance might be. As
churches we might naturally conclude
that a loftier conception of our duty
to the Sabbath was binding upon us
than that likely to bhe included in a
Lord's Day bill passed by the govern-
ment.

The examination of the witness was
continued upon the re-assembling of the
court after lunch. He was also question-
ed with regard to having been- at the
door of the court room looking in while
the case was in progress. He denied that
he had understood that he was to keep
out of the room.

He was cross-examined very fully as to
his actions on the night of the occur-
rence. He persisted that he got into the
house about ten or fifteen minutes before
the girls were heard screaming. The
situation was gone into, Mr. Peters lay-
ing stress upon the fact that witness had
gone out to the greenhouses after the
occurrence and had had opportunity to
open the door through which the accused
was supposed to have entered after the
occurrence, and which was found ajar
later on. He also laid stress on the fact
that witness might have jumped the fence
at the point where the man who commit-
ted the assault did so, and -eould also,
have run along inside the fence and
reached the point near the gate where he
was standing when Miss Eden met him.

Witness, however, denied that this
could be done as there was a deep ditch
to cross. It later came out that there
was a board across the ditch near the
greenhouses.

Witness acknowledged that he had
wanted the position of night engineer
himself, and had on one occasion before
Hamilton was permanently employed
gone to the latter without authority from
his father and told Hamilton not to come
any more.

Before leaving the box he acknowledged
that he had said to another person after
Hamilton was charged with the crime
that this would not have happened if he
(witness) had been given the position of
night engineer. Pressed by counsel and
His Lordship for an explanation of this
statement, witness would only say that
he meant what he said.

Mr. Woodward, sr., gave evidence as to
the circumstances connected with the
occurrence. He said he always found
Hamilton a steady and industrious man.
He had no fault to find against him and
had gone bail for him. He took
another man in his place simply
because the accused could not at-
tend to his duties ‘while the pro-
ceedings were on in the police court.
He visited the engine room just after the
lantern had been taken away to make a
search of the scene of the assault, and,
striking a match, looked at the water
guage. There was plenty of water in the
boiler, and it must have been filled not
longer than half an hour
time.

Detective Perdue gave evidence with
reference to Beatrice Fden identifying
the accused on the Sunday evening.

Just to see wnat Mr. Hiil would say
I threw in a suggestion about the de-
velopment of ‘“opposition” in certain
Eastern Canadian quarters to his “in-
vasion of Western Canada and diver-
gion of trade.” Mr. Hill laughed jaun-
tily and unconcernedly.

“Why,” he said, “there’s .absolutely
nothing to it. We have no intention
whatever of invading Eastern Canada,
and under no circumstances can we
divert trade. The tariff effectively
prevents any diversion even if - that
were™a possible aim. No, what we want
ig to provide a system of railways in
your counfry to carry your products
for vou, to help

your own country; that is our sole aim.
We will undoubtedly = prove a great
feeder for the C. P. R. and Grand
Trunk Pacific, and they will o doubt
be glad to handle what we feed them.”

‘Mr. Hill- discussed the resources of
Canada and particularly of the West.
“You have certainly,” he said, ‘“some
splendid resoufces, but I am afraid
you are dissipating them pretty quick-
ly. You are slashing your forests
down, and I fear you are not as pru-
dent as you should be in guarding
what you have. Your Canadian far-
mer is a fine specimen and an excel-
lent man to handle the soil and to
raise stock, ete. He is a much betttr
man than the American farmer; he is
so economical and prudent and takes
such good care of his land. I tell you
it pays in the long run.”

In concluding the interview Mr, Hill
pade a suggestion that may prove of
immense advantage to the country ‘east
of the Rockies, including a portion of
British Columbia. Speaking of the
possibilities of mining, he pointed out
that peat might become an important
factor in iron smelting.

Mr. Hill produced specimens of Ger-
man cranberry peat and of the finest
charccal manufactured therefrom. It
ig practically a new idea, but the char-
coal Mr. Hill pronounced as being
quite as good asrany ever made. He
also exhibited a carefully and elabor-
ately prepared table showing the c¢ost
of producing the charcoal, the value of
the by products therefrom, and much
other useful information. This table
he gave to me in case any people in
Winnipeg and the West might be suf-
ficiently interested to peruse it.
““Now,” said Mr. Hill, “if, as I under-
stand, thére are unlimited deposits of
peat up in that country, it can be con-
verted ‘into charcoal at a cost of two
dollars and a 'half'a ton. With ‘char-
coal you can smelt fron up there, and
you know what that means. Nothing
can help you so much as great manu-
facturing industries in your country.”

