Fratres of the National Oreat Priory,—

Time, on its ever onward course, haa again brought us together to 
meet afc our annual assembly, and, with mingled feelings of pleasure 
and pain, I oordially weloome you. With pleasure that we are again 
permitted to exchange fraternal greetiugs and intercourse; with pain, 
for, alaa! one familiar form, whoae voice will never again be heard 
amongat ua, has not anawered to the “roll call.”

The dread aummons haa been iasued to which we must all aooner 
or later reepond. Our well kuown, valued, and esteemed Fräter { W. 
B. Simpaon, G. C. T., Paat Great Sub Prior of thia nationality, and 
Representative of the Great Priory of England near that of Canada, 
haa anawered to the oall. In him we have loat one of the old land­
marks of our fraternity,—now t^few.

On the 3rd ult., he died, after a short illnesa, at hia residenoe, the 
“Homewood,” Coteau Landing, Provinoe of Quebec, a place dear to 
him and hallowed by many family associations.

He waa one of the early pioneers of the Templar Order in Canada, 
whom 1 myself installed in Kingston, Ont., in the “Hugh de Payens,” 
—the premier Preoeptory (or, as it was then called, Encampment), in 
1857, and it was only at our last Assembly, in Ootober, I had the 
gratification of investing him with the decoration of a “ Grand 
Cross ” from H. R. H. the Prince of Wales, recommended by 
a just reward for his long and oonsistent devotion to the Templar 
Order.

It has been truly said of him, “He was an unflinching exponent of 
whatever he believed to be right, and never yielded to expediency to 
gain a little temporary j>opularity.”

Strong in his belief and trust in his God, he was a leading meraber 
of the Church of England, taking an active part in all ohurch affairs. 
It was only about three wéeks before his death he attended the 
executive committee of the Montreal Synod, and manifested his 
usual active interest in the missionary cause.

In his Masonio career, he was faithful to the traditions of the 
motherland, endeavoring to draw doser the tie and bond of amity 
which should ever exist botween us and our adopted country.

At the reception given to the Chanoellor of the Great Priory of

^^Öe was bom at Augusta, in the Province of Ontario, in 1818, a few 

vears af ter his father had settled in Canada from England, and wliom 
he succeeded after his death as Colleotor of Customs, residing at the 
ports of Brockville, Kingston, and subsequently Montreal, until his 
retirement last year.

His Masonio career dates from 1853, being initiated in the Sussex 
Lodge, of Brockville, Ontario, English Registry; receiving the Royal 
Arch Degree in the Ancient Frontenac Chapter, Kingston, in 1856.

‘"He held the office of Grand Master of Canada during 1864-5, and at 
the time of his death was Chanoellor of the Supreme Counoil, 33 o f 
for Canada.

We have lost in our brother a zealous, upright, and respected 
member, who will long be remembered by those intimately associated 
urith him, and our hope and trust lies in the belief that, 
labors are over, “ Well done ” has been pronounced by the Divine 
Grand Master himself.

A fitting and appropriate “ In Memoriam” tribute wiU no doubt be 
isBued by Great Priory as a mark of their esteem and regret, and 
many most interesting reoolleotions of our deceased brother’s devotion 
to the oause of Christ have already appeared in the secular press of 
the day.

XSCOTTIBH BNCAMPMBNTS OF NBW BRUNSWICK.

The Grand Chanoellor will lay before you the oorrespondenoe which 
^has taken place sinoe our last annual assembly, relative to an amal- 

gamation of the Scottish Knights Templar Enoampments in New 
Brunswick with this Nationality, whioh, I regret to say, had- totally 
failed in attaining the desirable object of induoing them ato 
under the Great Priory of Canada. The negotiations were conducted 
by the Provinoial Prior, } Fräter Munro, of St. Johns, N. B., and at 
my suggestion every possible concession was made that oould be 
thought of to effect so desirable an end for the future prosperity of 
the Order in Canada, bnt it appeanKthat on the subjeot being fully 
disoussed, they did not consider themselves justified in throwing off 
their allegiance to the Chapter General of Scotland, from whenoe 
they derived their Charter in 1857, oonsiderably prior to the forma­
tion of Great Priory. And never having had any reason to be 
dissatisfied with the authority by whioh they exist, they deolined 
acceding to the proposed amalgamation, unless the Chapter General

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of Scotland shonld otherwise direot. The matter is now for consider- 
ation of Great Priory. I do not myself approve of any coercive 
measure being adopted, while oircumstances may hereafter occur to 
induce them to think differently and ohange their decision.

