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QUINCE SECRETS.

Quince Marmalade.—Wash the fruit
and pare, removing all discolored
Spots. Boil the parings in just suf-
ficient water to cover, until the fla-
vor is extracted. Strai- through a
thick cloth and when this juice is
nearly cold add the quinces, cut in
quarters and cored, and enough more
water to cook them. When soft,
mash them as soon as possible with
& wooden spoon. Add % Ib. sugar
for every pound of fruit. Boil 15
iminutes, then put, while hot, into
small molds or eans. The juice of
8 orfuges for every 8 Ibs. marma-
lade is a nice addition.

Cheese—Make the same as marma-
lade, but not until quite thick, so
that when cold it will retain the
form of the mold. It must be quite
stiff, so that it will turn out as firm
as cheese, and can be cut in slices.

Jelly—Wash and wipe the quinces,
remove imperfect spots, buf do mot
pare or core. Cut into small pieces
and put into preserving kettle with
cold water emough to cover. Let
them cook until tender, stiring from
the bottom often. When done, ; re-
move from the stove, strain through
a thin cheesecloth bag, then through
& white flanncl one. Measure the
juice, put into‘kettle and let it boil.
Add 1 ™. sugar:to 1 pt. juice. Boil
and skim. Be careful not to boil
too long. Test its consistency by
dropping a little in a glass of ice
water; if .it settles to the bottom,
the liquid-will jell. The kettle should
be taken from  the range and felly
cups filled immediately. The color
of quince jelly is quickly affected by
too much boiling and its quality is
injured.

WONDERLARD OF CANADA

GREAT MOUNTAINS, DRAPED
IN ETERNAL SNOW.

——
Glaziers From Whose Sides Aval-
anches Break With Thrill-
ing Splendor. ;

Far away in tho wilds of the great
Canadian northwest is some of the
most wonderful scenery in the world.
Among the Canadian Rocky moun-
tains are peaks that have only rec-
ently been scaled for the first time
by man. Everyone who has visited
this inspiring territory acknowledges
is impossible to give an
adequate  description of its impres-
sive beauties.

The greatest wonder in this land of
wonders is said by many to be Mount
Assiniboine, which has been scaled
only once by man. The fortunate
and daring explorer was Rev. James
Qutram, . of Brooklyn, N.Y. This
peak is called the Matterhorn of the
Rockies, and is' 11,860 feet high.

Travelers who have visited this
splendid region speak of summer
snowstorms, perpetual winter, mag-
nificent avalanches: . Alpine flowers,
phenomenal falls of temperature,
grand cloud’ efiects, a lake in a basin
of ice, impassable barriers, perilous
descents, wonderful canyons and hun-
dreds of other manifestations of the
surpassing charms of nature.

Swiss guides have Leen attracted
to this country, and they aid tour-
ists to make some of the most dif-
ficult places.

Wonderful as are the glaciers to
be seen' to-day, geologists tell us
they are almost nothing compared
with those that precsded them. There
is abundant evidence on the high
peaks of the Canadian Rockies that
the tops of the old glaciers were in
places as much as 9,000 feet above
sea level. It is figured that these
ancient jce masses were from two
to three thousand feet deep.

The Government st its late meeting
passed an order, increasing ‘the rates of
stumpage, which is in accord with
the amnduncement made by Premier
Tweedie soon after the opening of the
legislature last spring. The increase is
fifty cents per thousand en spruce and
piune logs, which will bring the rate on
these up 10 $1.50. The rate on'hard-
wood will be about 95 cts, and on
codar $1.20. The new rates will take
effect from Aungust 1st 1903.

Whatever might
be expected in the way of adverse
criticism on the premier’s suggestiona
from other quarters, St. John men and
St. Jobn newspapers would naturally
be expected to receive an intimation of
provincial assistance in the matter
favorably. It bappens, however, that
the, winter port has in it at least one
paper. which is prepaced to sacrifice its
interests lest their promotion might, in
some measure, increase the populurity
of those to whom it is politically oppos-
.ed. This is he position taken by the
Sun. That paper, commenting on what
Premier Tweedie said at the banquet,
took the ground that St. John did not
expect any aid from the province. It
went on to prove alse that the province
could not afford to give the aid.

The Sun’s disloyalty to the best
interests of the city in which itis
pablished, as demonstrated by the posi-
tion it has taken in this important
matter, may be safely left to the people
of St.John, but in view of the fact stated
‘by one of the best informed railway
men of the country, that if S8t. John
were tully equipped as Canada’s princi-
pal winter port its population weuld be
doubled in a few years, it would seem
that Premier Tweedie’s proposal to give
say & quarter of a million to bring that
probable and very desirable end about,
was true statesmanship. The Sun will

Veretable and Flower Seeds.

