Grand Liberal Demon-
stration at Oak Bay

DR. PUGSLEY a

nd Wm. F. TODD

. Deliver Ringing Speeches

Plans Ready for Public Works for Char-

lotte and Tenders

will he Asked for

at Once

Big Meetihg’

The gathering at Oak Bay Wednesday
in the interests of W. F. Todd the Liberal
candidate for Charlotte was a rousing
success and was attended by over 1000
people. Dr. Pugsley and Mr. Todd
delivered strong and ccnvinc'ng speeches.

Hearty cheers were given Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, Dr. Pugsley and Mr. Todd, and
the gathering then adjourned to enjoy
Jhe delights of a clam bake near the
shore.

In Faton's Hall, Milltown, in the
evening the Milltown band played selec-
tions until the arrival of the speakers,
The hall was quickly filled, and a large
number stood throughout the meeting.
Harrison McAlister, chairman of the
Liberal executive, presided.

CANDIDATE MAKES
STIRRING SPEECH.

Mr. Todd, the first speaker, was given
a great reception. It did his heart good,
he said, to see such a fine audience. He
had been honored with the nomination
and, while reluctant to accept, he telt it
his duty when called upon, to act as
their standard bearer.

Speaking of the high protective tariff
of the Conservatives he said they had
eighteen years in which to test it. De-
pression in trade was the result. He
spoke of the work of Sir Wilfrid Laurier
referring to the settlement of the
Manitoba school question, - the granting
of the preference and other well known
features of its policy. The prosperity
which Canada had enjoyed, he said, was
due to the able administratioi of the
Liberal government. He reviewed the
progress made under Liberal rule and
ths successful policy with regard to
immigration, passing on to speak of the
campaign of slander indulged in by his
opponents,

He paid a tribute to Sir Wilfrid Lau-
r.er, Hon. W. S, .Fielding and Hou.
William Pugsley and spoke of the debt
which Canada owed them for their able
administration. The Liberal policy, he
said, was a policy for revenue and the
Conservatives, in complaining of
exiravagance, weré doing so without
cause. The revenue was given back
through the'G. T. P. and other important
works. He said the governmeut would
faii in their duty if they did not procure
wharves, breakwaters and other facilities.
If elected, Mr. Todd said in conclusion,
he would work for the county and would
consider it an honorto do all he could
for the people’s good.

MINISTER WAS

IN GRAND ForM.

Dr. Pugsley, who was in excellent
voice, had every reason to feel gratified
with the reception accorded him. On
rising the audience cheered him to the
echo.

Dr. Pugsley, in his opening remarks,

at Milltown

referred briefly to the attempts being
made by many of the Conservative
speakers to- distract ‘attention: from the
important issues of the campaign by
making unjust attacks upon himself in
regard to his course while a member of
the provincial government.

THE SLANDERERS
ARE DEALT WITH

He would not occupy any time, he
said, by a discussion of these matters,
but in view of the presistent campaign
‘of slander in which his opponents had
been engaged he could not help apply-
ing to some of his opponents the words
of the psalmist ‘‘They have sharpened
their tongues like a serpent, adder’s
poison is under their lips.”’

There was a great oppor‘tunity, Dr.
Pugsley continued, for a representative
of the county to do splendid work for
his constituents. The county had a
most important coast line, a number of
fine harbors. including St. Andrews, St.
George and L’Etang all of which, if
properly developed, might attract very
considerable shipping to the great
advantage of the locality and the prestige
and importance of the whole county.
(Cheers.)

Their harbors enjoyed the advantage
of being the ports nedrest Montreal and
the great centres of traffic in the west
which were open at all seasons of the
vear.

The Dominion was in its infancy, but
the grain and cattle trade of the west, as
well as the products of the farm, had
already attained large proportions and
were adding vastly to the trade of the
St. Lawrence in summer and of the ports
of the maritime provinces in the winter.
He saw no reason why parts of Charlotte
county should not receive some of the
benefit of the growing traffic. There-
fore it was of great importance to this
constituency that they should have at
Ottawa a man like Mr. Todd, full of
hope and confidence in the county’s pos-
sibilities, prepared to assist the grand
Canadian policy to which the Liberal
party was devoting its best energies of
sending Canadian trade through Cana-
dian channels to Canadian ports (cheers.)

In this country they were fortunate in
having most valuable fisheries carried on
by most industrious and intelligent
people. There was no class more entitled
to the assistance of the government in
the prosecution of their business than
the fishermen (cheers.) In this connec-
tion he wished to say that almost im-
mediately on his becoming minister of
public works, his attention had been
called by Senator Gillmor and R. E.
Armstrong, and other prominent Liberals
to the necessity of building wharves and
breakwaters for harbors of refuge.

TENDERS AT ONCE,

It had been a matter of regret that,
owing to the obstructive tactics of the
opposition in holding up the estimates,
the final supply bill had been passed only
on July 18, so that the best portion of
the summer had passed away before he
could take steps to- have plans and
specifications prepared and contracts
entered on. As soon, however as the
supply bill had passed, he had sent his
engineers to work and yesterday he had
received a telegram from the chief
engineer of the department that the
plans and specifications for various
wharves and breakwaters have been
completed and advertisements calling
for tenders will be issued in a few days
(loud cheers.)

The unfair advantage which members
of the opposition took of the privilege
allowed them in committee of the whole
of talking as long as they pleased had
brought prominently to the front the.
need of making such amendments as
would, while allowing every reasonable
oppo -tunity for fair discussion, prevent
them utilizing their ability as talking
inachines (laughter and cheers.)

