CHAIRMAN OF
DEFUNCT BANK
TRIED SUICIDE

Northern Bank Of New York
With Nearly $7,000,000 In
Deposits Closed By State
Officials.

EXECUTIVE HEAD IN
SANATORIUM

New York, Dec. 27.~The Northern
Bank of New York, with deposits in
its nine branches of $6,912,582 at the
time of its published statement, was
closed today by O. H. Cheney, state
superintendent of banks, “for the ben-
efit of depositors,” because of “cer,
tain conditions,” and “also certain ir-
regular transactions.” An inventory
of the bank’'s assets and liabilities is
now under way, but until it is com-
plete, ne further statement from gup-
erintendent Cheney will be available.
W. H. Hotchkiss, state superintendent
of insurance and district attorney
Whitman, are co-operating with him.
They hope to present the facts to the
grand jury tomorrow.

Joseph H. Robin, chairman of the
executive committee of the bank, and
a shareholder and director in many
other corporations, is in the private
sanatorium of Dr. Charles McDonald,
at Central Valley, N. Y., whether he
was committed last Saturday by
Justice Amendoff of the State Supreme
Court at the request of his sister, on
the certificate of two physicians.

Dr, McDonald tonight over the long
distance telephone, said that profes-
sional ethies would not permit him to
discuss the case, but Jas. H. Gifford,
counsel for the bank and one of its
directors, stated that the examining
physiclans had diagnosed the case as
acute paranoia and that Robin tried
to kill himself in his apartments last
Saturday night, but was restrained by
@ nurse., Although Robin was com-
mitted on Saturday, he was not con-
veyved to the sanatorium until today,
for Mr. Gifford and another director
visited him at his apartments here
vesterday evening in an effort to ob-
tain collateral.

*On Friday night,” sald Mr. Gifford
tonight, “after the irregularities had
been discovered, another director and
myself went to the azartments of Mr.
Robin. He was in great agony from
kidney trouble and it was plain to be
seen that he was out of his mind. We
could not get a connected statement)

from him. It was plain that he did
not realize the. serfousness of our

Attempted Suicide.

“Not succeeding we left him and
returned on Monday night. His men-
tal condition was awful. He was suf-
fering from paronoa and I understand
that, after being examined by emin-
ent alienists, he was sent today to a
private sanatorium. On Saturday
while in this condition he tried. to
kill himself, but was frustrated by a
watchful nurse, I knew nothing about
the irregularities, nor do I think any
of the other directors did, until they
were revealed by the examiners of
the banking department and our own
investigators. We held out hopes that
conditions might right themselves un-
til Monday night, when at a meeting
which lasted for hours, we called upon
the state banking dep’nrtmam. to step
in.

JEWISH FEAST
AT GHRIGTARKS

It doesn’t often happen that Christ-
mas Day, and the Jewish Festival of
Lights are celebrated simultaneously,
but this year they were,

Because December 25 falls on Sunday
this yedr, the veal celebratiop of
Christmas Day takes place Monday,
Dee. 26, and this is also the 1910 day
for the beginning of Chanukah, the
Hebrew name for the  Festival of
Lights.

Chanukah marks the anniversary of
one of the greatest military victories
in the history of nations. In this, his-
tory corroborates the Biblical accounts
and the story of the battle &s relat-
ed in Josephus' “Antiquities of the
Jews."”

The battle was fought 2075 years
ago, or 166 years before the Christian
era. The cause of the war began in
168 B, €, when the  emissaries of
Antiochus BEpiphanus called on Mat-
tahias. a priest of the order of Joarib,
at his home in Modiy, near Jerusalem
in an attempt to uproot the faith of
Judaism, Mattathias slew the king's
officer, raised the standard of rebel
lion and with' his five sons fled to
the mountains.

Shortly after fathér and sons' and
their few followers hhd reached the
mountains, Mattathias died, commit-
ting the cause to his sons and ap-

! DRUNKARDS ON TRAINS,

A question of general interest has been dealt with
in a decision of the appellate division of the New York
Supreme Court. The question was this:—Is a common
carrier bound to protect orderly passengers from violent
and offensive drunkards who accidentally or otherwise
get into a car, or must the decent, peaceable passengers
take their chances, and endure insults, obscene language
and perhaps physical injury?

It may seem strange that such a question should
|have been treated as at all doubtful, but one jadge
;nvtunlly held that it was “contributory negligence” for
;n passenger to object to abuse by a drunkard sitting
opposite him, to appeal to the conductor for protection,
and thus “enrage” the beast and bring a savage assault
down on himself, '

The appellate division emphatically dissented from
{this singular view “below,” and decided that a raflroad
{company was liable for damages if it failed to protect
| passengers, to put off quarrelsome or disgusting drunk-
‘hud\ and to preveut scandal and aggression, This
Iwould appear to be the elementary common sense view
|of the matter Intoxicated and irrespousible persons
{have no business in public conveyanees, and they should

PROSECUTION
OF TRUSTS
IMMINENT

New York, N. Y., Dee. 27—The
trend towards reaction which domin-
ated last week's operations in the
stock market, became more pronounc-
ed with the resumption of business
today, and resulted in losses of a
point and over in the better known Is-
sues,” with more severe declines in
certain specialties. Trading through-
out the session was small in volume,
If surface conditions may be accepted,

the heaviness of the list was largely
due to the aggressive short seiling by
& professional group which only re-
cently was conspicuous for the extent
of its commitments on the other side.

There were no signs of lignidation
but it may be safely assumed that
& part of today's transactions repre-
sented sales by investors who have
become weary or disheartened with
the dullness of the market. Develop-
ments over the triple holiday em-
braced the usual traffic reports from
western rallroad centres, which indi-
cated heavy receipts and shipments
of grains and other foodstuffs. and
well authenticated statemenis that
the government is soon to begin ac-
tion against the so-called electrical
trust, The sentimental effects of this
reported move on the part of the au-
thorities was rather depressing, inas-
much as Wall street had becn led to
expect that no new trust prosecu-
tions would be undertaken pending
the outcome of the Standard Oil and
American Tobacco cases. Shares o
the several concerns in this particular
category were heavy with a loss of
almost four points in General Electric,
The strength of Consolidated Gas
and Western Maryland was in mark-
ed contrast to the general weakness
of the list.

The closing of a local state bank,
while in no particular sense a market
factor, was hardly helpful to the bull
account, The London stock exchange
was closed today and European mar-
kets generally were dull and feature-
less. Money is working tighter in Lon-
don, however, and other shipments of
gold to Bgypt approximately $1,000,-
000 were made by the Bank of Eng-
land.

Last week’s bank statement show-
ing a further gain in cash by local in-
stitutions, was a contributing factor
to the greater monetary ease in this
market. A more important influence
however, was the extreme dullness in
the securities market.
