Rome, Mar. 3—Grave damage was 

done to the Ducal PalacU, the Bridge 
of Sighs, the Church of St John and 
Paul and the Church of St Simon, as 
well as other treasures of Venice In a 
Teuton moonlight air raid over that 
city on Feb. 26. Fifty enemy airplanes 
took part In the raid, dropping three 
hundred bombs.

The archiblshop's text was “And 
they beckoned unto their partners, 
which were in the other ship, that 
they should come and help them. And 
they came.”

He came, he said from Old York to 
New York, hoping thropgh his voice 
that the hearts of Britain, beating 
hard in the stress of the greatese 
struggle of its historyr^might speak 
to the hearts of America , beating 
strong In its high resolve to cross the 
seas and make that struggle its own. 
America and Britain, he said, were 
partners in the spirit of their laws 
and institutions ; they were both dedi­
cated to the principles of liberty, ord­
er and democracy.

“The issue before this generation,” 
the archibishop continued, "is wheth­
er nations are to keep their freedom 
and live In fellowship with one anoth­
er or be menaced by the restlesss self- 
assertion of a power which claims a 
world dominion and acknowledges no 
law but that of Its own armed forces. 
There can be no peace until this lssub 
is settled.”

With Ills left hand blowjroff at the 
wrist, the forearm badly mutilated, as 
the result of a German gas shell, 
Joseph Gallant, a New Brunswick boy, 
was burled for an hour and a half at 
Vimy Ridge. Today he lives to tell tne 
tale and barring any mishap he will 
eat dinner with his relatives at Shed- 
iac tomorrow. He arrived In St. John 
on Saturday night in company with a 
party of provincial men who fought the 
foe at the front £ind have either been 
invalided home on account of exposure 
or to be honorably discharged. Pte. 
Gallant is a typical French-Acadian, 
modest, fearless, and devoted to his 
country. He enlisted in Montreal in 
the 160th Battalion, but was after­
wards transferred to the 22nd French- 
Canadlan Battalibn. and It was while 
with this unit he was injured. He with 
four others were attending a machine 
gun in the first line. About 1.30 In the 
afternoon of May 4 the earth in front 
of tlie trench was thrown up by the 
explosion of a gas shell. The four men 
at the gun were killed Instantly, but 
such was not the case yith Gallant. 
His hand was blown completely off 
and he was buried. On being dug out 
by comrades he was given a stimulant 
by the major of his company. “I felt 
great after that'' said the soldier. He 
said that the pain was not so intense 
as one of the soldiers iff the trenches 
tied the arm up with a piece of cloth, 
the “pull through"—that used in clean­
ing the rifle. He then walked back to 
first dressing station to find it desert­
ed.

A SERIOUS SITUATION. ing worked out that will render fit for 
farming some 70,000 acres of land situ­
ated in the country which, if the dis­
pute of 1844 had been carried to the 
point of arbitrament by arms, would 
have been the scene of sanguinary con­
flicts between British and United 
States troops.

In that year. President Polk of the 
United States, raised the question of 
tlie boundary between Canada and the 
United States. A great convention 
was held in Baltimore and there the 
slogan was adopted ”54.40 or fight." 
The United States contended that the 
settlement of the boundary between 
that country and Canada should be 
such as to include In the States "the 
whole of Oregon," and this term meant 
nothing less than the Pacific Coast 
country between California and Alas­
ka, three-quarters of which had been 
discovered and was then held by Brit­
ish fur traders. "64.40“ was the bound­
ary demanded by the Americans.

For a time there was much clamor 
and a demand for war on both sides 
of the line. The Oregon question hah 
been argued in 1S26 by the American 
jurist Gallatin and In the dispute of 
'44 England reverted to his decision 
that the boundary line in the disputed 
country should be fixed at the 4'Jth 
parallel. The United States accepted 
the decision and a very probable war 
was averted.

Today the 49th parallel has vanished 
into thin air so far as marking a boun­
dary between quarrelsome neighbors. 
Canada and the United States are 
standing shoulder to shoulder as broth­
ers who have taken arms against the 
great conspiracy that seeks to destroy 
all Anglo-Saxon civilization. There 
is a better understanding between the 
two countries and never again can 
there be a situation similar to that 
created by the cry "54.40 or fight."

