Considerations of a contrary nature
compel the foreign office to take a
different stand from the Fremech to-
ward the Greeks in Asia Mmor.

Turkey is too weak. She is decadent.
In spite aof the spasmodic evidences
of a new life, Turkey is inevitaBly
crumbling away.

Ttaly might be a strong ally of
Great Britain. But Italy will not be
permitted to occupy Smyrna. Rtaly,
moreover, has not great interests at
stake in Asia Minor which might in-
duce her to send a large army to
defend the Suez or the Bosporns. The
Greeks are only 27 miles distant from
Constantinople. Morsover, they are
vitally concerned in keeping Russia
out of that city.

A Strong Greece Needed.

B

Finally, Greece is not, like Italy, in-
fested with Socialism and radicalism,
which render military expeditions
nearly impossible for Italy. The
Greeks have been at war since 1912,
and there has never yet been a single
instance of & muth in the Greek
ranks. ‘lmha":ﬁs, on the con-
trary, refused to embark at Trieste for
Albania, and the Italian forces in Al-
bania suffered a disastrous defeat on
account of large-scale slesertions.
Thus, Great Britain, cannot rely upon
either the. community of interest of
the Ttalians or the probable willing
ness of the pacificist Ttalian people to
fight for the protection of the Bospor-
us or of the Suex Canal.

The allied premlers are now meet-
ing at Cannes. It may be superficially
said that their foremost concern is
the question of German reparations.
But those who have studied carefulty
the political history of Buarope know
that by far the most momentous prob-
lemw which Mr. Lioyd George and Mr.
Briand will try to solve is the Near
HRastern question.

The great interests of England are
in India and in Egypt. A French sola-
tion of the Near Eastern problem will
result in the end in the loss by Hmng-
land of her vast Eastern Empire. A
British solution, which dictates the
creation of a strong Greece and a
strong Armenia, will seeure the ave-
nues to the Indian Fmpire, will keep

Russia out of the editerranean, and;

will inflict upon France a defeat in
her Aslatic policy, similar to that in-
flicted upon Napoleon at Alexandrin
and Acre.

Whatever the outcome of the Cun-
nea'and the subsequent conferences on
the Near East, one thing is certain,
that Turkey will be doomed. If ¢the
policy of Great Britain prevalls,
Greece and Armenia will, in a few
decades; practically take the place of
the former Turkish Empire. Again, if
Frénch policy carries the day, the
Turks will fall prey to the Franoo-
Russian combination of tomorrow. In
one wokd, the Turks fit neither the
British nor the French scheme,

Critical Financial Period.

From
January to April the comparative sta-
bﬂuonl the crown was due to hopes
that the proposals for reconstruction
oredits put forward by the Austrian
Section of the Reparations Commis-
slon, of which I happened to be presi
dent, might be successful. During
Blay and June there was a distinctive
tendency to kmprove because the pub-
liz, particularly fa Austria, pinned
their fortunes to the early fulfillment

the League of Nations-credit scheme
which primarily depended upon the
Postpomement of the relief and repa-
rations liens held by the various
powers. These liens prevent the sale
o7 pledging of any assets owned by the
Austrian Government for a foreign
loan or other purpose without the
prior consent of the Reparations Com-
mission. In July and during. August,
Austrian hopes as to the fruition . of
the League of Nations proposals be-
came weaker, and when the Finance
Minister returned from a pilgrimage
to Paris and London with no appre-
ciable eredits, pessimism started to
prevail. It then began to be realized
for the first time that it was impron-
able the United States could take
action regarding its Austrian liens
until Congress had dealt with the ques-
tion of foreigu loans, By the end of
September pessimism had become un-
®ridled and in 25 days the dollar rose
about 2000 crowns.

“In the second week of October
after the Finance Minister's coura-
geous speech announcing that Austria
would adopt a self-help policy, there
Was a sharp decline in the dollar and
the crown rose 500 points. Then came
the armed resistance of the Hunga-
rians to the occupation of the Burgen-
land, accompanied by mids of Hun-|
garian irregular troops into Austria
itself.

“Near-Coup” and Its Resuits.

“This nasrally drove the crown
down again. No sooner had the out
look become more pacific than King
Charles upset the international apple-
cari with his ill-fated return to Hun-
gary. Most of the nations' surround-
ing Austria mobilized and for several
days war appeared inevitable. A%
though Austria hoped not to de a par-
ticipant and to escape attack, the out-
look was naturally disastrous to her
reviving commerce and to her ability
to obtain supplies of food and coal.

Solidarity of Native El t
Necessitates More Equit-
able Working Plans.

Livingstone, Jan. 11,—A great step
forward has been made toward a set-
tlement of African unrest by the gen-
erous proposals lald down by Mr.
Strike in a recent meeting of the Ad-
visory Council of Northern Rhodesia.
The Advisory Commeil which repre-
sents some 8500 white settlers in this
territory, submitted proposals of far-
reaching importance to the future of
the nmative races, both of South and
Bast Africa.

