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SUGAR BEET DISEASES.

Three Fungous Troubles of Impor-
tance to Beet Growers,

Many diseases of the sugar beet are
‘kmown in the old world where sugar
beet culture has long been an important
industry,and already some diseases have
become of consequence in this country.
“There are at least three in the state of
New York, to which Professor B. F.
Duggar has been devoting attention,
and under the title, “Three Important
Fangous Diseases of the Sugar Beet’™
(bulletin 163, Cornell), he publishes the
results of his investigations.

"Beet root rot was first- brought to
Professor Duggar’s attention as a disease
of small extent in the vicinity of Bing-
hamton. It wus afterward reported
from several other places, but has not
yet proved common. It may be the
same trouble that has several times
been very destructive to the sugar beet
4ndustry in Germany.’ The first evi-
dence of an attack is manifest in the

tlackening of the bases of the leaves,
and the disease soon works into the
crown and root proper, causing the in-
fested parts to turn brown. This beet
root rot is found to be caused by the
same fungus which ‘causes stem rot of
carnations and probably produces some
of the ‘‘damping off diseases.”’ Sixty
to 70 bushels of air slaked lime per acre
is suggested as a means of securing a
preventive alkalinity of soil.

Professor Duggar’s observations indi-
cate that “‘leaf spot’’ is a disease which
needs to be specially brought to the at-
tention of sugar beet growers. It begins
as small brown spots, with reddish pur-
ple margin, scattered irregularly over
the leaf. In time the whole leaf is black
and crisp. As the leaves begin to parch
and dry they stand more nearly up-
right, so that a whole field badly affect-
od with the disease shows a very char-
acteristic appearance. The outer or
older leaves are of course first affected,
and after the leaf stalks wilt these
Jeaves are shed. In the meantime the
plant is endeavoring to supply this defi-
ciency of leaves by continuing to de-
velop new ones from the center or from
the bud. In consequence of this the
crown beeomes considerably elongated,
a8 in the first figure.

As to remedies the author eays: For
several years experiments have been
conducted by Professor Halsted, at the
New Jersey experiment station, in the
treatment of this disease, and a suc-
cessful remedy seems to be at hand in
the well known bordeaux mixture. Nu-
merqus fungicides were experimented
apon, but the bordeaux mixture has
proved most efficient. There is every
reason to believe that by beginning the
sprayings early the leaf spot may be al-
most entirely prevented by the use of
this fungicide. If the disease continues
g0 disastrous as it was in certain sec-
tions during the past seasonm, for suc-
«cess growers must expect to spray their
beets with the same regularity as has
been found necessary in growing pota-
toes

As to beet scab the following are
presented among other points in the
bulletin : The smooth surface of the beet
root may often be disfigured by warty
or scabby excrescences. The textureof

these injuries is somewhat corky or
spongy, and the larger diseased areas
will show that the injury is not entirely
superficial, but tosome extent alters the
tissues immediately underlying such

qareas. The second figure shows two
‘beets affected in a characteristic man-
-ner. In 1890 Professor Thaxter discov-
«ered that potato scab is caused by the
-growth on the surface of the tuber of a
fungus which he named Oospora scabies.
The remedy cannot consist in this in-
stance in the treatment of the seed,
since the seed do not disseminate the
-disease, Dor can it consist in the treat-
ment of the land, since the experiments
with liming, sulphuring, etc., have not
given satisfactory results. The only
course open, then, is the one of avoiding
‘for the growth of beets any soil which
.during several years previous has pro-
duced scabby -beets.

Some of the experiment stations
have tested the relative advantages of
deep and shallow cultivation for corn,
and, ont of 116 cases recorded, in only
#ive instances did the deep culture give
She better results.

CARE OF BABY CHICKS.

#“Whatever Is Worth Doing at All Is
Werth Deing Well.”

