ON THE MEW'XNEKEAG,
Tue Experieneces of u Party ol’ (uun
on the Meduxnekeag Riv
Written for THE GLEANER.

Starting early one morning with my
friend, we carried our canoe from his
house ‘to the Meduxnekeag, which was
about halt & mile distant, there launched
her and paddled half & mile, when we
hnd o portage for an equal distance
over a jam of logs. Then we launched a
wcond time and paddled up the stream
for about another mile. Here we met
the first rapud and polea through it, after
which came another stretch of deap
water. We hal just turned s bend in
the stream when we came upon & pair of
ducks with a brood of ducklings, When
they saw us they starlied off as fast as
they coull go, seemingly running upon
the surlacei{; the water. We bent to
our paddles und pushed the canoe for-
wurd with all energy in hot pursuit, but
turning & bend in the stream we came
upon & rapid, and as we had to pole up
we were compelled to give up the chase.

We then glided over the deep still
water at the foot of a rapid, with a high
hill thickly studded wit hemlock and
spruce on one hand, while on the other, a
swamp covered with alders, under which
ny the water's-edge the bull-frog croaked
his deep note. As we would turn &
bend of the s:ream vhe heron would rise
and 1y lazily ahead of us; or perhaps &
a0+ of ducklings dmurbed from their
feeding place would dlve and come up
behind us. ~

We had ascended the stream about
iour miles when we lunched on a rock
a the edge of a deep bole. After lunch
we took our rods and began to fish,
wd not fished long, when'suddenly my
sole, which was very slight, bent almost ,
lou'le and the reel spun. I knew ‘&t

wice 1 had hooked a large fish, so I e
h m take the line; when he had run out
& out thirty yards he stopped. I then
wund up slowly till I got bim within
twenty feet of me when, again he ranout
with the line about the sawe distance.

Jumping wto the canoce we paddled
or the other shore which was shallow.
nen we began the sport of playing him.
We had played bim about twenty
uinutes when we succeeded in getting
him close enough to have a good look at

nn.

He was a red trout about eighteen
inches long, and would weigh about three
¢ rmus, when my friend, taking hold of
he oast, hauled him in gn:lunlly till he