A plan of
structure was filed with
recently and calls for a whartf measuring
50 feet in breadth by 2i0 feet long. The
wharf will project from 90 to 110 feet be-
yond high “water mark, according to the
curvature of the bank, and remove the
chance of business buildings being oblit-
erated from the most sightly location for
viewing public and other important edi-
fices. The vista as seen at present, with
the Empress hotel in the foreground, the
parliament buildings on the right and the
post office on the left, gives visitors a
chance to see three of Victoria’s most
important structures. This view will be
entirely destroyed should the proposed
wharf be built.

As stated by Ald. Fell at the council
meeting Monday night, a movement is on
foot seeking the acquirement by the city
of the land abutting on the waier front
on the portion of James Bay in front of
the post office, and treating it in a similar
manner to the opposite bank in front of
the parliament buildings. If this move-
ment is to be successful steps should be
taken at once to oppose the propesed
wharf, whether the old structure is torn
down within the time limit of one week
set or not.

METHODIST CHURCH

Story Eloquently Told by Dr. John Potts,
Secretary For Canada--Columbian Col-
lege Year Saccessful.

(From Wednesday's: Daily.)
There was not as large an attend-

ance as the importance of the occasion |

warranted at. the public meeting held
in the Metropolitan. Methodist church
last night. The business=was the pres-
entation of the annual financial report
of the Columbian Methodist college
and the delivery of an address by Rev.
John Potts, D.D., educational secretary
of the Methodist church in Canada.
The pastor, Rev. G.:¥. B:-Adams, led
the meeting, and with; him:on the plat~
form, in addition to Dr. Potts, were
Principal W. J. Sipprell, D.D,, presi-
dent, and Thos. R. Pearson, secretary
of Columbian college, New Westmin-
ster, and Rev. W. E. Pescott, of Wes-
ley church, Vancouver. The proceed-
ings opened with singing of “All hail
the power of Jesus’ name’ by the ga-
thering, after which Rev. W. E. Pes-
cott offered a praper, invoking a divine
blessing on all engaged in education
and the training of the young.

REV. G. K. B. ADAMS.

Rev. G. K. B. Adams, in his intro-
ductory remarks, stated the meeting
was called in the interests of the Me-
thodist college at New Westminster. A
financial report would be made first by
T. R. Pearson, the . secretary, after
which an address would be delivered
by Principal Sipprell, and the proceed-
ings would conclude with an address
by Dr. Potts, educational secretary for
Canada, on ‘“Methodism a'nd Educa-
tion.”

T. R. PEARSON.

T. R. Pearson was the first speaker,
and said in part:

“I do not propose to go into financial
detail at this time, but merely to give
totals. From year to year we have re-
ceived a hearty response to our appeal
for assistance which*has always been
followed by an improved state of
finances. This year was the best yet
as will be seen by the figures I shall
give'you. During the past year our
revenue under the following hea_ds
was: Total for board and tuition, $11,-
559; from the educational society of the
church, $814; commercial work, " $255,
and from other ' sources, $300. This
makes a total earned during the year
of $12,968. Of this swm we have ex-
pended the followingi Salaries, ‘ad-
ministration, traveling expenses and

supplies, $5,234, and 'maintenance, $6,- |
expense of.

819. This represeénts 'an
$12,054, leaving a net gain of $914. But,
in addition to this, we; however, have
spent for equipment during the year
the sum of $12,628, irnicluding furnish-
ings, extensions, new buildings, etc.,
in connection with the institution.

“It is not always the wisest thing to
put the best face on matters, as those
who do not go carefully into matters
get into a condition of thinking we do
not require more money.
nection I have a proposal to submit.
We require money to make extensions
for more pupils. Although we are in
a satisfactory condition regarding as-
sets and liabilities,

Money Is Still. Required

for the aid of the institution. Our pro-
perty, at a very conservative estimate,
is worth 850,000, while the liabilities
consist of a mortgage of $14,000, and
current accounts about $6,000, leaving
our assets over liabilities approximate-
ly $30,000.