OBIOIN OF MASONRY AND THE TEMPLAR ORDER.

Before entering on the subject of the all-absorbing qnestion of a 
ohange in our organization, whioh waa placed in the hands of a oom- 
mittee appointed by Great Priory, and will be reported upon in the 

of these Proceedinga, I would wieh to draw your particnlar 
attention, and claim yonr patienoe, to an explanatiou of that part of 
my AUooution read at onr meeting of last year, in whioh I affirmed 
that the “Anoiént Bnildera" or “ Masons,” who devoted their exclu- 
sive attention to the ereotion of sacred edifloes, as also the oonfrater- 
nities of “Miiitary Monke,” the chief of tlieae being the ”Hospitallera 
of St. John,” and the “ Templars,” had the same origin; viz.: from 
the “Benediotine" Order of Monks, of the early ages of the Christian 
dispensation, and who had based all their religions dootrines mi the 
“Divine Mysteries” they taught.

It becomes necessary for a right nnderstanding of the snbject, to 
give you a brief summary of suoh reoords as erist, premising that I 
have pursued quite a different traok from the usual “sheep walk” in­
formation available.

THE MT8TBR1ES.

Tne Divine Mysteries, as a system, are entirely distinot from every- 
thing else that has at the present day the name of Masonry. They 
are the root ont of whioh has sprang maoh of what is seen, but the 
meaning of whioh is perverfced and lost.

To understand the Templar system, as oonneoted wtth Masonry, 
in the British Dominions, it must be looked at from quite another 
atandpoint than that of “Free and Accepted Masonry” of the present 
day.

E
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The real and trne meaning of “Spiritual,”—or speonlative Masonry, 

is widely different from its oommonly accepted definition of the term 
and this is of maoh importance to a proper knowledge of the snbject.

The words “Masen" and "Masonry,” according to the oonstruetion 
put upon them by the wise and devout of former times, who, looking 
to its true and sacred s.gnifioation, never contemplated its being 
applied or having reference to edifices, bailding material works, or 
anything of that kind w ha te ver. The words are claimed to be cor-
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iflider-
aercive

rnptiona of other vörda derived from the oompound Greek word 
•'Metouranie," the meaning of which ia “Waiters, or Seeker, m the 
Trnpleor thoae who “waited to hear divine trutha proolaimed.”*

The trut Maaon, then, may be regarded aa an aapirant after immor. 
tahty, and a devout worahipper of the Triune God, —the Father, the „ 
Son, and the Holy Spirit; a lover of pnre wiadom and trnth, ita trne 
myateriea being unfurniahed with any type or character but thoae 
whioh anciently related to the worahip of the Triune God, or con- 
dueed to the great objecta of moral inatruotion. But the Maaonry of 
to-day, called aince the revival and reviaion of 1717, “Free and 
Aooepted,” ia a totally d stinot matter, with whioh the aimple and 
beautiful religioua early aymbol teaohing haa nothing to do.

THE ORDER OF THE BENEDICTINES.
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During the whole of the dark ages, human learning was confinedto 
the “Monaeteries,” there being but few who oould read

m the early centuriea of Christianity the “Benediotine'' Order of 
Monka waa the repoaitory of every branch of aoience and edoeation. 
To them it ia oonoedgd, and it ia well known by all who have 
med the subject, that the Order waa pure aa far aa the leading doo- 
trinea of Ohriat were concerned; to them we are indebted for the

before the Ohriatian era, and whoae aymbola and ceremoniea taught

oian* Order of Monka, who employed tkemselves in architecture 
many extensive buildings being erected by the Monka, assisted by tbé 
laybrothera and aervanta. The Abbota designed the plans for the 
ohurches, convents, and monasteries. Lay brothers who dwelt with- 
in the oirole of the Monaatic Associations, and who assisted the Monks 
in the erection of the religions honses, in the conrse of time formed 
similar Associations among themselves, and from theae Utter sprang 
the Indepeudent Lodges of German Stone Masons of the twelfth 
fourteenth centuries.
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On the commencement of the great Christian Reformation the taate 
for extensive church baildings began to paaa away, and the Eccleai- 
astical Orders to abandon tlieir zeal for architecture.