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE,
Commissiener’s Branch,
Ottawa, Oct. 14, 1903.
It shonld be unnecessary to urge upon
the growers of garden crops the import-
auce of using thoroughly reliable seed, or
to defend the practice of testing seeds
before sowing them. Many gardeners
have soffered hewvy loss through the
puichase of interior or old seed and almost
all who have used the seeds of flowers
sud vegetables have had occasion, at one
time or auother, tv lament the use of seed
of unkuown quality. Genuine secd of
high germinating capacity is, however,
only ome eseential to a suocce sful crop,
and to depreciaté the importarce of good
gardeners would be entirely wrong.
Since a good strt is always important it
wouli seem that to devote a little more
attention to

SECURING SATISFACTORY SRED
would amply repay the majority of
gerdeners. To the horticultarist, to a
groater extent then to the agriculturist,
is genuine reliable seed imporiant. With
the seeds of many farm crups their actual
valuecan be determinad several months
before plantiug, because the question of
variety does not enter to the same extent
as mgarden crops. With the garden
orops traeness to variety is of parsmount
importance and a disappoivtnent in that
regard may mean, practically, the loss
‘of a season’s crop, if the differeuce bea
late maturing variety for an early one, or
vice versa, <1t is therefore important that
growers should be competent and reliable.

QHANGE IN THE SEED INDUSTRY.

Formauy years - all the seeds used in
this country were Eurepean grown,
although as early as 1785 some attention
was given to their growth in the United
States. In that country the trade grew
steadily uniil about 1860, whem, owing
to the interruptioh in trade due to the
civil war, people begaa to look for a home
aupply aad home production was greatly
stimulated as a result. -The increased
demand enciuraged growers to produce
reliable seeds and kinds sdited to all con-
ditions of growth. A fair trial of home-
grown seeds convinced people thst they
were as satisfactory as imported stocks,
and in cases gave better results. In 1878
there was estimated to be 7,000 acres
devoted to the production of garden
seeds, butat that time the Californ a seed
trade was but b ginning and since then it

has grown to enormous proportions,

THE VEGETABLE SEEDS MOST GROWN

are onion, lettuce, ecarrot, leek, k:le,
parsley and parsuip ; the fl)wer seeds,—
swee( peas, uasturtivns, verbenas and
asters. Cubbage and ocaulifiower ssed is
growan in the State of Washiogton and a
good quality is grown on Long [eland.
Many othee kinds of fl wer and vegetable
seeds are grown in varisus districts, but,
as a rule, not in sufficient quantity to
affect the trade, There is still, and will
continue to be la-ge qnantities of nearly
all kinds of seed ' imported from Europe,
where laboris not so great an 1tem of
expense as in America.

Much of the work in . connection with
the growing has.to be done by haud, so
that labor is an importaut censideration.
The sys:em of ‘‘rogusing” practised by a!l
reliable growers is necessary in order to
maintain the type, and consists of remov-
ing by haod all plamis that deviate from
‘standard.  Cultivating, .
harvesting, theeshing and ocleaning aie
laigely hand oparations,

THE LABOR INVOLVED

is » serious objection to the hemegrowing
of secd which is practised by some garden-
ers, Very frequently, oo, the quality
of veed produced is inferior to that growm
by professienals,unless proper precautions
are taken. The greatest dangers en-
countered are the crosa:ng of varieties and
deterioration of stock. To obviate the
fiest difficulty sinall growers will find it
nécessary to grow omly one variety of
any one species; to overcome the second,

tant care in selection will be required.
Qoly those plants which are vigorons
and approach the ideal conformation fer
that variety should be allowed to ripen
their seed.

VIGOUR OF GROWTH AND PRODUCTIVENESS
IN INDIVIDUAL PLANTS

are qualities that ate transmitted from
one generation of plants to the next, so
that it is unwise to allow any but the
most desirable plants to mature. Turaips
or rad.shes that are not suitable for table
use are much less saitable for seed pro-
duetion. Notall the seed of evea the
best plants should be sown as there are
invariably present small #nd shrivelled
seeds, sod only the large plump seede

, should be as.d. By fullowing this system

of selection a gardener may not only
maintain but constantly improve a variety,
but if he is not willing to exerclse such
care he would do much better to purchase
his seed fiom a reliable seedsman.

Is is important that a buger of reeds
should know at least approximat-ly what
per ceut is vital, butowing to the lim: ed

amount of seed it is impossible for him

with the wholessle dealer, who has seed
in bulk and should kmow within at least
five orten per cent she vitali'y of the
s3eds he handles. Tou stamp the vital ty
on each package wotld en ail some little
trouble toseedsmen bnit not nece.sarily
any risk, as no objection could be raised
to areasonable margin, -Such a practice
would be of inestimable - benefit to the
users of the seed.

LAMBETH PALACE.

Historic Pile Is Crumbling After
Eight Centuries.

Lambeth Palace, the London resi-
dence of the  Archbishop of Canter-
bury, is now undergoing extemsive
repairs, the older portions of the
palace having become decayed. Al-
ready some progress has been made
with the renovating of Norman Tow-
ers, which before the close ‘of the
twelfth century was selected as the
princely town residence of the pri-
mates. It contains specimens of
almost every style of architecture
that prevailed during the intervening
years. Norman and early English,
with its spacious arches, and the
most conspicuous ~external features
of the high,irregular structure.