His department and the government
had been criticised by the opposition for
building wharves and breakwaters at the
smaller harbors, but in his opinion there
was no purpose to which the expanding
revenue of the country could be better
applied than by giving the necessary
convenience and protection to fishermen
along the seaboard and by creating
harbors where vessels might be safely
accommodated. The Liberal party
could appeal with confidence to the
public for approval of the expenditure in
this direction, and while there was this
general criticism the opposition hall not
the courage to point to any particular
work as unnecessary or not in the public
interest. Of all the items for which
money was asked they had not voted
against a single one.

Dr. Pugsley then went on to explain
that it was largely because of the tariff
policy and vigorous immigration policy
resulting in a rapid increase in the
population, that more had been accom-
plished for the progress and advancement
of the Dominion than in all the years of
Conservative rule. He emphasized the
fact that these improvements had been
had been paid out of current revenue
and that, in addition, the government
had expended the enormous sum cf
$121,015,115in developing transportation

These improvements were of such na-
tional character that they might properly
have been paid out of capital. It was a
marvelous fact, he said, that while dur-
ing eighteen years the Conservatives
were in power they increased the public
debt no less than $118,000,000 the great
oublic improvements carried out by the
Liberal party had been paid almost
entirely out of surplus current revenue.
The public debt during the last twelve
years had been increased only $19,463,-
457.

CONVINCING FIGURES,

After a reference to the improvements
in the conditions of labor under Liberal
rule and to the increase in wages, Dr.
Pugsley spoke of the better prices which
farmers received for their product, which
had resulted in their purchasing power
being increased. He also took up the
case of the postal department, conirast-
ing the deficit of $700,000 under the
Conservatives with the reduced rates for

commendations and he was pleased to thap 81,000,000 which had been obtained.

He mentioned further that the rate of
customs taxation had been reduced from
$18.28 on each $100 worth of goods
imported to $15.66, and qnoted other
figures to show the prospericv which had
resulted from a wise and prudent adminis-
tration. He went on to ridicule the cry
of the Conservatives that ii was time i(;r
a change , and asked if the people would
be likely to trust Mr. Foster as finance
minister again. The Conservative argu-
ment, he said, was based entirely on
scandal, and he proceeded to refer
briefly to the different scandal cries,
touching on the Saskatchewan Valley
Jand deal, the Robbins irrigation scl\en{e
and others. He showed that the charges
made were not worthy of the attention
of the electorate in view of the satis-
factory record of the government and
its tariff policy and general energetic
rule.

Dr. Pugsley then turned to discuss
briefly the imputation of Mr. Bowser, at-
torney general of British Columbia, who
had comeall the way to New Brunswick
for the purpose ot seeking to frighten
the people, that the subjects of Japan
would come t6 Eastern Canada to take
the place of white labor.

If there was one thing more than an-

other which redounded to the credit- of
Sir Wilfrid Laurier it was that when the
Japanese riots took. place in British
Columbia and the government was called
upon to denounce the treaty of alliance
between Great Britain and Japan he stood
upin his place in parliament and resisted
public clamor, stating that the manu-

.facturer. of Canada were too deeply

interested and that development of trade
and imperial interests were too deeply
involved to warrant such a course with-
out first making every reasonable effort
to induce Japan to exercise her influence
in. preventing large immigration to
British Columbia.

He pointed to the fact that Japan was
rising power in the east and that Cinada
should not lightly take any steps which
would break up the alliance between the
two empires. The time might com=
whzn, owing to complications in Furope,
the ships of Great Britain and Japan
might be floating side by side in the
harbors of British ' Columbia, acting to-
gether for the defense of Canada. The
government took the wiser course of
sending to Japan. Hon. Mr. Lemieux,
who had effected a satisfactory arrange-
meut,

SEES CHARLOTTE
AcGAIN IN LINE,

In closing Dr. Pugsley expressed his
conviction that Sir Wilfrid Laurier would
receive an emphati: renewal of confidence
on October 26. From reports from the
various sections of Charlotte County lhe
believed that they would send Mr. Todd
to parliament and that the constituency
wonld again range itself under the
Liberal banner and declare adhesion to
the policy which had made for national
development, progress and prosperity.

The minister was cheered again and
again as he resumed his seat.

George M. Byron brought the meeting
to a close in a fighting speech which was
greatly to the liking of his audience.
His wittie sallies at the expense of the
opposition kept his hearers in roars of
laughter.

Cheers for the speakers and a selection
by the band concluding with the national
anthem closed one of the most successful
political gatherings ever held in this
town.

SYNOPSIS OF
CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

Any even-numbered section of Dom-
inion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatchewan
and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, not re-
served, may be homesteaded by any per-
son who 1s the sole head of a famﬂ\
any male over 18 vears of age, to the
extent of one-quarter section of 160 acres,
more or less.

Application for entry must be made in
persou by the applicant at a Dominion
Lands Agcency. or Sub-agency for the dis-
trict in which the land is sitnate. Entry
by proxy may, however, be made at any
Agency cn certain conditions by the
father, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister of an intending homesteader.

DUTIES.---(1) At least six months?
residence upon and cultivation of the
land in each year for three years.

\2) A homesteader may, if he so de-
sires, . pertorm the - required residence
duties by living on farming land owned
solely by him, not less than eightx (80)
acres in extent, in the vicinity of his
homestead. He may also do'so b) living
with father or mother, on certain condi-
tions. Joint ownership in land will not
meet this requirement.