At the moment of writing the Brit­
ish Columbia government and tho 
Idaho legislature are entering into a 
combine to carry out a project of re­
clamation, by which 70,000 acres of 
rich bottom land in the Kootenay val­
ley, rather more than halt of which 
lies in the State of Idaho, while some 
30,000 acres are in British Columbia, 
is to be rendered fit for farming by re 
turned soldiers of the two countries.

The land is delta land, very rich, a 
sixty-mile tract, flat as a billiard table, 
anil with the exception of a fringe of 
cottonwood trees along the banka of 
the river, clear from side to side and 
ready for the plow. It is, however, at 
present, subject to summer overflow.

According to William A. Baillie- 
Graham, an old British Columbian, who 
writes about the scheme to The New 
York Sun. the Idaho legislature has 
already $600,000 on hand with which to 
carry on the work:

"It is intended that every soldier 
settler shall have the chance of 
acquiring his plot out of profits on 
tile moat generous conditions. Con­
sidering the extraordinary fertility 
of the soil the homesteads need 
not exceed twenty acres, with ad­
joining hillside forest land on a 
more liberal scale. Hence, some 
3,500 soldiers will find most de­
sirable homes in a beautiful coun­
try, favored by a really fine clim­
ate (altitude 1,800 feet, 20 inches 
rainfall and no harmful summer 
frosts), which will enable them to 
raise bumper crops, for which the 
numerous mining communities 
nearby will furnish the best of 
markets."
And so a people of mixed Canadian 

and United States breed, whose fathers 
fought for Anglo-Saxonism and liber­
ty, stand to grow up In the very coun­
try which at one time threatened to 
prove the background to a fratricidal 
conflict.

In these days every provincial legis­
lature works under a serious responsi­
bility. The raising of revenue for the 
affaire ot the province is always a mat­
ter attended with more or less diffi­
culty and in these times, when the war 
needs make extraordinary demands up­
on every part of the country, it is par­
ticularly so. This situation demands 
the most careful attention to the finan­
cial affairs of the province and it is 
imperative that every item of expendi­
ture that can be controlled shall be 
kept within the closest limits. No new 
expenditures should be undertaken un­
less It can be shown that they are most 
urgently necessary.

The government and 
New Brunswick must face this situa 
tion in common with the government 
and legislature of every other prov­
ince in Canada. To meet the case de­
mands courage and decision and in its 
effort along this line the government 
should have, and no doubt will have, 
the support of the Opposition. Condi­
tions created by the war ate only be 
ginning to develop and it may be that 
before long many things will have to 
be done for the provision of revenue 
which, a few years ago, would have 
been unthinkable.

It would be highly inadvisable io 
approach any of these matters in a par­
tisan spirit. It is not the time to con­
sider questions of partisan politics or 
to attempt to hamper the work of ad­
ministration. The problems that must 
be met should be dealt with along the 
broad lines of true constructive states­
manship. As long as war conditions 
continue and war needs render increas­
ingly difficult the task of administra 
tion in every province in Canada it is 
the duty of everyone to assist in bear­
ing the common burden.

No doubt, during the session of tho 
New Brunswick legislature, which 
opens on Thursday, there will be dif­
ferences ot opinion as regards details 
ot administration and legislation and 
the Opposition will probably find ample 
opportunity to exercise its ordinary 
functions. Conditions, however, are so 
grave as to practically preclude their 
use by either party for the manufac­
ture of political capital. These con­
ditions demand the attention of our 
best public men no matter whether 
they sit to the right or left of Mr. 
Speaker.

There is no doubt that this feeling 
will prevail at .Yedericton during the 
present session as it has prevailed in 
the capitals of other provinces. Tho 
disposition will be to give attention to 
the larger things and, for a season, to 
relegate matters of political import­
ance only to the minor position they 
should occupy in the administration of 
a province under the conditions creat­
ed by world war. The situation is too 
grave to spend lime playing at politics.