Mr. Strike, whose proposals for co-
operation in pative rule have made
such 'a deep fmpression throughout
the whole of Africa, bitterly con-
i d the ti of the de
moralizing policy of *exploitation”—
that is, making' full use of the native
population as a reservoir for Labor
and a market for inferfor produce, at
the same timé utterly regardless of
the real human interests of the na-
tives, except in so far ss they were
always subservient to the supposed
interests of the Europeans.

Mr, Strike said that “the aiternative
policy was that of trmsteeship. The
interests in Negro Afriea of the white
gettlers and the natives are insep-
arable. In these partially settled ter-
ritories both ‘whites’ and ‘biacks’ have
to live and work side by side. 1If the
shortsighted policy of sympathetic ex-
ploitation still continues it will end in
disastrous faflure for both races.
There are abundant gigns all over
Africa at present to substantiate this
claim. -

Evidence of Nltlve\ﬁolldarity.

“These signs, always apparent be-
fore the war, have since been iniensi-
fied by arming the natives in civilized
warfare. Native discontept is spread-
ing and deepening, and what is more
sericus is the definitely promounced
race consciousnese and the amaszing
evidence of native solidarity, In a
country where white and’ black have
to live side by side therg should be
every opportunity for both races to
live and develop on thelf. own lines,
and express their nationality in per-
fect freedom.”

Mr. Strike submitted the foHowing
prcposals which aimed at the hearnt of
atl native unrest: First, “that imme-
diate steps should be taken to remove
native apprehension as to the security
of land tenure. The native mmast de
convinced that he is secure forever
in possession of sufficient land suit-
able for his proper development and
of that of his family.”

Taxation Source of Perplexity.

The probiem of taxatlon aiways per-
plexes the native, “Taration” said
Mr. Strike, "should only be for reve-
nne purposes. and not as the natives
think—to force them into the Labor
market. Al reverne derived from
natives should be used entirely for
native needs and development. No
native ghould be taxed for the benefit
of the white man. Likewise in matters
of education. Industrial, . mental
moral, spiritual, and citizenship edu-
cation should be given the native in
such manner as to ensble hiin to de-
velop and express his own nature and
racial ideals.

“Forced IMabor” continued Mr.
Strike, “which had been the csuse of
g0 much trouble, should be emtirely
abolished. If, in the case of govern-
ment necessity, Labor had to be pro-
cured, it should be adequately pmid.
Local industries should be started so
as to give the mative work mear his
own home. The native in all cases
shonld be encouraged to become pro-
ficlent in the skilled crafts, and in no
case should he be debarred from em-
ployment as a skilled artisan; such a
policy is economically unsound.

“Finally, the natives should B& pro-
vided with a means to make kmown
their wishes other than through the
stereotyped channels of the gowern-
ment officials, A emall committee
should be appointed to watch the best
interests nattves and &ry to

auese occupation of Siberia,

R appears that the Japanese are
prepared to turn the Chita “disclos-
ures” into a boomerang to exert pres
sure to gain further concessions from
the Siberfins under a threat to drop
negotiationa and let the status quo
continue indefinitely.

Official hints are given out here that
the progress of the Dairen negotiations
i3 unsatisfactory to Tokio eince Chita
Is unwilling to make “reasonable con-
cegsions.”

The principal unsettled question is
the demand for reparation for the
Nikolaievsk massacre. Japan is stand-
ing out for the northern half of Saga-
halia. If this demand included what
Japan terms the Saghalin province,
taking in the part of the coast line ot
the mainland, including the mouth of
the Amur river, it would involve an
extremely serious international ques-
tion. But it Is understood the demand
applies only to the northern half of the
island.

It is understood that Chita is will-
ing io agree to the cession of the
northern half of the island of Saghalin
but is firm against admission of any
Japanese control or special interests
in the continental part of the former
Saghalin province, which includes the
territory around the mouth of the
Amar, - From Japanese soarces it is
learned that Chita is refusing to grant
Japanese rights of navigation on the
Amur and also is receding from its
former willingness to dismantle, all the
Vladivostok fortifications. Wi‘h the
corclusion of the Darein conference, it
a settlement is reached, the same auth-
ority states Japan would immediately
withdraw from all Siberia incloding
Viadivostok.

Conditions apparently are fairly sat-
iefactory in all parts of Siberia except
where Japanese troops are stationed
and probably would be throughout the

It|
is becoming mwore evident that Japan
realizes not only her unpopularity but
the impossibility of retaining any por-
tion of Siberia unless she is prepared
for an inderminably continuéd and cost-
ly experimemt, entirely disproportion-
ats to any possible retwrns, and she
desires to withdraw if direct negotia-
tions can be satisfactorily ocncinded.

Lieut. General Yamansashi, Ister
of war,in a statement to the press,
decries the tendency of politicians, m
their anxiety to remove the stain of
militarism from Japan’s escutcheon to!
belittle “the martial spirit of Japan”
which is essential for the peaceful ex-
pansion of the nation as it is war time.
“It is wrong to consider the martial
spirit incompatible with the limitation
of armaments. If the nation is to ad-
vance and to hold its own in the indus
trial competition which necessarily
will follow the establishment of weorld
peace, its martial spirit must be ex
panded and intenstfied to just such a
degree as actual armaments are re
duced.”