Many a busy farm wife adds to her
manifold duties the rearing of chicks.
The feeding and care that she bestows
on these attractive little creatures are
not wholly given because they are
things of beauty, but because she knows
that there are good-‘‘returns’’ in store
for all the time and feed that she be-
stows properly upon the wee chicks.
Properly bestows, mind, for improper
and insufficient food, overfed or irregu-
larly fed chicks, entail a loss or result in
a disappointingly small profit. When
chicks are 24 honrsold, they may usual-
ly be removed with safety from the
nest, if they are placed in a sunny,
sheltered nook or corner, in a rainproof
coop, having a board floor.

Carefully examine mother biddy,
and, if not entirely free from lice, sub-
ject her to the cleansing fumes of some
good lice killer. If you have none, sat-
urate an old rag with kerosene, rub her

 legs well and brush over the feathers

lightly, taking especial pains to rub the
breast feathers, wings and under part
of the body feathers, but do not have
wet enough to drip. Place her in the
coop with her babies. Hens treated in
this way once a week or once in two
weeks will rarely have any lice to trans-
mit to their chicks.

A hurdle, built of woven wire or
lath, about the coop to protect the
chicks from other hens or from some
cat intent on a juicy morsel for herself
or her kittens, is a wise precaution, a
necessary one if you desire to raise a
large per cent of the chicks hatched,
especially necessary if you are raising
pure bred birds. The wire can be taken
down, rolled up and put away after the
chickens are grown, and will last for
years.

After using a variety of foods I have
for the past two years fed rolled oats
and millet seed almost exclusively. One
might think it expensive food, but it is
not. Take a few dozen c°gge to the
grocer and exchange them for oatmeal.
If you are not more than pleased with
the results and the cheapness of this
feed, then your experience will differ
greatly from mine. On no account wef
or cook the oatmeal. Feed dry always.
Millet seed makes them plump as quails.
Place the coops where the chickens can
have free access to the garden, and they
will glean all the bugs and worms that
this plat affords and will also get all the
grit they require. Never neglect to pro-
vide them with plenty of pure, clean wa-
ter. If one hasn’t a drinking fountain,
a very good substitute is a saucer or tin
plate in which a baking powder or to-
mato can is placed. We vary their feed
by giving occasionally finely chopped or
hard boiled eggs. As soon as garden
vegetables begin to grow shredded onion
tops and crisp lettuce leaves are added
to their bill of fare. As the chicks de-
velop we change from oatmeal and mil-
let seed to cracked corn (for night feed)
and give wheat screenings or buckwheat
mornings.

Always see that the little feathered
pets are securely housed if a sudden
storm is imminent, and let their shelter
at all times be such that they are dry
and warm. A chilled chick is quite as
bad off as you would be in a like condi-
tion. Remember they are ‘‘baby”

‘chicks, and if you would have them

grow and thrive you must treat them
accordingly. Cold and lice are their
greatest enemies, the two scurces from
which nearly all their ills emanate.
Careful housing nights and rainy days
will prevent the former, and cleanliness
and a judicious use of a good liquid lice
killer certainly will prevent or totally
annihilate the latter. You may think
this altogether too much trouble. You
twould rather let them take care of
themselves than fuss like that.”’ Do you
hatch 10 to 12 chicks from every sitting
and rear them all when they “‘take care
of themselves?”’ Or do you have several
hens wandering around half the sum-
mer with one or two, possibly three,
chicksapiece? Do you get $1 to $10 for
a pullet or cockerel? Do you gell sit-
tings of eggs at $1 to $5 each? Dear
farm sister, ‘“Whatever is worth doing
at all is worth doing well.’’—Alma
Cole Piclrering in Housekeeper.

Food Value of Hen’s Eggs.

‘A subject for continual discussion be-
tween poultrymen, and especially writ-
ers on poultry, is the difference, sup-
posed or real, between white and brown
eggs. On this question a bulletin of the
government’s agricultural bureau says,
and this-onght to settle it:

“It has been said by some that the
brown eggs are richer than the white
ones. This statement is not borne out
by a chemical analysis, and the physical
examination proves that the main
points of superiority, though extremely
slight, are possessed by the white eggs.
The minute differences that are found
between the two groups are exceeded
by -variation between the varieties
within the same group. We can there-
fore state as a conclusion, both from a
chemical and a physical point of view,
that there are practically no differ-
ences, so far as the food value is con-
cerned, between the white shelled and
brown shelled eggs.”’