“This may seem a large sum, but it
is not difficult to handle. We are well
able to handle it, and if the confer-
ence will only respond with the sum
requested, $4,000, we shall be able to
utilize it all. Last year a magnificent
response was made, somg $3,300, and
if our request is complied with we will
come next year with a statement of
much improved conditions. For the
past two years every dollar collected
by way of assessment has been spent
for extensions, nothing for mainten-
ance. In fact, from the revenue of the
college we have gained about $1,000.”

- DR. SIPPRELL.
Dr. W. J. Sipprell was seceived with

hearty applause, and spoke, in part, as
follows:

The sup-
port given by conference to-the col-
lege has been a marvel. It relieved
me of the unpleasant task of becoming
an auctioneer and squeezing out dol-
lars and cents. The conference on the
whole has. sustained us well, and if
some of the -larger churches had done |
as nobly as the smaller ones we would
have a surplus and be able to give
large sums to the sustenation fund. I
have said all I want to say about col-
lege matters, but want the conference
to know I have a royal right hand in
the bursar of our institution. Brother
Ball can get money where it seems
none exists.

“I want to make a confession as to
what I believe is the kind of educa-
tion needed in this western world. We
need a broad, liberal university train-
ing. Some who have not had this ad-
vantage and became educated by hard
knocks may be inclined to dispute it.
They deem themselves the only self-
made men. But while a man may be
well educated in this way, they are
not alone entitled to this term. Only
one's self can make a man; all mén
are self made; all is a self product;
nothing a by-product. There are many
advantages in an

University Education.

We learn not only what we ourselves
discover, -but also what others have
discovered for us. When we enter law
we will not be narrow; when we enter
the pulpit we will not be bigoted;
when we enter journalism we will not
become partizan. A man with a true
university education cannot be nar-
row, bigoted or blind.

“We want progressive education,
where progress and®environment give
a meaning to the term. This is what
makes a nation. Lowell said: ‘A na-
tion is weighed in scales finer than the
balance of trade,’ and we do not want
an education -bounded by trade and
bank books. And we do not want an
education controlled by men 3,000 miles
away. We have.enough men, patriot-
ism and money between the Rockies
and the sea to obtain it, the education
that belongs.to no sects, denomination,
or political party.

Company Arranging Event—Oiber
Preparations.

The water carnival to be held at the
Gorge on the evening of the 25th in
connection with the Victoria Day cele-
bration promises to be one of the
pleasantest and prettiest features of
the occasion. Very little is known of
the arrangements for this affair, the
committee in . charge having been
working quietly and in conjunction
with the local officials of the tramway
company in order to prepare a credit-
able programme.

BULKELEY VALLEY.
Interesting Record of Weather Condi-
tions Sent to Bureau of In-
formation.

The provincial bureau of information
has received from the Bulkeley valley
a very interesting and useful record
relative to weather conditions, etec.,
extending over the seasons 1905 "and
1906. The record was made by Fred G.
Heal, jr., of the Aldermere ranch,
situated in the valley. In his com-
munication Mr. Heal says:

The average summer temperature for
the past year was, highest 72, lowest
44, mean 58 degrees.

severe enough to touch the potatoes
slightly, although the potatoes at
Hazelton and Stuart’'s lake were cut
rather badly. The yield of potatoes
here 1n the valley was good, one ton to
the sack of seed.

The highest temperature was 92 de-
grees on July 25th, lowest 29 below
zero on the 21st January. During the
winter the highest in January was 47,
lowest 29. In February, highest 45,
lowest 3. In March, highest 54, lowest
4. On the three coldest days in winter
the average temperature was 12 de-
grees below. On the 3 warmest days
in winter the average temperature was
49 degrees.

To give an idea of the beautiful days
experienced here, I will give the hours

mer only on one occasion was the frost |

-df suhshine per month: January, 100
hours; February, 160; March, 170 hours.
These days were cool enough to be
pleasant.