The architects or bnilders, originaUy trained and educated by the 
“Benediotines," gradually withdrew from the Monaatic communities,
and by degrees loat the main character of .the Order. Their teclmol- 
ogy had become obsolete, and in place of the holy and sacred trutha 
that had built them up, their whole attention was turned to architeo- 
ture. After the Reformation, when church bnilding ceased almoat 

, egtirely, the Stone Masons degenerated to the level of ordinary Crafts- 
men. So, also, in the conrse öf time, the ceremonial, forms, and 
usages notv no longer understood, lost by degrees their peculiar sig- 
niflcance, and in many places the Bnilders abandoned their lodges 
and affiliated with the “Guilds” of ordinary Masons. Yet some of the 
ancient .oeremonies were always retained and preserved, so that at 
the establishment of the present system, their cnstoms and usagea 
were still in existence, and only reqnired. a different and new expla- 
nation. At the present day, we have no anthentio documents which 
refer to the organisation of the fratemity dnring the most flourighing 
periods of its existence. It was only when the ancient forms had 
commenced to decay, an» the trne comprehension of the meaning of 
its ancient ritual, usages, and discipline had began to die away, that 
•the fratermty felt the necessity of preventing a total extinction by re. 
establishing the ancient landmarks.*
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Until this period, Maaonry was purely and pointedly Christian and 

altogether Trinitarian. Although the new system was generaUy
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adopted, there appears to have been some who, being in partial pou. 
session of the old 'dootrines, tanght them apart from the new ones, 
whioh at the time caused some disturbance, but the system of 
"Hiram” Masonry prevailed, and is the "Free and. Accepted” Masonry 
of to.day, with many aiterations, but still in spitit the same.*

OF THE TEMPLARS.

We will now tum to the old religions and military Order of the 
“Knights Templar," whioh was another branchfrom the Benedictines, 
beginning with the “Poor fellow soldiers of Jesus Christ.” They 
beoame a military monastio order for the protection of pilgrims, and 
subsequently joined in the wars of the crusades. Like the "Stone 
Masons," they were in possession of the mysteries as far as each was 
entitled to receive them, but it was not denominated Masonry, being 
the true “Mesouranie.”

They undoubtedly had another ritual of reception, or initiation, 
into the usages and customs of Chivalry, which was an outside matterf 
although Injiome measure retaining its symboho teaching, based upon 
what they had received, but not the same as the mysteries, inasmuoh 

they have nothing in them authorizing war, bloodshed, or violence 
of any kind. The Order had Iheir profession, vows, degrees of pre- 
ferment, disciplins, punishments, and were strictly religions, trini- 
tarian, and severe, Chivalry being a thing “per se."

It is known, to all who have given the subject sufficient thought 
and reaeatch, that the basis of the Order was kept always most 
sacred, and only imparted to a select few in their secret Conclaves.
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The secret ritual of these doctrines, I have every reason to believe, is 
still m exietenoe, sacredly preserved and most seourely kept. It is 
purely religions, and in perfect harmony with God’s Word, bnt not 
intended to be made public or nsed in common. Bom in tlie school 
of the prophets, preserved by them in the most saored manner, yet 
forming the great work of their teachings, transmitted only to a small 
and select nnmber.-they reach ns at the present day, not as a pub- 
lished system to call for the admiration, or satisfy the ouriosity of 
“the World,” hut to become a secret and uumentionable basis for 
teaching and reformation.

One thing is very certain, that it will never do to give indiscrimi- 
nate publioity to the Ancient Ceremonial; it wonld be treated with 
dension and scorn by the “Free thinker and sooffer.” Buch saored 
truths are unfit for the idle and profane, for it is painfnl to record, 
but no less tiiie, that there is not sufficient reverenoe for God’s word, 
for the invioiability of an oath amongst many professing members of 
the Order, who merely look upon it as a matter of recreation-a mat- 
ter of conrse, of no oonsequenoe,—the piaything of an honr.

I have thus endeavored to show yon that the origin of the Templars 
and Builders, was from a common source,—carrying with them the 
same, doctrines.
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The Templars, who were organized into a great military body, were 
snppressed five centuries ago, but some of them uniting with the 
Order of St. John, of Jerusalem, their secret doctrines were preserved 
and introduced into various countries of Europé.
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We know but little of the actual system pursued by the “ Masonic 
Lodges” prior to 1717, or their connection with Templary, but it is 

of the well-known legends of the Sooiety, that after the suppres- 
Bion, a few of the Templars became mingled with the Architectural 
Fraternities; and it is recorded, that as early as 1590 a Lodge of 
Builders, at Sterling, in Sootland, had a Templar Chapter attached to 
it, who were oalled “Cross-legged Masons," and whose initiatory 
oeremonies were performed, not in a room, but in the old Abbey, the 
ruins of which are still to be seen in the neighborhood.