AFRICA'S DIAMOND FIELLS

WHEN AND HOW THE FIRST
JEWEL WAS DISCOVERED.

One-quarter of the Gems Never
Come Into Possession of
the Companies.

The recent important discoveries of
diamonds in South Africa draw at-
tention to an industry more full of
romance even than that of gold
mining; for . the story of South
African diamond discoveries is
crowded with happenings more start-
ling and dramatic than most fiction.

The story of the finding of the first
diamond has often been told—how a
man of the name of O'Reilly, trav-
elling south from the Orange River,
sought a night’'s rest at the farm-
house of one Niekerk, in the Hope-
town district; how the farmeér pro-
duced for his guest’s inspection a
handful of pretty pebbles picked up
by his children; and how O’Reilly
discovered among the pebbles a dia-
mond, which he sold at Grahams-
town for $2.500.

This is old history; but much that
is equally romantic in the story of
South African diamonds is remem-
bered now by few. It was only
two years later—in 1869—that a
-stroke of rare luck came Farmer Nie-
kerk’'s way, when a native chanced
to show him a large pebble, looking
like a lump of alum, which, profiting
by his former experience, he recog-
nized as a diamond of considerable
value. He purchased it for $2,000
worth of his farm stock and a day
or two later had drawn $50,000 for
it from 4 Hopetown firm. This
stone, known the whole world over
as ‘““The Star of South Africa,”’
eighty-three carats, is now valued
at $125,000, and is the most treas-
ured of all the jewls of the Countess
of Dudley, vicereine of Ireland.

THE ONLY TWO.

It is a striking illustration of the
irony of luck that these were the
only two diamonds of any value
that were found near Hoptown; dl-
though a little later ten thousand
miners when ransacking the . banks
of the Vaal River, sacrificing - their
lives by hundreds through disease
and hardships in the futile quest for
more ‘‘Stars of South Africa.”

In 1871 wealth far ‘‘beyond the
dreams of avarice’’ was tapped on
De Beers farm near Dutoitspan, and
diamonds were being picked out of
the walls of a farmhouse near the
since famous Bultfontein mine. De
Beers farm, even when it was known
that it held a treasure of precious
stones, was sold for $80,000, and
later exchanged hands for $5,000,000
How excellent a bargain it was even
at the larger price can be told from
the fact that it has since yielded
nearly $25,000,000 worth of dia-
monds in a single year, and that its
original value has been estimated at
more than $500,000,000, or nearly
seventecn thousand times the price
originally paid for it.

The homestead bencath which was
the treasurehouse of the Kimberley
mine actually changed hands at one
time for eight sovercigns, while with-
in fifteen years the mine had produc-
ed diamonds of the value of $100,-
000,000, Surely never in the his-
tory of the world was better value
given for a sovereign. Even when
these diamond mines got into the
hands of companies vast fortunes
were made by many of the lucky
sharcholders, seeing that the original
$50 shares of the London and South
African Explorations Company,
which owned the Bultfontein and Du-
toitspan mines, were later saleable at
$3,000, representing the gratifying
return of $300 for every sovereign
originally invested. :

GERMAN UNIFORMS.

Result of Color Experiments Con-
ducted in China.

The Berlin Post reports that the
experiments in{ China which have
been conducted by the Prussian Office
in regard to the color of German un-
iforms have resulted in restraining
the army administration from intro-
ducing a grayish green instead ' of
the color hitherto used in Germany.
The report of the War Office contains
the following :

‘It has often been noticed during
field exercises that the gray ' winter
uniforms of our troops could not be
distinguished at long distances from
the blue clothes of the Chinese, who
were always present as spectators.
In order to ascertain which color was
the least distinguishable from
country surrounding a column was
composed, the first section of which
wore gray winter clothes, the second
old blue shirt coats and black cloth
trousers, the third khaki, the fourth
overcouts, and the fifth canvas, The
column was placed in close forma-
tion behind hushes without foliage.

“At a distance of about 1,400
vards the result was as follows:
The gray overcoat section appeared
like uniform dark spots, while the
khaki and canvas sections were
hardly distinguishable. Aiming at
the two last mentioned was very
difficult, as the mark appeared very
indistincet in the sight, On the five
sections advancing in skirmishing
order, blue and gray could not. be
distinguished from one another. At
a distance of 500 yards the gray
began to look light¢r than the dark
blue. The gray overcoats made very
good marks, the skirmishers appear-
ing like long dark strips. Khaki
and canvas both made difficult marks
at all distances. The aiming at
troops that lay without cover on
the ground was much casier than
when they carried all their accoutre-
ments.  The knapsacks, and espoc+
ially the black cooking pot, looked
like dark spots against the back-
ground, and presented a very good
target.”’