These will be re­
peated on Sunday next In every Angli 
can church In the city, and from March 
10th to March 17th, a special effort will 
be made to secure the money neces­
sary for the needs of the present and 

' the Immediate future. Strong com­
mittees have the work In hand and 
the Indications are that the effort will 
he successful.

thus allow him to break even. Were 
the results of such cost accounting for 
the business of milk production known 
to the farmer as well as the consumer, 
the former would bestir himself to re­
duce his costs while the latter, recog­
nizing the narrow margin of profit up­
on which the farmer is working in 
producing a staple food product, would 
cease his blind criticism and be willing 
to pay a fair price for milk which Is 
one of his cheapest foods.

To find the cost of milk production 
is no sinecure in accounting, because 
of the complexity of the conditions sur-* 
rounding the Industry, but the import­
ance of the product has led to many 
Investigations with the following re­
sults, using present day feed and labor 
charges :

A Violent Attack.

"Army group of the German Chown 
Prince—At many points we made sue 
ceasfui raids. Beet of the Rhelme Hes­
sian troops forced their way Into Port 
PompeUe, which had been destroyed, 
northwest of Prosnes Rhineland and 
Westphalian troops penetrated far Into 
the enemy's positions. Sections of 
trenches southeast of Tahure, which 
had remained in the enemy's hands 
since the fighting of February were 
cleared by Baden and Thurringian 
troops. On the west bsnk of the Meuse 
Rhenish companies stormed the en­
emy's trenches.

"After having carried out their raid 
cur troops returned to the positions 
whence they departed with more than 
400 prisoners and a large number of 
captured machine guns. The tranche.) 
taken southeast of Tahure were held 
in the face of a French counter-attack.

“Army group of Duke Albrecht—Be­
tween the Meuse and the Moselle, In­
fantry accompanied by pioneers, pene­
trated the enemy trenches northeast of 
belcheprey. Americans, who were 
manning the trenches, suffered heavy 
casualties and lost twelve prisoners."

Vhe detective then
At the saem time, 6.40 p.m., enemy 

detachments attempted to approach the 
French Unes before La PompeUe, but 
under the French fire were forced to 
return precipitately to the trenches 
they had left

"After this first repulse, the enemy 
launched a new and more violent at­
tack in the same region. In spite of 
his repeated efforts he was unable to 
reach the Fort of La PompeUe. A few 
enemy elements only succeeded in 
gaining a foothold north of a small 
work situated to the west of the fort 
At the same time an enemy attack 
more to the east, south of La Breton- 
niere, obtained no result

"In the Champagne the enemy at­
tacked the French lines at two points 
without obtaining the slightest suc­
cess. Near CaraiUet an attack dellv- 
ered on a front of 800 metres found 
the French trenches evacuated by or­
ders. EnergetlcaUy returning to the 
trenches French troops drove back the 
enemy and re-estabUshed the Frencti 
position.

The rounding up of young men who 
are not over-enthusiastic in .donning 
the King’s khaki has not been a con­
tinuous round of pleasure or any holi­
day outing for the two energetic Do­
minion police officers who, during the 
Pgst week or more, have been assidu­
ously combing the granite hills and 
forest fastnesses of Charlotte county. 
Nevertheless the officers have done 
their work well, and although, in one 
case they were threatened by an irate 
citizen of Uncle Sam, who flourished a 
rifle with the business end towards 
the police, they have succeeded Jn 
rounding up eighteen eligible» for the 
front and a noncommissioned officer 
who deserted trdtt 
All are now ta SL John, and soon the 
officers will continue their work In 
other counties.

It was the young gentleman from the 
United States who made more trouble 
for the officers than any other person. 
Near Dead Man’s Harbor the American 
deserter was encountered. He told the 
officers he would not aubhtit to arrest 
and selstiuLa rifle placed It to his 
shoulder and*fchreatened them. Before' 
he was able to fire he was seised by 
the officers and disarmed. He admit­
ted that he was a deserter from a 
Maine unit He had served with Gen­
eral Pershing In Mexico and after the 
war broke out he attempted, he says, 
to get Into overseas service. He be­
came dissatisfied and eight or nine 
months ago he decided to desert He 
came to-New Brunsiwck and, had been 
working at various Jobs In the woods 
and other places. He Is now at the 
armory here and will be returned to 
the United State* military authorities.