Feeding Meat.

Ground meat or ground bones should
not be mixed with other foods. Itshould
be fed separately as a food by itself.
There should be certain meals on gpe-
cial days, for giving it to the hens. For
instance, give it at night every three
days in a trough, unmixed with other
food, so that the hens will have nothing
but the ground meat or gound bones for
that meal. Do not feed it oftener than
twice or three times a week.—Feather.

Let There Be Light.

Light in the poultry house is an ab-
dolute necessity, and the inmates must
have it to be in a healthy and cheerful
condition. Fowls will not thrive in &
dark and cheerless place any more than
plants will. —Maine Farmer. -
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QUEER OLD LAWS,

Saxon Forefathers Valued Horses
Higher Than Human Life.
Among our Saxon’ forefathers horses
were so highly valued that while homi-
cide might be compounded by payment
of a fine in: eattle, horse stealing was &
capital offense, says the London Live
Stock Journal. Kater, when -cattle
ceased to be their only wealth and coin-
age came into use, pecuniary fines were
inflicted for homicide. By the riparian:
laws the option of payment in coin or
cattle was allowed.  Under the salic
and riparian laws homicide had dif-
ferent degrees of guilt, decided, not al+
together according to malice, motive oz
intention, but also and apparently this
was the chief consideration, according
to the rank of the person killed. A sim-
ilar regard for the dignity of the person
robbed also entered into the estimate of
the guilt of theft, in connection with
the value of the property stolen. For
stealing a sucking calf, restitution to
the estimated value of the animal
was first of all due to the owner,
then cost of the owner’s plaint must
be paid by the thief, and, thirdly, a
fine paid@ to the state as a penalty
for breaking the law. For stealing a
bull the fine as well as the compensa-
tion was heavier, but here came in the
question from whom the bull was stolen
and what were the owner’s rank and
digmity. To steal the king’s bull was a
very grave offense indeed, mot quite
capital, but punishable by a ruinously
heavy fine, whereas the guilt of taking
a poor man’s bull was reckoned as pro-
portionately small. Before the use of
money was introduced, the fines for in-
ferior offenses (including doubtless
homicide) were sometimes paid in
horses instead of cattle. This seems a
curious inconsistency, that the law,
which valued a horse more highly than
a man’s life, yet exacted payment for
man killing to the extent of a plurality
of horses (each horse worth more than
a man, by the law’s valuation) or an
alternative equivalent in cattle.

Attend to the Rams.

It is too late to sow seed just about
the time the harvest is expected, and
the shepherd who neglects his rams at
this time is doing this very thing, says
The American Sheep Breeder. A ram
in vigorous, active condition is not so
made in a few days, mor in a few
weeks. We should think how a little
seed needs months to make its full
growth and to gather in the plant suffi-
cient nntrition and substance to form
the new germ. A whole summer is
needed thus to mature a plant of corn
and prepare the seed for the next year’s
harvest. This applies with equal force,
but more conspicuously, as the sheep
excels the mere plant in worth to the
conduct of the flock. -Many shepherds
wish to have all twin lambs. Two are
better than one—sometimes, but not al-
ways. A strong, vigorous lamb is bet-

_ter than puny twins or even than fairly

good twins, if the dam is only able to
care fully for one of them, and if one
will have strong double  births he must
attend to the ram first and begin now
to put him in proper condition for the
gervice expected from him by and by.
He does not want to be fattened exact-
ly, but he must be in prime condition,
for we cannot get any animal in such
condition without putting some fat on
his carcass. The best of grain food in
the summer for the ram is linseed oil
meal, from which the oil has been sep-
arated, and the residue of protein is
left in large excess. This part of the
food is especially useful in sustaining
all the vital organs, and thus gives that
essentially needed animal vigor to the
male animal, especially such a one as
the father of a flock which has go large
a number of females demanding atten-
tion. The time to begin re-enforcing
the rams ‘is now at hand. The twin
breeding flock is greatly desired by
every shepherd. But it is made only by
years of work in building up the consti-
tution of it by the highest possible feed-
ing. For the scientific principle at the
bottom of it is that animals become
more prolific as their supply of food in-
creases. This is one of the examples of
the balance of nature, and the econom-
ical disposal of natural products for the
best interests of the universe, in which
naturally nothing shall go to waste.