Snow came earlier last year, 4 inches
on' September 22nd, but disappeared
the next day. After that nice weather
was experienced until about the middle
of October, when quite a number of
degrees of frost were registered. From
that time until November 25th there
was no snow to speak of, when 8
inches fell; a cold spell (16 below) was
then experienced, after which the snow
disappeared, a warm wind came, and
it remained mild with no snow until
after Christmas, when 2 inches fell for
New Year’s day.

On January 13th there was 3 inches
of snow on the ground, and so on
throughout the winter, the snow came
and went. Of course in the shade and
in the timber most of it remained all
winter, but the greatest depth at one
time was 8 inches in the open.

JUBILEE OF REV. DR. ROBSON CELEBRATED

LAST EVENING.
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The history of Methodism in the pro-
vince of British Columbia is inseparably
connected with the labors of Rev. Eben-
ezer Robson, D. D, who this year cele-
brates his jubilee of service in the minis-
try of that denomination.

In consequence of the coriference mark-
ing the fiftieth year of his ministry, Dr.
Robson becomes .a central figure in the
gathering of clergy and laymen who as-
semble in Victoria this week. Through-
out the length and breadth of the pro-
vince Dr. Robson is honored and respect-
ed for the unurmg service he has ren-
dered the cause of religion in the pro-
vince.

Dr. Robson was born near the town of
Perth, Ont., Jan. 17th, 1835. He has thus
passed the three score years and ten al-
lotted to man. His boyhood was spent in
Sarnia, Ont., where he attended the pub-
lic and grammar schools.

He was received on trial for the minis-
try at the conference of 1856. For two
years following he attended Victoria Col-
lege, then located at Cobourg.

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

" Victoria Meteorological Office,
*1 ' May 9th to 15th, 1906.

The advent of welcome. aRd much need-
ed rain has been the chief characteristic
of the weather during the past #veek.
The unusual and prolonged dry spell of
this spring season has tgx‘miz}__upd, and’
tEé heavy  rains have not enly extin-
guished the bush -fires, which in some
quarters had alreadd caused considerable
damage, but havé relieved the anxiety of
agriculturists and fruit growers for the
safety of their various crops which were
beginning to suffer from the dry season.

On Wednesday, the 9th, the distribu-
tion of ‘atmospheric pressure was becom-
ing unsettied, although fair weather con-
tinued everywhere on the Pacific slope,
and on this day the highest temperatures
of the week were recorded. On Thursday,
the 10th, a trough of low pressure extend-
ed from British Columbia southward to
Arizona, and the weather became more
unsettled and -threatening. On Friday,
the 11th, the temperature fell in most
districts, and rainfall set in at nearly all
Showery
and cool weather continued throughout
both Saturday and Sunday, the 12th and
13th, and on Sunday evening the pressure
began rapidly to give way in advance of
an ocean storm area, which by Monday
had developed energy and become central
over Vancouver Island, causing a moder-
ate gale on the Straits and outside wa-
ters and heavy rain in Westérn Oregon,
Western Washington and Northern Cali-
fornia. On Tuesday the pressufre increas-
ed on the Coast and cool, cloudy weather
has continued, with occasional showers.

A few light frosts have occurred on the
American higher plateau lands. In the
Canadian Northwest provinc the rain-
fall has been®considerable, and thundeér-
storms have occurred, though chiefly in
Manitoba.

At Victoria, 27-hours of bright sunshine
were registered, two days being complete-
ly clouded; the highest temperature was
69.2 on 9th; and the lowest, 44.6, also on
9th; rain, 0.42 inch.

At Vancouver—Highest temperature, 76
on 9th; lowest, 41 on 10th; rain, 1.56 inches.

At New Westminster—Highest, 76 on
9th; lowest, 44 on 9th and 10th; rain, 1.33
inches.

At Kamloops—Highest, 88 on 8th; low-
est, 46 on 9th, 12th and 14th; rain, 0.56
inch.

At Barkerville—Highest, 70 on 9th; low-
est, 32 on 9th; rain, 0.12 inch.

At Port Simpson—Highest, 62 on 14th;
lowest, 36 on 10th; rain, 0.62 inch.

At Atlin—Highest, 62 on 14th; lowest, 28
on 11th; rain, 0.08 inch.

At Dawson—Highest, 60 on 15th; lowest,
26 on 14th; rain, 0.14 inch.