From the period of the Reformation, the oombined Orders of the 
Temple, and “Hospitallers of St. John," in Sootland, appear only as 
belonging to the Masonio Sooiety.

In England, after the establishment of the revised system of 
Masonry (1717), there is not a doubt but that many of the brethren,
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-1dissatisfied with the radioal otiangea, held meetings amongst them- 

aelvee teaching the old doctrinea; and in the middle o( the 
centnry, theae meetinga aaaumed the form

The object of thia imitative revival of the old Order, haa led to our 
preeent system, and appeare to have been intended to keep alive the 
true Christian and Trinitarian eharaoter of Freemaaonry, 
pletely abaorbed by the universal and aceepted ayatem. Careful in- 
veatigation and research, require of ua to abandon the direct descent 
theory of Britiah Templary from the Ancient Knights, which cannot 
be aatiafaotorily auatained, furtherthan to ahow that the doctrinea of 
the Old Order are still intaot, and "form the basis of our Modem 
Systern. A recent able writer of our Order, eaya, and to the truth 
of which we must agree“ That there is no actual oonnecting link 
between the Old Chivalric Ordera of the Templara and St John 
wdh our present ayatem, and aa the Medimval Guilda of the paat aré 
related to the present Maaonic Body; ao does our 1 United Orders of 
the Templara and Malta,' perpetuate, in a similar manner, the teach- 
mga, the aima, and the attributea of the most powerfuland celebrated 
religions Confraternities the world ever saw.”*
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16E|It has been argued that the weak point, when endeavoring to show 
that Templary and Freemaaonry had a common origin, ia the oom. 
plete absence of any allusion to the Templar Order in England earlier 
than the middle of the last oentury. But it muat be borne in mind 
that this only refers to its connection with the -- Free and Aceepted
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Maaonry” of the revi val, a tofcally different organization, having no 
direcfc, or indireot, original conneotion with the Templar Order. It 
had some little conneotion, in. 1717, the members in common being 
derived from the “Benedictines.”

Oar system of the “United Orders” is understood to represent, or 
imitate, the Religions and Military Fraternities of Medieval times, 
following their doctrines and practices as nearly as posaible.

In the ceremony of a reception, we adhere closely to the various 
rules and rituals, which have been preserved, as well as the distinctive 
costumes. The symbolic teaching is nnquestionably derived, in some 
degree, from tijte “Sacred Mysteriea,” mntilated to be sure, and 
greatly obsoured, but still manifest; and I am satisfied that the 
British system approaches nearer the truth than anything practiaed.

It is generally supposed that the Knights of St. John (Malta), had 
no secret ritual. I am fully persuaded that they had, and 
oonld have lived so long together in harmony, and performed 
many exploits, unless they were bound together by the strongest ties. 
After the union with the dispersed Templars, they certainly were in 
possession of the secret doctrines of that Order, and by them trans- 
mitted to the present day. Those who have received it, have 
published it, but have studiously and sacredly concealed it, knowing 
it would only be derided by the scoffer and freethinker. At the 
time, they have never ceased to promulgate its doctrines boldly. The 
evidence of its truth is to be found in Scotland, Irkland, Denmark, 
Germany, Italy, and Palestinb to-day. It is a thicg that 
be learned from history; but after having received it, it becomes an 
easy matter to find the evidence of its truth.*
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As an argument against there being a secret ritual of the mysteries, it 
has been brought forward that history does not mention it! But it must 
be recollected that the old Monastic Military Orders were originally 
composed of purely religions men. The idea of an Order of that kind 
grew out of the religion they professed, and the pecullar State of the 
times called thls religion Into eilstence, and lt was constructed lnto thls 
torm. They were Monks, and their Orders hpd exlsted for centurles be- 
före the “Tempte” Order was thought of. The Ömsades sprang np, and 
history informs us of its resulta, and the Order of the Templars. They 
Were noticed by historlans, but the knowlbdge of thls history dld not ex- 
tend beyond the fact that they were Monks, and as such, took upon 
themselves the care of the sick and the defence of poor pilgrims, öut- 
slde thls, history does not concern itself, pr, as to wnom they were, from 
whence they came, or to what, or from whence, they derived. All that 
history could procure concerning them ls ftilly set forth; but the basis, 
the motlve. or ground of faith, were hidden thlngs, and the eifbrt to flnd 
out from history these thlngs wlll ever be a fallure. It ls on thls account 
that there Is so much Ignorance concerning the “Sacred Mysteries" 
wnong historians. In Denmark H. M. King Christian ls Grand Master 
of the Order, and has frequently preslded, to whom is known the ancient 
secret ritual, which ls most earefully preserved-belng only conferred ln 
hlll on a select few. All conneotion between it and Modern Free and 
Accepted Masonry is repudlated, and it has nothing to do with the.
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TEKPLAB8 OF THE UNITED STATES.