In another case one of the draftees 
sought to escape by hiding under a 
bed. He was found and dragged out 
to daylight

The officers visited St. George, 
Black's Harbor, Back Bay, Dead Man's 
Harbor, Caithness Canal, Bonny River, 
L’Etang and outlying districts. The 
officers made their headquarters at St. 
George and were ably assisted by the 
town marshaL

The attention of The Standard was 
yesterday called by J. Fred Belyea to 
the practice of pumping OÛ overboard 
from some of the steamèrs In port, and 
the injurious effect this would have on 
the fishing industry If persisted in. He 
pointed out that this practice was in 
direct contravention of the Fisheries 
Act, which expressly forbids the dump­
ing of any deleterious substance what­
ever in waters frequented by flah. and 
while he realized that it was necessary 
for the steamers to get rid of this 
refuse oil, some other method should 
be adopted than the pumping of It Into 
the waters of the harbor where it was 
found to keep the fish from coming In 
and would cause the lose of thousands 
of dollars to the men engaged in the 
fishing industry at this port 

The section of the act dealing with 
this matter reads as follows:

Section 44 of Chap. 8 of the Revised 
Statutes: ,

No one shall throw oveifcoeid bal­
last. coal ashes, atones or other preju­
dicial or deleterious substances In anj 
river, harbor or roadstead or any 
water where fishing is carried on. or 
throw overboard or let fall

extent and for a fortnight he did not

catch a fish In one of his wters on the 
western side of the harbor because of 
the oil floating down and lodging on 
the poles and the fish would not come 
near It until the oil had all washed 
away. He also told of another In­
stance which demonstrated that oil 
would keep the fish away from its Im­
mediate vicinity.

A few years ago there was sunk at 
the mouth of one of the wlere near 
Navy Island a bag filled with rags sat­
urated with oil and until that bag had 
been removed no flsh were caught in 
wler.

Mr. Belyea was asked if It would be 
safe to pump this oil overboard at any 
particular time and said there was no 
time when It would be safe, as If it 
were pumped over at low tide all the 
harbor weirs below the berths would 
be affected and the Sand Cove weirs 
ae well; If at high tide It would come 
up the hartïor and affect all the weirs 
clean up to the falls, and on the ebb 
catch the weirs below, while at the 
flood tide It would sweep around Into 
Courtenay Bay.

Mr. Belyea said a visit to the docks 
would show that large quantities of oil 
were being discharged Into the harbor 
and the sides of the wharves were cov­
ered with It A Standard representa­
tive on Saturday saw this brown stuff 
on the face of the wharves and on the 
surface in one of the slips and at the 
time thought it looked like brown 
paint but later found It was oil.

Another sérions feature of the situ 
atlon which was pointed out by Mr. 
Belyea was that if this practice waa 
continued the country would lose mil­
lions of pounds of the best sea food 
and this was no time to do anything-to 
stop flsh coming Into the harbor, when 
the cry fbr Increased production In all 
lines was so insistent. It was particu­
larly Important that at this time when 
the beef and pork was needed for the 
troops at the front that every ounce of 
flsh food possible be placed on th? 
home market and used to release the 
ether meats for the troops overseas.

Mr. Belyea also pointed out that the 
section of the Fisheries Act quoted 
protected the harbor fisheries In the 
event of a sardine factory being estab­
lished here as it provided that no flsh 
refuse could be dumped into the wat­
ers of the harbor.

In closing the Interview Mr. Belyea 
stated that he had called the attention 
of the local fishery Inspector to this 
matter last fall but so far as he know 
no steps to abate the nuisance had 
been taken,,but he felt the gravity pf 
the situation called for Immediate ac­
tion on the part of those responsible 
for carrying out the law In order that 
the flsh might not be driven from the 
harbor this spring and summer.

Sec. 2 Sec. 44: "No person shall 
cause or knowingly permit to pass Into 
or put or knowingly permit to put lime, 
chemical substances or drugs, poison­
ous matter, dead or decaying flsh, or 
remnants thereof, mill rubbish or saw­
dust or any other deleterious substance 
or thing, whether the Same Is of a like 
character to the substances named In 
this section or not in any water fre­
quented by flsh."

Belyea pointed out that this sec­
tion was most explicit and any fishery 
officer in any district had the author­
ity under it to stop any practice which 
was a menace to the fishing industry.