Give Sheep Plenty of Room.

After some years’ experience in rais-
ing sheep, I have concluded that it is
pot best to keep them confined too
closely, writes Frank M. Beverly in
Land and a Living. Their confinement
in one place breeds disease and it may
be said is a drawback generally. Sheep
will not thrive alone on what you may
feed them, but they require something
that is indigenous to the woodlands.
The farmers in Virginia 25 years ago
raised large flocks of sheep, and they
were allowed to run in the woods both
winter and summer, except during deep
and continued snows, when they were
brought in to keep them from becoming
poisoned by eafing ivy. They had to be
given salt, but required little in the
way of feeding. They were thrifty, and
always looked clean and healthful. Of
course this plan is not now practicable,
except in a few of the more isolated sec-
tions of the country, but the plan shonld
be carried out so far as circumstances
will permit. Your flocks may have to
be kept within fenced inclosures, but
they should be shifted from one place to
another as often as possible. I knew a
man a few years ago who bought up
100 or more sheep during the fall and
winter, intending to go into the busi-
ness of sheep raising on a rather large
scale.” He kept them in a field where
there was a large barn, in which he
housed them every night, He fed them
all they would eat of corn, fodder, hay
and oats, but when summer came about
one-half of them died, and the other
balf looked as if they might as well die.
He then sold the flock at less than half
the price per head he had paid, and thus
ended his dream of gheep raising.

A Unique Feature of the Administra-
tion at Albany.

Leslie’s Weekly.

REV. DR. TALMAGE ON BIGOTRY IN
THE HOME.

You are safe for the skies. Then it fs
your first duty to secure the eternal
safety of your lifetime associate. Is not
the everlasting welfare of your wife im-
penitent or your husband impeniten$. of
more importance than your church rela-
tionship? Is not the condition of your
companion for the next quadrillion of
years a mightier consideration to you
than the gratification of your ecclesiasti-
oal taste for 40 or 50 years? A man or a
woman who would stop half a minute to
weigh preferences as to whether he or she
had better go with the unconverted com-
panion to this or that church or denom-
ination has no religion at all and never
has had, and I fear never will have. You
are loaded up with what you suppose to
be religion, but you are like Captain
Frobisher, who brought back from his
voyage of discovery a shipload of what he
supposed valuable minerals, yet, instead
of being silver and gold, were nothing
but common stones of the fleld, to be
hurled out as finally useless.

Mighty God, in all thy realm is there
one man or woman professing religion,
yet so stolid, so unfitted, so far gone unto
death that there would be any hesitancy
in surrendering all preferences before
such an opportunity of salvation and
heavenly reunion? If you, a Christian
wife, are an attendant upon any church
and your unconverted husband does no$
go there because he does mnot like its
preacher, or its music, or its architeoturs,
or its uncomfortable crowding, and goes
not to any house of worship, but would
go if you would accompany him some-
where else, change your church relations.
Take your hymnbook home with you to-
day. Say goodby to your friends in the
neighboring pews and go with him to
any one of a hundred churches till his
soul is saved and he joins you in the
march to heaven. More important than
that ring on the third finger of your left
hand it is that your Heavenly Father
command the angel of mercy conceraning
your husband at his cénversion, as in the
parable of old, ‘‘Put a ring on his hand.”’

No letter of more importance ever came
to the great city of Corinth, situated on
what was called the ‘‘Bridge of the Sea,’’
and glistening with sculpture, and gated
with a style of brass the magnificence of
which the following ages have mnot been
able to successfully imitate, and over-
shadowed by the Acro-Corinthus, a fort-
ress of rook 92,000 feet high—I say no
letter ever came to that great city of
more importance than that letter in
which Paul puts the two startling ques-
tions: ‘“What knowest thou, O wife,
whether thou shalt save thy husband?