Havingthus endeavored to explain our Templar System, it is im. 
portant to pomt out that of the “United States.”

When the Templary was firat introduoed into Amerioa from Great 
Bntam and IrelamU* 1769, it was then looked upon as an honom* 
Oh. valnc degres, attaohed to Lodges and Chapters to preserve the 
reooli-tion of the oonneotion originally said to exist between the old 
Sooiery of Builders, and the Templars of the Grusades, also to per- 
petuate the dootrines, they derived in common through the “Bene 
diotines.”

Thes# Templar Lodges or Encampments appear to have mtirelv 
dtal out, and were replaeed by so-oaUed Templar degrees eonferred by 
Deputy Inspeotors of the Charleston Consistory of the “Bite of Per 
fection,” oomposed prinoipally of members of the Jewish pemmion.

In 1792 4 self-ereated bodies were formed, and the degrees con- 
ferred in Blne Lodges, it being at that time considered legitimate to 
work any degree allied to Masonry, nnder the anthority of the 
Warrant.

I
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Snbseqnently, Templary was altogether remodelled and ohanged to 
form an integral part of the “American Rite of Fr 
carding all semblance of its ohivalric character.

:In 1814 the Beformed Templar Bite was established by the 
“Cemean” Grand Consistory, revismg a complete system, or ritual of 
work, whioh was reoeiyed and became the adopted system, retainine 
the tnmtarian christian oharaoter of the Order.

Bnt of late years, latitndinarian views of christianity have nre-) 
vailed, allowing all men to follow the diotates of their own convidi 
tions and pre-oonoeiyed ideas, as opposed to the orthodox dootrihesot 
the chnroh at large, henoe they have constitnted a qnasi Military- 
Chnstian-Masonie system, nnder the name i of Knights Templar 
without any of its oharaeteristios or weU-deflned christian basis it 
being nnderstood that it was not the intention to perpetuate Mediaval 
Kmghthood, bnt to adopt its extemals for pnblio parades and page- 
antry, identifying its dootrines with that of Universal Freemasonry.

THE STATUS OF OBEAT PBIOBY.

Having thus laid before you the origin and fcrue objeotof Templary, 
“Unit^Statro"1106 6XiBtiD8 between our «ystem and that of the
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I would ask you to pause, and consider well, the non-advisability of 
any radioal change in our present organization.

I am aware that the determination of the American Templar body 
to regard us as “inferior” in respeot to our nationality, being one of 
the branohes of the Cosmopolitan Order under H. R. H. the Prinoe 
of Wales, is, no doubt, calculated to irritate the minds of Canadian 
Templars, and drive them into a oourse that would, under other cir- 
oumstances perhaps never have suggested itself—but what oan their 
opinion matter to us, organized as we are in every respeot quite apart 
from them, which any one must see who has paid the slightest 
attention to the real history of Templary, and as we understand it 
to be.

We have not the slightest excuse for entering into any agitation to 
displace our present Supreme Euler, elected by unanimous wish, and 
we have no reason whatever to find fault with the seleotion, but, on 
the contrary, to be proud that he allows himself to be assooiated with 
the Order—proud, that the tie which binds us to the mother-land is 
made stronger. His very name adds importance and dignity to the 
Order, which would lose muoh of its prestige and beoome, if such a 
separation took place, a mere adjunot to the Craft, and the character 
it now represents be ohanged into that of a “Police” guard for public 
display and demonstrations of Craft Masonry, instead of being, as it 
is, the representation per se of the Great Military fratemities of the 
middle ages, who upheld the true doctrines of revealed religion.

Fratres I I would have you think well before you throw aside the 
present status and high position Templary has attained in Canada, 
and not be led away by the mere ohimerical idea of greater import­
ance as an entirely separate body, unconneoted with the parent 
stock.

Let us not forget, that our Royal Grand Master is the representa­
tive of the Revered Monarch to whom we all owe allegiance, and to 
whom pur obedience, lo ve, and affection is due, who has honored our 
societyyiby declaring herself its patron.