Better gé to the small-
est, weakest, most msignificant church
on earth and be copartners in eternal
bliss than pass your earthly membership
in most gorgeously attractive church
while your companion stays outside of
evangelical privilege. Better have the
drowning saved by a scow or a sloop than
let him or her go down while you sail by
in the gilded cabins of a Majestic or
Campania. :

Second remark: If both of the married
couples be Christians, but one is so
naturally constructed that it is impossi-
ble to enjoy the services of a particular
denomination and the other is not so
sectarian or punctilious, let the one less

oular go with the other who is very
particular. ' As for myself, I foel as much
at home in one denomination of evan-
gelical Christians as another, and I think
I must have been born very near the
line. I like the solemn roll of the Kpis-
copal liturgy, and I like the spontaneity
of the Methodists, and I like she import-
anoe given to the ordinance of baptism
b{ the Baptists, and I like the freedom
of the Congregationalists, and I like the
government and the sublime doctrine of
the Presbyterians, and I like many of
the others just as much =s any I have
mentionéd, and I could happily live and

h and die and be buried frem any
of them. But others are born with a lik-
ing so stout, so unbending, so inexorable
for some denomination that it is & posi-
tive necessity they have the advantage of
that one. What they were intended to be
in eoclesiasticismn was written in the sides
of their cradle, if the father and mother
had eyes keen enough to see it. They
would not stop crying until they had put
in their hands as a plaything a Westmin-
gter catechism of the Thirty-nine Articles.

Now, let the wife or husband who: is
not so constructed sacrifice the milder
preference for the one mere inflexible and
rigorous. Let the grapevine folliow the
rugosities and sinuosities of the oak or
hickory. Abram, the richer in flocks of
Christian grace, should say to Lot, who
18 built on a smaller scale: ‘‘Let there be
wo strife, I pray thee, between me and
thee, and between my herdsmen and thy
herdsmén. Is not the whole land before:
thee?’’ As you can be edified and happy
anywhere, go with your mpanion to:
the’church to which he or Bhe must go.
or be miserable.

Remark the third: If both the married
couples are very strong in their sectarian-
ism, let them attend the different
churches preferred. It is not mnecessary
that you attend the same church. Reli-
glon is between your conscience and your
God. Like Abram and Lot, agrée to
suffer. When on Sabbath morning you
come out of your home together one goes
one way and the other the other, heartily
wish each other a good sermon and a
time of profitable devotion, and when
you meet again at the noonday repast let
it be evident, each to each and to your
children and to the hired help, that you
have both been on the Mount of Trans-
figuration, although you went up by
different paths, and that you have both
been fed by the bread of life, though
kneaded by different hands in different
trays and baked in different ovens. ‘‘Bu$
how about the children?’’ I am often
asked by scores of parents. Let them also
make their own choice. They will grow
up with reverence for both the denomin-
ations represented by father and mother
if you by holy lives commend those
denominations. If the father lives the
better life, they will have the more favor-
able opinion of his denomination. If the
mother lives the better life, they will
have the more favorable opinion of her
denomination. And some day both the
parents will, for at least one service, go
to the same church. The neighbors will
say, “I wonder what 18 going on to-day,
for I saw our neighbor and his wife, who
always go to different churches, going
arm in arm to the same sanctuary.'’

- This is nothing against the
advocacy of your own religious theories.
Use all forcible argument, bring all tell-
ing #lustration, array all demonstrative
facts, but let there be no acerbity, no-
stinging retort, no mean insinuation, no
superciliousness, as though all others were|
wrong and you infallibly right.

Take a hint from astronomy. The
Ptolemaic system made the earth the
center of the solar system, and everything
was thought to turn round the earth.

SULPHUR DEPOSITS.