Besides, it appears to be strangely forgotten, that we cannot con- 
scientiously absolve ourselves from the vows of allegiance which we 
vlountarily assumed, without the permission of the authority from 
whom they w^re derived. The subject resolves itself into two pro­
position. 1st. It would be most disoourteous and unknigbtly rudely 
to sever our conpection with ttfe Grand Master, more particularly, as 
we have no
Grand Master, and should not lightly disregard these vows.
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My vows oblige me, as Great Prior, and my ambition 
bigher, than to rémain, with willing and loyal fealty, the “Lieuten- 
ant” or locum tenma of my Boyal Grand Master, which I look npon aa 
the most dignified and prondest position I oan hold in the Order.

As matters have turned ont, “Convent General’’ was a mistake, 
and proved a mere illusion, as the Chivalrio System will not work 
when engrafted on the Demooratio form of the Masonio Lodge, and 
there is no nse entering further into the discord of conflicting systems. 
It might, therefore, be desirable that Great Priory should be alto- 
gether self-contained, and be entitled for the future to eleot their own 
Great Priors. In fact, we are independent in reality, and if “Conveht 
General” were abolished, wonld be absolutely so. The release from 
any attempt at interference now wonld no^donbt be granted without 
hesitation, if asked for. '

The Prince of Wales being our Grand Master, does not interfere 
with our independence, as the Prince belongs to as as well as to 
England, and Ireland. He is part of the Empire, and not a section 
of it.*
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oonsider at all necessary or of any importane. ‘ Convent General” 
being virtually abolished, this Great Priory declared itself a “Sover- 
eign Body” (with H. B. H. the Prince of Wales, as the Supreme Grand 
Master), which must be admitted is the equal of any foreign body 
known by the name of “Knights Templar.” I am the Chief of the 
independent Canadian branch of the allied British Templar Order, 
which conforms to the usages of the ancient Praternity of that

in having but one Grand Master for the whole body, composed of 
different nationalities, independent of each other; similar to the polioy 
followed by nations allied together, whose armiea are placed under a 
“Commander-in-Chief,” chosen by the unanimous voioe of the allied 
body, but who does not interfere with the internal arrangements of 
any. With our neighbors it is quite different, therefore, their 
are not applicable to us.
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The Grand Master of their “Masonio Knightly” system is the Chief 
of a “Sovereign Masonio” body, the strongest, bearing the name of

no longer represents the Orders of the Tenhple and St. John. Even ad- 
mttting the normal supremacy of the Prince of Wales Is retalned. It really 
amoums to llttle,—a sflght, almost an lnsult to name. Pollcy might pre- 
vent the Prince resentlng It, as he naturally would do If untrammeled 
By grealer reasons. Without him, as the head of th- Order, It loses all lta 
independent lmportance and present status as an Order “per se.”
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Templars, in the world, and for all social purposes, the best. If they 
ohoose to modify or alter the religions dogmas of the original Order, 
»nd take a new departure, forming an Order to snit their own views' 
oalling it "Knights Templar,” who oan say to them, Nay? and no one 
Las any right to interfere. I oan bear testimony to the admirable 
system of disoipline observed by them as a Masonio Military Degree,

a vast improvement on ours,—in whioh every member assumes to 
know better than his neighbor, and to follow the bent of his own 
iuolinations. X am also conversant with the Beformed (Cemeau) rits 
of Templary, whioh, oompared with our ritual, has its advantages, 
and when rightly performed, there is more of the symbolism, bnt less 
Of the ceremonial.*

I take this opportunity of most emphatioally protesting against a 
oharge made by one of the ohairmen of the Foreign Correspondenoe 
Committee, in last yearis prooeedings, that I have thrust upon onr 
Fratres of the United States my views, and, as it would seem, to an 
invidioue comparison on the merits of the two systems. “No one 
likeB to have false motives implied, or a false position attriboted to 
him, without defending himself, and attempting to convinoe others of 
the truth of the adverse ataternent.” <