@eneral Ochoa, the Owner of Pepecats-
petl, Is Anxieus te Dispese of the
Mountain—The Plan an English En-
gineer in the City of Mexice Preposes
to Make the Mineral Available.

General Caspar Sanchez Ochoa, an aged
veteran of the Mexican army, has now
under consideration a plan which, if
realized, will rank as one of the greatest
feats of modern engineering. General
Ochoa is the owner of Popocatapetl. For
about s year he has been negotiating
with different capitalists for the transfer
of his magnificent property. Thereis still
on foot a deal which began last spring
with the Mexican Powder Company for
the acquisition of the immense sulphur
deposits of the mountain, and last Octo-
ber Henry E. Taylor, representing the
largest sulphur manufacturing concern in
Great Britain, visited Mexico for the sec-
ond time in connection with the matter
and made an offer of $250,000 for the
volcano. The firm which Mr. Taylor

nts is the same which purchased
the Sicilian deposits in California some

years ago.
General Ochoa claims that with the
per machinery and facilities the ex-
traction of sulphur from Popocatapetl
should yield a clear profitof 100 per cent.
The price of sulphur some years ago was
$29.a ton, but it is now worth from $35
to $40.

The plan which the aged veteran is
considering has. in view the construction
of a cableway for working the deposits,
and a working model of the proposed line
is now on view in the City of Mexico.
Mr. Stewart, of that city, proposed some
time ago that a tunnel be driven from a
point 600 meters below the-erater to tap .
the bottom of the sulphur deposits.

At that time General Ochoa’s idea was
to.carry the cable line: up to the peak
and over into the crater; a project which
was impracticable on account of the very
slender support furnished by the narrow |
line of the crater for the: cable supports,
and, furthermore, because it swould have
required considerable power for the hoist-
ing of the buckets from: the depths of
the crater, and the generation of power is
almost impossible at that height. Im-
pressed with the engineering difficulties
General Ochoa now approves of the plan
suggested by Mr. Stewart: to tannel the

k and to connect the mouth of the
tunnel with the hamlet of Tiamacas. To
make the connection between the tunuel
and the proposed reduction works of
Tiamacas would require 15,000 feet of
cable, the longest cableway in the world.

According to the outlines of the pressnt
plan the rope will be made of crucible
steel wire, one inch in diameter, with a
tensile- strain of mnot less- than-200,000
pounds to the square inch. The patent is
that of A. S. Hallidie of San Francisco,
an old mining nmian of the west, who has
successfully applied his cableway in some
of the largest mining ventures on the
Pacific Coast.

When the great cableway to the:summit
of Pike's Peak was built people read of
it with astonishment and believed that
the limit of human ingenuity in that
direction had been reached. Pike’s Peak
rises 14,000 feet in the air; Popocatapetl
ig 17,816 feet above sea level—almost
4,000 feet higher than the giant of the
Rockies.

The essential feature of the cable line,
as shown in the model, is a single end-
less moving rope, with fixed clips attach-
ed. There is thus but one rope employed,
and thas rope travels with the loads at-
tached by a clip fixed to the rope. The
ni‘peway is reduced to & minimum of #im-
plicity.

'.l‘l:‘e'y entire olip can sustain a load of
one ton without showing any weakness.
Its only wearing point is the strap which
encircles the cable. The strap s cheap
and can be replaced with a new ons in
about five minutes. The buokess to be'
used in g the sulphur are self-
dumping, and are attached by a bail and
hanger to the lugs of the clips by a bolt
and nut. The carrier or bucket weighs
70 pounds, and its capacity is 20¢ pounds
of ore. The load is fixed to the rope and
travels with it. The carrier is filled while
passing, while the rope is mowing at a
speed of about three feet a second. The
clips can be increased to any reasonable
number desired, in accordance with the
neoessities of the sulphur extraction.