My object, as stated in former Allooutions, is to show the distinc. 
tive features of each, whioh I have a perfeot right to do to make the 
enbjeot intelligible to Canadian Templars, and to those who may not 
have had the opportunity of knowing, or understanding, .that the two 
organisations are so widely apart. The fact is, we are playing at cross 
pnrposes; fault is not fonnd with the system they have chosen to 
adopt, bnt the retention of the “ Nomenclature," thus giving a false 
idea of the Temple Order, in whioh the fundamental principles ara 
totally erased, and t.iu vore of the Order rejected. Be assured that, 
without a firm belief in the dootrine of the Trinity, there never 
would havo hr.uu any Order of the Knights Templar. It is the basis 
of the wuo.o aning, and he who denies it is no Templar. Bnt I do 
not see that our difference of opinion should affeot the amicable and 
intimate relations existing, any more than betweenthe pure Christian 
Sohool, and the nniversal one of Craft Masonry, so long as the ques- 
tion of controversy and contention is avoided.
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LAXITY Oi PBINCIPLB,

I have been pained and snrprised to find, on perusing the Foreign 
Correspondenoe reports, that every oopy is filled with questionable 
views, and attempts made to treat with levity our most sacred trutlis- - 
and belief.

Christianity and early Masonry does not admit of any oontradiction; 
hut, if the prinoiples now advanoed, and gradually gaining ground,— 
be persisted in,—it will not be long before the whole Masonio fabrio 
will beoome thoroughly Deistioal, and a sohool of scoffers against 
everything divine. I use strong language in dealing with this part 
of the subject, and know I am touching on delioate ground, handling 
matter which is generally let alone, and passed over in silence. But 
I believe the position of Templaiy on this continent requiresplain 
speaking, althongh these things are generally distasteful. But, when 
1 read and oonsider the remarks in the Foreign Correspondenoe, and 
private reports from Preceptories of the conduot of some of the 
members, which, to say the least of it, is manifestly irreverent to 
most sacred religions prinoiples, and the teaohings of Templary per- 
verted into a schoorbf scoffers and infidelity, I oannot be silent. The 
old saying should not be forgotten, “He is the schismatio who 
the schism."
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11the THB OBDER OF MALTA.

I have been somewhat surprised at the extraordinary misconception 
there appears to exist about the Order of Malta,—one writer, in the 
Foreign Correspondenoe reports, asserting that it was a fraud to intro- 
duce it in oonneotion with Templary. This remark may be correct as 
regards the American system, but is a stränge perversion of historio 
facts, for thore is not a shadow of a doubt that the oeremonies of 
Templar Order have been preserved and handed down to us through 
“ The Order of St. John," and it is from the oombined or United 
Orders of the “Temple and Malta” that our modern system ia 
derived, in which oonneotion is shown to have always existed since 
the suppression of the Templars. ' If the assertion was made in 
referenoe to the “Red Cross,” or “Babylonish Pass” of the American 
Rite, it would be true, that being a “Persian" and Jewish degree, 
having no referenoe whatever to the Christian Orders of Chivalry.

A oonneotion did exist between the old Templars and the “ Red 
Cross" of the “Constantiniarr Order of St. George," wlnoh a former 
Grand Master of the Modern English Templars, (Judge Waller Rod- 
weU Wright), som^ sixty years ago endeavored to establish in Malta;
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and to whoae exertions at the amalgamation of the Engliah Craft 
Grand Lodgea in 1813, ia due the clause in the artiolea of union 
admittmg an allianoe between the Ordera of Chivalry and the

I do not intend, nor am I prepared, to join in any controveray or 
diaputea, which at present diaturb the harmony and iefaat deatroying 
the amity of the Maaonio system in Canada, by giving the preferenos 
to one nte or degree more than another, or to please the fancy or 
prejndices of the thonghtless.
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3RENT RITES IN THE MASONIC SYSTEM.

The most judioious oourse appears to be that of non-interference; 
these rites and degrees professing, as they do, to be founded on Ma- 
sonry. If good, they will live; if not, die; but opposition only keeps 
them alive if bad. The spread and desire for so many new degress, 
eo eagerly sought after, only proven the great faet, vis.: "That the 
human mind when left to its own guidanoe, is far more, oaptivated 
with baubles and externa! decorations than with plain, homely, 
Bimple truths." One great objeotion to this multiplication of degreea 
and rites is the number of useless OB’8 they entail, for no defined or 
useful purpose, but tending a good deal to a flippant and irreverent 
nse of God’s Word offensive and injurious to religion, besides engen- 
denng a feeling of exolusiveness towards the regular degrees of the 
Craft, ereating anything but the oosmopolitan liberal views which it 
is the object of Masonry to ineuloate. Masonry is aupposed to be a 
Brotherhood of affeetion and kindly sympathy; without it, what plea- 
sure oan there be in belonging to it ?

yOur neighbprs of the United States set us an example well worthy 
of imitation, where all the acknowledged degrees are worked in a 
kindly bond of union. f

Thus, members of the Craft Grand Lodge, who are Royal Arok 
Masons, and Templars, as also of the A. & A. S. Rite, 33 ° , attend 
the meetings of the several governing bodies, assisting at the working 
of eacli and carrying out the brotherly bond of union in 
extent.