The grip pulley is built of parts which
can be and carried: over the
mountains om muleback. In eonveying
the sulphur ore it is calculated that the
rope travels 200 feet a minute: The ore
buckets, which are 100 feet apart, are, as
above stated; designed to. hold 200

unds. Thus 120 tons a day ean be de-
vered by the contemplated cable line.
General Qshoa has met withs consider-
able scepticism in his work,: bus he sticks
doggedly a$.it and contendsélia$ limitless
quantities of sulphur, promising a mini-
mum profi.of 100 per cent. in addition
to 65 per cens. sulphuric aeid, bringing
eight cents.a pound withy proportionate
profit, will.reward him in tie end. The
outlay, ag.at present estimated, will be
about $500,000 in Mexican: money.

Charseteristics of Tolstoi’s New Protegesy
the Doukhobors,, Whe Are Now‘sot-
tled in Canada—Plea for Peace.

Sinee the Doukhobors landed’ at Hali-
fax, Nova Scotia, on' January 20, little
has been heard of them or their doings,
and many who sympathize with these
Museovite Pilgrim Fashers of the nine-
teenth cenc:g have been wondering how
they are faring in their new Canadiam
home: These will be glad to learn: tha$
the Russian exilea are thriving' an®
happy. It is too early yet to speals
definitely as to their plans or prospeots,
but fromz-a letter which was received:
a countryman of theirs in this city a few
days ago, says The New York Herald, i¥
is very evident that they look forward
ho to the future and that they
have really found in this new world the
mised land for wbich they have se
ong yearned.

Certainly this country has never offer-
ed a-home to foreigners more ue”
than these men, with their sheepskin:.
coats, fur leggins and fur caps, and these”
women, with their bright red skirts and-
thick woolen head coverings. More som-
bre attire would apparently be more~
appropriate’ for these gentle Russians,
who are as ardent lovers of peace as the-
Quakers themselves; but then, remember-
ing their bold and uncompromising:
resistance to the powers that be, we must.
admit that their dress harmonizes well-
with their conduet. It is somewhat bar-
baric, but then it has the charm of
antiquity, and, best of all, to the artist’s
eye, it seems the most desirable attire for -
these strange men and women, who have -
taught the world the latest lesson in the
art of passive resistance.

- The exilés have certainly made an ex-
cellent impression en all who have seem:
them. Mr. Smart, the Canadian Deputy
Minister of the - Imterior, was especially
pleased with their a ce. ‘“‘They are-
a splendid 'looking people,”” he said,
“gtrong and healthy, and I am confident
that they will. make good settlers.’
Others who saw them- land at Halifax
were especially struck with their cleanli-
ness, their intelligence and their physical

. strength. One observer, indeed, was so

moved by the appearance of these pacifio
foreigners that he' described the occasion
as ‘“‘one of the most impressive in the
history of any country.””

Those persons who:” are opposed . to
militarism consider tde arrival of the
Doukhobors im.this country 'as an event
of deep significance: According to The
Advocate of Peaee;. “‘it. is a part of the
great struggle now. going on to rid the
civilized world: of. the-curse and tyrann
of militarism, a- tyranny than whi
none more cruel’ and heartless bas ever
afflicted humanity. TDhe: system of con-
scription has extended: itself until only
under the flags of- Great Britain and the
United States of. the: great powers is
there isiany liberty-of: conscience left so
far as military service-is comcerned.’’

The peace organ then points out that
the Doukhobors have been true to their
principles for a hundred years, and that
the only reason why they have been per-
secuted is because they have steadfastly
refused to take part in ‘“mankilling or
training therefor.”’ Russia, it claims, “‘is
not the -only military despotism. The
Doukhobors could not-live: without per-
secution in Germany or France or Aus-
tria or Italm’’

For, this reason they- have come here,
and, acoording to.Fhe: Advoeate of Peace,
“it will be-a \greater shame still when
it shall come to pass, if it.shall ever come
to pass, that there shall be no refuge for
such a people under the British or Amer-
jcan flags. But this will surely come to .
ss unless the. friends. of civil and.
religious. liberty, the: friends of peace,
singly and unitedly stand to their post -
and everywhere maise the-cry of warning.
The contest with: the-tyranny of militar- -
ism is proving steadily more pronounced.
They are greatly mistaken. who suppose -
that this hoary evil will die easily. ke -
every other organized evil, i spreads an
itself oontinnally, and it will
one day lay iis. hand: again upon the
Doukhebors and upon: many others, t0o,
if the friends cf liberty and peace are noé
awake: to the tremendous responsibilities
to-day resting upon: them.”