The Craft Grand Lodges, the ruling power of all Masonry, wisely 
does not interfere with the disputes of any one rite more than another, 
considering suoh a oourse beneath their dignity; while, on the other 
hand, the quarrels of the “Hauti Orada" has become a by-word, and 
laughed at as the “War of the Rites.”

In my capacity of Great Prior, I consider I have a perfect right to 
aot fcr the benefit of the Templar Order, witliout any interference or 
dictation whatever; and no right to drag in any prejndiced feelinga 
from other Masonic bodies against any member of it, who may in my 
judgment be considered worthy of preferment, and whom I know to 
be a good and faithful brother, standmg up manfully for the Qrder, 
tllerefore deaerving of dietinction. I cannot help aaying there appeara 
a desire amongat a few to ignore Templary, and attempta have been 
made to prejudiee the Oraft fröm joining it, as it is not necesaary to 
be a Templar or Eoyal Arcli Maaon to gain acceaa to the “High 
Grades,” a separate and distinct branch from the “ Engliah Rite ” of 
Freemasonry.*
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In the original form of the Modern Templar Order in England, the 
'•Rose Croix” (now the 18= of the A. and A. 8. Bite) waa the one 
step above the Templar installation, followed by the Templar 
“Kadosh" (now the 80°.) All Encampments of the Templar Order 
in England being qualifled to give them, and the emblems were 
engraved on the certiflcates issued prior to 1851, some of which are 
dow in my possession.
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GENERAL REMARKS.

I have thns endeavored to demonstrate that the whole system of 
Freemasonry was changed, both in doctrine and govemment, abont 
the time “Anderson” completed his Constitntion, A. D. 1723.

The reply of Bro. Carson, of Ohio, to the editor of the London Frec- 
mason, of 23rd Febrnary, 1882, (see Crai-ömah for December) stating 
“tbat there is no available evidenoe of any dissatisfaotion amongst 
the brethren at the time of the revival,” shonld be carefully read. 
The historical references he gives, carry conviotion, and plainly show 
that dissatisfaotion did exist at the radioal ohanges made from the 
old Constitutiona.

The Preceptories in 
which the deepeat interest is manifested, and the greatest increase 
noticeable, are London, Hamilton, Windsor, and St. Catherines. The 
Bichard Coeur de Lie», No. 4, of the firat named city has made rery 
rapid progress dnring the past few months, and I am informed by the 
Begistrar, Fräter J. S. Dewar, that ainoe the last meeting of the 
Great Priory, no fewer than nineteen Companions have been added to 
its roll of membership. Dnring the same time three have with- 
drawn and two have passed to the “Great Beyond,”—leaving 
gain of fourteen. In Godfrey de Bouillon, No. 2, of Hamilton

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Whfle I oannot report that the Order of theTemple in this Diatrict 
flonriahes as luxnriantly as in many other Districta, I feel assured by 
the signa of the times that in Ontario Gentre we will soon have a 
genuine awakening in Templary, and that many of the Preoeptories 
whioh during the past few years have had to struggle almost 
against fate, will, with a little well applied energy, be enabled to 
oome to the front and take a position amongst the Preoeptories on 
the roll of Great Priory that will redown to the credit of the Templar 
body in Oanada. It is a diffioult matter to assign a reason for the 
laok of interest in many of the Preoeptories, and yet it is not 
prising that' their vifcality is sapped, when we look at the array öf 
benefit and degree orders whioh are now being boomed all over the 
land, and in whioh are to be found soores of worthy men whose 
proper plaoe shonld be within the Templar fold.

It is worthy of special 
note that wherever a Preoeptory has adopted a uniform similar to the 
sister bodies in the neighboring republic, fresh life and vigor inspires 
the members, and not only raises enthusiasm in the Preoeptory 
doing, but also leads to the accession to their ranks of many worthy 
men. From personal knowledge of at least one Preoeptory in this 
District, and conversations I have had with officers from other juris- 
dictions, I am oonvinced that the introduotion of the uniform, similar 
to that of the United States has, and is having, an extremely beneficial 
effept.