Taylor and Cbretian ar-
rived at the prison at noon the two in-
sne men entered the ambulance quietly
enough. They apveared so docile that
the restraining belis were not put on
ther. Searcely had the ambulance
turned into Eighth avenue, however, be-
fore Degenhardt sat up and aimed a ter-
rific blow at the head-of Dr. Taylor, who
was seated in the rear part of the vehicle.

<.Let me out,” cried the luuatic, “or I'll
kill you!”

SIWASH INDIANS KILL A GIRL
TO WARD OFF STAR-
VATION.

She Had Been Guarded to Await
the Hour of Sacrifice, but Escaped
to the Tent of Some Miners,
when the Indians Stabbed Her
to Death.

Vicrora, B. C., June 11—Three miners
who have just resched heie from the
partially explored headwaters of the
Upper Stewart river, tell the atory of a
young girl slain by the Indisns at the
behest of a medicine man as & sacrifice
to ward off starvation.

The tent of the three miners was
snetched open one morning early last
March a8 they sat at breakfast, snd in
rushed @& swarthy Indian girl, who
threw herselt down before them and
oried bittezly. Befora they had time to
.consider the cause of the interruption &
howling mob of Siwashes, headed by
their medicine man, rushed in and
seizad the prostrate girl.

The miners, unable to eave the ghl,
followed as she was carried away. She
was taken to & totem in the centre of
the Indisn hamlet, and after the Indi-
ars had denced sround her for a fow
minutes the chief planged & knile into
her body and she gank down without &

ory.

It was not until pext dsy that the
miners were able to get sn explanation
of the tragedy. The medicine man was
approached by the famive stricken Ia.
diapsand asked to made “medicine” to
the inroads of starvation and send food.
The medicine man cslled upon the chief
to make & sacrifice, and the young girl
was chosen as & victim. She was placed
in & hut under a gusrd, but managed to
escape to the miners’ camy.

The miners promised secrecy, but
fearing the Indians would kill them to
insure their silence . they lost no time in
getting out of the district. They have

murder of the girl, and soldiers will be
sent to arrest the chie/.

The trio, Cesare Francaso, of Salt

My destination was Singapore from
Hong Kong, sud as I had so cften travel-
led by those favorite ships, the P. & O.,

Foitunately one of the well-known 8, &
8. ships, one of the new ones, was leav.
ing that day for Swatow, and very nice
and handsome she looked, beaut.fully
clean as the proverbiel mew pin—the
local steamers on the China coast are
noted for their cleanlinese.

With my bag and bsggege I went on
board. Isaw the skipper. He was not
very $alkative, but he told me I would
be the only Enropean passenger, and he
thought me & fool for mnot taking the
meil or one of the larger ships leaving
direct for Singapore, where I would be
more comfortable and better fed. Buat
ag it was my wish to see whata coolie-
ship was like, I fold him I was content
$o go in his ship in preference fo one of
the larger oner. There were two more
officers on board, decent young fellows,
and the chief engineer, & canny Scotch-
man, who was nearly as communicative
as the Oaptain, informed me that he
was going to SBwatow for & full comple.
ment of psssengers—pigs and newly-
caught monkeys, he called them, be-

The men, absclately naked,
ware marched one by one past the doc-
tor, who felt their pulse and otherwise
closely observed their appearance. For-
tuna'¢ lythere wasnot & single suspicious
case, so the doctor, boarding officers and
captain retired to the saloon to-inspect
the immigration papers, and, after a
good deal of argnment a8 to whetber we
were not two short of our consular num-
ber, it was at last settled with
a stiffi whiekey-stinger and a good
handshake (s very suspicious ome, I
thought). We werethen granted pratique
and sllowed to proceed to our anchorage
in the harbor and land the coolies.
